However, a number of telephone calls have been received from persons, whom it is understood are members of a Committee set up to drive the above project. In the course of these conversations it was indicated that the preferred area for a site stretched from Ballyboden going southwards into the Dun Laoghaire Rathdown Administrative area, as the existing Coláiste de hIde at Tymon North Road already serves much of the Tallaght/Templeogue areas. The Council has very little land in the Ballyboden area generally, but the callers were advised to discuss the matter with the Planning Department in order to identify any suitably zoned private land banks in the area.

It is understood from the Council's Parks Department that a site at Dodder Valley Park, Templeogue has recently been suggested by the Committee for consideration, however in light of the proximity of this site to Coláiste de hIde it is unclear if this site will be acceptable to the Department of Education and Science or County Dublin V.E.C. 

In order to clarify and progress the matter, the members of the Committee have been advised that a formal written request should be submitted by the Department of Education or County Dublin V.E.C. clearly stating the area to be served by the above proposed Gaelcholáiste.”

An application for a Fire Safety Certificate has been submitted to Dublin Fire Brigade and a decision was due on 1st November, 2007. However, Dublin Fire Brigade has looked for an extension of time to consider the application and the decision due date is now 3rd December, 2007. 

The owners have indicated that on receipt of a Fire Safety Certificate, that they intend lodging a commencement notice with the Council. While the developer of the land in question had inciated that he proposed to commence work in late October or early November, this has now been delayed slightly, because of the request from Dublin Fire Brigade for the extension of time to consider the application for the Fire Safety Certificate. It is hoped now that the development will commence early in the New Year.”

“Part 8 Report - Templeogue Village Public Car Park Scheme (Phase 2)
1. Introduction

Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. These regulations apply to the proposed Templeogue Village Public Car Park Scheme (Phase 2)

The Templeogue Village Public Car Park Scheme (Phase 2) will consist of the following:

· 37 car parking spaces in a newly constructed car park on the eastern side of Riverside Cottage Lane, Templeogue 

· Height restriction barrier at access and egress points 

· Boundary wall along laneway in keeping with existing adjacent public car park 

· Construction of (subject to agreement with landowner) pedestrian access way to Templeogue Road via private car park (marked “A-B” on the attached plan AOM/TE/07/01) 

· Construction of (subject to agreement with landowner) entrance from private car park into proposed car park (marked “C” on the attached plan AOM/TE/07/01) 

· Provision of associated public lighting.

The intention of the scheme is to:

· Provide additional parking spaces in Templeogue Village adjacent to the existing car park 

· Provide, with agreement of the owner, a pedestrian access way to the village via private land

The overall impacts of the proposal are: 

· Overall improved access to Templeogue Village for members of the public, and persons carrying out their business in the village area. 

· Reduced time spent searching by car for parking in Templeogue Village. 

· Decreased congestion from double parked vehicles 

· Additional traffic movements on Riverside Cottages between Templeogue Road and the car park 

· Two additional disabled parking spaces within the proposed car park.

2. Public Consultation Process

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and The Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and was on public display from Wednesday 13th June 2007 to Friday 13th July 2007 at:

· South Dublin County Council Offices, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24. 

· Ballyroan Library, Orchardstown Avenue, Rathfarnham.

Any person wishing to make a submission or observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated was invited to do so. The latest date for the receipt of submissions was before 4:30 pm on Friday 27th July 2007.

3. Written Submissions

Two written submissions were received for the scheme:

1. Ms. Monaghan, Templeogue Village

2. Superintendent Frank Moore, Terenure Garda Station

1. Ms. Monaghan, Templeogue Village

b.That the pedestrian access way should be more than 22 feet from the side of her property. 

Response:
a. The proposed vehicular entrance from the private car park to the proposed car park will provide access from the private car park and not directly from Templeogue Village. Direct access to the car park will be provided and signed via Riverside Cottages.

b. Sufficient space to allow two cars to pass will remain between the access way and the side of the building.

Report on Right Turn Ban Springfield Avenue

“The traffic section has completed its findings of the analysis of the Templeogue Road and Springfield Avenue junction. Two scenarios as follows were tested.

(1) Existing layout, right turn ban to Springfield Avenue in place, with a bus lane / left turn lane and a straight ahead lane provided.

(2) Right turn permitted and lanes altered thus: a combined ‘bus lane, left turn lane and straight ahead lane’ and right turn lane.

Comparison of the results for the existing and modified junction showed the following:

· The provision of a right turn lane would confine all the other traffic (left turning, straight ahead and bus traffic) into one lane. 

· There would be less straight ahead and left turning traffic accommodated at the junction. This would result in traffic queueing back into Templeogue village. 

· Journey times for buses would be increased due to additional congestion in the village. 

· A new phase is required to permit the traffic to make the turning movement removing ‘green time’ from the remaining movements. 

· The provision of the right turn would increase the amount of traffic using Templeogue Village in order to access the turn. 

· The associated congestion would have a negative impact on the environment of the village.

In summary in light of the above, it is recommended that the right ban is retained.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“(a) The Resident Engineer has met with the three residents concerned on a number of occasions since the commencement of works in October 2006, most recently on the 5th and 6th of September 2007. Since then matters have been discussed with SDCC engineering staff directly.

Taking the adjacent proposed on-road cycle track of 1.5m into consideration, the centre line of the new carriageway will be in exactly the same position as the old Taylor’s Lane alignment. This means that traffic will be no nearer the residences at this location. In addition, a low noise surface is being provided along Taylor’s Lane as part of the scheme. This indicates that the overall noise levels will not in fact increase and there is therefore no requirement on the Council to increase the wall height.

(b) According to current road design guidelines, whilst the desirable width of a footpath, where it can be achieved, should be at least 1.8m (6 feet), it is permissible where circumstances dictate, to reduce the width to 1.5m (5 feet). Indeed the current County Development Plan, (Urban Design) requires a minimum desirable width of 1.5m. In the event, the proposed construction width of the footpath at the location in question is 1.65m, (5feet 6inches) this being determined by the new road alignment and the existing garden walls.” 

Following contributions from Councillors J. Lahart, S. Laing, T. McDermott, P. Cosgrave, C. Keane and M. Ardagh, Mr. F. Coffey, Director of Transportation and Mr. S. Fagan, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.   The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to arrange a meeting with representatives of local resident’s associations to discuss matters/concerns relating to the construction works on the Green Route.

“Construction of the Green Route commenced in October 2006 and is envisaged to be substantially complete in late 2007 / early 2008. The scheme includes; 

· the provision of dedicated footpaths and cycle tracks along the entire length of the scheme; 

· upgrade of services infrastructure including ESB, Eircom, water, drainage, public lighting, etc; 

· two additional pedestrian crossings along Taylor's Lane; 

· the upgrade of Fortification Hill (which was previously deficient in respect of vertical and horizontal alignment, with absence of dedicated footpaths / cycletracks) including the provision of a new signallised junction at Grange Road capable of incorporating all traffic movements and including pedestrian facilities; 

· the provision of bus lanes as recently approved by the Members. 

· and the improvement of noise and pollution characteristics, as a new low noise road surface is to be constructed as part of the proposed works.

When complete the new Green Route will be a significant improvement on the former alignment, and will provide a much safer and efficient facility for local residents, pedestrians, public transport users and motorists.This project fully supports and indeed is a fundamental component of the Ballyboden Village Plan. The improvement in terms of safety matters and elimination of bottlenecks and more efficient public transport in the local road infrastructure now enables the increased densities and development essential to the success of the Ballyboden Village Plan. Without this road scheme the Ballyboden Village Plan could not proceed.

The scope and extent of the works were determined in the Formal Approval, in May 2001, of the Part 10 Public Consultation process. The lands to be acquired were determined under the CPO process, confirmed in October 2004. Where lands were acquired, accommodation works and boundary treatments were agreed with the landowners as part of compensation settlements. There are no statutory provisions to compensate for disruption to local residents or commercial outlets not included in the CPO process. It is important to remember that the scope of the roads project as undertaken by the contractor does not purport to address wider issues such as the provision of public spaces and associated street furniture etc, or the provision of new boundaries to properties not affected by the CPO process. 

As with all road construction projects built in a live pedestrian and traffic environment, a degree of inconvenience and disruption was experienced by residents and motorists, caused principally by temporary traffic delays, access to adjacent residences as works progressed locally, noise and vibrations. The Council is cognisant of the temporary disruption and inconvenience to local residents that this scheme brings with it, and we are endeavouring to minimise these issues, but unfortunately some inconvenience is largely unavoidable. Public safety is of the highest priority and concern to us and temporary works are constantly monitored to ensure that they comply with the terms of the Contract. 

Matters of concern to residents are addressed promptly. Those properties affected by the CPO have had their boundaries replaced to the owner's satisfaction as part of the compensation settlement. Verge treatments at Newbrook estate will be carried out in accordance with the wishes of the residents, i.e. either grass or manitenance-free paving. Bollards will be provided at Moyville Lawns as requested by the residents. 

Meetings with representatives from local resident's associations have been arranged for Friday 26th October 2007 to discuss matters/concerns related to the construction works on the Green Route.”
Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, P. Cosgrave and T. McDermott, Mr. F. Coffey, Director of Transportation and Mr. S. Fagan, Senior Engineer responded to queries raised.   It was AGREED to amend the report to read
