COUNCILLOR ROBERT DOWDS

South Dublin County Council agrees that appropriate housing for the elderly is built in significant quantities in the Clonburris SDZ and LAP so that they may benefit from good public transport and provide a mix of generations in the area.

Response 
A sustainable district as proposed at Clonburris is one where a range of housing types and tenures are provided to cater for a variety of housing needs and where residents can easily access the range of facilities and amenities they need to support their day-to-day needs.  The timely and accessible provision of such facilities will contribute to the quality of life enjoyed by residents in that the provision of a variety of housing types and tenures will address the housing needs of the range of residents that form a sustainable community throughout their life cycle including singles, couples, families and the elderly.  The Draft Plan requires that 15% of all residential units in each neighbourhood be social and affordable housing. This is in accordance with the South Dublin County Council Housing Strategy and is considered an appropriate proportion that will contribute to the overall mix of housing tenure on the site. Sustainability Indicator QL.SC.01 requires that a Clonburris Social and Affordable Housing Strategy be developed to provide guidance on the mix, type and location of social and affordable housing across the site to ensure that a strategic approach is taken to addressing housing need.  It is not possible through a Plan of this nature to control the number of owner occupied units on the site.

A range of building typologies is essential to creating a robust and adaptable built fabric for the differing needs of the community.  It is stated in the plan that urban blocks will generally contain a diversity of building types, building owners and land uses.  It is an objective to achieve a mix of building typologies reflecting the grain and character of the neighbourhoods and providing appropriate adaptability in mixed use areas.  All community facilities are to be located within a 5-10 minute walking distance.  Having regard to the desire to provide a range of quality homes in Clonburris with generous internal spaces, the design of all new homes is required to comply with the internal space standards set out in the recent publication ‘Quality Housing for Sustainable Communities’ and apartments also need to comply with the new apartment standards.  

All of this strongly facilitates housing for the elderly without being overly restrictive on exact locations and numbers; this creates a naturally mixed community with a freedom of choice on where to live.

Make the amendments to the plan to reflect the following change: - The Griffeen Park improvements to be moved from Phase 7 of the Clonburris SDZ to Phase 2 of the Clonburris LAP.

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.
Response
The Planning Scheme indicates that the Griffeen Park Extension is to be required either at Phase 3 of the LAP (now proposed to be 1,601-2,400 units), or Phase 7 of the SDZ (5,001-6,000 units), whichever comes first. This is to ensure that the development of the park, and associated facilities which will be required by the new community takes place even if development is initially only concentrated in the LAP, Or SDZ area. 
Section H.6.4 of the Plan states that specified infrastructure and facilities must be provided no later than set out in the phasing scheme, or such facilities can be provided earlier, as has happened in Adamstown. Therefore, the extension to Griffeen Park must be provided.
In addition, the development of Grand Canal Park, and Clonburris Park in the SDZ phases prior to phase 7, will ensure adequate parks and facilities at the same time, or just prior to the development of Griffeen Park, depending on the roll-out of development in the Plan area. 

In conclusion, at the outset of LAP Phase 3, only 1,600 units will have been permitted, therefore it is considered that the proposals for the development of the Griffeen Park extension by either Phase 3 (LAP) Or, Phase 7 (SDZ) will provide the development of Griffeen Valley Park in a timely manner. 
Recommendation
The objective of the motion is agreed and is already incorporated into the Plan. It is recommended that the motion not be adopted, however, for the reason explained above, that whichever phase is earlier will require it.

Section D7. Community 

1. Add to the sub-section “Schools” on Page 61 the following paragraph: “
It is an objective of the SDZ and LAP Plans that each Primary School shall be complemented by the location on the school site a Childcare Centre providing pre-school child care, and after-school childcare services for pupils of the school. The concept shall be informed by best practice in other EU states for the co-location of school and childcare services.”
Response

The Planning Scheme and Local Area Plan make provision for facilities which are necessary to support the development of a sustainable new community, such as schools and childcare provision. 

In view of the scale, range and density of residential units likely to be delivered in Clonburris, a standard of one childcare place for every 150 dwelling units is proposed throughout the Plan areas. There is flexibly in respect of the type of childcare provided with the possibility of pre-school and after school childcare. To ensure an appropriate scale of childcare provision at neighbourhood level, it is a requirement of the LAP and SDZ Planning Scheme that no single childcare facility in Clonburris shall cater for more than 150 child spaces and that childcare facilities should generally be located within the urban hub identified in each neighbourhood and near employment areas. 

The delivery of primary school buildings is a function of the Department of Education and Science. The Department’s School Planning Unit has advised that they have no current proposals to co-locate primary schools and childcare services. Notwithstanding this, the co-location of pre-school and after-school childcare is considered to be a worthy aspiration of the LAP and SDZ Planning Scheme and would contribute to a sustainable living environment within Clonburris. 

A requirement to provide childcare services within school site is in conflict with current Government policy on the delivery of school buildings and childcare and may impact upon the timely delivery of schools within the LAP and SDZ areas. It is therefore proposed to amend the motion to require the provision of childcare services with pre-school and after school childcare within or adjacent to primary school sites.  A requirement within a land use plan, to prioritise pupils of the adjoining school in such childcare centres is considered inappropriate. Any such requirement would interfere with market conditions to an unacceptable degree and may prove discriminatory.
Manager’s Recommendation
It is recommended that the Motion be adopted with amendments.

South Dublin County Council agrees that each apartment building in the Clonburris SDZ and LAP contains the following:

(a) Utility room in each apartment

(b) Locked area for bicycles, large children’s toys on the ground floor

(c) Hidden drying area for each apartment building

RESPONSE

All residential units are required to comply with the recently released Sustainable Urban

Housing: Design Standards for Apartments and Quality Housing for Sustainable Communities,

produced by the Department of the Environment. These are considered to produce good

standards for new homes and are regarded as the most up-to-date standards. It is proposed to amend the text to ensure that any future revisions of these guidance documents also apply to development at Clonburris. Sustainability indicators deal with the provision of satisfactory study space and private space and levels of daylighting to be provided in order to ensure well-designed new homes in Clonburris.

These guidelines make provision for general storage which should be additional to kitchen presses and bedroom furniture.  Adequate provision is also outlined for refuse storage and drying facilities.  Storage areas should be capable of accommodating bulky items, such as a child’s buggy.

With regards to refuse storage, provision is made for adequate space within apartments for the temporary storage of segregated materials prior to deposition in communal waste storage.

The guidelines state that the need for adequate, secure bicycle parking should be addressed at the design stage.  Where external racks are provided, they should be under cover.  It is thought that individual’s will place their own locks on their bikes if required.

The guidelines state that communal facilities for drying clothes may be provided in well-ventilated areas in some larger schemes.  Where this is not done, consideration will need to be given to the provision of drying facilities within each unit, such as screened balconies.

Apartment housing at Clonburris is therefore already required to comply with the most up-to-date design standards as published by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.  This is seen to be sufficient to ensure that all apartment housing is of the highest standard.  

Manager’s Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion be adopted with the following amendment:

That South Dublin County Council directs that all apartment housing is of the highest standard, in line with the recent Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for Apartments published by the Department of the Environment and Local Government, September 2007 and that any future revisions to these standards will also apply to Clonburris.

“Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following changes – all public/civic buildings of two stories or more shall be serviced by lifts. This to include schools and community centres
Response.

Section 1.12 of the Building Regulations 2004, Technical Guidance Document M: relates to Access for People with Disabilities, and provides the legislative guidance for circumstances under which lifts must be installed in buildings. Regarding non-commercial buildings, Part M requires the provision of lifts for all buildings including schools and community centres under the following circumstances. These include:-

Section. 1.12 A suitable passenger lift should be provided to any storey above or below the entrance storey which:

(a) in a two storey building has a nett floor area per floor of more than 280 m2; or

(b) in a building of more than two storeys has a nett floor area per floor of more than 200 m2. (The 200 m2 figure appears to apply to the floor area on each floor of the dwelling units accessed from the same stair core).  It is considered that this requirement would apply in the majority of cases, and almost certainly larger buildings such as public schools and medium to large community centres. 
Development within the Clonburris Plan area must legally adhere to the requirements of the Building Regulations. It is considered that this will be sufficient to ensure that lifts are installed in relevant public buildings. 

Recommendation.

Agree with motion subject to the following amendment:- as is required under Part M of the Building Regulations 2004.

COUNCILLOR GUSS O’CONNELL

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following changes – in line with the Council’s own design policies, satellite, and other aerials and devices will not be allowed to be sited on the front of buildings.

RESPONSE

The Plan proposes the development of a data infrastructure spine through the development

which could accommodate a number of communication mediums. Such a system would be

available to service providers to use.  All buildings in the district shall be connected to the data spine.  The provision of IT, broadband internet and high speed telecommunications infrastructure to the district as a whole will enable activities such as home office working, e-commercial business and education uses to prosper. 

The Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments state that to avoid subsequent demands for the installation of numerous individual satellite dishes on apartment complexes, developers should be encouraged to consider the potential for locating communal dishes as part of the overall design, e.g. at roof level. 

The Planning and Development Regulations, 2001 contain the following information under Class 4:

Description of Development:

(a) The erection of a wireless or television antenna, other than a satellite television signal receiving antenna, on the roof of a house.

(b) The erection on or within the curtilage of a house, of a dish type antenna used for the receiving and transmitting of signals from satellites

Conditions and Limitations:

The height of the antenna above the roof of the house shall not exceed 6 metres.

1. Not more than one such antenna shall be erected on, or within the curtilage of a house.

2. The diameter of any such antenna shall not exceed 1 metre.

3. No such antenna shall be erected on, or forward of, the front wall of the house.

4. No such antenna shall be erected on the front roof slope of the house or higher than the highest part of the roof of the house.

The regulations state that no antenna be erected on the front wall of the house, the Council agrees with these regulations.  However, some flexibility may be shown only in exceptional cases where a single aspect dwelling has no other option but to put a device on the front of the building. 

Manager’s Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion be adopted with the following amendment:

In line with the Council’s own design policies, satellite, and other aerials and devices will not be allowed to be sited on the front of buildings except in exceptional circumstances where no other location apart from the front wall of the building can be found.

Section H.7 Development/Phasing Strategy

Amend section H.7 by transferring Primary School No.1/LAP from Phase 2 to Phase 1 and add a note as follows:

‘The designation of the site for a Primary School in Kishoge Cross to be notified to the Department of Education and Science as a possible location for the existing Esker Educate Together National School.’
RESPONSE
The Plan provides for up to 6 no. primary schools and 3 no. post primary schools as part of the infrastructural requirements for Clonburris to serve the education needs of children in Clonburris. The number of schools proposed meets the Department of Education and Science’s planning requirements for the eventual population of Clonburris. 
It is considered inappropriate to determine the patron bodies of any schools within a land use plan. The patron bodies for new schools will be selected by the Department of Education and Science prior to school opening.  However, the Department of Education has already started pre-planning discussion in respect of this site.
The proposed primary school site located in Kishoge Cross neighbourhood in the LAP area is located to the north west of the site and will be accessible to the wider area. The Infrastructure Phasing Scheme requires that this school be provided no later than Phase 2. The school could be provided sooner than this, if required and, if appropriate access arrangements are in place. It is proposed to amend the Draft Plan to move the Kishoge Cross primary school forward in the Phasing Scheme.    
Recommendation

Agree with motion subject to amendment:

That the following note be omitted: ‘The designation of the site for a Primary School in Kishoge Cross to be notified to the Department of Education and Science as a possible location for the existing Esker Educate Together National School.’

Amend paragraph two in clause H.6.2 to read as follows: -

As a minimum, major public transport projects must be operational; and written approval for progression to a subsequent development scenario must be gained from the Development Agency/Planning Authority.

The SDZ and LAP area of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.
RESPONSE
It is unreasonable to require public transport projects to be operational given the long lead time for construction even after contracts have been signed.
In preparing the draft Clonburris Plan which incorporates the SDZ Planning Scheme, the Council commissioned transport, retail and sustainability studies. These studies, along with the Strategic Environmental Assessment undertaken in respect of the Plan, have provided a robust basis for considering the form of future development of this area and have taken account of the impact of a fully built-out Adamstown development, and other large scale developments proposed or underway in the area. The phasing plan proposed as part of the Plan has taken account of the potential impact of the proposed development and clearly sets out the infrastructure that must be in place at each stage of the development in order to minimise its impact.
The three development scenarios have been informed by a detailed public transport capacity and road network assessment so that the quantum of development permitted at each stage is clearly related to the capacity available on public transport and the surrounding road network. The phasing plan clearly ties the amount of development that is permitted to the public transport project needed to support it. It is considered that the amount of development permitted under each of the three scenarios is appropriate. However, a number of amendments have been recommended to the draft Plan, contained within the Manager’s Report, to address the concerns raised – these include a reduction in the number of residential units permitted under Scenarios A and B; and a requirement that public transport capacity (see Recommendation No. 2 of the Manager’s Report) and evaluation of modal share are addressed before permission is given to move from one development scenario to the next.

Issue Raised in the Motion
Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following changes – in order to maintain a wildlife corridor alongside the canal within the Clonburris LAP and SDZ, the area of at least 15 meters on either side of the canal shall be maintained as a naturalised area, conducive to wildlife habitat, with naturalised planting. All development adjacent to the canal shall be required to minimise light pollution and negative impacts on the canal, and take into account any specific recommendations from the Heritage Officer and An Taisce to optimise this area for wildlife.

Response.

It should be noted that a detailed Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) of the Plan lands was undertaken to inform the layout of the overall Masterplan. Meetings with various Governmental and local bodies, such as the Department of the Environment, The Environmental Protection Agency, National Parks and Wildlife Services and Loc Canail took place in order to ascertain the habitat value of the site. The overall layout takes account of these findings, reserving the most sensitive sites free from development, and in addition proposing a comprehensive network of parks and additional wildlife corridors. 

The most sensitive habitat sites on the site are alongside the northern bank of the Grand Canal, the Cappagh Overflow and the whole of the Square Pond Field. All of these areas are to be retained within the Grand Canal Park, Clonburris Park and Grand Canal buffer zone/ecological corridor. In addition P46 of the Planning Scheme indicates a linear green space along the whole of the northern and southern banks of the Canal including a 10m wide section between the canal and the urban area to the north of Ashwood. The width of the ecological corridors will in most instances be 30m and over, specifically on the northern bank of the canal which is more ecologically sensitive than the southern bank, which has been subject to disruptive construction works over the last decade. 

The SEA indicated that the retention of the northern bank was a priority.  Any retention of the canal and associated banks needed to balance the proposed Natural Heritage Area designation of the canal, towpath, hedgerow and bank, and the amenity needs of the residents of proposed and existing communities. It is proposed that a detailed Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP) for the Grand Canal and associated banks be undertaken prior to any development taking place in proximity to the Grand Canal to ascertain amelioration for design issues, such as the retention of the existing flora and fauna, maintenance of the canal and towpaths as a natural feature where possible, and the retention and regenerative replanting (where required or recommended) of the southern and northern banks and hedgerows. The BAP would take into account the requirements of the Heritage Officer along with legislative responsibilities. 

The Clonburris Plan proposes that a canal basin is to be constructed to the north of the Grand Canal, which will take its water source from the canal itself. This will involve the bridging of a narrow section of the Cappagh Overflow. The remainder of the Cappagh Overflow and associated ditches are to be retained within the proposed Linear Ecological area and Grand Canal Park. 

The BAP will deal with issues such as any requirement for reduced night-time lighting along tow-paths and streets and buildings adjacent to the Grand Canal and associated banks. It is considered that the majority of the requirements of the motion are contained within the Canalside Parks and the BAP which it to be carried out. A less ecologically sensitive section of the canal will maintain a 10m wide strip between Canal and areas of hard surface. It is therefore considered that the requirements of the motion are unnecessary. 

Recommendation.

It is recommended that the motion not be agreed, as it has been incorporated into the Plan.

MOTION

Make amendments to the plan to omit the two district landmark buildings at Kishoge Cross

RESPONSE

Within Clonburris, a number of locations have been identified for landmark building opportunities.  Landmark buildings are often taller buildings which cut through the skyline and act as key markers in the district, but they can also be distinguished through building design or materials.  These structures will assist legibility and mark the distinctiveness of special places.  

Landmark buildings may be identified by way of height, design and materials. These building

forms assist legibility and create distinctiveness.  Landmark buildings are not just structures distinguished by height, they can be important because of their use. The landmark buildings within the district can incorporate community uses where this is appropriate and the proposed plan provides an incentive for incorporating community uses into landmark buildings by allocating additional floorspace where this occurs.  All buildings in Clonburris, including landmark buildings, will be required to comply with the relevant sustainability guidelines in the Sustainability Toolkit.

Landmark buildings have been located away from existing development areas so that they will not adversely affect residential amenity through overlooking or overshadowing. Particular concern has been raised in connection with the proposed local landmark building identified to the north of the Fonthill Link Road/Outer Ring Road junction.  Recommendation number 33 proposes an amendment to this to address the concerns raised.  The site of this building is over 80m away from the existing two storey development of Foxborough. It is considered that the provision of a landmark building on this site will provide a visual gateway feature at this important junction within the development, and that the building would be sufficiently far away from the Foxborough development to avoid adversely affecting residential amenity through overlooking or overshadowing.

Kishoge Station will form the heart of the Kishoge local centre and it is considered appropriate that a landmark building be located in the immediate vicinity of the station – the plan indicates the general location of the landmark building here but its specific location will be subject to the detailed design of this area. It is recognised that in view of the surrounding street network in this area, that it is appropriate to indicate an additional site for a landmark building immediately east of the Outer Ring Road bridge to visually connect this part of the development to the remainder of the local centre.  This is considered reasonable as these two district landmarks would be located away from existing residential estates.

Recommendation No. 42 in the Manager’s Report states the following:

Amend the neighbourhood structure plan on page 85 to show an additional District Landmark ocated to the east of the Outer Ring Road bridge.

Recommendation No. 33 in the Manager’s Report states the following:

Amend the Development Schedule for Kishoge Cross on page 84 to indicate that the maximum height for the local landmark building north of the Fonthill Link Road and east of the Outer Ring Road is 5 storeys plus 1 storey setback.

The reduction in height of the local landmark building is considered sufficient to overcome any concerns residents may have and this compromise was reached to protect existing residential estates in the area.

However, there would be no need to totally omit the two proposed district landmark buildings; this request is seen to be totally needless and excessive within the scheme and the high quality design statement it is trying to create would be unnecessarily harnessed.  The district landmark buildings are located away from existing residential developments and will complement one another illustrating high quality design.

Manager’s Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion not be adopted.

Section H.7 Development/Phasing Strategy

Amend Section H.7 by transferring Post Primary School No.1/LAP from Phase 4 to Phase 1.
RESPONSE
The Post Primary school noted in Phase 4 of the Development/Phasing Strategy – LAP Area H.7 refers to the provision of a school within Kishoge Grange and not Kishoge Cross.

The post primary school will be located in Kishoge Grange neighbourhood in the LAP area adjacent to the Griffeen Valley Park (as extended). Access to this school is proposed via a pedestrian and cycle bridge across the Kildare rail line from the Adamstown Link Road and vehicular access from the Outer Ring Road. Thus, this school would be accessible to the wider area. The Infrastructure Phasing Scheme requires that this school be provided no later than Phase 4. 
It is proposed in the Manager’s Report to move the Post Primary school forward one phase from Phase 4 - 3000-3600 LAP units to Phase 3 - 1600-3000 units.  In addition to this it is now proposed to reduce the Phasing bands slightly to make LAP Phase 3 consist of 1600-2400 units.  This will effectively reduce the number of dwelling units by a further 600 units within revised phase 3. It is considered unreasonable, therefore, to move the school further in the phasing and is not required.

A primary school is required as part of the roll out of LAP phase 1 and it would be unreasonable and unnecessary to require a post primary and primary school at phase 1.

The Adamstown SDZ Planning Scheme requires schools to be provided with the provision of 1800 and 3400 dwellings.  This motion, therefore, seeks schools within Clonburris 1000 units (primary) and 1000 units (post primary) below the Adamstown requirement.

Recommendation

RESPONSE

A sustainable district as proposed at Clonburris is one where a range of housing types and tenures are provided to cater for a variety of housing needs and where residents can easily access the range of facilities and amenities they need to support their day-to-day needs.  The timely and accessible provision of such facilities will contribute to the quality of life enjoyed by residents in that the provision of a variety of housing types and tenures will address the housing needs of the range of residents that form a sustainable community throughout their life cycle including singles, couples, families and the elderly.  The Draft Plan requires that 15% of all residential units in each neighbourhood be social and affordable housing. This is in accordance with the South Dublin County Council Housing Strategy and is considered an appropriate proportion that will contribute to the overall mix of housing tenure on the site. Sustainability Indicator QL.SC.01 requires that a Clonburris Social and Affordable Housing Strategy be developed to provide guidance on the mix, type and location of social and affordable housing across the site to ensure that a strategic approach is taken to addressing housing need.  It is not possible through a Plan of this nature to control the number of owner occupied units on the site.

A range of building typologies is essential to creating a robust and adaptable built fabric for the differing needs of the community.  It is stated in the plan that urban blocks will generally contain a diversity of building types, building owners and land uses.  It is an objective to achieve a mix of building typologies reflecting the grain and character of the neighbourhoods and providing appropriate adaptability in mixed use areas.  All community facilities are to be located within a 5-10 minute walking distance.  Having regard to the desire to provide a range of quality homes in Clonburris with generous internal spaces, the design of all new homes is required to comply with the internal space standards set out in the recent publication ‘Quality Housing for Sustainable Communities’ and apartments also need to comply with the new apartment standards.  

All of this strongly facilitates housing for the elderly without being overly restrictive on exact locations and numbers; this creates a naturally mixed community with a freedom of choice on where to live.

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.
Response.

The submitted motion is incorrect. The Planning Scheme indicates that the Griffeen Park Extension is to be proposed either at Phase 3 of the LAP (1,601-3,000 units), or Phase 7 of the SDZ (5,001-6,000 units), whichever comes first. This is to ensure that the development of the park, and associated facilities which will be required by the new community takes place even if development is initially only concentrated in the LAP, Or SDZ area. 
Section H.6.4 of the Plan states that specified infrastructure and facilities must be provided no later than set out in the phasing scheme, or such facilities can be provided earlier, as has happened in Adamstown. Therefore, the extension to Griffeen Park must be provided at the interim stage of the development.
In addition, the development of Grand Canal Park, and Clonburris Park in the SDZ phases prior to phase 7, will ensure adequate parks and facilities at the same time, or just prior to the development of Griffeen Park, depending on the roll-out of development in the Plan area. 

In conclusion, at the outset of LAP Phase 3, only 1,600 units will have been permitted, therefore it is considered that the proposals for the development of the Griffeen Park extension by either Phase 3 (LAP) Or, Phase 7 (SDZ) will provide the development of Griffeen Valley Park in a timely manner. 
Recommendation.
The objective of the motion is agreed and is already incorporated into the Plan. It is recommended that the motion not be adopted, however, for the reason explained above, that whichever phase is earlier will require it.

The development model for such centres should investigate the possibility of incorporating an Eco theme for one of the enterprise/training centres. However, to include this as a limiting factor on the provision of an enterprise and training centre may inhibit the delivery of a successful development model.  It is therefore considered appropriate to

Response. 

Provision set out in the Draft Clonburris SDZ/LAP - Recreation and leisure facilities

A range of indoor and outdoor recreation and leisure facilities will be required to cater for the new population of Clonburris. A minimum of one sports centre and swimming pool will be required and should be located adjacent to one of the parks in Clonburris (p61).  

The scale of community facilities in the plan is linked directly to population figures.  The thresholds set out for the provision of community facilities area minimum requirements. 

Context 

Clonburris SDZ & LAP is located close to a number of well established urban centers of Lucan to the north-west, Clondalkin to the South, Liffey Valley to the north and the Adamstown Development to the west.  The area is well connected to both Dublin City and the county town of Tallaght by a number of transport networks consisting of the Kildare rail line, the M50 and thelocal distributor road network.  

In line with the Council’s Water Leisure Strategy 2000, for the County a number of new swimming facilities have come to fruition. To date two new swimming pools have opened – Jobstown in West Tallaght and the revamped Clondalkin Leisure Complex. 

The Strategy makes provision for a new swimming pool in the Lucan area. To date a swimming pool for Lucan has not yet been secured.  
Existing swimming pools serving the general area include Clondalkin Sport & Leisure Complex (reopened 2006), Stewart’s Hospital, Kings Hospital School at Palmerstown and a Pool on the Coldcut Road.

Coupled with existing facilities there are three additional proposed swimming pools to serve the general area, surrounding and including Clonburris. 

· As part of the Adamstown SDZ, there is provision for  a leisure centre with swimming pool, to be introduced under Phase 3 of the development, estimated for completion in the 2009.  

· Provision of a pool and leisure centre facility in the draft Clonburris Masterplan.  

· Provision for a public swimming pool in Lucan as per the recommendations of the Water Leisure Strategy and its subsequent review adopted in May 2006. 

Under the Water Leisure Strategy Review, it is worth noting that in the case of Tallaght, the provision of a regional scaled leisure pool for Tallaght Town Centre (St Maelrun’s site) was removed from the Strategy due to the absorption of the client base by the Aquatic Centre, the Jobstown and the supply of other facilities in the area, offering a range of choice to residents of Tallaght and its environs. 

In the case of Clonburris there are several existing and three additional facilities to yet come on stream, both within and proximate to the area. Having regard to the existing and proposed facilities and the phasing scenarios outlined in the Draft Clonburris Plan, the provision of a pool is considered appropriate up to the largest scale development scenario (C).
Recommendation. 

Having regard to the recommendations set out in the Water and Leisure Strategy Review and the expectation of two new swimming pools coming on stream in the general area, it is considered that the provision of an additional pool in tandem with just 2000 residential units could result in the lack of an adequate customer base to sustain such a facility at that stage in development and as such would be unsustainable 
It is therefore recommended that the motion be amended to require a swimming pool by SDZ Phase 10.

RESPONSE
Section H.10 of the Plan sets out procedures for the monitoring and review of the Infrastructure Phasing Scheme.  A formal review of the Clonburris SDZ Planning Scheme and LAP including the Development and Infrastructure Phasing Scheme will be undertaken by the Development Agency, Landowners/developers, and other stakeholders involved in the delivery of Clonburris prior to commencement of the following phases:

LAP area: Phase 3 and 4

SDZ area: Phases 5, 10 and 12

The reviews will investigate whether the Infrastructure and Phasing Scheme is being satisfactorily implemented, identify any implications for the design and delivery of infrastructural elements required in subsequent phase and establish the timetable for delivery of the major public transport infrastructure required for  development to progress to Scenarios B and C respectively.

To facilitate monitoring, evaluation and implementation of the Infrastructure and Phasing Scheme, the Development Agency/Planning Authority proposes to establish:

· A Clonburris Steering Group comprising representatives of the Elected Members and Officers of the Planning Authority/Development Agency together with representatives of relevant statutory agencies and government departments;

· A Clonburris Project Implementation Team comprising relevant technical and administrative staff of the Planning Authority/Development Agency together with other relevant technical and administrative representatives that may be relevant; and

· A Sustainability Management and Appraisal Committee comprising expert advisors and officers of the Planning Authority/Development Agency together with representations of relevant statutory agencies and government departments to guide and evaluate the delivery of sustainable excellence in the Clonburris Eco-District.

The Plan sets out clearly and concisely how the monitoring and review of the Infrastructure Phasing Scheme will take place and therefore no changes to the Plan are necessary.

Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion be agreed on the basis that it is already fully provided for in the Plan.

Make the amendment to the plan to reflect the following change to the quantum of residential development permitted under development scenarios A, B and C proposed in the Plan:

Scenario A – reduce the number of residential units permitted from 11,800 to 4,000 units;

Scenario B – reduce the number of residential units from 14,800 to 9,000 units;

Scenario C – reduce the number of residential units from 16,000 to 12,000 units

The SDZ and LAP areas of the Plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate these changes in the quantum of development.

RESPONSE
The lands at Clonburris have been zoned for development since 1998 and the current zoning consists of residential development (A and A1), district centre, and open space.  The principle of development in the area is therefore well established. No restrictions have been placed in the Development Plan on when these zoned lands should come forward for development. In addition to the current zoning of the lands for development in the County Development Plan, two-thirds of the area was designated as a Strategic Development Zone (SDZ) by the Government in 2006. Section 166, Part IX of the Planning and Development Act 2000 states that SDZ status can be designated “where in the opinion of the Government, specified development is of economic or social importance to the state…”  This designation recognises the strategic location of the area and the opportunities that arise from the investment in the major public transport infrastructure in the area. 
The quantum and type of development proposed at Clonburris has been influenced by a number of factors including:

· The designation of two-thirds of the area as a SDZ by the Government in 2006, which recognises the Strategic importance of the site.

· The major public transport projects under construction or planned for this area which will significantly increase the public transport accessibility of the area. It is sustainable to locate a substantive proportion of the new residential development needed in the County close to excellent public transport connections;

· Government policy which promotes sustainable forms of development and a higher density of development around public transport nodes. This has translated to a vision in Clonburris of a sustainable community in this area by providing a density and mix of development to provide the potential for residents to live, work, shop and access community facilities within the area, thus reducing the need to travel by private car.

· A detailed multi-modal transport assessment including a public transport capacity assessment, traffic modeling in relation to the road network that demonstrates that the proposed quantum and mix of development can be accommodated.

The significant investment in public transport on the site has given rise to an exceptional and extraordinary opportunity to provide for a sustainable community on the site.  The investment in public transport includes: the upgrade of the Kildare rail line, including two new stations within the Clonburris site to be completed by 2010; the chosen route for the orbital Metro along Fonthill Road, linking with the Kildare rail line, to be achieved by 2014; and the city centre interconnector rail project linking the site directly with the docklands by 2015/2016.  This considerable investment in infrastructure will present South Dublin with the best public transport connected site in Ireland, outside of Dublin City Centre.  It is therefore critical that a strategic approach is taken to the development of the area to realise its full potential.  The County Development Plan requires the preparation of a Local Area Plan for the area and two-thirds of the site was designated a Strategic Development Zone (SDZ) in July 2006 and this requires the preparation of a Planning Scheme.  

A Plan encompassing both the LAP and SDZ was prepared and this Plan was informed by a Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) prepared after consultation with the   Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), The Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DoEHLG) and the Department of Communications, Marine and Natural Resources (DoCMNR).  The SEA incorporated a rigorous and robust analysis of various options for development on the site.  Four options of how development could progress on the site were assessed within the SEA.  These included the development of the site in accordance with the County Development Plan and development of the site with low, medium and high densities.  The SEA demonstrated that the optimum use of the land would be represented by providing a maximum of density and population which can support the proposed public transport, but which would not create significant negative effects on the receiving environment.

The SEA found that the development of the lands at Clonburris must balance the requirement for sustainable development with the ecological and infrastructural constraints and quality of life issues of the site and surrounding area.  Government policy from national to local level strongly advocates suitably dense development of appropriate land uses adjacent to public transport networks.  Additionally, effective use of the public transport infrastructure in order to develop sustainable transport patterns should be uppermost in the proposals for the development of lands on the site.  The nature, scope of development and form taken must maximise access to public transport, reduce demand for public and private transport movements, co-locate land uses and create walkable neighbourhoods.  In order to develop the site in the most sustainable manner, optimum use should be made of the infrastructural servicing of the land.  It is considered that the optimum use of the land would be represented by providing a maximum density and population which can support the proposed public transport, but which would not create significant negative effects on the receiving environment.  It was considered that the population and quantum of development proposed for the site under Option 3, medium density of 15-16,000 residential units, was appropriate.  In providing for the recreational, community and working needs of the local area, the scale and massing of development provided opportunities for the provision of a range of facilities which would not be possible in a less populated area.  The proposed quantum of development would create suitable densities to facilitate high usage of public transport.  

The implementation of a sustainable transport policy in Clonburris involves creating a balance between reducing the need to travel, facilitating travel movements by way of public transport and minimising impact on the surrounding road network.  In order to facilitate a sustainable transport policy such as this, a high density of development is required in order to create the demand and critical mass for higher order local facilities which can satisfy a significant amount of day to day needs within the site.  It is asserted that the proposed population and density would provide the critical mass required to create demand for a sufficient level of commercial, retail, community and employment uses within the site.  It is also maintained that the provision of higher densities of development in proximity to such public transport nodes will facilitate more intensive use of public transport and surrounding facilities.

Clonburris is a large scale project and long term project and will take between 15-20 years to develop out completely based on a construction rate of up to 1000 new residential units per year.  It is therefore unlikely to be fully completed until the mid-late 2020s.  It is fully accepted that if the 16,000 residential units and other development proposed in the draft Plan were to be provided with no supporting public transport or other infrastructure, then the impact on the surrounding area and infrastructure would be completely unacceptable. However, the overall quantum of development proposed for Clonburris has been broken down into three development scenarios, each tied to the delivery of the major public transport and other facilities required to support new development, and the Plan clearly states that development cannot proceed beyond a phase until that specified for that phase has been delivered.    

The three development scenarios have been informed by a detailed public transport capacity and road network assessment so that the quantum of development permitted at each stage is clearly related to the capacity available on public transport and the surrounding road network. The phasing plan clearly ties the amount of development that is permitted to the public transport project needed to support it. It is considered that the amount of development permitted under each of the three scenarios is appropriate. However, a number of amendments have been recommended to the Manager’s Report on submissions received on the draft Plan to address the concerns raised – these include a reduction in the number of residential units permitted under Scenarios A and B; and a requirement that public transport capacity (see Recommendation No. 2) and evaluation of modal share are addressed before permission is given to move from one development scenario to the next.
In preparing the draft Clonburris Plan which incorporates the SDZ Planning Scheme, the Council commissioned transport, retail and sustainability studies. These studies, along with the Strategic Environmental Assessment undertaken in respect of the Plan, have provided a robust basis for considering the form of future development of this area and have taken account of the impact of a fully built-out Adamstown development, and other large scale developments proposed or underway in the area. The phasing plan proposed as part of the Plan has taken account of the potential impact of the proposed development and clearly set out the infrastructure that must be in place at each stage of the development in order to minimise its impact.

This Motion seeks to defer the orderly and sustainable development of zoned lands by unrealistically reducing the quantum of development within Clonburris.  The proposed reduction in the quantum of development would have a drastic impact on the integrity of the significant public transport infrastructure invested in the area by diminishing the critical mass and population needed to make the infrastructure viable.  The cost of the infrastructure must be recuperated and the developers of the land must be able to realise an economic benefit from it so as to ensure the economic viability of developing the site.  If it is not economically viable the remarkable opportunity we have to develop one of the best public transport sites in the State into a community built on sustainable principles, provided with unprecedented access to public transport, community facilities, public parks, retail, commercial and employment units may be lost.  

The extent of reduction in the quantum of development proposed would not only be contrary to Government policy but would be damaging to the roll out of the Plan.

However, in recognition of concern expressed regarding the quantum of development permissible in Scenario A in particular, taking into account the likely timescales for delivery of other relevant transport infrastructure and the likely roll-out of development, it is proposed to further amend the Recommendation No. 19 of the Manager’s Report on submissions received on the draft SDZ Planning Scheme and LAP.

Recommendation

A reduction in the number of residential units permitted under Scenario A to 8,000 units is now proposed, provided Scenario A is based on four tracking of the Kildare Route and two new rail stations and does not include preconditions on development other than those set out in the draft SDZ Planning Scheme and LAP and Manager’s Report.

A reduction in the number of residential units permitted under Scenario B to 12,000 units is now proposed, provided Scenario B is based on delivery of Metro West as set out in the draft Planning Scheme and LAP and does not include preconditions on development other than those set out in the draft SDZ Planning Scheme and LAP and Manager’s Report.

The total amount of development permissible in Scenario C, remains up to 16,000 dwelling units, provided Scenario C is based on delivery of the ‘City Centre Rail Interconnector’ as set out in the draft Planning Scheme and LAP and does not include preconditions on development other than those set out in the draft SDZ Planning Scheme and LAP and Manager’s Report.

This requires further change to Tables 8 and 9 on Page 22 of the Plan and a pro-rata amendment to Table 9 across each neighbourhood for each Scenario.

‘Metro West operational’ remains in Phase 3 LAP, but LAP phases 1-4 are now all 800 dwellings each and Phase 3 is therefore 1,600-2,400 units. LAP phase 5 is now 3,200+ units 

‘City Centre Rail Interconnector operational’ remains in Phase 4 LAP, but LAP phases 1-4 are now 800 dwellings each and Phase 4 is 2,400-3,200 units. LAP phase 5 is now 3,200+ units 

Metro West operational’ moves to Phase 7 SDZ (5,000-6,000 units), with a specific requirement related to not more than 5,600 dwellings.

‘City Centre Rail Interconnector operational’ remains in Phase 10 SDZ (8,000-9,000 dwellings), with a specific requirement related to not more than 8,800 dwellings.  Phases 10-12 each revert to 1,000 dwellings.

Response.

South Dublin County Council Parks Department are currently undertaking to provide a walking route between the 9th and 12th locks as part of an overall walking and cycling route. This process is currently in motion through a Part 8 process of under the Planning and Development Act 2000. This process has gone through public consultation, and is at the final design stage. South Dublin County Council Parks Department estimate that construction on the walking/cycling route will be undertaken during 2008 and that the route will be operational by 2009. It is considered that this route will be operational prior to the occupation of 1,000 units in Clonburris. The section of the walking/cycling route located within Clonburris will be constructed along the southern side of the Grand Canal. 
Recommendation.

It is recommended that the motion be agreed, but amended to relate to Phase 1 of each of the SDZ and LAP Plans.

It is an objective of the SDZ and LAP Plans that each Primary School shall be complemented by the location on the school site a Childcare Centre providing pre-school child care, and after-school childcare services for pupils of the school. The concept shall be informed by best practice in other EU states for the co-location of school and childcare services.”
Response
The Planning Scheme and Local Area Plan make provision for facilities which are necessary to support the development of a sustainable new community, such as schools and childcare provision. 

In view of the scale, range and density of residential units likely to be delivered in Clonburris, a standard of one childcare place for every 150 dwelling units is proposed throughout the Plan areas. There is flexibly in respect of the type of childcare provided with the possibility of pre-school and after school childcare. To ensure an appropriate scale of childcare provision at neighbourhood level, it is a requirement of the LAP and SDZ Planning Scheme that no single childcare facility in Clonburris shall cater for more than 150 child spaces and that childcare facilities should generally be located within the urban hub identified in each neighbourhood and near employment areas. 

The delivery of primary school buildings is a function of the Department of Education and Science. The Department’s School Planning Unit has advised that they have no current proposals to co-locate primary schools and childcare services. Notwithstanding this, the co-location of pre-school and after-school childcare is considered to be a worthy aspiration of the LAP and SDZ Planning Scheme and would contribute to a sustainable living environment within Clonburris. 

A requirement to provide childcare services within school site is in conflict with current Government policy on the delivery of school buildings and childcare and may impact upon the timely delivery of schools within the LAP and SDZ areas. It is therefore proposed to amend the motion to require the provision of childcare services with pre-school and after school childcare within or adjacent to primary school sites.  A requirement within a land use plan, to prioritise pupils of the adjoining school in such childcare centres is considered inappropriate. Any such requirement would interfere with market conditions to an unacceptable degree and may prove discriminatory.
Manager’s Recommendation
It is recommended that the Motion be adopted with amendments.

(f) Hidden drying area for each apartment building

RESPONSE

All residential units are required to comply with the recently released Sustainable Urban

Housing: Design Standards for Apartments and Quality Housing for Sustainable Communities,

produced by the Department of the Environment. These are considered to produce good

standards for new homes and are regarded as the most up-to-date standards. It is proposed to amend the text to ensure that any future revisions of these guidance documents also apply to development at Clonburris. Sustainability indicators deal with the provision of satisfactory study space and private space and levels of daylighting to be provided in order to ensure well-designed new homes in Clonburris.

These guidelines make provision for general storage which should be additional to kitchen presses and bedroom furniture.  Adequate provision is also outlined for refuse storage and drying facilities.  Storage areas should be capable of accommodating bulky items, such as a child’s buggy.

With regards to refuse storage, provision is made for adequate space within apartments for the temporary storage of segregated materials prior to deposition in communal waste storage.

The guidelines state that the need for adequate, secure bicycle parking should be addressed at the design stage.  Where external racks are provided, they should be under cover.  It is thought that individual’s will place their own locks on their bikes if required.

The guidelines state that communal facilities for drying clothes may be provided in well-ventilated areas in some larger schemes.  Where this is not done, consideration will need to be given to the provision of drying facilities within each unit, such as screened balconies.

Apartment housing at Clonburris is therefore already required to comply with the most up-to-date design standards as published by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.  This is seen to be sufficient to ensure that all apartment housing is of the highest standard.  

Manager’s Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion be adopted with the following amendment:

That South Dublin County Council directs that all apartment housing is of the highest standard, in line with the recent Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for Apartments published by the Department of the Environment and Local Government, September 2007 and that any future revisions to these standards will also apply to Clonburris.

 “Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following changes – all public/civic buildings of two stories or more shall be serviced by lifts. This to include schools and community centres
Response.

Section 1.12 of the Building Regulations 2004, Technical Guidance Document M: relates to Access for People with Disabilities, and provides the legislative guidance for circumstances under which lifts must be installed in buildings. Regarding non-commercial buildings, Part M requires the provision of lifts for all buildings including schools and community centres under the following circumstances. These include:-

Section. 1.12 A suitable passenger lift should be provided to any storey above or below the entrance storey which:

(a) in a two storey building has a nett floor area per floor of more than 280 m2; or

(b) in a building of more than two storeys has a nett floor area per floor of more than 200 m2. (The 200 m2 figure appears to apply to the floor area on each floor of the dwelling units accessed from the same stair core).  It is considered that this requirement would apply in the majority of cases, and almost certainly larger buildings such as public schools and medium to large community centres. 
Development within the Clonburris Plan area must legally adhere to the requirements of the Building Regulations. It is considered that this will be sufficient to ensure that lifts are installed in relevant public buildings. 

Recommendation.

Agree with motion subject to the following amendment:- as is required under Part M of the Building Regulations 2004.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following changes – in line with the Council’s own design policies, satellite, and other aerials and devices will not be allowed to be sited on the front of buildings.

RESPONSE

The Plan proposes the development of a data infrastructure spine through the development

which could accommodate a number of communication mediums. Such a system would be

available to service providers to use.  All buildings in the district shall be connected to the data spine.  The provision of IT, broadband internet and high speed telecommunications infrastructure to the district as a whole will enable activities such as home office working, e-commercial business and education uses to prosper. 

The Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments state that to avoid subsequent demands for the installation of numerous individual satellite dishes on apartment complexes, developers should be encouraged to consider the potential for locating communal dishes as part of the overall design, e.g. at roof level. 

The Planning and Development Regulations, 2001 contain the following information under Class 4:

Description of Development:

(c) The erection of a wireless or television antenna, other than a satellite television signal receiving antenna, on the roof of a house.

(d) The erection on or within the curtilage of a house, of a dish type antenna used for the receiving and transmitting of signals from satellites

Conditions and Limitations:

The height of the antenna above the roof of the house shall not exceed 6 metres.

5. Not more than one such antenna shall be erected on, or within the curtilage of a house.

6. The diameter of any such antenna shall not exceed 1 metre.

7. No such antenna shall be erected on, or forward of, the front wall of the house.

8. No such antenna shall be erected on the front roof slope of the house or higher than the highest part of the roof of the house.

The regulations state that no antenna be erected on the front wall of the house, the Council agrees with these regulations.  However, some flexibility may be shown only in exceptional cases where a single aspect dwelling has no other option but to put a device on the front of the building. 

Manager’s Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion be adopted with the following amendment:

In line with the Council’s own design policies, satellite, and other aerials and devices will not be allowed to be sited on the front of buildings except in exceptional circumstances where no other location apart from the front wall of the building can be found.

The study should include the areas of Lucan, including Adamstown, Clondalkin, Palmerstown and Tallaght taking into account planned developments and approved development and likely development in land zoned for development, and developments in all areas serviced by the Kildare rail line as far as Hazelhatch.  The resultant expectation for public transport capacity at Clonburris should be used to determine the number of residential units permitted, in order to meet with the council’s own stated objective in the plan that no less than 67% of the residents will be in a position to avail of public transport in commuting to and from work.  Make consequential amendments to the plan to reflect changes to the quantum of residential development permitted under development scenarios A, B and C proposed in the plan, because of the transport study and the Council’s objective for public transport usage.’
RESPONSE
A multi-modal transport study was undertaken in respect of the draft Clonburris Plan. The study looked at the potential impact of development on the road network of the County and further afield, and the capacity available on public transport to support development in this location bearing in mind other developments such as Adamstown that will have access to aspects such as rail improvements. The approach taken to the Clonburris transport assessment was discussed with the Dublin Transport Office and consultation took place with other transport operators such as the NRA, Irish Rail, Railway Procurement Agency and Dublin Bus. No objections or criticisms have been raised by any of these bodies to the transport assessment undertaken and it is considered to provide a very robust basis for planning the future of this area, understanding the impact the proposal will have on the transport network, and informing the measures proposed in the draft Plan to manage travel and transport arising from the Plan proposals.  
These studies, along with the Strategic Environmental Assessment undertaken in respect of the Plan, have provided a robust basis for considering the form of future development of this area and have taken account of the impact of a fully built-out Adamstown development, and other large scale developments proposed or underway in the area. The phasing plan proposed as part of the Plan has taken account of the potential impact of the proposed development and clearly set out the infrastructure that must be in place at each stage of the development in order to minimise its impact.

RESPONSE
It is unreasonable to require public transport projects to be operational given the long lead time for construction even after contracts have been signed.
In preparing the draft Clonburris Plan which incorporates the SDZ Planning Scheme, the Council commissioned transport, retail and sustainability studies. These studies, along with the Strategic Environmental Assessment undertaken in respect of the Plan, have provided a robust basis for considering the form of future development of this area and have taken account of the impact of a fully built-out Adamstown development, and other large scale developments proposed or underway in the area. The phasing plan proposed as part of the Plan has taken account of the potential impact of the proposed development and clearly sets out the infrastructure that must be in place at each stage of the development in order to minimise its impact.
The three development scenarios have been informed by a detailed public transport capacity and road network assessment so that the quantum of development permitted at each stage is clearly related to the capacity available on public transport and the surrounding road network. The phasing plan clearly ties the amount of development that is permitted to the public transport project needed to support it. It is considered that the amount of development permitted under each of the three scenarios is appropriate. However, a number of amendments have been recommended to the draft Plan, contained within the Manager’s Report, to address the concerns raised – these include a reduction in the number of residential units permitted under Scenarios A and B; and a requirement that public transport capacity (see Recommendation No. 2 of the Manager’s Report) and evaluation of modal share are addressed before permission is given to move from one development scenario to the next.

“That the numbers of housing units be calculated based on the actual land that is being zoned for that purpose (not including land for parks, roads etc) using the densities as outlined in the County Development Plan (Section 11.7). If this is done along with setting aside land for Institutional use, the total number of housing units will be less than half the very excessive 13,000 units envisaged in the plan as proposed”.

RESPONSE
Whilst the Motion seeks to substantially reduce the quantum of development as proposed in the Plan, in the absence of a Plan such as that proposed, the County Development Plan would permit significantly greater development than is currently proposed on the basis of individual sites coming forward for development.

The gross site area is approximately 265 hectares.  When one excludes main road and railway corridors, proposed parks and open space, the Grand Canal corridor and proposed canal basin and proposed institutional uses such as schools, (up to 5 x primary and 3 x post primary), the area available for development (the net site area on which development potential has been calculated), reduces to 150 hectares approximately.

Given that all of the net developable areas of the site are within 0-10 minutes walk of a railway station and QBC or railway station and metro station and QBC, and that all of these areas are either located within, or within 0-10 minutes walk of a zoned District Centre, the development densities permissible under the County Development Plan significantly exceed those proposed under the proposed LAP and SDZ Planning Scheme.

Under Part IX of the 2000 Act, the Minister for the Environment and Local Government is empowered to designate sites for the establishment of a Strategic Development Zone (SDZ), to facilitate development ‘of economic or social importance to the state’.   

Two thirds of the area covered by the Clonburris Plan was designated as a SDZ in 2006 in recognition of its strategic location and the potential afforded by the public transport investment in the area.  Opportunities exist on the site to increase livability and quality of life by approaching development in a sustainable way.  The Plan recognises the uniqueness of the site and its ability to facilitate development of economic and social importance to the state.   The Planning Scheme, if approved, sits alongside the County Development Plan, and will override the Development Plan where inconsistencies exist.  

The Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA), which informed the Plan, demonstrates that the optimum use of the land would be represented by providing a maximum of density and population which can support the proposed public transport, but which would not create significant negative effects on the receiving environment.  It recognises that the medium density development of 15/16,000, which is the basis of the SDZ/LAP Plan, is necessary to sustain the infrastructural investment on the site to bring about a sustainable district.  
Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion not be adopted as it is already incorporated into the proposed LAP/SDZ Planning Scheme.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following changes – in order to maintain a wildlife corridor alongside the canal within the Clonburris LAP and SDZ, the area of at least 15 meters on either side of the canal shall be maintained as a naturalised area, conducive to wildlife habitat, with naturalised planting. All development adjacent to the canal shall be required to minimise light pollution and negative impacts on the canal, and take into account any specific recommendations from the Heritage Officer and An Taisce to optimise this area for wildlife.

Response.

It should be noted that a detailed Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) of the Plan lands was undertaken to inform the layout of the overall Masterplan. Meetings with various Governmental and local bodies, such as the Department of the Environment, The Environmental Protection Agency, National Parks and Wildlife Services and Loc Canail took place in order to ascertain the habitat value of the site. The overall layout takes account of these findings, reserving the most sensitive sites free from development, and in addition proposing a comprehensive network of parks and additional wildlife corridors. 

The most sensitive habitat sites on the site are alongside the northern bank of the Grand Canal, the Cappagh Overflow and the whole of the Square Pond Field. All of these areas are to be retained within the Grand Canal Park, Clonburris Park and Grand Canal buffer zone/ecological corridor. In addition P46 of the Planning Scheme indicates a linear green space along the whole of the northern and southern banks of the Canal including a 10m wide section between the canal and the urban area to the north of Ashwood. The width of the ecological corridors will in most instances be 30m and over, specifically on the northern bank of the canal which is more ecologically sensitive than the southern bank, which has been subject to disruptive construction works over the last decade. 

The SEA indicated that the retention of the northern bank was a priority.  Any retention of the canal and associated banks needed to balance the proposed Natural Heritage Area designation of the canal, towpath, hedgerow and bank, and the amenity needs of the residents of proposed and existing communities. It is proposed that a detailed Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP) for the Grand Canal and associated banks be undertaken prior to any development taking place in proximity to the Grand Canal to ascertain amelioration for design issues, such as the retention of the existing flora and fauna, maintenance of the canal and towpaths as a natural feature where possible, and the retention and regenerative replanting (where required or recommended) of the southern and northern banks and hedgerows. The BAP would take into account the requirements of the Heritage Officer along with legislative responsibilities. 

The Clonburris Plan proposes that a canal basin is to be constructed to the north of the Grand Canal, which will take its water source from the canal itself. This will involve the bridging of a narrow section of the Cappagh Overflow. The remainder of the Cappagh Overflow and associated ditches are to be retained within the proposed Linear Ecological area and Grand Canal Park. 

The BAP will deal with issues such as any requirement for reduced night-time lighting along tow-paths and streets and buildings adjacent to the Grand Canal and associated banks. It is considered that the majority of the requirements of the motion are contained within the Canalside Parks and the BAP which it to be carried out. A less ecologically sensitive section of the canal will maintain a 10m wide strip between Canal and areas of hard surface. It is therefore considered that the requirements of the motion are unnecessary. 

Recommendation.

It is recommended that the motion not be agreed as it is already incorporated into the Planning Scheme.

Make amendments to the Plan to reflect the following change: - 

That the Manager would report in full details, including by way of legal reasons, if this plan can be deferred to a later date in order to allow the Lucan community to have some much needed breathing space from further major developments, including Clonburris, owing to the existing high levels of traffic congestion, particularly as the Council’s traffic consultants clearly indicate that traffic congestion will increase in the Lucan area even before Clonburris, and as the local community have huge concerns particularly as the nearby Adamstown SDZ is still in its infancy in terms of occupancy.

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.
RESPONSE
The lands at Clonburris are zoned for residential development (A and A1), district centre, and open space purposes in the County Development Plan 2004, and the principle of development in the area is therefore established.  No restrictions have been placed in the County Development Plan on when these zoned lands should come forward for development. In fact part of the Clonburris site (between Fonthill Road and Ninth Lock Road), prior to the designation of a SDZ in the area, was zoned for residential development purposes without any requirement in the Development Plan for a Local Area Plan or other planning framework document to be in place in advance. In addition to the current zoning of the lands for development in the County Development Plan, two-thirds of the area was designated as a Strategic Development Zone (SDZ) by the Government in 2006 under Section 166, Part IX of the Planning and Development Act 2000. 
In preparing the draft Clonburris Plan which incorporates the SDZ Planning Scheme, the Council commissioned transport, retail and sustainability studies. These studies, along with the Strategic Environmental Assessment undertaken in respect of the Plan, have provided a robust basis for considering the form of future development of this area and have taken account of the impact of a fully built-out Adamstown development, and other large scale developments proposed or underway in the area. The phasing plan proposed as part of the Plan has taken account of the potential impact of the proposed development and clearly set out the infrastructure that must be in place at each stage of the development in order to minimise its impact.
While, Part IX of the Planning and Development Act 2000, permits up to two years from the date of SDZ designation (i.e. by July 2008), for the preparation of a draft Planning Scheme, it is considered that the appropriate studies and assessment necessary to inform the future development of these lands have been carried out already, and there is no substantial reason for deferring the preparation and determination of a plan for the Clonburris area at this stage. The key benefit of preparing a plan for this area at this time is that it ensures that there is a statutory planning framework in place that will enable a high degree of control to be exercised over the type and quantum of development that takes place when landowners decide to bring forward the lands for development.  

Given the statutory process currently underway, the final dates for determination of the LAP and SDZ are 2 January 2008 and 11 January 2008 respectively

South Dublin Co. Council agrees that all entrances from Bawnogue/ Deansrath into Clonburris SDZ & LAP be into cul de saced roads in Clonburris with the exception of bus gates to allow buses through.

In addition to the two existing distributor road links that connect  from Bawnogue/ Deansrath/ Grangecastle into  the Clonburris SDZ & LAP areas, the Plan proposes six additional connections. These are

1: Fonthill Road - New tram bridge parallel to existing bridge

2: Main Street - Landmark vehicular overbridge, see discussion below

3: Clonburris Park - Vehicular overbridge for public transport, cycles and pedestrians only

4: Clonburris Boulevard - Pedestrian and cycle bridge integrated into landscaping of Clonburris Boulevard and Clonburris Park

5: Kilmahuddrick Bridge - Pedestrian-only bridge providing access to Kishoge Station for areas south of the canal. Cycle access via bridges at Clonburris Boulevard or Outer Ring Road,

6: Lynche's Lane Bridge - Overbridge for cycles and pedestrians, providing access to Kishoge Station from Grange Castle

Of the six new connections, all but one are confined to variations of pedestrian, cycle and public transport. The exception is the Clonburris Main Street Bridge which plays a particular role (see below) and provides for limited vehicular access.

Clonburris Main Street is the principal downtown street of the Eco-District, and bridges over the rail and canal infrastructure to establish key connections beyond the plan area to Ballyowen (to the north) and Bawnogue (to the south).  Where it crosses Station Road and Park Avenue, the street is punctuated by the major public spaces of Clonburris Triangle and Canal Square. This is a street of urban scale, lined with street trees and six-storey frontage along its full length. In addition to a direct north-south route for pedestrians and cyclists, the street provides a strategic north-south public transport route. There is no through-route for other vehicular traffic as the route is partially a special purpose street (B*) with traffic control for general traffic. An indirect connection, carrying local traffic, is possible from Bawnogue to the Fonthill Link Road, but this connection is to allow connectivity between existing neighbourhoods and Clonburris.

Recommendation 

It is suggested that the objective of the motion is already provided for in the Plan and that the motion not be adopted.

Clarification: The over and under bridges mapped in Section D and scheduled in Table 15 (Page32) are cross referenced to a series of design codes set out and identified by their scheduled design code reference in Part J of the Plan. 

In Design Code I.01a No. 3, the Clonburris Park canal crossing plan requires a total 12m. width i.e. 2x2.5 metre footways and a 7metre wide carriageway.

That South Dublin Co. Council agrees that all through road routes from the Clonburris SDZ & LAP, with the exception of bus gates, exit on to the Fonthill Road, Outer Ring Road and the Adamstown and Fonthill link roads.

Response. 

The external movement structure of the Clonburris Plan is largely formed by existing and committed strategic roads. These include the Outer Ring Road, the Fonthill Link Road and the Adamstown Link Road. Apart from these roads, there are a limited number of points into which the proposed street system within Clonburris can connect. These relate mainly to the Ninth Lock Road and a single link to the Bawnogue Road across the canal (see Motion 13080 above). The links to the Ninth Lock Road are from  Station Road East, Station Link and Park Avenue East.

The proposed Station  Road East will connect to Ninth Lock Road via a new four-arm traffic signalled junction and will include bus priority measures to ensure swift northwards transit to Neilstown and  Quarryvale and westwards to Adamstown.  Park Avenue functions as the principal access road for the lands south of the railway. It is also a secondary public transport route, allowing a range of alternative routings for buses travelling east-west and north-south. A successful urban movement strategy requires that both these routes also cater for an amount of general vehicular traffic in order to fulfill the Plan objective to maximise connectivity to existing neighbourhoods beyond the Clonburris district boundaries.

Recommendation
It is recommended that the external movement structure remain as proposed in the Plan.

South Dublin County Council agrees that the land in the Clonburris SDZ between the Grand Canal and Ashwood Estate, Clondalkin remains as public open space

RESPONSE

Local Zoning Objective number 4 in the County Development Plan envisages limited residential development on the lands south of the canal. Specific Local Objective number 6 refers to making full use of the amenity of the canal. The Draft Plan proposes that the majority of these lands be developed as a major park with recreational facilities (Grand Canal Park) which will be accessible to both new and existing residents in the area, but that some development take place on land at the eastern end of the current green area south of the canal north of the Ashwood Estate and adjacent to the Fonthill Road. Development immediately adjacent to the Ashwood estate is limited to two-storey in height which it is considered will provide a good buffer and defensible boundary to the existing two-storey houses. Elsewhere within this area, development is limited to a maximum of 6 storeys (now recommended 4 storeys) plus 2 storey setback and could be a mix of residential/canal side recreational uses.

It is considered that permitting some development in this area is beneficial in that it will help

improve surveillance and use of the adjoining park, streets and canal, and act as a ‘bridge’

between the existing residential areas south of the canal and Clonburris. However, it is

considered that in the interest of bridging the height differential between the new buildings in

Clonburris and the existing development in Bawnogue and Deansrath, that some reduction in

building height can be facilitated, and a green link achieved between Grand Canal Park and the

Fonthill Road to continuous green links in the area.

Recommendation No. 30 in the Manager’s Report states the following:

Amend the neighbourhood guidance for Clonburris Lock Neighbourhood on pages 72 and 73 of the Clonburris plan as follows:

(i) Amend the structure plan for the neighbourhood on page 73 to show a green link with a minimum width of 10m running parallel to the east-west street linking Grand Canal Park to Fonthill Road, and returning southwards to the east of Ashwood to tie in with the existing green area adjacent to Ashwood.

(ii) Reduce the maximum building height specified in the Development Schedule in respect of development south of the canal to 4 storeys plus 2 storey setback.

The area to the south of the canal, while subject to protection under the pNHA designation does

not possess the same levels of biodiversity as the northern bank and hedge. A recent gas

pipeline routed through the existing open space removed much of the hedgerow enclosure of the

southern bank area. 

In the interests of providing visual and physical connection in addition to creating differing areas of interest within the plan lands, it is intended to develop lands between the Ashwood Estate and the canal, providing overlooking of the canal, creating a design connection between the higher density area around the canal basin and the low density Ashwood Estate, while retaining the remaining lands along the southern side of the canal as a part of the Grand Canal Park. The landscape design of the Grand Canal Park will facilitate the creation of visual and physical buffers to development.

With safeguards in place for the protection of the existing residential estates; including height restrictions and a green link (Refer to recommendation Number 30 in the Manager’s Report as quoted above), it is seen as beneficial to the community to develop this eastern area of land south of the canal.

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific.  It does not specify recommendations and how they relate to the Plans.

That South Dublin Co. Council directs that there is a play area in sight of all housing accommodating children in the Clonburris SDZ & LAP

Response
The motion is not sufficiently specific. The spatial allocation and scale of the proposed facilities is unclear. The motion also contradicts the play area provisions contained within the Clonburris Plan. 

Motion No. 13078

Cllr R Dowds

That South Dublin County Council agrees that all apartment housing suitable for children is no more than 4 storeys high in the Clonburris SDZ & LAP. 

Response 
The prescribing of who may or may not occupy specific types of housing is beyond the scope of the Plan.  It is also impossible to predict the likely occupants of future housing and the Plan must allow for personal choice.

South Dublin County Council agrees that good cycleways link Clonburris SDZ and LAP to Lucan, Clondalkin and Liffey Valley before housing is occupied.

The motion is not sufficiently clear.  Its spatial allocation and consequences within the plan are not addressed.

South Dublin County Council agrees that two new rail stations, in addition to Fonthill and Kishogue, are opened when the Cork Railway Line at Clonburris is electrified, one half way between Kishogue and Fonthill and the other adjacent to the old Clondalkin Railway Station

The locations of the suggested stations are imprecise. The legal process for upgrading the rail line has already taken place. The Council does not have the powers to vary the Rail Order.

That South Dublin County Council agrees that the Clonburris SDZ and LAP has a fire station by 20% completion of the project.

Response 

If a fire service is provided at Adamstown there will be no requirement in Clonburris. This would be an unreasonable restriction and precondition on development. The Fire Service, as the providers of such services, will determine whether a fire station is needed on the Clonburris lands.

That South Dublin County Council agrees that at least 6 small public houses/restaurants be factored in for the Clonburris lands.

Response

The motion is not sufficiently clear.  Its spatial allocation and consequences within the plan are not addressed.

South Dublin Co. Council agrees that provision is made in the Clonburris SDZ & LAP for start up enterprises by 20% completion of the project. 

Response

The motion is not sufficiently clear. Its spatial allocation and consequences within the plan are not addressed. 

Motion No. 13089

Cllr R Dowds
In relation to parkland, South Dublin Co. Council agrees that

(a) Ribbon park areas are adjacent to all housing.

(b) Phasing of play areas, playgrounds, football/ hurling/ cricket pitches etc. are done in conjunction with schools, crèches etc.

(c)Parkland is phased in at the same time as housing

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific. The spatial allocation and scale of the proposed parkland and facilities is unclear. The motion contradicts the play area provisions contained within the Clonburris Plan. The consequences within the Plans of amending phasing and Open Space layouts is not addressed. 

Motion No. 13091

Cllr R Dowds
South Dublin County Council agrees, in relation to the Clonburris SDZ and LAP, that no pedestrian bridges are built close to people’s homes (e.g. as proposed at Kilcronan) so as to avoid anti-social behaviour outside these homes.

The motion is not sufficiently specific and the consequences for the plan have not been addressed.

South Dublin Co. Council agrees that 3 or 4 community centres are delivered in tandem with the development of the Clonburris SDZ & LAP.

Response

The motion is not sufficiently clear. Its spatial allocation and consequences within the plan are not addressed.

Cllr R Dowds 

South Dublin Co. Council agrees that 3 or 4 religious centres at least are permitted as part of the Clonburris SDZ & LAP with consultation with local churches and religious organisations at an early stage. 

Response

The motion is not sufficiently clear. Its spatial allocation and consequences within the plan are not addressed.

Cllr R Dowds
South Dublin County Council agrees that 2 youth cafes are provided at 20% and 50% of the Clonburris project.

Response

The motion is not sufficiently location specific and the consequences for the plan have not been addressed.

Motion No. 13095

Cllr R Dowds
South Dublin County Council agrees that a gathering space for a farmer's market, car boot sales, art exhibitions etc. is provided by 50% of the Clonburris project

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific. The location of the gathering space within Clonburris is not addressed. The consequences for the Clonburris Plan have not been addressed in the motion. 

Motion No. 13096

Cllr R Dowds
South Dublin Co. Council agrees that a health centre is provided by 20% completion of the Clonburris SDZ & LAP. 

Response 

The motion is not sufficiently clear. Its spatial allocation and consequences within the plan are not addressed. 

Motion No. 13097

Cllr R Dowds
South Dublin Co. Council agrees that the following are provided in Clonburris at these stages of completion of the project: 1. Banks at both commercial centres at 30% completion. 2. A Garda Station at Kishoge at 50% completion.  3.  A Post Office at both Fonthill and Kishoge at 20% and 50% completion respectively.  4. Supermarkets at both commercial centres at 10% completion.  5. Day care centre(s) for the elderly at 20% completion.  6. Nursing Home at 50% completion.  7. Hotel at Kishoge and Fonthill.

Response

The provision of specific commercial services is beyond the control of a land use plan. In addition, this motion is not sufficiently clear and the consequences within the Plans are not addressed.

Motion No. 13098

South Dublin Co. Council agrees that a library is constructed in Clonburris by 30% completion of the project. 

Response 

The motion is not sufficiently clear. The spatial allocation and consequences within the plan are not addressed. 

Motion No. 13101

Cllr R Dowds
South Dublin County Council agrees that a wetlands reserve of C. 5 acres or more is provided by 30% completion of Clonburris.

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific. The location of the wetlands reserve is not addressed within the motion. The consequences of the lack of location and the subsequent uncertainty on the implementation and phasing of the plan is not addressed in the motion.

South Dublin County Council agrees that all buildings 3 storeys or more in the Clonburris SDZ & Lap have adequate lifts 

Response

The motion is not sufficiently clear and its consequences for the plan are unclear. In addition, this issue is more appropriately dealt with through the Building Regulations.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following change: A minimum of 64,000sq.m of office space must be completed before Scenario B can commence. 

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.

The motion is not sufficient clear as the spatial allocation of floorspace is not addressed and the consequences within the plan are not addressed. The motion would alter the entire structure of the Plan by introducing a non-transport based element as a principal scenario consideration.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following change: -

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.

The motion is not sufficient clear. The study is not yet completed and the recommendations of any such report are not yet known. The proposal cannot therefore be considered and would place an unreasonable precondition on development.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following change: - Integrated ticketing between Bus, Metro, Rail and LUAS must be fully operational before any units in the LAP or SDZ areas are occupied.

Response 

The motion is not sufficiently clear. The project is not complete and its specific relevance to this site is not demonstrated. The proposal cannot therefore be considered.

The City Centre Rail Interconnector must be operational before Scenario B can commence. 

The SDZ and LAP area of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.

This motion is not sufficiently clear. The motion does not address the consequences of the proposed amendments and would alter the entire structure of the Plan. This motion would also invalidate Scenario C.

The Luas Line F to Lucan must be operational before Scenario B can commence.

The SDZ and LAP area of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.

Response 

The route of Luas F has not yet been determined and the specific relevance to this site has not been demonstrated, therefore this motion is unreasonable.  It is unclear how the motion relates to the Plan area and therefore cannot be

considered.

This is an incorrect statement, as the M50 link at Cloverhill is not identified in the transport assessment for this plan. Its specific reliance to this site has not been demonstrated and the consequences of the motion within the plan are not addressed and are unreasonable. There are no plans or proposals to provide an M50 link at Cloverhill in the short, medium or long term and given the current upgrade works on the M50 the proposals is unlikely to ever happen. The motion would effectively invalidate scenario C.

The provision of an additional north-south link west of Adamstown linking the N7 & N4 to Fingal across the Liffey as identified in the transport assessment for this Plan as being necessary must be operational before Scenario C can commence.

Response 

The consequences of the motion within the plan are not addressed and its specific reliance to this site are not demonstrated. The motion would effectilely invalidate scenario C as there are no plans or proposals in the short, medium or long term for a Liffey Crossing and the motion.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following change:- Pitches, all weather pitches, tennis courts, play grounds, changing and shower facilities to be included in the phasing for the parks as was done in the Adamstown SDZ plan. A minimum of 5 playing fields, 2 all weather pitches, 6 children’s playgrounds, four tennis courts, four five aside all weather pitches to be allocated across the parks and permanent changing and shower facilities to be provided in each main park. The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change. 

Response 

The motion is not sufficiently specific, as it does not indicate the particular phasing for the provision of such facilities. The motion does not indicate the spatial breakdown of the noted facilities into the proposed parks and the consequences for the proposed parks specifically the amount of space required for these facilitates is not addressed within the motion.

The motion is not sufficiently specific and does not accurately describe the required changes.  The building height has already been clearly described for the Clonburris scheme.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following change:- Scenario B will require the 220kv overhead cables that cross the LAP lands to the north-west to be put underground for reasons of visual amenity.  

Response 
This motion is considered invalid as it relates to the LAP area only.  The relevance of this motion to the SDZ or to the scenario B has not been clearly demonstrated.  The introduction of a non-transport element into primary scenario considerations would alter the entire structure of the plan.  The inclusion of such a statement in the Plan would constitute an unreasonable precondition on development.

Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following change: - That no interferences or adjustments will be made to the existing boundary walls of established residential estates of Lucan, including Foxborough, Oldbridge, Tullyhall, Rossberry, Moy Glas, Griffeen Glen etc.  Such interferences or adjustments in established boundary walls and fencing will clearly have an adverse affect on the quality of life of existing residents in these estates, including increased rat-running, all-day parking etc.  All efforts must be made by way of conditioning the plan to protect the quality of life of Lucan residents.

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific.  Many of the boundaries and estates referred to are outside the LAP.  It is unclear where the motion relates to the LAP or the SDZ.  Consequences within the plans are not addressed.

 “Make the amendments to the plan to reflect the following change: - All dwellings will be heated by a combination of geothermal and solar power, subject to a cost efficiency study to take into account the projected sharp rises in the price of oil, gas and electrical generation as a result of peak oil.

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.”

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific. The motion seeks to limit the provision of renewable energy for the purpose of providing heating by two options only, geothermal and solar power. A study has yet to be undertaken to explore the best options for the provision of renewable energy. The motion could not be considered as it is unreasonable and premature to requirement.

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.”

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific. Spatial allocation required to provide a wind farm of the proposed scale has not been addressed within this motion. The consequences of the proposed wind farm for the plan, specifically the significant amount of land that would be required to provide a wind farm of sufficient capacity to serve the proposed development, is not addressed within the motion. The provision of a wind farm of the required scale would render a large area of the site unsuitable for development.

The motion is not sufficient specific regarding the location of the indoor skate parks. The consequences of amending the phasing to include the indoor skate park is not addressed.

“Make amendments to the plan to reflect the following change: - That Community Centres be provided in the plan on a phased basis and as permanent structures, to assist in the development and sustainability of a developing and expanding community. 

The SDZ and LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change. 

Response 

The motion is not sufficient clear as to where these centres are proposed and its consequences for phasing within the plan are not addressed.

Add to the sub-section “Recreation and leisure facilities” on Page 61, as the second last sentence the following: “One of the three major parks shall include an Urban Farm, to be managed by the SDCC Parks Department.”

Response

The motion is not sufficiently specific regarding the proposed urban farm. The location of the urban farm within Clonburris is not addressed. The provision of an urban farm would likely require a significant land area. The consequences for the Clonburris Plan of providing the urban farm have not been addressed in the motion.

The LAP areas of the plan will be modified with all necessary variations to incorporate this change.

Response 

This motion is unrealistic because it seeks to defer the SDZ development for 10 years.  The motion effectively nullifies the SDZ by down zoning the site.  This would result in the unreasonable deferral of development of long-term zoned lands. This motion fails to address the consequences within the Plans

It effectively nullifies the SDZ by creating less intensive zoning on the site.  This motion fails to address the consequences within the Plans.

The motion does not indicate a spatial breakdown of the noted facilities into the proposed parks. The consequences of the proposed facilities for the proposed parks, specifically the amount of space required for these facilities is not addressed within the motion.

The motion is not sufficiently specific. Spatial allocation required to provide a wind farm of the proposed scale has not been addressed within this motion. The consequences of the proposed wind farm for the plan, specifically the significant amount of land that would be required to provide a wind farm of sufficient capacity to serve the proposed development, is not addressed within the motion. The provision of a wind farm of the required scale would result in effectively ‘downzoning’ a large area of the site.
