CIVIL REGISTRATION OF MARRIAGES



It was proposed by Councillor J. Hannon, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney:

“That consideration be given to the establishment, in County Hall or in another appropriate building within the city centre of Tallaght, of a venue in which the civil registration of marriages may take place, given that the marriage provisions of the Civil Registration Act, 2004 have now commenced.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The marriage provisions of the Civil Registration Act, 2004 commenced on Monday 5th November 2007 and replaced previous marriage legislation in the Republic of Ireland.
The main changes resulting from this are as follows:-

· The notification of intention to marry (three month’s notice) will have to be given in person to a Registrar, rather than by post; postal notifications will be permitted only in very restricted circumstances which will be prescribed by the Minister 

· All couples giving notification after the above date must sign declarations of no impediment and obtain a Marriage Registration Form (MRF) from a Registrar in advance of the ceremony; this will be issued after they have completed the necessary notification procedures and the Registrar is satisfied they are free to marry 

· A Register of Solemnisers of Marriage will be created and maintained by the General Register Office. All those solemnising a civil or religious marriage after the above date must be on this Register 

· It will be possible for civil marriages after 5th November 2007 to be held at venues other than Registry Offices, provided the venue has been inspected and approved by the Health Service Executive (HSE) in advance of the marriage ceremony and subject to a Registrar being available to solemnise a marriage at that venue on the date in question 

· The residency requirements for civil marriages will be removed 

Responsibility for the operations and provisions of the Civil Registration Act, 2004 lies with the HSE and it would be necessary for any proposed SDCC premises to be approved before use as a marriage venue.

If the motion is passed the council will convey the sentiments of the members to the HSE and further consideration can then be given to examination of the viability and practicality of County Hall or other appropriate building within the centre of Tallaght being used as a marriage solemnisation venue.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors J. Hannon, E. Maloney, M. Corr, K. Warren and J. Daly contributed Ms. L. Maxwell, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that an updated report be available in three months time at the meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee Dealing with Corporate Services Business.

UPDATE DATE ON ENFORCEMENT COMPLAINT
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
“To ask the Manager as a matter of urgency to reply to complaint S5030, which has been recorded with the Enforcement section since February of this year, yet to date the complainant has had no reply - the issues raised in this complaint are having a significant negative impact on the quality of life of residents in this area?”

REPLY:

“Planning permission was granted on 9 July 2003 for a “Residential development with a total of 745 no. dwelling units consisting of 257 no. 2 storey 2, 3 and 4 bed detached, semi-detached and terraced houses, 256 no. 3 storey 1, 2 and 3 bed duplex units, 8 no. 2 storey back to back houses and 224 no. 2 bed apartments in 2 no. 3 to 5 storey blocks A and B, and 2 no. 4 storey blocks C and D located along City West Road on site circa 38.79 acres. Main vehicular access from City West road via existing roundabout on distributor road on northern boundary with secondary access points from Deselby and Rathmintan Estates to the east.  Associates site works to include open spaces, car parking, landscaping, underground attenuation tanks and outfalls.  This application is accompanied by an Environmental Impact Statement” to Durkan New Homes Ltd and Hollioake Ltd. (Register reference S02A/0044 refers).

A complaint was received in December 2006 concerning the provision of an attenuation tank on public open space and the lack of speed ramps within the estate and was the subject of correspondence between the Enforcement Section and the complainant until February 2007. The complainant has been advised by e-mail of the current situation.

The application for this development included a proposal to provide a 2,500m3 underground attenuation tank to take surface water discharges. The attenuation tank is positioned underground as proposed in the application. In the event that the attenuation tank cannot cope with extreme weather conditions, an overflow area has been provided that is open to view within the open space. This overflow area is surrounded by a fence. The Council’s Parks Department is in discussion with the developers concerning the removal of the fence and alterations to the design of the overflow area to enhance public safety.

Additional information submitted with the planning application stated that all internal roads and junctions would incorporate traffic calming measures. The measures would include the creation of cul-de-sacs, the incorporation of pinch points and provision of ramps. Development works are ongoing in this development and the final works on the provision of the agreed traffic calming measures are premature at this stage. The location and type of traffic calming measure to be provided is subject to agreement with the Council’s Roads & Traffic Department.”

WEST OLDCOURT L.A.P.
QUESTION: Councillor C. King

"To ask the Manager, to update the Committee on the timing of the next steps of the West Oldcourt L.A.P understanding the fact that the initial pre-draft stage has been completed?"

“At the moment a number of issues remain to be resolved regarding the proposed Draft Local Area Plan, namely:

- Resolving access and circulation given the existing pattern of traffic in the area. This was a key issue in the pre-draft public consultation

- The treatment of the existing 220Kv power line that traverses the land, and accommodating two existing raw water trunk mains that also traverse the Draft Local Area Plan lands

Difficulties in resolving the above issues mean that it is not possible, at present, to determine when the process regarding the proposed Draft Local Area Plan may commence.”

PLANNING ENFORCEMENT ISSUE
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager for a detailed update on the issue of enforcement as outlined in question 1 (under planning) at the Tallaght Area Committee meeting of May 28th, 2007 and will the Manager please note that the fencing has not been removed and the issue of anti-social activity still remains?"

REPLY:
“Planning permission, subject to conditions was granted on 23 June 2003 by An Bord Pleanála for the following proposed development “Residential development consisting of 23 no 2 bed bungalows and 20 no semi detached and terraced 3 bed, 2 storey house and associated parking, open spaces and site development works on site” on lands south of Maplewood Drive and north of the Tallaght bypass to Maplewood Developments Ltd. (Reg Ref SD02A/0284 refers)

An area to the north of the development site was used by the developer as a site compound. To secure the site compound a high railing was erected on top of the wall separating Maplewood Avenue and Raheen Drive. The provision of temporary fencing to secure a site during the course of development works is exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission by virtue of Art 16 of the Planning & Development Regulations, 2001. 

Development is now complete and the fence should be removed as it can no longer be considered exempt development. However, when approached, the developer reported that he had been requested by local residents to leave the fence to protect those houses that back onto Raheen Drive from unwanted access. 

Accordingly, an Enforcement Notice pursuant to Section 154 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 has been served requiring the removal of the fence on or before 17 December 2007. Failure to comply with the requirements of the Notice may lead to the initiation of legal proceedings.”

“Following a search of our records, the only planning application received in relation to this site is Register Reference SD06A/0834.

This application was received on 27-Sep-2006 from John Williams & Liam Holland for Construction of 12 no. 'own door' apartments (6 no. 3 bedroom and 6 no. 2 bed room) in one two-storey block with attic level accommodation including dormer windows, front and rear first floor level balconies, with single storey bin and bicycle store and 12 no. car parking spaces accessed via new vehicular entrance from Mayberry Road, provision for safety handrail in grass verge between roadway and public pavement along extent of apartment block frontage and all associated site works at Mayberry Road, Kilnamanagh, Dublin 24.

A decision was made by the Council to Refuse permission on 21-Nov-2006. Following an appeal, permission was refused by An Bord Pleanala on 20-Jun-2007.

REPORT ON SATELLITE DISHES

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“During the debate at the Area Committee meeting of 22nd October last on a motion proposed by the Cathaoirleach Councillor Marie Corr, the members of the Committee expressed concern at the proliferation of satellite antennae and dishes on the various apartment developments in the Tallaght area. In order to address this issue the Planning Enforcement section has taken the following steps:

1. A letter has issued to 25 Management Companies, advising that the erection of such dishes is subject to planning requirements.

2. A letter has issued to 50 companies who provide and/or install satellite dishes, again advising of the planning requirements.

3. Following an inspection of Westend Gate development some time ago, it was established that there were 9 dishes erected on the facade of various apartments within the development. Warning letters issued to the apartment occupants in relation to these dishes, but no response was received. The management company, Abacus Property Management Ltd, has been contacted regarding these. A further inspection will be carried out to identify any additional dishes erected since the previous inspection.

4. Inspections will be carried out on the following developments during the coming weeks to identify the precise number and location of any satellite dishes, and the matter will be pursued with the appropriate management companies.

The Exchange Tallaght, 

It is considered that the best course of action to take to succeed in having these dishes removed is to deal directly with the management companies concerned. If however this approach does not produce the desired result, the usual enforcement proceedings through the courts will be employed.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Introduction
The ‘Golf Village’ development is located on Fortunestown Lane near its junction with Garters Lane. The lands are zoned ‘Green Belt’ in the County Development Plan.

Proposal 
The Motion seeks to re-zone the Golf Village development at Fortunestown Lane to permit planning applications to increase Class 1 retail space by way of mezzanine floors, to change the use of units from Classes 2 and 4 to Class 1, to reduce restaurant areas and to make other adjustments (Plot M on map).

There are two aspects to the proposal in relation to the Golf Village above:

a) Change of use of existing permitted units from Classes 2 (provision of services) and 4 (light industrial use) to Class 1 (shop use)

b) Increase in Class 1 retail space by way of mezzanine floors.

(An extract from the Planning Regulations giving the definitions of Classes 1, 2 and 4 is included as an Appendix to this Report)

a) Proposed Change of Use from Classes 2 and 4 to Class 1
Planning Reference S02A/0096, received on 18th February 2002, from HSS Ltd for a development at Fortunestown Lane was granted by way of a Material Contravention of the 1998 County Development Plan on 14th October 2002.

Condition No. 3 of that permission stated as follows;

That only ground floor units in Block A numbered as A2, A4, A5, A7, A8 and A9 on Drawing No. A/01 received on 10/5/02 and ground floor units in Block B numbered as 3, 6, 8 & 9 on Drawing no. B/01 received on 10/5/02 shall be used as Class 1 shops as defined in Article 5 and in Schedule 2 Part 4 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001. 
Other units shown on the said drawings for the ground floor of Blocks A and B may only be used for purposes defined in Class uses 2 and 4 of Schedule 2, Part 4 of the said Regulations. Any change of use to that described above shall require a prior grant of planning permission. Details of these use restrictions shall be incorporated into the sale/lease agreement for each individual unit.
The details of the existing permitted uses in the Golf Village on foot of the grants of planning permission on the site are as follows –

The proposal in the Motion is to change all existing permitted units restricted to Class 2 and 4 uses to Class 1 use.

The proposed overall increase in Class 1 use as a result of the change would be 1,079.86m2
b) Proposed increase in Class 1 retail space by way of the addition of mezzanine floors
No drawings have been submitted to outline the quantum of the proposed increased Class 1 retail space by way of mezzanine floors, so the assumption has been made that the proposal is similar to that previously made under Planning Reference SD04A/0732, received from HSS Ltd on 24th September 2004 and refused by the Council on 16th November 2004 and by An Bord Pleanala, following an appeal, on June 2nd 2005. 

The proposal in relation to mezzanine floors made under planning reference SD04A/0732, if granted would have resulted in an increase of Class 1 retail of 1,494 m2.
Taken together the overall proposed total increase in Class 1 retail floorspace as a result of the proposals put forward in this Variation Motion would be 2,573.86m2. This would mean that the Golf Village’s Class 1 retail floorspace would increase from 1,190m2 to 3,764m2 or by more than 3 times that which had been granted by way of Material Contravention. This would be on lands which are currently part of the ‘Green Belt’ (GB) zone.

Zoning
If the Motion intends this site to be opened up for general retailing the lands would need to be zoned as Local Centre.

Saggart village centre is zoned as a Local Centre in the Development Plan and a District Centre is zoned at the junction of Fortunestown Lane and the N82. The latter is now open for business, with in excess of 10,000m2 of retail floorspace permitted on the site. It is not recommended that a further Local Centre be zoned at the location of the “Golf Village”.

The retailing element of the ‘Golf Village’ as planned would have been some 12% of the floorspace of the Fortunestown Lane District Centre. The increased floorspace for the ‘Golf Village’ as indicated by the Proposed Variation would, if adopted, be almost 35% of the District Centre’s floorspace.

In addition if this Motion for a Variation to the County Development Plan is adopted, it would pre-empt the outcome of the Area Plan process required for the lands the subject of Variation No. 2 (Fortunestown Lane / Garters Lane, Saggart). This Area Plan will have to consider the provision of facilities for the new residential community on the Variation No. 2 lands as outlined in Local Zoning Objective 124. Such facilities would include retailing. The effect of the re-zoning of the Golf Village from its originally intended range of tourist and golf related uses to general retailing would in effect undercut consideration of the Area Plan. The proposal is premature and ill considered and not in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

Conclusions
Plot M (Golf Village) was granted planning permission on lands zoned Green Belt (‘GB’). The case was made as to why such a large development should be permitted in an area where if it were a standard residential or retailing proposal it would have been refused planning permission as it was contrary to the provisions of the Development Plan. It now transpires that the usefulness of the permission is deemed to have expired and the request is now for the constraints of the zoning and the planning permission to be lifted. It is recommended that this should not be done. 

The stated background for making the proposed changes is given as “the substantial public transportation gain” of LUAS. This is not a valid reason and LUAS cannot be viewed as the vehicle for overcoming the difficulties for developers posed by the agreed land use zoning of the area, relevant Development Plan policies and objectives and the perceived unacceptability of conditions on permissions. Furthermore, it is incumbent on the developer to pursue all avenues to locate prospective tenants that would comply with the current conditions of the planning permission.

For the reasons given above and for those given in the body of this Report it is considered that the proposed re-zoning of land is contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

Recommendation
It is recommended that the Motion not be adopted.

APPENDIX
Definitions of Classes of Use:
Class 1, Schedule 2, Part 4, of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 
Shop is defined in Article 5 of said regulations as 

a structure used for any or all of the following purposes, where the sale, display or service is principally to visiting members of the public:
(a) for the retail sale of goods,
(b) as a post office,
(c) for the sale of tickets or as a travel agency,
(d) for the sale of sandwiches or other food for consumption off the premises, where the sale of such food is subsidiary to the main retail use,
(e) for hairdressing,
(f) for the display of goods for sale,
(g) for the hiring out of domestic or personal goods or articles,
(h) as a launderette or dry cleaners,
(i) for the reception of goods to be washed, cleaned or repaired, 
but does not include any use associated with the provision of funeral services or as a funeral home, or as a hotel, a restaurant or a public house, or for the sale of hot food for consumption off the premises, except under paragraph (d) above, or any use to which class 2 or 3 of Part 4 of Schedule 2 applies.
Class 2 and 4 uses in Schedule 2, Part 4, of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001
Class 2 relates to use for the provision of-

(a) financial services,
(b) professional services (other than health or medical services),
(c) any other services (including use as a betting office),
where the services are provided principally to visiting members of the public.
Class 4 relates to use as a light industrial building.

Article 5 of the Regulations defines a light industrial building as - 

‘an industrial building in which the processes carried on or the plant or machinery installed are such as could be carried on or installed in any residential area without detriment to the amenity of that area by reason of noise, vibration, smell, fumes, smoke, soot, ash, dust or grit.”

“The Council issued a letter of comfort to Hannah Homes Ltd, the owners of a property at Saggart Village, to include two strips of adjoining Council owned land as shown hatched in red on attached Drawing, for the purpose of submitting a planning application for the re-development of their property. This application, Planning Reg. Ref. SD06A/0636 was subsequently granted planning permission by An Bord Pleanála. The Council's lands included in the planning application are to facilitate a new pedestrian street and car-parking for the development. One of the strips of Council land included in the application is located at the Village Green and comprises the area from the boundary of the private property extending out to existing pathway. The planning permission granted envisages that this area is to be upgraded to a pedestrian street fronting the proposed development, with associated landscaping. The remainder of the Village Green is not part of the application. The other strip of land at Saint Mary's Park which constitutes a roadside verge at present, is to facilitate on-street car-parking as per the planning permission. 

In view of the decision by An Bord Pleanála to grant permission in this case and provided that the applicants wish to proceed with the development, the next step for the Development Department is to obtain reports on services or particular requirements from other Council Departments and Utility Companies in relation to the portion of Council lands included in the planning permission. On receipt of these reports, the Council’s Valuer will be instructed to open negotiations with Hannah Homes Ltd regarding the disposal /licensing of the lands and should terms be agreed between the parties, these will then be put to the members for consideration at a full Council meeting.

TALLAGHT HOSPITAL ISSUES

The Tallaght Area Committee notes the decision not to build the National Children’s Hospital at Tallaght but instead the decision to decimate Paediatric services in Tallaght Hospital leaving a tiny Urgent Care Unit.

2.
The Tallaght Area Committee notes that Tallaght has been passed over to become one of the Specialist Cancer units despite Tallaght carrying out one of the highest number of operations on Cancer Patients in the Country.

3.
The Tallaght Area Committee notes that Tallaght Hospital received NO new consultant posts in the recent round of appointments.

4.
The Tallaght Area Committee notes the decision to hand over some of the public land at the Hospital for a Private Hospital at the same time as these other announcements.  This amounts to the scaling down the Public Hospital in favour of a “For Profit” private service.
The Tallaght Area Committee disagrees with these decisions and supports instead the development of the Public Hospital at Tallaght and supports Campaigning Activity in defence of the Public Hospital.”
