THE PROPOSED CCTV SYSTEM FOR THE TALLAGHT AREA
It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor M. Corr:

“That this committee requests immediate action by the Department of Justice for the provision of the proposed CCTV system for the Tallaght area.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Council has to date fully supported and assisted the provision of the Community CCTV system for the Tallaght and Clondalkin areas.

In June 2005 a grant aid scheme was launched by the Minister for Justice, Equality & Law Reform in response to a demonstrated demand from community groups across the country. The scheme is intended to contribute to the capital costs associated with the initial establishment of local community CCTV schemes, up to a maximum of €100,000. 

The Department of Community, Rural & Gaeltacht Affairs will match funding allocated by the DJELR to successful applications from RAPID areas provided that the total grant aid from both departments does not exceed €200,000 or 100% of the capital costs of the project (or whichever is the lesser).

Capital costs include items such as the purchase of cameras, monitors & related equipment, cabling, ducting, outfitting of a monitoring station etc. It does not include running costs which are the sole responsibility of the applicant.

The overall purpose of the scheme is to support local communities who wish to install & maintain CCTV security systems in their area with the aim of increasing public safety & reducing the risk of anti-social & criminal activity in places that the general public have routine access to in their areas. 

As a result of the Garda Siochána Act 2005, the Garda Siochána (CCTV) Order 2006 came into operation in May 2006. This provides a Policy for Community CCTV Systems and a Code of Practice for CCTV Systems.

The Act requires that all persons other than members of An Garda Siochána wishing to install & operate a CCTV system designed to monitor public places for the purposes of securing public order & safety by facilitating the deterrence, prevention, detection & prosecution of offences, must be authorised in writing by the Garda Commissioner to do so.

There are 4 schemes in the South Dublin County area:

North Clondalkin

Jobstown

Brookfield – Fettercairn

Killinarden

The respective promoters for these schemes are Clondalkin Partnership, Jobstown CDP and Partas.

Pobal informed the project promoters in April 2007 of the success of their applications. The promoters then engaged in tender processes, in line with public procurement guidelines issued by Pobal, to select suppliers of CCTV cameras and ancillary civil and electrical works. Each of the promoters chose TEC Security, based in Tallaght, as the preferred supplier.

In order for the systems to proceed to installation, a number of steps remain to be completed. These are:

a) Approval of the scheme by the Joint Policing Committee

b) Authorisation by the Garda Commissioner to operate a CCTV system, by forwarding necessary documentation to the Garda Divisional Officer (Chief Superintendent) in the first instance.

c) On receipt of the Garda Commissioner’s approval, Pobal will enter into contracts with the project promoters and the draw-down of grants can begin.

The approval of the South Dublin County Joint Policing Committee was received at its meeting held on 26th October 2007 and the promoters have requested the approval of the Garda Commissioner.”

REPORT ON PROPOSED PART 8 FOR CONSTRUCTION OF CHANGING ROOM FACILITIES AND CAR PARK, RELOCATION OF TENNIS COURTS, RE-ORIENTATION OF PLAYING PITCHES, AND LANDSCAPE IMPROVEMENT WORKS AT OLD BAWN WEIR, DODDER VALLEY PARK, OLDBAWN, TALLAGHT.
“Following consultation with representatives of the Old Bawn Residents Association and the sports clubs - Thomas Davis GAA, Shamrock Rovers FC, Dominic Celtic FC and Dragon Rangers FC - who use the playing pitch facilities at Dodder Valley Park, Oldbawn, it is proposed to construct a pavilion which would incorporate changing facilities to replace the existing containers adjacent to the ESB substation in the Oldbawn area of Dodder Valley Park. A grant allocation of 250,000 under the Sports Capital Programme is available to fund this proposal. This project represents an opportunity to initiate a major programme of improvement work in this area of the Dodder Valley Park. The proposal also includes the development of car park facilities with access off the Oldbawn Road to provide parking for all users of the park. The existing tennis court facilities would be relocated to a securely fenced enclosure alongside the proposed changing facilities which could also be used by users of the tennis courts and would incorporate a storage area for nets etc. This would enable greater security and better management of the tennis court facility. These proposals will entail the re-orientation of the existing playing pitches and the construction of some new pedestrian paths to optimise use of the park area. 

The Oldbawn Weir is a very attractive feature of the Dodder Valley Park and it is proposed to enhance its accessibility and amenity value for park users with the development of landscaped viewing areas on either side linked by a pedestrian bridge over the river. This proposal will also include new pedestrian path connections and soft landscaping detail. 

All of the above works will be subject to Public Consultation under Part 8 of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001. It is proposed to commence the Public Consultation process in January 2008. A drawing will be available at the meeting to illustrate the nature and extent of the proposed works.”

“The Councils Housing Strategy, which was prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000, was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on 11th June 2001. This Strategy was reviewed and now forms an integral part of the County development Plan 2004-2010, which was adopted by the Council on 10th November 2004. 

The Strategy requires 15% of all residential developments to be reserved for Social/Affordable purposes. The Council has been successful in the delivery of affordable housing under the following initiatives:

(a)  Part V of the Planning & Development Acts 2000 - 2006 (as amended)

(b)  Joint Venture Schemes

(c)  Integrated Area Plans

 To date 640 affordable homes have been procured throughout the County.  Of these 411 have been procured and sold on in the Tallaght Area.
