Doherty, Director of Planning presented the report and informed the Members that a Supplementary Report was also being presented at the request of the Corporate Policy Group following their meeting earlier that day. Mr. Doherty recommended that the motion as resolved at area committee and submitted to this meeting for consideration of full council be not adopted.

“Report on Golf Village Fortunestown Lane  Saggart

(Arising from Tallaght Area Committee, November 26th 2007)

At the Tallaght Area Committee 2 meeting on Monday November 26th 2007 the following motion was passed without debate:-

MOTION: Councillor J. Daly

That this Committee calls on the Manager with regard to the fact that the extension of the LUAS to Garter Lane is a substantial public transport gain, it is proposed that a variation procedure be initiated to provide for the re-zoning as follows:

That the Golf Village development at Fortunestown Lane be zoned to permit planning applications to increase Class 1 Retails space by way of mezzanine floors, change of use Class 2 and 4 to Class 1, the reduction of restaurant areas and other minor adjustments - Plot M on Map.

These changes will not alter the already approved footprint of the buildings.

The following is the report made to the Area Committee: 
Introduction
“The ‘Golf Village’ development is located on Fortunestown Lane near its junction with Garters Lane. The lands are zoned ‘Green Belt’ in the County Development Plan.

Proposal 
The Motion seeks to re-zone the Golf Village development at Fortunestown Lane to permit planning applications to increase Class 1 retail space by way of mezzanine floors, to change the use of units from Classes 2 and 4 to Class 1, to reduce restaurant areas and to make other adjustments (Plot M on map).

There are two aspects to the proposal in relation to the Golf Village above:

a) Change of use of existing permitted units from Classes 2 (provision of services) and 4 (light industrial use) to Class 1 (shop use)

b) Increase in Class 1 retail space by way of mezzanine floors.

(An extract from the Planning Regulations giving the definitions of Classes 1, 2 and 4 is included as an Appendix to this Report)

a) Proposed Change of Use from Classes 2 and 4 to Class 1
Planning Reference S02A/0096, received on 18th February 2002, from HSS Ltd for a development at Fortunestown Lane was granted by way of a Material Contravention of the 1998 County Development Plan on 14th October 2002.

Condition No. 3 of that permission stated as follows;

That only ground floor units in Block A numbered as A2, A4, A5, A7, A8 and A9 on Drawing No. A/01 received on 10/5/02 and ground floor units in Block B numbered as 3, 6, 8 & 9 on Drawing no. B/01 received on 10/5/02 shall be used as Class 1 shops as defined in Article 5 and in Schedule 2 Part 4 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001. 
Other units shown on the said drawings for the ground floor of Blocks A and B may only be used for purposes defined in Class uses 2 and 4 of Schedule 2, Part 4 of the said Regulations. Any change of use to that described above shall require a prior grant of planning permission. Details of these use restrictions shall be incorporated into the sale/lease agreement for each individual unit.

The proposal in the Motion is to change all existing permitted units restricted to Class 2 and 4 uses to Class 1 use.

The proposed overall increase in Class 1 use as a result of the change would be 1,079.86m2
b) Proposed increase in Class 1 retail space by way of the addition of mezzanine floors
No drawings have been submitted to outline the quantum of the proposed increased Class 1 retail space by way of mezzanine floors, so the assumption has been madethat the proposal is similar to that previously made under Planning Reference SD04A/0732, received from HSS Ltd on 24th September 2004 and refused by the Council on 16th November 2004 and by An Bord Pleanala, following an appeal, on June 2nd 2005. 

The proposal in relation to mezzanine floors made under planning reference SD04A/0732, if granted would have resulted in an increase of Class 1 retail of 1,494 m2.
Taken together the overall proposed total increase in Class 1 retail floorspace as a result of the proposals put forward in this Variation Motion would be 2,573.86m2. This would mean that the Golf Village’s Class 1 retail floorspace would increase from 1,190m2 to 3,764m2 or by more than 3 times that which had been granted by way of Material Contravention. This would be on lands which are currently part of the ‘Green Belt’ (GB) zone.

Zoning
If the Motion intends this site to be opened up for general retailing the lands would need to be zoned as Local Centre.

Saggart village centre is zoned as a Local Centre in the Development Plan and a District Centre is zoned at the junction of Fortunestown Lane and the N82. The latter is now open for business, with in excess of 10,000m2 of retail floorspace permitted on the site. It is not recommended that a further Local Centre be zoned at the location of the “Golf Village”.

The retailing element of the ‘Golf Village’ as planned would have been some 12% of the floorspace of the Fortunestown Lane District Centre. The increased floorspace for the ‘Golf Village’ as indicated by the Proposed Variation would, if adopted, be almost 35% of the District Centre’s floorspace.

In addition if this Motion for a Variation to the County Development Plan is adopted, it would pre-empt the outcome of the Area Plan process required for the lands the subject of Variation No. 2 (Fortunestown Lane / Garters Lane, Saggart). This Area Plan will have to consider the provision of facilities for the new residential community on the Variation No. 2 lands as outlined in Local Zoning Objective 124. Such facilities would include retailing. The effect of the re-zoning of the Golf Village from its originally intended range of tourist and golf related uses to general retailing would in effect undercut consideration of the Area Plan. The proposal is premature and ill considered and not in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

Conclusions
Plot M (Golf Village) was granted planning permission on lands zoned Green Belt (‘GB’). The case was made as to why such a large development should be permitted in an area where if it were a standard residential or retailing proposal it would have been refused planning permission as it was contrary to the provisions of the Development Plan. It now transpires that the usefulness of the permission is deemed to have expired and the request is now for the constraints of the zoning and the planning permission to be lifted. It is recommended that this should not be done. 

The stated background for making the proposed changes is given as “the substantial public transportation gain” of LUAS. This is not a valid reason and LUAS cannot be viewed as the vehicle for overcoming the difficulties for developers posed by the agreed land use zoning of the area, relevant Development Plan policies and objectives and the perceived unacceptability of conditions on permissions. Furthermore, it is incumbent on the developer to pursue all avenues to locate prospective tenants that would comply with the current conditions of the planning permission.”

For the reasons given above and for those given in the body of this Report it is considered that the proposed re-zoning of land is contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

Recommendation

It is recommended that the motion be not adopted

APPENDIX
Definitions of Classes of Use:
Class 1, Schedule 2, Part 4, of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 
Shop is defined in Article 5 of said regulations as 

a structure used for any or all of the following purposes, where the sale, display or service is principally to visiting members of the public:
(a) for the retail sale of goods,
(b) as a post office,
(c) for the sale of tickets or as a travel agency,
(d) for the sale of sandwiches or other food for consumption off the premises, where the sale of such food is subsidiary to the main retail use,
(e) for hairdressing,
(f) for the display of goods for sale,
(g) for the hiring out of domestic or personal goods or articles,
(h) as a launderette or dry cleaners,
(i) for the reception of goods to be washed, cleaned or repaired, 
but does not include any use associated with the provision of funeral services or as a funeral home, or as a hotel, a restaurant or a public house, or for the sale of hot food for consumption off the premises, except under paragraph (d) above, or any use to which class 2 or 3 of Part 4 of Schedule 2 applies.

Class 2 and 4 uses in Schedule 2, Part 4, of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001
Class 2 relates to use for the provision of-

(a) financial services,
(b) professional services (other than health or medical services),
(c) any other services (including use as a betting office),
where the services are provided principally to visiting members of the public.
Class 4 relates to use as a light industrial building.

Article 5 of the Regulations defines a light industrial building as - 

‘an industrial building in which the processes carried on or the plant or machinery installed are such as could be carried on or installed in any residential area without detriment to the amenity of that area by reason of noise, vibration, smell, fumes, smoke, soot, ash, dust or grit;”.

End of Report to Committee
Further Report for County Council Meeting Monday, 10th December, 2007:

“It should be noted that the reasons given by An Bord Pleanála on 2nd June 2005 are still applicable;

“ 1.
Having regard to:

(i) the significant increase in retail floor area proposed on the site,

(ii) site proximity to Saggart village centre, and

(iii) the availability of lands zoned for ‘District Centre’ facilities to the east of the site, as indicated in the current Development Plan for the area,

it is considered that the location of the Class 1 retail development would adversely impact on the vitality and viability of an established village centre and other suitably zoned lands in the vicinity of the site. The proposed development would, therefore, be contrary to the provisions of the “Retail Planning Guidelines for Planning Authorities” issued by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government in January, 2005 and would be contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

2.
The proposed development is located on lands where the land use zoning objective is “GB” – ‘To preserve a green belt between development areas’, development of the type proposed is ‘not permitted’ on such zoned lands as indicated in the current Development Plan for the area. It is considered that the proposed intensification of use would be contrary to the land use zoning objective for the area and would, therefore, be contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.” 

For the reasons given above and for those given in the body of the Report to the Area Committee Meeting it is considered that the proposed re-zoning of land is contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

It is not proposed to initiate the suggested variation of the County Development Plan”.

Supplementary Report on Golf Village Fortunestown Lane, Saggart 

(As requested by Corporate Policy Group)

“As stated in the event that the motion is passed the procedure for the initiation of a variation of the County Development Plan will not be initiated for the reasons given in the main report. 

In the event that a motion is tabled and passed at a future meeting of the Council directing (under Section 140 of the Local Government Act, 2001), the Manager to initiate the statutory procedure or making this variation such action is considered unlawful and the names of the members voting in favour will be recorded.

In the event of any loss of funds to the Council occurs the Local Government Act 2001 provides as follows:-

112 
(1)
Where a proposal is made at a meeting of a local authority or a joint body to do or effect any act, matter or thing – 

(a) which constitutes a reserved function or is mentioned in a resolution under Section 140, and 

(b) in consequence of which an illegal payment is to be made out of the funds of the local authority or joint body, or a deficiency or loss is likely to result in or to such funds,

The manager (or, in his or her absence, such other employee as may be nominated by the manager) shall object and state the grounds of his or her objection, and, if a decision is taken on the proposal, the names of the members present and voting for and against the decision and abstaining from voting on the decision shall be recorded in the minutes of the meeting.  

(2) Where, in accordance with subsection (1), the names of the persons voting for a decision to do or effect any act, matter or think are recorded in the minutes of the meeting of a local authority or joint body, those persons shall be surcharged on any surcharge or charged on any charge that may subsequently be made as a result of the decision as if they had made or authorised the making of the payment or caused the loss or deficiency, and no other persons is to be surcharged or charged.  

There are adequate retail facilities in the area which exist in Saggart Village and which have been provided a few months ago in the immediate vicinity at the junction of the N82 and Fortunestown Lane on lands zoned “to protect, provide for, and/or improve district Centre facilities”, in accordance with the provisions of the County Development Plan.

To vary the Plan now would serve to create further unnecessary retail facilities which An Bord Pleanala has already considered “would adversely impact on the vitality and viability of an existing village centre and other suitable zoned lands in the vicinity of the site” …………………. “would be contrary to the Retail Planning Guidelines ……….. and to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

It is considered that the Manager would be acting unlawfully in initiating a statutory procedure, leading to public consultation on an issue already held to be contrary to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

The initiation of such procedure would involve the Council in illegal payments out of the funds of the Council and deficiency or loss to such funds, and would leave the Council open to litigation by aggrieved parties who undertook considerable investment on foot of earlier decisions of the Council”.

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors J. Daly, C. King, C. Jones, M. Daly, M. Murphy, M. Daly, T. McDermott, M. Corr, E. Walsh, D. Keating, E. Tuffy, G. O’Connell, C. Keane, J. Hannon, E. Maloney, M. Corr, J. Lahart, T. Ridge, P. Cosgrave and T. Gilligan during which mixed sentiments were expressed on the recommendations outlined in the Manager’s reports.
Members stated inter alia in support of the variation proposed that;

1) The proposed Citywest Luas and a new Luas stop in front of proposed variation site   would generate a new need for retail facilities on the subject site

2) The variation (already made) of the Plan to provide for 57 acres net of newly zoned land for residential purposes opposite the site would create need for more shopping, on the subject site

3) The expansion of Residential development permitted and recently constructed in Saggart Village would sustain existing village retail in the area

4) The existence of a recently opened Lidl shop in proximity of Citywest Shopping Centre underlines competition in the market place

5) Future general growth on zoned land in the area and closer to Citywest Shopping would contribute to sustaining that centre

6) Increased local employment would be generated by the new proposal

7)
Increased rate income would be generated.
County Manager Mr. Joe Horan and Director of Planning Mr. Tom Doherty responded to queries raised and reaffirmed the role of the executive to advise and assist the elected council in the exercises of its function. The County Manager indicated that in the event of the resolution being passed it was not the intention of the executive to initiate the variation process and that in such event legal opinion would be sought. It was proposed to circulate all members with the appropriate extract from the Local Gov Act 2001.

Mr. F. Coffey, Director of Transportation informed the Committee that a meeting would be held shortly with officials from the Department of Transport to discuss funding for this project. 

Draft Policy Document on Sale of Motor Vehicles on Public Roads.
Background
The Committee was informed that in recent times there has been a significant increase in the illegal and highly dangerous practice of the parking of motor vehicles for sale on public roads including footpaths and grass margins. This illegal practice is taking place at an increasing number of locations throughout the county and is contrary to the provisions of Section 71 of the Roads Act, 1993.
The Council is concerned that this practice is creating a serious hazard for all road users (both pedestrians and motorists) and the following policy document is presented to address this issue.

Mr. T. Curtin, Administrative Officer highlighted the main provisions in the draft policy document.

Following a discussion it was AGREED that the Policy Document on Sale of Motor Vehicles on Public Roads be recommended for adoption by the Council.

Cycling Developments.
Mr. M. Ahern DTO gave a presentation outlining developments in the area of cycling. The total length of cycle track in the Greater Dublin Area is 686km. However, there are more cars being driven to school now compared to 2002. As part of the safe routes to school programme guidance documents on safe cycling were produced for teachers, parents and pupils. The aim is to create a cycle friendly environment that will increase proportion of short trips (up to 6km) made by bicycle to 30% by 2016. 

DTO 2006 Policy Statement on Cycling is as follows:-
1. To enhance the cycling environment including

· Reducing traffic volumes (in particular heavy vehicles).

· Improved and additional cycle infrastructure and priority and good quality road surfaces.

· Provision of sufficient cycle parking facilities.

2. Promote cycling in the Greater Dublin Area through a variety of means including

· Training and other educational measures targeted in particular at those of school going age.

· Promote cycling as a healthy activity.

· Marketing of cycling as a sensible choice focused on areas where good potential for cycling is identified and where good quality cycle facilities exist.

School Survey

A recent school survey has indicated routes used by pupils going to school.

Reasons given by pupils/parents for not cycling to school include too far, too young, weather conditions, safety concerns, no facilities, too much to carry.

Next Steps

New Strategy, with Integrated Cycling Element.

New Cycle Manual being prepared.

Network Planning 2008, to follow inventory.

Continued development of major projects.

New Interchange Projects.

Further promotion inc. City Cycle 2008.

Cycle Working Group and Stakeholder Forums.

Monitoring and Counting. 

The Committee stressed that the safety of cyclists is paramount and that bus drivers should have regard for cyclists at all times and especially when turning left.

Mr. M Ahern undertook to request Dublin Bus to include cycle awareness in their driving instruction programme.

Promotion of cycling – Dublin Cycling Campaign
Mr. R. Fitzsimons gave a presentation on the promotion of cycling on behalf of Dublin Cycling Campaign. It was pointed out that no formal training, tax or insurance is required to cycle in Ireland. 

Benefits of cycling. 

Regular cycling is an excellent form of exercise which can:

· Increase fitness.
· Lower the risk of heart attack.
· Help with weight loss.
· Reduce stress.
· Cycling is relatively fast for shorter journeys when compared to 

walking or public transport, and sometimes even driving.
· Studies have shown that a normal cyclist is able to beat a

motorist travelling in and out of the city at rush hour from 

outside the M50 cordon.
· Congestion has little effect on cyclists leading to very 

consistent commuting times. Cycling helps in the reduction in 

congestion.

· After the initial purchase the running cost of a bicycle are very low.

Some reasons given for not wanting to cycle.

· Safety 

· Fitness

· Weather

· Distance

· Hills

· Age

· Cleanliness

· Laziness

Cycle Facilities

• Cycle facilities are being used to tackle emotion and skill based problems.

• Cycle facilities reinforces the negatives of cycling without necessarily solving them. 

• Poorly designed, constructed and maintined cycle facilities offer no benefit to cyclist. In many cases it can make it more difficult or more dangerous for cyclists.

Future Policy

• Existing policy has not worked:

• Mistakes need to be undone

• Future policy needs to include:

• Promotion

• Integration

• Education

• Enforcement

Safety and skills of cycling.
Ms. B. Connelly from the Cycling Safety and Skills School presented a report. 

The Cycling Safety and Skills School teach young cyclists the skills required to cycle in a safe manner. By building core bike – handling skills the cyclist’s ability to keep safe on the bike is increased. While there is a lot of emphasis on safety and skills, fun and enjoyment are a major factor to learning and achieving success with children.

Structure of Programme

• The Cycling Safety and Skills School was established in January 2001. This year, piloting with South Dublin County Council approximately 600 primary school children have taken part or are currently participating in cycling safety and skills courses.

• Instructors take around 20-30 children at a time in an hour-long class. Each course lasts 6 weeks and is taught during the school day in keeping with the PE and SPHE curricula.

• Pupils learn correct ways to start and stop.

• How to make left and right-hand turns.

• How to perform a basic bike check.

• How to ensure bike and helmet fit correctly.

• Road signs and what they mean.

• How to proceed in traffic.

• Introduction to the rules of the road as they apply to cyclists.

• Pupils become familiar with the safe dress code for cyclists.

• All equipment - bikes, helmets and marking cones - is supplied by the Cycling. Safety and Skills School.

Cyclists are made aware that:-

a) They are responsible for their own safety.

b) They should be aware at all times of other road users and 

c) They should be visible at all times.

The way forward.

• The scheme will expand in 2008 building to an annual capacity of approximately 1700 pupils.

• The programme, when delivered in disadvantaged areas, can offer extra benefits where cycling could widen options for youngsters by giving increased mobility. 

The Committee complemented Ms. Connolly on a very extensive and worthwhile programme.

The plots are generally the size of an average back garden with a small number of larger plots at Friarstown. The plots are allocated in accordance with the Allotment Scheme which was adopted by the Elected Members in September 2005. The former tenants from the Kishogue site wishing to relocate to any of the new sites were given priority and have been allocated plots. Allocation of plots in all sites is in accordance with place on waiting list with priority given to residents of South Dublin County.

At present there is a waiting list for all 4 sites which highlights the demand for this type of recreational facility. The Council is considering the extension of the Allotment Scheme to facilitate those on the waiting list. The provision of the new allotments is by way of an extension to Friarstown in 2008 which will accommodate approximately 90 plots of various sizes. We are also providing a new site in the Grange Park, Lucan which will accommodate approximately 30 plots which should be operational by the 2009 season. This will accommodate most of the people on the current waiting lists.

Any future allocation of plots will be made on the basis of priority to residents of South Dublin County.
The new allotments have been improved by the provision of water, storage and composting facilities on site. Parking areas have been created and toilet facilities provided for the convenience of the plot holders.

The sites are developing very well and feedback from the tenants is very positive. 
Allotment Scheme as adopted by Elected Members

HEADED ITEM No. H-I (11)
Provisions of Allotments in South Dublin County.
Background
The Council’s current allotment facility is located on Housing Lands at Lynches Lane east of the Outer Ring Road and north of the railway line. The facility was originally established at this location by Dublin City Council as the land was not immediately required for development purposes. South Dublin County Council became responsible for the allotments upon the transfer of Dublin City Council’s lands in South Dublin County to this authority. The lands on which the allotments are located are zoned Residential in South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004 - 2010. Mindful of the impact of the zoning on existing allotments the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 also contains 2 Specific Local Objectives in relation to allotments. Specific Local Objectives 14.32 and 14.120 refer. 

As the land facilitating the existing allotments at Lynches Lane is now required for the Council Housing Construction Programme it is necessary to close these allotments from 30th November 2005. 

The Council has now identified 4 alternative sites throughout the County and are developing these to ensure that all plot holders in Lynches Lane will have an allotment available to them from 1st January 2006. 

Details of these locations and plot sizes are set out here under.

Allotments will be allocated in the first instance to the Council’s current allotment holders at Lynches Lane in Clondalkin. Each allotment holder will be asked to confirm at which new facility they would prefer to be allocated a plot. Only one plot will be allocated per person. In the event that demand for an allotment at any one of the new facilities exceeds the number of allotments available at that facility then the following priorities will apply in order to determine the allocation of allotments. 

1. Resident of South Dublin County.

2. Length of time allotment has been held at Lynches Lane.

Allotments in these new facilities will be let at 40c per square metre per annum. A reduced rate of 25c per square metre per annum will be payable by persons in receipt of Old Age Pension or Unemployment Benefit. These rates will be reviewed on an annual basis. Allotments will be let under licence for an eleven month period with effect from 1st January, 2006. Each licence will be renewable on an annual basis provided that certain conditions have been complied with by the allotment holder, including the following:

1. That the licence fee has been paid.

2. That the allotment is used for the purpose of growing crops for private domestic use only.

3. That the allotment is used in a full and proper manner.

It should be noted that in addition to the existing 80 allotment holders in Lynches Lane there is a waiting list of in excess of 40 individuals who also wish to be allocated an allotment in the New Year.

Drawings of the proposed new facilities are available at the meeting.

REPLY:
South Dublin County Council will examine all applications received from organisations/ groups seeking support. Financial support will be examined in accordance with the criteria/guidelines as set out in the Community Grants Scheme. In the case of a group looking for property to rent or to build a premises, their application will be examined on the basis of available site, financial cost, own resources, flexibility and multi-disciplinary use and overall benefit to the local community. If the Councillor has a specific case in mind, we will be happy to discuss same with him.

STOLEN BIN TAGS
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren  

To ask the Manager why it is that those responsible for the bin collection in South Dublin County Council’s administrative area take no responsibility for collecting and/ or prosecuting those residents who clearly have purchased bin tags on the black market, and automatically refuse to collect bins where tampered bin tags have been placed on the bin, and if he will state the total number of instances reported to this Council where bin tags have been stolen, and if he will make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
The Environment Department receives regular reports of areas where bin tags have been stolen from bins and such reports are referred to the Gardai for investigation. Members will understand the difficulty with identifying perpetrators of such thefts. Council staff meet with the Gardai regarding the incidents and where any patterns with regard to theft are emerging.

Where cases of stolen or forged bin tags are identified by the Council the appropriate action is taken by the Environmental Services Department, whether that be refusal of service or referral to the Garda Siochana.

The matter of bin tag theft will be addressed by the proposed new system of advance credit payments on account by users of the service. These accounts will then be linked to a bin reader system that will enable, through the use of advanced technology, bins to be lifted where there is sufficient credit on account for the Customer. Bin tags will no longer be necessary with this system. The Environmental Services Department is currently working towards this system which it is hoped will be in place and available to all Customers by the middle of 2008.

APARTMENT DEVELOPMENTS
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren  
To ask the Manager in light of the decision by Dublin City Council to vary their County Development Plan so as to radically increase the permissible size of apartments within the city area, and also to improve the quality and standard of such apartments, if the Manager now believes that a similar amendment to the Development Plan of South Dublin County Council is now required, so as to improve the general quality and standard of apartments in South Dublin County Council’s administrative area, and if he will make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
The South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 contains a set of standards and objectives for apartment development.  Newer local plans and studies have been published following the adoption of the Development Plan dealing in greater detail with issues relating to apartment developments and apartment living.  These include the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan 2006, the Liffey Valley Town Centre Proposed Local Area Plan 2007, the Clonburris Draft Strategic Development Zone Planning Scheme and Draft Local Area Plan. 2007 and the provision of children’s facilities (adopted by Council May 2007).

The Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DOEHLG) issued guidelines titled “Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments” in 2007.  The Proposed Variation (No.21) of the Dublin City Development Plan 2005-2011 in relation to apartments is currently under consideration by the City Council.

Table 1 below sets out a comparison of the minimum floor areas for apartments in the following documents:

· South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010 

· Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan 2006 

· Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments, DOEHLG, 2007 

· Proposed Variation (No.21) of the Dublin City Development Plan 2005-2011 in relation to apartments

As can be seen the minimum floor area of apartments required by the Development Plan is below that set out in the DOEHLG Guidelines, i.e. 2 bedroom - Development Plan standard 65sq m (DOEHLG 73sq m); 3 bedroom - Development Plan standard 85sq m (DOEHLG 90sq m).  However there is a considerable difference between the Plan standards and those of Dublin City Council.

In addition to the required minimum dwelling unit size the Development Plan also requires that adequate storage areas must be provided.  This is now supported by the DOEHLG standards which require that specified storage space must be provided in apartment units in addition to the recommended minimum room floor areas.

The Council in its operation of Development Management (i.e. assessment of planning applications) has to have regard by law to the DOEHLG’s Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments.  The Council is implementing these Guidelines in the assessment of new apartment schemes.  The DOEHLG’s standards were arrived at following extensive national consultation, including a submission from this Council.  The Guidelines represent a reasonable and considered approach to improving the quality of new apartments, and the schemes within which they are located, in conjunction with the Council’s own policies and objectives e.g. in relation to children’s play.  

It is not proposed to incorporate the City Council’s standards into the assessment of new schemes.  The appropriate standards, and the most defensible in an appeal situation, are the Council’s own standards supplemented by the national guidelines issued by the DOEHLG.  In addition it is considered that the City Council’s standards may have unintended consequences e.g. developers seeking higher buildings on sites to contain the same number of larger apartments.

The further development of policies, objectives and standards in relation to apartment living (including size) will form an important element of the forthcoming review of the County Development Plan.

The proposed Variation of the County Development Plan is not recommended.

PROPOSED DISPOSAL OF 1A ST. PATRICK'S ROAD, CLONDALKIN, DUBLIN 22
In accordance with  Section 177 of the Local Government Act, 2001 Councillor S. O’Connor indicated that he wished to withdraw from the meeting for the duration of discussion on this item. Councillor O’Connor left the Chamber.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“Re: Proposed Sale of No. 1A St. Patrick’s Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 to Ken and Orla O’ Shea
Under Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations, 2001 – 2005 the Council at its meeting on 8th May 2006, noted the construction of a single four bedroom, two storey detached house on a site adjacent to 1 St. Patrick’s Road, Clondalkin and the construction of a new 1.8 m wall plus capping between Michael Collins Park and St. Patrick’s Estates for a distance of approximately 130 metres and fronting onto Ninth Lock Road for a distance of approximately 30 metres and all necessary associated ancillary works.

The property was originally advertised for sale in February 2007, but regretfully the successful bidder subsequently withdrew from the sale. 

Messrs. O’Dwyer English, Auctioneers, were again appointed to deal with the sale of the property. Following an advertising campaign of over 3 weeks, an offer of €525,000 was forwarded to the Council’s Valuer for consideration. The Council’s Valuer has recommended that the property be disposed of to Ken & Orla O’ Shea subject to the following terms and conditions:-

1. That the dwelling is being sold as built, in an unfurnished state and the property boundaries are as shown outlined in yellow on the attached copy map.

2. That the purchase price shall be in the sum of €525,000 (five hundred and twenty five thousand euro) payable as follows:

(a) 10% deposit on the signing of a contract, which must take place no later than one month from the date of the relevant Council meeting, if applicable.

(b) The balance on completion of the sale, which must take place no later than one month from the date of signing of the contract.

Interest at the rate of 12% per annum shall apply to outstanding sums.

3. That the transaction is subject to receipt of the necessary approvals and consents and in particular, the approval of the Members of South Dublin County Council at the meeting of the full Council to be held on 10th December next. Accordingly, legal contracts for the sale, if approved, cannot issue until after the Council meeting.

4. That the freehold title to be transferred by the Council shall include three restrictive covenants on the title, to be registered as burdens in favour of the Council, in the format set out below:

(i) That the property shall be used solely as an owner occupied single family residence 

(ii) That the garden areas at the property shall be maintained and preserved as garden areas only ancillary and subsidiary to the enjoyment of the dwelling house and in this regard the following provisions shall apply to the garden areas:

- They shall not be used for development purposes (other than for an integral extension(s) to the dwelling, providing that such extension(s) do not utilize more than 20% of the total garden areas and subject to planning permission, if required,

- They shall not be used, temporarily or otherwise, for any commercial uses,

- They shall not be used for any noisesome or offensive uses,

- They shall not be used for the storage of machinery or ‘parts’ of machinery or vehicles, barrels, utensils, waste skips, building materials or materials of any type other than those required for ordinary maintenance/’gardening’ of/at the garden areas,

- They shall not be used for the parking (or servicing or maintenance) of cars, motorcycles, lorries, boats, trailers, vans (including fast food vans and ice cream vans), caravans, mobile homes or containers,

- They shall not be used for the erection of pigeon lofts, kennels, a cattery, pens or stabling,

- One proprietary demountable timer shed only, no larger than 10ft x 6 ft (imperial measurements) for the storage of garden implements, tools, toys and bicycles may be placed in the garden areas, 

(iii) That the boundary wall, railings, gates and driveway shall remain unaltered other than for works arising from basic maintenance, painting and repairs.

5. That the Law Agent shall prepare the contracts and other relevant legal documents in the format he deems appropriate.

6. That each party shall be responsible for their own fees in this case.

7. That the above proposal is subject to the necessary approvals and consents.

The land in question was ceded to the Council by Mr. Cornelius Moynihan in 2005.

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of the property at 1A St. Patrick’s Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 for the sum of €525,000 (five hundred and twenty five thousand euro) to Ken and Orla O’ Shea in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and in accordance with Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the above terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer.

1. Introduction

Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. These regulations apply to the proposed Templeogue Village Public Car Park Scheme (Phase 2)

The Templeogue Village Public Car Park Scheme (Phase 2) will consist of the following:

· 37 car parking spaces in a newly constructed car park on the eastern side of Riverside Cottage Lane, Templeogue 

· Height restriction barrier at access and egress points 

· Boundary wall along laneway in keeping with existing adjacent public car park 

· Construction of (subject to agreement with landowner) pedestrian access way to Templeogue Road via private car park (marked “A-B” on the attached plan AOM/TE/07/01) 

· Construction of (subject to agreement with landowner) entrance from private car park into proposed car park (marked “C” on the attached plan AOM/TE/07/01) 

· Provision of associated public lighting.

The intention of the scheme is to:

· Provide additional parking spaces in Templeogue Village adjacent to the existing car park 

· Provide, with agreement of the owner, a pedestrian access way to the village via private land

The overall impacts of the proposal are: 

· Overall improved access to Templeogue Village for members of the public, and persons carrying out their business in the village area. 

· Reduced time spent searching by car for parking in Templeogue Village. 

· Decreased congestion from double parked vehicles 

· Additional traffic movements on Riverside Cottages between Templeogue Road and the car park 

· Two additional disabled parking spaces within the proposed car park.

A summary of points raised in the submissions:

1. Submissions were received regarding the open space status of the site at Kingston Court
This site consists of an uncompleted housing development that was left in an unfinished and derelict state in the late 80s. The Council acquired it under the Derelict Sites Act in 1989 with the intention of providing housing on it. The site was rendered non-derelict and maintained in its current state pending such development.

The site is zoned for Housing in the current Development Plan and also in the local area plan. It was never zoned for open space purposes.

The original planning permission granted under the Local Government Planning and Development Act 1963 for this site was for 12 terraced town houses (File Reference P.C 14652).However of the 12 units granted permission on this site only 5 units were constructed. 

The plans relating to the original grant of planning permission for 12 residential units have been lost over time. Therefore the actual location of conditioned open space on this site is problematic and conjecture.

The total site area of the original development of 12 units is calculated to be circa 0.362ha (0.89 ac). It can be concluded from similar developments in the vicinity at that time under the prevailing planning regime that approximately 10% of the site area would have been identified as open space. That area would have been circa 0.0362 ha (0.089 ac).

The area, as shown on the plans for the Part 8 Kingston Court site proposal identified as open space, is measured to be 0.104 ha (0.26 ac). This represents approximately 28% of the total site area. 

The area of open space on the Part 8 proposal represents an increase of 108% more area of open space than would have been provided by the decision of the Council to grant permission for 12 units on this site. This quantum is greater than the 14% open space currently required for new housing developments in A1 zoned lands and the 20% open space required for development on institutional lands

2. Submissions were received regarding the status of the Glendoher Site :
This site is in Council ownership and is zoned housing in the current Development plan and in the Local Area Plan.

The Glendoher site has a sewer traversing rear of the site preventing an L shaped development. It fronts onto Taylors Lane but has a significant frontage onto Glendoher drive.

This site is currently being used as a builders compound by the contractors for the Green Route and the development as proposed will contribute to enhance the visual quality and security of the location.

3. A number of submissions stated that this development was contrary to the Local Area Plan : 
The Ballyboden Local Area Plan, which was approved by the Council in 2006, confirmed the status of the site as development land and suggested that an open and limited housing development be provided to Taylors Lane in the development.

Furthermore, the Local Area Plan indicates possible development to the front of the site which is acceptable in planning terms and has a precedent from the original planning permission on the site. This would restrict both open space possibilities, and views. 

The Managers Report on submissions to the Local Area Plan stated that this site, adjacent to an interurban distributor road, does not comply with the criteria in the Development Plan for a new local park.

The current proposal increases the level of amenity proposed in the Local Area Plan. The open space is greater in areas than proposed in the Local Area Plan and views to Taylors Lane have been retained.

The current proposal seeks a minimal building solution on one side of the site to define and contain an open space area. The open space area proposed has been as created as large as possible within the constraints of the overall site.

Submissions under the Local Area Plan were received from residents of Pearse Brothers/Palmer Park indicating their preference to be rehoused locally when the existing units are refurbished, and the Council was agreeable to this proposal. Sites within the Councils ownership at the entrance to Glendoher Estate; at Kingston, Taylors Lane were identified for the provision / procurement of the required accommodation. 

In order to establish the needs of the tenants of the maisonettes a survey of each resident of both Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park was undertaken. Each resident was asked what were their preferences regarding their future accommodation. In addition any special needs or requirements of the residents, was established. The following is a summary of the findings of the survey:

Number of residents wishing to remain in a Redeveloped/refurbished unit of accommodation in their present location = 5

Number of residents wishing to move to a newly developed unit in the area = 5

Number of residents who were flexible = 10

Number of residents requesting a Transfer from the area = 2

4. A number of Submissions questioned the standard of Design & Quality Issues 
Submissions have commented on design and quality issues. It is proposed that a high quality hard and soft landscape treatment would be used in the general areas of the project to provide a higher level of finish. The area proposed to be developed as open space will be landscaped as part of the overall proposal. All windows to the rear a first floor level are limited to minimise the possibility of overlooking.

Both sections of the infill protect existing amenity and reinforce previously unprotected boundaries. The houses have been designed to maximise solar gain and the enjoyment of natural light. 

5. Submissions questioned the Quality of Open Space to be provided with this Development 
The open space that was proposed in the original planning permission, for the 12 units of which only 5 were built, was significantly less than in the current proposal. More significantly, from an amenity view point, the unbuilt homes had their gardens / rear facing Taylors Lane and the open space would not have been readily accessible from Taylors Lane. 

The space also had little passive supervision. The current proposal addresses both those issues, with the open space readily accessible from both Taylors Lane and Kingston Court and adequate passive supervision to ensure security for residents. The open space will be of a high standard of finish.

6. A number of submissions queried the impact this development would have on the nearby Newbrook House 
Newbrook House is a privately owned house which is set deep within its site and behind the general building line established along Taylors Lane. Proposals if any are not available as yet for the development of the Newbrook House site but it is inevitable that any development, as indicated by the Local Area Plan, will be forward of Newbrook House and close to the general building line. It should be noted that any further development of Newbrook House would be subject to the planning process. 

The proposed houses are located to form an edge with Newbrook House and frame any future view into the site. Any other configuration would have resulted in building units in front of the existing houses in Kingston Court and leaving an exposed boundary wall to the house. This was considered unacceptable.

7. Submissions were received regarding the provision of a Moore Garden
David Moore was born in Dundee, Scotland. After serving his gardening apprenticeship in Scotland, he moved to Ireland in 1828. He was appointed as botanist to the Ordnance Survey spending five years listing and collecting the native plants of Antrim and Derry. 

In 1838 he became curator of the National Botanic Gardens. He remained there until his death in 1879. When David Moore died, Frederick his son, who was then Curator at Trinity College Botanic Gardens, was appointed his successor. Sir Frederick and Lady Moore are known to have moved from the Botanic Gardens to Willsbrook House, Rathfarnham when he retired in 1922

The Parks Department has stated that there is some merit in a Moore Garden that would include these plants that are associated with these three people. In its view however, the most important site for such a garden is at Willsbrook House, which is privately owned. 

The second most suitable site would be somewhere in St. Endas Park, which is across the road and is managed by the OPW (as is the Botanic Gardens). It suggested that the Parks Department could also consider a Moore Garden within the grounds of Rathfarnham Castle Park. All of these locations have in common, a strong association with the past and a suitable site within a secure park where the plants could grow in harmony with their surroundings.

The Parks Department stated that it does not consider the open space at Kingston Court as being appropriate for such a garden because the type of plants (mainly alpine and herbaceous species) are more suitable for a garden situation. The only association of Kingston Court is its nearness to Willsbrook House and that is not considered sufficient reason to place it in that location.

Following from consultations and discussions the following changes have been made to the original proposal to develop housing in the area.

1. The layout has been revised to provide a larger park area.

2. Apartment type units have been substituted with terrace house types.

3. Joseph Byrne *, the renowned local architect, will be complimented by not only an artistic / installation within the project but also by the design of the houses, both energy and space wise, to meet standards appropriate to emerging concerns on energy conservation and environment.

*(Joseph Byrne who lived in Kingston Lodge was County Manager for Dublin rural district council, he designed the award winning cottages that are now 'all listed' in Ballyboden and in many other parts of County Dublin, in 1919 he was appointed chief housing architect to the Local Government Board, and was responsible for the Mount Brown Estate, (adjacent to James Hospital).)

The development as proposed seeks to provide a minimal number of small two storey units, in keeping with the scale of the area, and providing the maximum amount of dedicated, and designed, open space. 

There is a sufficient need for Housing in the locality as there are 1,301 applicants on the normal housing list in the Ternure / Rathfarnham area. Whilst on the Persons With Permission to Reside List (P.W.P.R) there are 1,243 applicants. There are also 22 families in Palmer Park that have to be relocated as part of the refurbishment/renewal of the area.

The report was noted at the meeting of Terenure / Rathfarnham Area Committee dated 13th November 2007.

As the proposed development as amended in the foregoing report and now comprising the construction of 9 dwellings is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, it is proposed to proceed with the development as amended.”
The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that the proposed development be carried out as recommended in the Manager’s Report.

The proposed works are consistent with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area and it is recommended therefore that the development works as proposed be proceeded with and will be presented to a future meeting of the County Council”.

Following consideration of the report it was recommended by the Area Committee that the scheme as advertised be implemented.

It is now proposed to proceed with the upgrading of the car park.”

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:
“The following report was considered at the Tallaght Area Committee (1) held on the 15th October, 2007.

“The Statutory Part 8 Consultation Process in relation to the proposed playground at Sean Walsh Park has now been completed and only one submission has been received in respect of the proposed development. 

This submission whilst very supportive of the overall playground proposal, requested that the proposed public car-park adjacent to Watergate Estate be deleted. The reasons for deleting the car-park were put forward on a number of grounds including, the duplication of existing car-park facilities in the park, the general encouragement of increased car-usage, possible non-park related usage of the car-park, anti-social activity and other aesthetic issues. The specific points raised in the submission are considered to be valid on the whole but it is considered that many of the anticipated problems can be dealt with adequately, as part of the further detailed design of the car-park. 

It should be noted that the nearest public car-park to the proposed playground is located adjacent to the existing Parks Depot at Whitestown Way which is approx. 1km away. It is envisaged therefore that the new playground because of its size and location may give rise to problems relating to on-street parking at Watergate Estate, particularly at weekends. For this reason it is recommended that the new car-park to serve both the playground and the eastern section of Sean Walsh Park should not be deleted from the overall scheme. 

However, in view of the concerns, outlined in the submission, it is considered appropriate to defer the construction of the car-park pending a review of the traffic and parking situation in Watergate Estate, when the new playground is operational and fully opened to the public. It is recommended therefore that work on the construction of the playground, in accordance with the proposed plans should now proceed”.

Following consideration of the report it was recommended by the Area Committee that the playground element of the proposal should now proceed. 

It is now proposed to proceed with the construction of the playground.”
The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that the proposed development be carried out as recommended in the Manager’s Report.

“The Statutory Part 8 Consultation Process in relation to the proposed athletic track at Clondalkin Park adjacent to the new Clondalkin Leisure Centre is now complete and one submission was received in respect of the proposed development. 

This submission, whilst supportive of the proposal, requested that the Athletics facility should include for infield events, should be finished with a Tartan surface and should make provision for elevated spectator viewing. 

The track as proposed can accommodate infield events as well as a full size soccer pitch. The provision of spectator viewing areas is somewhat restricted due to the limited space available surrounding the proposed track. The objective would be to provide a Tartan surface on this track in the future. However it should be noted that the County Council currently does not have any specific capital funding for this facility and Grant Aid through the Sports Capital Programme will now be sought to further progress the proposal.

The proposed development is consistent with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area and it is recommended therefore that the plans, as proposed, be proceeded with and will be presented to a future monthly meeting of the County Council”.

TOWARDS A LIFFEY VALLEY PARK REPORT
Mr. Michael Kenny, Senior Planner gave a presentation to the Members on the Strategy for the delivery of a Liffey Valley Park.

“Environmental Resources Management Ireland (ERM) was commissioned by the Office of Public Works to conduct a study of the Liffey Valley, to prepare a Strategy for the delivery of a Liffey Valley Park and to create a management framework for the whole Liffey Valley. It was recognised that the surrounding areas in the vicinity had seen extensive population growth and that there was an urgent need to ensure that the valley could function and contribute to the recreational and green space facilities for the people of the wider area. 

ERM engaged in pre-draft public consultation. The Draft Strategy was advertised and circulated in February 2006 for public comment. Copies of the Strategy Document titled ‘Towards a Liffey Valley Park’ were issued to Members of Council in December 2006. 

The Office of Public Works, Dublin City Council, Fingal County Council, South Dublin County Council and Kildare County Council were represented on a steering group that guided the development of the Strategy Document. 

Set out below is a summary of some of the key elements of the Strategy. It should be noted that this is a summary only. A short report of some 10 pages in length cannot contain all of the points, graphics, background research etc. which are in the 65 page Strategy Document itself or in the 93 page Annex Document. Both of these documents and an executivesummary of the Strategy are available to view on the Planning Department page of www.southdublin.ie
Strategy - Purpose and Geographic Scope
The overall aims of the Strategy were to: 

- to provide an integrated management framework for the Liffey Valley and

- to create a process towards the establishment of a Liffey Valley Park.

The Strategy states that the “document represents the first comprehensive strategy for the River Liffey and its adjacent lands…. This Strategy provides for a process that will lead to the delivery of a Liffey Valley Park. It represents a contribution to the policymaking process in relation to the management of the valley. As such it will help inform the local authorities responsible for the valley” (Foreword).

The geographic area of the Strategy extends from Ballymore Eustace in South Kildare to Islandbridge in Dublin City. However, in terms of a priority area the Strategy states that in the first instance actions to create the Liffey Valley Park should concentrate on the area between Islandbridge in Dublin City and Celbridge in County Kildare. Therefore the Strategy concentrated on this geographic area, whilst providing more general policy guidance for the remaining Liffey Valley region.
In defining the initial Liffey Valley and Liffey Valley Park area, the following criteria were considered:

· How the Park can function as a viable river valley space providing recreational opportunities for the Greater Dublin Area;

· Public submissions that identified particular areas in need of stronger protection for conservation and recreation;

· A necklace of lands already in public ownership;

· Access opportunities;

· Visual catchments along the River Liffey, (i.e. lands that can be viewed from the River Liffey, key viewpoints along the River Liffey protected in County Development Plans, the visual character of the Liffey valley landscape); and 

· An existing ‘start’ and ‘end’ point defined by existing recreational and tourist attractions along the Valley.
The Strategy presents a Vision for the Liffey Valley as a corridor and also sets a series of objectives to realise the Vision through building up the public parks and spaces in the Liffey Valley. It proposes this through a series of identified actions and priorities. 

The Vision statement for the Liffey Valley is set out in the document as follows;

‘The Liffey Valley will be a high quality, vibrant and attractive environment, securing the potential of its natural resources and cultural heritage’. 
The Strategy reinforces this Vision and as such the Strategy is seen as guiding the administration, management, allocation of resources and development control functions of the Office of Public Works and of the four Local Authorities. 

The Strategy recognises the need to create new opportunities for the enhancement of the river valley. Thus “whilst the overarching objective is to maintain the integrity of the Liffey Valley and provide essential recreational space for the wider region, sensitively designed and appropriate development in certain areas will provide a means to bring further areas into public ownership and financial resources to the ongoing running of the Park” 
The Vision is founded on seven objectives;

1. Establishing a launch programme for the strategy centred on the delivery of ‘flagship projects’;

2. Bringing planning and related policy together for the purpose of directing the development and management of the Liffey Valley;

3. Engaging the local and wider community and promoting the Liffey Valley as a site for recreation, education and the enjoyment of the environment for all;

4. Supporting sustainable economic activity and development that is sympathetic to the character of the Liffey Valley;

5. Ensuring the River is accessible through the public parks and spaces along the maximum extent of the Liffey Valley Park;

6. Protecting, conserving and enhancing the natural resources of the Liffey Valley in the interests of maintaining a diverse biodiversity and for the benefit of future generations; and 

7. Ensuring the preservation, enhancement and continued use of the Liffey Valley’s cultural heritage assets. 

OBJECTIVE 1 - Establishing a launch programme for the strategy centred on the delivery of flagship projects 
The Strategy identified a number of Flagship Projects which collectively would establish a firm identity for a Liffey Valley Park and facilitate public usage. These Flagship Projects are intended to be undertaken in the early stages of the Strategy’s implementation and extend from Islandbridge to Celbridge. The main projects are as follows;

Boardwalks in the City
Opportunities are to be explored to provide riverside walkways including an extension of the boardwalk in the City Centre to Heuston Station and onwards to Islandbridge.

National War Memorial Gardens
The development of a river crossing from the War Memorial Park and the Phoenix Park is recommended. 

Liffey Park
Dublin City Council proposal for a ‘Liffey Valley Park’ located between the War Memorial park and Anna Livia Bridge, to the west of Chapelizod. 

Anna Livia Bridge
The Strategy proposes refurbishment and urban renewal works in the centre of Chapelizod. 

Waterstown Park
Proposals for this public open space are being implemented by South Dublin County Council. The Strategy recommends completion of these works.

Guinness Bridge
This existing structure is central to the creation of linkages along the valley. Its refurbishment is seen as highly desirable given the potential as a river crossing link between Waterstown Park and the northern bank of the river with near access to the Phoenix Park.

Strawberry Beds Route
Traffic calming measures are recommended for the road that lines the north bank of the River Liffey between Palmerstown and Lucan. These measures will promote this route as a non-vehicular recreational route in the long term.

Anna Liffey Mills
The site of the former Shackleton Flour Mills, acquired by Fingal County Council, has outstanding scenic merit and is likely to be of great interest if refurbished as a visitor attraction for the Park. 

Lucan Bridge
The Strategy proposes environmental enhancement works focused on maintaining and enhancing the setting of the weir and mill buildings in Lucan with particular emphasis placed on the renovation of the waterfront open space.

St. Catherine’s and Lucan Demense
Linked access between these parks is encouraged to bring the river amenity closer to local people as well as forging an association between the towns of Lucan and Leixlip.

Backweston
Light recreational activities are recommended as part of a recreational and land management plan for Backweston and an investigation into the feasibility of providing access at this location should be carried out. 

Liffey Falls
Access to the Liffey from Leixlip town centre could be greatly improved and existing open space would be greatly enhanced by the provision of waterside walkways. 

Celbridge Mill and River Crossing
Enhancement works to Celbridge town centre and the industrial heritage, including the pedestrian bridge over the River Liffey are recommended. 

Riverside Park, Celbridge
A new riverside park for Celbridge is recommended

OBJECTIVE 2. Bringing planning and related policy together for the purpose of directing the development and management of the Liffey Valley
The Strategy proposes the establishment of mechanisms that bring planning and related authorities together for the purpose of applying policy and directing the development and management of the Liffey Valley.

The report recommends the formation of a new Strategy Steering Group to oversee the delivery of the Strategy. The report states that the OPW should provide an overall leadership and coordinating role on the new Strategy Steering Group. However the Local Authorities are seen as the driving force behind the Vision and the future of the Liffey Valley. The Report also states that each Local Authority should take direct responsibility for such actions that fall within their current statutory mandates and that the imperative is to commence the application of the Strategy. 

Other recommendations include – 

· Liaise with the Eastern River Basin District Advisory Council 

· The Strategy Steering Group to consider the best and most effective means for community input to the Strategy.

· Preparation of design guidance to apply to planned development 

· Visual impact mitigation measures to accompany large planning applications 

· ‘Landscape Conservation Area’ designation be investigated and utilised.

The Strategy states that “there may be opportunities to permit sensitive and appropriate development in certain sections of the Liffey Valley whilst ensuring there is real community gain for the wider population, principally through land transfer” 

OBJECTIVE 3 Engaging the local and wider community and promoting the Liffey Valley as a site for recreation, education and the enjoyment of the environment for all
Recommendations under this Objective include: 
· A recreational and amenity policy to be adopted by each Authority aimed at providing recreational facilities for a diverse range of interests whilst recognising the ecological and built heritage of the Valley. 

· Training initiative targeting local communities to provide guidance to visitors 

· Historical built heritage, where appropriate, secured and if possible made accessible to the wider community. 

· A landscape and facilities management plan to be prepared 

OBJECTIVE 4 Supporting sustainable economic activity and development that is sympathetic to the character of the Liffey Valley
Recommendations under this Objective include: 
· A tourism package for the Valley to be developed 

· Information facilities to be developed 

· Series of focused visitor facilities to be developed along the Valley 

· Local Authorities to work with communities to address security needs 

· Presence by Park Wardens 

· A brand mark for the Liffey Valley to be developed and applied to all actions associated with its development 

· Public/Private investment opportunities to include facilities 

OBJECTIVE 5 Ensuring the River is accessible through the public parks and spaces along the maximum extent of the Liffey Valley Park
Recommendations under this Objective include: 
· Establish a River Valley Park along the extent of the Liffey including, in the first instance, the lands within public ownership 

· Integrated traffic management plan for the Liffey Valley to be prepared 

· Opportunities to be taken, throughout the length of the Liffey Valley to secure water front lands for recreational purposes 

· Series of mapped interpretative panels to be erected 

· A common signage system to be developed 

· A series of local facilities to include toilets, refreshment facilities, interpretation etc. 

· Flagship visitor attraction that tell the story of the Valley to be provided in Shackleton Mills. 

· Provision of a series of design options for future river crossings to be developed 

· Consideration to be given to separated walking/cycling 

· Create circular/looped walks and enhanced access between the Royal and Grand canals and the Liffey Valley Park 

· Rights of way and land swaps from private to public ownership to be utilised as a means of increasing public ownership and access to the river in strategic locations where development opportunities exist.
OBJECTIVE 6 Protecting, conserving and enhancing the natural resources of the Liffey Valley in the interests of maintaining a diverse biodiversity and for the benefit of future generations
Recommendations under this Objective include:
· The development of the Liffey Valley to be enhanced by the application of appropriate designations that recognise natural amenities and ecologically valuable areas. 

· The enhancement and enlargement of publicly owned open space for amenity purposes with the river as a focal point is to be conducted as part of the long term realisation of the Strategy in general. 

· Detailed database to be held in respect of all environmental, built heritage and open space data. 

OBJECTIVE 7 Ensuring the preservation, enhancement and continued use of the Liffey Valley’s cultural heritage assets. 
Recommendations under this Objective include:
· Guidelines in regard to form and extent of development to be prepared 

· Liaison with the State Development Agencies to be put in place 

· Briefing of Chambers of Commerce and other representative bodies regarding the implementation of the Strategy 

· Research and provide interpretation in each of the Liffey Valley towns and villages on cultural history of the town and provide signage to local cultural heritage attractions. 

· Support the establishment of festivals along the Liffey Valley. 

· Examine the existing cultural links between the Liffey Valley and adjacent sites. 

· Examine the feasibility of establishing the ‘Friends of the Liffey Valley Park’.

CONCLUSIONS 
The Strategy Document ‘Towards a Liffey Valley Park’ was circulated by the OPW to the four local authorities (Dublin City, Kildare, Fingal and South Dublin County Councils) and to the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government. The Strategy stresses the need for the OPW and the local authorities to proceed with its implementation including the identified ‘flagship’ projects. 

This Council is already doing this in relation to, e.g. Lucan Promenade, Waterstown Park, Palmerstown Urban and Village Renewal Scheme, Fonthill House lands etc.

Lucan Promenade
It is intended to create a public space opposite Lucan Weir. This would allow for access from Main Street down to the area opposite the Weir as well as upgrading of the existing steps adjacent to the bridge. It is planned to create a stepped area down to the water’s edge, access for canoeists, a hard paved pedestrian area, a grass area for picnics as well as lighting and seating provision. It is hoped to begin this work in early summer 2008.

Waterstown Park
Work commenced in 2004 on the upgrading of the Liffey Valley Park at Riversdale and Waterstown. The work includes:
· improvement of the entrances to the park 

· construction of a car park 

· improvements to boundaries 

· building of a children’s playground 

· development of the old farm buildings 

· construction of pedestrian paths and cycle paths 
Palmerstown Urban and Village Scheme
Consultant landscape architects have prepared draft designs for a masterplan - a long term plan for the village in order that the renewal project can be progressed on a phased basis as funding is made available for each phase. The design is now being progressed by the consultants. When this has been finalised it will be put on public display as part of the Part 8 Public Consultation process. It is intended that this process will commence at the end of January of 2008. Following this, the agreement of the Elected Members and the provision of the necessary funding, work could possibly commence on the project in mid-summer 2008.

Fonthill House lands
An 8 acre parcel of land is to be handed over to the Council as part of the planning conditions for the construction of the Hermitage Clinic. This land runs down to the River Liffey and has a substantial area of woodland associated with it. It is proposed to make this land accessible to the public.

Other actions have also been pursued in line with the Strategy. These include the recent publication of the Lucan Village Design Statement and the forthcoming publication of leaflets on the Lucan and Palmerstown Architectural Conservation Areas – both in co-operation with the Heritage Council.
In conclusion the Strategy Document ‘Towards a Liffey Valley Park’ will form the basis of the Council’s approach to all future actions regarding strategy, policy, development control and the pursuit of opportunities to open up the Liffey Valley to public access consistent with the Council’s resources as opportunities present themselves.”
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors G. O’Connell, E. Tuffy, T. McDermott, R. Dowds and D. Keating.

Following discussion it was proposed by Councillor G. O’Connell, seconded by Councillor E. Tuffy and AGREED:
“That the Manager responsible write to the OPW requesting that the Steering Committee proposed in the report be brought together as a matter of urgency and that the recommendations contained in the report be implemented beginning immediately and that the matter be brought back to this Council at the February 2008 meeting.”
The report was NOTED.

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1.0 Introduction

South Dublin County Council has prepared a draft Supplementary Development

Contribution Scheme (SDCS) under Section 49 of the Planning and Development Act

2000 (as amended).
The draft Scheme is for the Iarnrod Eireann (Irish Rail) Kildare Route Project and applies to an area of 1,807 hectares either side of the railway line within South Dublin County (Appendix 1).
The Kildare Route Project includes the provision of two extra tracks alongside the existing two-track railway line and new stations at Fonthill Road (Clonburris) and Kishoge in the South Dublin County area. This will facilitate a significantly increased level of suburban rail service available in the County.
South Dublin County Council commissioned an economic assessment in order to determine the appropriate rate of levy for the draft Scheme having regard to, inter alia, the cost of the Project in the South Dublin area, the quality of service to be provided by the Project and the estimated benefit to different classes of future development. Accordingly, the draft Scheme proposes contributions at the following rates:
Residential Development €1,900 per unit

Commercial Development €22.35 per m2

Retail Development €29.00 per m2
The draft scheme was presented to the County Council, advertised and displayed in public for six weeks from September – November 2007. One submission was received during the public display period.
The purpose of this Report is to report on the written submissions received following the public display of the Kildare Route Project Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme (SDCS).

The Managers Report forms part of the statutory procedure for the Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme as set out under Section 49 of the Planning & Development Act 2000, as amended.

2.0 Legislative Background and Requirements
Under the terms of Section 49 (3) of the Planning and Development Act 2000, as amended, the legislative requirements outlined in subsections (3), (4), (5), (6), (7), (8),

(9), (10), (11) and (15) of Section 48 apply to a the making of a Supplementary

Development Contribution Scheme.
Section 48 (6) (c) (i) of the Planning & Development Act 2000, as amended, requires that not later than 4 weeks after the expiration of the period for making submissions or observations on the SDCS, the Manager must prepare a report on any submissions or observations received, and submit the report to the members of the authority for their consideration.
Section 48 (6) (b) of the Planning & Development Act 2000 as amended states that

the Manager’s Report must:
• List the persons or bodies who made submissions or observations

• Summarise the issues raised by the persons or bodies in the submissions or

observations, and

• Give the response of the manager to the issues raised, taking account of the

proper planning and sustainable development of the area.
Section 48 (7) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 as amended, requires the Members of the Planning Authority to consider the draft SDCS, the report of the Manager and to have regard to any recommendations made by the Minister.

Section 48 (8) (a) of the Planning and Development Act 2000, as amended, requires the planning authority to make the scheme, unless it is decided by resolution, to vary or modify the scheme, otherwise than as recommended in the managers report, or otherwise decide not to make the scheme. A resolution under paragraph 48 (8) (a) must be passed not later than 6 weeks after receipt of the manager’s report.

3.0 Public Consultation Process

On the June 19th 2007, an outline of the draft SDCS was presented to the Lucan Clondalkin Area Committee of South Dublin County Council. At the County Council Meeting on July 9th 2007 the Elected Members of the Council noted the Draft Scheme for public display.
In order to ensure that the draft SDCS would not be on display during the summer holiday period the statutory public consultation phase commenced on September 27th 2007 and continued until November 8th 2007. A public notice was published in the Irish Times on September 27th 2007 and in The Echo Newspaper on October 3rd 2007,

with details of the consultation process.
Copies of the draft SDCS and the accompanying map, were available for public inspection during the consultation period at County Hall, Tallaght, the Civic Centre, Clondalkin and at Lucan Library. The draft Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme was also available on www.southdublin.ie
Copies of the draft Scheme were sent to the Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, to the Minister for Transport and to other relevant prescribed bodies and statutory organisations.
Submissions and observations on the draft Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme could be made in writing to the Council between 27th September 2007 and

4.00pm on 8th November 2007.

4 Submissions and Responses

4.1 Number and Type of Submissions

One submission was received during the statutory 6 week period. This submission has

been recorded and compiled in the Manager’s Report, with comments and

recommendations.
The submission was made by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local

Government, a statutory organisation. The submission has been logged with a

reference number and acknowledged.

4.2 Summary of Issues Raised in Submissions

The Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme makes no provision for exemptions for either protected structures or structures of architectural merit in the exemptions set out.
It is recommended that consideration be given to exemptions for works to protected structures or structures of architectural heritage merit from the charges imposed by the

SDCS. It is unclear how the SDCS would apply in such cases. ‘Development’ may

have to be determined on a case by case basis and be governed by the nature of any

proposed work.
The exemption is considered appropriate in recognition of the value of structures of

architectural merit and their wider contribution in helping to establish a sense of place

and identity within their locality.
4.3 Manager’s Response:

The categories of development that will be exempted from the requirement to pay

development contributions are set out in Section 6.1 of the Supplementary

Development Contribution Scheme (SDCS).

The issues raised by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government are noted. In recognition of the issues raised and South Dublin County Council’s commitment to securing the preservation of the County’s Architectural Heritage, it is considered appropriate to include a full exemption from the requirement to pay development contributions under this scheme, for works to protected structures. Exemptions will only be considered for works within the curtilage of a protected structure where the works are directly related to, and necessary for, the physical preservation of the protected structure. Exemptions will not normally be considered for extensions to protected structures. However, the Planning Authority may consider whether exemptions will apply, depending on the nature and extent of the extension.

5. Manager’s Recommendations

The amounts in this paragraph have been determined having regard to the estimated cost of the Project, which is set out in paragraph 5 above. Benefits accruing to existing development have not been included in the determination. 
8. It will be a condition of all planning permissions granted for development in the Scheme Area (subject to paragraph 10 below), while this scheme is in effect, in that the developer pay to South Dublin County Council the contribution required under this scheme.

9. Contributions under this scheme must be paid on commencement of the development, or on a phased basis agreed with South Dublin County Council. If payment is phased the outstanding balance will increase at the rate in paragraph 8 above. If payment is not made when due, interest will accrue on the unpaid balance at the rate specified in the European Communities (Late Payment in Commercial Transactions) Regulations 2002, or any law that replaces them.

10. The following developments are exempt from contributions under this

scheme:
• House extensions;

• Granny flats that as a condition must be used as a family unit;

• Public buildings such as schools and youth centres;

• Developments by organisations having exemption from income tax and

corporation tax under section 20 of the Taxes Consolidation Act 1997 and

currently holding an exemption certificate from the Revenue Commissioners;

• Large scale outdoor recreational developments such as golf courses, sports

pitches and tennis complexes, but excluding buildings and ancillary facilities;

• Protected Structures.

11. South Dublin County Council will receive the contributions to be made under this scheme, and pay them to Iarnrod Eireann in accordance with the agreement referred to in paragraph 5 above. Pending completion of that agreement, South Dublin County Council will retain the contributions collected and place them on investment with an investment company selected with the objective of maximising return and minimising risk. These contributions and interest will be paid to Iarnrod Eireann when the agreement

is concluded. The agreement with Iarnrod Eireann will provide that the money received by South Dublin County Council under this scheme can only be used for the Project.

12. If South Dublin County Council enters a contract for a development to be carried out on behalf of, or jointly or in partnership with South Dublin County Council, and as a result the development is an exempted development under section 4(1)(f) of the Planning Act, the contract must require the developer to make the same contributions as would be required under this scheme if the development had planning permission.

13. This scheme will apply from the date it is mate until the 30th anniversary of that date. This scheme will not be amended before that date so as to reduce the contributions to the Project, except when the cost of carrying out the project is less than the estimated amount as stated in paragraph 6 above.

14. [If the construction of the Project does not proceed, the contributions received

under this scheme will be returned to those who have paid them. The agreement with Iarnrod Eireann will have provision for repayment in this event.]

15. This scheme can be referred to as the South Dublin County Council Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme for the Kildare Route Project.

PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT ACT 2000-2006
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1. Introduction

1.1 The basis for a Supplementary Development Contribution Scheme (SDCS), also known as a ‘Section 49’ contribution scheme, is set out in Section 49 of the Planning & Development Act 2000. A Planning Authority may, when granting a planning permission for development, include a condition requiring payment of a financial contribution towards the cost of any “public infrastructure service or project” that when carried out, will benefit the development to which the permission relates.

1.2 The public infrastructure service or project must be specified in a SDCS. Section 49(7) of the Planning and Development Act 2000 defines eligible public infrastructure projects or services including, inter alia: 

“The provision of particular rail, light rail or other public transport

infrastructure, including car parks and other ancillary development”

1.3 It is a requirement of a Supplementary Development Contribution

Scheme to specify:

• The area or areas within the functional area of the planning

authority to which it relates;

• The particular public infrastructure or service to which it relates;

and to state:

• The basis for determining the contributions to be paid.

1.4 Different rates of levy may be applied to different classes or descriptions of development. Exemptions for specified classes of development may also be specified.

1.5 The Planning and Development Act sets out the public consultation process for a proposed SDCS as follows:

• Notice must be given and the Scheme displayed in public for a

minimum period of 6 weeks, during which time submissions and

observations may be made;

• The County Manager must submit a report to the elected

members, on any submissions or observations made, no later than

4 weeks after the end of the public display period;

• The elected members must determine the Scheme within 6 weeks

of receipt of the Manager’s Report.

1.6 The detailed implementation of any adopted SDCS must be subject to an agreement between the Planning Authority and the provider of the public infrastructure service or project, in this case Iarnród Éireann, the Agency responsible for the implementation of the Kildare Route Project.

2. The Area to which the Scheme Relates

2.1 An area of 1km either side of the Dublin–Kildare rail line in the South Dublin County Council administrative area is identified as the transportation corridor within which benefit will accrue to development.  The outer edge of the corridor has been rationalised to relate to roads, field boundaries and other identifiable features. This is in accordance

with other approved Schemes elsewhere. (The Scheme map is included

in Appendix 1)

2.2 The total area to which the Scheme relates comprises 1,807 hectares. Approximately 40% of this area is already developed, principally for housing, roads, public open space and employment uses. Whilst a limited part of this area may be suitable for future redevelopment, it is estimated that the lands to which the SDCS will mainly apply comprise an area of approximately 1,100 hectares.

2.3 All lands within the Adamstown Strategic Development Zone within 1km of the railway line are excluded from the SDCS. This is because the Adamstown Development Consortium, Chartridge Developments Ltd (CDL) has entered into a separate agreement with Iarnród Éireann which inter alia, has resulted in direct early provision of elements of the Kildare Route Project.

2.4 In particular, the CDL-Iarnród Éireann agreement has secured the completion of a new five-platform railway station and two new overbridges at Adamstown as well as the provision of land required for the additional track, including a fifth rail turnback facility at Adamstown Station. It would be unreasonable to subject the Adamstown SDZ area

to a further development levy in respect of the Kildare Route Project.

2.5 In addition to the existing Adamstown Station, there will be new stations provided within the South Dublin County Council area at Fonthill Road (to replace Clondalkin) and Kishoge. Two further stations on the borders of South Dublin, in Kildare at Hazelhatch (existing) and in the Dublin City area at Parkwest (to replace Cherry Orchard) are also accessible to potential future development in South Dublin.

2.6 The South Dublin County Council Development Plan 2004-2010

supports the improvement of rail infrastructure in the County. Policy T8 of

the Plan states:

‘It is the policy of the Council to support Irish Rail’s Interconnector

Tunnel link to Dublin City Centre and the electrification of all rail

services, existing and future, to facilitate maximum carrying capacity

and number of stations, and to support the creation of a 25-metre

buffer zone to the north of the existing Cork to Dublin railway line.’

(Note: this is as a reservation to accommodate the two new lines).

In support of this policy, accompanying paragraph 7.6.5.iii states:

‘The Council will seek to develop and implement a supplementary

development contributions scheme as provided under section 49

of the Planning and Development Act 2000, as amended, with a

view to upgrading the rail corridor within the South Dublin Area.

The proposed upgrade will have a significant beneficial impact on

proposed developments in the vicinity of the railway, particularly

those at or adjacent to the proposed stations, where high density

development is envisaged on the assumption that the rail

connections will be put in place. A scheme of development

contributions would have a significant effect on the viability of the

railway proposals.’

2.7 The South Dublin County Development Plan promotes the integration of land use planning with a high quality, sustainable and integrated transport system and seeks to ensure that the Kildare Route Project maximises opportunities for such integration. Section 11 of the Development Plan promotes increased densities of development in

locations within walking distance of high quality public transport routes.

3. The Project

3.1 The Project is as set out in the ‘Kildare Route Project Railway Order 2006. The Kildare Route Project (KRP) extends approximately 13km from a point just west of Heuston Station in the Dublin City Council area to a point just west of Hazelhatch in the Kildare County Council area.  Approximately 7.6km, or just under 60% of extent of the Project runs through the South Dublin County Council area. 
The Project comprises:-

• The provision of two extra tracks to create a four-track system;

• The remodelling of the existing track layout at Hazelhatch Station

to provide for the turnback of suburban trains;

• The provision of new train stations at Fonthill Road and Kishoge

and ancillary carparks;

• The relocation of Cherry Orchard Station to a new station at

Parkwest;

• The relocation of Clondalkin Station to a new station at Fonthill

Road with enhanced pedestrian access from Clondalkin;

• The reconstruction or refurbishment of existing footbridges along

the route;

• The demolition or reconstruction of eight existing vehicular

overbridges;

• The extension of existing underbridges.

3.2 The Kildare Route Project Railway Order was signed by the Minister for Transport on the 5th of December 2006. Contracts have now been awarded and work on the implementation off the Project has commenced. The construction period is from mid 2007 to mid 2010.

3.3 The quality of rail service to lands within 1km of the Kildare rail line will be significantly improved as a result of the Kildare Route Project. In addition to improving access to rail services through the provision of new and more accessible stations within and immediately adjoining South Dublin, the doubling of rail lines from two to four will enable a greater number of suburban, regional and national trains to operate. Trains will

be able to stop at all stations, and suburban train size and capacity will double with an increase from four to eight carriages per train.

3.4 Suburban train services are of most benefit to development along the line. The existing suburban service has a total capacity of 11,050 passengers in 17 no. four car trains in each direction per day and this will increase to a capacity of 36,400 suburban passengers in 28 no. eight car trains in each direction per day on completion of the Project in 2010.

3.5 The improved rail line will also accommodate a greater number of regional and intercity trains. The overall total number of all types of train on the line per day in each direction will increase from 52 no. to 94 no. to an overall capacity of more than 100,000 passengers per day in each direction. It is likely that some regional and inter city services may stop in addition to suburban services at certain suburban stations along the route, but this level of operational detail has yet to be determined by Iarnród Éireann.

3.6 The capital cost of the Kildare Route Project is estimated at €420 million. (2006 prices). This figure includes land acquisition and construction costs. Iarnród Éireann consider that revenue from the new services would cover the additional direct operating costs. However, the project will not generate funds to cover financing costs, depreciation and overhead costs. Therefore the project would yield a direct negative financial return (Source. KRP Public Inquiry Document).

3.7 Iarnród Éireann has advised that the total cost of the works and land acquisitions within the South Dublin County Council area including VAT is estimated at €219,250,000 (2006 prices). Excluding VAT, the cost is €213,100,000. This figure does not include Adamstown Station or other works undertaken by the Adamstown development consortium nor does it include land within the Adamstown SDZ that is required for the KRP.

4. Basis on which the Contributions have been Determined

4.1 The Planning and Development Act 2000 requires an SDCS to state the basis for determining the contributions to be paid in respect of the public infrastructure project to which the Scheme relates.

4.2 In this regard, South Dublin County Council commissioned KHSK

Economic Consultants to advise in respect of the following:

1) To estimate the benefits that will arise as a result of the

infrastructure in the form of enhanced property values.

2) To identify the percentage of the total cost of the KRP that is

applicable to the South Dublin County Council area and the

contribution of the SDCS as a proportion of this value.

3) To identify the optimum rate of levy based on the above.

4) To identify the optimal levy rates to be applied for alternative types

of development i.e. residential, commercial and retail.

5) Appropriate inflation and discount factors to be adopted.

6) To identify the appropriate basis of the application of the levy.

4.3 The full text of the KHSK Report is available as a separate document.

The principal conclusions of the Report are as follows:-

4.3.1 The benefits that will arise as a result of the infrastructure

in the form of enhanced property values.

Three approaches were used to provide an estimate of the potential impact on property values:

• Review of material from other studies;

• Views of property professionals in other areas of Dublin where

major investments in transport infrastructure have been completed 
or are proposed;

• Consultations with property professionals to identify their views

on the potential impact.

The research indicated that the KRP will have a positive impact on property prices. Although this impact is difficult to quantify, leading to a wide range for the estimates. Analysis suggests that the impact will potentially be greatest on residential property

prices with somewhat lower impacts on commercial property.
The research produced the estimates shown in Table 4.1.

The actual property benefit in South Dublin, including all property in the study area, is estimated at €353 to €603 million and €281 to €479 million for property subject the levy.

4.3.2 The percentage of the total cost of the KRP that is applicable to the South Dublin County Council area and the contribution of the SDCS as a proportion of this value

The KRP passes through Dublin City, South Dublin and Kildare administrative areas. Irish Rail has provided estimates that the cost of the infrastructure to be located in South Dublin will be just under €220 million. However, this should be used only as a

theoretical upper limit of the value of the SDCS in the context of the legislation and not as a basis against which the value of the SDCS should be assessed.

Significant benefits that result from this infrastructure will arise outside the SDCC area i.e. towards the main origin and destination termini in Kildare and the Dublin City. There will also be additional benefits arising in a wider area as a result of the contribution of this infrastructure to improving the overall connectivity of the mainline rail network. In this respect, this mainline rail based project differs significantly from the light rail projects in Dublin City for which SDCSs have been developed.  As such, when providing an estimate for comparing costs and benefits in the context of designing the SDCS, a straightforward application of the cost of the infrastructure on the basis of location is inappropriate. In effect, it allocates costs to the SDCC area that provide benefits to commuters originating in Kildare with the Dublin City as their destination.

This would indicate that a different allocation of costs would be more appropriate but no methodology is readily available that would provide an unbiased estimate of the costs that should be allocated for the purposes of providing a comparator to indicate an appropriate level of contribution that should be raised. For this reason, the criterion as discussed below that the levy should raise a particular proportion of the cost should be applied conservatively and simple comparisons with the proportions raised in other schemes should be avoided. An additional point that also arises in the context of the contribution of this infrastructure to areas outside South Dublin is that it is important

that South Dublin County Council recoups the administrative costs of implementing this SDCS. This issue should be considered in the overall operation of any adopted Scheme.

4.3.3 The optimum rate of Levy based on the above

The levy rate set under the scheme must meet a number of criteria. These are:

• It must be set at a level that will raise revenue with a present

value that is adequate to finance in part construction of the

infrastructure;

• The amount raised must be proportionate to the service that is

provided by the KRP;

• It must not inhibit the competitive position of South Dublin by

diverting development to other areas;

• The present value of the projected revenue must be an

appropriate portion of the increase in property values that has

been calculated.

The requirement for the levy to raise a particular percentage of the cost of the infrastructure is not used to identify an appropriate rate for the reasons discussed above. In terms of the service provided, the analysis indicates that the rate should be above the rates used on the Navan-Dublin rail but somewhat below those applied in the light rail schemes that have been developed for the Luas and Metro North. The levy must also not exceed an appropriate percentage of the value created in any property category and must not place South Dublin at a disadvantage relative to other areas where a SDCS is proposed. This issue of remaining consistent with other areas has been stressed in recently developed SDCSs. However, consistency requires that a similar impact is achieved as well as similar measures.

4.3.4 The optimal levy rates to be applied for alternative types of development i.e. residential, commercial and retail.

The recommended rates on the basis of these considerations are shown in Table 4.2. (m2 relate to gross floor areas)

This commercial rate is the same as the rate for Metro North Schemes in Fingal and Dublin City while the residential and retail rate is 75% and 90% of these rates respectively. These lower rates are warranted on the basis of the lower overall impact of the infrastructure on property prices when compared to the light rail systems.

The value of the scheme using the recommended rates is €57.5 million i.e. 26% of the capital costs incurred in South Dublin. The levy amounts to 16.2% of the value created using midrange estimates. This is not out of line with other recently developed SDCSs and is a more appropriate basis for comparison than comparing infrastructure costs in South Dublin with the value of the scheme as the benefits do not arise

exclusively in South Dublin.

4.3.5 Appropriate inflation and discount factors to be adopted

The rates quoted are in 2007 prices and should be indexed at 5% per annum. All calculation of present values adopt a discount rate of 5% per annum in line with recommended practice. However, in order to ensure that South Dublin is not placed at a disadvantage in terms of attracting development it is recommended that the design of the Scheme should incorporate an option for the Council to suspend indexation for a period, should this be required.

4.3.6 The appropriate basis of the application of the levy

The levy should be applied on a per unit basis for residential and per m2 for commercial and retail development. The main reason is that the introduction of the levy on the basis of gross underlying areas would not reflect the fact that densities and plot ratios will vary considerably across different parts of the study area. This approach will also help maximise the value of the scheme.

5. Rate of Contributions to be Paid

5.1 The rates below will be applied to planning permissions granted within the area subject to the levy subject to the exemptions and reductions detailed in Section 6 hereunder:

5.2 The rates quoted on Table 5.1 above shall be indexed at the rate of 5%

per annum subject to an option to the Council that it may suspend indexation for a period or periods should this be required.

5.3 The Scheme shall apply for a period of 30 years from the date it is made by the Council until the 30th anniversary of that date. The scheme may be reviewed periodically by the planning authority having regard to circumstances prevailing at that time.

5.4 South Dublin County Council will receive the contributions to be made under this scheme and they shall be paid to Iarnród Éireann in accordance with the terms of an agreement between the Council and Iarnród Éireann. The agreement with Iarnród Éireann will provide that the contributions received by South Dublin County Council under the scheme shall only be used for the project.

5.5 If the construction of the project does not proceed to completion, the contributions received under the scheme will be returned to those who paid them with interest.

Administration of the Levy

5.6 The Council will seek to retain a proportion of the cost of contribution

for the administration of the levy.
6. Exemptions and Reductions

6.1 The following categories of development will be exempted from the requirement to pay development contributions under the Scheme:

• House extensions

• Registered charitable institutions

• Replacement dwellings on previously fully serviced sites

• Primary schools, Post primary schools, Voluntary non-profit making

clubs and similar community facilities/centres, youth centres and

similar non-commercial community related developments with a

commercial element, to be exempt from assessment for financial

contributions.

• Social and Affordable housing units, including those which are provided

in accordance with an agreement made under Part V of the Act (as

amended under the Planning & Development (Amendment) Act, 2002)

or which are provided by a voluntary or co-operative housing body,

which is recognised as such by the Council.

The amounts in this paragraph have been determined having regard to the estimated cost of the Project, which is set out in paragraph 5 above. Benefits accruing to existing development have not been included in the determination.

8. It will be a condition of all planning permissions granted for development in the Scheme Area (subject to paragraph 10 below), while this scheme is in effect, in that the developer pay to South Dublin County Council the contribution required under this scheme.

9. Contributions under this scheme must be paid on commencement of the development, or on a phased basis agreed with South Dublin County Council.

If payment is phased the outstanding balance will increase at the rate in paragraph 8 above. The Department of Arts, Sport and Tourism also requires the Council to enter into an Agreement, undertaking that in the event of the Club ceasing to continue to use the lands for sporting and recreational purposes and the Council recovering possession of the lands, having exercised its right to forfeiture under the Lease, to ensure the lands are used for sporting and recreational purposes, or alternatively, repay to the Minister the amount of the grant then owing or such sum as the Minister may demand, whichever is the lesser amount.

The Council’s agreement is necessary to enable Weston Hockey Club to draw down the funding from the Department.

Knocklyon United Football Club has obtained planning permission for the change of use and re-development of the above building as changing room facilities – Planning Reg. Ref. SD06A/0229. “That the Manager would report on his intentions for domestic refuse collection charges in 2008, including confirmation that there will not be the introduction of an annual charge in addition to the existing bin tag charge.”
REPORT:

“The domestic refuse charge is in the form of a tag at present. It is proposed that a new system be developed which will replace the tag and enable customers to pre-pay their accounts and avoid the physical purchase of the tag.

The costs in relation to the domestic refuse collection consider a wide range of factors and is kept under review on a regular basis. 

The Council offers a wide range of environmental services to the people of South Dublin including Civic Amenity Centre at Ballymount, bring banks, street sweeping, handcart staff in towns and villages as well as in some neighbourhoods, junk collections direct from householders are just some. In addition the green bin collection has just been increased to twice monthly doubling the capacity of householders to recycle and further reducing their cost. The recent agreement of the Council to the new bye-laws for the presentation of household and commercial waste will also have an impact on the county and reduce the level of indirect littering.

Members will be advised shortly on the arrangements for charges in 2008.”
