CHANGES TO TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES ON CASTLETYMON ROAD
It was proposed by Councillor J. Neville, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney:
"That this Committee discuss the recent changes in traffic calming measures on Castletymon Road with specific reference to the junction of Castletymon Road & Tymonville Road."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Prior to the construction of the Tymon North traffic calming scheme, Castletymon Road comprised a 9m wide carriageway with one traffic lane in each direction. Due to the width of the road some motorists were forming a second lane on its approach to Greenhills Road.

As part of the traffic calming scheme centre line chevron marking was installed to reduce the width of the traffic lanes thus leading to a reduced speed of passing traffic. A dedicated right turn lane onto Greenhills Road was also installed on Castletymon Road north of its junction with Tymonville Road.

From monitoring traffic movements along Castletymon Road it was noted that some motorists were forming a second lane of traffic on the chevron marking heading towards Greenhills Road.This practice is causing the following difficulties:-

1. Restricting egress of traffic from Tymonville Road onto Castletymon Road.

2. Impeding traffic entering Tymonville Road from Castletymon Road.

3. Causing difficulties for the safe operation of the school warden service at the Gaelscoil.

The Gardai have also highlighted these difficulties and requested the Council to consider the following measures:-

A). Extending the right turn lane to south of the junction with Tymonville Road.

B). Creation of a full box junction on Castletymon Road at its junction with 

Tymonville Road.

This request is at present being examined and a report on the proposal will issue to the Traffic Management Meeting at its January 2008 meeting.”

VOTER REGISTRATION IN THE TALLAGHT SOUTH AREA
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

“To ask the Manager what current efforts are being made to ensure voter registration in the Tallaght South area?”
REPLY:
The Draft Register of Electors for 2008/2009 was published on 1st November. It was prepared in accordance with Circular Letter-F 06-06 ( Preparing and maintaining the register).
The Register was circulated to all Post Offices, Libraries, Garda Stations, where it was available for public viewing.  It was also available to view on line at www.sdcc.ie and www.checktheregister.ie. Local T.D.’s, Senators and local public representatives were also circulated with a copy of the Draft and were asked to encourage potential electors to check the draft register during the prescribed period: 1st November 2007 to 25th November 2007. Posters and newspaper notices were circulated in the area to compliment the usual central government roadshow.

During this period the Franchise Section of SDCC continued its efforts to ensure that electors were afforded the opportunity to 

a) check whether or not they are on the draft Register 

b) amend their information which is incorrect

c) add their franchise details.

Through this process 1748 potential electors have made a claim to be added to the Draft Register of Electors which will be incorporated into the final Register which will come into effect on 15th February 2008.

The total number of electors on the 2008/2009 Draft Register is 174,071 (up by 2,100 electors from this time last year). A breakdown of these figures by constituency, local electoral area and polling district is available on members.net at Draft Register of Electors 2008-2009\Electoral Tables.
The final register will be produced on 1st February 2008, effective from 15th February 2008. This register will be used for franchise purposes during the period 15th February 2008 to 14th February 2009.

In the event of a referendum/election taking place during the lifetime of the register, a person who finds that they are not on the register may apply for entry to the Supplement to the Register of Electors 2008/09. To be included in the supplement, you must be:

(a) 18 years of age 

(b) ordinarily resident at the address at which you wish to be registered; and

(c) not already registered as an elector (except in the case of a change of address)

To ensure inclusion in the supplement the completed application form must reach our offices before the fourteenth day (Sundays, public holidays and Good Friday excluded) before polling day.

The objective in compiling the Register of Electors is to ensure that all eligible voters are given an opportunity to participate in the democratic process and a high quality Register of Electors is essential to the successful operations of the electoral system.  This authority will continue its work to achieve the highest possible degree of accuracy and comprehensiveness.  

It must be noted that the responsibility for ensuring the right to vote rests with the individual citizen but every opportunity is given during the compilation of the draft Register and the Supplement before a poll to ensure that potential voters have an opportunity to check that they are on the Register. In compiling the Register the objective is to ensure that all eligible voters are given an opportunity to participate in the democratic process.

RECENT WORKS ON LANDS ADJACENT TO BALLYMOUNT CEMETERY
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville
“To ask the Manager to clarify the purpose of the recent works done at the land to the left of Ballymount Road (as one drives down from the Belgard Road to Ballymount Cemetery) which appears to include a new vehicular access/egress and will the Manager confirm that these works fall within the remit of exempted development.”

REPLY:

Based on the description of the location provided by the Councillor, it is assumed that the site referred to is that of the IRFU for which there is a current planning application SD07A/0928 

This application is for retention for the following development at Ballymount Road, Tallaght, Dublin 24:

Temporary retention permission (for a period of 36 months) for development at this site (0.64ha approximately), adjacent to Whitehall House (protected structure), Ballymount Road, Dublin 24. The temporary development consists of a hardcore access road, an area of hardstanding, (both of which facilitate the storage of topsoil from the Landsdowne Road Stadium redevelopment) and areas of mounded topsoil. The entrance to the access road is via an existing agricultural entrance, off Ballymount Road, and the access road runs for 135meters approx. It is proposed as part of this application to landscape the site and to reinstate the entire site to its original state on the expiry of the temporary permission.

A decision is due in respect of this application on or before 23/01/2008.

FIRING RANGE AT AUGHFARRELL, BRITTAS
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“Since September 2005 complaints were received from three third parties that a quarry at Aghfarrell, Brittas was being used as a firing range. Between then and February 2007 a number of inspections was carried out at the location, and Enforcement Notices requiring the cessation of use as a firing range, and the removal of incidental unauthorized structures were served.

The occupiers of the lands responded to these notices by removing the unauthorized structures, and have submitted letters and affidavits from a number of their members stating that these lands have been in use as a firing range for many years, even prior to 1963.

The matter was discussed with Dixon Quinlan Solicitors, who act for the Council in cases such as these, and their advice is that on the basis of the information on file enforcement proceedings are very unlikely to be successful. 

To be successful, the Council would have to establish two things:

1. That within the last seven years a change of use has taken place

2. that such change of use was material.

Even if the first point could be established, in order to establish the second, the Council would need very strong evidence, ideally from local people, to establish the worsened impacts of the development on residents in the area.

Although the complainants have submitted affidavits stating that the lands were not previously used as a firing range, as the occupiers have submitted affidavits attesting to the contrary the Council is not in a position to proceed.

The complainants will be advised of the situation.”
