REGISTRATION OF VOTERS

“To ask the Manager to confirm what action he is taking to ensure the registration of voters residing in Apartment blocks noting the widely held view that such registration is not being effectively completed?”

Reply:

The Register of Electors is compiled annually in accordance with the Legislation and utilising the documentation, (RFA forms) set out by the Department of the Environment, Heritage  & Local Government. 

The procedure for updating the Register is that a personal call is made to each household to ascertain if details on the current register are up to date. Deletions and additions are noted at this call.  In the absence of a reply at the door an RFA form (registration form) is left behind.  The RFA form requests that every person in the household entitled to vote be included on the form. The RFA form is pre-addressed to South Dublin County Council and is FREEPOST to facilitate a safe and speedy return of same.

Problems have arisen in the past in accessing apartment blocks and flats and in registering electors in areas where there is a significant number of houses let in apartments and flats. In many cases short term lettings of apartments lead to a number of changing tenants in the same year.  Inspectors carry out the house-to-house enquiries after normal working hours when people would be available.   If an inspector has a particular difficulty in accessing the building a batch of RFA forms are sent by normal post to the building and care is taken that enough forms are supplied for each apartment/flat in a house.

However, it must be noted that the responsibility for ensuring the right to vote rests with the individual citizen but every opportunity is given during the compilation of the draft Register and the Supplement before a poll to ensure that potential voters have an opportunity to check that they are on the Register. In compiling the Register the objective is to ensure that all eligible voters are given an opportunity to participate in the democratic process.

A Draft Register is produced in November based on information from the house-to-house enquiries and this is circulated to every Councillor, T.D., Post Office, Garda Station, Library and Council Office in the County.  An advertisement campaign is carried out advising the public that they should check the Draft to ensure that they are registered to vote.

In addition, the data supplied on the forms is captured electronically and made available in an easily searchable format to the public, either on disc or on an individual search basis on our internet site.

Notwithstanding all of the above, an examination of the procedures and practices currently in place is being undertaken by Corporate Services Department with the intention of ensuring that every possible means is utilised in making the register as accurate as possible.

UPGRADING OF TALLAGHT VILLAGE


The following report by the Manger was READ:

"Breakdown of proposed works and costs including expenditure in 2004 in Tallaght Village.

Proposed Works

Two projects for the improvement and upgrading of Tallaght Village are set out below. These were included as part of the Council’s submission to the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government for the Urban and Village Renewal Scheme 2005 - 2006. The two schemes are:

1. Proposed re-modeling of two plazas and other up-grading works in Tallaght Village

Village improvements to include major refurbishment of the village core and the provision of a new pedestrian plaza. Further improvements are planned at the junction of Main St. and Old Bawn Road.  Part 8 Consultation took place in August 2004.

The improvements include:
a) Plaza 1 which is situated at the main traffic light junction in the centre of the village and includes the existing ‘totem-pole’ type sculpture and a large planter;

b) Plaza 2 which is South of this at the next traffic light junction on the Old Bawn Road and approximately 50m north of the junction with the N81 i.e. opposite TSB Bank;

c) The footpath on both sides of the Old Bawn Road linking these two junctions.

d) There will also be some limited work to public lighting between Plaza 2 and the N81 within this project.

e) Footpath improvements at the Junction of Old Bawn Road and the Tallaght By-pass, and some roads re-surfacing in the central village area.

The total costs submitted for approval for items a – e is €984,000

2. ZIP Project Phase 1 

This is a dedicated pedestrian/cycle corridor linking the existing Luas terminus to the Institute of Technology Tallaght and Tallaght Village along the route of the Old Blessington Road. 

The project comprises of a high-quality hard and soft landscaped strip featuring assistive technology for orientation and information, particularly for the disabled.  The project will be constructed in three phases.  The total cost for the first phase of the project is €1,000,000.



The details of the ZIP project will be brought to a meeting of the Area Committee in the near future.

As noted above the two projects form part of the Council’s Urban and Village Submission to the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government for the years 2005 to 2006.  The total combined cost for the Tallaght Village Projects submitted under the Urban and Village Renewal Scheme 2005-2006 amounts to €1,984,300.

Additional works carried out and completed since November 2004 included:

a) Cobblelock re-set from Dragon Public House to Priory entrance and from the Ulster Bank to the Veterinary Clinic.  This was funded from roads maintenance budget and amounted to approx. €30,000 and was carried out by contractors.

b) Minor drainage works at Fox’s/Molloy’s was carried out by Council direct labour and costed approx. €8,000."

REPORT ON PRE-PLAN CONSULTATION AND UPDATE OF TALLAGHT TOWN CENTRE MASTERPLAN

The following report by the Manager which was circulated was CONSIDERED:
1.0 "Introduction

1.1 Further to the adoption of the South Dublin County Council (SDCC) Development Plan 2004-2010 in December 2004, a Masterplan is being prepared for Tallaght Town Centre. 

1.2 As the initial step in the process, SDCC held a series of Public Information Evenings and Stakeholder Meetings during February and March 2005.

1.3 The principal aim of the Pre-Plan Consultation was to gain an understanding of the issues that are of concern to those working, living and investing in the Town Centre and its surrounding area.  

1.4 The Council recently published a  document summarises:-

a) The issues raised by the various groups at each of the Consultations and 

b) the submissions received during the Consultation period.

1.5
The Report on Consultation has been circulated to all who attended the meetings and to all elected members.  Further copies are available and the document may be viewed on the Council website.  The Report comprises 4 main parts:-

Main Issues Raised 

2.1
A number of key themes that emerged through the consultation process.  Notably:-

· Poor Safety and Security, Especially at Night.  There was a general feeling that the Town centre was not safe at night.  Particular attention was drawn to the need for greater safety around LUAS stations and parks.  Many people were in favour of introducing CCTV as a solution.  The need for better public lighting and a stronger security or Garda presence was also expressed.  

· The Lack of Access to Public Transport.  There was a general consensus that the existing bus service was not a viable option for travelling to the Town Centre and that there was no incentive to leave the car at home.  It was stated that this was due to the infrequency of services and a lack of shuttle type routes, which directly focused on the Town Centre as a transport hub.  Access to LUAS stations was also cited as a problem on many occasions.  It was stated that there is lack of connector buses and pedestrian access. 

· The Need to Better Manage Traffic and Parking.  There was a general consensus that travel to the Town Centre by public transport or on foot should take priority over that of the car.  However concerns were raised that restrictions on car movement and parking may deter people from living within or travelling to the Town Centre.  A number of concerns were also raised in regard to security in car parks, in particular multi-storey car parks.

· The Desire for Quality Buildings and Open Space. Views on the quality of buildings, particularly those currently under construction or recently constructed, in the Town Centre varied.  However there was a general consensus that high quality buildings can be developed, and that they will have an important role in defining the Town Centre.  It was also felt that more areas of green space should be provided in the Town Centre.  However these views tended to somewhat alter as it was pointed out that there were a number of large parks immediately adjacent to the Town Centre.  It was generally agreed that smaller public spaces should be provided.  

· Monitoring of the Type of Residential Tenure within Apartment Blocks.  Numerous concerns were raised at the number of dwellings, in particular apartment blocks, that may be rented.  These concerns related to the formation of a transient and socio-economically disadvantaged population.

· The Poor Image of Tallaght.  Many people expressed the view that the image of Tallaght was poor and that this was unwarranted and unjustified in many cases.  On a more positive note, there was a general consensus that Tallaght had numerous positive attributes that could be promoted to change this image.  The view was also widely held that there was potential for Tallaght to be known as a vibrant and desirable place to live.

· A Lack of Small and Special Interest Business Opportunities.  The need for enterprise or starter units was noted on several occasions to provide locals with the opportunity to enter the market place and compete with the larger businesses found in the Town Centre.  The idea of providing businesses which represented the increasingly diverse population of Tallaght was also noted several times, as was the idea of an ethic quarter.

· The Need for Facilities to Cater for Youth.  It was stated on several occasions that there was a lack of facilities around the area for youth.  It was also stated that this was one of the major contributing factors to anti-social behaviour among younger people. 

· The Need to Preserve and Promote Tallaght’s Heritage.  On several occasions it was noted that Tallaght has a lengthy rich history.  The importance of sites such as the Dominican Priory and surrounding grounds were also noted on several occasions.  There was a consensus that such sites should be opened to the public (on a restricted basis) and that any development that was to occur on or around these sites should be dealt with in a highly sensitive manner.

· The Need for the Plan to be Inclusive of the Surrounding Area.  Many people expressed the view that the Masterplan should not exclusively focus on the Town Centre.  Whilst it was noted that a broader plan was beyond the scope of the brief provided by the Development Plan, a consensus was reached that the Masterplan should be able to improve the quality of life of those living in the Greater Tallaght area.

Reply: 

It is the Council’s objective to regain ownership of the site containing the partially built stadium at Sean Walsh Park, Tallaght either through voluntary surrender by the Lessees or the initiation of Court proceedings and to undertake the works necessary to bring the stadium into use as a homebase for Shamrock Rovers Football Club as soon as possible.

In this regard, the Council is engaged in ongoing discussions (on a without prejudice basis) with the various parties involved in the development of the football stadium to date i.e. representatives of the Shamrock Rovers Football Club, the Lessees/Sub Lessees, Mulden International Ltd and Slonepark Company Ltd together with the professional and technical advisers and building contractor engaged by them on the project. It is expected that these discussions will culminate in the surrender of the leases  and the return of the lands to the Council’s ownership.

The Council’s Architects Department is also engaged in the preparation of plans for the completion of the stadium and other associated works to enable the Council to initiate a Part 8 planning consultation procedure as soon as possible. The plans will be in line with works approved by planning permission of 14th January, 1998.

Reply:

Surveys of pedestrians in the area were undertaken by the Roads Department’s sub consultant as part of the preparation of the Environmental Impact Statement.  These surveys identified three main crossing points within the study area.  To minimise conflict between pedestrians and faster moving traffic using the proposed scheme pedestrian footbridges are proposed at two of these points, at Fortunestown Road to replace the existing signalised pedestrian crossing and adjacent to the Tallaght stream.  At the third crossing point at Cheeverstown Road, pedestrians can cross using the signalised junction which will be constructed as part of the proposed Outer Ring Road Phase Three contract.  As part of the scheme footways and cycleways would also be provided through the urban area to enhance pedestrian and cycling journeys and to avoid the need for cyclists to have to use the proposed dual carriageway.

This scheme has yet to proceed to publication of the Environmental Impact Statement and Compulsory Purchase Order and may require an Oral Hearing.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

"In the course of a discussion on the following motion in the name of Councillor J. Hannon at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting (2) of 29th March 2005 reference was made to a planning application on lands in the Kiltipper area which, if permitted, would increase traffic volumes on the Kiltipper Road:

Motion:

"That a traffic management plan and improvement scheme be urgently put in place for Kiltipper Road and that pending same, no further developments be permitted to exit from or access Kiltipper Road."

Report:

“The permitting or otherwise of further housing developments in this area would be a matter for determination by the Planning Department having regard to the policies and zoning objectives set out in the County Development Plan.

While it is noted that new housing developments along Kiltipper Road have increased pressure on the road and at its junction with Old Bawn Road there are no proposals to improve the road at the present time.

Given completion of the Kiltipper Way and the link to Old Bawn Road via Firhouse Road West, consideration is being given to removal of the traffic lights at the Old Bawn/Kiltipper junction, and making this junction left in/left out only.  This would result in reduced congestion at the eastern end of Kiltipper Road and on the Old Bawn Road between the Firhouse Road West and Old Court junctions, with traffic to and from the newer housing developments having access via Kiltipper Way.  This would lead to more effective movement of traffic in the area.”

Planning Application SD/05/0128 refers and indicates a proposed entrance to this development from the Kiltipper Road.

Additional information has been sought on this application on a number of issues including the following:

The applicant is requested to submit a sub-threshold EIS. This should contain the following information:

1. Impact on Physical Infrastructure, specifically:

(i) the capacity of the water supply, in particular water pressure, to this development and adjacent developments

(ii) surface water network

(iii) foul sewer network

(iv) traffic impact assessment

2. Impact on Social Infrastructure:

(i) Population projections for the next 15 years based on the number of dwellings built and occupied and the breakdown of the type of occupancy (tenant/owner) and age structure on adjoining lands over the last 5 years.

(ii) Impact on open space and recreational facilities in the areas adjacent to the Action Area Plan lands.

(iii) Impact on primary and secondary schools in the area.

(iv) Walkbands between proposed dwellings and schools and Local Centres.

(v) Provision of public transport.

The applicant is advised that the proposed roads onto Kiltipper Road are totally unacceptable. The applicant should therefore negotiate access to his lands across the Council owned lands. The applicant should redesign the road structure to integrate with adjoining lands. The applicant is advised that a revised layout with access from Killinarden Heights and Deerpark Estate would receive more favourable consideration. The applicant is advised to consult with the Roads Department to discuss this issue. 

With regard to the road layout, the Roads Department recommend that the following comments be brought to the attention of the applicant before resubmitting revised plans:

a) Road 1 will be the main artery through these lands joining up Killinarden Heights and Deerpark. No perpendicular parking would be allowed on this road as it will be quite busy and reversing movements blocking both traffic lanes are not acceptable.  Some parallel or angles parking would be allowed. Also parking adjacent to junctions would obscure the vision splays available particularly with the recommendation of an X distance of 4.5metres specified in the Guidelines on Traffic Management. 

b) At apartments No's 326 to No. 409 (84 No) there are 102 spaces (1.2 per unit) and this number will be reduced by the omission/changes to the 34 No. spaces perpendicular to Road 1. The applicant is requested to address this issue. 

c) A 1.5m cyclepath is shown on the southside of Road 1. It is considered that cyclepaths should be provided on both sides of the road. The applicant is requested to revise the plan in order to achieve this.

If the Motion, as submitted to the March meeting, is passed it will be 

referred to the Planning Department."

Mr. E. Cunningham, Senior Executive Officer spoke on the report.

Following discussion to which Councillors J. Hannon, M. Corr and J. Daly contributed Mr. E. Cunningham responded to queries raised.
