QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager to set out his response to a number of community related issues recently raised by the Jobstown Estate Management Group in Jobstown, and specifically if he could set out what action he intends taking in connection with tenants or the children of tenants who have been involved in anti-social behaviour in the area, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY:
A meeting was held in the Offices of the Jobstown Estate Management Group on 23/10/07.  This meeting was attended by Public represenatives, the Gardai, the Management committee, members of the public. Also in attendance on behalf of the Council were the Parks Superviser and staff of the Allocations Support Section. Among the issues discussed were the shortfall in finance for the CCTV cameras for the area, issues relating to the maintenance of the playground equipment, the upkeep of the river area and adjoining green areas. The latter issues were addressed by the Parks Supervisor. The matter of joyriding, illegal drinking in the green area beside the river and corresponding dumping of rubbish were addressed by the Council's Allocations Support Officer for the area. He welcomed any information, names, addresses of those responsible. No names were forthcoming at the meeting and to date no names have been given by any person in attendance. However several families in the area have been interviewed in relation to Anti Social matters from information received from independent sources. It should be noted that considerable resources have been spent on installing railings for corner houses where anti social activity has been reported.  The Council will continue to monitor the anti-social activity in the area and also investigate the possibility of further physical solutions in conjunction with Parks Department and the local residents.

ADDITIONAL MATURE LANDSCAPING IN THE JOBSTOWN PARK
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

To ask the Manager to examine Jobstown Park with a view to providing additional mature landscaping and screening of the park and providing wall and railings similar to that provided in the area through the construction of the outer ring road around the entire park and will he make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
Jobstown Park covers an area of approximately 24 acres and is an important Neighbourhood Park serving the Jobstown area, providing a total of 5 no. playing pitches (3 Soccer and 2 G.A.A.) and a network of pedestrian paths for use by local sports clubs and residents alike. 

These outdoor facilities complement the recently built indoor sports facilities at Tallaght Leisure Centre, where changing rooms to serve the pitches have also been provided. In view of the improving social/demographic context, it is now proposed to formulate a Master plan for the re-development of the Park which will aim to consolidate the Park as a major local amenity and focal point in the West Tallaght area. The objective will be to maximize local community involvement and provide a vibrant outdoor space, with hard and soft landscape features.  The Park design would allow for a range of events and recreational activities, building on recent positive improvements to the physical and recreational infrastructure in the area. This would require major capital expenditure a source of which would have to be identified. 

It is hoped that the Parks Department would be in a position to present an overall Master plan for the re-development of Jobstown Park to the Area Committee, later this year.

DANGEROUS MOUNDING ALONG THE FRONT OF THE SUNDALE ESTATE
 QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

To ask the Manager of the Parks Department to review the current unkempt and dangerous mounding along the front of the Sundale estate with a view to providing a footpath and appropriate landscaping and to pursue resolution of any outstanding ownership issues now that the estate has been taken in charge?

REPLY:
The mounding adjacent to Sundale Estate was constructed by the Council’s Housing Dept. a number of years ago to prevent the area being used for illegal encampments. This margin although it has been taken-in-charge by the County Council, cannot be maintained on a regular basis to an acceptable standard because of its uneven surface. To remedy this situation it would be necessary to remove the excess mounded material, re-topsoil, level, and landscape the entire margin so that it can be maintained as part of the Parks Department’s normal grass-cutting rota for the area.  Low timber fencing may also be required to protect the area from encroachment.  Arrangements will be made to consult with both the Housing and Roads Departments with a view to having this work carried out in advance of the forthcoming summer grass cutting season.

THE FINDINGS OF THE IRISH BUSINESS AGAINST LITTER STUDY
It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor M. Corr:

“That this Comittee expresses its disappointment at the findings of The Irish Business Against Litter study describing Tallaght as a "litter black-spot" and resolves to work towords making Tallaght a "litter free zone" once again.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The latest IBAL results are disappointing and are frustrating considering the immense effort and focus that this Council gives to Litter control, cleansing and awareness raising. The Council will continue in it's commitment to improving the presentation of Tallaght and will continue to strive for "litter free" status. In acheiving this the support and co-operation of local Councillors, Business and communities is essential and the Environmental services Department will be seeking this support in dealing with the issues.”
It was AGREED to take Motion no 8 in the name of Councillor M. Corr in conjunction with the above report.
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney:

That the Manager evaluates in detail the findings of the recent IBAL survey from which the media highlighted the fact that Tallaght was one of the main litter blackspots in the country - to develop from this evaluation a project to focus additional resources to the areas of need and to report back to this committee as a matter of urgency the action being taken.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The results of the IBAL survey have been examined in detail and while the results are disappointing, the Environment Department is confident that the result for Tallaght can be improved. As the actual calculation of results is not entirely clear from the methodology set out by IBAL, nor is it apparent from the reports relating to sites surveyed, Council staff have contacted An Taisce to seek clarification of the method.

In terms of dealing with the issues, the Environmental Services Dept will be taking a fourfold approach -

1. Working with elected Members, communities and business in the Tallaght area to adress the problem in a co-operative an pro-active way

2. Pursuing the enforcement of litter standards in a vigorous and immediate way.

3. In September of last year agreement was reached with regard to the re-organisation of the Cleansing Unit which will see a significant increase in staffing levels and a more focused and flexible response.

4. The adoption of the County's Litter Management Plan which will detail the Council's approach and provide a framework against which the Council's approach can be measured.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, M. Corr, J. Hannon, J. Daly and J. Neville  contributed, Mr J. Quinlivan, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised. The reports were NOTED.
