To ask the Manager what action he can take against waste disposal companies who have of late being circulated to householders and outside shopping centres throughout South Dublin County Council’s Administrative area, large waste disposal bags, and given the clear environmental problem that this is causing for the Council, and the obvious increase in dumping as a result of this initiative, if he has held discussions with the companies concerned, and if he is considering taking legal action to address this issue, and if he will make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
The Environmental Services Department has taken legal advice in relation to the serious issue arising from the distribution of waste disposal bags free of charge to members of the public and the resulting on occasions of these bags and their contents.  The legal advice received is that the companies issuing these bags have no responsibility in the matter when their disposal bags are used by others to dispose of waste illegally.  It appears that the only course of action open to the Council is to fine or prosecute offenders when a dumping offence is observed or witnessed, as with other incidents of illegal dumping.  Where such incidents are reported the Council will continue to take legal action against offenders.

1. Welcome and Introductions

Billy Coman welcomed everyone to the first meeting of South Dublin County Joint Policing Committee. This was followed by a brief introduction from each of the members of the committee and secretariat.

2. Nomination of Chairperson and Vice Chairperson

There was a formal proposal and seconder to the election of Councillors Robert Dowds and Guss O’Connell as Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson respectively by the Council Members of the Committee
3. Review of Guidelines Presentation

Elaine Leech made a presentation on the key points of the guidelines. (Appendix A- Presentation on JPC Guidelines)

The members welcomed the establishment of the Joint Policing Committee in South Dublin County and the potential impact the work of the committee could have on local Communities. There was then a discussion on the criteria that has been set for membership of the JPC.  The members then outlined the main issues in relation to crime and policing in South Dublin County. It was also suggested that the committee look at initiatives both here in South Dublin and elsewhere that have proved successful in tackling anti-social behaviour.

In relation to the establishment of the subcommittees, it was agreed that a more detailed discussion would take place at the next meeting.  Members were welcomed to submit any suggestions for the focus of subcommittees.

4. CCTV Scheme

Michael Qulligan, Partas, Larry O’ Neill and Cecil Johnston, Clondalkin Partnership and Ann Fitzpatrick and Sean Byrne, Jobstown, CDP gave a presentation on the Community based CCTV Schemes for the Brookfield/ Fettercairn, Killinarden  Jobstown and North Clondalkin areas. It was unanimously agreed by the members of the JPC that the schemes should be endorsed and implemented as soon as possible.  This led to a wider discussion on the role of Community CCTV. The Committee thanked the Community Groups for their hard work in progressing these schemes (Appendix B- Report on Community CCTV Schemes). 

5. Garda Report

Chief Superintendents John Manley and John Twoomey presented their reports to the Committee. Both Garda representatives welcomed the opportunity to work in partnership with the elected and community representatives. (Copy of their reports attached as Appendix C and D respectively) 

6. County Manager’s Report

County Manager Joe Horan and the Director of Housing Services Frank Nevin presented their report on South Dublin County Council Initiatives aimed at promoting pro- social behavior and inter agency collaboration. South Dublin County Council has been involved in several initiatives such as the Childhood Development Initiative, Connect Project, Noise Project, and Sports Teic Programe. The Council has dedicated anti –social and estate management teams and are also looking at how increased public lighting and good spatial planning in urban spaces can be utilized to deter anti- social behavior. (Appendix E)

7. Frequency of meetings: 

The Joint Policing Guidelines stated that a minimum of two meetings must be held per annum, the members agreed that two meetings per year would not be sufficient and it was provisionally agreed that initially there would be eight meetings held in 2008, dates to agreed at the next meeting

APPENDIX A 
South Dublin County Joint Policing Committee

Purpose
Under Section 36 of the Garda Síochana Act 2005, JPC’s are being established to provide a forum where a local authority and the senior Garda officers responsible for the policing of that area, with the participation of Oireachtas members and community interests, can consult, discuss and make recommendations on matters affecting policing of that area.

Membership of the JPC
· 14 Local Authority Members plus the Mayor

· 5 Members of the Oireachtas

· County Manager and Director of Housing 

· 2 Garda Representatives

· 3 representatives from the Community/Voluntary Sector

· Total 27
Matters for Consideration
· The matters to be considered by committees and subcommittees might include traffic, vandalism, anti social behaviour, underage drinking, casual trading, litter, planning for events attracting large crowds, community based crime prevention initiatives, Garda Divisional and District annual policing plans and local authority initiatives.

Subject Matter of Meetings
· Section 36 (4) of the Garda Síochána Act provides:

· “Neither the joint policing committee nor any of its subcommittees may consider matters relating to a specific criminal investigation or prosecution or matters relating to the security of the State.”  

· This also applies also to public meetings arranged and hosted by a committee.

· A committee or subcommittee should not consider a matter if:
· it would endanger the security of one or more individuals;

· it relates to an individual;

· it involves information received by the Garda Síochána or the local authority in confidence

· it would, or would be likely to, prejudice the prevention or detection of crime or the apprehension or prosecution of offenders. 
· Individuals shall not be discussed or named.  An individual’s right to privacy and the provision of the European Convention on Human Rights Act 2003 must be adhered to. 
Subcommittees
· If a committee considers it necessary to establish a subcommittee, it may do so.  Care should be taken to avoid a proliferation of subcommittees, which would represent an unproductive use of scarce resources; no committee shall establish more than three subcommittees. 
· Public Meetings
· Section 36 (2) (c) of the Garda Síochána Act provides that the function of a joint policing committees is, inter alia, to “arrange and host public meetings concerning matters affecting the policing of the local authority’s administrative area”.

· The emphasis of public meetings will be on policing rather than individuals and obtaining the co-operation of the public in preventing crime.

· It is envisaged that committees and subcommittees of the South Dublin County committee would hold public meetings at regular intervals and at least once a year.  Care should be taken to ensure that meetings take place throughout the local authority area. 
Local Policing Fora
· Section 36 (2) (d) of the Garda Síochána Act (see section 5) provides for the establishment of local policing fora by a committee.  The internal procedures of such fora should be similar to those for the committee, but to the greatest extent possible be more informal.

· As a general principle, local policing fora will be established only where resources are available to do so and where they would not divert scarce resources from committees or subcommittees.

· Supplemental guidelines for the local policing fora shall be made at a later date.

· In accordance with the National Drugs Strategy (action 11) priority will be given to establishing local policing fora in all Local Drugs Task Force areas and other areas experiencing problems of drugs misuse. 
Meetings
· It is envisaged that two meetings per annum for each committee and subcommittee would prove adequate in most circumstances. 

· The Chairperson of the Committee shall be a member of South Dublin County Council

· Members of the Public and Media are entitled to be present unless there are legal reasons or if it would not be in the public interest
Procedure for Tabling Questions
· In order to increase the productivity of meetings, to the greatest extent possible members should give advance notice of questions which will be raised. (7 days in advance of meetings)

· In certain circumstances it may not be possible for either the Garda representative or the local authority to reply to a question, for legal reasons or because it would not be in the public interest to do so (see section 11).

· Furthermore, in some circumstances it may not be possible to provide information or respond to a question because to do so would involve the disproportionate use of resources and the meeting should be informed accordingly

APPENDIX C
Report of Chief Superintendent John Manley (DMS) to the Inaugural Meeting of the Joint Policing Committee 
My name is John Manley and I am the Chief Superintendent with responsibility for policing in the Dublin Metropolitan South Division. I am delighted to be with you today and aim to work closely with you in a partnership approach to address issues of common concern.

The Garda Siochana Act, 2005 places new focus on policing. It is the single biggest change to policing in this State since the establishment of An Garda Síochána when our first Commissioner Michael Staines, stated that we would succeed, not by force of arms, but by the moral authority vested in us by the people. The people are those who we serve and it is vital that their interests are to the forefront in all our deliberations. We agree that policing is not a panacea for all the societal problems facing us as communities. We must engage in a partnership process with the democratically elected representatives of the people, of whom Gardai are a part, and must ensure that the views and opinions of these communities and the voluntary sector are heard and acted upon. 

The Mission Statement of An Garda Siochana is; to achieve the highest attainable level of Personal Protection, Community Commitment and State Security. We will do our utmost to achieve this mission; however, working together, we can achieve so much more. We already have much experience of working with partner organisations and communities through our involvement in Garda Clinics, Community Policing, the Garda Youth Diversion Projects and other numerous projects throughout the Division. We have ongoing informal contacts with the South Dublin Council and work closely on issues as diverse as the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act. We look forward to further cementing these excellent relationships through this Committee.

The 2007 Garda Corporate Strategy document, lists Community Engagement as one of our primary Strategic goals. 

This follows on from the 2006 strategy where Public Safety, Public Confidence and Ethnic and Cultural Diversity were three of our corporate goals. These strategies display a clear commitment to the community and ongoing Garda efforts to address their concerns and policing requirements. I am a firm advocate of Community Policing and have allocated resources throughout the Division as circumstances permit. While it is high on my list of priorities, there are other serious crimes and traffic related issues that also require attention and the allocation of substantial resources. There is a fine balancing act to be achieved and I ask that you appreciate that there are finite resources available and that such resources must be allocated appropriate to the various demands placed on the Garda Service. 

The Joint Policing Committee Guidelines have been issued for the initial pilot stage and will undoubtedly change as our practical experiences dictate best practice. We will actively engage and participate as equal partners in the work of the committee and will advise on safety, quality of life and crime prevention issues affecting our communities. Many of you will be aware that there are some boundary issues that will affect our ability to supply crime figures where particular Local Authority areas cross Garda operational areas. The Garda computer recording system records crime statistics in respect of each Garda District, Division, and Region. 

An Garda Siochana produce annual policing plans at a National, Divisional and District level. In these plans we attempt to prioritise areas that have been identified by the community as requiring focused attention. As stated, Policing is a two way process and I would welcome inputs from Community Groups to help inform our thinking and decision making in preparing the 2008 Policing Plans. I believe that this committee can act as an effective conduit to relay public apprehensions to local Garda management and so have their particular concerns addressed. 

Rest assured that we will strive to address all issues in a fair and comprehensive manner, taking due account of availability of resources and any concerns expressed at these committee meetings.

I am required to present a report which will include general information in relation to the commission of crime and to crime prevention matters for the Dublin South Region.

You will be pleased to hear that headline crime, that is; serious indictable crime, is down 6% for the first nine months of this year in the Division.  Headline crime categories include the following; murder, manslaughter, thefts, burglaries, rapes and other serious sexual assaults. Our detection rates are currently running at 36%. While our figures compare very favourably under international Crime Comparisons there is no room for complacency and we will strive to achieve continuous improvement on our preventative measures and detection rates.

I am extremely conscious of the fact that for many residents of this city, non headline offences, such as public nuisance or public disorder, are of greater concern and add greatly to the fear of crime. These issues are being actively addressed throughout the Division by high visibility uniform and plain clothes patrols and targeted crime initiatives. Our Community Relations Section, through its Schools Programme visit local schools and Youth Clubs to try to engender respect for the elderly and more vulnerable sections of our communities. This is an excellent forum through which we can impart our message; Policing is not a matter for the Gardai alone – Parents, Teachers, Youth Workers, Voluntary and Public Sector organisations and public representatives all have a role to play. It is only through such a multi-agency approach that we can make real differences to people living in fear and isolation within their own communities.

I look forward to working closely with you, to address our common concerns in making South Dublin a better and safer place to live and work.

“To ask the Garda authorities to present a report to this meeting on the scale of anti social activity in this area and the Garda assessment of the problem and the best means of combating this phenomenon and what role community policing should play in this regard and will the Garda Superintendent indicate how many Community Gardai are allocated to Tallaght and which communities benefit from the consistent presence of a Community Garda and Gardai”

Local Garda Management is aware of the concerns of local residents and have identified ‘hot spot’ areas for anti social behaviour.  At daily performance and accountability meetings local Superintendents discuss these issues with frontline officers and resources are allocated and deployed as the need arises.  

1. There are three Sergeants and twenty five Gardaí engaged on a fulltime basis on Community Policing in the ‘M’ District.  (Two Sergeants and twenty Gardaí in Tallaght and one Sergeant and five Gardaí in Rathfarnham).  There is at least one (usually two in Tallaght) Community Garda assigned to each parish or area in the District.  All Gardaí are trained for and use mountain bikes to patrol.  Community Gardaí in Tallaght also patrol in a Public Order van at night and drive the two mini-buses attached to Tallaght Garda Station on a daily basis as required by local community groups and Garda Youth Diversion Projects.  Community Policing is an integral part of Garda Management Strategy in combating anti social behaviour. I outline hereunder the communities which benefit from a community Garda presence in the Tallaght area.

· In addition 1 Garda is assigned to investigate cases which require Health Board intervention across all the listed parishes / areas.

Due to recent transfers there are vacancies at present in Kilnamanagh / Kingswood; Jobstown and Kilinarden areas.  Replacement Gardai will be assigned to these areas in the near future.  

In addition these areas are patrolled by members of Operation Anvil which is a targeted operation on Criminal activity, members of the Divisional Task Force (which is a fast response unit to respond to urgent calls for assistance from the public) and personnel from the Detective Units who are routinely engaged in the investigation of crime.  These augment local uniform and mountain bike patrols.

2. There are six Garda Youth Diversion Projects in the ‘M’ District.  Five are in Tallaght (Jobstown, Killinarden, Fettercairn, Brookfield and Tymon North) and one in Rathfarnham (Whitechurch).  The Tallaght Garda Youth Diversion Projects cover the RAPID areas.  The Garda Youth Diversion Projects are aimed at youths between the ages of twelve and eighteen who are engaged in crime or who are in danger of becoming engaged in crime.

3. There are seven Garda Clinics in Tallaght. These are Jobstown, Killinarden, Fettercairn, Brookview, Tymon North, Old Bawn and at the Institute of Technology, Tallaght.  The Garda Clinics at Tymon North and Old Bawn are under review.  The Garda Clinics are run jointly with South Dublin County Council in areas where there is a high density of social housing.  The Garda Clinics run for one hour each on various mornings each week.  Each clinic is situated in the community at which it is aimed.

4. Community Gardaí in Tallaght and Rathfarnham attend, participate and run summer projects throughout the summer.  Community Gardaí in Tallaght attend, participate and assist to organise every summer project held in every estate, community or youth group in Tallaght.  Community Garda involvement can range from the instigation to management or to helping out.  Community Garda involvement often includes the provision of transport and organised trips by Community Gardaí in Garda Community buses driven by Community Gardaí, ‘Fly Pass’ by Garda Air Support Unit, access to and display of Garda vehicles and equipment, tours of Garda Station etc.

5. The following Community initiatives are in place to counteract public order and other anti social behaviour including criminal damage to buses: One People Program, Tallaght Community Dublin Bus Forum, Operation Safe Route, Schools Program, Youth Clubs, Alcohol Free Youth Discos, liaison with shopping centres, liaison with the Institute of Technology Tallaght, Hospital Watch, Public Parks Projects, liaison with ethnic groups, liaison with women’s refuge (Dochas), Community Gardaí liaising with each Traveller Halting Site, Garda Youth Diversion Projects, liaison with community groups and committees, liaison with Estate Management Committees, participation in local Drugs Task Force, participation in RAPID, participation in Child Development Initiative (CDI), established working relationships with South Dublin County Council and H.S.E., County Traveller Education Initiative, support of CCTV schemes throughout Tallaght including Tallaght Town Centre Area, Neighbourhood Watch and Business Watch, provision of advice by Crime Prevention Officer.

6. A Garda operation to deal with all problems associated with Halloween will be in force from Thursday 25th October 2007 – Wednesday 31st October 2007 and through to the following morning.  Resources in addition to those ordinarily rostered will be utilised to assist in the policing of the festival.  The Gardaí will be working closely with South Dublin County Council, Community Groups, Dublin Bus and Tallaght Hospital. Policing duties will include monitoring of stockpiles for bonfires and assisting in their safe removal,  management and supervision of designated bonfire in Fettercairn,  large-scale policing of buses to ensure safety of travelling public and Dublin Bus staff, policing of Hallowfest fireworks display and festivities at County Hall and policing of Hallowfest fireworks display and festivities at Hellfire Club on Sunday 28th October, assisting on mountain bikes at outdoor fun day at Cruagh Wood on Monday 29th of October,  monitoring of fireworks display at Institute of Technology Tallaght, visits by Community Gardaí to all schools.  Public Order hot-spots will be targeted including bus-stops, LUAS, parks/open areas and Tallaght Hospital A&E.  All off-licences will be visited and attention paid.  Garda Air Support Unit will assist when necessary.

RIGHT TO READ CAMPAIGN

It was proposed by Councillor R. Dowds, seconded by Councillor T. McDermott.

“That this County Council agrees to establish a 'Right to Read' campaign with the following features:

(a) Opening homework clubs.

(b) Revising housing policy to encourage learning in the home.

(c) Initiating empowering literacy courses.

(d) Establishing learning zones in libraries.”
REPORT:
‘’The Libraries Department fully supports the “Right to Read” campaign.

a) Homework clubs.

In March this year the libraries linked up with a School completion programme in the Whitechurch area. This is a community initiative organised by youth workers based in the area. It follows children in Scoil Mhuire. They have a homework club, and a school aftercare service. They support children at risk in providing a safe place for them to do their homework. Tying two strands of the Right to Read initiative the libraries have increased the opening hours in Whitechurch to accommodate this scheme as well as arranging school visits from Scoil Mhuire.

The Libraries have set up connections with St Paul’s SNS homework club in Greenhills. The Libraries are going to lend books to the club. If this goes well we can link up with more schemes of this kind.

The position in our other libraries is as follows:

Clondalkin Library cater for around 12 children who regularly come in to do their homework between 2.45 and 4.30. An area is provided for them and members of staff are available to answer any queries about the homework

Castletymon Library
Around 20 children do their homework in Castletymon Library. They also get help from the staff with their school projects.

Ballyroan Library
Around 10 children regularly do their homework in the library on an informal basis. 

Lucan Library
Every day a group of 4 children to do their homework in the library. They stay for around an hour each day

The libraries latest project in this area is a Family literacy initiative in conjunction with Collinstown Park Community College. There will be a number of projects contained in this but of interest here is the setting up a homework venue for parents and children to come to for one afternoon a week over a 6 week period. It is also planned that to encourage continuing reading in the home, each family will be supplied with a “reading shelf” for their home. This will be custom made to suit the individual families. For instance where there are younger siblings, a couple of board books will be included. To encourage fathers to participate, where appropriate, a sports book, etc will be included in the pack. A reference book and a popular novel will be included in all packs. 

The Council currently supports the ‘Get Ahead’ homework club in Neilstown.

This project will shortly be moving in to the new community facility at Weaver’s Row, Neilstown.

b) Housing
In the design and allocation of social housing every effort is made to ensure that family living requirements, including learning, are facilitated.  

The Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government’s Guidelines on ‘Sustainable Urban Housing: Design Standards for New Apartments’ (September 2007) state that “children’s requirements for study space also need to be considered at the design stage (and that) the second bedroom in a two-bedroom unit should be of a sufficient size and shape to be also used for study purposes”.  These Guidelines are being implemented by the Council’s Planning Department and developers are required to demonstrate compliance with them in relation to areas for study purposes.

c) Initiating Empowering Literacy Courses
The Libraries are targeting early intervention schemes to encourage reading.

This year we launched a scheme entitled “Books for Tots” Every pre-school child who registered to join the library was given their first book to keep. 

Books were selected that were suitable for pre-school children. Letters were sent to Crèche Managers and to parents. 

Each branch manager contacted the crèches in their catchment area.

The crèche managers were asked to give each child an envelope containing the letter to the parent and two library application forms, one for the child and one for the adult. As each child registered for their library ticket they were presented with one book to keep. This continued throughout the week 1st to 8th March and again for Library Ireland week. Effectively the campaign will last for as long as the books do.

The “Books for Tots” scheme follows on from the “Begin with Books” scheme that we initiated last year. The scheme involved lending five picture books for three months to children up to the age of two.

The Libraries have set up links with the Clover Project in Clondalkin. The project’s aims are to improve the school readiness of children starting primary school, to involve parents in their child’s learning from an early age and to stimulate reading in the home. This equates with the aims of the Right to Read campaign. The libraries supply the project with books. 

The Schools Library Service have classroom novel sets that are leant to schools for three months. The sets consist of 30 copies of a novel

The following initiatives are already in place in South Dublin Libraries:

Opening the Book Collections. These collections of books for children have been placed in all our libraries since 2002. They comprise quality books on different themes and are mainly aimed at the 9 – 11 year olds. Specific collections for teenagers were also purchased. These books are not necessarily curriculum related but are designed to facilitate reading for pleasure and ease of selection for the children.

Multicultural Collections. Books of a multicultural nature have been purchased and placed in all our branch libraries. The collections include dual-language titles, information books on religions, cultures and countries, storybooks from many different cultures and picture books featuring many different nationalities. Each of the 99 primary schools in the county has also been given a collection of multicultural books for the past three years as part of their school allocation from the School Library Service.

Boys Club. This is a collection of books developed by the School Library Service and made available to all primary school teachers. It contains books of particular interest to boys – many information books, sports titles etc. 

Traveller Collection. The Schools Library Service has assembled a collection of material particularly suited to the needs of traveller children. This material was sourced mainly in the UK and is proving extremely popular with teachers. 

Begin with Books. Reading to babies and young children gives them an early love of books and encourages them to become lifelong readers. Begin with Books is a kit of five picture books designed for children from birth to two years of age. The kit is available for borrowing for a three-month period from any of our libraries. 

There are active mother and toddlers groups in our library branches.

d) Establishing Learning Zones
Dublin City Libraries have established Learning Zones recently. They are defined as a child friendly space supported by specially chosen reading and reference materials together with access to educational websites and computer software. South Dublin County Libraries supply all of these ingredients in our branch libraries. There are children’s libraries in our branches where the material is specially chosen using the expertise of the staff. Computers are provided in each branch and there are software programmes for children as well as access to databases such as Britannica Junior and Britannica Student.’’
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors R. Dowds, T. McDermott, G. O’Connell, C. Keane and E. Maloney.

Mr. J. Horan, County Manager and Mr Ian Stobbard, County Librarian responded to the Members queries.

CLIMATE CHANGE COMMITTEE


It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor C. Keane:  
“That South Dublin County Council resolves to set up a Climate Change Committee, possibly as a Sub-Committee of the Environment Strategic Policy, and requests the Manager to investigate draft terms of reference for such a Committee, including mechanisms for dialogue and co-operation with similar Committes where they have been established by the other Greater Dublin Area Local Authorities, and to bring forward a report to the January 2008 Council Meeting.”
REPORT:
‘’The following proposal was put to the Environment SPC on 7th November 2007:-

"This Strategic Policy Committee calls on South Dublin County Council to link with the other local authorities in Dublin, to draw up and implement a 5 year strategy, reviewed every 12 months, to ensure that our forward thinking and dynamic County impacts positively on Climate Change. This first 5 year strategy will run until the Kyoto deadline of 31st December 2012. 
The Climate Change Strategy will develop actions in areas including:

Waste Management: Diversion of organic waste from landfill disposal to composting. Promotion of reduction, reusing and recycling of all waste as an alternative to landfill & incineration.

Transport: Promote transport alternatives to cars.Take measures to switchSouth Dublin County Councilvehicles to renewable energy sources. Engage with public transport providers, including Dublin Bus, to advance policies in keeping with this proposal.

Planning: Develop planning guidelines for development of lands at risk of flooding under current climate change forecasts. Ensure that all developments are socially & environmentally sustainable. Develop integrated actions on spatial planning to reduce commuting and other sources of carbon emissions. 
Energy generation: Actions be taken to increase the use of renewable energy sources in heating existing buildings and new developments. Fitting renewable energy sources be standard in renovation programmes for Dublin City Council properties.
Biodiversity: Develop policies to protect sensitive habitats from negative impacts of climate change.
Policy Proofing: Ensure all policy developed by South Dublin County Councilare environmentally and ecologically proofed to meet the highest international standards 

An interdepartmental group involving Management, Councillors and civic groups is to be established by Decemberto oversee this proposal, including a period of public consultation and its implementation."
Following discussion it was agreed to recommend the proposal to the Council. It was further agreed that, as Dublin City had already commenced work on a strategy for the city that the Council would seek to have a similar approach so that any opportunities for joint working on the action plan could be explored. The following Members agreed to participate in the sub-group - Mr. Brian Buckley, Ms. C Kiernan, Councillor G. O'Connell, Councillor J. Lahart.  The Council has made contact with CODEMA to discuss the strategy and are awaiting a meeting date from them.

A draft strategy will go to the SPC when the sub-group have completed their work and once the SPC have agreed it will come back before the Council.’’
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors E. Tuffy, T. McDermott and C. Keane.

Ms. P. Poole, Director of Environment responded to the Members queries.

“That the Council ensure that the Affordable Housing policy is just and fair in its treatment of individuals.”

GAA LANDS


It was proposed by Councillor J. Daly, seconded by Councillor J. Hannon:
“That this Council honour and complete the contract between South Dublin County Council and the Dublin County Board (GAA), which was agreed and paid for by the Dublin County Board in 1995, this means to transfer to the Dublin County Board the deeds and the lands which are legally theirs.”
REPORT:
“The Council, following an approach by the Dublin County GAA Board, approved the disposal of 26 acres of land at Rathcoole in 1996 for the provision of playing pitches and dressing rooms to meet the growing playing needs of the population of this part of Dublin, subject to the following terms and conditions:

(1) That the full and final settlement shall be in the sum of IR£200,000.00 (two hundred thousand pounds).

(2) That the Council will dispose of its fee simple interest in the lands and give vacant possession to the subject lands on completion.

(3) The sale shall be by way of contract providing for payment of 10% of the purchase price on signing of the contract. The balance to be paid on closing of the sale not exceeding two months from the signing of the contract.

(4) The G.A.A. will be responsible for the provision of adequate boundary fencing to the lands being disposed of and appropriate car parking facilities.

(5) A right of way on the western side of the Council’s lands to access the lands being disposed of will be granted.

(6) That no agreement enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until exchange of contracts has taken place.

(7) That each party be responsible for its own respective legal costs of the transaction.

The GAA County Board considered the lands to be very suitable to their needs.

The consideration of IR £200,000 was paid in full by the County Board.

The Council has been frustrated ever since in its endeavours to provide the right of way through it’s own lands. 

On 14th March, 2007 the Council made a Compulsory Purchase Order for the purposes of providing a new road from Stoney Lane and to serve the lands in question and submitted it to An Bord Pleanála for confirmation. The Council has on the 6th September, 2007 made a confirmation order and Notice of Confirmation has now been served on all parties affected by the Compulsory Purchase Order. 

The Council has recently been advised by the Dublin County Board that a project team is being assembled to advance their development proposals for the lands.’’
A discussion followed with a contribution from Councillor J. Daly.  

Mr. J. Horan, County Manager and Ms. E. Maguire, Senior Executive Officer responded to the Members queries.

The motion was PASSED.

(C/0035/08) DOMESTIC REFUSE COLLECTION CHARGES IN 2008  


It was proposed by Councillor D. Keating, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:
“That the Manager would report on his intentions for domestic refuse collection charges in 2008, including confirmation that there will not be the introduction of an annual charge in addition to the existing bin tag charge.”
REPORT:
“The domestic refuse charge is in the form of a tag at present. It is proposed that a new system be developed which will replace the tag and enable customers to pre-pay their accounts and avoid the physical purchase of the tag. The costs in relation to the domestic refuse collection consider a wide range of factors and is kept under review on a regular basis. 

The Council offers a wide range of environmental services to the people of South Dublin including Civic Amenity Centre at Ballymount, bring banks, street sweeping, handcart staff in towns and villages as well as in some neighbourhoods, junk collections direct from householders are just some. In addition the green bin collection has just been increased to twice monthly doubling the capacity of householders to recycle and further reducing their cost. The recent agreement of the Council to the new bye-laws for the presentation of household and commercial waste will also have an impact on the county and reduce the level of indirect littering.

Members were advised at the Budget 2008 meeting that no change is being made to the amounts being charged for the council's refuse collection service.’’
A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors D. Keating and M. Murphy.  

Ms. P. Poole responded to the Members queries.

The report was NOTED.  Councillor M. Murphy indicated that he wished to record the fact that he was opposed to the contents of the report..

DEVELOPMENT LEVIES   


It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell:
“That South Dublin County Council review its policy on the charging of development levies to County Dublin Vocational Education Committee for the building of dedicated extensions to existing VEC school buildings where the extension is to be used completely to provide education and training programmes for disdvantaged groups of participants, as the imposition of the development levy may make some VEC initiatives for disadvantaged groups impossible to realise. 

REPORT:
“The Council’s policy in respect of the rate of development contribution applied in grants of permission, to post primary school proposed development is set out in the Council’s Development Contributions Scheme, which was adopted in December 2003, as follows:-

“Post Primary School development shall be liable to pay development contributions     at 50% of the standard rate (€43.27 per metre square) which applies to industrial/commercial development”
In the circumstances and having regard to the fact that the VEC is a State funded organization it is considered reasonable that it should pay the 50% contribution required by the existing Scheme towards the expenditure incurred by the Council in providing services to the proposed development.’’

THE FORGOTTEN IRISH EMIGRANTS   

The following motion in the name of Councillor D. Keating was MOVED and RE-ENTERED.

“That the Manager will present a detailed report for discussion on how South Dublin County Council can support The Forgotten Irish Emigrants, including consultations with the Department of Foreign Affairs.”
REPORT:

“’The Council's housing stock includes 740 one-bedroom units, which have generally been allocated to elderly/single persons.  A further 58 one bedroom units have been provided by Voluntary Housing Associations and are allocated on a similar basis.

The Council is currently developing the following sheltered housing projects in conjunction with Housing Associations/developers:

	These units are due for completion in February 2008 and will be managed by Fold Housing Association (Ireland) limited.

	There are proposals for the provision of 51 units of sheltered accommodation for the elderly at the site of the former Eircom Training Centre, Wainsfort Road, Terenure. Part V agreement has been reached between the developer and the Council. It is likely that the units will be managed on behalf of the Council by a Voluntary Housing Association with the relevant expertise required to manage such a facility.  These units are scheduled for completion mid 2009.  


Other opportunities for the provision of sheltered accommodation will be advanced as proposals are considered at pre planning discussion stage and as projects are presented to the Council by housing associations.

A draft  'Financial Contribution Scheme' similar to that operated by Dublin City Council, is currently under consideration.  The draft scheme provides for senior citizens owning dwellings within South Dublin County Council's administrative area  excessive to their current housing needs, to  apply to the Council to purchase their home on condition that a percentage of the proceeds of the sale be paid to the Council in return for a life long tenancy of sheltered accommodation.  A report will be presented to the Elected Members in the first quarter of 2008.  It is envisaged that such a scheme would provide an important mechanism for sourcing family type houses for letting by the Council while reducing the significant number of under occupied dwellings in the County.

The Council will also continue to promote the improved use of its own rented housing stock through facilitating, where possible, existing elderly Council tenants wishing to surrender larger units of accommodation in return for housing in smaller units of accommodation more suited to their needs.

The terms of the Capital Assistance Scheme for voluntary housing projects funded by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government through the local authorities allow for up to 25% of the accommodation in a project being allocated to elderly emigrants returning to this country from abroad who satisfy the required eligibility criteria.  DoEHLG Circular VHU 2/02 refers.  The Safe Home Programme operating under the auspices of the Department of Foreign Affairs provides a co-ordinating role for emigrants wishing to return to their native counties in Ireland.   Contact has been made by the Council's Housing Department with the Development Officer of the Safe Home Programme with a view to establishing the demand for accommodation of this nature within administrative area of South Dublin County Council.’’
