1.       Having regard to the established pattern of development of development in the area, it is considered that the proposed dwellings would not be in keeping with the area. Therefore the applicant is requested to submit revised drawings incorporating the following changes:

(a) Reducing the bulk of the row of dwellings by separating them into two separate blocks. This may require a reduction in number of dwellings from 6 to 5 to allow for adequate separation distance and sufficient provision of private open space. It should be noted that the Planning Authority has concerns about the amount of private open space proposed for House no. 1.

2.       The dwellings located along Glendoo Close on the western boundary of the proposed development, have pedestrian access gates that open onto the subject site. This, however, has not been indicated on the submitted site layout plan and it appears that the proposed rear boundary wall will be constructed up to this point. The applicant is requested to address this issue.

3.       (a) The applicant is requested to submit a revised detailed Landscape Plan with full works specification.  This plan to include detailed specifications relating to paths, drainage, boundary treatment, planting, hard surfaces and street trees planting where necessary.   Detailed sections and elevation of the open spaces to be provided indicating changes in levels, planting, hard surfaces and irrigation systems.  Details regarding the type, size, location and number of plants proposed should be clearly indicated on a Planting Plan to accompany the Landscape Master Plan.

(b) The applicant should submit details for the future management and maintenance of all area of open space within the proposed development. 

4.       Applicant is requested to submit a letter of consent from the owner of the private foul drain located in the laneway given written permission consenting to the proposed connection

The applicant is required to comply with the request for further information within 6 months of the date of the request.

4. No such antenna shall be erected on the front roof slope of the house or higher than the highest part of the roof of the house.

Should the Council become aware that a satellite dish type antenna has been erected within the curtlage of a house and does not meet the above criteria, a Warning letter pursuant to Section 152 of the Planning & Development Act 2000 issues to the owner/occupier requesting the removal of the satellite dish within a period of 4 weeks. On expiry of the Warning Letter a further inspection is carried out and an Enforcement Notice issues where necessary.”

SD05A/0847 - Demolition of the existing 3 storey school building and the construction of 30 no. dwellings which are broken down into 5 blocks A, B, C, D and E all above basement as follows: Block A consists of a 3 storey block containing a total of 5 no. apartments as follows- 4 no. 3 bed & 1 no. 2 bed apartments with dormer windows facing north-east & south-west;  Block B consists of a 4 storey block containing, 7 no. apartments consisting of 6 no. 2 bed apartments and 1 no. 3 bed apartment which is incorporated within the roof with dormer windows facing north-east & south-west;  Block C consists of a 4 storey block containing 7 no. apartments consisting of 6 no. 2 bed apartments and 1 no. 3bed apartment which isincorporated within the roof with dormer windows facing north-west and south-east;  Block D consists of 9 no. 3 storey terrace houses consisting of 9 no. 3 bed with balconies;  Block E consists of a 4 storey block containing 2 no. 4 bed houses with the fourth floor incorporated within the roof and dormer windows facing north-east & south-west;  basement level consists of 44 no. car parking spaces, plant room, attenuation tank, and lift & stairs for access to the courtyard and access to Block E;  ground level consists of 7 no. car spaces, refuse storage and bicycle storage located to the south-east of the site and covered lift and staircase for access to the basement located in the courtyard, together with an E.S.B. substation facing south-west with pedestrian and vehicular access off Limekiln Farm Road with security gates all with proposed landscaped courtyard, boundary treatment and site development works. Permission was granted by the Council on 9/12/05 and by An Bord Pleanala on 16/6/06.

The site is zoned “A” – to protect and/or improve residential amenity.

A commencement notice has not been received to date by the Planning Department in respect of Planning Ref: SD05A/0847.

The site has been examined by the Council’s inspector under the Derelict Sites Act 1990 and is not considered derelict.  However, it is understood that the owners are currently negotiating with adjoining land owners to establish access to the site to be developed under SD05A/0847.”
