THE PROVISION OF A CYCLE LANE IN TYMON PARK
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

“To ask the Manager to consider the provision of a cycle lane in Tymon Park, which would be a major asset for recreational users of the park?"

REPLY:
The Council’s strategy document for the provision of connected walking and cycling routes through parks, open spaces and roads entitled “Green Routes in South Dublin County” was presented at the Council Meeting on April 10th, 2007.  This report outlines a proposal to develop a cycle route which would connect through parks, open spaces, industrial estates and roads along the M50 and would include Tymon Park.  This proposal has not yet progressed to the detailed design stage and does not have an identified funding source at present.

THE LOWER TENNIS COURTS IN KINGSWOOD HEIGHTS
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

" To ask the Manager to outline in detail what proposals there are for the rejuvanation of the lower tennis courts in Kingswood Heights?." 

REPLY:
There are two sets of tennis courts situated on the main open space at Kingswood Heights. They are set out on two levels because of the sloping nature of the open space and are considered to be underutilized.  The lower courts are currently floodlit and fully enclosed with ball-stop fencing and are used by a local soccer club for night-time football training.  The upper courts are not securely fenced and because they are somewhat secluded, they have in recent years become a location for anti-social activity. They are not considered to be in good condition.

The Parks Department has recently submitted an application for grant aid to the Department of Arts Sport and Tourism under the 2008 Sports Capital Programme to upgrading of all the courts situated on the Kingswood Heights open space. The proposals for the upgrading of the courts include the installation of an artificial grass all-weather surface on the lower tennis courts to enhance its suitability for football training. The proposed treatment of the upper courts provides for the fencing of the area and provision of a multi-sport artificial grass surface, capable of accommodating tennis, football training and basketball. 

The estimated cost of these works is €300,000 and a grant of €210,000 has been sought.

The closing date for applications was the 7th March 2008 and a response to our application is awaited.

REPLY:

REINSTATEMENT OF GREEN AREA ADJACENT TO BANCROFT PARK
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

" To ask the Manager to have arranged for the green area, adjacent to Bancroft Park to be reinstated to its original condition following a drainage work done at a nearby development?."

REPLY:
The Parks Department has been in contact with the developer responsible for service installations in the area of public open space at Bancroft Park.  The developer has engaged a landscape contractor to carry out the reinstatement works as soon as weather conditions are favourable.  The works will be carried out under the supervision and to the satisfaction of the Parks Department.

WOODEN BOLLARDS ON THE OPEN SPACE ADJOINING DESELBY
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager if he would consider placing wooden bollards on the open space adjoining Deselby, as a means of preventing illegal and unauthorised parking, particularly by members of the travelling community, who repeatedly use this site as a temporary encampment, and given the recent spate of encampments at this location, if this matter can now be fast tracked by the Parks Department, and if the Parks Department have received a request from the Travellers Support Unit that such a project be undertaken, and if he will make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
Over the last year or two, illegal encampments have been established at several locations in and adjacent to De Selby estate.  The open space areas located on both sides of De Selby Road, at the N81, Blessington Road entrance to the estate, have been used for such encampments in recent times. As there is no formal boundary between the road and the open space, the cost of securing of the extensive boundaries (in excess of 600 linear metres) against encroachment would be considerable. The use of timber bollards would cost in the region of €35,000. It has also been noted that encampments have taken place on the road margin outside De Selby Crescent. As this is an ongoing problem in this area, the matter will be raised with the Traveller Accommodation Unit for discussion.

THE WOODEN STAKES  RECENTLY INSTALLED ON FORTUNESTOWN WAY
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager, in light of the difficulties that have been created for motorists accessing Fortunestown Way via Drumcara Avenue in Jobstown, right handed turning movements from Drumcara Avenue to Fortunestown Way in particular, if he would agree to amend or alter the wooden stakes that were recently installed on Fortunestown Way and while understanding the need for this project, if a slight alteration of the planks could now be put in place so that cars coming from Drumcara Avenue would not be obstructed in attempting to access the very busy and dangerous Fortunestown Way, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY:
In order to prevent future illegal encampments on the roadside open spaces at Fortunestown 
Way, Jobstown a joint initiative was taken by the Parks Department and the Traveller Accommodation Unit, to secure the perimeter of these areas by installing wooden bollards along the public road.  These bollards were placed as close as possible to the main road to remove any possible margin or space for the parking of vehicles along the roadside.  

However, since these bollards were installed complaints have been received from local residents in relation to difficulties experienced by some vehicles accessing Fortunestown Way from Dromcarra Avenue. The Parks Department has sought the assistance of the Traffic Section of the Roads Department who are currently investigating the matter. Any modifications to the scheme recommended by the Traffic Section will be implemented without delay.Bottom of Form

THE OPEN SPACE BETWEEN VERSCHOYLE DRIVE AND CARRIGMORE ESTATE
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager if the Parks Department intend reinstating the bordering hedges and trees between Verschoyle Drive and Carrigmore Estate, given the instances of vandalism at this location, and if he is aware of groups of youths using this open space for drinking and anti-social behaviour, and if the Parks Department have considered blocking the access between Carrigmore and Saggart Abbey as a means of stopping and deterring anti-social behaviour in the area, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY:
The County Council is aware of the problems relating to drinking and anti-social behaviour on the open space situated between Verschoyle Drive and Carrigmore Estate, Saggart.  However this area of land is currently in private ownership and is not under the control of the County Council. These lands were recently the subject of an application for planning permission for the development of a public park and associated recreational facilities but it is understood that this application has now been withdrawn. The area of land extends over approx.4.48 hectares (11 acres), is conditioned and designated for future parkland and is in the ownership of three separate landowners, the greater portion of which is related to the adjoining Carrigmore housing development. 

The developer of the adjoining Citywest Shopping Centre has recently put forward updated proposals for the development of this area as an enclosed public park to serve the adjoining residential developments. The agreement to fund this proposal is in compliance with a requirement to finance local recreational facilities in accordance with a previous grant of planning permission for the Shopping Centre site. 

The current proposals include the construction of a network of pedestrian pathways, retention of existing trees and hedgerows, children’s playground, additional car-parking, new tree plantings, junior kick-about pitch, boundary treatments, gates etc. The Parks Department has recently had discussions with the developer of the Citywest Shopping Centre regarding the proposals and has sought some amendments/improvements.  Further clarification on the precise and agreed details of the proposed works is now awaited, following which it is understood that local residents in the area will be consulted. 
It should be noted that any completion of the outstanding  park development works at this location, will not relieve the remaining two landowners involved of their specific obligations under any existing grants of planning permission, for the development of this and/or other open space areas under their control.

PROPOSAL IN 2008 FOR THE SEAN WALSH PARK IN OLD BAWN
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren
“To ask the Manager if he could set out exactly what is proposed in 2008 for the Sean Walsh Park in Old Bawn and if he could set out a timeframe involved for the construction of a playground and installation of bridges as part of this Programme, and if he could set out when work on this latest phase within Sean Walsh Park is likely to commence, and if he will make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The Parks Department has recently completed works on upgrading the existing pedestrian bridges in Sean Walsh Park and it is proposed to have these re-painted as soon as weather conditions permit. A new tarmacadam pathway linking the entrance to the park at Old Bawn Community School to the existing pedestrian entrance on the Tallaght By-Pass (opposite the Plaza Hotel) will be provided shortly, as part of the Parks Works Programme 2008. The main park signs and information located at the pedestrian overbridge and at the Old Bawn Road entrance to the Park, have also been painted and upgraded in recent weeks. 

The Parks Department is currently working on a design brief and specification for the construction of the proposed children’s playground, which is due to go out to Public Tender in the near future. Investigations are also currently underway with regard to the availability of E.S.B., water and other services required for the future safe operation of the playground. It is hoped to have playground construction works commenced in late summer 2008. 

With regard to the latest phase of Sean Walsh Park an underground bring bank (the first of its kind in public use in Ireland) has recently been installed on a trial basis in the car-park near the Parks Depot. In addition it is proposed to proceed with the installation of additional pedestrian bridges in the remaining sections of this part of the park over the summer months, as funds become available.Bottom of Form

SKATE PARK IN THE VICINITY OF THE TALLAGHT LEISURE CENTRE

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The Parks Department has recently submitted an application for grant aid to the Department of Arts Sport and Tourism under the 2008 Sports Capital Programme for the construction of a skate park in Jobstown Park, beside the Tallaght Leisure Centre.  The estimated cost of this project is €230,000 and a grant of €161,000 has been sought. The closing date for applications was the 7th March 2008 and a response to our application is awaited. 

The operation to date of the Lucan Skate Park, which is the only other such facility in South Dublin, has proved very successful and it was considered appropriate that a similar facility be provided in Jobstown Park (close to an existing sports and leisure complex), to serve the West Tallaght area. The application has received the support of the Rapid Area Implementation Team.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr, J. Hannon, C. King, J. Daly and C. Jones contributed, Mr B. Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED.

Where graffiti is on private property, the Environmental Services Department's policy is to engage with local residents in the area and to supply materials to allow the residents to remove the graffiti where possible.  The Litter Warden has been in contact with the residents in this area  on numerous occasions in an effort to get their assistance to clean up the graffiti in the affected locations.  However, despite the materials being offered to them to enable this work to be carried out, this has not been done.   The owners/occupiers of the properties in question will be advised by the Litter Warden of their obligations under the Litter Pollution Act, 1997 as amended to ensure that their properties are kept free of graffiti and enforcement proceedings will be considered if no remedial action is undertaken by them.

CONTACT TO BE MADE  IN RELATION TO THE POSITION OF BROADSTRAP
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

" To ask the Manager to arrange for contact to be made with the residents of details supplied * and will the Manager please note, that this issue was raised via a written question in November, 2007 and the reply back gave incorrect information in relation to the position of broadstrap, which is at least six feet away from the wall mentioned in the November, 2007 reply. Please note that an identical reply was provided via a letter to residents in November, 2005. Will the Manager please arrange for all the residents on this connection to be notified of their repsonsibility in relation to this on-going problem and will a site visit  with the residents of  details supplied above take place to clarify the issues raised above?."

REPLY:
There are two problems with the drain at the location mentioned in the Question which are unrelated to each other.

The first problem is at the broadstrap as previously identified by the Inspector who has visited the area on a number of occasions in regard to this problem.The location of the broadstrap is in the foundation of the original garage, which has been converted into a two storey living space.  There was no change to the dimension or footprint of the building itself.  The location of this broadstrap makes it extremely difficult to access.  There is also a difficulty in carrying out drain clearances as access to the drain must be made through the house itself and this entails bringing a hose which contains foul residue through living areas.  The only other alternative is to take the hose over the roof and this is considered unsafe from a health and safety at work point of view.

The other problem lies between two houses (36 & 38), one of which has had a conservatory built over it and the other has a kitchen extension.  The Inspector and Area Engineer are of the opinion that there is a “belly” in the pipe at this location which requires remedial works. A previous request to carry out a camera survey at this location was refused by the resident at No 38.

The Area Engineer has reported that it would be advisable for the residents to engage the services of a competent private contractor who would be in a position to give the attention, expertise and resources required to resolve the problems on this private drain.

As requested contact has again been made with the residents concerned who have been informed of their responsibilities in the matter.

The Housing Department also employs 5 Estate Management Officers who have been assigned responsibility for Estate Management Functions countywide. In addition regular Council clinics are held around the county at which members of the public can attend to raise any housing issue which is of concern to them.

In relation to the Housing Allocations function, community representatives are consulted in relation to the allocation of council dwellings. The power to allocate houses is exercised by the County Manager as an executive function and allocations are made by reference to the Council's Scheme of Letting Priorities which was adopted by the Elected Members and approved by the Minister for Housing and Urban Renewal in December 2006.

RE-FIT (KITCHENS, WINDOWS ETC) IN THE TYMON NORTH AREA
QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy

"Is it possible that the Council could re-fit (Kitchens, Windows etc) in at least some houses in the Tymon North Area to give confidence amongst Council Tenants in the area as to what this project will mean for them and give definite completion dates to all Tenants?"

REPLY:
Total housing stock for Tymon North area is 118 units and Tymonville area is 127 units.  Outlined below is a comprehensive listing of all projects conducted by the Housing Department which have been undertaken in both areas.  These programmes are run countywide and are prioritized on the basis of age of council estates.

1. Window Replacement Programme
In respect of the Window Replacement Programme, in the first quarter of 2005 a sample survey was carried out on windows in 12 estates countywide in order to determine the fabric condition of these windows. Following analysis of the results of the survey it was decided to proceed with a pilot programme of 622 units Countywide. Those estates included in the pilot programme were Drumcairn, Kilcarrig, Killinarden Estate, Killinarden Heights and Knockmore in Tallaght and St. Mark’s and Rowlagh in Clondalkin. Funding for this pilot programme was sanctioned from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government in 2006 and the programme commenced on site in November 2006. It is expected that this programme will be completed in April of this year. 

The addresses which have been identified for Phase 1 are as follows: Donomore Estate, Glenshane Estate, and Kilmartin Estate in Tallaght, and Neilstown Estate, Harelawn Estate and Liscarne Estate,  Clondalkin.  All these estates have been chosen because they were constructed between the years 1975-1980 and have regular sized openings and standard reveals, common cross sections in frames and opening sashes. It is anticipated that this phase will commence late 2008 and will roll out over the next eighteen months.

As this is a county wide programme all council dwellings including Tymon North Estate will be included during the programme. It is not possible to move outside of this schedule as it will cause undue delays to the implementation of the entire programme. 

The Architectural Services Department has indicated that based on the numbers of dwellings requiring double glazed units and the scope of works involved, the window upgrade programme as administered by the Housing Projects Section is likely to be phased over the 6 year period 2007-2012. 

Housing Maintenance Section are currently carrying out improvements works including emergency window repairs where required as part of their response maintenance programme.

2. Gas Fired Central Heating Programme
In relation to the Gas fired Central Heating Programme, this programme has been completed in Tymon North Estate.

3. Mains smoke alarm Programme
Under this programme work will be commencing in Tymon North Estate in the autumn.

4. Kitchen Programme
In relation to the kitchen replacement programme currently in operation by the maintenance section, 7 kitchen replacements in 2007 and 1 kitchen replacement 2006 have been completed in the Tymon North and Tymonville area. This programme will continue countywide, kitchen replacement need is determined after inspection by the Senior Clerk of works. 

5. Older Person dwellings
Maintenance Section have currently undertaken a refurbishment programme of Older person dwellings throughout the county. No. 1 – 4 Tymonville Park have been included in this programme and works carried out include replacement kitchens, installation of fire escape works and landscaping.

2.  Enter into further negotiations with the ITT with a view to obtaining a smaller plot of lands adjacent to the existing R.C.P. with a view to allowing for the refurbishment of the site for all the existing families.

3. Develop an alternative site within South Dublin County Council to cater for the families on the existing site.

At this time discussions are continuing with the ITT in respect of the 1st and 2nd options above.

“A detailed scheme for the upgrading of the open space area between Cushlawn and Deerpark has now been prepared.
This scheme includes the erection of a low stone retaining wall and a 1.3m high railing on the Cushlawn side and the regrading of the open space so that the grass can be cut and the area taken in charge by the Parks Department. The erection of this wall and railing should alleviate the anti social activity in the car parking area of Deerpark Lodge.  If this fails to address the problems we can revisit the issue.  A meeting is being arranged between the Residents Committee, Council officials and Circle Voluntary Housing to discuss the proposed scheme.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors C. King and M. Corr contributed, Mr H. Hogan, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that the Manager would arrange a meeting with the Members, Council Officials and residents for further discussion on this matter.
