NEIGHBOURHOOD CENTRE AT JUNCTION OF BEECHDALE ROAD AND OLDCOURT ROAD
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

“To ask the Manager to outline what the planning department's assessment is of the viability of the proposed neighbourhood centre at the junction of Beechdale Road and Oldcourt Road and as to whether the re-location of the neighbourhood centre to an alternative site south of the Oldcourt Road has been examined and if so is it intended to include the Crèche and Community facility the people of Beechdale were led to believe would be built at the junction of the Oldcourt Road and Beechdale and will he make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY:
In the course of preparing for a Local Area Plan for West Oldcourt, it was deemed appropriate to examine the availability and distribution of Local Centre facilities in the area.   From a planning viewpoint, it was considered that a site located central to the area to be developed, a short distance from Beechdale would better serve the retail needs of the community to be accommodated in the area.   The site at Beechdale was designated in advance of the zoning of significant additional lands at West Oldcourt for residential development.  The as yet, undeveloped Local Centre at Beechdale would retain a local centre designation to facilitate a range of potential uses provided for in the County Development Plan, and would be directly linked to the retail centre.

At the Tallaght ACM (2) meeting on 23/10/06 members agreed that a filling station be provided for as part of the new Local Centre within the West Oldcourt Local Area Plan lands.  Provision for a filling station in conjunction with the West Oldcourt local centre is more appropriate than provision for a filling station and crèche located side by side in the Beechdale centre.

These proposals will be subject to a statutory public consultation process following the preparation of a draft Local Area Plan for West Oldcourt before being proceeded with further.

The existing planning permission for the Beechdale local centre site was granted to Maplewood Developments on 26/02/2003 for:

Residential development of 290 no. dwellings consisting of 6 no. 4 bed detached houses, 120 no. 3 and 4 bed semi-detached houses, 54 no. 3 and 4 bed terraced houses and 106 no. 2 bed apartments and 4 no. 2 bed apartments over a local centre of 1389m2 including a 229m2 crèche, a 154m2 community facility unit with 7 other neighbourhood units along with all associated public open space, site services and infrastructural works, including realignment of Old Court Road and Daletree Road on site of approx. 21 acres located North of Old Court Road and west of Daletree Road with access off Old Court Road and Daletree Road at Ballycullen.

PROVISION OF ADDITIONAL PLACES OF WORSHIP IN THE TALLAGHT/SAGGART/RATHCOOLE AREAS
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

“To ask the Manager to indicate what efforts he has made in ensuring or assessing the need for the provision of additional places of worship in the Tallaght/Saggart/Rathcoole areas?”

REPLY:
There is no specific policy in the County Development Plan 2004-2010 regarding the provision of places of worship. 

A ‘Church’ is ‘Open for Consideration’ under all Zoning Objectives, except in areas zoned ‘B’ and ‘GB’ where ‘Church’ is ‘Permitted in Principle’.

In Schedule 3: Definition of Use Classes in the County Development Plan, ‘Church’ is defined as “any structure habitually used as a place of public worship or for religious instruction.”

The provision of facilities serving the common needs of the general community is recognized as an essential requirement of the proper planning and development of urban and rural areas. Places of worship are generally regarded as being part of the community facilities usually available in most town, village and suburban areas. 

However, unlike other facilities which serve the general community, they are normally provided by the members of particular religious faiths to serve their needs. 

Policy SCR 6: Community Facilities in the County Development Plan 2004-2010, states as follows:

It is the policy of the Council to require as part of all new residential and commercial developments, and in existing developments where appropriate, provision to be made for facilities including local/neighbourhood shops, childcare facilities, schools and recreational facilities, and to seek their provision concurrent with development.
It is the policy of the Council to ensure that new communities are served by adequate community facilities which are accessible to everyone and which are within walking distance of housing, including shops, recreation facilities, schools and crèches.
Applicants for residential developments will be required to submit proposals for such facilities during the planning application process and conditions will be attached to permissions requiring the provision of facilities as required by the Council, in tandem with the development. Standards for the provision of community facilities are set out in Chapter 11 – Urban Design.
Policy SCR 8: School and College Sites makes specific provision for educational facilities as follows:

It is the policy of the Council to ensure that school and college sites are made available in accordance with the requirements of the relevant education authorities.
The Council may require the phased provision of such facilities, in accordance with the provisions of a Local Area Plan or other area plan or planning scheme or study.
Standards for the provision of community facilities set out in Chapter 11 – Urban Design include the following requirements in relation to Community Facilities:
The designated local centre or neighbourhood-scale node is focused on a core hub of facilities that may typically include a group of shops, pub, post office, crèche, doctor’s surgery, health centre, community centre, civic space, park, playground and at least one primary school as well as some local service and/or employment uses.
Certain non-residential land uses are regarded as basic facilities required to serve residential development areas. These include:-

• Childcare facilities; • Local grocery/newsagents shops; • Community centres; • Children’s play areas; • Schools.
This Development Plan introduces a requirement for local shops, community centres and children’s play areas as ‘planning gain’ in accordance with the sustainable placemaking approach to new development. The Council will require smaller developments to pay a development contribution to enable appropriate provision to be made elsewhere.
It appears from the above that a distinction is made in the County Development Plan between the provision of facilities to meet the needs of the wider community, and the provision of facilities that serve the needs of a particular community, such as a religious faith. This is evident in the practice whereby the provision of facilities to meet the common needs of the wider community may be imposed on a development as a form of ‘planning gain’, whereas facilities such as places of worship are not required to be provided in this manner.

In relation to provision for places of worship in the specific areas of the County mentioned in the question the following is noted: 

· No reference is made to any religious facilities in the Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan (2006), nor in the Saggart Action Area Plan (2000). 

· The Rathcoole Local Area Plan (2002) states that no religious denomination indicated a requirement for a new place of worship to serve Rathcoole

WEST OLDCOURT AREA PLAN

QUESTION: Councillor C. King

“To ask the Manager to update the Committee on progress made in relation to the proposed West Oldcourt Area Action Plan and to inform all individuals and groups that made submissions on the pre-draft stage of the current delays in progressing the plan.”

REPLY:
A number of issues remain to be resolved regarding the proposed Draft Local Area Plan, namely:

-         Resolving access and circulation given the existing pattern of traffic in the area. This was a key issue identified in the pre-draft public consultation

-         The treatment of the existing 220Kv power line that traverses the land, and accommodating two existing raw water trunk mains that also traverse the Draft Local Area Plan lands

These issues are being examined and they may take several months to resolve as agreement by a number of independent parties would be necessary.

The drafting of a Local Area Plan is delayed pending their resolution. 

All individuals and groups that made submissions at the pre-draft stage will be notified when the Draft Local Area Plan goes on public display.

LAND ADJACENT TO LUAS, COOKSTOWN STATION

QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

“To ask the Manager to confirm what proposals this Local Authority has for the area adjacent to the Luas Cookstown Station, that was formerly a family residence?”

REPLY:
The area adjacent to the Luas Cookstown Station includes a dwelling house, its grounds, mature trees and a small number of storage sheds.  The site is not in the ownership of the Council and therefore would appear to be in private ownership.  Upon inspection it would appear that the dwelling house is no longer inhabited and temporary hoarding has been installed along a portion of the site’s perimeter bounding the Luas line.

Planning History

S99A/0432      Part use of premises as car sales area.  Permission refused 25/08/1999

S02A/0152      New four storey medical related facility over car parking for 110 cars on two levels.  Application withdrawn.

The site is zoned E – ‘To provide for Enterprise, Employment and Related Uses’ in the County Development Plan 2004-2010.  The Council has no specific proposals for the site.

The Tallaght Town Centre Local Area Plan (LAP) 2006 aims to guide the future development of Tallaght Town Centre as the County Town and facilitate the development of an extended town centre.  Within the LAP a number of precincts have been identified.  The site is located within the Cookstown Station Precinct.  In this precinct the LAP envisages a key building frontage, public square/significant civic space and landmark building in and around this location, as indicated in section 4.8 of the Plan. 

As it appears that the site is in private ownership, any development proposals would therefore, have to comply with the Local Area Plan and undergo the planning application process.

TAKING IN CHARGE - VERSCHOYLE
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“Verschoyle Estate, Tallaght was developed by Kingscroft Developments Limited under Planning Permission Reg. Ref. S95A/0546.
Roads
The taking in charge works in respect of the roads have been completed and the “as constructed” drawings have been submitted by the developer.  It is anticipated that a recommendation for the taking in charge of the roads, footpaths, public lighting and water supply will be brought forward in summer 2008.

It is not proposed to take the drainage system in Verschoyle Estate in charge as it drains into the private drains of City West Business Park.

Parks and Open Spaces.
The public open spaces associated with Verschoyle Estate are currently in private ownership and are not under the control of the County Council. The major part of the open space provision for Verschoyle Estate is located in the area to the west of the City West Shopping Centre and forms part of a larger area of approx.4.48 hectares (11 acres), which is conditioned and designated for future parkland. To date these lands have not been developed and landscaped to an agreed plan in accordance with the requirements of the relevant planning permissions applied to the contributing developments – Verschoyle Estate, Carrigmore Estate and City West Shopping Centre.

It is the policy of the Council to take all of the open spaces associated with a particular development in charge at one time rather than on a phased basis due to the legal and administration requirements involved in registering the Council’s interest in the lands with Land Registry. The open space areas within Verschoyle Estate have been developed and landscaped and the developer, Kingscroft Developments Limited is responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of these areas until such time as they are taken in charge by the Council.

The balance of the lands were the subject of a planning application, Reg. Ref. SD07A/0150, which was lodged by Place Properties Ltd. in 2007 on behalf of the three landowners, including Kingscroft Developments Limited, for the development of a public park and associated recreational facilities. This application was declared withdrawn on 4th December 2007.

Place Properties have recently put forward new proposals for the development of this area as an enclosed public park to serve the adjoining residential developments including Verschoyle Estate. The current proposals include the construction of a network of pedestrian pathways, retention of existing trees and hedgerows, children’s playground, additional car-parking, new tree plantings, junior kick-about pitch, boundary treatments, gates etc. The Parks Department has recently had discussions with Place Properties regarding the proposals and has sought some amendments/improvements.  Further clarification on the precise and agreed details of the proposed works is now awaited, following which it is understood that local residents in the area will be consulted.

All of the open spaces in Verschoyle Estate will be considered for taking in charge upon satisfactory completion of the lands which form part of the proposed park.”
Mr. P. McNamara, Administrative Officer summarised the report.

Proposed variation of County Development Plan – Woodtown Manor, Stocking Lane, Rathfarnham.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“Regarding Proposal for variation of County Development Plan to permit Retirement Homes Scheme at Woodtown Manor House
Introduction
The owners of Woodtown Manor House and its surrounding holding have requested an opportunity to give a briefing to Members on the above proposal.  The owners propose to develop a retirement home scheme on part of the lands in and around the Woodtown Manor House.  It is envisaged that the retirement village complex would consist of some 100 units.

Woodtown Manor House is part of an overall holding of some 52 hectares.  It is proposed to develop approximately 7.6 hectares of this land in the immediate vicinity of the House for the retirement homes complex.  The site is located to the north of the Kilakee Road and to the south of lands currently being developed as part of the Ballycullen-Oldcourt Action Area Plan.

The site on which it is proposed to develop the retirement homes scheme is located within an area zoned ‘B’ in the County Development Plan 2004-2010 in relation to which it is an objective - ‘To protect and improve rural amenity and to provide for the development of agriculture’. 
A Specific Local Objective (SLO 116) is contained in the Development Plan relating to the Woodtown Manor site.  

SLO 116 states as follows:

“Facilitate a hotel development and associated leisure uses at the existing Woodtown Manor House, Stocking Lane, Rathfarnham subject to:
Ø       Due consideration being given to ensuring the conservation of historic, architectural and archaeological features of existing buildings and site.

Ø       The agreed principle of prohibiting clusters of development above the 120 metre contour being strictly observed and
Ø       That any grant of permission to develop the hotel and leisure element of the site include a provision for the adequate upgrading of Stocking Lane to meet the requirements of the extra traffic generated by such development.”

Woodtown Manor House is on the Council’s Record of Protected Structures (RPS ref. 363).  

Recent Planning History
Planning permission was granted by An Bord Pleanala for a hotel on the site on 20th January, 2004.  The planning application was described thus - 

“Hotel development comprising 120 bedrooms over three-storeys including conference, leisure, ancillary hotel facilities and associated car parking, change of use of Woodtown Manor (a protected structure) from residential to hotel use including the conversion of the stable buildings to hotel apartment use (six number suites), demolition of single storey semi-derelict outbuildings, and a temporary wastewater treatment plan, as revised by public notices received by the planning authority on the 3rd day of June, 2003 to provide for the partial removal of a three-storey block involving the removal of 22 number bedrooms, the retention of single storey semi-derelict outbuildings and the subsequent movement of the surrounding development 14 metres approximately from the protected structure in a south-east direction; the reconfiguration of the car parking layout including the movement of 116 number spaces to the rear (east) of the hotel, the reduction of the  number of car parking spaces from 350 to 328, all at Woodtown Manor, Woodtown, Stocking Lanes, Rathfarnham, Dublin”. 

It has been stated by the developers that despite several efforts they been unable to interest any hotel operator in the permitted hotel project as the market is well catered for.  Accordingly the alternative proposal for the retirement homes development is being proposed.

Proposed Development 

Briefly the retirement homes development would include – 

· Restore and re-use the protected Woodtown Manor House.  Within the House it is proposed to develop a public restaurant and also include facilities for doctor, nurse, private dining room, within an area of landscaped grounds etc.  It is also proposed to restore the courtyard and walled garden area. 

· Develop a health and wellbeing and fitness suite including a swimming pool – this would be open to the public 

· Homes would be restricted to persons over 55 years of age and be suitable for disabled residents 

· The 100 homes would range in scale from 1 to 3 storeys in height. 

· Nursing and specialist medical care would be for residents 

· The new complex is stated to be smaller in scale and would be less intrusive than the previously permitted hotel development 

· The new complex is stated to require less car parking and would involve less tree felling than the hotel development 

· Given that the homes would be restricted to persons over 55 years of age a Deed of Covenant under Section 47 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 would be entered into with the Council regarding this.  The landowner has agreed to this. The Deed would regulate and control the use of the land to a retirement complex with continuity of medical and other support services and each residential unit within it to the qualification of user.  

· Provide a public right of way through the grounds so that residents in the vicinity can cross the lands and access the uplands in the vicinity.

County Development Plan 2004-2010
Given that – 

· the lands on which it is proposed to develop the retirement homes scheme are zoned ‘B’ in the County Development Plan 2004-2010 where it is an objective - ‘To protect and improve rural amenity and to provide for the development of agriculture’ 

· the existing Specific Local Objective (SLO 116) is related to facilitating a hotel development and associated leisure uses at Woodtown Manor House.  The proposed retirement homes scheme would not be in accordance with the SLO 

· the proposal would require a new Specific Local Objective; replacing the existing SLO with one which would facilitate the provision of the retirement homes complex 

The development of the proposed 100 homes scheme would therefore necessitate the making of a Variation of the Development Plan.

Proposed Variation
A Proposed Variation would involve - 

a)       the deletion of the existing Specific Local Objective (SLO 116) in the Development Plan and 

b)       its replacement with a new SLO along the following lines: 

“Facilitate a retirement homes scheme at the existing Woodtown Manor House, Stocking Lane, Rathfarnham subject to:
Ø       Due consideration being given to ensuring the conservation of historic, architectural and archaeological features of existing buildings and site
Ø       The development of a maximum of 100 retirement homes 
Ø       The homes being restricted to persons over 55 years of age and being suitable for disabled residents 
Ø       The completion of a Deed of Covenant under Section 47 of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended) with the Council regarding the regulation and control of the use of the land to a retirement complex with continuity of medical and other support services and each residential unit within it to the qualification of user 
Ø       Certain identified facilities in the scheme being made available for general public use including the restaurant and leisure facilities 
Ø       The provision and maintenance of a public right of way through the lands of Woodtown Manor House (and agreed in a Section 47 Agreement) so that the general public can cross the lands and access the uplands in the vicinity and
Ø       The inclusion in any grant of permission to develop the retirement homes scheme of appropriate provision(s) for the adequate upgrading of Stocking Lane to meet the requirements of the extra traffic generated by such development.”
Ø       The inclusion in any grant of permission of a condition requiring the allocation of 10% of the residential units provided, to persons over the age of 55 years who would otherwise qualify for social / affordable housing under Part 5 of the Planning Acts 2000 – 2006 – such allocations to be made preferably by an approved housing association.

The larger all-weather synthetic pitch has six flood light columns 12 metres in height and the smaller has 4 no. flood lights columns 12 metres in height. Each all-weather synthetic pitch is surrounded by a 3 meter high fence with a further 3 meter high netting giving an overall height of 6 meters. There is surface water drainage system incorporated beneath the surface of each pitch. The natural grass pitch is an association football pitch with a surface water drainage system incorporated beneath the surface connecting to the existing surface water drainage system and including all associated site works.

On 26-Feb-2008 a grant of permission was given for this development, however as part of this decision pitch no.2 was omitted due to serious concerns expressed by the sanitary Services Department regarding lack of adequate access to major sewers and water pipes running through the site. The Planning Department would consider a received application for this pitch if the concerns of the Sanitary Services Department can be clearly addressed.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, K. Warren and J. Neville contributed, Mr. C. Ryan, Senior Planner responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED.

“Pedestrian Facilities on Outer Ring Road - Cheeverstown Road
As agreed at the last meeting of the Area Committee, layouts of the pedestrian facilities to be provided in this scheme are shown on the attached typical layout drawing. 

As previously reported all junctions on the scheme have been designed as signal controlled junctions.  The provision of new traffic signal controlled junctions at Fortunestown Junction,, Cookstown Junction, Fettercairn Junction and Brookfield junction and the junction of the Outer Ring Road with the Tallaght ByPass (N81) are intended to provide improved traffic management, improved safety for pedestrians and cyclists and bus priority through the junctions. The existing Tallaght By Pass (N81) Killinarden Road Junction will also be upgraded as part of the proposed road development.

For the signal controlled junctions, there are typically two lanes going straight through the junction (one bus lane and one general vehicle lane) along the main road with a dedicated right turn lane for movements onto the minor road.

Push button activated Toucan crossings (combined pedestrian and cyclist) are proposed at each junction along the scheme, providing crossing facilities for all movements across the junctions.  Where possible Toucan crossing phases will run in parallel with appropriate traffic stages.  The crossings all include the use of traffic islands to provide a safe refuge for pedestrian and cyclist movements.”

CATHAOIRLEACHS BUSINESS
REFURBISHMENT OF BOUNDARY BETWEEN THE N81 AND KILLINARDEN AND KNOCKMORE ESTATE

It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor C. King:
“To ask the Manager to outline in detail when the works will be carried out to refurbish the railing at the boundary between the N81 and Killinarden and Knockmore Estate will be carried out, what materials will be used and will the boundary treatment be to the same standard as the boundary along the outer ring road and will he make a statement on the matter.”

The following report by the Manager which was circulated was READ:

“Roads Department are at present sourcing quotations to repair the vandalised railings between the N81 and the Killinarden and Knockmore estates. It is intended to replace the damaged stub wall with reinforced concrete and replace the damaged railings with materials similar to the existing. 

The N81 dual carriageway extension, currently at preliminary design stage, is being advanced by the NRA Regional Design Office. This scheme will involve the provision of new boundary treatments. The precise details of any boundary treatment will be examined further in conjunction with the designers when a draft of the scheme is produced.”
