DUMPING AT HALTING SITES/GROUP HOUSING SCHEMES IN TALLAGHT  
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
"To ask the Manager to report on the difficulties surrounding the persistent dumping at most halting sites/group housing schemes in the Tallaght area, to indicate how this will be overcome in a sustainable way going forward and will he guarantee an adequate level of management at all problematic schemes going forward - if this is not possible to ask the Manager to provide a headed item at each forthcoming area committee until the situations that have arisen and are tolerated to a large degree are resolved?"

REPLY:
The Housing Department has a policy of dealing with anti-social behaviour and specifically with dumping around Traveller sites and Group housing schemes in the county.  In the case of dumping, letters are sent to residents on a regular basis, informing them of their responsibilities under their tenancy agreements. The Caretakers speak to residents on the Residential Caravan Parks in relation to any dumping issues and endeavour to keep sites clean and also provide regular cleanups with skips etc. A comprehensive audit has been carried out on the refuse collection services provided to the various residential sites and a review of refuse collection and recycling options are being considered by the Unit. We are preparing to provide bottle banks and Recycle Bins on a pilot basis on some sites that are currently on collection routes serviced by private contractors and to involve tenants in recyling appropriate matter. 

Reports of dumping are forwarded to the Litter Warden Service for investigation, and if there is any information available from residents locally of anyone who is dumping illegally, this is also reported directly to the Litter Warden who deals with the matter and follow up with prosecutions if necessary.

At the present time CCTV cameras have been installed around many of the sites and Group housing schemes and these are monitored on a regular basis. The use of these cameras, allied to a pro active approach to the issue of dumping in and around our residential caravan parks, is hoped to address the issue and will be one of the main focuses of the Management and Maintenance staff of the Traveller Unit and the caretakers in the coming year.  

The Council will also be employing Tenancy Sustainment workers, who will be engaged in dealing with specific families who have come to the attention on the Unit in relation to issues regarding their tenancies. Among the issues identified for attention by the Tenancy Sustainment Workers will be to ensure that families adhere to the requirements of their tenancy / licence agreements including the proper disposal of any domestic refuse.

The matter will be reviewed on an ongoing basis by the Management and Maintenance section of the Unit.

AFFORDABLE, SOCIAL AND VOLUNTARY HOUSING FOR BRITTAS, RATHCOOLE AND SAGGART 
QUESTION: Councillor C. Jones

"To ask the Manager  for a breakdown of planned affordable, social and voluntary housing for the Brittas, Rathcoole and Saggart areas and how many of these will be delivered under Part V?”
REPLY:
The Councils Housing Strategy, which was prepared in accordance with Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000, was adopted by the Council at its meeting held on 11th June 2001.  This Strategy was reviewed and now forms an integral part of the County Development Plan 2004 – 2010, which was adopted by the Council on 10th November 2004.

The Strategy requires 15% of all residential developments to be reserved for Social/Affordable purposes. The following schedules set out the location and number of social/ affordable homes for the Brittas, Rathcoole and Saggart areas to be procured where (a) a Letter of Exchange has issued and/or an Agreement has been reached, and (b) where a Commencement Notice has been served and negotiations are ongoing with the developer. All of these units are proposed under Part V of the Planning & Development Acts 2000 – 2006 (as amended). There are not any affordable, social/voluntary units currently planned for the Brittas, Rathcoole and Saggart areas under other initiatives.

THE COUNCIL HOUSING WAITING LIST FOR TALLAGHT SOUTH  
QUESTION: Councillor C. Jones
“To ask the manager how many people are on the Council housing waiting list for the Tallaght South Electoral Area and what is the longest period of years that any one on the current list has been on the list?”
REPLY:
There are currently 6365 applicants on the Council's Housing List ,  3025 applicants have expressed a preference for accommodation in the Tallaght South housing area.  The average waiting period on this list is 3.5 years.

 The current Scheme of Letting Priorities as adopted by South Dublin County Council on 12th December 2005 and approved by the Minister for Housing and Urban Renewal on 20th December 2006 was implemented in June 2007 following notification to existing housing applicants and update of each application to refleclt current housing circumstances.  Several policy changes occured, including:- 

1.        Applications are now considered on a Time on the List basis , rather than on a Points basis. It was agreed to allow existing applicants who had received points under the old Scheme to keep those points in order to maintain position on the list, these points will not change and from implementation date applications are considered on a time on list basis.  All new applications will be considered on a time on list basis only. 

2.         Areas of housing preference are determined by reference to the Electoral Areas. Applicants are considered for housing on the basis of their stated areas of preference Areas rather than on an estate basis.   

3.         The Scheme of Letting Priorities provides that where a valid offer of accommodation is made within a stated area of housing preference and that offer is refused, one further offer of accommodation will be advanced in an alternative housing area of their choice and where that subsequent offer is refused, their housing application is closed.  Furthermore, applicants are precluded from re-applying for Council housing for a period of one year.

The average waiting time for a house is approximately 3 years, however approx. eleven no. applicants have been on the list for an average of 9 years because of repeat refusals of offers of accommodation.  The previous scheme of Letting Priorities made no provision for removal from the housing list where a valid offer of accommodation was made.

THE AFFORDABLE HOUSING LIST FOR SOUTH OF THE NAAS ROAD 

QUESTION: Councillor C. Jones
“To ask the manager how many people are on the affordable housing list for South of the Naas Road?“
REPLY:

Currently there are 2535 applicants on our list who are eligible for properties South of the Naas Road. We are currently showing properties in the Eaton development in Rathcoole Village and the developer is arranging viewings by way of Direct Sales agreement in Mill Race, Saggart. Eaton comprises 16 two-bedroomed and 1 one-bedroomed home. Millrace is 18 three-bedroomed and 22 two bedroomed homes. Remaining properties in these developments are currently being sold to applicants who were provisionally approved 14 months ago. 

Upcoming developments subject to acquisition and direct sales agreements are Pairc na Sioda, Citywest; Priorsgate, Tallaght Village; Citywest Shopping Centre, Citywest; Garthy Wood, Knocklyon; Tallaght Cross, The Square Tallaght. It is anticipated that these will all be available for  sale to eligible applicants in the coming months. Following availability of these properties, (if and when they are confirmed),it is expected that the average waiting list for an applicant for a property South of the Naas Road will be shortened by 2 – 3 months.

There are still properties available under the separate Affordable Homes Partnership scheme to those applicants who can secure the purchase of the home by way of loan from an approved financial institution. There are still homes available in Priorsgate, Tallaght Village; Citypark, Citywest and New Seskin Court/The Arena, Tallaght By-pass.

RECORDS OF TRANSFER OF TENANCY 
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr, seconded by Councillor E. Maloney: 

“That the Manager outlines why when a tenant who doesn't qualify for a transfer due to the "two year rule" applies for a transfer that no record is kept of this transaction, does the manager accept that this data even though the tenant does not qualify for a transfer is valuable in terms of research and customer care.  That data such as this can be used as a legitimate indicator of how well or badly a particular estate or area is scoring in relation to customer satisfaction, antisocial behaviour etc. is concerned.  That this data along with the number of vacant houses and arrears can be indicative of problems within an estate and when such conditions exist that additional attention and resources are drawn into the area to address any problems that may have escalated.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“All applications for transfer to alternative accommodation are recorded electronically.  Where an applicant is assessed for inclusion on the transfer list he/she is notified accordingly.  Where an application for inclusion on the transfer list is rejected because of failure to meet the qualifying criteria, the applicant is notified in writing of the reasons for the Council's decision having regard to the stated transfer policy.
Tenants may be placed on the Transfer List for within a Housing Area of their choice subject to the following conditions:

·        Minimum two years tenancy in existing dwelling.

·        Clear rent account – this condition may be waived on exceptional compassionate grounds.

·        Compliance with terms of tenancy during existing tenancy.

·        Dwelling inspected and found to be in satisfactory condition

However, priority is afforded to applicants on the basis of the following criteria and placed on the transfer list in order of date of application.

(a)    Exceptional medical/compassionate grounds (The Council’s Medical Advisors/ Senior Housing Welfare Officer, as appropriate will advise)
(b)   On grounds of anti-social behaviour where a Garda Superintendent has stated that there is a risk to personal safety

(c)    Older Persons (aged 55 or over) downsizing accommodation

(d)   Transfer applicants downsizing to the specific unit size of accommodation that matches their need according to section 8 of Part 2 of this Scheme.

(e)    Overcrowding

(f)     Tenants other than those in categories (c) and (d) above downsizing accommodation to make better use of housing stock

Transfer applicants under criteria (a) to (d) above will be prioritised.

The data information and management tools referred to in the motion which support the collation of local and national service indicators  are fully employed by  Housing Department for the purpose of informing housing allocations policy, identifying anti-social blackspots, arrears management, estate enhancement programmes in the interest of working towards the development of sustainable communities throughout the county.”

THE MULTI-USE GAMES AMENITIES IN THE RAPID AREAS OF TALLAGHT
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

“To ask the Manager to report on the success of the Multi-Use Games Amenities that have been provided in the RAPID areas of Tallaght and to outline any plans to provide similar facilities throughout Tallaght South?”
REPLY:

A total of 4 no. MUGAs funded through the Rapid Programme have now been installed and are in use in the West Tallaght area i.e. beside Fettercairn Community Centre, Killinarden Community Centre, at the Citywise/Jadd plaza and at Tallaght Leisure Centre. There are some outstanding works to be carried out in relation to the Jobstown and Tallaght Leisure Centre sites, including commissioning of the floodlighting etc and it is hoped to have these works completed within the next 2/3 weeks.

These new facilities have received a very favourable response from local residents and are now used on a daily basis by large numbers of teenagers and younger children from the adjoining housing estates. Clubs have also expressed an interest in helping to manage and maximize the usage of the MUGAs and prevent future vandalism. To date there have been no major incidents of vandalism on any of the MUGA sites due a general “buy-in” from the local community, passive supervision and the use of CCTV security systems.

Through the Rapid Programme approval has also been received for the construction of one other MUGA in the north Clondalkin area, but this facility has not yet been installed. No further funding is expected in this years programme for the provision of any additional MUGAs in West Tallaght area.

Report on Summer Projects 2008

Summer Projects are aimed at providing a supervised programme of recreational and educational activities for young people over a consecutive number of weeks in the summer period. Emphasis is placed on community involvement and the development of resources and groups within localities. A wide range of activities are encouraged such as arts & crafts, sports, educational trips, drama, films, games etc. The use of available community facilities (schools, community centres, halls, open spaces) is also encouraged.

South Dublin County Council assists Summer Projects in the County area by way of grant-aid, assistance in kind, organised activities and staff support. In 2008 it is estimated that approximately 10,000 young people in the Council’s administrative area will participate in projects.

County Dublin V.E.C has agreed to continue their financial support to Summer Projects for the year 2008. These grants will be complementary to the above resulting in co-ordination between the two authorities, ensuring there is added value from this approach. 

Catholic Youth Care provides insurance cover for Summer Projects.  

It should be noted that in some cases the necessary insurance cost will be deducted from the grant provided by South Dublin County Council and will be paid directly to Catholic Youth Care.

There is a well-established desire line of usage to and from Parklands Court and Ballycragh Park via the pedestrian access gate providing an element of passive supervision which is a deterrent to those with anti-social intent. 

It was agreed that the most effective course of action would be a re-design of the area and the following actions were proposed:

- The Parks Department to carry out pruning and clearing of the hedgerow along the stream on both sides of the bridge to increase passive supervision of the area and to reduce the amount of screening and cover anti-social behaviour. This work has commenced and will be finalised within the next two weeks. 

- The location of the existing bin store obstructs views into the park and the rear wall provides cover and shelter on the park side for those congregating.

The Residents Association is exploring the feasibility of relocating the bin store to a more central overlooked location within the development.  It is the view of the Parks Department that anti –social behaviour will continue to be an issue at this location until this matter is resolved. The Parks Department continues to liaise with the local Gardaí in dealing with anti social behaviour at this location.”
