RESPOND! HOUSING ASSOCIATION DERELICT SITE ON COOKSTOWN WAY
It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor J. Neville:

“That this Committee requests the Housing Dept., to instruct Respond Housing Association to demolish the derelict building at their site on Cookstown Way, Tallaght, in the interest of public safety.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Planning permission was granted on 8th December 2004 for a mixed Social, Affordable and Voluntary housing development by Respond! Housing Association at Cookstown Way, Tallaght on a site partly owned by the Council and partly owned by the St John of God Trust.

At the County Council meeting on 14th July 2003, the Members agreed to dispose of the Council's portion of the site to Respond! Housing Association, subject to them assembling ownership of the overall site.

Legal arrangements are being put in place between the St John of God Trust and Respond! Housing Association to complete this process.  Contact has been made by the Council with both groups and construction is expected to commence in the near future.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, J. Neville, C. King, M. Corr and J. Daly contributed Ms. E. O’Gorman, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that procedure for a site meeting be examined and co-ordinated and that a Headed Item will issue to next months meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Development Business.

SECURING OF LANDS BETWEEN DEERPARK AND KILLINARDEN HEIGHTS

OUTSTANDING MATTERS REGARDING KILNAMANAGH A.F.C. DEVELOPMENT

“Kilnamanagh AFC applied for planning permission for the provision of two all weather pitches together with a standard grass pitch on lands at Treepark Road in the ownership of the Council - Planning Reg. Ref.  SD07A/0463. The Club was subsequently granted permission for the construction of the two all weather pitches but the grass pitch was omitted due to the existence of public services in the area. 

The Deed of Charge in favour of the Minister for Arts Sport and Tourism, arising out of a sports grant allocated to the Club for the carrying out of the above works, has been prepared by the Council's Law Department and has been forwarded to the Development Department for signing and sealing. Terms have also been agreed with the Club in relation to the Building Licence. 

At present comments are awaited from Parks and Community Department in relation to the terms for a Management Licence for the day to day management of the pitches following completion of the works. Once agreement has been reached on terms for the future management of the facility, the Council will proceed to issue the Building Licence to enable the Club to enter on the lands to carry out the works for which planning permission was granted.”

Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, J. Neville and J. Daly contributed Ms. E. O’Gorman, Senior Executive Officer responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED.

REPLY:
A school warden is currently located on Fortunestown Road adjacent to the pedestrian entrance at St. Thomas' Senior National School.  The provision of a second school warden adjacent to St. Thomas' Junior National School is currently under examination.  Discussions are ongoing with the principal of the junior school regarding pedestrian access/egress to determine optimal location for an additional school warden service.  A report and recommendation will be made to the Traffic Management Meeting and to a future Committee meeting when discussions are complete.

REVIEW OF ALLENTON TRAFFIC CALMING
QUESTION: Councillor C. Jones

“To ask the manager if the Spring 2008 review of the Allenton traffic calming scheme has taken place and to outline the results?”

REPLY:
The primary aims of the Allenton/Old Court traffic calming scheme were to address the following traffic issues: 

(a)    Allenton Estate being used as a rat-run by traffic on the Bohernabreena Road wishing to access the Old Court Road and vice versa.

(b)    The excessive speed of traffic on the roads in this area.

This traffic calming scheme has been in place now for almost a year and it is considered that the measures installed have successfully addressed the above two traffic issues.  It is also considered that the reduction in through traffic together with a reduction in the speed of traffic in this area, that the safety of the local residents has been enhanced.

Additional measures in the form of timber bollards/vertical concrete barriers were installed earlier this year to prevent motor vehicles traversing the open space at Allenton Avenue and Allenton Gardens.

The following additional measures will be provided shortly:

1)  The installation of an additional ramp between 9 and 11 Ely Close.

2)  Erection of a pedestrian barrier along the frontage of the open space onto Allenton Road/Old Court Road to prevent motor vehicles using this open space to gain access to this road.

PLANS TO ERECT SIGNAGE AT LUAS STATIONS
QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy

“To ask the Manager if there are any plans to erect signage at the LUAS stations indicating key local Estates, venues etc?”
REPLY:
In accordance with the agreed arrangements, Phase 3 of Signage Strategy will address signage for local estates etc, and will include Luas stations. It is noted that there is a large scale map of the adjoining area present at each platform of each LUAS stop.

REPLY:
The Quality Bus Corridor on the Old Bawn Road is at present in the preliminary design stage and is proposed to be a combined bus lane and cycle facility.

It is hoped that the Part 8 planning stage will be completed before Christmas and that construction works will start in Autumn 2009.

The Cycle facility will be funded as part of the Quality Bus Corridor Scheme

ERECTION OF BARRIER/FENCE AT LOCATION OF ALLENTON AVENUE, BALLYCRAGH AND OLD COURT ROAD
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager if a barrier/fence can be erected at the location of that part of Allenton Avenue in Ballycragh, as it adjoins the Oldcourt Road, as residents have now reported that increasingly, since the introduction of specific traffic calming measures, and a new road layout in Ballycragh, that motorists are now accessing Olcourt Road by simply driving over Allenton Avenue, and the small parcel of open space this location, if a Manager can now investigate the issue in detail, and propose a solution to this problem, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY:
It is proposed to extend the existing pedestrian barrier to prevent motorists crossing this open space. This work will be carried out shortly.

PROVISION OF A YELLOW BOX AT THE ENTRANCE TO VERSCYOLE ESTATE
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager if he would consider the establishment of a yellow box at the entrance to Verschoyle Estate on Citywest Road, as a means of helping residents who live in Verschoyle to access this busy road, particularly at peak times, and if he will make a statement on the matter.”
REPLY:
This road is not in charge and, as such, South Dublin County Council would, legally, not be in a position to install a yellow box at this time. When taken in charge, the matter will be examined further

PROGRESS ON THE ALLIEVATION OF VANDALISM TO ST. DOMINICS SCHOOL DUE TO THE ERECTION OF THE NEW BRIDGE
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager what progress, if any, has been made to alleviate the problem of vandalism to St. Dominics School due to the erection of the new bridge, the result of talks that were held with the school and will he make a statement on the matter?”
REPLY:
Meetings were held with the school management at which discussions took place regarding the problems they were experiencing with vandalism. The school confirmed that they had reported the matter to the Gardai. Notwithstanding this we agreed to investigate feasible solutions to prevent the bridge being used as a launching pad for the missiles.

Subsequently a joint site inspection was carried out by the National Roads Authority, the Developer, the Contractor and the Bridge Designers at which the concerns of the school were highlighted. It was agreed that the bridge designers would examine possible solutions and the issue was noted as one for consideration in the brief for the inspection that will be carried out prior to taking the bridge in charge. It is envisaged that this inspection will be carried out shortly.

Additionally the Council's Road Maintenance Section carried out a general clean up in the area to limit the availability of missiles. The Council's Planning Department have also agreed to include this area for consideration in the Tallaght CCTV Project.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“Planning and Development Act 2000
Part 8 Planning and Development Regulations 2001

The following report was previously presented to and considered by Tallaght Area Committee:-

Part 8 Report - Embankment Road QBC
1. Introduction

Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. These regulations apply to the proposed Embankment Road Quality Bus Corridor.

The Quality Bus Corridor scheme will consist of the following:

· Changing road markings to omit the central hatching in the existing design and provide a 3.25m wide bus lane in both directions.

· Reduce the traffic lane width from 4.5m to 3.25m.

· The bus lanes are to be operational for 24 hours, Monday to Sunday.

· The provision of approximately 1160m of bus lane in the north-eastbound direction (to city centre) and 945m of bus lane in the south-westbound direction (to Tallaght). 

· No changes in the total width of the carriageway or cycle tracks.

· No changes to any of the junction design. 

The intention of the scheme is to:

· Ensure a quick and reliable bus service capable of providing consistent journey times. Hence, improving on bus journey times.

· Make better use of the available road space.

· Establish a high profile identity for bus services using the corridor.

· Link to and provide interchange possibilities with both the existing orbital QBC at Cookstown Road and the proposed south city orbital linking Tallaght with Blackrock.

· To provide interchange with Luas at the existing Belgard station.

The overall impacts of the proposal are: 

· The provision of improved facilities for buses. 

· There will be no significant impact on journey times for general traffic or reduction in capacity.

· There will be no impact on cycle facilities.

2. Public Consultation Process

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and The Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and was on public display from Tuesday 15th May 2007 to Wednesday 13th June 2007 at:

· South Dublin County Council Offices, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

· CountyLibrary, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin24.

Any person wishing to make a submission or observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated was invited to do so. The latest date for the receipt of submissions was before 4:30 pm on Wednesday 27th June 2007.

3. Written Submissions

Only 1 submission was received for the scheme:

1. Mr Liam Roche, Castle Road, Saggart, Co. Dublin.

Report on Submissions

1. Mr Liam Roche
Mr Roche requested that:

a. More space be provided between traffic and cycle lanes

b. Trees be planted along the route, and

c. The road is as maintenance free as far as possible.

Response:
a. The Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO) is proposing to only change the road markings in the existing design and not to change the design or total width of the road. The existing design has provided for a minimum width of 1.5m off road cycle tracks. Cyclists are therefore physically segregated from general traffic. 

b. The QBNPO is only proposing to change the road markings of the realignment scheme design and not to widen the road, the design of which was approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process.

c. The QBNPO is only involved in changing the road markings of the existing design and not to design the road, the design of which has been approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process. The detailed design of the carriageway will be carried out with reference to all recognised standards and industry best practices. The completed design will be approved by the Roads Department of South Dublin County Council. 

4. Summary
The proposed Embankment Road Quality Bus Corridor is in accordance with the 2004-2010 County Development Plan and with the proper planning and development of the area. The bus priority scheme measures will be designed in conjunction with the Quality Bus Network Project Office. It is therefore proposed to proceed with the Quality Bus Corridor as proposed.”

Following discussion, the members requested that certain design modifications be made to the proposals and that a revised report be made to a future meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee.

A presentation on these revisions will be made to today’s meeting for the further consideration of the members. Subject to the approval of the members, the report together with the recommendation of the Area Committee will be listed for consideration at the next meeting of the County Council.

QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

“To ask the Manager to outline in detail the zoning of Tymon Park since its designation as a park and will the Manager outline in detail, what developments are allowed/considered under such a zoning and will the Manager outline in detail the planning history of the Park?”
REPLY:
Tymon Park is a designated regional park which was opened to the public in June 1986, following a lengthy land acquisition process.  

Zoning
The lands that form Tymon park have been identified as a regional park since the first Dublin County Development Plan in 1972.

The current South Dublin County Development Plan  shows the greater proportion of the area of Tymon Park subject to zoning objective “GB” To preserve a “Green Belt” between development areas. 

In addition the Development Plan includes a Specific Local Objective No. 59 which states, 

Tymon Park – Improvements
Provide for the further development and upgrading of Tymon Park, including:
• Upgrading of existing children’s play facilities and establishment of a second play facility at the eastern side of Tymon Park.
• Development of a network of signed walking
routes.
• Upgrading of car park and lakes at Willington entrance.
• Enhancement of visitor facilities and interpretative media to encourage and facilitate the use of Tymon Park as an environmental educational resource.
(i)              Lands in the north western sector, including the Cuckoo’s Nest, subject to Local Zoning Objective No 10

Cuckoo’s Nest/Tymon Park – Residential Development 
Facilitate high quality residential development, designed to complement and address Tymon Park, and including retention of theatre uses on site and providing for facility improvements in the park area.
(ii)            Lands including the Spawell Hospitality and Leisure Centre adjoining 
Tymon Park subject  to Local Zoning Objective No 12

Spawell, Templeogue – Mixed-Use Redevelopment
Facilitate redevelopment of the Spawell Sports and Leisure Centre, Wellington Lane, Templeogue, for commercial, leisure and recreational purposes. An acceptable development proposal would include a sports centre incorporating indoor and outdoor sports facilities, and complementary mixed uses including an ancillary hotel of 150 bedrooms with conference facilities and integral staff accommodation, or other similar scheme.  Any development on the lands to be carefully designed to a scale and height appropriate to its proximity to the Green Belt. 
Tymon Park is a long established regional park that is in the ownership of this Local Authority. It is Council policy (Development Plan Section 4.5.4) to continue to improve, landscape, plant and develop more intensive recreational facilities within its parks and open spaces, this includes Tymon Park.

DUBLIN MOUNTAINS PARTNERSHIP
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“Dublin Mountains Partnership

Traditionally the recreational use of the Dublin Mountains was primarily for activities such as walking, road cycling, dog exercising, picnicking etc, which capitalised upon the scenic qualities of the Mountains and the panoramic vistas over Dublin.   Today there is a wider range of recreational pursuits taking place in the Mountains.   These now include mountain biking, orienteering, mountain running, shooting, pony-trekking, aero-modelling etc.   In addition, whilst tours of the roads of the Dublin Mountains on motorbikes, and organised off road motor bike trials are an established use; a growth in unregulated and un-consented off-road motorised sports participation such as motor bike scrambling and 4 x 4 vehicles has brought particular management, environmental protection and user behavioural issues.   Widespread illegal dumping of household waste has also adversely impacted upon both the perception and in particular areas the amenity, of the Dublin Mountains as a location of natural beauty.

South Dublin County Council is anxious to secure increased access and recreational usage of the Coillte forest lands in the Dublin Mountains for its residents, particularly as new and proposed growth areas such as Saggart and West Tallaght, along with the established areas of Old Bawn, Firhouse, Knocklyon, Rathfarnham and Ballyboden are located close to such lands.   To address these issues, Council staff, in conjunction with staff from Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council (which have joint administrative responsibility for the Dublin Mountains), The National Parks and Wildlife Service and representatives from user groups entered into discussions with Coillte on the matter in 2006.   The response from Coillte was very positive in line with their recreation policy Healthy Forests, Healthy Nation and it was agreed to take an overview of the recreation issues on the public lands in the mountain area.   A proposal for funding was submitted to the Forest Service to assist with a study of the forest lands and their recreational use.   It was agreed in 2006, to establish a steering group, also including the National Parks and Wildlife Service, to examine recreation in this area from a strategic perspective and in an integrated manner.

Many areas of Coillte’s forests have reached the harvesting stage and recent clear-felling activity - although a constituent part of the company’s obligations under the Forestry Act (1988) - has prompted opposition from people who believe that recreational use should take precedence over commercial forest objectives.   This led to the formation of the Dublin Mountains Initiative (DMI) who were invited to join the steering group representing recreational users. The DMI has five constituent member bodies, Mountaineering Council of Ireland, Scouting Ireland, Irish Mountain Running Association, Mountain Biking Ireland and Irish Orienteering Association.

This steering group subsequently agreed a brief to commission a report on a strategic plan for the development of outdoor recreation in the Dublin Mountains.   The overall objective was to develop an integrated outdoor recreation plan for the study area, linking existing and potential outdoor recreation components – in particular forests and other public or state owned lands with recreational potential, and including access routes.   The ultimate aim was to improve the recreational experience for users of the Dublin Mountains.   This was to be achieved whilst recognising the objectives and constraints of the various landowners.

Scott Wilson, in association with Judith A. Annett, Countryside Consultancy, were appointed in 2007 to undertake the study and recommend a strategic plan.

The steering group oversaw the development of the study area strategy and the steps taken were as follows: -
· Initial consultations with the steering group members and other stakeholder interests including recognised users groups 
· Review of all relevant policies, development plans, strategies and previous reports and studies

· A vision workshop in June 2007 with a wider stakeholder group

· Review of case studies 

· Strategic Plan proposals

The ‘Strategic Plan for the Development of Outdoor Recreation 2007 – 2017 Vision Document and Summary Report’ as circulated, outlines the strategic plan.

The Strategic Plan is consistent with the long-standing recreational and amenity policies and objectives of the Council contained in the County Development Plan 2004 - 2010 relating to the Dublin Mountains.

A key conclusion of the Consultants Report was that public owned land with recreational potential in the Dublin Mountains study area needs to be managed as an integrated entity and would, therefore, require a representative management structure with shared commitment.   To address this important issue, the report recommended the establishment of a Dublin Mountains Partnership for the study area.   The Steering Group in considering the implications of this recommendation and options for its implementation recommended that a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) be agreed amongst the organisations involved.   The MOU has recently been agreed and signed by all parties.
In line with the Strategic Plan, the proposed programme for this year includes;

1. Setting up a management partnership called the Dublin Mountains Partnership by Memorandum of Understanding 

2. Upgrade stretches of the Wicklow Way within the Dublin Mountains and initiate as study to develop an east-west route, the ‘Dublin Mountains Way, through the mountains linking to the Wicklow Way - 

3. Upgrade trails across Tibradden Mountain (in Dun Laoghaire Rathdown) and in Cruagh Wood (in South Dublin) 

4. Provide signage and information at all main access points 

5. Develop a new looped walking trail from Marlay Park around Kilmashogue Mountain (in Dun Laoghaire Rathdown) and prepare a plan for a Slí na Sláinte route in Cruagh Wood (in South Dublin) 

6. Site investigation for a dedicated off-road vehicle facility. 

7. Appointment of a Recreation Manager 

8. Setting up a volunteer Ranger Service 

9. Development of a website, logo and users map of the area 

10. Adoption of the ‘Leave No Trace’ ethic and publicise it

South Dublin County Council and Dun Laoghaire County Council have each agreed to part fund the project to the value of €100,000 annually, initially for the next three years.   Coillte have agreed to act as Managing Agent for the Dublin Mountains Partnership.   Coillte have already secured €450,000 in grants for the partnership for capital projects for this year within the study area.”

Demolition of the existing garage and single storey extension to the rear of the Saggart Arms and the construction of three blocks comprising: Block 1 11 no. 2 bed 2 storey town houses and 2no. 2 bed apartments over 1no. retail unit in three storeys onto St. Mary's Park and 7no. 2 bed duplexes over 5no. retail units in three storeys onto Boherboy road, a new pedestrian street and the village green; Block two 5no. 2 bed duplexes over three retail units in three storeys onto new pedestrian street and village green to the rear of the existing pub building which is to be retained and converted into 1no. retail unit; Block three   3 storey block with penthouse offices onto Main Street, Boherboy Road and new pedestrian street accommodating ground floor pub, first floor restaurant and second and penthouse office space all with ancillary services spaces; basement carpark with access off Boherboy road and associated works at lands to the rear, adjoining and including the existing garage and the Saggart Arms bounded by Main Street, Boherboy Road, St. Mary's Park and The Village Green.
On 5/4/2007 a decision to refuse permission was made in respect of this application.
On 30/04/2007 the applicant appealed to An Bord Pleanala against this decision and on the 02/10/2007 An Bord Pleannala made a decision to grant permission with minor modifications.

To facilitate this development a letter of comfort was issued to the developer to include in the planning application a strip of land in the Council’s ownership measuring approximately 3 metres in width along the south and eastern boundaries of the site primarily for the purposes of pedestrian access to the completed development.
This issue will be the subject of a proposed disposal at the June meeting of the County Council.”
