FILLING OF CASUAL VACANCY IN THE OFFICE OF MAYOR, SOUTH DUBLIN COUNTY COUNCIL OR ANY CONSEQUENTIAL VACANCY IN ACCORDANCE WITH S. 38 LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 2001
The following report which had been circulated was presented by Ms. M. Maguire, Senior Executive Officer, and CONSIDERED:
“As a result of the sad passing of the esteemed Mayor, Cllr. Billy Gogarty RIP. on Wednesday 21st May 2008 a casual vacancy has occurred in the office of Mayor, South Dublin County Council.

In accordance with Section 38 of the Local Government Act 2001 where a casual vacancy occurs in the office of Mayor or Deputy Mayor of a local authority the members of the authority present at the next meeting of the authority after the occurrence of the vacancy, shall elect one of their number to be Mayor or Deputy Mayor as the case may be.  A person  elected to fill a casual vacancy in the office of Mayor or Deputy Mayor shall be elected for the remainder of the term of office of his / her predecessor

NOTIFICATION OF CASUAL VACANCY ON SOUTH DUBLIN COUNTY COUNCIL IN ACCORDANCE WITH S. 19 OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 2001

TERENURE/RATHFARNHAM AREA COMMITTEE (1) - 6TH MAY 2008 DEALING WITH ROADS (1 REPORT - EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY - LANEWAY REAR 1-14, LIMEKILN GREEN), PLANNING, DEVELOPMENT AND CORPORATE SERVICES
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:
“The attached report was considered at the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting on Tuesday 6th May, 2008.

“Mr. T. O’Grady, Senior Engineer, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors E. Walsh, T. McDermott, M. Ardagh and C. Keane, the Committee AGREED not to recommend the extinguishment of the right-of-way over this laneway.”

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council.

If the Council agrees to the recommendation, the following resolution is required:

“South Dublin County Council in pursuance of its power under Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 hereby orders that the public right-of-way at the rear of 1 – 14 Limekiln Green, Walkinstown, Dublin 12, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 0620, not be extinguished.”

PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY AT THE REAR OF 1-14 LIMEKILN GREEN, WALKINSTOWN, DUBLIN 12

MAP REF: RE 0620

The following report was submitted to the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting (1) on 5th December, 2006.

“An application has been received from Development Department and the residents of 11 Limekiln Green and 61 Limekiln Avenue to formally extinguish the public right-of-way at the rear of 1-14 Limekiln Green, Walkinstown, due to antisocial behaviour and to affect the closure by means of incorporation into their gardens.” 

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Thursday, 21st September, 2006 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was 6th November, 2006.

The following is a breakdown of the submissions received in response to the public advertisement/notice:-

In favour  5

Objections 16

Requests for Oral Hearing 16

The Committee granted the request for an Oral Hearing at its meeting held on 5th December, 2006.

Mr. Joe O’Gorman (former Planning Inspector) was appointed to conduct the Oral Hearing in respect of the proposed extinguishment and the said Oral Hearing took place on the 14th March 2007. The following was Mr O’Gorman’s recommendation .

“I have had regard to the location of the right of way, and its effect on the residential amenity of Limekiln Avenue and Limekiln Green.  However, after having taken oral evidence at the Hearing, read the submissions handed in, the previous history, visited the site and had regard to all other matters, I conclude that the extinguishment of the public right of way would further protect the residential amenity of the residents using the laneway and would be in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area

I am of the opinion that the extinguishment of the public right of way would not interfere with or inhibit its use, which should be a restricted key access to residents whose properties immediately adjoin the laneway.”

At its meeting of the Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee on 4th March, 2008 it was agreed to defer a decision pending further information from Development Department and legal advice being sought from the Law Department.

Development Department have indicated that the portion of land common to the two boundaries is to be divided equally between the residents.

Law Department engaged Mr John Doherty, Barrister at Law, to give legal opinion on the matter and his report is now to hand and the following is a copy of same for consideration.

OPINION
Background
It would appear from the papers sent to Counsel that a laneway was created initially to the rear of numbers 1-14 Limekiln Green, a Council housing development, in order to afford access to the rear gardens of those houses to the occupants of same. Subsequently, it would appear that a private development at Limekiln Avenue took place and Querist allowed the occupants of those houses to gain access to their rear gardens by using the same laneway. It would also appear that Querist has accepted that over the years, general access to the public was allowed and, by reason of an implied dedication, a public right of way came into existence. In addition to the laneway running directly behind the houses, there were two short laneways running between 4/5 and 10/11 Limekiln Green. Following representations made by the residents of numbers 10 and 11 Limekiln Green, the right of way along this section of laneway running between the two houses was formally extinguished in the year 2000. The other short laneway (effectively giving access to the main laneway at the rear of the houses) and running between numbers 4 and 5 Limekiln Green would appear to remain a public right of way. It is interesting to note that in 1994 or thereabouts, Querist, following complaints about anti-social behaviour in the laneways between 4/5 and 10/11 Limekiln Green, arranged for the provision of gates at each end of these short laneways, and the keys to the gates were given to the householders. Whilst the right of way between numbers 10 and 11 was extinguished in 2000, the right of way between numbers 4 and 5 has not been extinguished and does not appear to be the subject matter of the current proposal. 

In addition to the above, it would appear that on dates unknown to Querist, but apparently prior to 1997, gates were also erected at each end of the laneway the subject matter of the current proposal and, in addition, the section of laneway behind number 12 Limekiln Green/59 Limekiln Avenue appears to have been incorporated into the rear of these houses. Also, a small ESB sub-station box at the entrance to the laneway adjacent to number 14 Limekiln Green has a wall built around it which closes off access to the laneway at that point. These encroachments appear to have incurred certainly before 1994 as reference is made to same in a report from Mr Philip Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, of the Housing Department to the Development Department of Querist on the 9th of June, 2004. 

In 2006, the question of the extinguishment of the public right of way of the laneway in question was raised and the matter was brought before the relevant area committee meeting in September, 2006, which committee recommended the initiation of the relevant procedure under the Roads Act, 1993 to achieve this aim. Following an oral hearing in March, 2007, Mr Joseph Gorman, the person appointed by Querist to conduct the oral hearing, produced a report wherein he concluded that “the extinguishment of the public right of way would further protect the residential amenity of the residents using the laneway and would be in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area. I am of the opinion that the extinguishment of the public right of way would not interfere with or inhibit its use, which should be a restricted key access to residents whose properties immediately adjoin the laneway.”

Following this report, the matter was again referred to the area committee meeting in October, 2007, but the committee deferred its decision pending further information and advice with regard to the following:-

“Should the Council members decide not to extinguish the public right of way, what action, if any, is open to the roads department in terms of opening up the laneway to public use, bearing in mind that two sheds have been constructed on the portion of this land for ten years.”

Opinion

It would appear to me that, initially, when this laneway came into being, it served the sole purpose of enabling the residents of the Council houses in Limekiln Green to gain access of their houses. Subsequently, it would appear that a private development took place on the other side of the laneway, known as Limekiln Avenue, and Querist, in effect, allowed general members of the public to use this laneway for the purposes of not only gaining access to the rear of the houses on both Limekiln Green and Limekiln Avenue but also to use the same as a public right of way. In essence, therefore, a public right of way by implied dedication came about and that remains the position. Until a public right of way is formally extinguished by statutory means, it remains a public right of way forever. That is the current position in relation to this laneway. A question also arises as to whether the laneway actually constitutes a public road, as defined in the Roads Act, 1993, but this may be irrelevant on the basis that even if a public road exists, if the right of way over same is extinguished, the provisions of Section 73 (5) apply and, upon the extinguishment of the right of way over such a public road, then the road authority would no longer be responsible for the maintenance of such road. 

As Querist is the owner of the laneway in question, and for the purposes of these advises we must assume that a public right of way only exists over the lands and not a public road, any encroachment on Querist’s lands, save in accordance with the right of way, constitutes a trespass on those lands. Querist would have all the rights of a land owner to seek injunctive relief and damages against the trespasser but would also be bound by the provisions of the Statute of Limitations with regard to such encroachments. If a person has occupied the Council’s lands in a manner adverse to Querist’s possession of the lands for more than the statutory period, then such person would be entitled to claim a possessory title in respect of the extent of that encroachment (squatter’s title), but subject to the public right of way! It would appear to me in this case that insofar as the garages are concerned an encroachment on Querist’s land has existed for at least ten years and more likely more than 13/14 years (see the report from Mr Philip Murphy mentioned above). If this is the case, then there is nothing that Querist, as a land owner, can do in relation to the trespass simpliciter. 

Notwithstanding the above, however, Querist as a local authority has a duty under Section 73 (11) of the Roads Act, 1993 to protect the right of the public to use public rights of way within its administrative area. In addition, Sub-section (10) of Section 73 provides that a person who obstructs, impedes or otherwise interferes with a public right of way or who destroys or damages a public right of way, save as is provided for law, shall be guilty of an offence. Section 81 of the Roads Act, 1993 goes on to provide that the offence created is a summary one only and that the same may be prosecuted by a local authority. However, sub-section (4) provides that summary proceedings for an offence to which any provision of the Act relates may be instituted within twelve months from the date of the offence. In this case, the interference with the public right of way is a continuing interference, so to speak. Although the initial interference occurred certainly more than twelve months ago, every new day that dawns those persons encroaching on the right of way by means of the maintenance of the garages are committing a new offence, in my view. Therefore, if inspections were carried out on several days revealing the ongoing encroachment, summonses could be issued by Querist against those persons who may be brought before the District Court and receive fines or imprisonment in relation to each individual encroachment. That’s all every well, but that doesn’t achieve the aim of opening up the laneway. The District Court, on conviction, can only impose a fine or a prison sentence, but cannot order that the person remove the property. Nonetheless, it may be useful to threaten those persons encroaching on the laneway with criminal proceedings if they do not regularise their position and remove the garages from the encroaching laneway, should the elected members not resolve to extinguish the right of way. Such a threat might result in discussions taking place in order to regularise the position. 

The creation and maintenance of an obstruction to a public right of way or a public road amounts to a public nuisance. Such an interference amounts to a criminal misdemeanour and the guilty person can only be sued in the tort of public nuisance by the Attorney-General, either acting alone on behalf of the public or, in the alternative, as a relation of a member of the public who is given locus standi by the Attorney-General’s consent to a relator action (see, for example Seaton –v- Slama (1933) 31 LGR 41; AG –v- Mayo County Council [1902] 1 IR 13; Smith –v- Wilson [1903] 2 IR 45).  It would appear that this rule applies in order to prevent a multiplicity of actions and protects the wrongdoer against the risk of being punished one hundred times for the same cause and it is only where a person has suffered “particular or special” damage over and above that suffered by other members of the public may he or she institute civil proceedings for the nuisance. On this basis, it would appear to me that the only remedy open to Querist is for Querist to make complaint to the Attorney-General and request him to institute the necessary proceedings against those persons who have obstructed the right of way. Clearly, those persons who maintain structures on the right of way can be identified and if the persons who erected the small wall or the gates cannot be identified, then it would appear to me to be open to Querist itself to remove those gates, thus opening up parts of the right of way in any event. However, one would advise caution in this regard until the Attorney-General makes his views known. 

Conclusion
A.
A public right of way still exists over the laneway in question, even though a person or persons unknown have closed off the same by means of gates and also by the erection/maintenance of structures thereon. 

B.
Querist has a duty to protect the public’s right to use the public right of way. However, this Statutory requirement is not elaborated on in the Roads Act and it would appear that, other than the bringing of summary prosecutions against persons who obstruct a public right of way, no statutory means is afforded Querist to compel the removal of obstructions from the public right of way. 

C.
The obstructions on the public right of way amount to a public nuisance and it would appear that the only person entitled to maintain an action in relation to same (including an action seeking injunctions) is the Attorney-General or a person who is given locus standi by the Attorney-General’s consent to a relator action. 

Nothing further occurs.

“That the Manager would present a detailed and up-to-date report on progress agreed in the interest of consistency, and following my prolonged representations on behalf of the Residents Association and the Residents of Moy Glas Estate, Lucan, that additional fencing be installed at those short stretches of boundary on the Outer Ring Road at Moy Glas Estate where no boundary fencing was installed as part of the Outer Ring Road Widening Works, and that this Committee now requests the Manager to provide this fencing”.

The Motion requests that additional fencing be installed at those stretches of the boundary of the Outer Ring Road at Moyglass where no boundary fencing was installed at part of the Outer Ring Road Widening works.  

Technical assessment has indicated that it is not necessary for additional fencing to be installed at these locations.  It is normal practice during the course of construction of a road scheme that new boundary treatment is provided where existing boundaries are interfered with or where required by the Scheme, such that minimum disturbance is caused to the existing environment.

It should be borne in mind that an Environmental Impact Statement was prepared by the Council’s Consulting Engineers and submitted to An Bord Pleanala in 2004.  This assessment concluded that in addition to the low noise road surfacing being provided along the length of the road, noise amelioration barriers were required at particular locations and heights. The EIS also concluded that these barriers were not required along the entire length of Moyglas and at other locations along the route.

Following a long and protracted public hearing, An Bord Pleanala conditioned the Council to implement the Scheme in its entirety without modification at these locations.

It has always been Council practice in terms of road construction to minimise the impact on the existing environment and to modify boundary treatments only where necessary.  In this instance, as additional boundary fencing was not required for noise amelioration or engineering reasons it was decided that the existing boundary in question was adequate and does not justify additional expenditure from the Council’s scarce resources. 

Such an additional expenditure estimated to be in the region of €140,000 for 350m of fencing could have a detrimental impact on other elements of the Council’s capital programme particularly in the current financial climate, where the Council is hard pressed to meet current commitments.  

The Council has prepared a detailed report and re examination on the request of the Moyglass Residents Association to provide additional noise treatment along the boundary wall. This report was communicated to the Moyglas residents and local councillors some time ago and is included at the end of this report.

The conclusion of this report is as follows:-

The result of this re-examination confirms that the situation at Moyglass is no better or worse than prior to the advent of the Scheme and that no additional noise mitigation is required to that already in place along the route.  The Council is satisfied that it has met its obligations in relation to the construction of this road and has adopted a consistent approach to its development similar to other road schemes in the County.

Boundary Treatment on Outer Ring Road Phase 2
Old Lucan Road to the Adamstown roundabout
Introduction:-

The boundary treatment along the Outer Ring Road Phase 2 consists of environmental noise barriers, retaining walls, low wall and railings, solid block walls and stone walls. This variation reflects the situation that existed before the scheme commenced. This was due to different boundary treatments being used by different developers along the route. Many of the pre-existing boundary treatments have been retained unchanged. Where a section had to be removed to facilitate the road construction scheme it was reconstructed to match the existing.

Old Lucan Road to Ballyowen Roundabout.

Amendments were made to the original plans in the area between the Old Lucan Road and the Ballyowen park junction. These amendments were carried out in agreement with the landowners, residents, Arup Council officials and local members. The original plan to alter the boundary with the business park including Woodies was changed due to a dispute relating to the land ownership. This has resulted in the existing railing on the corner being left in place.

The boundary treatments and scope of works were re-assessed along the boundary with Willsbrook and Woodville following appeals by TD’s, councillors, residents and local children. This resulted in the construction of additional retaining walls. By constructing these retaining walls the need to carry major earthworks in the estates was eliminated and it also resulted in us being able to save a large amount of trees and shrubs which would otherwise have been removed. It was necessary to face the retaining wall at Woodville with stone as conditioned by An Bord Pleanala.  The wall was also raised to 2 metres to ensure safety for school children as pointed out by local residents and prevent pedestrian traffic crossing a low wall onto the approved bus lane where because of the land constraints a footpath was not provided. 

In order to minimise construction impact at Willsbrook Crescent a low retaining wall was constructed which necessitated the construction of a timber wall extension to meet An Bord Pleanala requirements in terms of height. It had the added benefit of providing additional privacy to Willsbrook Crescent which was not required under the approved scheme. The section immediately facing the existing estate road was pebble dashed to match the existing walls for aesthetic reasons. Because of these works there was minimum interference with the other side of the road and a timber fence has been erected on the Hermitage side. 

The planned low wall and railing at Ballyowen Court was amended to a high wall following discussions and agreement with the residents and had no additional cost implications for the contract.

Ballyowen roundabout to Penny hill Junction.

The boundary treatments between Ballyowen park junction and the Pennyhill junction are various types of low wall & railing and high wall which were in place before the scheme started. Some of these walls have been defaced by graffiti, others are damaged. Clonmel Enterprises (CEL) have agreed to remove any paint or spray that they put on the walls when they are snagging. These walls were not otherwise interfered with and remain in reasonable condition without the need for refurbishment.

Penny hill Junction to Griffeen Avenue.

The boundary treatments between Pennyhill and Griffeen junctions are pre-existing low wall & railings and high walls. Environmental (noise) barriers were installed in three locations as per the original design at Moyglas. The design was based on an assessment of the requirements by Arup and approved by an Bord Pleanala.  

At chainage 1600 to 2000 alongside Foxborough Estate there is a section of solid block boundary wall approximately 2.2m high and 400m long which has been left in an unfinished state by the developer.  During the course of the design and construction of the road scheme there was a dispute with the developer which prevented the Council from carrying out any remedial works until the matter was resolved. The resolution took place too late for the road contractor to effect remedial works and cannot therefore be undertaken as part of the road scheme contract.

This is the only area that could be considered for further works. The length of 400m can be divided into 2 areas of approximately 200m each. The first part is at the back of the footpath and would require pebble dash, rendering or coating. The second part has a grass margin in front of it and could be hidden from view by planting and landscaping and will be examined in the context of the landscaping proposals. This section of the road can be considered for refurbishment in the context of the available maintenance budget and any contributions that can be obtained from development levies in view of the long outstanding completion to a satisfactory level of this estate boundary.

Further maintenance works could be carried out by SDCC to remove graffiti, clean and re-paint the walls along the scheme as and when resources permit.” 

A discussion followed with contributions from Councillors D. Keating, E. Tuffy, M. Daly, G. O’Connell, S. O’Connor, T. Ridge, and A. McGaughey.

Mr. F. Coffey, Director of Transportation responded to the Members queries. 

The motion was proposed by Councillor D. Keating, seconded by Councillor T. McDermott and PASSED.
Mr. J. Horan, County Manager stated that the full implications of the motion would be examined and a further report would be brought to the Members on the matter, in particular in relation to costs.

Special Amenity Area Order(s) to preserve the Liffey Valley Lands in South Dublin

“The Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee was established by the Council in 1999 under the provisions of S21 of the Housing (Traveller Accommodation) Act, 1998. 

S22 of the Housing (Traveller Accommodation) Act, 1998 specifies that an appointing authority shall appoint a Chairperson and specifies that the number of members of the Council to be appointed to the Consultative Committee shall not exceed one half of the membership and the number of representatives of Local Travellers and Traveller bodies shall be not less than one quarter of the membership of the Consultative Committee.

Initially the LTACC consisted of 16 members made up of three strands as follows:  

(1)               6 members of the Council

(2)               4 officials of the Council

(3)               6 representatives of Local Travellers / Traveller Bodies

“The Community Linkage Contribution Fund (CLF) forms part of South Dublin County Council’s Integrated Area Plans (IAP) for Tallaght and Clondalkin. The purpose of the Fund is to assist the development, in the IAP designated communities, of projects and programmes which will address local community need and improve the quality of life for the residents of the areas.

Designated IAP Communities for the Tallaght area are as follows:

Tallaght:  Fettercairn, Brookfield, Jobstown & Killinarden

The third round of Community Linkage Funding was launched in early 2008, for the Tallaght area with a closing date of Friday 28th of March 2008.  In line with the Fund guidelines, evaluation panel, for Tallaght will undertake the assessment of applications and make a recommendation to the IAP Monitoring Committees regarding funding allocation.  The Monitoring Committee will then make a formal recommendation to the elected Council of South Dublin County.  South Dublin County Council via the elected members will have the final say in the development of this programme.

Additional Information 
Ø      Key criteria and guiding principles of the Community Linkage Fund
The core purpose of the Community Linkage Fund is to assist the development of projects and programmes to address local community need and enhance the quality of life for people living in IAP designated communities.

A number of key themes were identified by the IAP Monitoring Committees for the distribution of the Community Linkage Funding.  These are:

A.  Youth and Youth work, with a particular emphasis on… 
· Targeting those young people who are most disadvantaged 

· Developing already existing community resources/premises to ensure their relevance to young people 

· Enhancing leadership capacity within the sector

B.  Community, with particular reference to…
·         Building civic education/awareness and responsibility 

·         Supporting, strengthening and building community capacity to manage projects and programmes including the co-ordination of community facilities

·         Promoting the integration of non-nationals/migrants 

·         Developing and resourcing the local economy 

C.  Community/Personal Safety theme, primarily through supporting environmental projects that have as their focus personal and community safety

D.  Cross-cutting applications - Developing proposals which address more than one of the above 

Ø      Background & Context
In 1999 the Council, in partnership with a number of local development groups, produced Urban Renewal Integrated Area Plans (IAP’s) for both Tallaght and Clondalkin. These plans were drawn up using the Urban Renewal Act of 1998. Both plans were produced in the context of addressing the physical, economic, social and environmental regeneration of the town centres and the neighbourhood centres in adjoining areas which are in need of investment. 

The aim of the plans are to attract private investment into the areas by means of tax incentives. This is happening in the Town Centres and in the Designated Neighbourhoods in Clondalkin and Tallaght. One of the innovative aspects of the IAP’s was the inclusion of the Community Linkage Contribution - a mechanism to transfer some of the benefits from the successful Town Centre sites to the disadvantaged areas of West Tallaght and North and South West Clondalkin.  The Community Linkage Contribution, which is set at  €2.54 /sq. ft of development (excluding multi-storey or underground car-parking), is paid by investors/developers into a fund immediately prior to receiving their Final Tax Incentive. This grant scheme is as a result of these contributions.

The Integrated Area Plans were produced following a considerable amount of community participation. The CL Fund offers an opportunity for the local government, local development, statutory and social partner sectors to indirectly avail of the benefits of the tax incentive scheme and thus help address local community needs and improve the quality of life for residents of the area.”  

It was proposed by Councillor E. Maloney, seconded by Councillor C. Jones and AGREED:

“That Councillor M. Corr be appointed as one of the representatives on the Community Linkage Fund Assessment Panel for the Tallaght Area.”

2. Nominations to the South Dublin County Council HERITAGE FORUM
“Heritage Officer
Dr. Rosaleen Dwyer was appointed the Council’s Heritage Officer on 3rd March 2008.  Dr. Dwyer, whose education and background is in natural heritage, had previously been Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown County Council’s Bio-Diversity Officer.

Heritage Plan
The Heritage Act 1995 defines heritage as including monuments, archaeological objects, heritage objects, architectural heritage, flora, fauna, wildlife habitats, landscapes, seascapes, wrecks, inland waterways, geology, heritage gardens and parks.  Heritage is therefore all around us, reflecting that which we have inherited from preceding generations.  

A County Heritage Plan is a way to reach consensus on how local heritage can best be conserved and managed on a partnership basis, offering a broad context within which the efforts and initiatives of local groups and state agencies can operate.  It is an opportunity to identify heritage issues and heritage needs at a local level, and to address them locally, within a regional and national framework.  

A Heritage Plan is a cross-agency strategy for the county, facilitating the identification, protection, conservation, management, enhancement and interpretation of heritage.  It seeks to integrate the various aspects of heritage, looking at the historic, natural, cultural and social environments as a whole.  It is an agreed, realistic, and costed action plan, with reference to delivery and monitoring mechanisms.  It is, therefore, both a strategic statement about what the county wants to achieve in terms of heritage management and conservation over a 5 year period, while also being a list of achievable actions which will be undertaken to achieve strategic aims and objectives.

A Heritage Plan is not to be seen as an isolated document.  It works within the framework of other plans and objectives, both at a local and a national level.  At a county level, the actions listed in a Heritage Plan aspire to inform the decision-making process with regard to the policies of the County Development Plan and Local Area Plans.  It can also overlap with Local Agenda 21 Plans or complement the work of the County Development Board in its strategy for economic, social and cultural development.  A detailed local Biodiversity Plan for the county is also generally seen as one of the actions of the Heritage Plan.

Heritage Plan Programme
The Heritage Officer’s primary role and priority task for this year and for early 2009 is, in conjunction with Council staff and Members (Parks Department, Conservation Officer etc) and stakeholders, the production and launch of the county’s first Heritage Plan.  This Heritage Plan is expected to cover a five year period with actions on targets and objectives to commence later in 2009.  The Plan will focus on a number of heritage themes.  These are – 

Natural environment 

· Archaeology 

· Architecture 

· Culture

Public meetings will be hosted and written submissions on heritage issues will be invited from the public during June and July.  A first draft of the Heritage Plan is expected by next November/December.  Following public and Council consultation on the initial draft Plan, final amendments are expected in Spring 2009.  A public launch of the Plan is projected for early/mid summer of 2009. 

Once the Heritage Plan has been adopted the Heritage Officer will oversee the implementation of the actions and objectives set out in the Plan.  It is also envisaged that the Heritage Officer will provide assistance/advice on the heritage aspects of the County Development Plan Review and of the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) process, which has to be undertaken in conjunction with the preparation of the new County Development Plan.  

Next Steps
This Report is being presented to the three Area Committees of the Council – Lucan- Clondalkin, Tallaght and Terenure-Rathfarnham - and to a number of SPCs the Economic Development and Planning SPC, the Arts, Culture, Gaeilge, Education and Libraries SPC and the Sports, Recreation, Community and Parks SPC.

Heritage Forum
To initiate the process of preparing the Plan and to progress work on the Plan, a County Heritage Forum is required to be established.  This Forum will oversee and assist in the preparation and implementation of the Heritage Plan in conjunction with the Heritage Officer.  The members of this Forum will be drawn from elected members, Council staff, local heritage interest groups, business/commercial bodies, tourism, environmental NGOs, community fora, academia, and other relevant government agencies.  The recommended total number of Forum members will be between 15-20 individuals.

e) Report on OECD Review of Public Service

“The following report was presented to the Members at the Adjourned Organisation Procedure and Finance Committee meeting held on 5th June 2008:

“The Irish Public Service is composed of a Civil Service, commercial and non-commercial bodies that provide services on behalf of the State as agencies, public hospitals, schools, defence and security services, etc., and local government.

Irish Public Service has played a central role in ensuring that the right economic, regulatory, educational and social conditions are in place to facilitate growth and development. There has been a continuous effort to modernise and reform Public Service systems and practices to ensure that it can continue to meet the needs and expectations of government and citizens.   Ireland is now looking for new directions in which to further renew its agenda for public service modernisation and the OECD review provides a new and different kind of analysis of the Irish Public Service.

There has been significant change in IPS since the mid 1990's which have focused on a broad range of internal processes and it is considered prudent now to focus on citizens and their expectations, and on targeting delivery of services from their perspective so as to achieve broader societal goals. In essence, the Irish Public Service now needs to become more outward focused. In order to meet citizens’ expectations, the IPS needs to think about the Public Service as an integrated system. 

The challenge is now dealing with the segmented nature of the Public Service and achieving an integrated Public Service. Targeted actions which are interdependent in a number of areas are now required as follows:  

· Improved dialogue is needed to address fragmentation and disconnects between departments, their Offices and agencies,  

· the use of networks to bring together relevant players from across the Public Service needs to be expanded; 

· performance measures need to look at outcomes rather than inputs and processes, and flexibility is needed to allow managers to achieve those outcomes; 

· budget frameworks are needed to facilitate prioritisation and reallocation of spending; 

· renewed emphasis is needed on the role of ICT and e-government in strengthening information sharing and integrated service delivery; 

· greater mobility is needed to help develop and broaden the skills and competency base of generalist staff, including increased open recruitment which will allow the Public Service to acquire necessary skills and competencies that cannot be easily located in the short-term among the existing generalist public servants 

· strong leadership at political and administrative levels to move from a traditional control position, to one of vision, support and direction in developing the modernisation and change agenda

The report recognises that success of reform depends on changing behaviour.  Developing a successful implementation plan in response to the assessment and recommendations in this Review could lead to profound and innovative changes in the Irish Public Service and place Ireland at the forefront of new ways of thinking regarding management and delivery of public services.””
Following discussion it was agreed to convene a seminar to assess the recommendations and make provision for implementation of these recommendations as appropriate to South Dublin County Council.  This seminar to be held in September 2008.”
f) Report on Green Paper on Local Government
“The following report was presented to the Members at the adjourned Organisation Procedure and Finance Committee meeting held on 5th June 2008:

“Background
The environment in which local government in Ireland operates has greatly altered in the past 20 years. Local Government has played a key role in shaping and facilitating change through the provision of infrastructure and new services as well as strengthening the sector’s capacity to represent local communities through Better Local Government.  However major changes which have occurred in Ireland in recent years have confronted local government with a new set of challenges.

The Programme for Government includes a commitment to reform local government to make it more transparent and more responsive to its customers. 

Towards Stronger Local Democracy
The key proposals are set out below. 

· Greater local leadership, accountability and connection with the citizen can be achieved through the provision of directly elected mayors for all counties and cities. As a complementary measure, the chairs of each local authority’s Strategic Policy Committees should be elected for the full term of the council.  

· The managerial system providing impartial, professional administration and guidance to continue. However, it is suggested that mayors might be assigned certain key powers of initiative and that, over time, their role in overseeing the work of the local authorities, local development agencies and national agencies at local level should evolve further. 

· Regional Mayor for Dublin, elected directly by the people of Dublin, with defined strategic functions including planning, housing, waste, water provision and waste water disposal. The paper proposes that the Mayor would act as Chair of the Dublin Transport Authority.  Detailed consideration will need to be given to the administrative and institutional supports necessary for the proper functioning of a mayoral office in Dublin.  

· The establishment of a mayoral office in Dublin, with a regional remit, suggests that consideration should be given to revised structures for local governance in other key Gateways, such as Limerick, Waterford and Sligo, to overcome fragmentation of local authority responsibilities while respecting county boundaries. 

·  Town government to be strengthened by allowing for greater devolution of local decisions from county to town level, within overall county level strategies. 

·  Initiatives are put forward to give citizens a greater role in local decision making including 

              o       Participating in budgeting, 

              o       Petition rights

              o       binding local plebiscites

              o       development of town meetings to foster direct and meaningful contact between councils and the citizen.

· Need for continuous change, flexibility and imagination in service delivery. Greater movement towards the sharing services between local authorities is also advocated. 

· Showcasing of Local Authority achievements to be encouraged.  

· The need for proper funding of local government is recognised, including autonomy in fund raising increases, local discretion and accountability. The debate on the financing of local government will feed into the work of the Commission on Taxation. 

· Need for greater cohesion between local government law and general ethics legislation. A clearer oversight role for the Standards in Public Office Commission is proposed. It is recommended that local electoral expenditure limits should be introduced but that the bureaucracy involved in any new procedures should be kept to a minimum.

 Next Steps
Public consultation period up to 31st July 2008, with view to publishing a White Paper later in 2008. The next local elections will take place in 2009 and the White Paper will address the timing of new reforms. 

Issues have been identified which may have a direct impact on South Dublin County Council.   It is proposed to put a Working Group together from party leaders and officials to formulate a submission on behalf of the council. Baseline information and statistical date will be supplied to the members to assist with preparation of submission.”        End of Committee Report
Following discussion it was unanimously agreed to accept the Manager’s recommendation to establish a working group with representatives from the various parties to formulate a submission on behalf of the Members.  It was unanimously agreed that Councillors C. Keane, G. O’Connell, T. McDermott and J. Hannon would represent the Members on this working group.  A date for the first meeting of this group to be determined at the June Council Meeting.”

H-I (3) Presentation on dumping in the Dublin mountains -PURE.
An Cathaoirleach welcomed Mr Ian Davis a representative from PURE which is a partnership project incorporating the local authorities of Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council, Wicklow County 

Council,  South Dublin County Council, Dublin City Council, Coillte, the National Parks and Wildlife Service the ESB and a number of non statutory organisations in a joint endeavour to prevent incidents of illegal dumping in the Wicklow/Dublin upland regions.

A powerpoint presentation on the work done by PURE was given by Mr Davis (PURE). His presentation illustrated the initiatives being undertaken to protect the upland areas and the problems being experienced in implementing these initiatives. Examples of illegal dumping which PURE deals with were shown. The following initiatives were also outlined

(i) An educational programme was outlined which is designed to assist other environmental educational programmes such as Green Schools etc.

(ii) A Primary Schools Teachers Pack was developed.    

(iii) A public awareness campaign being is organised and promotional material was displayed

(iv) An information leaflet with a detachable card which shows the lo-call phone number which members of the public can use to report dumping etc

(v)  A lo call phone number 1850 365121 which is being promoted to encourage members of the public to report any illegal dumping and littering.

(vi) The use of CCTV in combating illegal dumping 

Statistics for 2007 were shown as follows.

447 reports of illegal dumping on the lo call phone line 

487 reports received in the PURE office

Following contributions from Cllr M. Murphy, Cllr G. O’Connell, Cllr E. Walsh and Ms.C. Kiernan Mr Davis answered a number of questions from the members. The Committee members expressed their appreciation of the excellent work being done by PURE. An Cathaoirleach Cllr. McDermott thanked Mr Davis for his attendance and for his presentation. 

Following on from the discussion Cllr Mc Dermott made the following proposal to the SPC:-

“That the Environment SPC, being concerned that the integrity of the South Dublin Mountains as a leisure and recreation amenity is under threat from legal and illegal dumping, request the Manager to present a report to the next Environment SPC meeting including:

1. An inventory of the location, capacity by material type and duration of current licensed dumps and landfill sites including authorised land reclamation.

2. A review the number and nature of complaints and reports received by South Dublin County Council in the last 3 years.

3. The number, duration and nature of outstanding enforcement and compliance orders relating to dumping and suspected illegal landfills.

4. The impact of dumping on rivers, streams and roads.

5. Any other relevant information.

For this exercise the South Dublin Mountains include those portions of the county above the 110m contour.”

The Committee agreed and the report is to be brought to the next meeting.

H-I (4)   Litter Management Plan:

It was agreed to defer discussion on the Draft Litter Management Plan until the next meeting of the Committee in order to give members further opportunity to examine the contents of the document.

H-I (5)   Climate Change Submission – Group update
Maire Ni Dhomhnaill, Environmental Awareness Officer gave a presentation on Climate Change. She stated that arrangements had been made to meet with CODIMA, the company which had been employed by Dublin City Council in a similar capacity. This meeting has been scheduled for late February and it is proposed to arrange a meeting between CODEMA and members of the sub – group of the Committee before the next meeting of the SPC. In the meantime an awareness programme has been planned for the SPC members during ECO Week which is the week beginning 14th April. Arrangements have also been made for members of the Committee to see the film ‘An Inconvenient Truth’ at the UCI Cinema , Tallaght. Details of the date/time etc will be forwarded to the members as soon as possible. 

H-I ( 6)   Greater Dublin Strategic Drainage Study (GDSDS) SEA – briefing

The following report which had been circulated was noted;

‘Fingal County Council is the lead authority for the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) of the Greater Dublin Strategic Drainage Study (GDSDS). 

The public consultation period concluded on the 4th January 2008 with 28 submissions in total being received. The Consultants are currently assessing the submissions and are proposing to have a detailed submissions report in addition to a final Draft Environmental Report available on or before the 26th February 2008. The Steering Group will meet on the 6th March 2008 to discuss the final draft report and the submissions report. 

The final stage in the SEA process is the preparation of an SEA Statement, which summarises how the SEA process influenced the GDSDS. It is intended to present the SEA Statement to a joint SPC when it is available.’

A briefing on the Study was given by Tom Moyne, Senior Engineer. Following contributions from Cllr T. McDermott and Cllr G. O’Connell Mr. Moyne replied to the queries raised.
It was agreed that a separate joint meeting of the Environment SPCs of all the local authorities involved should be held to consider the Final Environmental Report and SEA Statement. 

H-1 (7)    Major Water Source Scheme – SEA

The following report which had been circulated was noted;

‘Dublin City Council is carrying out long term planning studies, on behalf of 8 local authorities, into how best to provide adequate supplies of drinking water for the estimated 2.5 million people expected to be living in the Greater Dublin Area by 2031.

The Greater Dublin Area includes the administrative area of Dublin City and the three other Dublin local authorities, along with parts of County Wicklow, Co. Meath and Co. Kildare.  It is estimated that the average water requirements for the Greater Dublin Area is 550 million litres a day today and will rise to around 800 million litres per day by 2031.  Peak requirements at 2031 are estimated at 880 million litres per day.

The Greater Dublin Area currently gets its water from the Rivers Liffey, Vartry and Dodder.  The environmentally sustainable production of water from existing Greater Dublin Area sources will not be sufficient to meet the increased demand of the larger projected population.  Water supplies from a new source that will augment supplies from all the existing water sources will be required by 2015/6.

Otherwise, water shortages and curtailment of economic growth will be unavoidable.

RPS Consulting Engineers and Veolia Water were appointed to examine a range of different options for a new major water supply source for the Great Dublin Area.  They identified two main possibilities that require a lot more study and extensive consultation with all stake holders; 1) a major desalination plant on the east coast and 2) abstraction of water from the River Shannon, transporting it by pipeline to the Greater Dublin Area, supplying populations along the route.

Current European and Irish legislation required Dublin City Council to undertake a Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) of the technically feasible options. The SEA process involved the production of an Environmental Report to assess the options at a strategic level.  Consultation with Local Authorities, 10 statutory bodies, 5 non-statutory bodies and the Shannon River Basin District Advisory Council representing an additional 40/50 organisations took place between June and October 2006 and the results were fed into the SEA process.

In November 2006, following consideration of the Environmental Report and of the extensive stakeholder feedback from the public consultation process, Dublin City Council adopted the findings of the SEA in respect of the need for a new source and required further studies to be carried out on the technically feasible options.

Phase 2 of the SEA process will continue in 2008 with extensive public consultation which should result in an SEA Statement at the end of 2008.

A briefing on the report was given by Tom Moyne, Senior Engineer by means of a powerpoint presentation. The presentation illustrated the history and background to the current Major Water Source Scheme Plan.

3.
Presentation on Dublin Transport Authority Bill 2008

Mr Philip Murphy gave a presentation summarising the provisions of the Dublin Transport Authority Bill 2008 which was published by the Minister for Transport on 14/4/08. This legislation will facilitate the establishment of a new transport authority for the Greater Dublin Area – “DTA” who will have overall responsibility for co-ordinating transport.

The DTA functional area comprises Dublin City, Fingal, Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown, South Dublin, Kildare, Meath and Wicklow. 

Principal Functions 

· Responsible for strategic transport planning in GDA

· Set out framework in integrated plan covering 12 to 20 year period

· Allocate capital and current funding for public transport and traffic management

· Infrastructure Projects to be delivered under direction and supervision of DTA by responsible agencies
· Could implement projects itself if it judges it to be appropriate

· Could give mandatory directions to implementing agencies

· Will procure public transport services and regulate public transport fares including public service obligations

· Will ensure integration of services and accountability of service providers for quality of service provided
· Prepare traffic management plan for GDA

· Traffic management functions to remain with local authorities but subject to direction from DTA

· Engaged in planning process from Regional Planning Guidelines, City and County Development Plans to Local Area Plans
· Ensure delivery of integrated ticketing

· Ensure delivery of integrated fares and information systems

· Publish information on performance of transport system

· Undertake research on transport.
A draft transport strategy is to be prepared within 1 year of review of Regional Planning Guidelines for GDA and then approved by Minister. Strategy is to be reviewed/renewed every 6 years. An integrated implementation plan with multi annual funding is to be prepared 9 months following approval of the strategy.

The bill also provides for the establishment of Dublin Transport Authority Advisory Council (DTAAC) with Chair and 12 ordinary members comprising: Dublin City Manager (or other official); 2 County Managers from GDA (or officials); 2 members of Dublin Regional Authority; 2 members of Mid-East Regional Authority; rep from Garda Siochana and 4 reps from nominated organisations.

DTA must consider DTAAC recommendations and give reasons for observations.

A strategic traffic management plan for GDA is to be prepared, which must be reviewed every 6 years. A local traffic plan is to be prepared for each road authority within 6 months of above plan.

Green Paper launched on 22nd April 2008 proposes introduction of Regional Mayor for Dublin with range of powers. It proposes that Regional Mayor will chair the Dublin Transport Authority. Consultation period until 31st July 2008.

The Presentation was noted.

4.
GDA Transport Strategy 2010 - 2030

Mr Jeremy Ryan, Strategy Project Manager, DTO gave a presentation.  He informed the Committee that the DTO is currently preparing a new transport Strategy covering a 20 year period 2010 – 2030 for the Greater Dublin Area. This strategy must have regard to specified Matters eg National Spatial Strategy, Regional Planning Guidelines, Transport 21 etc. Initially, the DTO is developing the transport strategy and will hand it over to Dublin Transport Authority (upon establishment) for completion.

Mr. C. DeBúrca, Project Manager from the Quality Bus Network Office presented a report on the current status of the Q.B.C. programme and future schemes.

PRIVATE CONTRACT WASTE DISPOSAL/COLLECTION

QUESTION: Councillor J. Lahart  

To ask the Manager how many householders have transferred to private contract waste disposal/collection and to make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
Prior to the entry of private contractors into the provision of household waste collection in the Dublin Region, South Dublin County Council provided the service to 85,000 householders approximately. To date 1,252 households have notified the Environmental Services Department that they have transferred to an alternative refuse collection service.

The impact of households withdrawing form the Council's  service is continually monitored to assess the effect on the efficiencies of the existing routes and service but at present there is no significant impact. The  proposed Variation to the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region 2005 - 2010  aims to address the effect of the fractured collection service that has developed in parts of the Dublin Region and to prevent its haphazard expansion in the Region.

GRAFFITI

QUESTION: Councillor J. Lahart  

To ask the Manager to outline the Council's policy in relation to graffiti and to outline details of proposals to help eliminate it?

REPLY:
When graffiti complaints are received by the Environmental Services Department, a Litter Warden will inspect the location in the first instance and does one of the following as appropriate;

· Refer the location directly to the Council’s Graffiti Removal Team for action; or, 

· List the location for referral to a specialised contractor for treatment; or, 

· Assist local groups by providing materials for them to remove the graffiti; or, 

· Advise the owner/occupier of the property of their obligations under Section 19 of the Litter Pollution Act, 1997.

The Council’s Environmental Awareness team provide support for community applications under Pobal’s Community Graffiti Reduction Programme which aims to support an immediate reduction in the extent and impact of graffiti within the communities who participate in the programme and to develop local mechanisms within these communities to support the long-term reduction of incidences of graffiti.  This programme is sponsored by the Department of Justice, Equality and Law Reform, the Department of Environment Heritage and Local Government and the Department of Community Rural and Gaeltacht Affairs.

It is also intended to include an anti-graffiti awareness aspect to the Schools’ Environmental Awareness Programme as part of the Council’s Litter Management Plan 2008-2011.

TEN YEAR RECREATIONAL STRATEGY FOR THE DUBLIN MOUNTAINS

QUESTION: Councillor T. McDermott  

To ask the Manager for a progress update on the development of  the ten year Recreational Strategy for the Dublin Mountains, if the first phase of the consultant's work is completed, when he will be in a position to share this with members, how and when members views will be included and will he make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:
Dublin Mountains Strategic Plan and Dublin Mountains Partnership 

Traditionally the recreational use of the Dublin Mountains was primarily for activities such as walking, road cycling, dog exercising, picnicking etc, which capitalised upon the scenic qualities of the Mountains and the panoramic vistas over Dublin.  Today there is a wider range of recreational pursuits taking place in the Mountains.  These now include mountain biking, orienteering, mountain running, shooting, pony-trekking, aero-modelling etc.  In addition, whilst tours of the roads of the Dublin Mountains on motorbikes, and organised off road motor bike trials are an established use; a growth in unregulated and un-consented off-road motorised sports participation such as motor bike scrambling and 4 x 4 vehicles has brought particular management, environmental protection and user behavioural issues.   Widespread illegal dumping of household waste has also adversely impacted upon both the perception and in particular areas the amenity, of the Dublin Mountains as a location of natural beauty.

South Dublin County Council is anxious to secure increased access and recreational usage of the Coillte forest lands in the Dublin Mountains for its residents, particularly as new and proposed growth areas such as Saggart and West Tallaght, along with the established areas of Old Bawn, Firhouse, Knocklyon, Rathfarnham and Ballyboden are located close to such lands.   To address these issues, Council staff, in conjunction with staff from Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council (which have joint administrative responsibility for the Dublin Mountains), The National Parks and Wildlife Service and representatives from user groups entered into discussions with Coillte on the matter in 2006.  The response from Coillte was very positive in line with their recreation policy Healthy Forests, Healthy Nation and it was agreed to take an overview of the recreation issues on the public lands in the mountain area.   A proposal for funding was submitted to the Forest Service to assist with a study of the forest lands and their recreational use.   It was agreed in 2006, to establish a steering group, also including the National Parks and Wildlife Service, to examine recreation in this area from a strategic perspective and in an integrated manner.

Many areas of Coillte’s forests have reached the harvesting stage and recent clear-felling activity - although a constituent part of the company’s obligations under the Forestry Act (1988) - has prompted opposition from people who believe that recreational use should take precedence over commercial forest objectives.   This led to the formation of the Dublin Mountains Initiative (DMI) who were invited to join the steering group representing recreational users. The DMI has five constituent member bodies, Mountaineering Council of Ireland, Scouting Ireland, Irish Mountain Running Association, Mountain Biking Ireland and Irish Orienteering Association.

This steering group subsequently agreed a brief to commission a report on a strategic plan for the development of outdoor recreation in the Dublin Mountains.   The overall objective was to develop an integrated outdoor recreation plan for the study area, linking existing and potential outdoor recreation components, in particular forests and other public or state owned lands with recreational potential, and including access routes.   The ultimate aim was to improve the recreational experience for users of the Dublin Mountains.  This was to be achieved whilst recognising the objectives and constraints of the various landowners.

Scott Wilson, in association with Judith A. Annett, Countryside Consultancy, were appointed in 2007 to undertake the study and recommend a strategic plan.

The steering group oversaw the development of the study area strategy and the steps taken were as follows: -

·        Initial consultations with the steering group members and other stakeholder interests including recognised users groups 

·        Review of all relevant policies, development plans, strategies and previous reports and studies 

·        A vision workshop in June 2007 with a wider stakeholder group 

·        Review of case studies 

·        Strategic Plan proposals

The “Strategic Plan for the Development of Outdoor Recreation 2007 - 2017 Vision Document and Summary Report” as circulated, outlines the strategic plan.

The Strategic Plan is consistent with the long-standing recreational and amenity policies and objectives of the Council contained in the County Development Plan 2004 - 2010 relating to the Dublin Mountains.

A key conclusion of the Consultants Report was that public owned land with recreational potential in the Dublin Mountains study area needs to be managed as an integrated entity and would, therefore, require a representative management structure with shared commitment. To address this important issue, the report recommended the establishment of a Dublin Mountains Partnership for the study area.  The Steering Group in considering the implications of this recommendation and options for its implementation recommended that a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) be agreed amongst the organisations involved.   The MOU has recently been agreed and signed by all parties. 

In line with the Strategic Plan, the proposed programme for this year includes;

1.      Setting up a management partnership called the Dublin Mountains Partnership by Memorandum of Understanding 

2.      Upgrade stretches of the Wicklow Way within the Dublin Mountains and initiate as study to develop an east-west route, the ‘Dublin Mountains Way’, through the mountains linking to the Wicklow Way - 

3.      Upgrade trails across Tibradden Mountain (in Dun Laoghaire Rathdown) and in Cruagh Wood (in South Dublin) 

4.      Provide signage and information at all main access points 

5.      Develop a new looped walking trail from Marlay Park around Kilmashogue Mountain (in Dun Laoghaire Rathdown) and prepare a plan for a “Slí na Slá¡inte” route in Cruagh Wood (in South Dublin) 

6.      Site investigation for a dedicated off-road vehicle facility. 

7.      Appointment of a Recreation Manager 

8.      Setting up a volunteer Ranger Service 

9.      Development of a website, logo and users map of the area 

10.    Adoption of the ‘Leave No Trace’ ethic and publicise it

South Dublin County Council and Dun Laoghaire County Council have each agreed to part fund the project to the value of €100,000 annually, initially for the next three years.   Coillte have agreed to act as Managing Agent for the Dublin Mountains Partnership.   Coillte have already secured €450,000 in grants for the partnership for capital projects for this year within the study area.

In relation to applying rates, it states inSection 15 of the Valuation Act 2001  that relevant property shall be rateable. " Relevant property" is defined in Schedule 3 of the Act as e.g buildings, or lands used or developed for any purpose (irrespective of whether such lands are surfaced) and any constructions affixed thereto which pertain to that use or development. The Council therefore cannot apply rates to commercial developments as soon as planning permissions are granted.

CCTV CAMERAS TO MONITOR COUNCIL PROPERTY

QUESTION: Councillor T. McDermott  
To ask the Manager for a report on the deployment and use of CCTV cameras to monitor council property and that the report would identify their number, location, purpose and operational management?

REPLY:
The Council through the Community Department is involved with the Community CCTV grant scheme administered by Pobal.

In South Dublin County four applications for grant assistance were approved and cameras will be erected at 26 locations throughout the County by the end of summer 2008.

Cameras will be located as follows :-

North Clondalkin

Jobstown

Brookfield / Fettercairn

Killinarden

All camera locations have been approved by the Joint Policing Committee.

The CCTV projects are being managed by the following groups :-

Clondalkin Partnership Ltd.

PARTAS and the

Jobstown Community Development Project Ltd.

The Council will act as ‘ Data Controller ‘ for each project to ensure that the Department of Justice ‘ Code Of Practice ‘ is adhered to by all concerned.

Likewise compliance with the Data Protection acts, 1988 and 2003 and The Garda Siochana Act 2005 is required with regard to the control, storage and dissemination of data.

It is not intended that there will be continuous monitoring of the cameras during first year of operation. All cameras will be checked twice daily to ensure that they are working correctly and data stored.

Images will be stored for 28/31day cycles on disc and if required to be viewed a system will be put in place to facilitate this. Copies can be made if required for court cases if necessary.

The Council is committed to establishing a central monitoring system for community CCTV systems and a number of options in this regard are currently being investigated.

Seven departments in the Council are currently in or are considering involvement in CCTV as a mechanism to assist in meeting Council objective of delivering a cleaner and safer environment for the community generally.

Use of CCTV by the Council is at a very early stage in its development but is expected to grow into the future. Accordingly a single overall policy governing their use will be drawn up in the coming year.

The feasibility of an integrated monitoring system covering many or all Council departments is being considered.

It should be noted that in addition to the Council’s and community CCTV schemes, An Garda Siochana is also rolling out systems nationwide.

Work is ongoing on the Tallaght system which will have 35 cameras and Clondalkin currently has 14 cameras in operation.

REMOVAL OF GRAFITTI

QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville  
To ask the Manager to outline the average time-frame for the removal of grafitti on County Council property/walls etc from the date of a request for removal to the actual removal of grafitti?

REPLY:
Graffiti removal is carried out by the Graffiti Removal team or by specialist contractor depending on the type of surface which needs attention.  The work carried out by the specialist contractor can take longer due to the necessity to group such work areas together for the contract. The Council's policy is to give priority to offensive, malicious and personal graffiti and to attend to other types of graffiti subsequently.  When the team or contractor is working in a particular area they may attend to recent graffiti nearby for convenience and efficiency.  Notwithstanding this, every effort is made to allocate resources as evenly as possible throughout the County.  In addition, Litter Wardens supply paint, materials etc. to local residents groups to facilitate immediate clean up of graffiti where such groups are willing to do so on a voluntary basis.The removal of grafitti from public utility properties is the responsibility of those agencies. The Council is in regular contact with the agencies with a view to ensuring that they remove grafitti from their properties as quickly as possible.

At present, analysis of timeframes from requests/complaints being received until completion of the work is not available but the administration of graffiti complaints is being reviewed to ensure that such information will be available going forward.  The removal of graffiti forms part of the Litter Management Plan and as such the systems in place to expedite and analyse the work being carried out will be streamlined.

To ask the Manager what is the value of the total water charges invoiced by South Dublin County Council to schools within its administrative area since the introduction of water charges to schools, broken down in each year since the charges were introduced and showing the amounts of these charges which have been paid, and if he will make a statement on the matter?

On the 4th January 2008 the Government introduced transitional arrangements for the implementation of Water Charges for schools, as detailed in the Dept. of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DoEHLG) Circular WSP1/08 ( see below).   The transitional arrangements apply retrospectively from 1st Jan 2007 to continue until 31st December 2009 and apply to recognised primary, non-fee-paying secondary, community, comprehensive and vocational schools.  From 1st January 2010 all school water usage will be billed on a metered volumetric basis as required by the E.U.Water Framework Directive.(www.wfdireland.ie/ ) 

The transitional arrangements are summarised as follows:-

§         For 2007, a flat rate of €3.00 per pupil will apply.  Bills already issued for 2007 will be recalculated on this basis and schools given a credit in respect of any excess payment.  

§         For 2008, a flat rate of €3.50 per pupil will apply. 

§         For 2009, a flat rate of €4.00 per pupil will apply. 

§         The above flat rates replace the fixed charges that previously applied to unmetered schools.  If actual usage as recorded by a meter would produce a lower charge than the flat rate, the lower bill will apply for the transition period.  

§         The above rates do not apply to water usage for swimming pools. Schools with swimming pools will have separate meter installed on the pool supply which will be billed on a volumetric basis.  

Apart from any readjustment to arrears for 2007 arising from the recalculation of bills at the rate of €3.00 per pupil, schools will be legally liable to pay all other outstanding arrears, regardless of the number of years involved.

Schools owing arrears of water charges can discuss payment arrangements for the outstanding arrears with South Dublin County Council’s Water Charges Section. 

As required by Circular WSP01/08, South Dublin County Council will issue quarterly bills to schools indicating the actual volume of water consumed within the billing period and the charge that would have applied had normal volumetric billing been applicable.  

Schools with abnormally high water consumption will be advised on the necessity to implement measures to reduce water usage.  South Dublin County Council has offered, to arrange for a visit by a Water Inspector to any school to discuss any specific concerns regarding water supply.

The Council has also given advice to schools on making effective and economical use of water services which may be helpful in minimising schools’ water bill.  

A letter dated 25/02/2008 setting out the information above was forwarded to all schools in this Council’s administrative area.

Water Charges/Water Conservation for Schools

A Chara,

Following on from a commitment in the Programme for Government in relation to school water charges, the Government decided on 4 January 2008 to introduce transitional arrangements for charging schools for water services, pending schools being charged for water services on a full cost recovery and volumetric basis with effect from 1 January 2010.  Local authorities are requested to implement the revised arrangements with immediate effect.  

The following arrangements will apply to schoolsfor a transition period up to the end of 2009:  

§        For 2007, a flat rate of €3.00 per pupil will apply.  Bills for 2007 are to be recalculated on this basis and schools are to be given a credit in respect of any excess payment.  Outstanding bills for 2007 are to be revised on this basis.  

§         For 2008, a flat rate of €3.50 per pupil will apply. 

§         For 2009, a flat rate of €4.00 per pupil will apply. 

§        The relevant rates for schools receiving a water supply, but not waste water facilities, will be €2.25 in 2007, €2.63 in 2008 and €3.00 in 2009.

§        These arrangements provide the only basis on which schools may be charged for water services in 2007, 2008 or 2009.  However, where in 2007 a local authority charged a school a fixed charge lower than would have applied under the new flat rate arrangements, the lower fixed rate may apply for that year.

§         The arrangements will apply to recognised primary, non-fee-paying secondary, community, comprehensive and vocational schools having their own service connection (i.e. schools not part of a larger institution such as a hospital).

§         In the case of boarding schools providing free education to day pupils, usage up to 3.5m³ per day pupil per annum will be charged at €1.00 per m³ and usage in excess of that will be charged at the local authority’s normal volumetric rate for each of the years 2007, 2008 and 2009.  If the boarding school is not metered in any of the years in question, the water charges should be calculated on the basis of €3.50 x no. of day pupils plus the local authority’s normal fixed charge applicable to the boarding element of the school.  

§         These flat rates replace the fixed charges that were previously being applied by local authorities to unmetered schools.  If actual usage as recorded by a meter would produce a lower charge than the flat rate, the lower bill will apply for the transition period.  

§         Apart from any readjustment to arrears for 2007 arising from the recalculation of bills at the rate of €3.00 per pupil, schools are legally liable to pay all other outstanding arrears, regardless of the number of years involved.  Schools owing arrears of water charges are being advised to discuss a payment arrangement for the outstanding arrears with the relevant local authority. 

The pupil numbers used in the calculation of water charges should be the number of recognised pupils as provided by the Department of Education and Science in its website at www.education.ie.  Select the Education Provider Search and within that function select your local authority area and separately search for primary and post primary schools.  The associated documents on that web page include a list of fee-paying secondary schools (to which these transitional arrangements do not apply) and a list of boarding schools indicating those that have a mixture of day and boarding pupils.  It will be necessary to directly contact the Department of Education and Science for the number of day pupils in boarding schools providing free education to such pupils.  

Local authorities should proceed with the programme of meter installation in schools as speedily as possible.  A charge related to the recovery of the cost of their metering may be applied when schools are being charged on the basis of metered usage.    

In the context of full cost recovery being applicable from 1 January 2010, local authorities should provide all schools with periodic indicative bills showing the volume of water supplied in the specified period and the charge that would have applied had normal volumetric billing been applicable.  This information will assist schools in preparing for the transition to full cost recovery in 2010.  Those schools with abnormally high water consumption are to be identified and contacted with advice on the necessity to implement measures to reduce water usage.  A UK study on Sustainable Water Management in Schools recommends a good practice target for usage of 2.7m³ per pupil per annum.  As Ireland has a shorter school year, a lower usage rate should be achievable if good water management practices are adopted.  On this basis, consumption of 3.5m³ per pupil per annum is considered a reasonably generous estimate of normal needs in current Irish circumstances.  Accordingly, usage at a level greater than 3.5m³ per pupil per annum would be considered excessive.  The Department of Education and Science has also requested that you send a list of those schools identified as having excess usage to John Dolan, Department of Education and Science Offices, Tullamore, Co. Offaly.  

This Department will request group schemes to apply similar arrangements to schools not connected to public water services and receiving their supply from private suppliers within the rural group water scheme sector.    

The legal advice made available to the Government makes it clear that any shortfall in water charges arising from the application of these concessions to schools may not be passed on to other non-domestic users.   

These transitional charging arrangements are being implemented having regard to the social, environmental and economic effects on schools in the context of Article 9.1 of the Water Framework Directive and must be reported on in the river basin management plans.  They apply only to schools and the position remains and the legal advice available to the Government confirms that, in accordance with the WFD, all non-domestic users must pay for water used.  

These arrangements afford schools the opportunity to put in place water conservation arrangements and practices and to undertake necessary works to ensure that when full cost recovery becomes applicable, schools will have significantly reduced their water usage and, by virtue of good water conservation, be in a much stronger position to meet their water charges.  This Department will work with the Department of Education and Science in relation to a programme of water conservation in schools, which is to be initiated immediately to;

-         highlight good practice in water management in schools, and

-         advise schools on measures to address excess consumption.

An information package will be prepared and issued by the Department of Education and Science to schools setting out appropriate measures to minimise excess consumption of water and to reduce wastage where it exists.  As part of this exercise, technical guidance and specifications for the most common problems that are likely to arise in this area will be provided.  In addition, water conservation issues will continue to be addressed by the Department of Education and Science in the context of the design and construction of new schools or where major renovations are being carried out to existing schools under the schools modernisation programme.

Any reduction in income to local authorities during the transitional period will be met through existing provisions within the Local Government Fund.  Issues in relation to these transitional arrangements and the associated income to local authorities will be considered by the Department/CCMA Water Services Funding Group.

“Under Section 94 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended) South Dublin County Council prepared a Housing Strategy.  One of the key purposes of the strategy is to identify the overall need for affordable housing in the area of the County Development Plan and to ensure that South Dublin County Council provides for the development of affordable housing.  To date, the Council has been successful in acquiring affordable housing units for eligible applicants through:-

(a)  Part V of the Planning and Development Act 2000 (as amended)

(b)  The development of public private partnerships/joint ventures.

(c)   The Integrated Area Plans in tax designated areas.

The Property Path has sold 974 affordable homes since the commencement of all programmes, under Part V, joint venture and affordable initiatives. 

To date 330 applications have been made in respect of the 121 purchases being made by the Affordable Homes partnership.

In order to comply with the requirements of Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended) and Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 it is recommended that the Council dispose of 3 properties at Eaton Square, Rathcoole, Co. Dublin and 9 properties at Castlegate, Adamstown, Co. Dublin to the eligible applicants (schedule available at the meeting) in accordance with the affordable housing scheme as adopted by the Council in April 2003. 

The consent of the Council is sought for the disposal of these properties to eligible applicants.

“The Council issued a letter of comfort to Hannah Homes Ltd, the owners of a property at ‘The Saggart Arms’ Public House, Saggart Village, to include two strips of adjoining Council owned land for the purpose of submitting a planning application for the re-development of their property.  The purpose of including the Council's lands in the planning application was to facilitate a new pedestrian street/footpath on the eastern side of the development, which it was proposed would look onto and provide passive security for the adjoining Village Green and the strip of land at Saint Mary's Park on the southern boundary which constitutes a roadside verge at present, was to facilitate the provision of a footpath and on-street car-parking. This application, Planning Reg. Ref. SD06A/0636 was subsequently granted planning permission by An Bord Pleanála. 

An application has now been received from Des Nolan and Seamus Murphy, Directors  of Hannah Homes Ltd to acquire an interest in the two plots of Council owned land referred to above in order to proceed with the development.

Accordingly, I recommend that the Council dispose of two plots of land measuring a total of 438 sq. metres or thereabouts at Saint Mary’s Park/Village Green, Saggart , Co. Dublin as shown shaded in yellow on Indicative Drawing No. LA/22/08 to Des Nolan and Seamus Murphy, 10 Templeogue Road, Terenure, Dublin 6W in accordance with Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the Council’s Valuer:-

1.  That the lands to be leased comprise an area of 438 square metres or thereabouts and are as follows:

(i)  A strip of land at Saint Mary’s Park along the southern boundary of the applicant’s site as shown shaded in yellow on Indicative Drawing No. LA/22/08. The   area to be leased will comprise only of a footpath and some green/landscaped area which is to be constructed in accordance with term No. 4(i) hereunder.

(ii) A strip of land at the Village Green along the eastern boundary of the applicant’s site as shown shaded in yellow on Indicative Drawing No. LA/22/08. The area to be leased will comprise of part of the footpath with a cobblestone finish which is to be constructed in accordance with term No. 4(ii) hereunder.

2.  That the capital premium payable by the Applicants to the Council shall be in the sum of €260,000 (two hundred and sixty thousand euro)  payable in one lump sum on the signing of contracts.

3.  That on receipt of the necessary statutory approvals to the disposal the County Solicitor shall forward contracts to the Applicants which must be executed within a period to be specified. 

4.  That on signing of the contracts and on receipt of the payment of €260,000 (two hundred and sixty thousand euro), the Council shall grant the applicants a building licence to construct (at the applicants’ own expense) the following on the Council lands shown shaded in yellow (area to be leased) and area shaded in blue(area to be retained by the Council) on Indicative Drawing No LA 22/08 :

(i)   A footpath on Council land adjoining the southern boundary of the applicants’ site which fronts onto St Mary’s Park.

(ii)   A footpath on Council land adjoining the eastern boundary of the applicants’ site which fronts onto the Village Green.

(iii)  A surface car park on Council land adjoining the southern boundary of the applicants’ site which fronts onto St Mary’s Park.

(iv)  That full details of the above works shall be agreed with the Council prior to commencement and the completion of legal formalities.  In particular care will be taken to preserve the existing trees along the eastern boundary.

(v)  The building licence agreement will also be subject to the following terms and conditions:

-       That the above-mentioned work and other works (if any) to be carried out are completed to the satisfaction of the Council and in accordance with the planning permission granted by An Bord Pleanala as per Planning Reference PL06S.223166. (Planning Reg Ref: SD06A/0636)

 -      That the works on the Council land are carried out within a timeframe that is satisfactory to the Council. This timeframe will be agreed with the Council prior to the signing of contracts.

 -     That the applicants will indemnify the Council against any claims as a result of their and  their contractors use, occupation of, or works on the Council land      during the period of the licence agreement.

5.   That on satisfactory completion of the works in accordance with the building licence as certified by the Council’s Roads and Parks Departments, the Council will grant the Applicants a lease of the areas as outlined at (1) above . The Lease shall be for a term of 250 years (commencing from a date to be agreed upon) subject to a rent of €1 per annum(if demanded) exclusive of all outgoings. The rent will be subject to a rent review every five years linked to the increase in the Consumer Price Index.

6.  That the Lessee will not be permitted to erect any permanent buildings on the leasehold area.

7.  That the Council shall retain a right of way over the demised area and a wayleave to access any public services on, under or above the demised area. 

8.  That the above proposal is subject to the preparation of accurate maps by the Council.

9   That the County Solicitor shall draft the necessary legal agreements  and may include further terms and conditions or make such reasonable alterations, additions and modifications thereto as he deems appropriate. 

10  That the above proposal is subject to satisfactory proof of title including proof that the applicants hold satisfactory title to the adjoining development site to enable them to carry out the development in accordance with the planning permission granted by An Bord Pleanala as per Planning Reference PL06S.223166.

11  That the above proposal is subject to the necessary consents and approvals being obtained.

12  That each party shall be responsible for their own fees in this matter. 

13.  No agreement enforceable at law is created or intended to be created until exchange of contracts has taken place.

That the Manager reports on the current status of the proposed redevelopment of the Saggart Arms public house, noting that there have been several complaints from local people in relation to the placing of hoarding around the site in recent weeks.

REPORT:

Planning application SD06A/0636 refers to this site. This application was received on the 24/07/2006 from Hannah Homes LTD seeking permission for the following development at Main Street, Saggart, Co. Dublin:

Demolition of the existing garage and single storey extension to the rear of the Saggart Arms and the construction of three blocks comprising: Block 1 11 no. 2 bed 2 storey town houses and 2no. 2 bed apartments over 1no. retail unit in three storeys onto St. Mary's Park and 7no. 2 bed duplexes over 5no. retail units in three storeys onto Boherboy road, a new pedestrian street and the village green; Block two 5no. 2 bed duplexes over three retail units in three storeys onto new pedestrian street and village green to the rear of the existing pub building which is to be retained and converted into 1no. retail unit; Block three 3 storey block with penthouse offices onto Main Street, Boherboy Road and new pedestrian street accommodating ground floor pub, first floor restaurant and second and penthouse office space all with ancillary services spaces; basement car park with access off Boherboy road and associated works at lands to the rear, adjoining and including the existing garage and the Saggart Arms bounded by Main Street, Boherboy Road, St. Mary's Park and The Village Green.

On 5/4/2007 a decision to refuse permission was made in respect of this application.

On 30/04/2007 the applicant appealed to An Bord Pleanala against this decision and on the 02/10/2007 An Bord Pleannala made a decision to grant permission with minor modifications.

No commencement notice has been received in respect of this planning application.

A hoarding licence has been granted by the Transportation department with conditions attached. 

To facilitate this development a letter of comfort was issued to the developer to include in the planning application a strip of land in the Council’s ownership measuring approximately 3 metres in width along the south and eastern boundaries of the site primarily for the purposes of pedestrian access to the completed development.  

This issue will be the subject of a proposed disposal at the June meeting of the County Council.

The Members AGREED to amend the motion to state “that this proposed disposal does not proceed to the June Council Meeting”

“The Council at its Meeting held on the 9th September, 2002 Minute No.C/0451/02 approved the disposal of 19.6 acres or thereabouts to Takeda Pharma Ireland Ltd for the purpose of developing a Pharmaceutical Facility at Grange Castle Business Park. The company has now completed it’s development and commissioning of the plant and is now in production. 

Takeda is now expanding its global operations and has recently acquired significant companies in the Biotechnology and Pharmaceutical Sector. Takeda has requested that the Council dispose of a further 19 acre site south of their existing facility to enable them to develop and expand their existing operations in Ireland.

I recommend that the Council dispose of by way of 999 year lease of a site of approximately 19 acres or thereabouts as shaded blue on Drawing No. 02_028D_171, at Grange Castle Business Park, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 to Takeda Pharma Ireland Limited (or another company within the Takeda group of companies) for the purposes of developing a pharmaceutical facility in accordance with Section 211 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Act 2000 and subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local Government Act 2001 subject to the following terms and conditions which are  to be incorporated into the proposed Lease, 

1.         Vendor:           
South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

 
2.         Purchaser:      
 Takeda Pharma Ireland Limited (or another company within the Takeda group of companies), Grange Castle Business Park, Dublin 22, Ireland.

3.         Property:        
The site area being disposed of has an area of about 19 acres or thereabouts and is as shown shaded blue on Drawing No. 02_028D_171. The Council will prepare an accurate disposal drawing and the site area will be computed and the total purchase price assessed at the rate per acre outlined in the terms hereunder.  The precise area shall be agreed between the Vendor and the Purchaser prior to the signing of contracts.

The Council shall grant a 999 year Lease of the subject lands subject to the reservation of a 10m service wayleave area in favour of the Council and it’s nominees on the eastern boundary as shown in yellow on Drawing No. 02_028D_171.

The Council shall retain the right of way over the existing temporary haul road, shown shaded in orange on Drawing No. 02_028D_171 in favour of the Council and it’s nominees until 31st December, 2009 or such longer period as may be required and agreed between parties.  

4.         Purchase Price:          
(i)         The purchase price to be paid by the Purchaser to the Vendor shall be calculated at €600,000 (six hundred thousand euros) per acre (exclusive of planning levies and the Grange Castle Business Park Arts Levy) and proportionally for any part of an acre.

The exact area is subject to survey and mapping and the Vendor and the Purchaser shall agree the precise boundaries of the subject property and the area comprised within these boundaries.

(ii)        The Purchaser will be liable for the payment of a service charge in respect of any area of undeveloped land in accordance with the Scheme Lease for the Park.

(iii)        The disposal and payment in full of the consideration is to be completed no later than the 31st December, 2008.

10% of the consideration shall be payable on signing of the contract relating to the disposal.

“At a meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee (1) held on 15th October 2007 it was agreed to proceed with a public consultation process for the proposed new Community Centre at Ballycragh Park, Ballycullen, Dublin 24.
Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of proposed Local Authority Developments. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in the development of a new Community Centre at Ballycragh Park.
The proposed project is a single-storey building of 370 sq ms providing as follows –
· Meeting / activity room (divisible in two) 
· Smaller meeting room 
· Office 
· Coffee area 
· External children’s playground 
· 10 car-parking spaces
The proposed building forms a gateway to the park, is conceived as redefining the neighbourhood centre and incorporates green building principles in many ways an eco-building. The building is inclusive and inviting in design and nature.
The materials proposed for the building are render timber and glass, selected paving and a green roof, conceived as a core concrete building element with moveable timber and glass screens enclosing elements allowing different combinations and permutations of spatial arrangement and will be a major inviting attraction to the park for the active and passive users. The centre will be available for a wide variety of uses for all ages and will compliment the activities and programme of events at Firhouse Community Centre and Firhouse Community School Sports Hall.

·         The offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght,
The closing date for receipt of submissions was Wednesday 2nd April, 2008.
There were 195 submissions made during this period and they are summarized as follows:
1/ 181 submissions indicating unconditional support for the proposal as advertised from local residents of the immediate area covering the areas of Oldcourt, Ferncourt, Ballycullen View, Parklands, Allenton, Oakdale,  Wooddale Green,Daletree and Beechdale and indicating strongly the consultation that was carried out locally and the need for such a facility to compliment existing facilities in the area.
Response:
The support for the facility as proposed is noted.
2/ 1 submission from the Ballycragh Park Community Facility Development Group Committee indicating their full support for the proposal as advertised indicating strongly the consultation that was carried out locally and the need for such a facility to compliment existing facilities in the area.
Response:
The support of the proposed is noted. 
3/ Sr Mary O’Neill, Parish Sister, Bohernabreena Parish, indicating her full support for the proposal and expressing her belief that the centre will provide a long awaited facility to benefit the whole community and provide a place for on-going education, personal development and recreation with family, friends and neighbours.
Response:
The support for the facility as proposed is noted.
4/ Ms Louise Purcell, Oakdale Park, indicating her support for the project but expressed her view that 10 car parking spaces are too much and 1-2 spaces for the anchor tenant and 1 for disabled parking should be sufficient as most users will walk to the centre.
Response:
It is the view that 10 spaces is the requirement from experience for the centre particularly to provide the necessary spaces for a drop-off and pickup facility for users. The car parking spaces are not for use of the playing pitches adjacent to the proposed Centre.
5/ Ms Mairead Flanagan, Parklands Drive, Ballycullen indicating her full support for the project and requested that a store room be also provided as part of the project to facilitate the organized local community clean ups of the Park.
Response:
This request for a store room can be considered as part of the detailed internal layout for the Centre.
6/  Mr Keith White, Oldcourt View, Firhouse objecting to the parking spaces as provided and that they were not specifically outlined in the plans and drawings as advertised, location is under a high tension electric power line and the facility will cause traffic problems particularly when there are matches on the pitches.
Response:
The area for the complex, the community facility and the car park spaces, is clearly outlined in the location map attached to the drawings for the proposed facility. It is the view that 10 spaces is the requirement from experience for the centre particularly to provide the necessary spaces for a drop-off and pickup facility for users. The car parking spaces are not for use of the playing pitches adjacent to the proposed Centre. The overhead high tension power line will not interfere with the location of the facility.
7/ Ms Tina Dunne, Oldcourt Lodge, Firhouse welcomes the proposed facility and acknowledges that the building design is attractive but expresses her disappointment with the chosen site, the number of car parking being limited to just 10 spaces which could lead to congestion on the main road and also expressed concerns on the security of the centre.
Response: 
The Council is satisfied that the provision of 10 spaces is more than ample for this facility and point out that the car parking facilities are to service the facility particularly staff and as a pick up and drop-off facility. It will be barrier controlled and is not to facilitate use for the soccer pitches.
8/ Lisa Kenny, Ferncourt Avenue, Pearse Mullarkey, 14 Ferncourt Green, Roslyn and Nigel Fay, 65, Ferncourt Green and Patrick Byrne 1 Ferncourt Avenue and Rita and Aaron Heavey, 22 Ferncourt Avenue, Firhouse expressed their opposition to the proposal on the following grounds:
·        There is no need for a further community facility when Firhouse and St Anne’s Club are already within walking distance
·        10 car parking spaces are too much and the committee only requested 2 and this would greatly reduce the playing and walking facilities of the Park
·        The vehicular access will have a dangerous and negative effect on the pedestrians using the park and permanent access will allow undesirables full access to the park
·        Priority should be afforded to better facilities for the Holy Rosary School
·        The park has already been diminished as it was meant to be larger and is now to be reduced again
Response:
The proposed centre which is single storey building will greatly enhance the park and usage of the park particularly the passive usage and will also compliment the existing facilities of the Firhouse Community Centre and the School Sports complex by providing a long awaited facility for on-going education, personal development and recreation with family, friends and neighbours that will be a benefit to the whole community. It is the view that 10 spaces is the requirement from experience for the centre particularly to provide the necessary spaces for a drop-off and pickup facility for users. The car parking spaces are not for use of the playing pitches adjacent to the proposed Centre and will be barrier protected.  A CCTV system will also be installed as part of the project. The proposal will not interfere with or encroach on any existing playing facilities. 
9/ Colin Thomson, Oldcourt View, Firhouse Road registered his opposition to the proposal on the grounds generalized as follows:
·        Enhancement of existing local facilities would be more sustainable
·        Reduces public open space and introduces traffic access into the park
·        The Community Facility Development Group is made up of some residents who are committed to the provision of a community facility rather than representation of local community.
·        Information provided regarding the proposal has been untimely, partial, vague, inaccurate, missing or difficult to access particularly in relation to car parking spaces.
Response:
The proposed centre which is single storey building will greatly enhance the park and usage of the park particularly the passive usage and will also compliment the existing facilities of the Firhouse Community Centre and the School Sports complex by providing a long awaited facility for on-going education, personal development and recreation with family, friends and neighbours that will be a benefit to the whole community. The facility will compliment existing facilities rather than replace or compete with them and will be an added feature to the Park for passive users in particular. The proposal will not interfere with or encroach on any existing playing facilities.
It is the view that 10 spaces is the requirement from experience for the centre particularly to provide the necessary spaces for a drop-off and pickup facility for users. The car parking spaces are not for use of the playing pitches adjacent to the proposed Centre and will be barrier protected.  A CCTV system will also be installed as part of the project. 
The Council has no concerns on the representational value of the Development Committee and has been working with the group for many years on this project with appropriate expertise and this view is enhanced by the large number of submissions in support of the facility as proposed.
The above proposed works were advertised in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, in the Irish Independent on Monday 4th February, 2008. 
The scheme went on public display from Monday 4th February, 2008 to Tuesday 18th March, 2008 at: 
·         The offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght.
The closing date for receipt of submissions was Wednesday 2nd April, 2008.
The location of the proposal indicating the entire area was highlighted in the drawings as advertised and on display. It was never envisaged that the proposed 10 car parking spaces would be outside of this area. The notice also clearly indicated that the proposal included 10 car parking spaces.
10/ Ciara Whelan and Stuart Keegan, 91 Parklands Court have objected on the grounds that the facility will impair their view of the park, there is a community centre across the road, there is already extensive graffiti in the area and this will also effect the facility and that the existing anti-social behaviour will increase with the introduction of the community facility.
Response:
The proposed centre which is single storey building will greatly enhance the park and usage of the park particularly the passive usage and will also compliment the existing facilities of the Firhouse Community Centre and the School Sports complex by providing a long awaited facility for on-going education, personal development and recreation with family, friends and neighbours that will be a benefit to the whole community. The proposal will not interfere with or encroach on any existing playing facilities.
In relation to anti-social behaviour in the park officials from the Parks Department have met with a Representative of the Parklands Residents Association recently to explore means of preventing anti-social behaviour in the vicinity of the bridge and bin store to the rear of Parklands Court. The following report, which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“The following report was previously presented to and considered by Tallaght Area Committee at their October 2007 meeting:-

“Part 8 Report - Embankment Road QBC

1. Introduction

Part VIII of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations 2001 outlines the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. These regulations apply to the proposed Embankment Road Quality Bus Corridor.

The Quality Bus Corridor scheme will consist of the following:

· Changing road markings to omit the central hatching in the existing design and provide a 3.25m wide bus lane in both directions.

· Reduce the traffic lane width from 4.5m to 3.25m.

· The bus lanes are to be operational for 24 hours, Monday to Sunday.

· The provision of approximately 1160m of bus lane in the north-eastbound direction (to city centre) and 945m of bus lane in the south-westbound direction (to Tallaght). 

· No changes in the total width of the carriageway or cycle tracks.

· No changes to any of the junction design. 

The intention of the scheme is to:

· Ensure a quick and reliable bus service capable of providing consistent journey times. Hence, improving on bus journey times.

· Make better use of the available road space.

· Establish a high profile identity for bus services using the corridor.

· Link to and provide interchange possibilities with both the existing orbital QBC at Cookstown Road and the proposed south city orbital linking Tallaght with Blackrock.

· To provide interchange with Luas at the existing Belgard station.

The overall impacts of the proposal are: 

· The provision of improved facilities for buses. 

· There will be no significant impact on journey times for general traffic or reduction in capacity.

· There will be no impact on cycle facilities.

2. Public Consultation Process

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent and The Echo in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 and was on public display from Tuesday 15th May 2007 to Wednesday 13th June 2007 at:

· South Dublin County Council Offices, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24.
· CountyLibrary, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

Any person wishing to make a submission or observations with respect to the proposed development, dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated was invited to do so. The latest date for the receipt of submissions was before 4:30 pm on Wednesday 27th June 2007.

3. Written Submissions

Only 1 submission was received for the scheme:

1. Mr Liam Roche, Castle Road, Saggart, Co. Dublin.

Report on Submissions

1. Mr Liam Roche
Mr Roche requested that:

a. More space be provided between traffic and cycle lanes

b. Trees be planted along the route, and

c. The road is as maintenance free as far as possible.

Response:
a. The Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO) is proposing to only change the road markings in the existing design and not to change the design or total width of the road. The existing design has provided for a minimum width of 1.5m off road cycle tracks. Cyclists are therefore physically segregated from general traffic. 

b. The QBNPO is only proposing to change the road markings of the realignment scheme design and not to widen the road, the design of which was approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process.

c. The QBNPO is only involved in changing the road markings of the existing design and not to design the road, the design of which has been approved during a previous Part 8 public consultation process. The detailed design of the carriageway will be carried out with reference to all recognised standards and industry best practices. The completed design will be approved by the Roads Department of South Dublin County Council. 

4. Summary
The proposed Embankment Road Quality Bus Corridor is in accordance with the 2004-2010 County Development Plan and with the proper planning and development of the area. The bus priority scheme measures will be designed in conjunction with the Quality Bus Network Project Office. It is therefore proposed to proceed with the Quality Bus Corridor as proposed.”

Following discussion, the members requested that certain design modifications be made to the proposals and that a revised report be made to a future meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee.

At the Tallaght Area Committee meeting held on 26th May 2008 a revised proposal as detailed on the attached layouts was presented to the members which in addition to the foregoing proposed the following additional changes:

· The provision of a bus lane in the eastbound direction from aprox half way between Cookstown Road and the Outer Ring Road for 418m as far as the Cookstown Road junction 

· And a westbound bus lane from aprox half way between Cookstown Road and the Outer Ring Road for 378m as far as the Outer Ring Road junction. 

· Minor and inconsequential changes to the Outer Ring Road and Cookstown Road junctions to take account of the revised bus lanes. 

As these bus lanes will be constructed well beyond the anticipated queue length, it is therefore envisioned that they will provide as comparable and superior bus priority as the existing scheme. There is no change to the proposed bus lanes as shown in the scheme between the Belgard Road and the Cookstown Road.

Following discussion the Tallaght Area Committee recommended that the proposal as outlined in the revised scheme be approved.  As the proposal as revised in this report is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area, it is proposed to proceed with the proposal.”

The recent restructuring of the Council’s Cleansing Crew complements the Draft Litter Management Plan 2008-2011 with increased resources, including increasing dedicated staff numbers, incorporating new ways of working and new schedules in line with the Plan, as well as the existing resource of the Council’s Graffiti Removal Team.

The implementation of the Plan will be achieved by delivery of the 14 objectives outlined above through cross-departmental working, identifying detailed actions and working in a spirit of partnership and support with communities.
As the adoption of the Plan is a reserved function of the Council under Section 13 of the Litter Pollution Act 1997 it is recommended that the following Motion be passed:

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1. Introduction

1.1 South Dublin County Profile

The area of South Dublin covers 222.74 SQ kilometres, and lies about 10 miles south west of the Capital.  It is bounded by the Dublin mountains to the south and stretches from the River Liffey at Lucan through Palmerstown, Clondalkin, south to Newcastle, Rathcoole, Saggart. It includes Tallaght West, South and Central and stretches east to Templeogue and Rathfarnham.  (See map below).
· The population of the County is approximately 247,000 based on results of the 2006 census.

· The county has five electoral areas - Clondalkin, Lucan, Tallaght Central, Tallaght South and Terenure./Rathfarnham

· The number of households in South Dublin County increased by 19% between 1996 and 2002, while the population increased by 26% in the ten years since 1996 to 2006.

· In recent years, housing development in the County has occurred at an average rate of an additional 2,800 new dwellings per year.

· Lands zoned for residential purposes in the 2004 -2010 County Development Plan will yield at least an additional 18,446 homes in South Dublin by 2010.

The Corporate Plan outlines the mission statement, organisational values and strategic goals of the Council.

South Dublin County Council’s mission statement is as follows

To provide open, effective, inclusive and participative local democratic processes together with best quality services, facilities and supports which sustain, improve and promote the social, environmental, cultural and economic fabric of South Dublin County for all who live, work and visit here.

The strategic goals  states -  ‘Promote the ‘polluter pays’ principle and sustainable waste management strategies in accordance with the principles of waste prevention, reduction, re-use, recycling, energy recovery and safe disposal’

Manage waste collection, movement and disposal, road sweeping and litter management operations to the highest possible standards.

1.3  The County Strategy – A Place for People

This is the vision for South Dublin County.

Within the section ‘a Place to Protect’ it states that ‘A county that promotes, enhances, develops and protects the natural environment contributing to greater awareness and appreciation of the value of a green county in the context of  social, economic and environmental sustainability.


2. Litter legislation

The Litter Pollution Act (1997) provides for the prevention and control of litter pollution. It defines the responsibilities of various sectors and individuals and details enforcement procedures and penalties.

2.1 Responsibilities 

Local Authority

The local authority shall take all practicable measures to prevent, control and dispose of litter. Other responsibilities include the following:-

Promote awareness of litter pollution and its effect.

Encourage participation of the public in preventing and overcoming litter pollution and in the collection and disposal of litter.

Provide facilities and arrange for regular emptying and cleaning.

Enforce the law and apply the penalties and legal sanctions

Businesses

An occupier of land and /or public place has a responsibility to keep the area litter free. Private land which is visible from a public place should be kept free of litter. In addition the area not exceeding 100m adjoining the premises should be kept free of litter.

There are additional responsibilities on persons owning, operating or in charge of mobile outlets and those who organise major events.  

No placement of unauthorised advertisements or public notices in public places.

No placement of advertising flyers on cars

Ensure that transporting material does not cause litter and that the material is secured.

Public

No person shall create litter in a public place or a place visible from a public place.

Dog faeces should be removed from a public place disposed of properly. 

Waste material is not disposed except in a waste receptacle or bin or in an authorised waste facility

3. Current Position

Litter management unit

The Litter Management Unit consists of 6 litter wardens. 

Their duties include the following

· Investigation and prosecution of illegal dumping 

· The removal of derelict or abandoned cars.). 

· The issue of on-the-spot fines for litter offences 

· The prosecution of serious offences through the courts 

· Investigation and prosecution of illegal casual traders
Cleansing unit

The Cleansing unit deals with major clean-ups in the County and removal of  material from fly tipping sites. They also operate the 5 yearly free junk collections in residential areas. In addition there 13 staff operating a hand cart service in village/town centres throughout the County.

Graffiti crew

In May 2006 a dedicated crew was established to deal with graffiti in public places throughout the County.

Road Sweeping service

An extensive road sweeping contract exists, which includes street cleansing, weed control, gully emptying and leaf clearance on main roads, industrial estates, housing estates and dual carriageways and motorways.

Environmental awareness

The environmental awareness programme includes promotion of  National Spring Clean, Beautiful South Dublin County Awards and Pride of Place.

Also the running of the Green schools programme and an anti litter schools competition. 

Recycling facilities (See appendix 7.3 )

Recycling facilities comprise  of  the Civic amenity site, Ballymount, Bring banks  - recycling facilities for glass, plastic, cans and textiles, a Green waste centre.

Clondalkin Community Recycling 

CCRI is a Community based scheme which arranges collection and recycling of WEEE – waste electrical, electronic equipment in the South Dublin County. This initiative is supported by Clondalkin Partnership, Pobal and South Dublin County Council.

4. Aim & Objectives of Litter Management Plan

4.1 Aim

The overall aim of the Litter Management Plan is to make South Dublin County a litter free County with the support, co-operation and involvement of the local authority, businesses, communities and individuals.

The following five cross cutting themes underpin the individual objectives of the Litter Management Plan:- 

· Prevention

· Enforcement

· Awareness

· Partnership

· Cleansing

4.2 Objectives

1. Develop programmes on the basis of targeting the various litter categories, blackspots and illegal means of disposing of waste/refuse

2. Develop a customer focused litter complaints procedure in order to deal effectively and efficiently with complaints

This will provide a coordinated approach to litter management in the County.

The sections involved are the Litter Management Unit, Cleansing, Environmental awareness, recycling, waste management service and also include the Roads, Community & Parks and Housing Departments.

The Council will work in partnership with the community to achieve the objectives of the Plan and will commit to support communities in their efforts.

7.1  Consulting Process

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Dublin was recently judged to be onéofthedut;estmﬁes in Europe , therefore it is clear
a new approach is needed and I welcome the plans of South Dublin County to be a “litter
free” county.

Awareness

The IBAL correctly classify Graffiti as litter, although this association is not widely used
I think that the inclusion of Graffiti as a form of Litter is a concept which should be
publicly promoted by SDCC, as it is a very visible from of Litter.

The current excellent work of SDCC in liaising with individuals and groups as regards
education should be continued. The new anti — Litter T.V adds could be complemented
by local advertising.

Prevention

Greater provision of bins and more frequent emptying of bins at key locations would
help. In terms of preventing graffiti, planting climbers or hedging at graffiti prone
locations would in the longterm be a cost saving measure and improve the appearance.
This is especially important at public locations. The occasional offering of a monetary
reward for confidential information regarding graffiti could bring results in identifying
the perpetrators who thrive on a culture of secrecy.

Partnership

Currently SDCC is very supportive of individual resident associations on “clean-up
days”. This voluntary partnerships works well and could be expanded upon e.g If SDCC
were to designate a particular day as a “Clean-UP” day for a larger general area and
formally write to individual Resident Associations and publicise to the general public in
the surrounding area to help out on that day. The Council could provide them with
materials, a general plan, and some Council Staff to assist in the effort. This would
encourage a broader community effort and public areas which are outside the boundary
of any individual resident association would be getting attention. It could include
activities such as litter-picking and painting of some boundaries. It would encourage
people to enhance and take pride in their area, and some of the work could be planned out
in advance in liaison with Residents Associations.

Cleansing

The suggestions outlined above incorporates an initiative regarding cleansing. It would be
useful if a professional paint sprayer could be used by Council Staff and this could be
complemented by the work done by voluntary residents using other materials such as
rollers, brushes, etc. Litter-Pickers would also assist in the effort.

Currently there is a very lengthy and unacceptable delay in the Council’s response to
removing Graffiti. Piles of rubbish would not be allowed to accumulate in such a visible
way. Neither should graffiti be left visible for so long. There needs to be a huge increase
in the council’s resources regarding manpower and in terms of having the correct
