REPLY:
The Council will commence the statutory procedure for the extinguishment of the public right of way over the laneway in question on receipt of a petitition signed by individual residents concerned. The extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a Reserved Function of the Elected Members of the Council in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act 1993. The procedure for extinguishment of public rights of way is detailed hereunder:

1.     An application to extinguish a public right-of-way should be made in writing to the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department, County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24.

2.     The closure of a public right-of-way has to be of a permanent nature.

3.     A petition signed by individual residents concerned, indicating support for the proposal (to include the residents adjacent to the right-of-way) and their reason to extinguish the public right-of-way should be submitted with a map indicating the location.

4.     The proposal to effect the closure and who will be responsible for carrying out the works involved along with a letter from the Title Holder that they are in agreement with your proposal to effect the closure should also be submitted. Any works or costs involved in effecting the closure would be a matter for the residents concerned, i.e. building of wall/ fence, acquisition of title, and the relocation of services if applicable.

5.     On receipt of the petition and any additional information sought, the matter would be brought to the relevant Area Committee for their recommendation.    

If agreed, the notice of intention to consider the extinguishment of the public right-of-way would be advertised in the Press and signs erected on site. Any representations or objections to the proposal must be made in writing to the Senior Executive Officer, Roads Department, South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24. and must be submitted within the six week period commencing on the date of publication of notice. 

It should be noted that persons making such representations or objections may make a request, in writing, to state their case at an oral hearing conducted by a person appointed by the Local Authority for that purpose.

6.     Following this six week period a report would be presented to the relevant Area Committee for their recommendation. This recommendation would then be brought to a full County Council meeting for final decision, as the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the elected members of the Council.

7.     Residents would then be informed of the County Council’s decision with regard to the extinguishment.

8.     Should the Council make a decision to extinguish the public right-of-way it is the responsibility of the residents concerned to contact the utility companies ( ESB, Eircom, NTL, Bord Gais and the Councils Environment Department) with regard to their service requirements in relation to the public right-of-way.

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“Greenhills Road QBC
Report on options for bus priority on the Greenhills Road at the Bridge over the M50.
A number of options were assessed as follows 

· Option 1       Bus Lanes in Both Directions  

· Option 2       Bus Lane in Southbound Direction Only  

· Option 3       Bus Lane in Southbound Direction with bus gate in Northbound Direction 

Option 1 consists of constructing pedestrian and cycle facilities on either side of the existing road bridge. Three options were considered in order to achieve this as detailed below 

· Steel Trusses 

· Cost €850,000

· Cantilevered Structures 

· Cost €1,100,000

· Cable Stayed Bridges 

· Cost €1,550,000 

The above costs do not include: 

· Additional strengthening to the existing bridge in order to accommodate two additional lanes 

· Traffic Management during construction 

· Possible compensation payable to the M50 PPP Company 

Options 2 and 3 involve re-configuring the existing layout on the M50 road bridge, but do not require construction works to be carried out to the structure of the bridge

Options 1 to 3 were modelled using the Transyt software package. The results showed no significant change in average bus speeds when comparing the three options. 

Journey time surveys carried out by South Dublin County Council in April 2008, indicated that the maximum delay at the bridge was 26 seconds in the northbound direction and 1 minute in the southbound direction. 

It is therefore proposed to implement a bus lane in the southbound direction only, with the provision of infrastructure to facilitate the future implementation of a bus gate in the northbound direction should the need arise.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“At the Terenure-Rathfarnham ACM on May 13th 2008, the following was reported:

" A street tree was removed from the grass margin outside 31 and 33 Ballyroan Road in 2007 by the Parks Department.  The front garden boundary walls in question contained the cracks prior to this removal.  The Parks Department, the Roads Department and the Councils’ Dangerous Buildings and Places Inspector have inspected the walls.  The walls were found to be of poor construction exhibiting signs of structural stress such as cracking and leaning.  They are not built on their own foundations but directly on top of the pedestrian footpath which is considered to be a sub-standard construction practice.  
A section of the pedestrian footpath adjacent to the location of the street tree was replaced by the Roads Department as the slab had lifted at the joint with the adjacent slab. When the footpath was excavated tree roots were found to be traversing beneath the concrete slab towards the boundary walls. The tree roots found closest to the locations of the cracks in the two garden walls were inspected but it is extremely difficult to determine with any certainty that the tree roots were the definitive cause of the cracking in the adjacent walls due to the poor construction and lack of independent foundations for the walls.  Accordingly, the repair of the boundary walls would be a matter for the property owners concerned and will require the reconstruction of the walls on independent foundations.  "
Roads Department can confirm that no damage was caused to the walls during the repair of the damaged path. Consequently it is not considered that this is a matter for the Roads Department. Notwithstanding this, representatives from Roads and Parks Departments will jointly meet with the residents to discuss the matter. The meeting has been arranged for June 3rd.”
Following contributions from Councillors J. Lahart, C. Keane and P. Cosgrave, Mr. T. O’Grady, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED to present a further report on this matter to the September meeting of the Committee under Parks Business.

(d) It was agreed that a traffic count would be carried out last year, what is the result? 

(e) The traffic review at schools (mentioned in 2006 report) has long since been completed? As we are encouraging children to walk to school (an accident occurred on this road recently) what are your proposals to make this happen for the children in Willbrook/Willbrook Lawn/Whitecliffe etc. etc. as this road is treacherous for pedestrians and as I stated previously, urgently needs a pedestrian crossing, as the residents are seriously worried for the safety of their children."

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Consultant’s Report is now in its final stages of preparation and it is anticipated that it will be complete in June/July 2008. The recommendations contained therein will then be presented to the Area Committee Members.

The brief to the Consultants included a comprehensive Safety Review of the Whitechurch Road from the Tuning Fork south to College Lane. The Review includes a condition survey of the existing road, with a view to improving safety, primarily for vulnerable road users such as pedestrians/school children and cyclists. The study involves the collection of data relating to traffic counts, accident statistics, inappropriate speeding, pedestrian/cyclist usage and needs, use by buses and HGVs, cars exiting from driveways, lighting, lining, signing, etc. The report will address traffic management issues using traffic modelling based on recent traffic counts, to investigate provision of traffic calming measures, including a possible combination of ramps, rumble strips, one way systems, cul-de-sac options, traffic lights, pedestrian lights, lining/signing, and appraisal of speed limits, weight restrictions, etc.

The Consultant, as required by the Members, has been advised to be cognisant of the need to ensure that any proposed measures are contained within the existing road alignment, and that the existing rural character of the road be maintained, by ensuring that flora, fauna, hedgerows, trees, streams, and other appropriate features such as protected structures are not interfered with, in so far as this is possible.”
Following contributions from Councillors C. Keane, P. Cosgrave, C. Brophy, J. Lahart and T. McDermott, Mr. S. Fagan, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised and it was AGREED that a meeting would be arranged to discuss the Consultant’s report with the Members.

"To ask the Manager for a detailed report on the antennae recently erected at Orwell Park Shopping centre,  noting that this area is less than the 100 mtrs. prohibition inserted in SDCC development Plan re masts?" 
REPLY:
Class 31 (k) of the Planning & Development Regulations 2001 sets out the exemption limits in relation to antennae attached to the following existing structures-

(i) public or commercial buildings (other than education facilities, childcare facilities or hospitals) by way of attachment to roofs, facades, chimneys, chimney pot or vent pipes; (ii) telegraph poles, lamp posts, flag poles, CCTV poles; (iii) electricity pylons.

The Conditions and Limitations attached to Class 31 (k) are as follows:

1. The antenna shall be attached directly to the structure (other than a structure with a flat roof) and not by way of a supporting fixture.

2. In the case of a structure with a flat roof, a supporting fixture may be used provided that- (a) the fixture does not exceed the height of any existing parapet or railing on the roof by more than 2 metres, and (b) access to the roof is not available to any person other than a person authorised by the statutory undertaker.

3. Where an antenna is attached to the facade of a building or the exterior of a chimney or vent, the colour of the antenna shall match and blend with the colour of such façade, chimney or vent pipe.

4. Where the antenna is hidden inside a chimney pot the existing chimney pot may be replaced by a chimney pot in a suitable material which shall be the same colour, size and shape as the replaced pot, and the antenna shall not protrude beyond the top of the chimney pot.

5. The planning authority in whose functional area the structure on which the antennae will be attached is situated shall be notified by the statutory undertaker in writing of the proposed location of any such structure at least 4 weeks before such attachment.

6. The field strength of any such antenna shall not result in the field strength of the non-ionising radiation emission from the radio installations on the site exceeding the limits specified by the Director of Telecommunications Regulation.

“Heritage Plan for South Dublin County
Heritage Officer
Dr. Rosaleen Dwyer was appointed the Council’s Heritage Officer on 3rd March 2008.  Dr. Dwyer, whose education and background is in natural heritage, had previously been Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown County Council’s Bio-Diversity Officer.

Heritage Plan 
The Heritage Act 1995 defines heritage as including monuments, archaeological objects, heritage objects, architectural heritage, flora, fauna, wildlife habitats, landscapes, seascapes, wrecks, inland waterways, geology, heritage gardens and parks.  Heritage is therefore all around us, reflecting that which we have inherited from preceding generations.  

A County Heritage Plan is a way to reach consensus on how local heritage can best be conserved and managed on a partnership basis, offering a broad context within which the efforts and initiatives of local groups and state agencies can operate.  It is an opportunity to identify heritage issues and needs at a local level, and to address them locally, within a regional and national framework.  

A Heritage Plan is a cross-agency strategy for the county, facilitating the identification, protection, conservation, management, enhancement and interpretation of heritage.  It seeks to integrate the various aspects of heritage, looking at the historic, natural, cultural and social environments as a whole.  It is an agreed, realistic, and costed action plan, with reference to delivery and monitoring mechanisms.  It is, therefore, both a strategic statement about what the county wants to achieve in terms of heritage management and conservation over a 5 year period, while also being a list of achievable actions which will be undertaken to achieve strategic aims and objectives.

A Heritage Plan is not to be seen as an isolated document.  It works within the framework of other plans and objectives, both at a local and a national level.  At a county level, the actions listed in a Heritage Plan aspire to inform the decision-making process with regard to the policies of the County Development Plan and Local Area Plans.  It can also overlap with Local Agenda 21 Plans or complement the work of the County Development Board in its strategy for economic, social and cultural development.  A detailed local Biodiversity Plan for the county is also generally seen as one of the actions of the Heritage Plan.

Heritage Plan Programme
The Heritage Officer’s primary role and priority task for this year and for early 2009 is, in conjunction with Council staff and Members (Parks Department, Conservation Officer etc) and stakeholders, the production and launch of the county’s first Heritage Plan.  This Heritage Plan is expected to cover a five year period with actions on targets and objectives to commence later in 2009.  The Plan will focus on a number of heritage themes.  These are - 

· Natural environment 

· Archaeology 

· Architecture 

· Culture

A first draft of the Heritage Plan is expected by next November/December.  Following public and Council consultation on the initial draft Plan, final amendments are expected in Spring 2009.  A public launch of the Plan is projected for early/mid summer of 2009.

Once the Heritage Plan has been adopted the Heritage Officer will oversee the implementation of the actions and objectives set out in the Plan.  It is also envisaged that the Heritage Officer will provide assistance/advice on the heritage aspects of the County Development Plan Review and of the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) process, which has to be undertaken in conjunction with the preparation of the new County Development Plan.  

Next Steps
This Report is being presented to the three Area Committees of the Council – Lucan- Clondalkin, Tallaght and Terenure-Rathfarnham - and to a number of SPCs the Economic Development and Planning SPC, the Arts, Culture, Gaeilge, Education and Libraries SPC and the Sports, Recreation, Community and Parks SPC.

To initiate the process of preparing the Plan and to progress work on the Plan, a Heritage Forum is required to be established.  This Forum will have 3 or 4 Working Groups whose members will drawn from a variety of backgrounds.  These Working Groups, organised around the broad heritage themes of natural environment, archaeology, architecture and culture, will assist in the preparation of the Plan, with public consultation and with the assessment of public submissions.  

A report on the establishment of the Heritage Forum will be brought to the next Organisation, Procedure and Finance Committee.”

“Section 11.11.7 of the Development Plan relates to private amenity space and provides;

In all cases facilities for bin storage and clothes drying should be provided.   The design and location of such facilities in a development should be addressed at planning application stage.

This is brought to the attention of developers at the pre-application stage where appropriate

The following standard conditions are included in permissions for development where appropriate;

The applicant/developer shall provide facilities for the collection of domestic and recyclable waste, details of which shall be agreed in writing with the Planning Authority prior to the commencement of development.
REASON: In order to ensure that the site is adequately serviced.
Prior to the commencement of development details of bin and cycle storage facilities shall be submitted for the written agreement of the Planning Authority.   Bin storage facilities shall be constructed of permanent materials, adequately serviced with a water supply, drainage, and ventilation, particularly if located in basements.   The structure shall be raised from the ground and roofed.
REASON: In order to ensure that the site is adequately serviced and in the interests of orderly development.
These conditions are intended to ensure that adequate and appropriate provision is made for bin storage within new development.

Failure to comply with these conditions would be a matter for planning enforcement.

Regarding schools, ‘black’ four-wheeled 1,100 litre waste bins are provided by the Council and ‘green’ four-wheeled 1,100 litre bins for recyclables are provided by Oxigen.   The number of bins provided is determined by the size of the school, and the level of recycling activity at the school.   The location for these bins within school sites is generally at the discretion of school management.   Some are located within storage areas if space permits to avoid unwarranted interference with the bins or their contents.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“Whitechurch Shopping Centre
Following discussions at the May Area Committee Meeting it was agreed that Whitechurch Shopping Centre would be dealt with as a Headed Item at the June Area Committee Meeting.  A number of departments came together to try to establish what actions could be taken to improve the centre as an amenity for the residents of the area, following on from the various motions passed by the Members.

Three areas were identified as needing attention:-   the general condition of the shopping centre, the bring banks and the surface of the car park.  The following is an update position on the three areas.

· Condition of Shopping Centre

The Shopping Centre at Whitechurch was inspected on the 21st January, 2008, by the Council's Area Engineer to ascertain if there was any dereliction as specified under the Derelict Sites Act, 1990.  The Area Engineer reported that the site was in a non-derelict state within the meaning of the legislation at that time.

The Area Engineer has been requested to re-inspect the area and action will be taken as appropriate.

· Bring Banks

Environmental Services Department met with the owner of the shopping centre and agreed the following actions with regard to the bring banks:-

1. Remove plastic bring banks 

2. Repair sign 

3. Trial CCTV at the site.  

Environmental Services have confirmed that:-

1. The plastic bring banks have been removed. 

2. The Sign has been repaired. 

3. A CCTV camera was installed on site but very little evidence of littering/dumping was apparant.  Usage of the bring banks was by people walking to the bring bank, which would indicate that they are from the locality. 

· Car park surface

Having regard to the surface of the carpark the area engineer for Roads has been requested to examine same and provide a report and costing should any works be required.

When the reports on dereliction and the car park surface are to hand the results of the inspections will be forwarded to the Members.”
Ms. E. O’Gorman, Senior Executive Officer, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors P. Cosgrave, C. Keane, J. Lahart and T. McDermott, Ms. O’Gorman responded to the queries raised and it was AGREED to present a further report to the September meeting of this Committee.

“McHughs Shopping Centre, St. James Road, Greenhills
Set out hereunder are a list of motions brought before the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee in relation to McHugh’s site at St James Road, Walkinstown.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 6th February 2007.
Motion No.3 Proposed by Councillor C. Keane and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott.
"That this committee discusses the urgency of ensuring the development of the site at the old shopping Centre (McHugh’s) on St. James’s Road Greenhills now that the most recent planning application was declared withdrawn this month as the applicant (McHugh’s) did not submit the required additional information as requested. This is at least the 3rd planning application on this site.  It was agreed following my question put at the Council meeting 6th April 2006 –almost a year ago - that a Compulsory Purchase order would be initiated. I was subsequently informed that site drawings for the CPO were being prepared and that the CPO was imminent, this was over 5 months ago. As this site is a total eyesore and the facilities e.g. shops, chemist, Post Office are greatly missed in the community, could the CPO be speeded up as it is obvious – once more by allowing withdrawal of current application– that the applicants have no intention of developing this site in the immediate future. The current derelict situation on this site for over 4 years must not be allowed to continue. " 

It was agreed that a further report would be issued to the March meeting of the committee.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 6th March 2007.
Motion No. 20 proposed by Councillor S. Laing and seconded by Councillor T.McDermott.
“That the Manager give an up to date report on the planning application for the Shopping Centre in Greenhills Estate and the present position on the C.P.O.”

The site will continue to be monitored under the Derelict Site Legislation.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 1st May 2007
Motion No.5 proposed by Councillor E. Walsh and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott.
"That the Manager report to up date this Committee on the status of the CPO on the derelict site on St. James Road and any other relevant information." 

New Planning Application received in respect of the site (Reg. Ref SA07A/0662 refers)

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 4th September 2007
Motion No.12 Proposed by Councillor E. Walsh and seconded by Councillor S.Laing.

"That the Manager update this Committee on progress in developing the derelict old shopping centre on St. James Road, Greenhills noting the promise made by the owner to start development last may and to take any action that will ensure the re-development of the site and to also note that following the removal of the C.P.O. seems to have enabled the developer not to proceed with re-development."

Moveable waste has been removed and Management Company are monitoring to ensure against trespass and further dumping.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 2nd October 2007
Motion 10 proposed by Councillor C.Keane and seconded by Councillor S.Laing.
“That this committee discuss with the aid of planning advice on how to proceed with a view to setting a last date for submission of the - commencement notice - at McHugh's Shopping centre area St. James Rd Greenhills and if not complied with to reactivate the CPO currently outstanding on this site”.

The developer indicated that he proposed to commence work in November 2007.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 6th November 2007.
Motion No.6 proposed by Councillor E. Walsh and seconded by Councillor C.Keane.
“That the Manager in view of the failure of the developer of the derelict shopping centre site to proceed with the development as agreed last May that the C.P.O. be re-introduced and to state that local residents are sick and tired of the false promises as they look onto a most offensive site in the heart of its community”.

Dublin Fire Brigade sought an extension of time to consider the application for a fire Safety Certificate. It was hoped that development commence early in the new year.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 1st April 2008.
Motion No.2 proposed by Councillor C.Keane and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott.
"That this committee discusses the McHugh's ex-shopping centre site - it is now a derelict site for some time. That the Manager initiate the CPO on this site as agreed previously as development of this site is obviously not taking place and the local community cannot be left without shops, Post Office and local facilities that were there previously. I was informed previously that building was to start over 3 months ago. If a housing estate of 3000 houses were developed today without shops or any facilities there would be outcry and rightly so."

It was agreed that a further report be presented to the May meeting of the Area Committee.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee meeting 6th May 2008.
Motion No.13 proposed by Councillor E.Walsh and seconded by Councillor T. McDermott .
“That the Manager arrange a C.P.O. to resolve the unacceptable derelict site at McHughs Shopping Centre St. James Road, Greenhills as this site has devalued the properties in the general area and has devalued the quality of life of the whole community and to be arranged as soon as possible.”

The report was noted and it was agreed to present a further report to the June meeting of the Area Committee.

The Council is facilitating Bus Stop Upgrade Works for Dublin Bus on sections of Routes 19A & 49 throughout the County. The purpose of the upgrade works is to replace existing Bus Stops with Kassel Kerbs to allow wheelchair/mobility impaired/buggies access to and from the new floor/wheelchair friendly type bus. The site on St. James Road is in use as a compound by SIAC Construction Ltd for the above scheme. Neither the Council nor the Consultant were involved in this arrangement whereby the site was to be used a a compound, it was a private arrangement between the contractor and the owner.  It is anticipated the completion of these works will be the end of July 2008, and it is expected that the contractor will occupy the compound until this date. 

When the scheme is completed, the Contractor will vacate the site and reinstate it to its original condition prior to occupation.  The site will again be inspected having regard to the Derelict Sites Legislation.

Due to the Councils obligations which are reflected in the Capital Programme and the current financial climate it would not be possible to acquire the site at this time.”
Ms. E. O’Gorman, Senior Executive Officer, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillors E. Walsh and C. Keane, Ms. O’Gorman responded to queries raised.  It was AGREED to examine what action is open to the Council relevant to this matter and to present a further report to the September meeting of the Committee.
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It was proposed by Councillor C. Brophy, seconded by Councillor C. Keane:-
"That the Manager outline and explain the delay in relation to dealing with Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna and the application to the Land Registry for the transfer of title of the small piece of land that was formerly the Old Knocklyon Road."

The following report by the Manager was READ:

“The Council has agreed to dispose of a site at Knocklyon Road to the Department of Education and Science for the construction of a permanent school for Gaelscoil Chnoc Liamhna. The Gaelscoil is in occupation of a portion of the site in temporary accommodation at present, pending the transfer of legal title to the Department and the construction of a more permanent building.

The site is dissected by a section of the old Knocklyon Road which was abandoned on the construction of the M50 Motorway. The title to this section of roadway is unregistered and there has been a delay in transferring title to the Department due to difficulties encountered by the Council in registering title to this area. 

The Property Registration Authority has raised a number of queries in the matter and has indicated that the Council would not have a sufficient case to claim a possessory title to the site, as it only had charge of the road as a public road until such time as the road was abandoned on the construction of the M50 Motorway in 1999, and cannot therefore claim exclusive possession for the minimum required period of twelve years. 

The Council has engaged a Senior Counsel with experience in conveyancing/title matters to review and hopefully certify the Council’s title in this case. All title documentation in the Council’s possession relating to the adjoining lands has been forwarded to Counsel and his report and certificate in the matter is awaited. 

On receipt of this documentation a further application will be made to The Property Registration Authority to regularise the Council’s title.”
Following contributions from Councillors C. Brophy and C. Keane, Ms. E. O’Gorman, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
