“That the Manager outlines the current status of the Local Area Plan for Saggart as agreed in the Development Plan in 2004.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ and NOTED:
“Work has been completed or is on going in relation to a number of forward planning and infrastructural matters in relation to Saggart.  These include –

·        The pre-draft public consultation stage of the Fortunestown Lane/Garters Lane Local Area Plan (re-zoned under Variation No. 2 of the Development Plan) is being carried out by the Planning Department.  The period for submissions closed on Friday 23rd May.  These will now be assessed and will inform the proposed Draft Plan which will be brought to the Members. 

·        An area plan has been prepared for zoned residential lands at the junction of Mill Road/Naas Road.

·        Preliminary work on an area plan for the zoned residential lands on the Boherboy Road has been carried out.

·        A study regarding possible Conservation Area designation for Saggart Village has also been carried out. 

·        The Council deferred consideration of the new by-pass road around Rathcoole and Saggart until the Outer Ring Road has been completed.  The by-pass road, as partially approved at the July 2006 meeting of Council, will be located to the south of Rathcoole and will extend from Keating’s Park in the west to the GAA lands adjoining Rathcoole Park to the east.  The CPO has been confirmed for Phase 1 (Stoney Lane to the GAA lands).  Site investigations, detailed design and tender documents are being progressed in relation to this road.  

Until traffic patterns in Saggart can be adequately assessed in the light of the opening of the Outer Ring Road it is not possible to determine the need for a relief road for Saggart and consequently the preparation of a Saggart Local Area Plan would be premature at this time.  In addition, as noted above, other area plans for the Saggart area have been or are being prepared (including the Saggart Action Area Plan) which are guiding current development and will guide the future development of the village and the general area in a sustainable manner.”

Councillor M. Corr requested that the motion be RE-ENTERED on the agenda for the next meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Planning Business.

As the Members are aware the Housing Department brought a letter from Fr. Pat Cogan, Respond! to the June Council meeting detailing their intention to commence works on the site on July 8th, subject to the finalisation of the legal arrangements by the 19th of June.

The Development Department served a Derelict Site Notice on St. John of God, Cookstown Way, Tallaght, Dublin 24, following an inspection by the Area Engineer and the receipt of his report in which he details his reasons for considering the site to be a Derelict Site within the definition contained in Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act, 1990.

A Section 11 Notice was served on St John of God Trust Ireland on 19th June 2008 requiring them within one month of the date of the expiration of the Notice to carry out the following works:

· Secure site against trespassing 

· Demolish structures 

· Remove rubble and debris from site

On expiry of this notice a re-inspection will be carried out and if the work outlined in the Notice has not been completed further action will be taken.”

REPLY:
The lamp post, bollards and footpath at the location identified in the question are in private ownership and are not in the charge of the Council. They were provided in association with the adjoining development. Investigations are underway at present to establish the precise ownership of this area.

REMOVAL OF PEDESTRIAN CROSSING AT THE ENTRANCE TO BALROTHERY ESTATE
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to outline the reasoning for the removal of the pedestrian crossing at the vicinity of the entrance to Balrothery Estate and will the Manager note the severe inconvenience caused to numerous pedestrians, many who live in the Balrothery Estate and will the Manager outline what action can be taken to alleviate this inconvenience?"

REPLY:
The former pedestrian crossing location is approx 60m from the newly installed traffic signals at the Castletymon Road Junction. The new signals were necessitated by the frequency of accidents and collisions at this junction. The pedestrian signals were removed so as to prevent the possibility of "see through" from one set of signals to the next i.e. where drivers react to the wrong signal and drive through one installation by mistaking the signal from the next.

This is a situation which gives rise to severe danger to pedestrians in particular and thus is the primary reason that the Traffic Signs Manual recommends that a pedestrian crossing should not be sited within 100m of another installation. The Council follows the recommendations of the above manual as it dictates “Best Practice".

The location continues to be monitored.

PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager for a detailed update on proposals to extinguish the right of way at *details supplied with specific reference to the construction of a wall at this location?"

REPLY:
An application was received from residents of Balrothery Estate to formally extinguish the public right-of-way at *details supplied.  It was agreed to initiate the procedure and subsequently the Notice of Intention was advertised in the newspaper on November 9th, 2006.

The residents requested that the wall to the rear which bounds the open space and which had been knocked down in places be rebuilt and extended a couple of feet to close off the access should the extinguishment go ahead.

A site meeting was held with the Parks Department on the 14th May, 2008 requesting reinstatement of the existing wall and continuation of wall to close off access to facilitate the extinguishment/closure. Having further examined the matter the Parks Department have reported that “while Parks Department have no objection to the construction of a wall at the laneway adjacent to *details supplied to extinguish the right of way, we do not take in charge or maintain boundary walls.  As responsibility of these boundary walls has been an on-going issue for many years and as a result the Parks Department will not build the wall at this location.”
Given the current proposal to extinguish the laneway, any works or costs involved in effecting the closure would be a matter for the residents concerned which would include the building / rebuilding of wall/ fence, acquisition of title etc.  It has also been confirmed that there are services at this laneway which would involve relocation and the costs of their relocation would also have to be borne by the residents.

Option 1 consists of constructing pedestrian and cycle facilities on either side of the existing road bridge. Three options were considered in order to achieve this as detailed below

· Steel Trusses

· Cost €850,000

· Cantilevered Structures

· Cost €1,100,000

· Cable Stayed Bridges

· Cost €1,550,000

The above costs do not include:

· Additional strengthening to the existing bridge in order to accommodate two additional lanes

· Traffic Management during construction

· Possible compensation payable to the M50 PPP Company

Options 2 and 3 involve re-configuring the existing layout on the M50 road bridge, but do not require construction works to be carried out to the structure of the bridge

Options 1 to 3 were modelled using the Transyt software package. The results showed no significant change in average bus speeds when comparing the three options.

Journey time surveys carried out by South Dublin County Council in April 2008, indicated that the maximum delay at the bridge was 26 seconds in the northbound direction and 1 minute in the southbound direction.

It is therefore proposed to implement a bus lane in the southbound direction only, with the provision of infrastructure to facilitate the future implementation of a bus gate in the northbound direction should the need arise. 

A detailed presentation with layouts of the options will be made to the Area Committee.”
