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The Community Services Department are represented on a number of projects in the Deansrath area.

1.
St. Cuthbert’s Park, Deansrath, Clondalkin
· St. Cuthberts Park located across from Kilmahudrick Estate has been the victim of much anti-social behaviour over the last twenty years. A number of local residents and community organisation representatives have come together to improve the safety and aesthetic of the park. It was suggested that some of the park area be used to build a community centre that will also be looked upon as centre point of the community in the future. 

· St. Cuthbert’s Park Development Group – a group made up of Council representatives, Local Community Development Projects, CYC, Local Addiction Services, Childcare Services, An Garda Siocháná. South Dublin County Council have committed to handing over a piece of land in St. Cuthbert’s Park for the development of a community building / area to locate or re-locate a number of community organisations in the area.  The build will also provide for a Community Centre that will provide space for a number of local community projects and youth activities. It is hoped that the build will incorporate the protected ruin located in the park and create a centre for community activity. 

· A presentation by the group was presented to the County Manager and Senior Officials of the Community Services Department.

· A Meeting with County Architect will take place in the near future.
· St. Cuthbert’s Park Development Group is presently putting together a presentation for interested community organisations to apply for funding for any relocation and capital costs.  
· Community Consultation due to begin in 2009.   

2. The Dolcain Project 
· A member of the management Committee, a local Community Development Project with the responsibility of community development in the Deansrath and Bawnogue area.

3. South West Clondalkin Community Safety Forum
· A member of Planning Group and council representative on the forum – dealing with community safety in the South West Clondalkin area. 
4. St. Ronan’s Community Centre 
· A member of the Management Committee.  
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5. Deansrath All weather Pitch
· Partnership between SDCC and the VEC. VEC currently manage and operate the All-weather Pitch that is presently used by Deansrath Community College and will shortly be made available for use by the Community.  
6. Kilcronan Estate
· A member of the local steering group set up in the estate to promote inter-agency relations with all Housing Associations is located in the estate. It is hoped to set up one residents association made up of tenants from all associations. 
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
