"To ask the Manager to confirm if there is a three ton limit on traffic using Firhouse Road West and its extension and if so what measures can be taken to implement this limit and if no such limit applies to this road, that South Dublin County Council impose such a limit on this road?" 

REPLY:

There is no three ton limit on traffic using Firhouse Road West and extension.  

Firhouse Road West is a distributor road free of frontage developments.  As such it was designed and constructed to provide for all traffic movements and is not suitable for a three ton limit.
