PLACE NAMING STRATEGY
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“Street naming strategy for growing centre of Tallaght
Overall Strategy: 
Work is nearing completion on the developments adjoining the Council offices at the Keenbury and DEZ sites (jointly known as Tallaght Cross).  A series of new pedestrian and traffic streets have been created and confusion is arising as to naming and way-finding in this new area. This problem also extends to way finding in the Council offices since it was extended and now has a number of entrances.  To date, this has been addressed with signs on the main building designating sections, as Block 1, 2 and 3.  It is now felt that this approach is overly corporate and neither appropriate for a welcoming Civic Centre nor easily understandable by the general public.  The attached drawing suggests a naming system for the new area.  It is based on a simple but comprehendible use of designations which can also apply to the Cookstown area of the Tallaght Local Area Plan when it eventually begins to roll out.  

ROAD: Heavily trafficked routes along the outside edge of the town centre zone e.g. Belgard Road, Embankment Road, Blessington Road. 

 

STREET:  Routes with a balance of cars and pedestrians inside the town centre zone forming the towncentre grid of streets.

 

AVENUE: Longer tree-lined cross-streets along the proposed new park or as extension of wider tree-lined roads such as Airton Road.

 

LANE: Shorter, narrower, non-connecting streets with a balance of cars and pedestrians e.g. street to west of Council offices

 

WALK or WAY: Mainly pedestrian / cycle priority green-routes.

 

Overall, the “roads” form the edge of the town centre, the “streets” form the pattern of the growing town crossed by the leafier “avenues” and supported by the quieter “lanes”.  Across this pattern lie a number of safer, greener paths called “walks” or “ways”.  The agreed designation of each street sets the tone for decisions on public realm, materials, lighting, uses and planting.  

 

CULTURAL QUARTER 
It is important that the area around the Council offices be established as the civic and cultural core of the town with its spaces bearing the names of the important adjoining uses.  To this end, it is proposed to designate 

· Theatre Square (in front of Council offices) 

· Library Square (new plaza).  

· The street to the rear of the Council offices is suggested as Belgard Lane 

· Library Walk leads from the new County Library past Marks & Spencers, across Belgard Square West and past the Tallaght Cross Hotel.  

· Theatre Walk leads off Theatre Square along the Council offices up to Belgard Square North.  

· It is suggested that Millennium Square be re-designated as Market Square when it is finally constructed.  

· It is suggested that The Zip/Old Blessington Road be re-designated as “Tram-way” from the Tallaght Village ITT entrance gate to the LUAS terminus. 

It may be worthwhile to consider renaming of streets currently called Belgard Square North, West and East.  Those streets are obviously not squares and very few residents understand either their location or the logic of their usage. A further report will be brought to the Committee in the near future.”

“That the Manager outlines the current status of the Local Area Plan for Saggart as agreed in the Development Plan in 2004.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Work has been completed or is on going in relation to a number of forward planning and infrastructural matters in relation to Saggart.  These include –

Ø      The pre-draft public consultation stage of the Fortunestown Lane/Garter Lane Local Area Plan (for lands which were re-zoned under Variation No. 2 of the Development Plan) has been carried out by the Planning Department.  The period for submissions closed on Friday 23rd May.  The submissions have been assessed and have been reported on in a Manager’s Report which is Headed Item (H-I (7)) at to-day’s meeting of the Area Committee.  The views expressed during the pre-draft public consultation stage will inform the preparation of the proposed Draft Plan, which is underway, and which will be brought to the Members for their consideration.

Ø      The Mill Road Area Plan has been prepared for zoned residential lands at the junction of Mill Road/Naas Road on the north-western edge of the village.  This plan will guide the future development of these lands.  No planning application received to date on the lands.

Ø      Preliminary work on an area plan for the zoned residential lands on the Boherboy Road, west of Verschoyle, has been carried out.

Ø      A study regarding possible Architectural Conservation Area designation for Saggart Village has also been carried out. 

Ø      The Council deferred consideration of the new by-pass road around Rathcoole and Saggart until the Outer Ring Road has been completed.  The by-pass road, as partially approved at the July 2006 meeting of Council, will be located to the south of Rathcoole and will extend from Keating’s Park in the west to the GAA lands adjoining Rathcoole Park to the east.  The CPO has been confirmed for Phase 1 (Stoney Lane to the GAA lands).  

In compliance with the terms of the Part 8 Approval, a further study in respect of traffic patterns in Saggart is to be carried out upon completion of the Outer Ring Road. As the Outer Ring Road is not yet fully complete, it is therefore premature to re-examine the need for the relief road for Saggart and consequently the preparation of a Saggart Local Area Plan would be premature at this time.  In addition, as noted above, other area plans for the Saggart area have been or are being prepared which are guiding current development and will guide the future development of the village and the general area in a sustainable manner.”
Following a contribution to which Councillors M. Corr, J. Hannon, C. Jones and J. Daly contributed, Mr. T. Doherty, Director of Planning responded to queries raised. INCORPORATION OF LANEWAY INTO AN ADJOINING PROPERTY
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren
“To ask the Manager if he would agree to allow the residents at *Details supplied to incorporate a disused laneway at the back of this person’s property, which is completely inoperable and has already been closed off by South Dublin County Council, and given the fact that this laneway has not been cleaned for 5 years, if a laneway cleanup can be organised, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”
REPLY:
An application from the houseowner in question ,at Tymon North , to incorporate a portion of laneway at the rear of his property is being examined by Development Department at present, in conjunction with other departments of the Council and utility companies.  The section of laneway at this location appears to span the rear of three houses and it would be preferable if the full area were to be incorporated into the adjoining gardens, in the event that no objections are received and that the public right of way over the laneway has been extinguished. In particular, the section of laneway to the east of the property referred to in the question would be landlocked for maintenance purposes unless the owner of the adjoining house incorporates it into his property. 
An updated Folio Map is also awaited from The Property Registration Authority as the registered boundary along this laneway where it adjoins the Industrial Estate was somewhat irregular in pattern and may need to be regularised prior to any disposal of property.

 1.(i)    That  a right of way be granted to the applicants  over a strip of land at Saint Mary’s Park along the southern boundary of the applicants’ site as shown shaded in yellow on Indicative Drawing No. FOR 230 which area will consist only of a footpath which is to be constructed by the applicants in accordance with Term No 3(i) hereunder. 
  (ii)    That a right of way be granted to the applicants along the line of the existing footpath at the Village Green and over the adjacent areas as shown shaded in yellow on Indicative Drawing No. FOR 230 to access the proposed development and related ESB sub-station.  The existing footpath to be upgraded to a cobblestone finish which is to be constructed by the applicants in accordance with term No. 3(ii) hereunder.
2.     
That the consideration payable by the Applicants to the Council shall be in the sum of €260,000 (two hundred and sixty thousand euro)  payable in one lump sum on the signing of the building licence to be issued in accordance with term no 3 hereunder.
3.       
That the Council shall grant to the applicants a building licence for the area outlined in blue on Indicative Drawing No. FOR 230 to enable the applicants to carry out the following works (at the applicants’ own expense): 
(i) A footpath on Council land adjoining the southern boundary of the applicants’ site which fronts onto St Mary’s Park.
(ii)   A footpath with cobblestone finish on Council land on the eastern side of the applicants’ site on the line of the existing footpath through the Village Green together with the access areas to the proposed development and related ESB sub-station, as shown shaded in yellow on Indicative Drawing No. FOR 230.

(iii)  Car parking spaces on Council land adjoining the southern boundary of the applicants’ site which fronts onto St Mary’s Park together with a high quality landscaped area between the parking spaces and the footpath.

(iv)  That full details of the above works shall be agreed with the Council prior to commencement and the completion of legal formalities.  In particular care will be taken to preserve the existing trees along the eastern side of the site.

(v)  The building licence agreement will also be subject to the following terms and conditions:

·      That the above-mentioned work and other works (if any) to be carried out are completed to the satisfaction of the Council’s Roads and Parks Departments.

·        That the works on the Council land are carried out within a timeframe that is satisfactory to the Council. This timeframe will be agreed with the Council prior to the signing of the building licence.

·        That the applicants will indemnify the Council against any claims as a result of their and  their contractors use, occupation of, or works on the Council land during the period of the licence agreement.

4.      
That on satisfactory completion of the works in accordance with the building licence as certified by the Council’s Roads and Parks Departments, the Council will grant the Applicants a right of way as outlined at (1) above . 

5.      
That the applicants or their successors in title will not be permitted to erect any permanent buildings on the area of the right of way.”
