The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“KNOCKLYON ROAD RE-ALIGNMENT
The proposed Knocklyon Road Realignment scheme is an Integral component of South Dublin County Council’s ‘2004-2010 County Development Plan’ and forms part of the overall road system for the area.

The Proposal is to realign Knocklyon Road as described below:

·       Construction of approximately 900 metres of 9 metre wide carriageway complete with grass verge on either side of the road;

·       Installation of signalized pedestrian crossings;

·       Relocation of access to Pine Grove;

·       Relocation of access to Charleville House;

·       Provision of traffic calming measures on the existing Knocklyon Road;

·       Provision of associated features;

This scheme will enhance the lives of residents who will see a reduction in traffic and improvements in the safety of residents in Knocklyon where frontage access along the existing road is causing a hindrance to local and through traffic alike. The new road will also provide improved access between the Firhouse Road and Scholarstown roundabout redirecting the volumes of traffic using the existing Knocklyon Road as a thoroughfare. 

The Initial Proposal for this scheme was advertised in accordance with the requirements of Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2000/2001 on the 5th February 2004. Plans and particulars of the proposed scheme were on display and available for inspection and comment in the Council offices until March 2004. The Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee were briefed on the scheme  in May 2004 and deferred further consideration until September subject to certain amendments being made to the scheme. 

The scheme was amended and it was considered that the revised scheme was so materially different to the original scheme that a new public consultation process was required.  The revised scheme was re-advertised in December 2004 in the Irish Independent and the Tallaght Echo and displayed for inspection in the Council offices and Ballyroan library until Friday 21th January 2005 with submissions accepted up to Friday 4th February 2005.

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee considered the Report on the revised proposals in September 2005 and the County Council approved the scheme at its meeting in October 2005.

The Council’s consulting engineer prepared the Compulsory Purchase Order for the Acquisition of the lands in accordance with the approved scheme and the Council published the CPO in December 2006. Four submissions were received by An Bord Pleanála prior to the closing date of 9 Jan 2007 who convened an Oral Hearing in March 2007.  An Bord Pleanála confirmed the Compulsory Purchase Order on 23rd May 2007.                           

The Consulting Engineer was instructed to prepare the Prequalification Documentation and the Works Contract Documentation for the scheme in accordance with the new Public Works Contracts introduced by the Department of Finance. The documents are currently being finalised.  

The estimated cost of the Knocklyon Road Realignment scheme is €6 million construction cost with an additional €15 million euros required for the Land acquisition. To Date notices to treat have not been served because of the unavailablility of finance to complete the scheme.

The Development Contribution Scheme that enables the planning authority to include conditions requiring the payment of a contribution in respect of public infrastructure and facilities benefiting development in the area of the planning authority provides the majority of the funding for the Non-national Road Construction programme.  

In 2008 as part of the Non-National Road Schemes the Green Route from Taylor’s Lane to the Grange Road, the Firhouse Road (R114) and Phase III of the Outer Ring Road (R136) from the Naas Road (N7) to the Tallaght ByPass (N81) have all been constructed and are open to traffic. The Department of the Environment funded, by means of a grant, the Green Route whilst the Council funded both Firhouse Road and the Outer Ring Road phase 3 from the levy scheme.  The acquisition of land for these roads is not eligible for grant funding and the responsibility falls to the Council to provide the monies required. With the current decline in the number of planning applications being lodged the Council has seen a substantial reduction in the funding sources available to them. 

The Council cannot continue to undertake construction works and land acquisition for Non National road schemes as heretofore as the financial resources are not available through levies to fund same. The Levy contribution scheme in 2009 is expected to be down almost 40% on the 2006 figure and in these circumstances the Council has to adjust expenditure accordingly. 

It should be noted that committed expenditure in terms of contract and land acquisition must take precedence over the continued pace of implementation of the Non National road programme. Knocklyon Road improvement continues to be a priority and will be constructed as soon as resources permit.  In order to continue the pace of infrastructural development in the County, the Development Department is continuing its proposals to sell land so that key infrastructural projects can proceed.

At the Annual Budget Meeting held on 27th November, 2008 the following was noted:

"It is the Council’s intention to continue to advance the Non National Roads Projects in accordance with the Schedule listed in the Capital Programme as presented to and noted by the Elected Members, as funding becomes available.  An update of this Programme and the availability of the potential funding will be presented to the Elected Members early in 2009 for consideration. The Knocklyon Road Improvement Scheme is included in this Capital Programme."

Map Ref: RE 0615/1A on a revised application from the Development Department and the resident and to effect the closure by means of incorporation into their garden.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Tuesday 14th October, 2008 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday 28th November, 2008. 

A submission has been received from an adjoining property owner. In the submission it is stated that there is no objection to the extinguishment of the right of way over the area coloured blue on the attached map. However in the event that the right of way over the area coloured yellow is also extinguished then the submission requests a further oral hearing in the matter.  

ESB has no objections to the proposed extinguishment. 

Public Lighting Section has no objection to the proposed extinguishment. 

Water & Drainage Sections have no objections to the proposed extinguishment. 

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council.

“Counts carried out indicate that the provision of a school warden service is not warranted at this location.  In the interim the provision of advance ‘children crossing’ warning signs were recommended by the Traffic Management Meeting and are included in the Traffic Section’s schedule of works. No provision has been made in the 2009 budget for the employment of any additional School Wardens, however, the Councils Road Safety Unit will contact the School Authorities to consider how the provision of a Walking Bus would meet the objectives of the Motion.”

The right turning traffic made up 2.8% of the traffic approaching from Ballyroan Road and only accounted for 4 out of every 1,000 vehicles at this junction. The turning movement is used by few motorists as alternative roads provide for the same journey. 

Given the very low demand, a right turn filter light could not be deemed desirable given the consequential loss of efficiency in the signal sequence and the road space requisitioned for storing the traffic controlled by the filter signal.”

REPLY:
The OPW Historic Properties Section is responsible for the maintenance and management of Rathfarnham Castle as one of their sites open to the public and they would only have responsibility for structures/sites in their ownership. The Loftus Arch and the Graveyard at Rathfarnham are Protected Structures and are in the ownership of South Dublin County Council.  Loftus Arch RPS (RPS Ref. 201 Ely gate) comes under the responsibility of SDCC Parks Department as it is located within an area of open space land.  The Graveyard and Ecclesiastical Remains (RPS Ref. 213), Main Street, Rathfarnham is maintained by SDCC Environmental Services Department.  Under the Planning & Development Act 2000 there is a duty of care by which owners/occupiers of a Protected Structure shall protect structures from becoming endangered.
