To ask the Manager to present a report on the ownership of the building in which the refurbished library is housed?

REPLY

The building the County Library is housed in is owned by the council.
The Council at its meeting held on the 14th January, 2002 Minute No.C33/02 approved the disposal of 3.85 acres or thereabouts at Belgard Square North/West, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to Keenbury Properties Ltd.  The conditions of disposal provided “inter alia” that Keenbury Properties Ltd would, at its own expense, provide the Council with an office suite of not less than 40,000 square feet gross to a modern “shell” specification referred to as Block “C” Chamber House. The developer completed the development of the Office Suite which is now known as Chamber House and which in fact now has a floor area in excess of 46,000 sq.ft.  Chamber House is constructed on Council owned lands and consequently the Council is the owner of the building.  The refurbishment of the County Library in Tallaght incorporates part of Chamber House and the remainder of the building has been leased to the HSE.  Minute No.C/0065/08 refers.
