PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY AT KILLEEN ROAD, CLONDALKIN, DUBLIN 22.  MAP REF: RE 0806
The attached report was considered at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting (1) held on Wednesday, 3rd December, 2008.

It was proposed by Councillor D. Keating, seconded by Councillor S. O’Conchuir and AGREED:
"That this Committee recommends to the Council that the public right of way at Killeen Road, Clondalkin, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 0806 be extinguished.”
The extinguishment is to be effected by means of a low wall and railings.

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council.

If the Council agrees to the recommendation, the following resolution is required:

“South Dublin County Council in pursuance of its power under Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 hereby orders that the public right–of-way at Killeen Road, Clondalkin, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 0806 be extinguished.”

Proposed Extinguishment of Public right of Way at Killeen Road, Clondalkin, Dublin 22
The following report was considered at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting (1) on 17th September, 2008.

“An application has been received from Development Department to formally extinguish the public right-of-way over section of land at Killeen Road, Clondalkin Dublin 22. Development Department propose to dispose of this section of land to adjoining property owners. It is proposed to effect the closure by means of a low wall and railings.”  

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure. 

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Wednesday 1st October, 2008 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993. The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday 14th November, 2008. 

No submissions were received in response to the public advertisement/notice. 

Bord Gais object as their records “indicate the presence of a 180mm diameter 4 bar gas main and two associated services on this site.  Consequently we would have an objection to the ceding of this land into private ownership. It may be possible to alter the main out of the site but there would be a charge for this activity."
Eircom object as there is “Eircom plant in this area”. 
ESB has no objection but stipulate contact should be made prior to commencement of any works. 
NTL have stated that they have no underground services within the proposed area and therefore have no objection to the proposed extinguishment. 

Water Section has no objection to the proposed extinguishment. 

Drainage Section objects to the proposed extinguishment on the grounds that:

“there are two main drains and two manholes on this land. One manhole is the foul sewer mains. The Drainage Maintenance Section would need access to these services at all times. This land would have wayleaves over it for the Council to access these services and change of ownership would be subject to wayleave agreements being transferred to the new owners.” 

Public Lighting has no objection to the proposed extinguishment but stated that there are public lighting columns and underground ducting located within the designated site. Therefore the applicant shall be responsible for the cost of relocation/replacement/alteration/damage to public lighting equipment. 

Development Department reported that it is proposed to dispose of this area to the applicants while maintaining a wayleave over the whole area. 

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an Oral Hearing is a reserved function of the Council. 

The recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.
