REPLY:
A Letter threatening an Injunction pursuant to Section 160 of the Planning and Development Act 2000, dated 15th May 2006 was served on the owners of Lands at Fortunestown Lane, Tallaght, Dublin 24. This Letter required that within 4 weeks of the date of the letter that (i) The use of the lands for the storage of caravans/mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles / vans used in the construction industry cease and (iii) the use of the lands for the storage / distribution of building materials and commercial use cease. 

As the requirements of the letter were not complied with, the County Law Agent was instructed to initiate legal proceedings seeking Circuit Court Orders against the land owner requiring the following; (i) the use of the lands for the storage of caravans/mobile homes and motorised campervans cease, (ii) the use of the lands for the storage of motor vehicles / vans used in the construction industry cease and (iii) the use of the lands for the storage / distribution of building materials and commercial use cease. 

The matter was listed for mention before the Circuit Court in July 2008, wherein the case was adjourned till October 2008 and then further adjourned till 13th November 2008, so as to consider and reply to the Defendant's affidavit. The matter is listed in the Circuit Court on 11th December 2008.

The Councillor will be kept informed as the matter progresses.

NOISE POLLUTION ON THE  OUTER RING ROAD 

It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe, seconded by Councillor C. King:
“This Council Committee concerned at the increased noise pollution coming from traffic on the newly opened Outer Ring Road and effecting Tallaght residents in Raheen, Kilclare, Whitebrook, Rossfield and Kilmartin Estates calls on the manager to draw up a report outlining practical measures this Council can take in the form of planting that will reduce some of the noise and the negative impact this is having on the quality of life of local residents.”   

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
 “The NRA document Guidelines for the treatment of Noise and Vibration in National Road Schemes, referred to above, contains  Design Goals that are applicable to new road schemes only.   In preparing an EIS, this means that these guidelines are applied and mitigation is put in place where necessary to achieve these design goals.

During the course of the preparation of the EIS for this section of the Outer Ring Road scheme Environmental noise surveys were carried out in order to quantify the existing noise environment at particularly sensitive locations deemed to be affected by the Outer Ring Road development.  Twelve locations were selected in total, taking into account the existing noise climate and proximity to the proposed roads.  The location and a description of each survey point are included in the Environmental Impact Statement Volume 2: P118-121, and Tables 9.1-9.8.  The combined maximum traffic noise level from the scheme together with other traffic in the vicinity was found to contribute to an increase in noise level at some of these locations and therefore in accordance with the NRA Noise guidelines for new road construction mitigation was deemed necessary.  This mitigation consisted of :

1. The use of a low noise road surface in the form of a material offering a reduction in traffic noise of at least 3.5dB(A) when compared with hot rolled asphalt. 

2. Noise barriers along  sections of the ORR as follows:

            Barrier No 1           West of Kilmartin                     1.8 metres in height

            Barrier No 2           North of Fettercairn Road         2.0 metres in height

            Barrier No 3           East of Rossfield                       1.0 metre in height.

No additional mitigation in the form of barriers is required for Kilclare, Raheen and Whitebrook.

General landscaping measures are included in the landscaping contract for the entire road network and include for the provision of a tree lined avenue affect along the road development.  A high standard of landscaping along the road includes for the seamless tie in of levels to existing open spaces fronting the residential areas to the south.  Planting will be avoided where it would interfere with sight lines or road safety. However it should be pointed out that planting schemes have no effect on noise levels.”
Following a discussion, to which Councillors S. Crowe and C. King contributed, Mr J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer, responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED.

B) Broadening the bus stop lay byes (with a view to making more room to pull in and allow traffic to overtake)

C) any other constructive or practical measures in conjunction with Bus Atha Cliath Managment and local business premises with a view  to improving  the situation for commuters and motorists in the area.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
 “The junction of the Old Blessington Road and Belgard Square West suffers from congestion at certain times of the day. This negatively impacts on approaching traffic, particularly coming from the Square car park and Belgard Square South. The following should be noted:

· The primary cause of congestion is the queuing of traffic on Cookstown Way from the N81. This prevents throughput of traffic at this junction especially in the evening. 

· The signal timings also take account of approaching tram movements and occasionally motorists have to wait for trams to pass. 

· Dublin Bus is satisfied with the time to approach the signals and is continually monitoring their service in the area. 

· Additional detectors are proposed for the junction following adjacent construction.

Given the nature of the junction environs and use it should be expected that it will be busy as pedestrians, cyclists, trams, buses and cars all converge.”Bottom of Form
