January 2009 heard a presentation on the potential of International
Women’s Day (held on or about 8" March each year) to highlight the
opportunities for women to take an active role in local government life.
The following is the text of a motion passed by Dublin City Council on
this topic

“That the Manager ends the trend of Dublin City Council failing to make
use of the opportunities presented by International Women's Day to
promote women's participation in the political, economic and social life
of Dublin City. Given only one guarter of Councillors are women, as a
signal of its commitment to gender equality, the Manager will initiate a
programme of annual events which will become embedded in the annual
life of the city and contribute towards promoting women's equal
participation in governance of the city”.

The Association felt that with suitable adaptation this initiative might also
have merit in county council settings.

I was asked therefore to bring this to your attention so that your council
might consider recognising International Women's Day with a particular
focus on the participation of women in elected and executive capacities in
local government.
