A Section 11 Notice was served on the owners on 16th January 2009, requesting that they repair the surfact of the car park and replace the paving of the footpath to a good condition, also requesting that Unit 2 be cleaned up and the facade painted.

These Notices are due to expire on 2nd March, 2009, following which a re-inspection will be carried out and if it is found that the works have not been fully completed the owners will be advised that the car park and property are being placed on the Derelict Sites Register and that they will be liable for the annual levy as defined within the legislation.”

· Construct a 1.8 metre high perimeter wall around the entire site 

· Secure the site

The Notice expired on the 27th November, 2008.  On the 28the November 2008 the site was re-inspected and it was ascertained that all the works outlined in the Section 11 Notice had not been completed.

Correspondence has been received stating that works are expected to commence in February 2009 at this location in respect of Planning application SD07A/0062.

The site was entered into the Derelict Sites Register on 19th December, 2008 and a Section 22 Notice was served on the owner on 14th January, 2009, for the purposes of implementing the levy and advising him of the determined market value.  The owner has 28 days from this date to appeal to the Valuation Tribunal.

Should development of the site commence in February 2009 as indicated, the site will then be removed from the Derelict Sites Register.”

"That the Manager meet with Woodfield and Airpark residents with a view to resolving the right-of-way issue that has arisen locally."

The following report by the Manager was READ and NOTED:-
“Planning permission was granted on 15th April 2008 for "Replacement of existing 55.0 linear metres of metal railing with new 2.0 metre high wall and railing" under Reg. Ref. SD07A/0498 at the boundary between Woodfield and Airpark estates. In the interest of permeability and connectivity this permission required the provision of a pedestrian/bicycle access between Airpark and Woodfield.

 Following the receipt of complaints in Planning Enforcement, the developer was written to on 11th November 2008 and advised that no provision had been made for pedestrian access between the two estates.    Architects for the developer advised that the location of the pedestrian link indicated on the drawings submitted with the planning application would result in steps at this location due to a difference in levels of approximately 0.5m. and that in order to provide a ramp for disabled access, the pedestrian link would be relocated by approximately 5 metres.

The proposed relocation of the pedestrian link may not be in full compliance with the planning permission granted under Reg. Ref. SD07A/0498, and may require a new application for planning permission.

The Architect advised that they would investigate the possibility of lowering the levels on the Airpark side, and that if this was not possible, a new planning application would be submitted. 

Although the planning permission granted under SD07A/0498 has commenced, the developer has five years from the date of the grant of permission, 15th April 2008, in which to complete the development.

The matter will be kept under review to ensure the provision of the pedestrian/bicycle access.”

"That the Manager outline how the Council arrived at a decision to move bollards on Springfield and its junction with Springfield Road as part of the granting of a planning permission.  In relation to this can the Manager outline the Councils position in relation to road safety and planning applications which will increase the danger to both pedestrians and other road users." 

The following report by the Manager was READ:-

“The details are contained in the planning report on planning application ref no. SD08A/0586. The description of development included the following phrase: 

“The development would require the relocation of existing Council traffic bollards 17m southwards. “

The Roads Department had no objections. Under the heading of ‘Parking/Traffic implications the planning report states: 

“The applicant has indicated the re-location of bollards further down the laneway towards Springfield Avenue. The Roads Department have no objections to this proposal. As the lands, however, are not in control of the applicant, a legal undertaking is required that the applicants will carry out the works at their own expense and make good the pathway following relocation of the bollards.” 

As part of a further information request the applicant was requested as follows: 

“1. With regards to the proposed relocation of the existing bollards on  Springfield Road to facilitate the vehicular entrances, the applicant is requested to submit details of a legally binding undertaking to carry out these works at their own expense and to make good the pathway and road upon completion.” 

A letter was submitted from Frost and Co. Solicitors dated 6th November 2008, stating that the applicants will undertake to relocate the existing bollards and make good the pathway at their own expense. This was considered satisfactory and the Roads Department had no objection.  

Condition 2 of the planning permission requires:

“2. The road improvement works, detailed in Drawing No. 2559 P1 A1 submitted on the 27th November 2008, shall be carried out in its entirety and to the technical standards of the Planning Authority at the applicants/developers own expense, prior to the occupation of the dwellings.

Reason: In the interests of traffic safety.” 

The Councils position when assessing planning applications is to ensure the safety of pedestrians and other road users.”

Mr. J. Johnson, Senior Executive Planner, presented the report.  Following a contribution from Councillors C. Brophy, C. Keane P. Cosgrave and T. McDermott, Mr. Johnson responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
