PROTECTED STRUCTURES 2009
Applications are invited for consideration under the Scheme of Grants for Conservation Works on Protected Structures 2009 to assist owners and occupiers to carry out conservation works on protected structures.  The scheme is part of a package of measures introduced by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government to strengthen the protection of the architectural heritage.

Under the scheme, a wide range of conservation works will qualify for grants, generally amounting to 50% of the cost of works up to maximum of €13,000, or an amount of €25,000 in exceptional circumstances.  Works consisting of routine maintenance or improvements will not qualify under the scheme.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated:
“INTRODUCTION:

Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001 prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority Developments. The Regulations apply to the proposed works involved in the provision of traffic calming measures in Aylesbury/Cushlawn.

DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME AS ADVERTISED:

1. The provision of standard traffic calming ramps.

2. Pedestrian barrier.

3. Associated road signage.

CONSULTATION PROCESS:

The design of this Traffic Calming Scheme took cognisance of numerous requests from Residents, Residents Association, and Public Representatives for the installation of traffic calming measures in the Aylesbury/Cushlawn area.

The Aylesbury/Cushlawn Traffic Calming Scheme was advertised in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, in the Echo and Irish Independent on 25th June, 2008.  The scheme went on public display on 25th June, 2008 to 8th August, 2008 at the offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght and County Library, County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24. A leaflet detailing the proposed measures was circulated to each household in this cell.

The closing date for submissions was Friday 22nd August, 2008.  

Deerpark Avenue is not yet in charge of the Council.  Accordingly, construction of the three proposed ramps for this road will be deferred until the road becomes in charge of the Council.

The pedestrian barrier was inadvertently shown in the vicinity of 46 Cushlawn Park on the Part 8 drawing.  This barrier will be installed in the vicinity of 32 Cushlawn Park to prevent motor vehicles traversing the adjoining open space.

“REPORT ON DRAFT COUNTYWIDE SPEED LIMIT REVIEW 2009

As a consequence of submissions made following the introduction of the Road Traffic Speed Limit Bye Laws 2006 – (R.S.L. No. 1 of 2006), it was agreed that the Council would undertake a further review of the speed limits within a specific period.

A draft review has now been completed for presentation to the Area Committees.  A formal submission has been made to the Garda Commissioner (who has one month to respond) and thereafter, a full public consultation process will commence.  Comments and observations have also been sought from the National Roads Authority.  The attached schedule and associated map show the proposed changes.

The main changes proposed are:

1. Rural Non-National Roads

All Rural Non-National Roads to have special speed limit of 60km/h reduced from the existing speed limit of 80km/h.
2. M50

M50 to have a special speed limit of 100km/h from Fingal County Council boundary to Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council boundary.  Reduced speed limit to take effect once upgrading works are complete.
