PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY LEADING FROM WOOD AVENS ESTATE TO NEILSTOWN SHOPPING CENTRE, CLONDALKIN, DUBLIN 22.  MAP REF: RE 0809 
The attached report was considered at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting (1) held on Wednesday, 18th February, 2009.

It was proposed by Councillor R. Dowds, seconded by Councillor T. Ridge and AGREED:
"That this Committee recommends to the Council that the public right of way leading from Wood Avens Estate to Neilstown Shopping Centre, Clondalkin, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 0809 be extinguished.”
The extinguishment is to be effected by means of continuing the existing dwarf wall and railing to close all gaps leading from the cul-de-sac to the open space.
The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way is a reserved function of the Council.

If the Council agrees to the recommendation, the following resolution is required:

“South Dublin County Council in pursuance of its power under Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993 hereby orders that the public right–of-way leading from Wood Avens Estate to Neilstown Shopping Centre, Clondalkin, as shown coloured red on Drawing No. RE 0809 be extinguished.”

PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY LEADING FROM WOOD AVENS ESTATE TO NEILSTOWN SHOPPING CENTRE, CLONDALKIN, DUBLIN 22.  MAP REF:  RE 0809
The following report was submitted to the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting on Wednesday 19th November, 2008.

“An application has been received from Parks Department and Residents of Wood Avens, Clondalkin, Dublin 22 to formally extinguish the public right-of-way leading from Wood Avens Estate to Neilstown Shopping Centre, Clondalkin, Dublin 22.  It is proposed to effect the closure by means of continuing the existing dwarf wall and railing to close all gaps leading from the cul de sac to the open space.”  

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure. 

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Wednesday 26th November, 2008 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993. The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Monday 12th January, 2009. 

Two submissions in favour of the closure were received in response to the public advertisement/notice.

Eircom, ESB and NTL have no objection.

Bord Gais have no objection “provided we will have continued access to the gas main and that adequate precautions are put in place to protect the main while building the boundary wall.”
Water and  Drainage Sections have no objections.

Public Lighting Section have stated that “as public lighting cables are present, excavation should be carried out by hand digging.”
The Parks Department  “would have concerns regarding the extinguishment of this right of way and potential increase in anti-social behaviour that could arise as a result of its closure.  The existing route provides access to shops and schools and it is the Council policy to 'promote and facilitate the development of cycling and walking facilities in the County and to ensure that all developments facilitate access by foot and bicycle to public transport facilities and local services.'” 
The Housing Department has agreed to finance the cost of the works under the Rapid Programme.

The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.
