Historic References relating to these changes are:

· Kathleen Lynn : 1874-1955. Born in Co. Mayo. Studied in Dublin, Germany 
and England, qualifying as a doctor in 1899. First woman to be appointed a 
resident doctor at the Adelaide Hospital, now incorporated into Tallaght 
Hospital. Imprisoned in 1916 for her role as Surgeon-General to the Citizens 
Army, during the Rising. A committed feminist and champion of the Dublin 
poor, she founded Ultan's Childrens Hospital in 1919. She was elected to the 
Dail in 1923, but refused to take her seat. She devoted the rest of her life to 
the care of poor and sick children. She died in  and the Lynn Ward at 
Tallaght Hospital is testimony to her memory. 

· Dr. Evory Kennedy :Regarded as one of the most eminent  Irish surgeons. `
His pioneering work on gynaecology earned him world recognition. In 1833, 
he became Master of the Rotunda Hospital, a position he held until 1840. He 
devoted his adult life to improving the care and conditions for expectant 
mothers in 19th century Dublin. In later life he was elected President of the 
College of Surgeons. Dr. Kennedy resided at Belgard, Tallaght with his family, 
their association with the locality continued until 1910. 

· Nora Tynan : Born in Tallaght, Co. Dublin, a poet and writer, who never 
gained the national reputation of her sister Katherine. Apart from Ireland, 
Nora had her work published in other countries, including England and 
America. Many of her poems were inspired by the countryside in which she 
grew up, including the classic “On Tallaght Hill”. She passed away in 
December, 1954.

Place Naming Strategy for Tallaght Town Centre


A report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee (2) meeting of 15th 
September 2008 outlining an approach to the hierarchy and naming of streets and 
walkways in the emerging new centre of Tallaght. Following discussion, it was agreed 
that the issue would be re-examined and a further report brought to the committee 
following consultation with the members for the area.


A number of further informal briefings / meetings were held between the committee 
members and staff of Architectural Services, Corporate Services, Libraries, the Irish 
Officer, the Heritage Officer and the Public Realm Designer at which the matter was 
progressed and agreement on an approach was reached. The following represents 
the current proposal in this regard.



Geographic boundary of the area


The new Town Centre is a defined area bounded by roads to:

· the North - the westward extension of Airton Road from Belgard Road to the
hospital

· the South – the N81

· the East - the Belgard Road and 

· the West - Cookstown Way.


These are the main traffic-bearing roads around the town centre.



Hierarchy of Roads, Streets, Avenues, Walks, Squares etc.

· ROAD: Heavily trafficked routes along the outside edge of the town centre 

zone e.g. Belgard Road, Embankment Road, Blessington Road. 

· STREET:  Routes with a balance of cars and pedestrians inside the town 

centre zone forming the town centre grid of streets.

· AVENUE: Longer tree-lined cross-streets along the proposed new park or as 

extension of wider tree-lined roads such as Airton Road.

· LANE: Shorter, narrower, non-connecting streets with a balance of cars and 

pedestrians e.g. street to west of Council offices

· WALK: Mainly pedestrian / cycle priority green-routes.

· CLOSE: Used for short  links that are pedestrian /cycle priority areas or small 

cul-de-sacs

 


Overall, the “roads” form the edge of the town centre, the “streets” form the pattern 
of the growing town crossed by the leafier “avenues” and supported by the quieter 
“lanes”.  Across this pattern lie a number of safer, greener paths called “walks” or 
“close”.  The agreed designation of each street sets the tone for decisions on public 
realm, materials, lighting, uses and planting.  See Drawing No.1 for a 
representation of this concept.



The naming strategy proposed is based on the following criteria: 


Importance of logic to way-finding

This relates to the main traffic and pedestrian routes through and into the town 
centre; from perimeter roads and from the village. This logical approach would be 
limited to a few important routes through the Town Centre e.g. Adelaide Street for 
the road to the hospital; and Library Walk as the main E-W pedestrian spine through 
the new Tallaght Cross and Keenbury developments.


Use of Heritage Zones themes for streets not selected as fundamental to way-finding


The logically named routes divide the area into segments which can be designated as 
Heritage Zones for naming purposes and related to the SDCC Heritage Plan. This will 
serve a dual purpose:

· The heritage of the area and of the wider country will forge a strong link 
between the historical associations and the future uses of the new places 
being created in Tallaght.

· 
Street names will be directly linked to the SDCC Heritage Plan and will bring 
the Heritage Plan within daily reach of the people living and working in 
Tallaght.


Six possible heritage zones have been identified within the Town Centre area using 
the existing Belgard Square North and its extension to the Cookstown Way and the 
Old Blessington Road as the horizontal dividers and the proposed Walk to the east of 
County Hall (the proposed Sli Cheile) as the vertical divider. 


See Drawing No.2 for an outline of the suggested zones which are as follows:

A. Literary heritage including Writers, Storytellers, Poets and Playwrights -the area: 

· Westward along Belgard Square North from the entrance into the 
County Hall car-park and extending from the Hospital roundabout to 
Cookstown Way

· Southwards on Cookstown Way to the junction with the existing 
Belgard Square South

· Eastwards on Belgard Square South to the roundabout

· northwards on Belgard Square West to the intersection with the Luas 
line

· eastwards along the Luas line to the Civic Theatre and

· northwards along the east side of County Hall to Belgard Square 
North

B. Artistic heritage including Artists, Sculptors, Musicians and Actors -
the area: 

· Eastwards along Belgard Square North from the entrance into the 
County Hall car-park to the roundabout and onwards through 
Belgard Way to the Belgard Road
· Southwards along Belgard Road to the junction with the Old 
Blessington Road
· Westwards along the Old Blessington Road to the west side of the 
Civic Theatre and
· northwards along the east side of County Hall to Belgard Square 
North

C. Scholars, Saints and Monastic heritage - the area: 

· Southwards along Belgard Road from its junction with the Old 
Blessington Road to the N81
· Westwards along the N81 to its junction with the proposed Sli Cheile

· Northwards along the proposed Sli Cheile to the Old Blessington 
Road and

· Eastwards along the Old Blessington Road to the Belgard Road

D. Commercial, Industrial and Transport heritage - the area:

· Southwards from the Civic Theatre on the proposed Sli Cheile to the 
N81

· Westwards along the N81 to its junction with Cookstown Way

· Northwards along Cookstown Way to its junction with Belgard Square 
South

· Eastwards on Belgard Square South to the roundabout

· northwards on Belgard Square West to the intersection with the Luas 
line and

· eastwards along the Luas line to the Civic Theatre 

E. Medical and Scientific heritage - the area:

· Northwards from Belgard Square North on the proposed Sli Cheile to 
the junction with the proposed Airton Road West
· Westwards on Airton Road West to the hospital boundary
· Southwards along the hospital entry road to the hospital roundabout 
and
· Eastwards on Belgard Square North to its junction with the proposed 
Sli Cheile
F. Natural heritage - the area:

· Northwards from Belgard Square North on the proposed Sli Cheile to 
the junction with the proposed Airton Road West
· Eastwards on Airton Road West to the Belgard Road

· Southwards on Belgard Road to the junction with Belgard Way

· Westwards on Belgard Way to the roundabout and onwards on 
Belgard Square North to the junction with the proposed Sli Cheile


Two further zones focusing on Built and Architectural heritage and Civic 
heritage including Civic Leaders and Patriots are proposed for future Town Centre 
expansion in the Cookstown area north of the proposed Airton Road West.


Streets, walks, squares etc within these zones can be named from a palette of 
appropriate references drawn from research already carried out in consultation with 
the Council’s Heritage Officer (as outlined in Appendix A to this report) which can 
be further added to over time.


To assist in way-finding, each zone can be colour-coded on signage and town maps 
(e.g. Green for Natural Heritage Zone signage) to further assist in way-finding as the 
area develops.


It is further proposed to publish the rationale and background to the zones and the 
names used on the Council’s website and in publications as part of the rollout of the 
County Heritage Plan.


3.3
Naming / renaming of important streets spanning a number of 
Heritage Zones.


These are as follows:

1. The names of the existing Belgard Square East, Belgard Square West, 
Belgard Square South and Belgard Square North are generally 
regarded as illogical in that they do not bound a square. This anomaly is 
pronounced by the pattern of development which has occurred since their 
original naming and the future development pattern agreed in the Tallaght 
Town Centre Masterplan.

2. The continuation of Airton Road across the Belgard Road westwards 
towards the hospital will be an important part of the emerging road network. 
It is proposed to name it  Airton Road West. At that stage the existing Airton 
Road should be renamed Airton Road East.


These streets are important routes through the area and should have names that are 
linked to local places / functions thereby incorporating local heritage. The proposal is: 

· Meath St. for Belgard Sq West and its extension northwards from Belgard 
Sq Nth to the proposed Airton Road West

· Tuan St for Belgard Sq East and its extension northwards from Belgard Sq 
Nth to the proposed Airton Road West

· Adelaide St. for Belgard Way from Belgard Road and it’s continuation 
westward on Belgard Sq North to Cookstown Way

· Maelruain Road for Belgard Walk from Belgard Road and its continuation 
westwards on Belgard Sq South to Cookstown Way

· Airton Road West for the proposed road linking Airton Road to the 
hospital. At that stage the existing Airton Road will become Airton Road 
East.


These proposed changes are outlined on Drawing No.3. It is requested that the 
Committee agree to the principle of this approach pending a detailed examination of 
the implications and requirements of Section 192 of the Local Government Act 2001 
in relation to changing a street name. A further report will be made to a future 
meeting of the Committee.


3.4 Specific names of the streets, lanes, etc in the Literary Heritage zone 

A map of this area with the proposed naming illustrated is shown on Drawing 4 
attached.

Summary


The proposals as outlined in 3.2 above fulfill an agreed need for legibility and logic 
using meaningful through use of names linked to our heritage and appropriate to a 
modern County Town. 


This strategy does not affect the normal naming / numbering process in relation to 
new residential developments in the town centre area which continue to be dealt with 
by the planning department as they arise.


It is recommended that the Tallaght Area Committee recommends to the full Council 
to:

e) Agree the hierarchy of roads / streets / lanes / walks / close as set out at 
section 2 of the report

f) agree the Heritage Zone themes as set out in Section 3.2 of the report

g) agree in principle to the naming / renaming proposals as set out in Section 
3.3  of the report which shall be the subject of a future report to the 
Committee. 

h) agree the specific names of the streets, lanes, etc in the Literary Heritage

List of names linked to Heritage Zone themes 


Writers/Poets/Storytellers/Playwrights

· St Aengus – author of Féilire Aengusa 

· Malachi Horan (1847-1945) – Folklorist. Author of Malachi Horan 
Remembers. Lived at Killinarden Hill, Tallaght for his whole life.

· William Howard Russell (1821-1907) “Father of War Correspondents”, 
Born at Lilyvale in Jobstown, Tallaght.

· George Otto Simms (1910-1991) - Archbishop of Armagh and Primate of 
All Ireland, expert and writer on the Book of Kells

· Katharine Tynan (1861-1931) - Prolific novelist and poet. Lived at 
Whitehall, Tallaght / Clondalkin

· Padraic Colum - Poet, playwright, novelist. Played a major role in the 
shaping of Irish theatre. He was a member of the National Theatre Society 
and wrote three of the Abbey's earliest plays. He taught at St. Enda's, Patrick 
Pearse's school in Rathfarnham. 

· John Philpot Curran (1750-1817), Lawyer and nationalist. After the 1798 
Rebellion he defended the United Irishmen Wolfe Tone and Hamilton Rowan. 
After the 1803 Rebellion, however, he refused to represent Robert Emmet 
who had become privately engaged to his daughter, Sarah. He lived at the 
Priory, Rathfarnham.

· George Grierson - King's Printer in Ireland. Among his productions were 
the first edition published in Ireland, in 1724, of Paradise Lost; Sir William 
Petty's Maps of Ireland; and other valuable works. His wife, Constantia, was 
regarded as one of the most learned scholars of her age. Owned 
Rathfarnham House, now incorporated in the Loreto Abbey buildings. 

· Charles Lever (1806-1872) Novelist. Lived in Templeogue House. He was 
editor of the Dublin University Magazine from 1842 to 1845. His published 
novels include Harry Lorrequer (1840) and Charles O' Malley (1841).

· Bulmer Hobson (1883 - 1969) - Revolutionary and Writer. Lived at Mill 
House Whitechurch Road. After the establishment of the Free State in 1922, 
he was appointed chief of the Revenue Commissioners Stamp Department. 
On retiring in 1948, he went to live in Roundstone, Co. Galway and later in 
Limerick. Among his publications were The Life of Wolfe Tone (1919), A 
National Forestry Policy (1923), and Ireland Yesterday and Tomorrow (1968).

· Alice Furlong – Tallaght poetess

· Norah Tynan O’Mahony – Tallaght Poet, sister of Katharine Tynan.

· Thomas McDonagh (1878-1916) - Patriot, Teacher and writer.  The first 
teacher on the staff at Pearse’s school, St. Enda’s.

· Patrick Pearse (1879-1916) - Teacher, writer and patriot. 

· John Millington Synge (1871-1909) - Playwright, Born at 2 Newtown 
Villas, Rathfarnham.

· Austin Clarke (1896-1974) Poet, dramatist and novelist. Lived at The 
Bridge House, Templeogue.

· William Butler Yeats (1865-1939) - Poet and dramatist 

Greatest poetical figure of his age. Co-founder of the Irish National Theatre. 
In 1923 he was awarded the Nobel Prize for literature. Lived for some time at 
Riversdale House, Ballyboden Road, Rathfarnham, which was his last home 
in Ireland.

· Johnathan Swift – associated with Saggart


Artists / Sculptors / Musicians / Actors

· Oisín Kelly – Artist/Sculptor, Prospect House, Knocklyon, buried in St 
Maelruain’s

· Evie Hone - famous stained-glass artist, buried in St Maelruain’s 

· Elizabeth Rivers (1903-1964) - Wood engraver, figure painter and 
illustrator, buried in St Maelruain’s 

· Seán Keating (1889-1977) – Painter. Lived on Killakee Road and in 
Ballyboden, where he had a house built on the site of Millbrook Mills in 1935.

· Gerda Jenny Froemel-20th Century Sculptress. Some of her pieces have 
been exhibited at IMMA

· Richard E. King-Contemporary Sculptor-Stained glass artist responsible for 
glass work to the Church of the Holy Spirit, Greenhills c.1960.

· Members of the Traveller Community who were noted storytellers / musicians 
/ singers e.g.

· Margaret Barry, singer. 

· Rainey Family, musicians. 

· Pecker Dunne, singer. 

· Paddy Keenan, musician. 

· Johnny Cassidy, Storyteller) 

· Felix Doran a piper who played in the area


Scholars / Saints / Monastic heritage

· St. Lorcán O’Toole in 1179 he was given a confirmation of the diocesan 
lands in Tallaght, which was one of the most prestigious centres of religion 
and learning in early medieval Ireland

· St. Aengus or Oengus – author of Féilire Aengusa
· St. Mochua or Crónán (died 630 AD). The first abbot of Clondalkin was St 
Mochua, according to one authority he was also a Bishop and Confessor. An 
ancient tradition seems to have prevailed that he was elected Bishop there.

· St Sanctan or Santan, associated with Glenasmole

· St. Maelog - three early grave slabs in Templeogue 

· Mael rúain was most definitely a notable Céile Dé, an Irish aecetic of the 
8th Century who died in 792AD. In 774AD he was founder and abbot of 
Tallaght.  The Tallaght documents describe his regime featuring prayer vigils, 
the divine office, fasts, mortifications of the flesh, strict sabbatarianism and 
care for the poor. They reflect differences of opinion. Mael rúain's insistence 
of total abstinence from alcohol was rejected by the abbot and bishop of 
Finglas, who said his congregation, would also attain heaven...despite their 
consumption of beer!  How far the Céile Dé were a novel reformist 
movement is debatable, for their practises are consistent with the aescetic 
tendency found Irish religious literature as early as the 6th century. Although 
they criticised the worldliness of the older churches they were often 
dependent on them. However the Céile Dé were also involved in high politics 
and inter-church rivalry. The Céile Dé were occasionally noticed at various 
churches in the 9th century. By the 11th and 12th centuries, the headship of 
the Céile Dé at Clonmacnoise was a hereditary office

· Saints from Féilire Aengusa

· Slí Mhór Ancient Road between Clondalkin and other monasteries, 
particularly in Kildare using parts of the Esker in south Dublin as a natural 
routeway

· Slí Chualainn Ancient Road going through the county and including 
Bohernabreena which was partly named after this route way


Medical / Scientific / Related to the Adelaide & Meath  Hospital 
Incorporating the National Children’s Hospital

· Sir William Stokes Physician 1826-1875 Meath. (Modern Cardiology, 
Cheyne Stokes Breathing and Stokes Adams Attacks)

· Francis Rynd - Surgeon Meath. First hypodermic injection in1844.

· Robert Graves - Physician 1821-1843 Meath (Graves Disease)

· Kendall Franks - Surgeon Adelaide and Eye and Ear.  Introduced antiseptic 
surgery into Adelaide 1880s.Championed work of Pasteur. 1884. 2 operations 
on obstructed small intestines: paved way for others

· Sir Philip Crampton - Meath Surgeon 1798-1858. First private medical 
school Dublin (rear of his house Dawson St). Helped Graves in teaching in 
the Meath. Founded Pitt St. Institution (later NCH) Surgeon in Ordinary to 
King George IV and Queen Victoria.

· Sir Lambert Hapenstal Ormsby - Surgeon Meath 1872-1923. Surgeon 
NCH 1875-1923. Founder of National orthopedic and Children’s Hosps. in 
1884 which merged with the Pitt St. Institutions to become NCH in 1884. 
Helped Eleanor Lyons found nursing school.

· Thomas Lane - Surgeon appointed to Meath 1922.  Founded separate GU 
unit in the hosp. 1955 after much campaigning

· Ella Webb - Anaesthetist Adelaide 1918 and outpatients for children’s 
diseases. Emphasised the idea of the medical importance of a patient’s social 
situation and was responsible for introducing a Lady Almoner (Social worker) 
to the Adelaide. Later worked in St Ultan's and founded the Children’s 
Sunshine Home in Stillorgan 1930 

· Miss Bramwell - Served with Florence Nightingale in the Crimea and was 
matron at the Adelaide.

· Miss Eleanor (? Ellinor) Lyons - Lady Superintendent of the Meath Hosp. 
Founded Dublin Red Cross Nursing Sisters Home and Training School for 
Nurses to supply trained nurses to MH and NCH 1884 with Sir Ormsby

· Alice Reeves - Adelaide staff nurse then Ward Sister. Became matron of Dr 
Stevens in 1918 and played major part in establishing Nursing Council (Now 
An Bord Altranais)

· Sarah Ruttle - Matron of Adelaide 1859-1872. Established first secular 
school in Dublin for nurses at the Adelaide. Succeeded Miss Bramwell and 
developed many of her practices which were subsequently copied in other 
hospitals..

· Poet and Novelist Oliver St John Gogarty (Buck Mulligan) was surgeon to 
the Meath 1911-1939. Senator in first Irish Free State Senate


Commercial / Industrial / Trade / Transport

· Royal Flying Corps based at Cookstown

· Tallaght Airfield or Aerodrome after which Airfield house was probably 
named was located nearby.

· Colonel James Fitzmaurice (1898 - 1965) Aviator, Co-pilot on the first 
successful east to west crossing of the Atlantic by plane. 

· The airfield was taken over by Mr. Gallagher who set up the Urney sweet 
manufacturing concern. This, apart from milling was the first sizeable 
industry in the area. The name Urney is from Co. Donegal where Mr 
Gallagher came from.

· Jacobs

· Hughes Bros

· Stage Coach (Dublin to Baltinglass Stage)

· The Dublin to Blessington Steam Tram ran along the Old Blessington 
Road which adjoins the site. Coincidentally, the LUAS runs on the same line 
right at 
its terminus.

· A nearby stop on the line was Broadfield. 


Natural Heritage


There are a large number of Irish speakers in South Dublin County, one of the largest 
collections of Irish speakers in the country. To reflect this, it is proposed that within 
the Natural Heritage Zone, names should be predominantly as Gaeilge.

· Gallchnó walnut walnut tree in Tallaght Village

· Caorthainn Rowan sacred tree associated with Fianna legends in

· Sceach (gheall)  Hawthorn sacred tree also associated with Skeagh

· Iúr / Eo Yew Sacred tree associated with graveyards throughout the 
country.  Tír an Iúir (Terenure)

· Fuinseog Ash sacred tree - e.g. Ashfield near Templeogue

· Coll Hazel (An) Collchoill - Hazelhatch near Newcastle/Hazelwood. Sruthán 
an Choill -  Hazelbrook near Tallaght

· Fearnóg Alder sacred tree

· Draighean Blackthorn sacred tree 

· Cuileann Holly sacred tree

· Aiteal Juniper sacred tree

This Committee calls on South Dublin County Council to:-


(a)  Express its support for the planning concepts behind Strategic Development 
Zones (SDZ) as laid out in planning legislation.


(b)  Express its disappointment of An Bord Pleanála for its failure to accept 
significant input from Local Elected Representatives regarding the Clonburris SDZ 
concerning the scale and timing of proposed development in that location.


(c)  Calls on the Minister for the Environment to amend Legislation concerning SDZ's 
to give real power to local authorities to control the timing and scale of SDZ 
development.


(d)  Agrees to communicate this motion both to the Minister for the Environment and 
the Secretary of An Bord Pleanála.


REPORT:

The Planning and Development Act 2000 as amended sets out legislation in 
respect of Strategic Development Zones (SDZs).  Nationally, South Dublin County 
Council is the local authority with the most extensive experience of the 
implementation of SDZ legislation.


Following local Council determination of SDZ Planning Schemes, An Bord Pleanala 
is the statutory agency responsible for the determination of appeals in respect of SDZ 
Planning Schemes.


The Adamstown SDZ Planning Scheme was approved by South Dublin County 
Council in May 2003 and An Bord Pleanála in September 2003 and has operated 
effectively to date.  The Clonburris SDZ Planning Scheme was approved by South 
Dublin County Council in January 2008 and An Bord Pleanála in November 2008 and 
is currently being finalised in accordance with the requirements of the Board.


In determining the Clonburris SDZ Planning Scheme, An Bord Pleanála was required 
under the legislation to consider the following:-


·         The proper planning and sustainable development of the area;


·         The provisions of the County Development Plan;


·         The provisions of the Housing Strategy;


·         The provisions of any Special Area Amenity Order or 


·         The conservation and preservation of any European site.


In determining the Clonburris SDZ Planning Scheme, the elected members were 
advised in prior briefings and in the Council Chamber that there was the possibility of 
an appeal to An Bord Pleanála by any party that had made a submission to South 
Dublin County Council , including all of the affected landowners and that it would be 
difficult to defend the scenario put forward by the elected members with regard to 
the scale and timing of development in the context of the proper planning and 
development of the area and the County Development Plan. Following the local 
process, An Bord Pleanála did not support the input of local elected representatives 
with regard to the scale and timing of the proposed development.  The Board 
decision was made on foot of a detailed report prepared by the Planning Inspector 
who chaired the hearing into the Clonburris SDZ, at which all parties had the 
opportunity to put forward their case.  


Further to approval of the Clonburris SDZ Planning Scheme by An Bord Pleanála, 
South Dublin County Council is now obliged to finalise and implement the Scheme an 
effective manner.  


Whilst it is open to the members of the Council to express it’s disapproval of An Bord 
Pleanála decision, such a gesture would place the Council at odds with the objective 
planning decision made following an open and transparent statutory planning 
process, which the Council must now implement.  


In relation to the powers of local authorities in relation to SDZ’s, existing SDZ 
legislation already enables local authorities to determine the timing and scale of SDZ 
development.  This was the case in relation to both Adamstown and Clonburris.  


In the case of Adamstown, the decision made by the elected members of South 
Dublin County Council in respect of the timing and scale of development was 
successfully defended by the Council at oral hearing against a significant challenge 
made by affected landowners and was approved by An Bord Pleanála.


In the case of Clonburris, members were advised that the decision made in respect of 
the scale and timing of development was unlikely to be successfully defended at oral 
hearing against a challenge from the affected landowners, which was the outcome.


In both cases the Local Authority had the power to control the timing and scale of 
development and this remains unchanged in law.  In relation to SDZ’s, the possibility 
of appeal to An Bord Pleanála enables independent assessment of whether such 
controls have been exercised in the context of inter alia, the proper planning and 
development of the area and the County Development Plan.  The right of appeal of 
all parties in respect of  SDZ’s is one of the many necessary ‘checks and balances’ to 
ensure that the democratic decision making process operates in a fair and objective 
manner.


If all or part of this motion is passed, it will be brought to the Council and if agreed, it 
will be communicated to An Bord Pleanála and the Minister for the Environment, 
Heritage and Local Government.

To ask the Manager in view of the recent closure of two hotels the Glashaus and Tallaght Cross and increase in job losses in the area, will he outline if has any new incentives or proposals to attract new investment and business interests in to the County?

Strategy to:-

· Develop an integrated strategy for improving access to and progression 
within 
employment for disadvantaged groups 

· Adopt an integrated strategy to assist employees of medium- large enterprises 
undergoing restructuring.


South Dublin Chamber was nominated by the County Development Board as the lead agent 
for the development of the Economic Strategy.

BUILDING ENERGY RATING

QUESTION:  Councillor S. Crowe
To ask the Manager will he outline if the BER cert legislation is causing any delay in the roll out of housing units in the County and how many units are affected since its introduction?

REPLY:

The new Building Energy Rating laws require that all dwellings, new or existing offered for 
sale or for rent must have a Building Energy Rating Certificate from 1st January 2009. 


The Council has trained a number of its Clerk-of-Works and Mechanical / Electrical 
Inspectors as Building Energy Rating Assessors who have been registered with Sustainable 
Energy Ireland, the agency charged with the responsibility for administering this new 
legislation. These assessors undertake this work in addition to their normal duties.


The assessment, which must be completed separately for each individual housing unit, is 
very 
detailed and involves over 100 different fields of information under the headings of 

· Built form e.g. whether detached, semi-detached, ground / mid / top floor 
apartment etc

· Age of house & any extension/s

· External / internal wall construction & insulation

· Roof construction & insulation

· Ground floor construction & insulation

· Upper floor heat loss & insulation factors

· Ventilation

· Floor plans and internal / external measurements

· Orientation of dwelling

· Door / window openings & glazing details

· Heating systems & fuel types

· Hot water systems


If all relevant information is readily available, this process takes approx. one full day per 
dwelling. Very often some details are not readily available and this requires investigation and 
co-operation from project architects and other professional firms who were engaged in the 
development in order to complete. 


When all fields are satisfactorily input, the software programme produces the Building 
Energy Rating for the structure on a 15 point scale rated from A-G where A-rated 
homes 
are the most energy efficient and G the least efficient. This software also 
produces an advisory report template which lists improvements which could be considered by 
the owner / occupier to improve the assessed rating. This template must then be 
customised to suit the individual circumstances.


The BER rating system commenced on 1st January 2009. South Dublin County Council 
received its certification as a BER assessment agency in mid-January and since then, the 
following assessments have been completed by SDCC assessors:

· Affordable housing

10 units completed and 15 







substantially completed

· Re-lets / refurbishments 



and tenant purchase

24 units

· SDCC public buildings

4 complete and 3








substantially completed


There have been no delays caused by this process in the roll-out of housing units in the 
County.

A new Green Bin contract has been in place since 1st January 2009 and while aspects of the 
details of that contract are commercially sensitive, the information sought is set out below -


a) Greyhound Waste are the company that are now carrying out the dry recyclables 
collection for the Dublin Region.


b) The materials, once collected, are delivered to and processed at the Dublin Authorities 
ew Regional Materials Recovery Facility at Ballymount which was opened by the 
Minister for 
he Environment on Monday 19th January.   Materials will be recycled in an 
environmentally sound and economic way.  This new facility has enabled the inclusion of all 
lean plastics in the green bin which, it is anticipated, will have a substantial impact on he 
diversion from landfill.


c) Income from the recycled material is incorporated in the contract pricing structure in order 
to minimise contract costs the Dublin Authorities. This income varies in line with 
international market conditions.  Monthly reports are provided which set out the price 
secured for recyclables.


d) The Council's budget 2009 includes a provision in the amount of approx €9 million for
the 
green bin service.  


e) With the introduction of a new contractor and the commissioning of the Regional MRF, 
current contamination rates are not available at present.  The January figure will be 
available in mid February and on a monthly basis from Greyhound from then on - as was 
the 
case with the previous contractor.

ROAD DEATHS

QUESTION:  Councillor J. Hannon
To ask the Manager to state the number of deaths on roads in South Dublin County in each of the years 2008/2007/2006 and can he also provide comparative statistics for the other Dublin Council areas, and indicate what actions, in co-operation with the Gardaí and other relevant agencies, are being undertaken in an effort to minimise the loss of life on our roads?

REPLY


The policy of the Council as set down in the County Development Plan is


‘promoting road safety measures throughout the County, including traffic calming, road 
signage and parking.’   


Safety is considered paramount in every aspect of our business. The Council’s Traffic 
Section maintains a close liaison with the Gardai on a continuous basis. When a 
fatality 
occurs, the agreed procedures provide for a comprehensive site visit / examination to be 
carried out. At these meetings the circumstances and facts are determined and remedial 
measures, if required, are identified and determined for subsequent implementation as part of 
the Council’s works programmes.  

Each year the Road Safety Authority publishes, ‘Road Accident Facts’. From these 
published details, the number of recorded accidents in the Council’s Administrative Area has 
decreased significantly over the period from 2005 to 2007. No figures have yet been published 
for 2008. 


The total recorded number of fatalities and injuries in 2005 was 320. This reduced to 226 
in 2006 and 152 in 2007. This represents an overall drop of 52.5% in fatalities and injuries 
between 2005 and 2007 in this Council’s area. The comparative 
figures for the same 
period in Fingal County Council are a reduction of 71% while Dun Laoghaire Rathdown 
County Council had a reduction of 11%.


It is anticipated that the downward trend shown for South Dublin will continue in 2008. The 
attached tables show comparative figures for the main centres of population for each of 
the 
years 2005 – 2007.

NON PAYMENT OF RATES


QUESTION:  Councillor C. King
To ask the Manager to provide figures for the number of ratepayers who have not paid their rates for 2008 as a percentage of the overall number of rate payers in the County and can he/she make a statement on what impact if any these figures have on the Council's finances?

REPLY:  


The total number of  rates accounts in the Council's rate book in 2008 was 6702. of these 
no payment was received in relation to 313 cases (4.7%), while part payment was received 
in respect of 526 (7.9%).

It should be noted however that the overall collection rate for 2008 was 92.37% 
which  
compares  favourably with the 2007 average national collection rate of 92.4%. Account 
should also be taken of the revaluation process which affected the 2008 commercial rates in 
South Dublin.  

The Department of the Environment Heritage & Local Government has advised  the 
Council  that we should not incur a deficit in 2009. Any shortfall therefore, incurred by 
commercial rates during 2009 will  require efficiencies to be  generated and / or increased 
income earned in other areas.

PRIVATE RENTED ACCOMMODATION


QUESTION:  Councillor C. King
To ask the Manager, in the period January 2007 to December 2008 (A) how many inspections of private rented accommodation took place to ascertain whether or not they met the regulated standard, (B) how many of these properties passed and failed to reach the standard and (C) how many prosecutions took place as a result of these findings and can the Manager make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:


The following is the position in relation to inspections of private rented accommodation:


(a) In the period January 2007 to December 2008 1,269 properties were inspected under 
the Housing (Standards for Rented Houses) Regulations 1993.  


(b) Out of this number 125 properties failed the inspection.

(c) No prosecutions were necessary as works were carried out as outlined.


The  inspection of private rented properties under the Housing (Standards for Rented 
Houses) Regulations 1993 is managed by the Rental Accommodation Scheme (RAS) Unit  in 
South Dublin County Council.  Inspections are carried out by the 
Environmental Health Officers 
(EHO) on behalf of the Council.  In the case of a property failing to meet the standards a 
letter is issued to the property owner by the EHO.  This letter sets out the areas where 
standards have not been met, details the works required to rectify this and the time frame 
within which these works must be completed.  A follow up inspection is carried out after the 
appropriate time has elapsed.


It is the experience of the RAS Unit to date that the necessary works are carried out within 
this timeframe and as a result no prosecutions have been taken.  


It should be noted that new regulations came into effect on 1st February 2009 - 
Housing 
(Standards for Rented Houses) Regulations 2008.


Priority is given to carrying out inspections of properties which are being contracted into the 
Rental Accommodation Scheme on account of this being one of the conditions of the 
scheme however inspections on foot of a complaint are dealt with immediately.

ILLEGAL DUMPING

QUESTION:  Councillor T. McDermott


To ask the Manager for a comprehensive report on the initiatives which the Council is leading or partnering to eliminate all illegal dumping in the Dublin Mountains and would he make a statement on the matter?

REPLY:

The combating of illegal dumping is a major priority for the Council with involvement in 
a number of initiatives in dealing with the problem through partnership, prevention, 
enforcement and rehabilitation.


A recent report to the Council's Strategic Policy Committee set out the current status of the 
Council's plans in dealing with historical illegal dumping while the Environment Department 
are also involved in enforcement initiatives targeting incidents of fly-tipping through cctv, 
litter wardens patrols etc.


South Dublin County Council works in partnership with other agencies, associations and 
communities in combating illegal dumping with such initiatives as the PURE (Protecting 
Uplands and Rural Environments) project which is a regional initiative which incorporates 
local 
authorities including: Wicklow County Council, South Dublin County Council, Dublin City 
Council, Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown County Council with Coillte, National Parks & Wildlife 
Service, ESB, and a number of non-statutory organisations represented by the Wicklow 
Uplands Council, environmental, tourism and recreational groups and endeavours to stop 
incidents of fly tipping and illegal dumping in the Wicklow/Dublin upland regions and 
identifying those involved in dumping activities

BRING BANKS

QUESTION:  Councillor E. Tuffy

To ask the Manager if he will investigate, possibly by way of a pilot project at one or two locations, the possibility of providing containers at Bring Banks for the disposal of plastic bags and cardboard boxes, to facilitate residents in using the banks for disposing of glass and plastic bottles and reduce litter, and if he will examine the practice of Dublin City Council in providing such containers? 

REPLY:  

The Council has provided such facilities at Bring Banks in the past and experience has 
shown that these facilities tend to be misused in a way that attracts illegal dumping and 
vandalism. The Council provides a network of litter bins across the county in addition to 
providing a weekly black bin service and a fortnightly green bin 
collection that is 
available to every household in the county, and also provide bottle bank and civic amenity 
facilities in order to ensure that people have sufficient means and opportunity to dispose of 
waste material in an appropriate fashion.


The Council makes strenuous efforts to ensure that the waste facilities provided for the public 
are maintained to the highest standards through a combination of awareness raising 
campaigns, educational promotions, enforcement initiatives and 
cleansing services (on which 
the Council expends some €7,000,000 each year).


It is essential that the waste facilities provided for the benefit of the public are protected by 
the Council. The Environment Department gets frequent and continuous representations from 
community groups, residents associations, business interests and public representatives 
where waste facilities are misused by those persons that do not have as high a regard for the 
environment as the majority. These representations, in the main, tend to be in relation to Bring 
Bank facilities and to come in the form of requests for clean ups 
and/or the removal of same. 
This is unacceptable to the Council and to the majority of people who wish to maintain a clean 
environment and dispose of waste in a responsible way and it is incumbent on the Council to 
ensure that good value accrues through the most effective use of the Council's cleansing 
budget and that the responsible majority have adequate facilities for waste disposal.


The Council's experience has shown that the provision of the facilities proposed at Bring Banks 
is not in the best interests of a well maintained network. The experience 
of this Council is also 
the experience of the other Dublin Authorities.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was 
CONSIDERED:


“Under Section 94 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended) South 
Dublin County Council prepared a Housing Strategy.  One of the key purposes of the 
strategy is to identify the overall need for affordable housing in the area of the County 
Development Plan and to ensure that South Dublin County Council provides for the 
development of affordable housing.  To date, the Council has been successful in acquiring 
affordable housing units for eligible applicants through:-

   The Property Path has sold 1302 affordable homes since the commencement of all programme sunder Part V, joint venture and affordable initiatives.

A new initiative was launched in August 2008 consisting of Affordable properties in Newcastle. Adamstown, Lucan and Tallaght. An internet and newspaper promotional campaign took place on these homes. Affordable applicants have placed deposits on 139 homes under the scheme, and 99 sales are due to be completed. This scheme is now closed.
In order to comply with the requirements of Section 211 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 (as amended) and Section 183 of the Local Government Act, 2001 it is recommended that the Council dispose of  1 property at The Paddocks, Lucan, Co. The Regulations apply to the 
proposed works involved in the provision of traffic calming measures in Aylesbury/Cushlawn.


DESCRIPTION OF SCHEME AS ADVERTISED:

1. The provision of standard traffic calming ramps.

2. Pedestrian barrier.

3. Associated road signage.

CONSULTATION PROCESS:


The design of this Traffic Calming Scheme took cognisance of numerous requests from 
Residents, Residents Association, and Public Representatives for the installation 
of traffic 
calming measures in the Aylesbury/Cushlawn area.


The Aylesbury/Cushlawn Traffic Calming Scheme was advertised in accordance with Part 8 
of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001, in the Echo and Irish Independent on 
25th June, 2008.  The scheme went on public display on 25th June, 2008 to 8th August, 2008 at 
the offices of South Dublin County Council, County Hall, Tallaght and County Library, 
County Hall, Tallaght, Dublin 24. A leaflet detailing the proposed measures was circulated to 
each household in this cell.


The closing date for submissions was Friday 22nd August, 2008.  


Deerpark Avenue is not yet in charge of the Council.  Accordingly, construction of the three 
proposed ramps for this road will be deferred until the road becomes in 
charge of the Council.


The pedestrian barrier was inadvertently shown in the vicinity of 46 Cushlawn Park on the 
Part 8 drawing.  This barrier will be installed in the vicinity of 32 Cushlawn Park to prevent 
motor vehicles traversing the adjoining open space.

Introduction:

As required by the terms of the Housing (Traveller Accommodation) Act 1998 members 
have 
been presented with the Council’s Draft Traveller Accommodation Programme 2009-2013. 

The Housing and Social Development Strategic Policy Committee discussed the draft 
Programme during the consultation stage.


The Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee have also been consulted in 
respect of the draft programme at all stages.


The Draft Traveller Accommodation Programme 2009-2013 is now formally before the Council 
for consideration and adoption. The Housing (Traveller Accommodation) 
Act 1998 (Section 13) 
specifies that the members have 21 days from the date of this meeting to adopt and approve 
the resolution set out hereunder of this report. 


Notification of the intention to prepare a draft programme was published on 22nd July 2008.  
3 (three) submissions were received during stage of the process prior to the publication of 
the Draft Programme. These were submitted by the Health Services Executive, Clondalkin 
Travellers Development Group and the Tallaght Travellers Community Development Project 
and related to such matters as:

· Prioritise developments not completed under TAP 2005-2008 (TTCDP)

· Transient Accommodation (CTDG)

· Assessment of Needs to cater for future family formations (CTDG)

· Address temporary/emergency sites as a priority (CTDG)

· Information on all housing options to be made available and procedures for 
access to same (CTDG)

· Performance indicators on delivery of programme (CTDG)

· Consultation on design issues and estate management (CTDG)

· Living conditions and environmental health issues (HSE)

· Local homeless accommodation and support services (HSE)


 The relevant issues concerning the Traveller Accommodation Programme raised in these 
submissions informed the proposals put forward in the Draft Document, and those issues not 
pertinent to the Programme itself will be brought to the meetings of the Local Traveller 
Accommodation Consultative Committee for further discussion and consideration.

The latest date for receipt of written comments and submissions was 22nd December 2008. 
A further 4 (four) submissions were received subsequent to the publication of the draft Document. Copies of the submissions are attached and the following is the response of the Council to the matters raised in the submissions.

1. 
Submission of Mr. John Walsh, Templeogue.

Standardised plans for all Traveller Developments.

RESPONSE The Draft Programme clearly depicts and outlines a range of projects designed and built over a 10 year period. Most of these units are based on a consistent group-house and day-house type which were developed in conjunction with the local travellers and traveller support groups (via a seminar and workshop).

It has been found that specific needs can change from site to site and over time. Therefore a ‘one size fits all’ approach is not suitable. Design must also be flexible to change and adapt to comply with changing Statutory Requirements (E.g. Building Regulations, Dept. of Environment requirements and the Planning & Development Act). The design also involves consultation with the families involved.

The design of each project responds to the constraints of each individual site. 

Progress in various technologies and changes in construction methods also influence the design process.

The average cost per Unit.  

RESPONSE The Build Cost of the units varies, but is now in the region of € 250,000.00. Generally cost factors are due to the distance of the sites from existing utilities and services and the subsequent cost of this infrastructure (E.g.: Mains water, drainage, main sewers, piped gas). 

The 2009 – 2013 Programme proposes to carry out a mix of new developments, infill projects and redevelopment of existing sites. The proposed sites are located adjacent to existing services, infrastructure and/or serviced sites. Therefore the figure of €250,000 per unit is not unreasonable and best value for money is sought during the tendering process. Sites are constructed to a standard that enables their replacement with standard housing if required in the future.

A flexible approach is needed to achieve best practice in terms of both quality and value for money.

Mainstreaming of services.

RESPONSE The provision of Units under the Traveller Accommodation Programme and the Management and Maintenance of existing Residential Caravan Parks has been managed by staff of the Traveller Accommodation Unit, Housing Department. With the introduction of the 2009 – 2013 Programme, and in line with the agreed Traveller Interagency Strategy, it is intended that all of the standard issues in relation to management and maintenance, such as unit maintenance, refuse collection, allocations etc. would devolve from the Traveller Accommodation Unit and be “mainstreamed” into the existing Sections with whom these responsibilities lie.
2. Submission of St Aidans RCP Brookfield.

St. Aidans Residential Caravan Park, Brookfield, Tallaght be developed in accordance with the wishes of the existing residents.

RESPONSE Following discussions with the Residents of St Aidans, it is understood that the desire of the residents is for a Group Housing development in replacement for the existing bays. A full consultation process will be undertaken, with all relevant parties, prior to any redevelopment of the Residential Caravan Park at St. Aidans. 
3. Submission of Belgard Park RCP / Tallaght Travellers CDP

Re development of Belgard Park Residential Caravan Park from bays to houses through the addition of bedrooms to the day houses.

RESPONSE Applications have been received from the Tallaght Travellers Community Development Project and Residents of Belgard Park Residential Caravan Park to have the day houses on 9 bays redeveloped to provide for 2/3/4 bed houses on the site. A request has been received to include the proposal on the 2009 – 2013 Programme. This redevelopment did not form part of the draft programme as this Residential Caravan Park is only 3 years old.  However the proposal will be examined in conjunction with the Architectural Services Department and the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government. Consideration of the proposal and any suitable alternatives in consultation with Residents and the Tallaght Traveller Community Development Project will also be undertaken.
The following ten items form the basis of a submission to all local authorities by Pavee Point for consideration by the Council in adopting the Programme.
 Address inadequate and substandard accommodation facilities.

 RESPONSE  The purpose of the TAP is to provide first class accommodation across the range of accommodation types, (standard & group housing or residential caravan parks) for all indigenous travellers in the County. All Traveller Specific accommodation units are provided by South Dublin County Council are to a very high standard of design and build. All units comply with all existing building regulations and comply fully with all requirements on construction by the department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government. It will be an objective of the Council to seek to allocate permanent accommodation as early as possible in the process. In the meantime all Temporary Accommodation provided by the Council is provided with appropriate facilities and being maintained to a high standard. Those families living in temporary or emergency accommodation are always offered permanent accommodation as soon as it becomes available.  

A moratorium on evictions for families who are on the Housing List.

RESPONSE  The Council has made great strides over the last two Programmes in dealing with Traveller Accommodation issues. All indigenous families have had at least one offer of permanent accommodation.  Sufficient temporary and emergency accommodation is available to accommodate all who are not in permanent accommodation. 

It is the duty of the local authority to manage and maintain sites in a proper manner, with particular regard to health and safety, and estate management. Part of the process in dealing with anti-social behaviour or other non-compliance with licence/tenancy agreements in Council accommodation may involve the eviction of such families if necessary therefore a moratorium is deemed inappropriate. The Council will proactively aim towards greater estate management through:

· Awareness

· Enforcement

· Liaison forum

· Credit award systems

Consultation with Travellers regarding design of accommodation to facilitate older, infirm, or disabled Travellers.

RESPONSE There is consultation at the design stage of the Construction Programme with families directly or through the appropriate Traveller Representative Groups to provide for mixed type developments ( whether serviced bays or Group Housing Schemes)  to cater for one or two bed units to facilitate a single occupant or married couple with no children, and, acknowledging medical or occupational therapists reports, any design feature to provide for appropriate accommodation to address medical or disability needs.

Consultation with Travellers and representative groups to address Community expectations.

RESPONSE Regular consultation takes place between the Housing Department and Travellers and local representative groups on all aspects of the Programme. The Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee has Members of the Travelling Community and Traveller representatives on the Committee. This committee meets six times annually, and there are also monthly meetings between the Director and senior staff of the Housing Department and representatives of the Clondalkin travellers Development Group and the Tallaght Travellers Community Development Project, at which all matters of Housing policy are discussed. South Dublin County Councils Interagency Traveller Strategy highlights and develops the need for an Estate Management initiative to have an inclusive purpose in the development of community within the proposals for a traveller specific development and the broader community. 

 Role Travellers should play in assessing local Traveller Accommodation needs.

RESPONSE During the course of the statutory Housing Needs Assessment, the Traveller Representative groups were requested to advertise the assessment and were asked for comments on the accommodation needs of those families known to them. All indigenous Traveller families are contacted and current and future accommodation needs are discussed. Requirements for extended family formations and other accommodation needs are considered. Ongoing consultation takes place with the local Traveller Representative groups and the Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee.

The provision of a variety of accommodation options.

RESPONSE  The Traveller Accommodation Programme 2009 - 2013 provides for the provision of all types of traveller specific accommodation as well as standard housing 

In applying to the Council a member of the Travelling Community can opt for a choice of three types of accommodation, Residential Caravan Bays, Group Housing schemes or standard Social Housing. In the Programme, it is intended to provide for 23 units social housing and 154 units of a combination of Residential Caravan Bays and Group Houses.

The Council also operates a National Caravan Loan Scheme to assist Travellers in purchasing their own caravans.

In accordance with the Council's Traveller Accommodation Programme, proposed under the Housing (Traveller Accommodation) Act 1998, it is an objective of the Council to consider the provision of transient accommodation in the county during the term of the current Traveller Accommodation Programme. It has generally been agreed that in the Greater Dublin Area, transient accommodation would be provided as part of a network of transient sites throughout all of the neighbouring metropolitan Authorities, in coordinated and comprehensive manner.  Discussions in this regard are currently being held between all four local authorities.

It is intended that all non essential Temporary Accommodation sites will be closed during the duration of the 2009 – 2013 Programme by providing suitable permanent accommodation for all those families presently occupying Temporary sites.

Identify mechanisms to ensure fair and transparent procedures for allocation and maintenance.  


RESPONSE  All allocation of accommodation is done in accordance with the Housing Assessment of Need and also in accordance with the Council’s Scheme of Letting Priorities. Account is also taken of the need for family compatibility. 

It is the intention of this Programme to mainstream all of the main service functions from the Traveller Unit to the appropriate service Department to ensure uniformity of the maintenance to all accommodation units in the Councils administrative area, and to establish an Estate Management structure, incorporating Environmental Awareness Programmes within all Traveller Specific Group Housing schemes and Residential Caravan Parks.

Dealing with Anti-Social Behaviour.

RESPONSE The Council is acutely aware of the necessity to deal with the problems in relation to anti-social behaviour in all its housing schemes including Traveller Specific Developments.  It should be recognised that persons engaged in anti-social behaviour are in the minority; however their activities can have a huge detrimental effect on their neighbours. The Council will maintain close contact with the Gardai in relation to this matter. 

The continued use of CCTV will assist the curtailment of anti-social behaviour while also acting as a protection to residents of the developments.   It has been proven to deter issues such as illegal dumping where used. 

The Council will continue to consult with the Gardai in relation to prospective tenants in order to avoid situations where persons with a history of anti-social behaviour are accommodated by the Council.  All Council tenants are informed of Council policy and the statutory provisions available to the Council to address such issues.  All incidences of Anti-Social Behaviour are dealt with in accordance with South Dublin County Councils published policies.

The Council will also continue work closely with the Traveller support Groups in dealing with anti-social behaviour.

Positive action on employment for Travellers.

RESPONSE  South Dublin County Councils Inter Agency Traveller Strategy has as one of its main objectives to ensure that Travellers “obtain access to mainstream employment”, and the agencies involved in the delivery of Traveller Services under the strategy, along with South Dublin County Council are actively engaged in programmes to assist in this undertaking. South Dublin County Councils initiatives in offering a number of employment and training opportunities to members of the Traveller Community, in various job opportunities throughout the Local Authority clearly displays this Local Authorities commitment to supporting employment incentives. 51 job opportunities have been availed of by Travellers under the Councils Programme and 27 Travellers are still employed by the Council in various administrative and outdoor jobs. 

Monitoring and evaluating mechanisms.

RESPONSE The Construction Programme includes annual targets and timescales for the delivery of the Programme. Monthly reports are submitted to the various Area Committees of the Council to monitor progress. 

National Key Performance Indicators, giving the percentages of all Traveller specific accommodation units allocated within the Programme are made to the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government on all schemes. In addition to regular report to the elected members reports are also submitted to the bi monthly meetings of the Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee and all aspects of the Programme are monitored continuously by the Committee.
During discussions on the Programme the LTACC raised the following matters 
· Inclusion of the indigenous criteria:  It was pointed out that it is necessary to provide a programme under the Traveller Accommodation Act 1998 to meet the needs of the Housing Needs Assessment undertaken under Sec 6 of the Act. Whilst we cannot meet the needs of those arriving into the County outside the Housing Needs Assessment there are sufficient processes in place if deemed necessary to deal with certain emergency cases. 

· Differential rent:  It was pointed out that this has been in the previous Traveller Accommodation Programme and will continue in this on the basis of social equality. However it was accepted that it may be necessary to examine how we determine the income of the families.  It was agreed that a report would be brought to the LTACC and Housing SPC before being submitted to the Council.

· Voluntary Housing Associations should be more involved: The involvement of Cluíd at Tay Lane has been a great success and it was agreed to discuss this programme with Voluntary Housing Associations and examine other such  options. 
· Management of sites:  It was agreed that the management of sites should form a major portion of the Traveller Accommodation programme in the years ahead.  To this end it was agreed to establish an Estate Management structure, incorporating an Environmental Awareness schemes within all Traveller Specific Housing.  It was also pointed out that it is the intention of this Programme to mainstream all of the main service functions from the Traveller Unit to the appropriate service Department to ensure uniformity of the maintenance to all accommodation units in the Councils administrative area. The Council will proactively aim towards greater estate management through:

· Awareness

· Enforcement

· Liaison forum

· Credit award systems

· RAS:  Agreed that this be considered as a means to provide further accommodation options.  To date 7 families have been so 
accommodated. 

· Homeless / Illegal encampments:  Discussion was held on the response of the Council to such families.  It was pointed out that the Council is not in a position to prioritise such families within the Traveller Accommodation Programme.  All families presenting as homeless are referred to the Homeless Persons Unit.  In all such cases the Housing Persons Unit will provide emergency accommodation pending the acceptance of the family on the 
Councils housing waiting list.  

Present Position:

The current Traveller Accommodation Programme was adopted by the Council at a special meeting held on 9th May 2005 and remains in place pending the adoption of the Draft Programme now before the members. Many of the locations identified in the Draft Programme were previously identified and approved under the 2005 Programme.

As a direct result of the progress made in the implementation of the current Programme, the incidents of unauthorised encampments in this County have been largely eliminated. From time to time some very small scale roadside halting has occurred and in these cases, the Traveller Accommodation Unit in partnership with the other statutory agencies have acted swiftly. This Council has been particularly proactive in using its statutory powers to remove such unauthorised encampments. 


Progress during current Programme


South Dublin County Council has accommodated Traveller families in various accommodation 

types as set out below under the Programme 2005 - 2008:-

· Daletree, Firhouse – 11 group houses & 1 community centre

· St. Aidan’s Close, Brookfield, Tallaght – 5 group houses

· Belgard Park – 10 residential caravan park bays

· Hazel Hill, Killinarden – 5 group houses, 5 residential caravan park bays & 
community centre

· Fortunestown – 10 group houses

· Lock Road Emergency – 6 residential caravan park bays

· Haydens Lane Place – 8 group houses

· Kishogue Park – 10 group houses, 10 residential caravan park bays & community 
centre

· Tay Lane – 7 group houses

· Lynchs Lane Emergency – 3 residential caravan bays

· Lynch’s Park – 10 group houses, 9 residential caravan park bays
Total no of New Permanent units constructed  100
The provision of this permanent accommodation has enabled the Council to close down long term temporary accommodation such as St. Maelruans field in Tallaght and Balgaddy in Clondalkin.

Emergency Facilities 

In the course of the roll out of the current plan, which has delivered very real improvements in the number and frequency of unauthorised encampments, it was necessary to provide a number of emergency facilities for Traveller families to whom the Council owed a duty of care and who were in need of housing, at Lock Road, Lynch’s Lane and Whitestown Way. The provision of these facilities removed these families from unauthorised sites within the county and as a result it is fair to say that in the recent past the County has been generally free of unauthorised encampments. 

Standard housing 

In addition to Traveller specific accommodation options, during the current Programme, 84 Traveller families have opted for and been accommodated in standard Council housing located throughout the County, in accordance with the Scheme of Letting Priorities.

South Dublin’s Traveller Employment and Training Initiative

South Dublin County Councils Inter Agency Traveller Strategy has as one of its main objectives to ensure that Travellers “obtain access to mainstream employment”, and the 
agencies involved in the delivery of Traveller Services under the strategy, along with South Dublin County Council are actively engaged in programmes to assist in this undertaking. South Dublin County Councils policy in offering a number of employment opportunities to members of the Traveller Community, in various job opportunities throughout the Local Authority displays this Local Authorities commitment to supporting employment initiatives. 51 job opportunities have been availed of by Travellers under the Councils Programme and 27 Travellers are still employed by the Council in various roles.

      Proposed Programme 2009-2013

    Assessment Of Traveller Accommodation Needs 2009 – 2013.

     Under Section 6 of the Traveller Accommodation Act 1998 an Assessment of Needs was        conducted by South Dublin County Council in March 2008. Staff from the Traveller Accommodation Unit visited all of the temporary and emergency sites and conducted interviews to determine preference for accommodation requirements. Notices that the Assessment was being conducted were placed in the local and national press. Staff were available on specified days in the Clondalkin and Tallaght Council offices to facilitate completion of assessment forms. Local Traveller Development Groups and Agencies involved in traveller services were notified of the Assessment being conducted and requested to ensure that all families in touch with them were made aware of the process.

Throughout the Programme social housing will be provided for those who have applied for this option and who qualify under the Scheme of Letting Priorities.  The Council will avail of any opportunity that arises to commence any aspect of the Programme. 

Precise locations of some developments contained in this Programme are not indicated as in a small number of cases this is not possible, as the precise location is not yet determined and sites not yet acquired.  Furthermore, any site selected requires to be professionally and technically assessed by the Council’s Planning, Roads and Environmental Services Departments to determine its suitability for development.

It is the intention of the Council that Traveller specific accommodation be provided across the full developable area of the County. To illustrate this point the attached map shows all Traveller specific developments in the County including existing sites, proposed sites where the precise location has been established and an indicative location in all other cases.


Transient Accommodation:

In accordance with the Council's Traveller Accommodation Programme, proposed under the Housing (Traveller Accommodation) Act 1998, it is an objective of theCouncil to consider the provision of transient accommodation in the county 
during the term of the 
current Traveller Accommodation Programme.

It has generally been agreed that in the Greater Dublin Area, transient  accommodation would be provided as part of a network of transient sites throughout all of the neighbouring metropolitan Authorities, in coordinated and comprehensive manner, discussion in this regard are currently being held between all four local authorities.

A number of meetings between the relevant authorities have been held to consider how such an integrated plan could be developed but to date no consensus on the delivery of the plan has been reached. Meetings between the relevant Local Authorities are ongoing to discuss all aspects of the provision of Traveller Specific Accommodation and the issue of the provision of Transient Sites will continue to be discussed at these meetings. Discussions are also ongoing at the National level on the issue of Transient Sites provision.


Interagency Traveller Strategy

South Dublin County Development Board in 2007 adopted the Interagency Traveller Strategy for the delivery of traveller services. Agencies involved in the delivery of the Strategy are South Dublin County Council, Health Service Executive, FAS, County Dublin VEC, Dept. of Social & Family Affairs, Dept. of Education, Garda Siochana, Probation Welfare Service, and South Dublin County Development Board.

The nine aims and objectives of the strategy form an integral part of the programme with reference to consultation, tenant participation, and estate management. 


Inter-Agency Traveller Strategy (document)   


It is recommended that the Council adopt the Draft Traveller Accommodation Programme 2009-2013 subject to the amendments indicated.

In addition the Council, pursuant to the provisions of the Housing Applications Grant Scheme 
provides  financial assistance to our elderly community  in the form of Housing Aid for Older 
People, The Housing Adaptation Grant Scheme and the Mobility Aids Grant 
Scheme  www.southdublin.ie (Housing Grants)

All elderly tenants of SDCC are prioritized under the Council’s Housing Response Maintenance 
Programme and the Council through its Estate Management Team provides assistance with 
garden maintenance, security enhancements as well as 
other  support services.


The Council’s Differential Rents Scheme is also weighted in favour of senior citizens.


The Council through its Customer Care Centre provides information in relation to 
housing and 
general services and the Community Team work closely with the various 
groups advising on 
available Community Grants. In addition the CDB and Social Inclusion offices of the Council 
work with the groups on various activities such as the 
Tea Dances in 2008, the provision and 
installation of Smoke Alarms and were particularly involved in the Analysis of the Needs of 
Older People in North Clondalkin and Palmerstown launched in 2008 which provided a number 
of areas for further action such as Recreation, Transport, Health, Personal Development and 
Security. Interestingly the extensive participatory research and  survey indicated that almost all 
of the survey participants are familiar with their entitlements and state benefits.

It was proposed by Councillor T. McDermott and seconded by Ridge.


“That SDCC appoint an Area Manager to each of the administrative areas 
within the 
county.  A primary function of this manager would be to co-ordinate the functions of 
the various internal departments to ensure that works are planned and delivered as a 
project - with consistent and predictable levels of quality and service. This person 
would be a single point of contact for work-in-progress within that area.”


REPORT:

The Council’s functions are divided over twelve functional departments as shown in the slide 
attached. 


To achieve maximum integration, efficiency and co-ordination of effort, these twelve 
departments are further structured into three Cluster Groups which include the relevant Heads 
of Function / Directors of Services and other senior administrative and professional staff. 
The 
broad objectives of the Cluster Groups are as follows:  


Cluster 1 – Managing Organisational Change

Engaged in an accelerated process of change management to ensure optimum use of staff, 
finance and information as key corporate resources in achieving corporate strategy and 
delivering maximum efficiency, effectiveness and quality outcomes for external stakeholders.  


Staff costs reduced from 33% of budget in 2005 to 26% in 2007 while absorbing the costs of 
benchmarking and the servicing of an ever expanding population and increased demands 
for service provision. (2008 figures are not yet available) Team and partnership working 
arrangements and close co-operation between staff and 
elected members are vital links in 
ensuring the successful operation of SDCC.


Cluster 2 - Planning and delivery of the County’s Built Environment

Cluster 2 group’s purpose is to ensure that the county’s infrastructure develops to the 
maximum benefit of people who live, work in or visit the county. To work with all Departments 
that contribute to the development of infrastructure in the county and to build up a reservoir of 
up-to-date information on current and future developments and use this information to 
generate new concepts and ideas for the development of the county, socially, culturally and 
economically.


Identified short medium and long term projects in the built environment and developed a 
methodology to fast track the life cycles of each project through a web-based, in-house 
developed project management programme. Rolling three-year capital infrastructural 
programme increased from €1.3bn for 2006/08 to €1.7bn for 2007/09  - one of the most 
extensive and far-reaching in the State. 


Concentration on improving traffic mobility, delivering sustainable spatial planning, social / 
affordable housing, recreational facilities and infrastructural improvements to sustain economic 
competitiveness. SDCC adopts a pro-active role in encouraging inward foreign investment of 
the highest caliber into the county through the successful management and promotion of 
Grange Castle International Business Park.

Cluster 3 - Quality of Life  

This Cluster group deals primarily with improving the quality of life of people living and working 
in the county. The focus is on environmental issues such as waste management, recycling, 
Inclusion, tackling disadvantage and developing safe neighbourhoods to enhance the life 
experience of all who live, work and do business in our area.  Through the Council’s leadership 
role in the CDB, a great deal of inter-agency co-operation and working has been fostered by 
SDCC, particularly in the area of tackling disadvantage. SDCC is taking a leading role in much 
innovative collaboration such as the new Children’s Services Committee, the Joint Policing 
Committee and its continuing development of inter-agency supports for the Travelling 
community. 


The above structure has served the county well in the development of a coherent policy 
platform through the Strategic Policy Committees and the County Council and in the 
implementation of such policies on the ground, as overseen by the Council’s three Area 
Committees.  Notwithstanding this, in the current economic downturn senior management 
of the Council are currently examining all aspects of the Council's operations including the 
existing clusters, with special focus on income generating streams, debt collection, public realm 
and budgetary control.  


A core aim of South Dublin County Council is to provide citizens and customers with the highest 
quality service in an economic, efficient, effective and equitable manner. 
Since the setting up 
of our Customer Care Centre at County Hall in 2004, which was the first of its kind in local 
authority service, and the opening of a second Customer Care Centre at our Clondalkin Civic 
Office in 2007,  approx. 1,000 personal callers are served per week with an additional 1,400 
telephone calls taken an a daily basis.  More recently new Call Centre Telephony was 
introduced which provides service departments with highest volumes of customer phone 
interactions with "real time" reporting to enable improved management of service 
delivery.  Our Customer Contact System and our Membersreps systems record and track 
queries / complaints from customers and elected members from receipt to conclusion within set 
timeframes and allows for monitoring and measuring our services from our customers point of 
view, as well as providing a tool for the more effective and efficient management of our work 
schedules and service delivery.   In order to continually improve our services we are constantly 
looking at ways to meet the ongoing needs and concerns of our 
customers and are always 
open to suggestions and feedback.  


The overall systems in place has been an efficient and cost-effective method of achieving the 
necessary levels of consistent service provision across such a large organization handling 
such 
a diverse range of service areas.  While the system is in constant review as outlined above it is 
felt that the introduction of an additional Area Manager for each of the three committee areas 
as proposed in the motion would be inconsistent with the current management structure, 
would lead to duplication of duties and would not be feasible nor desirable in the 
current economic climate. 


For some time now it has been the practice of assigning a co-ordination role to a specific 
Director of Service for each of the six monthly area committee meetings. As part of a corporate 
review of the Area Committee administration function which has recently been initiated it is 
intended to reinforce this role to ensure observation and monitoring of the efficient 
administrative handling of committee business. This role also includes identification of areas 
where greater coordination / pooling of 
departmental resources are desirable in order to 
achieve overall organizational aims and is a standing item of business on each management 
team meeting.
