ACTIVITIES FOR SENIOR CITIZENS IN THE NEW BROOKFIELD COMMUNITY AND YOUTH FACILITY
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager to explore the possibility of providing some activities for senior citizens in the new Brookfield Community and Youth facility given the clear need locally to provide afternoon activities for seniors in this area?"

REPLY: Negotiations / discussions are ongoing at present between Brookfield Older Persons Group based in Brookfield Court Neighbourhood Centre and Brookfield Community and Youth Centre to organise an event for older people in the area. 

Brookfield Older Persons Group is in discussion with the Manager of the Brookfield Youth and Community Centre in this regard.

There are also a number of Voluntary Groups working with older persons in the area including South Dublin Countywide Older Persons Group made up of Community Services Department, Social Inclusion and County Development Board.

 Community Services Department are also setting up a Community Centre Network which will allow Community Centre Management to meet regularly and share ideas and information about events happening in the centres throughout the County.

A successful pilot is being rolled out at present in the Clondalkin area availing of alternative venues to host a monthly tea dance. It is hoped that this model will be replicated across the county.

TALLAGHT STADIUM
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager to indicate the opening date of Tallaght Stadium, to highlight how the operation of the facility will benefit the local community and what the potential economic benefit to the county will be?"

REPLY: Tallaght Stadium Phase 1 is almost complete and the facility is anticipated to be handed over to the Council early March 2009 with the exception of the East side which will be retained by the Contractor for the installation of the second stand. This will also be a 3,000 seated facility. The completion of the first phase will be in time for the availability of Tallaght Stadium for Shamrock Rovers use for home games in the League of Ireland next season.

Shamrock Rovers have been extremely active within the local community in the past few years working with Schools and local communities in promoting sport participation and educational attainment.

The Stadium will be a major asset to the Council, the Club and the local community and businesses in providing opportunities, choice and further development of programmes in the areas of social development and intervention.

‘ South Dublin County Council Community Department will be pleased to assist any group , association or organisation that wishes to become involved in either organising or exploring the possibility of setting up a committee / working group  designed to  re-establish a Tallaght St. Patrick’s day parade.

 It is considered essential that the local community and commercial sectors take a leading role in this regard, with the Council providing assistance, guidance and resources as appropriate.

 In the past there has been a failure to successfully establish the appropriate community based groundwork and support that results in a well supported parade. 

The Council’s current  involvement with and support for many community, arts , sports and other organisations mean that it is in an ideal position to engage with  requests for assistance in any proposed venture to re-establish a parade  ‘

Since this report was made the Council’s financial position has significantly changed in that resources for 2009 will be considerably reduced so it is even more important that local community and commercial sectors fully commit to supporting the parade.

Community Department will as outlined above provide all possible support and assistance to any group working to re-establish the parade.

Invitations to participate in any proposed parade would be a matter for the organising committee and Corporate Services Dept especially with regard to liaising with towns where twinning arrangements apply.

THE TALLAGHT LEISURE CENTRE
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr and seconded by Councillor J. Hannon :

“That the Manager provides a status report on the operation of the Tallaght Leisure Centre using a SWOT analysis and indicating what ways he will address any negative issues that may arise.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Tallaght Leisure Centre ( TLC ) was opened in November 2006 as part of the Councils Water Leisure Strategy.  The facility consists of a 25 m Pool, Gym and Sports Hall. The facility is managed by South County Dublin Leisure Services Ltd, which is wholly owned by the Council. The remit of the company is to manage the facility by providing the best amenities at affordable prices within a cost neutral base to the council.

The centre provides a diverse range of leisure activities, including swimming, canoeing, scuba, aqua fit, gym, indoor football, badminton, dance, marshal arts, yoga, all at affordable prices. The sports hall is fitted with public gallery seating and hosts major sporting events at weekends. Meeting rooms are available in the evening time for local groups. A MUGA (mini football all weather) is provided adjacent to the centre for local young people free of charge.  

The centre was recently awarded a White Flag by the Institute of Leisure and Amenity Management (ILAM). Currently the pool operates at near capacity and has limited additional capacity in its day time schedule.

 The Centre draws the bulk of its customers from the immediate local area within a travel time of 5 to 10 minutes. Customers have expressed satisfaction with the range and quality of the amenities on offer and view the facility as a major asset to Tallaght West.   

The Centre employees the equivalent of 30 full time jobs and provides a base for the Spoirt teic programme, which delivers a training programme for young people who wish to access the leisure & amenity industry. It is expected that the Centre will reach financial equilibrium this year however the emerging economic climate may have a negative effect on the leisure market. 

The locating of Tallaght Leisure Centre in Jobstown is a tangible demonstration of the Council’s commitment to providing quality facilities to all our customers. 

The next challenge is to develop a programme which will enable every child in Tallaght West to access swimming during the primary years. TLC is well placed to play a pivotal role in this exciting programme.”Bottom of Form

CHILDRENS PLAYGROUND AT SEAN WALSH PARK, WATERGATE
QUESTION: Councillor J. Hannon

“To ask the Manager for a progress report on the Children’s Playground at Sean Walsh Park, Watergate and will he also provide full details of the facility.”
REPLY: The playground at Sean Walsh Park is expected to be completed in March/April 2009, as programmed.  Works on site have slowed somewhat due to the extreme weather conditions experienced in recent weeks but progress will return to normal, as conditions improve.

The playground will consist of 3 main areas:

- A Junior Area consisting of:

·         Junior swings,

·         Multi-use play item, 

·         Springers/rockers, 

·         See-saw 

·         Pedal roundabout.

- A Senior Area consisting of:

·         Central Tower Slide, Large Pyramid Climbing Net, 
           Mountain Climbing Boulder
·         Senior Swings, 

·         Balancing equipment (momentum and the dragonfly), 

.         Interactive play item NEOS (incorporating electronic games                    console with nine games to encourage physical exercise whilst gaming).
- An Outdoor Fitness Area/ Tonezone: This will consist of various pieces of adult exercise equipment to enable a comprehensive physical workout in an outdoor setting.

The playground will be surfaced in tarmacadam with composite rubber fall-zones and is designed to be universally accessible. The individual items of equipment are designed to enable people of all ages and ability to partake in physical exercise whilst having fun.

SCRAMBLER BIKES USED IN DODDER VALLEY PARK
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager what action the Council intend to take to prevent scrambler bikes being used in Dodder Valley Park, particularly in close proximity to Scoil Carmel, where their activity is a form of annoyance and disturbance to students and to teachers in the school, if the Council are working in tandem with Rathfarnham Garda Station to prevent this kind of activity which is clearly illegal in terms of Council by-laws, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY: Residents in the immediate area have been provided with a contact telephone number for the Park Ranger Service based at Tymon Park.  The co-operation of the residents in promptly contacting and alerting the rangers to the presence of motorcycles is and has been very valuable in addressing the incidence of this activity in the Dodder Valley Parklands.  

Since February 2008, the Park Ranger Service has recorded 18 incidents where they were called to deal with motorcycle and scrambler activity at this location.  On a number of occasions, the Park Rangers received support from An Garda Síochána from both the Tallaght and Rathfarnham districts in pursuing the perpetrators of these illegal activities.  In addition, the Council have installed barriers at the rear of Morton’s pub and along the Firhouse Road to prevent access by these unauthorised vehicles to the parklands.  However, it appears that some of these motorcycles are gaining access through privately owned lands adjoining the public parkland, and because of the off-road nature of the vehicles, they are accessing the public park area by travelling across and within the river itself.  

At this point, the continued monitoring of the Park by the Park Ranger Service in association with the Gardai and the subsequent issuing of prosecutions is the most efficient means of addressing the issue.  In this context, the ongoing co-operation of the residents in promptly contacting and alerting the Park Rangers to the presence of motorcycles remains of utmost importance.

EXTENSION OF FOOTPATHS IN WOODLAWN PARK 
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

“To ask the Manager in respect of specific works that were undertaken by South Dublin County Council, or contractors on behalf of South Dublin County Council, re ; the extension of footpaths in the Woodlawn Park area of Firhouse, and the fact that a significant amount of public open space has been destroyed with tractor marks etc. while these pathways were being established, and that no action has been taken by the Council to repair the public open space in question, and given the complaints to the Council about this matter, if a firm indication will be given by the Parks Department as to when exactly these open spaces will be reinstated to a proper standard, and if he will make a statement on the matter?”

REPLY: The upgrading works undertaken on pedestrian paths in the Woodlawn Park and Monalea areas was undertaken by the Parks & Landscape Services Department during the latter part of 2008 under weather conditions which regrettably gave rise to a greater level of ground damage than normally associated with such works.  The damaged areas were not reinstated on completion of the works as the weather and ground conditions remained unfavourable for such works for a prolonged period afterwards.   The open spaces will be reinstated during late spring/ early summer as soon as ground and weather conditions are favourable for the necessary ground works and re-establishment of grass.

The issue of monitoring arrangements and the CCTV equipment used will be raised with the Housing Department with a view to improving the quality of evidence provided.

AVERAGE WAIT FOR HOUSING LIST APPLICANT 
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr

"To ask the Manager how long on average a housing list applicant must currently wait in order to be offered housing in the Tallaght area, what the refusal rate is currently at and how long it is taking to turn around vacant houses in the area?"

REPLY: There are currently 5710 applications on the Council's Housing List of these 3810 applications have expressed a preference for accommodation in the Tallaght area.  The average waiting period on this list is 3 years.  29 dwellings have been allocated in the Tallaght area in 2009 to date, 9 refusals were received during the allocation process representing a 31% refusal rate (22% for 2008), 8 of these refusals were for newly constructed dwellings in the Kiltalown area.  Currently the turnaround period for vacant dwellings is 14 weeks.

The current Scheme of Letting Priorities as adopted by South Dublin County Council on 12th December 2005 and approved by the Minister for Housing and Urban Renewal on 20th December 2006 was implemented in June 2007 following notification to existing housing applicants and update of each application to reflect current housing circumstances.  Several policy changes occurred, including:- 

1.        Applications are now considered on a Time on the List basis, rather than on a Points basis. It was agreed to allow existing applicants who had received points under the old Scheme to keep those points in order to maintain position on the list, these points will not change and from implementation date applications are considered on a time on list basis.  All new applications will be considered on a time on list basis only. 

2.         Areas of housing preference are determined by reference to the Electoral Areas. Applicants are considered for housing on the basis of their stated areas of preference rather than on an estate basis.   

3.         The Scheme of Letting Priorities provides that where a valid offer of accommodation is made within a stated area of housing preference and that offer is refused, one further offer of accommodation will be advanced and where that subsequent offer is refused, their housing application is closed.  Furthermore, applicants are precluded from re-applying for Council housing for a period of one year.
