RAMP ON FIRHOUSE ROAD WEST ADJACENT TO TYMON BAWN COMMUNITY CENTRE
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“Ramp on Firhouse Road West adjacent to Tymon Bawn Community Centre
At the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting (2) on 24th November 2008 (Motion No 4 item id 17097 refers) a commitment was given to re-examine the ramp located on Firhouse Road West adjacent to Tymon Bawn Community Centre.

This matter has been re-examined.

Traffic Calming schemes are generally provided to tackle problems with speeding vehicles and help to improve safety for pedestrians, cyclists and vulnerable road users.

The use of Traffic Calming ramps has been demonstrated to be the most effective method of reducing speed on roads such as Firhouse Road West.  The height and shape of Traffic Calming ramps influence the speed at these locations; the spacing of ramps is an important factor in determining the speed between them.

The removal of this ramp would increase the risk of vehicles travelling at greater speeds at this location.  It is the view of the Roads Department that the existing arrangements are the most effective means of reducing traffic speed on this section of Firhouse Road West.

 Accordingly, it is not proposed to alter these arrangements.”

Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, summarised the report.

Following a discussion to which Councillors  J. Hannon, J, Neville, C. King, J. Daly, C. Jones and M. Murphy contributed Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, replied to queries raised. The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a further report on the matter would be presented to a future Traffic Management Meeting (TMM).

SELECTION OF FURTHER TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEMES
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“The Traffic Calming Programme 2 comprises the selection of 4 schemes in each of the 5 Electoral Areas.  One scheme has been selected to date in this programme for the Tallaght South Electoral Area.  This scheme comprises the areas :-

Killinarden Estate, Knockmore Estate, Donomore Estate and Hazelgrove.

At a recent meeting with Members of the Tallaght South Electoral Area the following 2 schemes were recommended for selection:-

(a)  Cloonmore Estate, DeSelby Estate, Kiltalawn Estate, Saggart Abbey, Carrigmore, Corbally, Fortunestown Lane, Verschoyle and Westbrook.

(b)  Forest Hills and Rathlawns, Rathcoole.

It should be noted that some areas included in scheme (a) above are not yet in charge of the Council.  Accordingly, traffic calming measures cannot be installed in these areas until they are taken in charge by the Council.  These areas are Carrigmore, Fortunestown Lane west of Citywest Road, Saggart Abbey, Verschoyle Estate, The Belfry, and DeSelby north of DeSelby Court.

The selection of these 2 schemes is now before the Committee.”

"To ask the Manager to outline the reasons for An Bord Pleanalas recent refusal of an application for an incinerator at Behans Quarry and indicate how these reasons compare with the Council's original submission opposing this project?"

REPLY: 

An Bord Pleanala, on 6th February 2009, issued a decision to refuse a planning application in respect of the N7, Resource Recovery Project at Behan’s Quarry, Windmill Hill, Rathcoole. 

An Bord attached the three conditions set out below in their refusal of the proposed waste to energy facility at Behan's Quarry Rathcoole:

1. The Waste Management Plan for the Dublin Region 2005 – 2010, the objectives of which are deemed to be included in the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004 – 2010, has as an objective the provision of one waste to energy facility for the Region at Poolbeg. Having regard to the approval granted under Section 175 of the Planning and Development Act 2000, as amended, for the facility at Poolbeg, it is considered that the additional facility as proposed would be in conflict with the integrated approach to waste management for the Dublin Region as set out in the said Waste Management Plan and would therefore be contrary to the development plan for the area and to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

2. The proposed development of a new and large scale industrial type facility with associated significant traffic generation, including a large percentage of Heavy Commercial Vehicles, with direct access onto the N7 National Primary Route (Dublin – Naas section, six lane dual carriageway), albeit using an existing established quarry entrance would, by reason of the additional traffic generated using direct access to the 
National Primary Route, be contrary to the objectives of the planning authority (which objectives are considered reasonable) to preserve the level of service and carrying capacity of the National Primary Road and to protect the public investment in the road.

3. The site of the proposed development is located in complex (hilly) terrain, within a quarry void and where the proposed stack height is low relative to adjacent ground levels to the southeast and where, due to the location and orientation of the site relative to Casement Aerodrome, there are constraints on the height of the stack in the interest of air traffic safety. Due to the lack of site specific meteorological measurements and the use of meteorological measurements from Casement Aerodrome to input into the air dispersion models, the Board is not satisfied that sufficiently accurate data has been used in the modelling or that the models can reliably predict the effect of process emissions on ambient air quality close to the proposed stack. The proposed development would constitute an unacceptable risk of pollution of the environment and would, therefore, be unacceptable on environmental grounds having regard to the proper planning and sustainable development of the area.

With respect to reasons one and two these are in line with the submitted Manger’s report of July 2008 and the evidence and submissions made by the Planning Authority during the oral hearing during November and early December last. With respect to the last reason for refusal the Manager’s report did ask the Bord to investigate the issues surrounding the height of the stack relative to the surrounding topography. The Bord took specialist technical advice that as part of their assessment of the proposed development and this appears to form the basis for arriving at this refusal reason.

 A second pre planning consultation took place in a meeting between the Senior Executive Planner for the area and Messrs Bernard Thompson and Vincent Keenan, representing NabCo, upon request from the SEO, Community Services.  At this meeting (Reference No. PP237/08), held on 2 August 2008, the same plans were submitted and it was agreed that, while the optimum solution maybe a more comprehensive redevelopment of the site, the 
proposal was more economic proposal which would address the reasons for the redevelopment and would comply with the zoning, parking and minimum standards of the Development Plan.

Since that time no planning application has been lodged.”
Following a discussion to which Councillors C. King, J. Hannon, J. Daly and C. Jones contributed, Mr. N. O’Byrne, Senior Planner, responded to queries raised.
