Children at Play Signs require the Residents to pay a fee of  200 euro per sign / pole or 120 euro for sign only.

“Abnormal load movement requires a license under the Road Traffic (construction and use of vehicles) Regulations 2003 (SI 5 /2003 issued from the roads authority in order to be permitted to travel on the public roads in the area of the local authority. 

South Dublin County Council has taken the following steps to insure that the process is as simple and efficient as possible for abnormal load applicants. The application forms can be downloaded from the Council's website.   The following should be noted:

· The application form was revised in 2007 in order that the information required could be presented with clarity including the technical elements describing the load.

· Applicants do not need to describe the routes in detail but just opt for just the national routes and /or regional routes.

· Several vehicles with the same size and loading characteristics may be included on the one form so that a fleet or alternative vehicles can be included without the need for duplication in form filling. Each vehicle is issued with a separate permit.

· An applicant, depending on their preference, can select the permit to be valid for one month or a full year.  

· Once a permit has issued the vehicle registration number or conditions attached therto cannot be changed. 

· The Garda Authorities have the responsibility of enforcing the law with regard to these licences.

Standard conditions are placed on applicants depending on the particulars of the load. In the most restrictive case where a load may occupy more than one standard road lane the movement can only be made during the night. Other wide loads may be restricted from travelling at peak traffic hours. 

The charges associated with the issuing of a permit cover the administration of the permit.”

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“The Templeogue area has been the subject of considerable study regarding the traffic conditions in the village and surrounding areas. The traffic flows are amongst the busiest of any village in the county as it accommodates the N81 and buses using the QBC. Junctions at each end of the village are operated in order to accommodate as much traffic as possible and  remove congestion from the village . 

1.  Re-open the right-hand turn into Springfield Avenue

A report was presented on the reopening of this manoeuvre to the December 2007 meeting of this committee.  It was recommended that the ban on the right hand turn be retained for the following reasons:

  The provision of a right turn lane would confine all the other traffic (left turning, straight ahead and bus traffic) into one lane. 

  There would be less straight ahead and left turning traffic accommodated at the junction. This would result in traffic queueing back into Templeogue village. 

  The journey times for buses would be increased due to additional congestion in the village. 

  There would a requirement for a new phase to permit the traffic to make the turning movement thereby removing ‘green time’ from the remaining movements. 

  The provision of the right turn would increase the amount of traffic using Templeogue Village in order to access the turn. 

  The associated congestion would have a negative impact on the environment of the village. 

The situation has not changed.  

In summary the provision of the right turn would increase the amount of traffic using the village in order to access the turn and the associated congestion would have a negative impact on the environment of the village with associated queues. 

It is recommended to retain the right turn ban and it is noted that access to Springfield Avenue is possible via several routes such as Old Bridge Road and Butterfield Ave. 

2.  Re-open the right hand turn from Templeogue Bridge

Insufficient space exists on the bridge to permit a right turn lane, ahead lane and left turn lane. the current configuration permitted the better access from Old Bridge Road towards Tallaght by separating them from the traffic heading towards Cypress Grove Road and allowing them to use a slip lane avoiding the main signals. This junction was again examined in the context of the Ballycullen QBC scheme, which terminates at this location, and it was felt that the current arrangements should be maintained. 

3.  Re-open the slip road at the junction of Fortfield Road and Wainsfort Road

The control and maintenance of this junction is the reponsibility of Dublin City Council and the matter will be raised with them and a report will issue to the committee.”

Advertisements exhibited on business premises, wholly with reference to the business or other activity carried on or the goods or services provided on those premises, are considered Exempted Development provided certain conditions and limitations are met.
