QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

"To ask the Manager to identify a long-term solution to the issue of anti-social activity at *details supplied, which appears to be exasperated by the position of a particular entrance to Bancroft Park immediately adjacent to this house?"

REPLY:
This entrance to Bancroft Park from Castle Park was upgraded as part of the Parks Works Programme in 2006.  An entrance had been in previous existence at this location.  The Parks Department has no record of complaints of anti-social behaviour in respect of this entrance although there is evidence of illegal dumping and littering and of bonfire activity close by within Bancroft Park.  During normal park opening hours, incidences of anti-social behaviour should be reported to the Park Ranger service at Tymon Park.  The Parks Department can make a contact mobile telephone number available to the resident.  Outside of normal park opening hours, anti-social behaviour should be reported for the attention of the local Gardai.  The Parks Department will also arrange for a clean-up of the area around this entrance within the next few weeks.

DRAFT PLAN FOR PROPOSED PUBLIC PARK AT KILTIPPER 

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“A draft plan for the construction of a pedestrian path network in the proposed public park at Kiltipper has been prepared for consideration.  This represents the first step in the primary development of the proposed public park.  It involves setting out a skeletal path system to enable members of the public to access the proposed park and initially utilise the natural resources of the lands for recreational purposes.  Patterns of usage and circulation that subsequently evolve will be observed in order to determine the routes for a permanent path structure.  This in turn will influence the location of additional recreational features and will inform the design of a more detailed layout for the proposed park.

In this context, the Parks Department propose to undertake the base construction of a pedestrian path leading into the park from Kiltipper Road and to maintain a primary circulation route of grassed paths to include a perimeter path which will link along the Dodder River and a spinal route through the centre of the parkland.  The secondary circulation route is indicative of anticipated usage patterns and will be defined as usage patterns and desire lines emerge on the ground.  It is proposed that this draft plan will form the basis for the initiation of a Part 8 public consultation process for the development of the park. 

The development of these Kiltipper lands as a proposed public park is included for phased development in the Council’s Rolling Capital Programme.  However, like all other items in the Rolling Capital Programme the advancement of this project is subject to the identification and allocation of funding for its delivery.”

At the Oral hearing at the Railway (Dublin Light Rail Line A1 – Belgard to Saggart) Order 2008 the following agreements were reached between the Railway Procurement Agency (RPA) and the Council:-
1.  The RPA will provide:-

·     A 2.4 metre high dwarf wall and railings on the south side of Cookstown Road from Cookstown Way to the point intersected by the fence line perpendicular to house number 33 Belgard Green. 

·    A 2.4 metre high solid wall imprinted on both sides shall be erected west of house number 22 Belgard Green and north of the Horse Project. 

·    A stub wall/railing to the north of Fettercairn Community Centre. 

·    A parkland rail west of the Fettercairn Community Centre to the Outer Ring Road Phase 3.

2.   RPA agrees to submit full details of location, design and materials of boundary treatment to replace the existing fence to the rear of the houses adjacent to the LUAS alignment at Brookview at rear garden level, and to agree these details in writing with the Planning Authority   prior to commencement of development on the site.  This boundary treatment will be a 2.4 m high wall with pointed block finish to garden side and render finish to tramway side.

South Dublin County Council’s Development Department has recently requested the RPA to submit these designs for inspection. “

PEDESTRIAN UNDERPASS AT THE ESSO GARAGE/SPAWELL SIDE OF THE M50 TALLAGHT JUNCTION AT TALLAGHT/TEMPLEOGUE

QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy

"With regards the Pedestrian Underpass at the Esso Garage/Spawell side of the M50 Tallaght Junction at Tallaght/Templeogue; What is is the current situation regarding the works that have blocked off this pedestrian walkway, (necessitating people having to cross the busy N81 to access the underpass from the other side), and can he give a projected completion date, which will thus mean pedestrians can begin to use the walkway again?".

REPLY:
Phase 2 of the M50 Upgrade Scheme includes the provision of a new N81 eastbound to M50 northbound free-flow slip-road.  The construction of this slip-road requires the construction of a new bridge adjacent to the underpass tunnel as well as an extension to the tunnel itself.  To facilitate these works it has been necessary to temporarily close the underpass and provide a temporary footpath across the N81.  The works are scheduled by the Phase 2 Contractor to be completed in early June 2009 after which the Underpass will be reopened.

RESURFACING THE ROADS OF THREE CUL DE SACS IN THE CARRIGWOOD ESTATE

QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

The estates of Carrigwood and Carriglea were resurfaced in 2008. Funding was provided for the work by the Department of Transport. The material that was used was called "Ralumac". This is a surface dressing type material and is not to be confused with a macadam surface. It has been used successfully throughout the country by a number of local authorities. It is a cost effective material particularly suited to use in low to medium trafficked areas such as housing estates. The laying operation was supervised by Council Roads personnel who will continue to monitor the area.
