That the Manager write to the Minister for Environment and Local Government calling on him to introduce a refundable charge on drinks containers (glass bottles, plastic bottles and cans) to prevent pollution of our environment and to create a safe environment for children at play.  Broken glass strewn in our parks and on playing fields are a serious health hazard to members of our community.  In decades past there was a refundable charge on lemonade bottles and the scheme was very successful.   

REPORT:
It is understood that consideration is being given by the Minister to this area of policy but further details are awaited.   If the motion is passed, correspondence will issue to the Minister accordingly.

In addition, the Environmental Services Department has been in discussions with the contractor that currently provides reverse vending machines for recycling of plastic bottles and cans regarding the further development of the scheme through the placement of reverse vending kiosks in more public and accessible locations.  Once agreement is reached on matters such as the type, funding, maintenance etc of such kiosks, the question of suitability and possible locations for their installation will be examined. The provider has agreed that existing reverse vending machines will be maintained until that time.
