REMOVAL OF TREE 
QUESTION: Councillor C. King

"To ask the Manager to arrange for the removal of the tree outside *Address Supplied as its roots are causing the footpath to break up and has created a tripping hazard?"

REPLY:
The Parks Department has recently inspected the tree at the location referred to in the question and it is found to be in a reasonably good and healthy condition.  The footpath has now been repaired and does not currently present an immediate hazard to pedestrians. It should be noted that there are only a small number of street trees in the Knockmore Park area and they contribute significantly to the overall visual appearance of the area.  Therefore, it is the view of the Parks Department that this tree should be retained at least in the short term.  However, the condition of the tree and the footpath will be monitored closely in the future and any necessary remedial works will be carried out, as deemed appropriate.

NEW PLAYGROUND AT TYMON PARK
QUESTION: Councillor E. Maloney

"To ask the Manager that given the decision last year not to proceed with the upgrading of the play-ground at Tymon Park, in favour of a new playground at a more secure location, asks the Manager to confirm that this playground is prioritised."

REPLY:
The original playground in Tymon Park was constructed at the Greenhills end of the park in the late 1980's and proved to be very successful over the years. Some additional equipment has been provided since then, most recently in 2003.  It was always considered that a park the size of Tymon could accommodate at least two playgrounds. As a result, a major new playground was constructed and opened on the Willington side of the park in 2006. This playground has proven to be very successful as well and has been described, by independent playground assessors, as one of the most original and imaginative playgrounds to be provided in this country in recent years.

At the same time it was becoming clear that the original playground at the Greenhills end of the park was in need of major refurbishment. It was decided, as part of the five year playground construction programme 2007 – 2012, adopted by the Council in December 2006, to provide a completely new playground near the main entrance to Tymon Park off Tymon North Road to replace the old playground.

This project has been included in the Council’s Capital Programme as it was intended to advance this project in 2009. While work will be taking place on design proposals for the new playground, due to the current economic situation, the project has been re-scheduled to 2010 when it is hoped that matters will have improved.

In the meantime, the existing playground will be maintained in use within the resources available.

OVER-GROWN HEDGES ON THE OLD BALLYCULLEN ROAD 
QUESTION: Councillor E. Maloney

To ask the Manager to support the work of local residents in their annual clean-up, by removing the over-grown hedges on the Old Ballycullen Road , beside Woodlawn Park Grove, Firhouse, and the cleaning of this littered area?"

REPLY:
The location has been inspected by the Parks & Landscape Services Department and the hedgerow will be listed for consideration for pruning works as part of next season’s Arboricultural Programme which will commence in November 2009.  

The Parks Department would not be in favour of any hedgerow removal in this area.  As per the Wildlife Act 1976, the Parks Department is not permitted to undertake maintenance works to hedgerows between March 1st and August 31st each year in the interests of wildlife protection.  Furthermore the EU Habitats Directive requires the protection of ‘green stepping stones’ or ‘green wildlife corridors’ as a vital biodiversity component of flora and fauna habitats particularly in urban areas.  To this end, open space hedgerows such as that which exist in this area play an important role in providing urban wildlife with native and natural sources of food, cover, shelter and nest sites.

CLOSING OF THE LANEWAY GIVING MOTOR BIKES ACCESS TO BANCROFT PARK
QUESTION: Councillor M. Murphy

"Could the Manager update on the status of closing the laneway between *Address Supplied which is now the only way for motor bikes to access Bancroft Park?"

REPLY:
The Council at its meetings held on 12th June 2006 and 10th July 2006 approved the disposal of the section of laneway between 72 and 73 Castlepark to be divided between the two respective householders. Minute Nos. C/0386/06 and C/0435/06 refers.

The matter is with the Council’s Law Department at present and the legal documentation is awaiting completion by the householders involved.  It is understood from recent correspondence from the householders that they wish to proceed with this transaction. However, a further response is awaited  from them in relation to completing the legal documentation with the Law Department.

OPEN SPACE TO THE REAR OF SCOIL CARMEL, FIRHOUSE
QUESTION: Councillor J. Neville

" To ask the Manager to have arranged an investigation of the open space to the rear of Scoil Carmel, Firhouse, which appears to be allowing vehicular access in to the Dodder Valley Park and the subsequent nuisance for residents in Glenview and could the Manager have the matter resolved?"

REPLY:
In recent years the Parks Department has been actively undertaking boundary and entrance improvement works to the Dodder Valley Linear Park in order to prevent unauthorised vehicular access, one of the most recent improvements being modifications to the existing machinery access swing barriers located at the rear of Morton’s Pub.  However, it appears that motorcycles are gaining access through privately owned lands adjoining the public parkland, and because of the off-road nature of the vehicles, they are traveling through the river to gain access to the park area. 

Residents in the immediate area have been provided with a contact telephone number for the Park Ranger Service based at Tymon Park.  The co-operation of the residents in promptly contacting and alerting the rangers to the presence of motorcycles has been and continues to be  very valuable in addressing the incidence of this activity in the Dodder Valley Parklands.  On a number of occasions during the past year, the Park Rangers received support from An Garda Síochána from both the Tallaght and Rathfarnham districts in pursuing the perpetrators of these illegal activities. 

At this point, the continued monitoring of the Park by the Park Ranger Service in association with the Gardai and the subsequent issuing of prosecutions is considered to be the most efficient means of addressing the issue.  In this context, the ongoing co-operation of the residents in promptly contacting and alerting the Park Rangers to the presence of motorcycles remains of utmost importance.

In addition, arrangements have been made by the Parks & Landscape Services Department to undertake an inspection of the Dodder Valley Linear Park area to the rear of Scoil Carmel with a view to establishing the location(s) which appear to be enabling unauthorised access by motorcycles in order to determine what further measures can be implemented to prevent their access.

TEMPORARY FOOTPATH OVER GRASS AREA ON GREENHILLS ROAD
QUESTION: Councillor K. Warren

"To ask the Manager if consideration would be given to installing a temporary footpath over the grass area between the bungalows on Greenhills road and the Treepark road in Kilnamanagh, as this existing desire line is used by many residents in the Elmcastle/Tamarisk and Treepark area of Kilnamanagh as a means of accessing the Greenhills Road, particularly as it is close to the bus stop and local public house, and given the fact that for many years the consideration of such a pathway was not entertained by the Council on the basis that a new Greenhills road was due to be built, given the fact that this road will not commence in the immediate future, if consideration can now be given to such a temporary footpath along this open space, and if he will make a statement on the matter?"

REPLY:
The area referred to is a road reservation which has been maintained for many years, on an agency basis, by the Parks & Landscape Services Department pending the construction of the Greenhills Road Improvement Scheme. In the intervening period pedestrian desire lines have developed at a number of locations across this reservation which links the Treepark area with Greenhills Road.  The matter will be raised for discussion with the Roads Department having regard to the revised timeframe for delivery of this project.

NABCO COMMUNITY FACILITY AT DONOMORE PARK
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“The Architects acting on behalf of NABCO are in pre-planning application discussions with the Planning Department at present in respect of the site at 108 Donomore Park.  They state in their letter to the Planning Department "the community facility has been seriously vandalised, however, NABCO are very anxious to reinstate the facilities albeit with some redesigns to increase security.

NABCO propose to demolish the existing community building, and redevelop a 2 and 3 bedroom detached house in its place.  A new build community facility is proposed at the back of the site, accessed by a shared walkway with the 3 bed dwelling.  By moving the community facilities to the back of the site increases the security of the building and is a more productive use of the land.  NABCO also propose to build the 2 bedroomed detached house on land adjacent to the NABCO lands.  The area of this proposed dwelling is currently in the public domain; however, this location is proving to be a gathering point for anti-social behaviour.  Two car parking spaces are provided for the units, and each dwelling has its own garden."
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Mr J. Walsh, Director, summarised the report.

Following a discussion to which Councillor C. King contributed, Mr J. Walsh, Director, responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a report outlining the up to date position would issue to the Members of the Committee and in the absence of such a report a Headed Item would be included on the Agenda for the next meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee dealing with Community/Housing Business.

COUNCIL OWNED SHOPS IN THE WEST TALLAGHT AREA.
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“The Council has six  shops in the Tallaght area, most of which are residential.  Of these the Council has ongoing discussions with two of the owners in relation to revised lease conditions and/or possible disposals.

There are two cases where legal proceedings for repossession have been initiated and these cases are with the Law Department.

In all cases the occupiers of these premises experience considerable trading difficulties due in some instances to anti-social behaviour in the vicinity of the shops.

The Council is continuing to work with the owners of the shops to examine proposals which would eliminate/reduce anti-social behaviour, the removal of graffitti and the carrying out of a general upgrade of the areas around the shops.

It is acknowledged that there are difficulties relating to the shops in some instances but it must also be acknowledged that these facilities provide a valued service to a large section of the communities in which they are located”.
Mr J. Walsh, Director, summarised the report.
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Following a discussion to which Councillor  J. Neville, Councillor M. Corr, Councillor C. King and Councillor S. Crowe contributed, the report was NOTED.

UPDATE RE: SEAN WALSH PARK PLAYGROUND. 

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“The development of the new playground at Sean Walsh Park has been a considerable success and has attracted large numbers of new visitors to the Park, particularly during the recent spell of fine weather.  However, since it has been opened to the public, there have been a number of concerns raised locally particularly in relation to car parking in Watergate Estate, security, litter and maintenance issues and the Parks Department is working to have these matters resolved as soon as possible. 

The comprehensive CCTV security system installed in advance of the installation of the playground, has worked well in dealing with anti-social behaviour after park opening hours and the Garda Siochana have generally responded quickly to any incidents which have arisen. The playground will be closed for a short period later in the month so that outstanding snagging issues and equipment repairs can be carried out. Extensive landscaping works have also been carried out along the access routes through the park and in the environs of the playground, in recent weeks.

In relation to the previously anticipated parking problems at Watergate Estate, signs were recently erected by the Parks Department, directing traffic away from the Watergate entrance and to the existing public car-park located beside the Parks Depot, off the Whitestown Way. It is accepted however that these signs have not been fully complied with. The issue of further restricting parking in Watergate Estate by installing double yellow lines near the entrance to the Park, may be the best short term solution and has therefore been discussed with local residents. It is understood that a petition is being prepared in this regard and may be submitted to the County Council in the near future. In addition, it is understood that a recommendation to provide double yellow lines here and at other appropriate locations in Watergate Estate, will be listed by the Roads and Traffic Section, for consideration by the Members at the Traffic Management Meeting to be held next month”.
Mr J. Walsh, Director, summarised the report.
Following a discussion to which Councillors J. Hannon, Councillor C. King, Councillor E. Maloney, Councillor C. Jones and Councillor K. Warren contributed, Mr J. Walsh, Director, responded to queries raised. The report was NOTED and it was AGREED to re-examine the issue with the Parks and Roads Department.

“This site was inspected by the Area Engineer on the 20th June, 2008 and was found not to be derelict within the definition contained in Section 3 of the Derelict Sites Act, 1990.   The Area Engineer has been requested to carry out a further inspection of these lands to ascertain if they are derelict.  If following this inspection the land is found to be derelict, appropriate action will be taken in accordance with the provisions of the Act. The issue of the use of the lands by motor bikes and quad bikes will be taken up with the owner of the lands and will also be referred to the Chief Environmental Health Officer for examination under the noise pollution legislation.

The matter relating to dumping has been referred to Environmental Services Department for inspection.  On receipt of reports following both inspections an update will be given to the Councillor.”

DRAFT CONTROL OF PARKING BYE LAWS 2009
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
“Arising from ongoing discussions and observations received on the operation of the existing schemes, it is proposed to commence a review which will lead to an update of the Council’s existing Bye Laws, made under Section 36 of the Road Traffic Act 1994 as amended and Section 101 of the Road Traffic Act 1961, in relation to Control of Parking. It is proposed to introduce the following key changes:

· To bring together the two pre existing Bye Law documents into one set of byelaws which will cover all areas of the County 
· Provision is to be made for the future expansion and amendment of controlled parking areas by the introduction of a revised system of public consultation 

· It is proposed to provide that a carer or close relative will be able to obtain a residents permit in certain defined circumstances

· Parking tariffs are to be amended in order to encourage greater turnover in parking and footfall

· It is proposed to provide for the introduction of Commercial permits in a restricted manner

· Additional areas are proposed for inclusion especially where longer term commuter type parking is taking place

· It is proposed to extend the benefits of the operation of the Bye Laws to include Saturdays as requested.

As outlined above, the adoption of the Bye Laws is a reserved function of the Council. To enable the fullest consultation to take place prior to their adoption, it is proposed that the following consultation process will be followed:

· Notice in both national and local press

· Public display of draft bye laws for one calendar month

· A further two week period to allow the receipt of relevant submissions

· Consultation with the Garda Commissioner

· Each Area Committee will be presented with a full report for onward recommendation to the full Council.

To assist the members a synopsis and copy of the draft Bye Law Documents are set out below. Following the approval of each of the Area Committees, it is proposed to commence the formal consultation process. A full report on the outcome of this consultation process will be made to each of the Area Committees later this year.

The Bye laws consist of five documents:

· The Control of Parking Bye Laws (description of parts below)

· A map of the appropriate area (entire administrative area of South Dublin County Council)

· Schedule 1, the charges and tariffs

· Schedule 2, the streets to which the charges and tariffs apply

· Schedule 3, the process including an additional public road or car park as a pay parking area. (attached below)

PART I Preliminary

This section includes the Short Title and the Interpretation / Definitions’ relevant to the bye laws.

PART II Pay and Display Ticket Parking

This section outlines the general rules for the use of the Pay and Display system utilised by South Dublin County Council 

PART III Parking Permits for Residents

This section deals with the issue of permits for residents it is unchanged except for the limit of 2 resident’s permits and the ability for carer / close relative to receive a permit in addition to the 2 permits.
PART IV Parking Permits for Visitors

This section deals with the issue of permits for visitors to residents it is unchanged. It should be noted that under charges additional permits above the first two purchased will be affected by the increasing charge for visitor’s permits

PART V Commercial Parking Permits

It is proposed to allow employees of business within South Dublin County Council pay and display areas to purchase commercial permits. Currently employees occupy high demand spaces and make it difficult for customers to park due to the reduced availability of spaces. Use of these permits would be restricted to the lesser used (usually empty) parking areas. They would allow employees to park all day with no need to feed the parking meters and without risking parking fines.

PART VI Miscellaneous

The byelaws do not apply to emergency service vehicles etc. and offences committed under previous byelaws will still apply.

GUIDELINES FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF

PAY AND DISPLAY 

PARKING CONTROL SCHEMES
1.        Guidelines for the Implementation of Pay and Display Parking Control Schemes 

The purpose of these Guidelines is to outline the procedures that will be followed by the Council in making a decision on the implementation of Pay and Display parking controls on any public road in the county or in any car park owned or managed by the Council. 

2. Rationale for Pay and Display Parking Controls

The main reasons for implementing Pay and Display parking controls are as follows:

· To manage car parking within the County more effectively in areas where there is evidence of excess demand for the available spaces,

· To increase turnover of parking spaces both on-street and in off-street car parks in areas, 

· To improve the prospects of residents accessing parking at or near their homes,

· To promote the use of alternative modes of travel (e.g. public transport, cycling and walking),

· To discourage extraneous parking in residential areas which has a detrimental impact on the quality of life of residents and

· To generate revenue for the Council which can be used to fund expenditure by the Council in the roads/traffic area.

3. Demand for Pay and Display Parking Controls

The demand for the implementation of Pay and Display parking control schemes usually arises from one or other of the following sources:

· Retail/commercial interests who want to improve turnover and the utilisation of parking spaces in retail areas,

· Residents who are concerned that parking is impinging on their enjoyment of their property and who are experiencing difficulty in accessing parking at or near their homes due to the volume of extraneous parking and

· Members of the public, Council staff and An Garda Síochána who are concerned at the adverse road safety implications of uncontrolled car parking at certain locations.

4. Procedure for the Implementation Pay and Display Parking Controls in a Particular Location

Every request for the implementation of Pay and Display parking controls will be assessed by the Roads Department prior to a report being brought to the relevant Area Committee. The assessment will consider the following factors:

· The nature and extent of the parking problem in the area and the difficulty residents have in accessing parking. A traffic parking survey will usually be undertaken,

· Whether the implementation of Pay and Display parking controls is considered appropriate in seeking to overcome the problems identified,

· The suitability of the area and its capacity to accommodate a Pay and Display parking control scheme. 

· The optimal operating hours/days for any Pay and Display parking control scheme, the appropriate tariff and the maximum time limit that should be applied.

The matter will be considered by the members for that area and representatives of An Garda Síochána at one of the regular Traffic Management Meetings. A report will then be presented to the Area Committee for decision. 

Where it is proposed to introduce Pay and Display parking controls in primarily residential areas then a consultation process with local residents will be undertaken.

The following will be brought to the Area Committee in which the proposed Scheme is located.

Traffic / parking Survey of the Area

Details of the Scheme

The outcome of consultations with local residents 
Any other relevant information

The recommendation of the Area Committee will be brought before the full Council for approval.


An Appendix to this document was included.
A Map showing the Location was also provided.”

PEDESTRIAN CROSSING - HEATHERVIEW

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“This matter was the subject of an initial examination at the last meeting of the Traffic Management Committee and following consideration, the members present requested that the matter be listed for further consideration at today's meeting of this Area Committee.

The main issue at this stage is the identification of a preferred location. TRAFFIC PROBLEMS AT SCOIL CAITLIN MAUDE
The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“Over the course of the last number of years, a series of meetings have been held with the Principals of the above schools to discuss traffic congestion , illegal parking and concerns for pupils safety particularly at morning drop-off and afternoon pick-up times. Arising from the above meetings, the Council has carried out  extensive traffic management  measures in the vicinity of the schools entrance and these measures include the following:
· the provision of substantial lengths of double yellow lines 

· the installation of traffic calming ramps 

· the installation of pedestrian barriers 

· the provision of additional signage 

· the physical alteration of the school entrance to prevent " UNSAFE " traffic movements 

As with many of the schools throughout the country, traffic congestion is on-going especially at school opening and closing times and is mainly due to non-compliance with the specific measures that have been installed by the Council. 

Following the February meeting of the Area Committee, arrangements were made to again contact the Gardai and the carrying out of further checks at this location from an enforcement perspective was requested. The Gardai have now stated that following the carrying out of these further road safety checks that an additional 25 Fixed Charge Penalty Notices have been issued to offenders.

An additional technical review has also been carried out and further additional Double Yellow Lines are being recommended for approval. The Council will continue to monitor this location”.
Mr Philip Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, summarised the report.

REPORT ON DRAFT COUNTYWIDE SPEED LIMIT REVIEW 2009

The report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“INTRODUCTION:

The Road Traffic Act, 2004 establishes speed limits that apply to defined categories of roads.  These apply on a default basis and can only be changed on a permanent basis by county and city councils through the making of special speed limit bye-laws.  The speed limits that apply on a default basis are as follows:-

· the motorway speed limit of 120 kmph

· the national roads speed limit of 100 kmph

· the regional and local roads speed limit of 80 kmph and

· the built up area speed limit of 50 kmph.

These are known as general speed limits.

Special speed limits are speed limits that are specified in bye laws made by elected members of county and city councils.  Section 9 of the Road Traffic Act 2004 sets out the range of special speed limits that may be specified in bye-laws and applied as follows:

(1) 30 kilometres per hour, which shall only be applied in respect of a road or roads (other than a motorway) in accordance with guidelines issued by the Minister under Section 9 (9) of the Road Traffic Act 2004.

(2) 50 kilometres per hour, in respect of any road other than a road in a built-up area

(3) 60 kilometres per hour in respect of all roads both inside and outside the built up area.

(4) 80 kilometres per hour, in respect of a motorway, a national road or a road in a built-up area.

(5) 100 kilometres per hour, in respect of a motorway, a non-urban regional or local road or a road in a built-up area.

(6) 120 kilometres per hour, in respect of a dual carriageway that forms part of a national road that is not a motorway in accordance with guidelines issued by the Minister under Section 9(9) of the Roads Traffic Act 2004.

South Dublin County Council in exercise of the powers conferred on it by Section 9 of the Road Traffic Act, 2004 and in accordance with guidelines issued by the Department of Transport for the application of speed limits, prepared Draft Speed Limit Bye-Laws 2009 together with an explanatory map in respect of the administrative area of South Dublin County Council following a countywide review.  The proposed amendments to existing speed limits, as included in the advertised draft, are listed on attached Appendix A.

CONSULTATION PROCESS:

The Draft Bye-Laws and explanatory map were circulated to the Members, the National Roads Authority and the Garda Commissioner for consideration.  The Draft Bye-Laws were advertised in the National press on 16th February, 2009 and copies of the Draft Bye-Law and the associated map went on public display from 16th February, 2009 to 23rd March, 2009 in County Hall, Tallaght, at the Clondalkin Area Office, at the County Library, Tallaght and at the Council’s Branch Libraries.  They were also displayed on the Council’s website.  The public were invited to make written submissions during that period.
