GRASS VERGES
QUESTION:  Councillor S. Crowe


To ask the Manager in view of the obvious growth at grass verges, near busy 
junctions and roundabouts throughout the County, which is clearly creating a  
road safety difficulty and interfering with sightlines,  will he give an updated 
report on why this neglect has been allowed to develop and  what measures, if 
any, he proposes to take to rectify this potentially dangerous situation?

REPLY:

The maintenance of grass verges and central medians on public roads are now subject to 
Health & Safety considerations that did not previously apply. The Health & Safety 
considerations have necessitated the training of Council staff involving Signing Lighting 
and Guarding of the work area while maintenance work is taking place.  In the case of 
dual carriageways and major roads additional specialized training is needed to comply 
with Health & Safety requirements and trainers are being sought at present to provide 
this training.  Limited work has now commenced on the verges and medians of the major 
public roads and it is expected this work will be completed by week ending Saturday 11th 
July 2009.

To ask the Manager has there been any updated circular from the Government 
outlining a new sales strategy aimed at releasing affordable homes where local 
authorities are currently experiencing difficulties and with a view to reducing 
local authority waiting lists?

REPLY:

Circular AHS 1 2009 “Measures to deal with unsold Affordable Homes and related issues” 
was published in April 2009.  I have attached a copy of same for your reference.


South Dublin County Council is examining a number of possibilities to assist in the selling 
of existing Affordable housing. Property Path staff recently contacted all approved 
applicants to ensure their continued interest in the scheme, and to check if they wished 
to remain on the Affordable Housing List. This exercise resulted in a number of 
applications being closed due to approved applicants purchasing on the open market, or 
who no longer wished to be considered for Affordable Housing.  We commenced using a 
text messaging service to keep in contact with our Approved Affordable applicants to 
keep them update on what schemes were available and giving times of viewings. This 
text messaging service complements our dedicated website 
www.propertypath.ie. This has proven to be extremely cost effective and a large 
number of sales have resulted from this service.


There are some Affordable Housing Developments that the Council are no longer able to 
sell due to the Affordable price being the same or in a couple of instances, higher than 
the current market value.

In these instances the Council has engaged in discussions with the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government, to look at the option of utilising some of the Affordable housing stock for the Rental Accommodation Scheme or for leasing to applicants on the Housing List. A final decision will be made shortly on this option.

VACANT PRIVATE HOUSING/APARTMENTS
QUESTION:  Councillor R. Dowds

To ask the Manager to provide figures and locations for vacant private housing and apartments within our County and to comment on how such accommodation could be brought on stream for people in need of a home?
REPLY:
South Dublin County Council does not have exact figures on vacant private housing and apartments within the County. The Spatial Data Team are endeavouring to collect such information on behalf of the Council. If any additional housing were to be acquired by the Council, additional funding would be required for the acquisitition, or leasing, of the properties. In the current economic climate the chances of receiving extra funding from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government is unlikely.

As regards Affordable Housing South Dublin County Council currently has 179 homes available for sale.  97 of the homes are in the ownership of South Dublin County Council and  the remaining 82 are being sold directly to eligible applicants by the developer through the direct sales process. Because of the current economic conditions, falling house prices on the open market,difficulties sourcing mortgage finance, both the Council and developers are encountering challenges  in selling the affordable homes. At present there are 2012 approved applicants for affordable housing on our list.

While this Council has been in discussions with the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government in relation to the foregoing issue, the Affordable Homes Partnership has co-ordinated the position nationally on unsold homes on behalf of the Department of the Environment , Heritage and Local Government.  The matter is of concern for a number of local authorities nationally and is under review. A number of options  such as 

· Affordable rental 

· Rent to buy option 

· Transfer to Rental Accommodation Scheme (RAS) where appropriate 

· Transfer to social housing where appropriate and subject to DOE funding. 

· Discounting the affordable price

are currently being examined by this local authority and other local authorities together with the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government  in order to reach a satisfactory solution. 

 In developments where the price of the homes remains affordable when compared to the   current market price, our  marketing strategy is being reviewed in an effort to sell the current stock.  However, this Council is conscious of the fact that the eligible applicants  have to be  provided with a home that  is reasonably priced, affordable and suitable to their needs.

1.These areas are maintained on a regular basis utilizing the staff and machinery of the Council.  The maintenance includes for grass cutting, litter picking, strimming, where necessary, weed control and the pruning of shrubberies and trees.  The Council continues to deliver despite budgetary constraints a high level of maintenance on public open spaces throughout the County and this will continue through the efficient and effective use of financial and staff resources. 


Open spaces not yet in the charge of the Council
     
 2. Open spaces that are not in the charge of the Council are required to be maintained 
by the developer of the housing area until such time as the developer has completed 
landscape work to the satisfaction of the Council.  Where maintenance is not to the 
standard that would be acceptable to the residents or the Council, the Council in such 
cases makes contact with the developer to have the standard improved on.  The Council 
will not take estates in charge where the developer has not fulfilled all of the planning 
conditions in relation to the landscape plan.  There are a considerable number of these 
areas 
throughout the County and in these cases the Council makes every effort to 
pursue both the completion of the landscape plan and the continuing maintenance of the 
open spaces.

REPLY:

Set out hereunder is an overview of the Intellectual Enterprise Zone Initiative.


Proposal

It is proposed to set up a network of intellectual enterprise zones throughout the 
county where individuals can use the space on a ‘time share basis’ to run and operate 
their business and where persons on the live register can develop added value skills.  In 
tandem with the physical space it is proposed to develop a virtual business campus or 
intellectual enterprise zones where research can be carried out into the cost of doing 
business and innovative new technologies will be pursued with a view to creating new 
business opportunities. This space will also afford participants to engage in a community 
of practice and network with like minded individuals.  The web presence be an interactive 
space where participants in the programme can feedback their observations, ask 
questions, register for various training programmes, interact with colleagues and book 
time/space in the Intellectual Enterprise Zone work space.  A feedback form on the open 
day is being developed as part of this work and will be circulated to all participants for t
heir input.


The physical zones will be clustered at key locations throughout the County, namely in 
town centre locations with access to public infrastructure such as the LUAS.  The zones 
will initially be located in public buildings such as County Hall, Tallaght and the Civic 
Centre in Clondalkin and other community facilities throughout the County.


Scoping of ideas and meeting with Stakeholders

Initial meetings have been held with the Dublin Regional Director of FAS to scope out the 
possibility of designing specific interventions for those on the live register that are highly 
skilled and/or professionally qualified.  Meetings were also held with the managers of the 
Dodder Valley Partnership and Liffey Valley Partnerships to examine possible initiatives 
for medium and low skilled workers currently on the live register.  The County Enterprise 
Board and Chamber of Commerce have also been actively engaged examining businesses 
currently in the County and the barriers/opportunities to doing business effectively.


Subsequent meetings have been held with the local manager of Employment Services 
and manager of the Local Training Centre of FAS to begin to design a specific 
intervention.  The proposed scheme will follow the template of a LTI (Local training 
initiative) course where SDCC will be the corporate sponsors.


The courses will be delivered on site in SDCC’s facilities (training suite, library, digital 
media centre), designed by SDCC and funded by FAS.  The aim of the course will be to 
give highly skilled professionals new skills in the areas of technology, business 
management and entrepreneurial skills with a view to aiding individuals establish 
themselves as a SME.  In tandem with this specific intervention a piece of research will 
also be undertaken to examine the cost of doing business in the County and to look at 
ways to work smarter.


Attendees at the course will be invited to participate in forming research cells in their 
particular areas of expertise with a view to determining new and innovative ways to drive 
down the cost of doing business.


Following on from the series of meetings a working group has been established under 
the County Development Board to progress the actions as identified.  An open day was 
also planned to engage directly with a targeted group on the live register to gauge the 
level of interest in such a programme.  


Targeting the demographic

The initial programme was specifically targeted at those individuals currently on the live 
register that are highly skilled and/or professionally qualified.  Working in collaboration 
with the manager of the local Social Welfare Office we have extracted from the 100 
categories of professions/jobs on their database those categories which equate to highly 
skilled and/or professional job categories.  There are 22 categories of this type.


 Social Welfare sent a mail shot (attached) directly to six hundred individuals from the 
following professions/skills:-


·        Engineers & technologists


·         Teachers

·        Legal professionals


·        Financial professionals


·        IT professionals


·        Quantity surveyors


·        Architects 


Informing them of this initiative and directed those interested to register on line at 
http://www.southdublin.ie/enterprisezone/enterprisezone-openday.html.  
We had sixty registrations expressing an interest in attending the open day.  Following 
the registration process those interested were invited to upload their skills profile and 
outline what specific supports and/or training they feel they might require to facilitate 
their return to the workforce.  Interventions are also being examined and designed for 
the groups that fall into medium and low skill occupations.  These initiatives are being led 
by the Dodder Valley Partnership and the Liffey Valley Partnership.


Further to these specific initiatives, SDCC in partnership with The Synergy Centre, IT 
Tallaght will conduct research into the cost of doing business, barriers to setting up 
business in the County and the factors influencing a small company’s decision to remain 
in business, re-locate or fold.  This research will be conducted by way of an online 
questionnaire hosted on www.sdublincoco.com and will be targeted at the 300 
(approx.) SME’s that have graduated through Synergy’s training and mentoring 
programmes.  Synergy will contact all alumni of their programme and encourage them to 
participate in the research.


Open day

The open day was held on April 30th inst and fifty participants attended.  The programme 
for the day outlined the following:-

· Our vision for Intellectual Enterprise Zones 

· Enhanced professional skills 

· Future proofing your skills through a community of practice 

· Developing a tailor made training programme 

· Outlining participants’ rights and entitlements


The speakers on the day were representative of SDCC, FAS and Social Welfare.  There 
was excellent interaction on the day and the participants were afforded the opportunity 
to feedback their observations and thoughts on the open day, some of which was voiced 
on the day and others chose to send feedback through email.


 Inter Agency Coordinator & web presence

An inter agency coordinator has been engaged by the CDB to progress the project.  They 
have been tasked with establishing the working group and ensuring representation from 
all stakeholders. Further to this the coordinator is working with the Council’s IT 
department to develop the web presence that will seek to engage with participants in the 
programme.  It is envisaged that this web presence will be an interactive space where 
participants in the programme can feedback their observations, ask questions, register 
for various training programmes, and interact with colleagues and book time/space in the 
Intellectual Enterprise Zone work space which is now being fitted out and will be 
available shortly

To ask the Manager if he will provide a report to members on the current operation of the various Grants Schemes available to older householders, householders with disability, householders  with mobility problems, and if he can indicate the adequacy of the funding available to the Council for 2009?

REPLY 


The Grants Schemes  currently in operation are the Housing Adaptation Grant for People 
with a Disability,  Mobility Aids Housing Grant  and Housing Aid for Older People Grant.  
These three Schemes replaced the Disabled Persons Grant and Essential Repair Grant 
schemes in November, 2007. There are currently 27 applications being finalised under 
the old Schemes.   


 South Dublin County Council received confirmation of a funding allocation of €4,545,000 
on 7th May, 2009, from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local 
Government.  This allocaion represented an increase of  €371,577.00 over and above the 
amount of €4,173,423.00 which was approved in 2008.   The following is a breakdown of 
the funding allocation.

 
Disabled Persons/Essential Repair Grant Schemes:

Allocation of €640,000 of which one-third must be funded by the Council from its own 
revenue resources, which amounts to €213,333.


 Housing Adaptation Grant for People with a Disability, Mobility Aids Grant and 
Housing Aid for Older People Grant Schemes:

Allocation of €3,905,000 of which 20% must be funded by the Council from its own 
revenue resources, which amounts to €781,000.

GARDEN WASTE LEVY

QUESTION:  Councillor E. Walsh


To ask the Manager to reconsider the Garden Waste levy given the huge 
increase of dumping of garden waste at the parks and laneways of South 
Dublin 
County Council since Dublin City Council decided to introduce the levy at 
the Windmill Road Crumlin site?

REPLY:

The Council currently accepts green waste at both the Esker Green Waste Facility atEsker 
parks 
Depot and Ballymount Civic Amenity.  There are significant costs associated with 
the processing, 
loading and removal of green waste from these sites as well as running 
costs and overheads which necessitate a contribution from customers disposing of 
green waste in accordance with the Polluter Pays principle to offset some of these 
costs and enable the Council to provide additional recycling facilities to residents.  
Costs associated with the Esker Green Waste Facility in 2008 alone were over €400,000.  
Accordingly it is not proposed to amend the charges to these sites as experience of other 
authorities suggests that where no charges are in place green waste is brought from 
outside the County boundary for processing..


While there has been an increase in disposal of green waste in the County recently, 
increased vigilance by both Anti-Litter Wardens and the community in general can 
assist in reducing or preventing this occurring.

GRAFFITI

QUESTION:  Councillor E. Walsh


To ask the Manager what progress if any has been made with regard to 
combating  the scourge of graffiti in the Tallaght Central area and whether a 
code of voluntary practice would be considered by all concerned banning the 
sale of materials to under 18 year olds that facilitate this destructive behaviour 
and that shop owners of such materials be invited to make submissions in this 
regard in this Local Authority area into how best this nuisance might be 
averted?


REPLY:

The Council currently provides a wide ranging response to graffiti in the County 
with information about graffiti prevention and awareness forming part of the Council's 
Environmental Awareness role with both community groups and schools and, as part of 
the Litter Management Plan 2008-2011, ongoing campaigns highlight the role everyone 
plays in keeping the county clean inclusing an anti-graffiti message.  The Environmental 
Awareness team have also distributed Anti-Graffiti grants in Tallaght Central and 
throughout the County.


In addition, the Council’s Graffiti programme incorporates the existing resources provided 
by the Council's Graffiti Removal Crew and Anti-Litter Wardens, together 
with streamlined administrative structures in dealing with reported graffiti to provide a 
prompt response to removing graffiti where required.  The Council’s Environmental 
Awareness team and RAPID co-ordinators also provide support for community 
applications under Pobal’s Community Graffiti Reduction Programme which aims to 
support an immediate reduction in the extent and impact of graffiti within the 
communities who participate in the programme and to develop local mechanisms within 

these communities to support the long-term reduction of incidences of graffiti.    


Graffiti reporting and removal statistics are also provided to Area Committees as part of 
the ongoing reporting on the Litter Management Plan and these statistics will provide a 
gauge for the level of graffiti activity being reported to tthe Council on an ongoing basis.


These various aspects provide a broad approach to tackling graffiti but it should be noted 
that the eradication of this problem will require the long-term application of these and 
similar projects to ultimately create a cultural change.


The Architects Department also review the types of surfaces used and explore 
possibilities in relation to surfaces which make it more difficult for perprators to vandalise 
property with graffiti.  The Environmental Awareness Officer will look at the possibility of 
engaging, through the Chamber of Commerce, on the type of approach which is 
suggested.

JOB CREATION
QUESTION:  Councillor E. Walsh


To ask the Manager to present an update to the Council on his proposals  to 
assist Job Creation in the County?


REPLY: 


Economic Development and job creation is primarily delivered by our collaborative 
approach to inter agency work which is channelled through the  Economic Development 
Working Group of County Development Board.  This group comprises of representatives 
from the Council, South Dublin chamber of Commerce, Dodder Valley Partnership, CPLN 
Partnership, FAS, South Dublin County Enterprise Board, Community Platform and 
the IDA.  This group is mandated through the County Strategy to:- 

· Develop an integrated economic strategy for South Dublin County 

· Develop an integrated strategy for improving access to and progression within 
employment for disadvantaged groups 

· Adopt an integrated strategy to assist employees of medium- large enterprises 
undergoing restructuring.


South Dublin Chamber was nominated by the County Development Board as the lead 
agent for the development of the Economic Strategy.  This strategy was adopted by the 
County Development Board at its meeting on the 28th of November 2008, following a 
consultative process undertaken earlier in 2008 and was launched in February 2009.  The 
strategy identifies seventeen opportunities for the County to further economic progress 
and activity.


Further to the CDB working group the Economic Development Department actively 
engages with its state partners, such as the IDA and Enterprise Ireland to seek and 
attract new investment into the County.  By working in partnership with the agencies the 
Council has successfully attracted a number of high profile multi-national companies to 
its Business Park in Grange Castle over the last number of years particularly Wyeth, 
Takeda, Aryzta (IAWs) an Microsoft.  The Council is continuing to explore with our 
partner IDA every opportunity to encourage FDI, to the County and to the wider Dublin 
Region. 


The Council also seeks to support start up indigenous businesses and the small to 
medium enterprise sector, again in conjunction with our partners, through the provision 
and support of enterprise centres in the County.  A large number of businesses, 
circa 101, employing approximately 275 people, are currently located in enterprise 
centres developed by the Council over the years.  The Council is currently looking at a 
joint venture with Enterprise Ireland to identify and develop a site that would be suitable 
for indigenous businesses that are currently located in the enterprise centres but are 
seeking to expand.  This would allow current businesses to further develop and also 
afford an opportunity to new start up companies to establish themselves in supported 
premises.


2009 is the year of Creativity & Innovation and the Council along with other 
stakeholders, such as the Institute of Technology, FAS, Department of Social Welfare,

 Social Welfare sent a mail shot (attached) directly to six hundred individuals from the 
following professions/skills:-


·        Engineers & technologists


·         Teachers

·        Legal professionals


·        Financial professionals


·        IT professionals


·        quantity surveyors


·        architects 


Informing them of this initiative and directed those interested to register on line at 
http://www.southdublin.ie/enterprisezone/enterprisezone-openday.html.  
We had sixty registrations expressing an interest in attending the open day.  Following 
the registration process those interested were invited to upload their skills profile and 
outline what specific supports and/or training they feel they might require to facilitate 
their return to the workforce.  


Interventions are also being examined and designed for the groups that fall into medium 
and low skill occupations.  These initiatives are being led by the Dodder Valley 
Partnership and the Liffey Valley Partnership.


Further to these specific initiatives, SDCC in partnership with The Synergy Centre, IT 
Tallaght will conduct research into the cost of doing business, barriers to setting up 
business in the County and the factors influencing a small company’s decision to remain 
in business, re-locate or fold.  This research will be conducted by way of an online 
questionnaire hosted on www.sdublincoco.com and will be targeted at the 300 
(approx.) SME’s that have graduated through Synergy’s training and mentoring 
programmes.  Synergy will contact all alumni of their programme and encourage them to 
participate in the research.


Open day

The open day was held on April 30th inst and fifty participants attended.  The programme 
for the day outlined the following:-

· Our vision for Intellectual Enterprise Zones 

· Enhanced professional skills 

· Future proofing your skills through a community of practice 

· Developing a tailor made training programme 

· Outlining participants’ rights and entitlements


The speakers on the day were representative of SDCC, FAS and Social Welfare.  There 
was excellent interaction on the day and the participants were afforded the opportunity 
to feedback their observations and thoughts on the open day, some of which was voiced 
on the day and others chose to send feedback through email.


 Inter Agency Coordinator & web presence

An inter agency coordinator has been engaged by the CDB to progress the project.  They 
have been tasked with establishing the working group and ensuring representation from 
all stakeholders. Further to this the coordinator is working with the Council’s IT 
department to develop the web presence that will seek to engage with participants in the 
programme.  It is envisaged that this web presence will be an interactive space where 
participants in the programme can feedback their observations, ask questions, register 
for various training programmes, and interact with colleagues and book time/space in the 
Intellectual Enterprise Zone work space which is now being fitted out and will be 
available shortly

  
Next steps
· To develop the web presence as outlined above. 

· Hold a debriefing session with members of the working group and establish roles 
and responsibilities of each member. 

· Liaise with Social Welfare to agree the format for issuing information cards 
directing persons presenting to Social Welfare to register with us through our

QUESTION:  Councillor E. Walsh


To ask the Manager to outline to the Council his proposals to take effective 
action in respect of Anti Social Behaviour in the Council's Housing Estates?

REPLY:                                                


There has been a large investment of resources and effort in recent years in the 
administrative area of South Dublin County in dealing with anti-social behaviour incidents 
where the Council can directly have influence. There is a dedicated team of Anti Social 
and Estate Management Officers for the County. Set out below are some of the initiatives 
and interventions made in order to improve the quality of life of residents in the County.


1.       A number of on-site visits have taken place by Council management with a view to 
identifying enforcement issues. These issues are being tackled on an inter 
departmental/agency approach. 


2.       A co-ordination meeting was held with Garda Management. Such meetings are 
continuing on a more formal and regular basis to strengthen existing good linkages and 
co-operation with the Gardai. 


3.       Estate management procedures are constantly being reviewed and specific 
training has been undertaken by the Housing/Community staff on identifying and 
developing local community resources. This will further develop community focused 
initiatives and strengths. 


4.       Tenancy training has been reviewed with a view to emphasising the 
responsibilities 
of tenants to their local community and environment. An information and 
Q and A is proposed for new tenants in an area 6/8 weeks after occupancy of their 
new home to 
deal with specific problems and again with the aid of other agencies.


The primary aim of the above initiatives, is to ensure that South Dublin County 
is a safe and attractive place delivering good quality of life to those people 
living there.


Estate Management

Tackling anti social, and promoting pro-social, behaviour is at the core of this Councils 
housing management policy. Detailed below are the various projects that are currently 
being implemented in this regard.


Anti Social Policy

South Dublin County Council’s Anti social Policy Document, which outlines the Council’s 
policy in responding to complaints of anti social behaviour by Council tenants, was 
adopted by Elected Members in 2005. The Council investigates every complaint in a fair, 
impartial and objective way. 


The aim of the policy document is to create and sustain a safe and peaceful living 
environment for the tenants of South Dublin County Council by actively tackling anti 
social behaviour through prevention, enforcement, support and rehabilitation.  The 
categorization of incidents of anti-social behaviour provides a mechanism for prioritizing 
investigation of anti-social complaints  having regard to the gravity and impact of the 
incident. 


A total of 4143 actions were taken by SDCC in relation to the reported 876 anti-social 
incidents in 2008 while a total of 3563 actions have been taken in relation to the 
reported 630 incidents of anti social behaviour to date in 2009.  These actions ranged 
from house calls by the Council’s Housing Estate Management Team, formal interview of 
tenants, referral to mediation, issue of formal warnings and ultimately Notice to quit in 
some instances.  


All complaints are dealt with in confidence.  The Estate Management Team will 
investigate every complaint and where appropriate will conduct interviews, issue verbal 
and written warnings, refer to other agencies, issue Eviction Notice (eviction of whole 
household)


Tenants involved in persistent anti-social behaviour will be evicted from Local Authority 
housing


Tenants evicted for anti-social behaviour cannot apply for Local Authority housing for 2 `
years and may not qualify for rent subsidy


The Council's Anti Social Policy document is currently being reviewed.  This review will be 
guided by the provisions of Housing (Miscellaneous) provisions Bill 2008.  A sub-
committee of the Housing SPC had been formulated for the  purpose of  overseeing this 
review.

Anti Social Strategy

The Housing Miscellaneous Provisions Bill 2008 has requested that within one year of the 
commencement of Section 34, a Housing Authority draw up and adopt an Anti Social 
Behavioural Strategy in respect of the administrative area in which it is situated. The Anti 
Social unit has drawn up a  draft strategy in conjunction with a sub committee of the 
Housing SPC and it is proposed to submit it to the Housing SPC for discussion / approval 
at its next meeting. The Anti social Behavioural strategy shall have as its principal 
objectives (1) the prevention and reduction of anti social behaviour,  (2) the co-
ordination of services within the housing authority directed at dealing with, or preventing 
or reducing, anti social behaviour,  (3) the promotion of co-operation with other persons 
including the Gardai Siochana in order to avoid duplication of activities by the Housing 
authority and such other persons in the performance of those functions and (4) the 
promotion of good estate management.


Vetting/Validation of Housing applicants

In the interest of achieving good estate management, and in accordance with the 
provisions of the Housing Miscellaneous Provisions Act l997, applications under Section l4 
and l5 of the Act are made to the Gardai in respect of each housing applicant so as to 
ensure the applicant is not currently known to the Gardai, and is not likely to engage in 
anti social activity to the detriment of existing and emerging communities.


Pre-Tenancy Training

The format/content of pre-tenancy training which is mandatory for all new tenants has 
also been revised as part of the overall review of the Estate Management function.   The 
Council recognizes new challenges that have emerged in recent years due in part to the 
numbers of new Irish who are being housed and the language and communication 
difficulties which have to be addressed so as to ensure the integration of these families 
into their community from the outset.   While the pre-tenancy training will be fully 
utilized to convey relevant information to our new tenants in relation to the charter of 
tenant’s rights and responsibilities, the focus will be on fostering and nurturing 
community spirit amongst the occupants of new developments with a view to creating 
ownership from the outset and staving off future incidence of anti social behaviour.  The 
training session will be supported by a presentation from the ‘Connect-me’ which will 
provide valuable links and information to the local community in relation to local  social 
and physical infrastructure.  Pre-tenancy training is supported at cross-departmental level 
within the Council with individual stakeholders such as Health Services Executive (local 
Public Health Nurse), Department of Education (School Liaison Officer) and the local 
Community Gardaí also represented.   


It is further proposed to supplement pre-tenancy training with follow up visits to new 
tenants to ensure that they are integrating successfully into their new environment – 
where special interventions are identified, e.g. support services such as social workers, 
welfare officers, tenancy support officers or Family Functional Therapy, these will be put 
in place. An information and Q and A session as mentioned above is proposed for new 
tenants in an area 6/8 weeks after occupancy of their new home to deal with specific 
problems and again with the aid of other agencies.


Liaison Committee Meetings

There are currently 3 such committees in place in the County  McUilliam and Daletree in 
Tallaght and Balgaddy, Clondalkin.  


The purpose of these meetings is to bring together all the service providers in order to 
ensure a focused and integrated service delivery.  Regular meetings are held and policies 
advanced.


Family Support System 


 This service is targeted at families who are at risk of losing their tenancies because of 
anti-social behaviour. The Council's Welfare Team develops a preventative plan to create 
conditions for the sustainment of the tenancy and to protect the community in which the 
tenant lives from anti social behaviour. This plan is developed in consultation with the 
family support agencies, to ensure support services are bound together in a 
complimentary and integrated way. Families participating in this welfare plan are 
required to sign a Behavioural Contract Agreement requiring them to adhere to the terms 
and conditions of the plan. Breach of the Behavioural Contract can result in loss of their 
tenancy – approx. 33 families countywide are actively engaging with this support service. 


Family Functional Therapy

This pilot project was introduced by the Clondalkin Partnership and the Council has 
nomination rights for 40 families. This system was developed by James Alexander in 
Holland. It is aimed at children between the ages of 11 and 17. The programme 
functions as both a preventative and intervention mechanism and as such has the 
capacity to address both those at risk of developing problem behaviour and those 
experiencing behaviour difficulties at the present time. This therapy has now been 
extended to the Tallaght Area and 84 families county wide are now participating in the 
 
Science and community workers.


Housing Clinics

Members of the public are actively encouraged to attend these clinics for purpose of 
discussing housing related business including incidents of anti social behaviour.  Where 
such incidents are reported they are treated with utmost confidentiality.  The Clinics are 
attended by the local Community Garda. 


Enforcement Projects

These projects have been carried out in a number of estates throughout the County due 
to the high volume of complaints received from residents.  Cross departmental teams 
were formed to focus the Council’s responsibility and enforcement powers on various 
estates.  A number of the issues related to lack of children’s play facilities and the need 
for traffic calming.  A number of residents expressed an interest in becoming involved in 
the running of their estate and also expressed an interest in receiving further training.  
Residents groups have been set up and it is generally accepted that the enforcement 
initiatives resulted in an improvement to the quality of life of the residents concerned. 


CCTV

As a result of major anti-social activity and illegal dumping at a number of estates 
throughout the County it was considered necessary to install security cameras as a 
means of monitoring and identifying the persons involved in any further illegal activity. 
These cameras are sometimes monitored 24 hours per day during periods of increased 
anti social behaviour.  


Inter-Agency Meetings

The Allocation Support Unit continues to work closely with other local agencies/groups in 
an integrated manner to improve service provision to the Council’s tenants.  ASU consults 
with the Gardai, Tallaght Partnership, Probation Services, the HSE, Dublin Bus, Social 
Welfare, etc.


Mediation Bureau

The Mediation Bureau is a community mediation service for people in conflict. It is an 
impartial, independent and confidential way of preventing conflict getting worse and 
restoring good relations.  In this regard the work of the Bureau is particularly relevant in 
the context of tenants’ relationships in Council estates where harassment, threat, 
intimidation, allegation, noise disturbance, and other anti-social behaviour exists.    A 
representative from the Mediation Bureau attends all Estate Liaison Committee 
meetings.  A number of families have retained their tenancy through this process over 
the years.   


County wide focus

The improvement of the Estate Management service will continue with the development 
of further county wide strategies / programmes that will ensure consistency of service, 
improve the coherence of the service and further enhance understanding of what the 
service is intended to achieve and what residents can expect.  These strategies will 
include an Environmental strategy, Sports Strategy, Arts/Cultural strategy, Residents 
Training Strategy and  Community Development Programmes.


Legal powers available to South Dublin County Council for dealing with anti social 
behaviour include:

1.      Excluding Order -  Housing (Miscellanous Provisions Act 1997), Section 3 
subsection 2

         “a Housing authority may, in respect of a house provided by the authority under the 
Housing Acts, 1966 to 1997, apply to the District Court for an excluding order against a 
respondent whom the authority believes to be engaging in anti social behaviour where 
the authority

(a)    having consulted the tenant and the health board in whose functional area the 
house is situate, believe that a tenant may be deterred or prevented by violence, threat 
or fear from pursuing an application for an excluding order, and

(b)   consider that, in the interest of good estate management, it is appropriate, in all 
circumstances, to apply for the excluding order.”

This audit greatly assisted the 
tourism company in the preparation of its Action Plans to date.

BIN COLLECTIONS
QUESTION:  Councillor E. Walsh


To ask the Manager to report to the Council actions he proposes to minimise 
inconvenience householders throughout the County in respect of scheduled 
Bin Collections on Bank Holiday Weekends?

REPLY:

As previously reported, the decision to discontinue refuse collections on or in lieu 
of bank/public holidays was taken in the context of generally low grey bin presentation 
rates, average presentation rates of approximately 33% on normal collections days 
falling to less than 15% for collections on or in lieu of bank/public holidays, combined 
with unsustainable costs of €30,000 per bank holiday to provide these collections.  The 
average presentation rates show that the majority of customers are not overly affected 
with opportunities to present grey bins reduced by approximately only 10% on some 
route.  This will also assist in increasing awareness of recycling and waste minimisation 
while customers with large families are provided with second bins where appropriate and 
additionally, the Ballymount Civic Amenity remains open over bank holiday weekends 
question for customers who feel that they have to dispose of refuse immediately.  


 In addition, there continues to be a green bin collection for bank holidays in keeping 
with the principles of the Waste Management Plan and the reduction of waste to landfill.  
This service was increased to a fortnightly collection together with an expansion of the 
items accepted in the green bin resulting in a significant transfer of waste from the black 
bin to the green bin with green bin presentation rates of 70%.


Notwithstanding the above information, in the context of an overall review of the service, 
there will be an examination of specific presentation rates on the Monday routes most 
affected with a view to route amendments/rotation if necessary.

 It is accordingly recommended that the Council grant a building licence and lease to the 
South Dublin Football League Limited in respect of the area at Ballyowen Park as shown 
outlined in red on attached Drawing No. PLS 1139-15 for the purpose of provision of an 
all weather facility, subject to the following terms and conditions as recommended by the 
Council’s Chief Valuer: 


 1.     That the applicant or their contractor (to be approved by the Council) shall be 
granted a building licence to enter and construct an all weather playing pitch on the area

Park and the compound site shall be determined by and shall be at the sole discretion of 
the Council and will only be for the duration of the building licence agreement. The 
building licence will also be subject to the following terms and conditions:


a)       That the Council’s Law Agent will forward the building licence to the applicant 
following the issuing of the necessary consents of South Dublin County Council. The 
building licence must be returned executed within 21 days of its issue. 


b)       In the event of the building licence not being executed within the specified time 
period or on the specified dates then South Dublin County Council shall be entitled at its 
absolute discretion to rescind the agreement.


c)       The development shall be constructed in accordance with the planning permission 
granted as per planning reference no. SD08A/0325. 


d)       This licence shall not be transferable.


e)       The applicant shall on the signing of the building licence enter on the subject 
licensed area within 12 weeks for a period of not greater than 16 months and build the 
said all weather football pitch for which planning permission has been obtained as per 
planning reference no. SD08A/0325.    


f)       During the building period and pending the grant of the 25 year licence as per 
term no. 2 the applicant will arrange to insure the property against fire and all other 
insurable risks with an Approved Insurance Company and pay all necessary premiums.


g)       The applicant shall also arrange to indemnify South Dublin County Council against 
any claim for compensation which might/may be made by any party arising out of 
building works being carried out. The minimum limit of indemnity required is in the sum 
of €6.4 million (six million four hundred thousand euro).


h)       That the Licensee shall submit a copy of a contract entered into with a contractor 
for the carrying out of the works and in particular a Form of Indemnity or Guarantee 
against defects arising in the approved development  for a specified period , for the 
information of the Council, prior to the grant of the Licence.

 
i)        The applicant shall undertake only to use the licensed area for the purpose of 
constructing the all weather pitch and associated works for which Planning Permission 
has been obtained as per planning application reference No. SD08A/0325.

 
j)       South Dublin County Council reserves the right to re-enter on the licensed area 
and resume possession thereof should the applicant fail to commence and complete the 
works within the specified period.

           k)       If the construction programme has not commenced within the specified time 
period then South Dublin County Council at its absolute discretion shall have the right to 
terminate the contract.

 
l)        All planning costs, site preparation, development and associated costs incurred in 
the delivery of the entire completed development shall be borne by the applicant.

2.     That on satisfactory completion of the works, the Council shall grant the applicant a 
lease of the area shown outlined in red on the attached Drawing No PLS 1139-15 or 
thereabouts together with a right of way for access and maintenance purposes over the 
area shown shaded in yellow on the Drawing subject to the applicant complying fully 
with term no. 1. The extent and details of the right of way(s) and wayleave(s) which 
shall only be for the duration of the lease shall be determined at the sole discretion of 
the Council.

 CCTV cameras have been installed in 12 locations in the Clondalkin area, and are 
currently operational being monitored on a 24hour basis at Clondalkin Station. The 
locations include Clondalkin Village, Bawnogue, Monastery Road, Ninth Lock Road, 
Woodford Shops, St Cuthbert’s and Greenpark.

There is a 7% increase in detections for drugs for sale or supply in the Division. The 
figures are 245 for 2007 compared with 262 in 2008. There has been a significant 
increase in the number of on street searches for drugs and ongoing targeting of street 
dealers and suppliers. The figures are 9,088 searches during 2008 compared with 5,465 

for 2007. Criminal damage incidents show a reduction of 10%, 2696 for 2008 compared 
with 3000 for 2007.


 There were 795 detections for drunken driving for 2008 compared with 907 for 2007, a 
reduction of 12%. This is an indication of greater compliance by the general public 
coupled with consistent enforcement. 


There were 196 incidents of assault causing harm in the Division in 2008 compared to 
178 in 2007 – an increase of 10%. There were 413 minor assaults reported as opposed 
to 510 in 2007 – a reduction of 19%. 


 The installation of 35 CCTV cameras into Tallaght Garda Station covering the town 
centre and its environs is nearing completion. A total of 21 cameras are generating 
images but are not fully commissioned. The necessary hardware has been installed in the 
communications room at Tallaght Garda Station and the control room is fully finished. 
Work is on-going with the remaining cameras. Records and control computers have been 
installed. Operator training will be arranged shortly. 

·  On 22/10/08 at 6.30am a male was shot at his home in Tallaght. He received 
serious head injuries and remains critically ill. On 5/11/08 one male person was 
arrested and questioned in relation to this crime. The investigation is continuing. 

· On 15/11/08 a female died at Tallaght Hospital after being found unconscious at 
her home. A full murder investigation was launched from Tallaght Garda Station. 
On 21/11/08 a male was arrested in connection with this incident. He was later 
charged with an offence under Section 4 of the Non Fatal Offence against the 
Person Act. He was remanded in custody with consent to bail. A file will be 
forwarded to the Director of Public Prosecutions. 

· On 19/1/09 a male was fatally shot in Tallaght. Two other youths received non 
life threatening injuries in the same incident. A murder investigation commenced 
at Tallaght Garda Station. To date one person has been arrested. 


 A discussion followed the presentation and the following items were discussed:


 Drug misuse and seizures


 On behalf of the Committee the Chair congratulated the Gardai on the successful 
seizures of drugs in the county and Superintendent Quirke explained that there are 
ongoing operations throughout the county which involve not only the local Gardai but 
have support form the Horse, Dog and Air Support Units.

 
 It was agreed that while these seizures are welcome there remains a problem within the 
County such as young people being used as ‘runners’ and areas where dealing is prolific 
and that these issues should be looked at.


 Following discussion it was agreed to invite the four local Drugs Task Forces operating in 
the County to the next meeting in May to give a presentation on the work they do in the 
County and how the National Drugs Strategy is implemented at local level.


 Anti-Social Behaviour 


Cllr. King raised the problem of Council tenants requesting transfers as a result of 
experiencing the effects of serious anti-social behaviour by neighbours which result in 
intimidations and threats.  B. Coman informed the Committee that the Council is working 
closely with the Gardai to see what arrangements can be put in place to address this 
problem.

 
Media


It was agreed that every effort should be made to increase the media profile of the work 
of the Joint Policing Committee. 

 
Causes of Crime and anti-social behaviour


 M. Kearns reminded the committee that in accordance with the JPC Guidelines it has a 
remit to look at the causes of crime and anti-social behaviour in the community. 


 3. County Manager’s Report


The County Manager, Joe Horan, gave a comprehensive report on inter-agency working 
within the county.  He highlighted the work of the Children’s Services Committee and the 
Inter-Agency Traveller Group as models of good practice.  He also drew attention to the 
number of new facilities throughout the county that can assist in promoting pro-social 
behaviour among residents.  He acknowledged the excellent collaboration between the 
Council and the Gardai and stressed the need for a collaborative approach with the other 
agencies in addressing the needs and difficulties that lie ahead.  


 The Council is working on a number of initiatives with the support of the Gardai and 
other agencies. He also acknowledged the difficult economic challenges facing the 
County and discussed how the Council with other agencies will need to adapt to face 
these issues.  


 4. Joint Policing Committee Guidelines – Sub-Committee


 P. Smith explained that new guidelines issued in September provide for a more strategic 
approach by the committee. In accordance with the new guidelines it is advised that 
each JPC produce an Annual Work Plan.

Work is continuing on the installation of the remainder of the cameras (following 
agreement with some property owners regarding the location of cameras and poles on 
their property etc.).

The Dial to Stop Drug Dealing programme was launched in Tallaght Local Drug Task 
Force area on 16th October 2008. Between the 16th October 2008 and the 31st January 
2009, the following facts apply:-

 

· A Total of 40 pieces of intelligence were received to the Dial to Stop phone line 
(i.e. Phone 1800220220). 

· 11 of these were very vague and follow-up action was not possible by An Garda 
Siochana. 

· 20 resulted in Garda Action taken – e.g. surveillance, searches under the Misuse 
of Drugs Act, etc… 

· 16 of these pieces of intelligence resulted in no seizures of Drugs. 

· 4 of these pieces of intelligence resulted in seizures of Drug:


Ø      €130 Cannabis Herb


Ø      €200 Heroin


Ø      €20 Cannabis Resin


Ø      €2400 Cocaine

· 9 pieces of intelligence were received late in January 2009 and follow-up 
enquiries in regard to these are ongoing.

Garda DMRS Reply:

Community Gardai 
travel with Dublin Bus Inspectors when they are patrolling the area.


 At Forum Meetings all incidents recorded by Dublin Bus are reported to Gardai.  Gardai 
report present position with previously reported incidents.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED :


“The National Road Authority’s Regional Bridge Manager for Leinster who is employed by 
Kildare County Council and is based in the National Roads Design Office in Kildare County 
Council has identified the need to replace Bridge Deck Expansion Joints at the following 
structures in South Dublin County :-


a)                  SD-M50-013.00 – Greenhills Qverbridge (South Dublin)


b)                  SD-M50-025.00 – Stocking Lane Overbridge (South Dublin)


In addition to the above, the need to rewaterproof and resurface the M50, Knocklyon 
Footbridge in South Dublin County has been identified.


As part of this scheme, bridge joints will be replaced in Counties Kildare, Wexford and 
Westmeath.

 
Proposal


It is proposed by the National Roads Authority that the replacement of the afore-
mentioned expansion joints and the rewaterproofing of the M50, Knocklyon Footbridge 
be undertaken under a single works contract for the following reasons:-


a)                  Considerable cost savings would be made if all works were carried out 
under a single works contract i.e. economies of scale.


b)                  Considerable cost savings would be made in design and procurement as 
only one Consultant will be required as opposed to four for a contract advertised by the 
four individual Local Authorities.


c)                  There would be considerable time savings as a consequence of only 
having to go through a single tendering process and only having to assess a single 
contractor for the role of Project Supervisor Design Process.

 
It is the view of the National Roads Authority that Kildare County Council are best placed 
to administer this contract. The NRA Regional Bridge Manager, who is also the Project 
Manager for this scheme, is an employee of Kildare County Council and is based in the 
National Roads Design office of Kildare County Council.

 
Section 85 of the Local Government Act 2001 provides where:-
 
(1)   In the opinion of a Local Authority any function performable by it should be 
performed, generally or in a particular case, by another local authority, and that other 
authority is able and willing so to perform the function, then the authorities may enter 
into an agreement that:-

 
(a)    the function shall be so performed on behalf of the first- mentioned authority by 
the other authority, and


(b)  it becomes so performable by that other authority in accordance with the 
agreement.  

 
All costs associated with the project will be financed by the National Roads Authority.

 


The making of an agreement under Section 85 of the Local Government Act 2001 is a 
reserved function.

APPROVAL OF REGISTRATION OF CHARGE IN FAVOUR OF THE   
MINISTER FOR ARTS, SPORT AND TOURISM IN RESPECT OF SITE 
AT BALLYOWEN PARK, LUCAN – PROPOSED LEASE FOR ALL-
WEATHER FACILITY TO SOUTH DUBLIN FOOTBALL LEAGUE 
LIMITED

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Council proposes to grant a 25 year lease of a site at Ballyowen Park, Lucan to South Dublin Football League Limited for the construction of an all-weather facility.  A report on this proposal is being presented to the members of the Council for consideration at the meeting of the Council to be held on 14-7-09. The proposed lease is subject to certain terms and conditions.
 
The terms and conditions provide, inter alia, that South Dublin Football League Limited  
would be granted a building licence to enter the land and construct an all-weather 
facility  that shall be to the satisfaction of the Council and on satisfactory completion, the 
Company  shall be granted a lease.


 The Company has secured funding towards the provision of the facility from the Minister 
for Arts, Sport and Tourism and a condition of the payment of the grant monies requires 
the Company to enter into a Deed of Covenant and Charge with the Minister to continue 
to use the facility for the purpose for which the funds were provided for a specified 
period of fifteen years and in the event of it failing to do so, to repay all or part of the 
grant to the Minister. This Deed of Covenant and Charge is to be registered as a burden 
against the Company’s leasehold interest, once the lease is finalised.


 The Minister for Arts, Sport and Tourism also requires the Council, as Lessor and 
freehold owner, of the site to enter into an agreement, undertaking that in the event of 
the Company ceasing to continue to use the lands for sporting and recreational purposes 
and the Council, recovering possession of the lands,  having exercised its right to 
forfeiture under the Lease, to ensure the lands are used for sporting and recreational 
purposes, or alternatively, repay to the Minister the amount of the grant then owing or 
such sum as the Minister may demand, whichever is the lesser amount.


The Department of Arts, Sport and Tourism will only release grant funding to the 
company once a Deed of Charge and Covenant is in place as a burden on the lease.  
however as the lease will only be granted once work has been satisfactorily completed, 
his leaves the Company in a position where it would not be able to draw down funds 
during the course of the works .  In order to assist the Company in availing of the grant 
funding and to ensure that the facility will be completed, the Council proposes to accept, 
subject to the requisite statutory approvals, the Deed of Covenant and Charge being 
registered as a burden against the Council-owned lands in favour of the Minister.


 On completion of the lease, the Council will seek to have this burden discharged and the 
Minister may then register the burden against the leasehold interest of South Dublin 
Football League Limited.


 The terms and conditions of the proposed lease also provide that the Company  shall not 
sell, assign, sub-let, sub-divide, alienate or part with the possession of the subject 
property without the prior consent of the Council and accordingly the Council’s consent to 
the registration of a burden in favour of the Minister against the Company’s leasehold 
interest  will be required.


In accordance with Section 66 of the Local Government Act, 2001 the Council may 
approve the granting of any ‘financial assistance whether by grants, loans, guarantees or 
other financial aid, lands or other structures etc’ for matters of this nature, such approval 
to be by way of resolution of the Council. The above definition would include accepting a 
charge against Council property in respect of funds provided by other parties for facilities 
constructed thereon.


Accordingly it is recommended that the Council adopt the following resolutions:


 “That subject to the provisions of Section 66 of the Local Government Act, 2001, that 
the Council approves the registering of a charge in favour of the Minister for Arts, Sport 
and Tourism against the Council in respect of a site at Ballyowen Park, Lucan as outlined 
in red on Drawing No. PLS 1139-15 to enable South Dublin Football League Limited to 
draw down Sports Capital grant monies in the sum of €300,000 towards the construction 
of an all weather facility on the site and that following the grant of the proposed lease in 
this case, that the Council consents to the registration of the Deed of Charge and 
Covenant against the leasehold interest. 

 
That subject to the provisions of Section 66 of the Local Government Act, 2001 the 
Council enter into a Deed of Agreement with the Minister for Arts, Sports and Tourism in 
respect of the same site, following the grant of the lease.”
  
Registration of charge was proposed by Councillor M. Duff, seconded by 
Councillor E. Maloney and AGREED.
