DESIGN FOR EXTENSION TO TALLAGHT WELFARE SOCIETY IN TALLAGHT VILLAGE

Please follow this  LINK to access the Report and associated maps.
“Tallaght Welfare Society occupies two houses, which are owned by South Dublin County Council, beside Molloys Pub in the Main Street of Tallaght Village. The houses date back to the 19 century and are listed as protected structures. The accommodation, which is very cramped, is in a bad state of repair and not adequate to cater for all the occupants. The heating and lighting systems require a complete overhaul. There are not enough toilets to cater for the staff and accessibility is a serious issue. At present a portakabin in the back garden is being used as overflow office accommodation.

The proposal, which has been prepared by South Dublin County Council's Architectural Services Department, is to knock an existing small substandard extension and build a new two storey extension to tie into an existing extension at the rear of the properties and reorganise the internal layout to provide much needed additional office space, consulting rooms and staff facilities. As part of this work, the main entrance and reception area will be reorganised to be fully accessible. 

The proposal includes a small porch to the main entrance at the front of the property. The area of the extension will be in the region of 60sq M. These houses are part of Tallaght's built heritage and it is proposed that they be sensitively restored to provide a suitable facility for a long established voluntary group who provides much needed support to the local community.”

Ms. Maire O’Sullivan, Senior Architect, summarised the Report.

DAMAGE TO FOOTBALL PITCHES IN JOBSTOWN AREA
QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe

To ask the Manager in view of the damage to football pitches being caused by scrambler bikes in the Jobstown park area of Tallaght, will the Manager agree to write to the Garda Authorities supporting the request of St Marks GAA  Club  for more preventative and proactive action  being given to this illegal activity?

REPLY:
“The unauthorised use of motor vehicles in County Council Parks and open spaces is prohibited under the existing Parks Bye Laws.  The issue of scrambler bikes using Jobstown Park and other parks in the Tallaght area has been raised over a number of years with the Gardaí and arising from action taken by them, motorbikes and scooters have been seized and offenders have been fined.  The matter will be raised again with the Gardaí in writing with a request for a concerted effort to deal with this ongoing problem, which is causing damage to pitches and represents a serious risk to the health and safety of park users”.

CHILD FRIENDLY PLAY AREA
QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe

To ask the Manager has he any plans or proposals in conjunction with state supports to introduce a child friendly play area for the children of families living near the catchment area of Tallaght Village, Glenview, Bancroft , Balrothery, Castle Lawns and the Castle Park end of Tallaght?.

REPLY:
“The catchment areas of Tallaght Village, Glenview, Bancroft, Balrothery, Castle Lawns and Castle Park are served by two children’s playgrounds located within Tymon Park and also by the recently opened playground in Sean Walsh Park.  

In Tymon Park, the original playground, which has been in place since the park was opened in the early 1980’s, is located at the Greenhills end of the park, near to the Tymon North entrance and over the years, the Parks Department has invested in periodically replacing and updating the play equipment to enhance and provide new play opportunities.  As part of the five year playground construction programme 2007 – 2012, adopted by the Council in December 2006, it was proposed to replace this playground with a new playground to be located nearer to the main entrance to Tymon Park off Tymon North Road.  This project has been included in the Council’s Capital Programme for funding as it was intended to advance the project in 2009. While work will be taking place on design proposals for the new playground, due to the current economic situation, the project has been re-scheduled to 2010 when it is hoped that matters will have improved.  In the meantime, the existing playground will be maintained in use within the resources available.  

In 2004, a second playground and woodland adventure trail was constructed in Tymon Park near to the Wellington Lane entrance to the Park and the new playground in Sean Walsh Park was opened earlier this year.  Both of these new facilities were part funded by the DoEHLG Playground Grants Scheme with the balance of funding being provided by the Council.  The DoEHLG Playground Grants Scheme is not in operation at the present time”.

VALUATION OF LAND ADJOINING PROPERTIES IN TALLAGHT ESTATES

"This Committee calls on the Manager in view of the wide scale of prices being charged for land in many Tallaght Estates over the years, where residents were looking to take in charge lands, where anti social behaviour regularly occuring, and calls on him to give report outlining how his Department ascertains a valuation made on land adjoining properties in many of these cases."

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“In circumstances where adjoining landowners wish to acquire small areas of land/portions of laneways etc. in Council ownership for incorporation into their properties, the views of various departments of the Council and utility Companies are sought to ascertain the availability of the land for sale, impact of any services, history of any estate management issues pertaining to the site, development potential etc. If the land does not require to be retained in public ownership and providing the Council holds good title, the Chief Valuer is instructed to recommend a valuation for the plot of land/laneway taking into account the above criteria and reflecting the state of the market pertaining at the date of valuation.

In considering estate management issues, the Department who has day to day control of the land in question, i.e. Housing Department for incidental plots of lands or laneways within Council estates or Parks Departments where open space lands are concerned, would normally refer to incidences of anti-social behaviour on the lands and make a recommendation on this aspect as part of their reports, which in turn would be notified to the Chief Valuer to inform his valuation. In the interest of fairness and equity, however, regardless of evidence of anti-social behaviour etc the development potential of the site and the value it would add to an existing property would have to be taken into account e.g. some properties may gain space for side entrances where none previously existed,  space to extend and enlarge dwellings and in some cases purchasers have subsequently proceeded to obtain planning permission for additional houses on plots initially acquired due to allegations of anti-social behaviour.

Once terms are agreed between the parties these are placed before the Elected Council for consideration”.

“The development of a playground at Rathcoole Park was included in the Five Year Playground Construction Programme which was adopted by the Council in December 2006 and arises from the Council’s approved Play Policy. 

A review of the park was undertaken to identify possible suitable location for a playground and a site has been identified which is considered suitable for the future development of a children's playground at Rathcoole Park. As Rathcoole Park has no formal existing car parking at present, it is considered premature to develop a major playground in advance of the provision of suitable car parking as to do so would attract considerable numbers of car based visitors into the adjoining residential estates. The proposed site is located close to the proposed public car-park, which is planned to be provided as part of the future development of the adjoining lands by the G.A.A. The site is also located a reasonable distance away from existing housing. The project is included in the Council's Capital Works programme subject to the availability of the necessary finance. The estimated cost of the playground, based on recently completed similar projects, is €400,000.

A map of the park is available indicating the proposed locations for the playground”.
