Good planning is rooted in the principles of sustainability and its twin drivers – Diversity and Renewal. The Development Plan must balance environmental, economic and social factors. This motion proposes a subjective, aesthetic preference in favour of a more complex evaluation hitherto carried out to balance these elements and secure a flexible, integrated and diverse environment.

Building height is only one aspect of urban form and, in dealing with development proposals there is a risk of becoming too focused on a building height issue. The other parameters are of equal or greater importance including the creation of: 

· A pattern of development that makes efficient use of land. 

· Connected and integrated streets allowing for permeability and promotes walking/cycling and public transport use. 

· Varying plot widths creating visual diversity and a variety of uses. 

· Development that fronts onto streets with entrances and openings supporting street activity creating lively places and passive supervision.

 Section 1.4 of the Draft Plan, Sustainable Neighbourhoods, sets out the criteria that development proposals must meet to ensure the creation of sustainable neighbourhoods throughout the County including meeting the objectives set out above.

The period during 2004-2010 Development Plan showed large changes in the demographic and social profiles in the County. These are real changes, affecting real people with differing patterns of family/household formation and a continuing population decline in the east of the County. Falling population puts the viability of existing social and community infrastructure including schools, surgeries, and crèches, at risk. Population revival and suburban regeneration is a task facing the County in the coming years. Prescribing building heights and distances for aesthetic reasons eliminates flexibility in both new and infill development and militates against innovation in house-type and choice. At an economic level it can impact seriously on the viability and deliverability of smaller schemes near infrastructure or public transport.

The protection of the amenity of existing dwellings is a serious task and policies and urban design standards are contained in the plan to address this. It should also be noted that applications are assessed based on the criteria included in the Development Plan and associated Plans in a fair and equitable manner, which underpins the core principle of the Irish planning system that is based on the common good and sustainable development supported by local democracy and public participation including the availability of An Bord Pleanala as a court of appeal.

The Development Plan is intended to scope the larger development agenda in a sustainable context. Simplistic design coding will pre-judge planning applications and slow development and opportunity in a time of need, not ensure the amenity protection it seeks to ensure and damage the possibility of choice renewal in existing districts. The two-storey house in historical villages such as Rathmines, Dun Laoghaire, Blackrock has always sat happily adjoining 1, 3 and 4 storey buildings to create the interest and diversity we all enjoy. 

With respect to the Strategic Environmental Assessment serious concerns are raised in relation to this motion. Such a restriction will result in less units per hectare, particularly on brownfield or infill sites. Such a restriction would be inefficient in instances where such sites are in town, district or local centres, and/or sites which are proximate to services and public transport.

There is also a good range of sports and cultural facilities available in the County, including the National Basketball Arena, several swimming pools, all-weather pitches and libraries and the Civic Theatre, Tallaght. There are 29 Community Centres, 3 sports and Leisure Centres and 8 Neighbourhood Centres in the County. There are 7 libraries, mobile libraries and the newly opened Red Rua Arts County Centre. Tallaght and Clondalkin Sports and Leisure Centres have recently opened and provide swimming pools, gym activities and playground facilities to the surrounding communities. The opening of Tallaght Stadium further adds to the sporting infrastructure of the county. It is the policy of this Council to facilitate and promote social inclusion and community development through sport, leisure and the arts.

The width of a street, the presence of large trees, or a large green median radically affects the perceived scale and size and height of house or building acceptable. For all of these reasons fixed, stringent codes inevitably fail to deliver what is hoped of them and tend to stymie rather than resolve the amenity design problems driving the concerns underlying this motion. 
There is a developed planning methodology in addressing overlooking, overshadowing, excessive scale and they are successfully addressed on a daily basis. The inclusion of fixed standards as proposed prejudges planning applications and reduces flexibility, innovation and diversity. 
With regard to the Strategic Environmental Assessment serious concerns are raised in relation to this motion. The proposal proposes absolute restrictions rather than applying site by site standards, which may impact upon the sustainable development of Brownfield lands, where such sites are proximate to public transport or services.

 As previously stated in the report to Council at the meeting on 30th April 2009 (DP/049/09 MOT 29) goods and services need to be distributed throughout the County and the roads hierarchy exists to reflect this. HGV through routes are designated by default as being the National and Regional road network within the county. The major problem with banning HGV’s is enforcement as access is still permitted into a banned area provide the HGV or the driver has business in the area. 

With respect to the suggested wording change it is considered that it does not reflect the essential purpose of the Plan.

In relation to the SEA it must be noted that serious environmental concerns are raised in respect of the motion, in particular that the proposal would allow for the reopening of access/egress onto the N4, which would increase traffic movements within Lucan Village and impact on residential amenity.
