"To ask the Manager for a full report on the Boherboy Water scheme traversing Prospect Manor estate and to state if the many queries by the Residents Association through this councillor have now been satisfactorily addressed – noting in particular the height of the ‘concrete slab’ (valve chamber) & to state how this has been addressed with a view to safety of children playing on the green?"

REPLY:
The queries raised by the Residents Association have been taken on board by the Council’s Project Engineer and the Contractor for the Boherboy Water Supply Scheme.  These queries included landscaping and road reinstatement issues.

The road reinstatement within the estate has been completed satisfactorily.  The section outside the estate on Stocking Lane will be permanently reinstated when the pipelaying along Stocking Lane from the entrance to Prospect Manor to Scholarstown Road is completed.  It is anticipated this work will be done early in 2010.  A Traffic Management Plan for this work will need to be drawn up as this work may involve a road closure with a significant diversion.  This matter will be discussed with the Roads Traffic Section in due course.

The Project Engineer reports that tillage and grass seeding in the main has been hampered by the bad weather. When seeding has taken place in the estate it has been followed by bad weather which has undermined the work done.  This has resulted in several re-visits to re grass areas in the estate.  However, it is anticipated that this work will be completed within the next week or so weather permitting.

Permanent access is required to the large chamber in the grassy area near the estate entrance, as with any other public utility infrastructure.  This chamber was constructed to the side of the main open green space to minimise any impact.   The chamber will not pose a hazard to children in the area and will not impede use of this grass area by the public. It is a requirement of contract.    When the scheme is complete the Water Management and Maintenance Sections will be responsible for its upkeep.

“EASTERN RIVER BASIN DISTRICT PLAN 2009 - 2015

Report: 

The EU Water Framework Directive 2000/60/EC is being implemented across Europe and commits all member states to preventing deterioration and achieving at least good ecological status in all rivers, lakes, estuaries, coastal and ground waters by 2015 (target). The island of Ireland has been divided into eight river basin districts and a River Basin Management Plan has been developed for each. The plan is the latest in a series of documents implementing the Directive.

The Directive was transposed into Irish law by Statutory Instruments No. 722 of 2003, No.413 of 2005 and No. 219 of 2008. Dublin City Council was appointed co-ordinating Local Authority for the 12 Local Authorities in the ERBD by Article 3 of the Water Framework Directive as transposed by Article 6 of SI No. 722 of 2003 and accordingly Dublin City Council was also charged with the role as Contracting Authority for the ERBD contract. Camp Dresser McKee CDM (Ireland) Ltd. were appointed following EU public procurement as Contract Consultant/Service Provider for the ERBD. This Project was funded by Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DEHLG) as part of the Water Services Investment Programme (WSIP).

The Competent Authority specified in Article 3 of the EU Water Framework Directive 2000/60/EC in relation to the Eastern River Basin District is the “twelve constituent relevant Local Authorities acting jointly “with Dublin City Council as Coordinating Authority for the purposes of the Establishment of Environmental Objectives and Programmes of Measures and the Making of the Eastern River Basin Management Plan in accordance with Articles 12 and 13 respectively of the transposing legislation being SI No. 722 of 2003 – European Communities (Water Policy) regulations 2003 as amended by SI No. 413 of 2005, SI No. 219 of 2008 and SI No. 272 of 2009.

The Making of the ERBD River Basin Management Plan and the Establishment of the ERBD Objectives and Programme of Measures as a reserved function of the elected representatives of South Dublin County Council at this time complies with the statutory timeline  of 16th October 2009 as laid down in SI No. 219 of 2008. All necessary procedural and substantive requirements relating to the making of the Plan and the Establishment of Objectives and a Programme of Measures have been complied with including the parallel statutory processes relating to the Strategic Environmental Assessment of the Plan and an Appropriate Assessment of the Plan in compliance with Article 6 of the Habitats Directive.

The Draft River Basin Management Plan for the Eastern River Basin District was issued on 22nd December 2008 for a 6 month period of public consultation. The submissions received on the draft plan have been reviewed and incorporated into the final plan. This plan describes the actions that are proposed to ensure the necessary protection of our waters over the coming years. It sets out the pressures on the water bodies and the aims and objectives of improving the water quality and the ecology in the waters by means of a Programme of Measures. Public participation has been a major component of the work leading up to the development of the plan. Many public meetings have been held at various stages of the process and presentations have been made to Council, SPC’s and local Area committees. 

In particular an Eastern River Basin District Advisory Council  was set up. This Council was composed of  48 Members consisting of 24 Appointed Members being 2 from each of the twelve constituent Local Authorities in the ERBD, an additional 6 Appointed Members by the Association of Municipal Authorities in Ireland (AMAI) and 18 Co-opted Members following a Public Competition for representatives from the statutorily identified key sectoral pillars concerned with water resource management. The Council has been involved over the last 4 years and has provided valuable contributions to the development of the plan.

In 2015 a second plan will be prepared, learning from experience and success up to that point. Achievement of the full objective will take a number of such planning cycles and this recognises that it will take time for natural catchment ecology to grow and thrive after pollution pressures are addressed.

It is proposed to recommend that the Council notes the making of the plan at its October meeting for the first six year cycle from 22nd December 2009 to 22nd December 2015”

“REPORT ON RATHFARNHAM QBC ENHANCEMENTS (Grange Road to Dodder Park Road)
Introduction

The Quality Bus Network Project Office (QBNPO) in conjunction with South Dublin County Council is proposing to improve the bus priority measures along Grange Road and Rathfarnham Road. 

On the review of the existing QBCs, the Department of Transport (DOT) and the QBNPO have identified a number of pinch-points along each corridor. On the Rathfarnham QBC  there are existing bus priority measures in both the inbound and outbound directions. Delays to buses are being experienced at the Dodder Park Road in the outbound direction. The other areas where delays are being experienced are at the approaches to junctions. 

Proposed works

· Provide first bus priority bus lanes at the Grange Road/Willbrook Road, Rathfarnham Road/Butterfield Avenue, Rathfarnham Road/Main Street, and Rathfarnham Road/Dodder Park Road junctions.  This entails extending the bus lanes closer to the stop lines so that buses get through on the first green signal. 

· Provide a new bus and cycle lane by widening the carriageway by 3.5m on Grange Road. This will involve relocating the existing wall and removal of the semi-mature trees and replacing with similar. 

· Installation of Microprocessor Optimised Vehicle Actuation (MOVA) at the Rathfarnham Road/Dodder Park Road junction. 

· Provide entry treatments at all minor side roads

The proposed scheme has the potential to provide considerable benefits for public transport users on the route as follows:

· Improved bus journey times and reliability by providing Real Time Passenger Information (RTPI) 

· Upgraded bus stops with Kassel kerbs and shelters 

· Improved facilities for cyclists, pedestrians and the mobility impaired and disabled. 

· Upgraded traffic signal control system. 

· Accident remedial measures 

It is proposed to initiate a Part 8 public consultation process under the Local Government Planning & Development Regulations in the immediate future. The cost of the scheme will be funded from the DTO’s Annual Traffic Management Grant programme.”
It was AGREED to Commence the Part 8 Public Consultation subject to the incorporation of the following in the proposal:-

a) Pedestrian Crossing on Rathfarnham Road.

b) Provision of a granite finish on both sides of the proposed wall at Beaufort Downs.

c) Provision of a dwarf wall around the green area in the vicinity of the existing car park at the junction of Grange Road and Rathfarnham Road.

“The proposed Knocklyon Road Realignment scheme is an integral component of South Dublin County Council’s ‘2004-2010 County Development Plan’ and forms part of the overall road system for the area.

The Proposal is to realign Knocklyon Road as described below:

·        Construction of approximately 900 metres of 9 metre wide carriageway complete  
with grass verge on either side of the road;
·        Installation of signalized pedestrian crossings;
·        Relocation of access to Pine Grove;
·        Relocation of access to Charleville House;
·        Provision of traffic calming measures on the existing Knocklyon Road;
·        Provision of associated features; 

The Initial Proposal for this scheme was advertised in accordance with the requirements of Part 8 of the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2000/2001 on the 5th February 2004. Plans and particulars of the proposed scheme were on display and available for inspection and comment in the Council offices until March 2004. The Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee were briefed on the scheme  in May 2004 and deferred further consideration until September subject to certain amendments being made to the scheme.  

The scheme was amended and it was considered that the revised scheme was so materially different to the original scheme that a new public consultation process was required.  The revised scheme was re-advertised in December 2004 in the Irish Independent and the Tallaght Echo and displayed for inspection in the Council offices and Ballyroan library until Friday 21th January 2005 with submissions accepted up to Friday 4th February 2005. 

Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee considered the Report on the revised proposals in September 2005 and the County Council approved the scheme at its meeting in October 2005. 

The Council’s consulting engineer prepared the Compulsory Purchase Order for the Acquisition of the lands in accordance with the approved scheme and the Council published the CPO in December 2006. Four submissions were received by An Bord Pleanála prior to the closing date of 9 Jan 2007 who convened an Oral Hearing in March 2007.  An Bord Pleanála confirmed the Compulsory Purchase Order on 23rd May 2007.                           

The Consulting Engineer prepared the Prequalification Documentation and the Works Contract Documentation for the scheme in accordance with the new Public Works Contracts introduced by the Department of Finance.   

The Development Contribution Scheme that enables the planning authority to include conditions requiring the payment of a contribution in respect of public infrastructure and facilities benefiting development in the area of the planning authority provides the majority of the funding for the Non-national Road Construction programme.  

The acquisition of land for these roads is not eligible for grant funding and the responsibility falls to the Council to provide the monies required. With the current decline in the number of planning permissions being lodged the Council has seen a substantial reduction in the funding sources available to them. 

The Council cannot continue to undertake construction works and land acquisition for Non National road schemes as heretofore as the financial resources are not available through levies to fund same. The Levy contribution scheme in 2009 is expected to be down almost 40% on the 2006 figure and in these circumstances the Council has to adjust expenditure accordingly. 

It should be noted that committed expenditure in terms of contract and land acquisition must take precedence over the continued pace of implementation of the Non National road programme. Knocklyon Road improvement continues to be a priority and will be constructed as soon as resources permit.”
Mr. J. McLoughlin, Senior Engineer, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councilors C. Keane and P. Cosgrave, Mr. McLoughlin responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.

The areas to be developed as public open space on the lodged plans shall be reserved for such use and shall be the subject of a detailed landscape plan which included a programme for its implementation.  The plan should be submitted to and agreed in writing with the planning authority prior to the commencement of development.  The said landscaping plan shall incorporate measures for the protection of all trees identified as being “desirable for retention” on the Landscape Layout Drawing Number 95-153-P12 (lodged with the Planning authority on 25th August, 1995) and shall also include provision for the retention of the entire eastern boundary hedgerow along the route of the proposed mountain walkway and the reservation of a strip measuring not less than 10 metres in width to the east of house number 600 to facilitate the future development of this walk.

Reason: In the interest of the amenities of the area

There is no condition relating specifically to the landscaping of the northern end of Glenlyon/Knocklyon Park.

The Parks Department is currently investigating compliance with the above condition and a report will issue to a future meeting of the Rathfarnham Area Committee.”

“The strip of land between Orlagh and Woodfield estates is not in Council ownership.  A provisional search undertaken by the Council’s Development Department with the Land Registry office to determine land ownership concluded that the area in question is not a “no-man’s land” and that there is no land between Woodfield and Orlagh that is not under ownership.  The Council’s Development Department is currently endeavouring through further search with the Land Registry office to identify the owner or owners of this land.  The area was not taken in charge as it did not constitute any part of the public open space for either development.  It would appear, in this context, that ownership of the land remains with the original developer or with the individual property holders within the Orlagh and Woodfield estates and that their ownership extends beyond their boundary walls into the strip of land in question.

The trees within the strip of land are the responsibility of the registered landowners and as such they are a civil matter between the landowners involved.  As the site is inaccessible, it can only be accessed via property in private ownership.”

“At the meeting of Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee on November 13, 2007, it was agreed that the Parks Department would remove the two sections of hoarding adjacent to nos. 29 and 30 Willbrook Lawn in order to reinstate the entire open space area and that two sections of gated fence be installed.  The proposed gated fence would extend across the open space just in front of large side windows on house no. 30 and would lie in line with the rear of house no. 29.  These gates are to be opened during normal park hours and closed at darkness thereby giving access for recreation to the entire open space during daylight hours.  The purpose of the gated fence and their management in this manner is to minimise security risks and exposure of the adjoining properties to anti-social behaviour along their rear boundaries which are secluded from view.  The residents of nos. 29 and 30 were to arrange and pay for the reconstruction of their own respective boundary walls.

Because part of the open space area enclosed by the hoarding was higher than that of the adjoining house at No 29 Willbrook Lawn, it was not considered appropriate to remove the hoarding which would expose the security of the adjoining house until the residents had undergone the planning process and completed the reconstruction of their boundary wall.  The reconstruction of the boundary wall of no. 29 was completed during March 2009 after which the Parks Department commenced with reinstatement and relandscaping of the open space.  As the area enclosed by the hoarding had remained inaccessible for many years it had become very overgrown.  During late spring / early summer 2009, the Parks Department undertook considerable scrub clearance, tree pruning and removal works, site levelling and drainage works on the site and subsequently cultivated the area and seeded it with grass.  Having completed the landscape works, the hoarding was then removed.  

Prior to clearing the site of the scrub overgrowth, it was very difficult to fully assess the site’s levels.  When the scrub was removed, it revealed a partial slope towards the boundary with no. 29 because the overall level of the open space area is higher than that of no. 29.  It has been necessary to retain this slope in order not to compromise the structure and stability of the boundary wall of no. 29 and also to maintain adequate depth of soil cover over services located in the open space.  For this reason, the proposed location of the gated railing has had to be reconsidered.  The presence of the slope would render the gated railing ineffective as a security measure because it would be possible to gain access underneath the gate.  The proposed and most practical solution is to move the line of the gated railing forward to a relatively level area of ground towards the open space frontage.  Because the site is wider at this location, the span is physically too great for gated railings alone and it is necessary to incorporate two short sections of fixed railing as well.  This does not alter the proposal that the gates are to be opened during normal park hours and closed at darkness thereby giving access for recreation to the entire open space area during daylight hours.  Officials from the Parks Department met on site with representatives of the Willbrook Lawn Residents Association Meeting on 06.08.09 to explain this situation.  A drawing is available to Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting illustrating the proposal.

With regard to the open space area beside no. 30 Willbrook Lawn, the boundary wall of this property has been partially removed and the open space to the rear of the hoarding has been maintained for a number of years by the adjoining resident.  The Parks Department was advised by the Council’s Law Agent not to remove the hoarding pending the outcome of exchanges of correspondence between the Council and legal representatives of the resident of 30 Willbrook Lawn which has been ongoing over the past year.  In a letter dated September 2, 2009, the Council has now written to the legal representatives of the resident of 30 Willbrook Lawn giving 30-days notice of the Council’s intention to proceed with removal of the hoarding and reinstatement of the open space.”

Prior to commencement of development, the developer shall lodge with the planning authority a bond of an insurance company, a cash deposit, or other security to secure the provision and satisfactory completion of roads, sewers, watermains, drains, car parks, open spaces, tree protection and other services required in connection with the development, coupled with an agreement empowering the planning authority to apply such security or part thereof to the satisfactory completion of any part of the development.  The security to be lodged shall be, as follows -
 (a)   an approved insurance company bond in the sum of €465,994 (four hundred and sixty five thousand, nine hundred and ninety four euro), or
 (b)   a cash sum of 465,994 (four hundred and sixty five thousand, nine hundred and ninety four euro) to be applied by the planning authority at its absolute discretion if such services are not provided to its satisfaction, or
 (c)   a letter of guarantee by any body approved by the planning authority for the purpose in respect of the proposed development in accordance with the guarantee scheme agreed with the planning authority and such lodgement in any case has been acknowledged in writing by the planning authority.
Reason: To ensure the satisfactory completion of the development.
The council holds a bond in the sum of €465,994 in respect of this condition. This bond could only be used to ensure the completion of development which is;

a. specifically required by the planning permission and 

b. is located in a publicly accessible area (i.e. capable of being taken in charge)

A Warning Letter was issued on 28th May 2009 in relation to alleged unauthorised development taking place on the lands, consisting of the non-compliance with Condition Nos. 1 and 11 of the Grant of Planning Permission under Register Reference No. S00A/0554 & ABP Reference No. PL 06S.125554, in particular in respect of the stormwater drainage of the main basement car park, the attenuation tank and outfall, giving rise to flooding of the main basement car park.

The Environmental Services Department are investigating the surface/storm water and drainage arrangements in the development to ascertain where and to what extent they do not comply with the permission.

If there is non-compliance in publicly accessible areas, in addition to enforcement action the bond will be sequestered.

It is expected that the Environmental Services report will be available within a week.

Prior to commencement of development, the developer shall lodge with the planning authority a bond of an insurance company, a cash deposit, or other security to secure the provision and satisfactory completion of roads, sewers, watermains, drains, car parks, open spaces, tree protection and other services required in connection with the development, coupled with an agreement empowering the planning authority to apply such security or part thereof to the satisfactory completion of any part of the development.  The security to be lodged shall be, as follows -
 (a)   an approved insurance company bond in the sum of €465,994 (four hundred and sixty five thousand, nine hundred and ninety four euro), or

Taking into consideration SDCC is the only body charged with ensuring community gain is utilized – to give a full report on the history - current status of nursing home proposals for this site (c) to state the amount of bond currently held by this council until all works are satisfactorily carried out. "

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“Register reference S00A/0554 and ABP Reference No. PL 06S.125554, granted by An Bord Pleanala on 23rd May 2002 gave permission for the development of apartments, a crèche and the conversion of the protected structure to a nursing home. 

Register reference S00A/0554/EP was granted on 16/05/2007 for an extension of duration of permission to the parent permission. S00A/0554 for two years. This permission expired on 16th May 2009.

Register reference, SD04A/0858, seeking to alter the proposal granted under S00A/0554 (to convert the protected structure to a nursing home) to  instead change to use of the protected structure to offices was refused by An Bord Pleanala on 21st June 2005.

SD07A/0781 and PL 06S.228111, granted by An Bord Pleanala on 12th January 2009 added a 3 storey extension to proposed nursing home, resulting in an increase in the no. of bedrooms in the proposed nursing home from 102 to 113. The Council has not received a commencement notice is respect of this permission.

 Condition 4 of PL 06S.125554 (S00A/0554), the permission granted by An Bord Pleanala, on 23rd May 2002 stated;

No apartment in the proposed development shall be occupied until the proposed works to the existing buildings Blocks L and N have been carried out and completed to the satisfaction of the planning authority.  Details to show future compliance with this requirement shall be submitted to the planning authority for written agreement prior to commencement of development.
On 10 Dec 2004 by letter the Planning Dept consented to the lodgement of a bond of €4million in compliance with condition 4. The documentation with the bond outlined works carried out (Schedule 1) and works to be carried out (Schedules 2 & 3) to the Protected Structure. The bond did no specifically refer to the provision of a nursing home but related to works to be carried out to preserve the protected structure. On the basis that it was deemed that sufficient works to the Protected Structure had been carried out and that security was in place for future works, the Council consented to the occupation of units in the proposed development. This bond expires on 6th December 2009.

The Council has sought legal advice as to the sequestration of this bond.

The other options available to the Council in respect of the protected structure relate to enforcement action under Part VIII of the Planning Act and Development Acts 2000-2007 (usual enforcement), and under Part IV which deals specifically with protected structures.

In this regard an enforcement warning letter was served on 26th May 2009 for non-compliance with condition 1 and an Enforcement Notice issued on 4th September 2009 for non-compliance with this condition, specifically for the failure to provide a nursing home.

Furthermore on the basis of an inspection an enforcement notice was issued on 28th August 2009 in respect of non-compliance with condition 4, regarding the non completion of works to preserve the protected structure as specified in Schedules 2 and 3 of the Bond.

The option of pursuing enforcement proceedings under Part IV, relating to the possible endangerment of the Protected Structure is also being investigated.

In respect of the issues relating to the basement car park of the apartment development at Loreto Abbey, condition 26 of the original planning permission for this development, S00A/0554, granted by An Bord Pleanala on 23-May-2002, stated the following;
