QUESTION: Councillor C. Brophy

"To ask the Manager to include Springfield in Templeogue in the footpath repair program for this year, as the existing footpaths are in a poor state of repair and there have been a number of trip accidents particularly by senior citizens?"

REPLY:
It will not be possible to include this area in the 2009 footpath  programme as it is fully committed. A full survey of the area was carried out when the programme was being designed and all trip hazards were examined and prioritised at that time. ROLL OUT OF  TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEMES FOR THE TALLAGHT AREA
QUESTION: Councillor C. King

"To ask the Manager to report on the roll out of the current and proposed traffic calming schemes for the Tallaght area to include any funding issues that may have arisen since the last Council?"

REPLY:
Traffic Calming Programme (1) commenced in 2003 and comprised the provision of traffic calming measures in 4 residential cells and 4 roads that had specific traffic related issues in each of the 5 electoral areas in the County.  With regard to this programme in the Tallaght area the following 2 schemes have yet to be provided:-

(a)  Seskin View Avenue/Drive (Tallaght Central) 

      Public Consultation commenced in 2005.  However the submissions received showed a divergence of opinion on the proposals.

(b)  Aylesbury/Cushlawn (Tallaght South)

      Part 8 proposals approved at County Council Meeting on 9th February 2009.  The construction of this traffic calming scheme is dependant on the identification of the necessary resources.       

Traffic Calming Programme (2) comprises 4  Schemes in each of the 5 electoral areas.  The selection of each Scheme is to be made by the relevant Area Committee.  The procedure being followed is that the No.1 Scheme in each of the 5 electoral areas is complete before work is finalised on the No. 2 Scheme.

The present position of Programme 2 in the Tallaght area is as follows:-

Schemes selected to date:-

(a)   Killinarden Estate, Knockmore Estate, Donomore Estate and Hazelgrove (Tallaght South).

(b)   Cloonmore Estate, DeSelby Estate, Kiltalawn Estate,  Saggart Abbey, Carrigmore, Corbally, Fortunestown  Lane, Verschoyle and Westbrook (Tallaght South).

(c)    Forest Hills and Rathlawns, Rathcoole - now in Clondalkin electoral area.

(d)  Dangan, Shelton, Muckross, Hillsbrook & Fernhill - this scheme was selected by the former Terenure/Rathfarnham Area Committee and is now located in the Tallaght Central electoral area.

On 25th March, 2009 the Council published details of proposed traffic calming measures in this area. The closing date for submissions was 5th June, 2009.

The Council received 74 submissions in relation to this proposed scheme and these are being examined.

The funding of the traffic calming programme is currently under review.

“An application has been received from a resident of Raheen Drive to formally extinguish the public right-of-way over the existing pathway along side of 1, Raheen Drive, Tallaght, Dublin 24 due to anti-social behaviour.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Wednesday 6th May, 2009 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday 19th June, 2009.

4 objections were received from residents of 3, 4, 11 and 13 Raheen Court. A file containing the objections is available at the meeting.

Bord Gais, Eircom  and NTL have stated that they have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.

ESB have no objection but wish to be contacted before any works commence. 

Water and Drainage Sections have no objections. 

Public Lighting have no objection but draw attention to public lighting cables running in the footpath along Raheen Court and due care must be considered when excavating. 
The Roads Department would require that the applicant would construct a new footpath should the existing public right-of-way be extinguished.
The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.”

B)PROPOSED EXTINGUISHMENT OF THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY OVER GRASS VERGE TO THE SIDE OF 21 PARKVIEW, GREENHILLS ROAD, TALLAGHT, DUBLIN 24.  MAP REF.  RE 0906

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:

“The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting (2) on the Monday 27th April, 2009. 

“An application has been received from a Resident of Parkview, Greenhills Road, Tallaght, Dublin 24 to formally extinguish the public right of way over grass verge to the side of 21 Parkview, Greenhills Road, Tallaght, Dublin 24, and to effect the closure by means of incorporation into his garden.” 

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure. 

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Wednesday 6th May, 2009 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday 19th June, 2009. 

No submissions were received. 

Public Lighting have reported the following “There are 2 No. public lighting columns located at the boundary of the designated area. Theses columns are fed over head and can only be altered after consultation with the ESB and SDCC public lighting department prior to construction. These columns cannot be located behind a boundary wall as 24hr access is required for maintenance purposes.  

The applicant would be responsible for the cost of replacement/alteration/damage to public lighting equipment as deemed necessary by South Dublin County Council, Public Lighting Section. 
Water Section have stated  “a 4" watermain is located close to the boundary of No. 21 Parkview and apparently in the area of the proposed extinguishment of Public Right of Way. 

The watermain must be accessible at all times for maintenance and repair if and when necessary and the wayleave must be preserved in order to ensure supply of water to nos. 21 to 25 Parkview estate.  No structures are to be built within 3m of watermains of 4" diameter (100mm).”  

Drainage Section has no objection. 

Bord Gais have report the following “our records indicate the presence of a 63mm Medium pressure gas main at the location shown.” 
If the extinguishment was to proceed we would require access at all times to this main and a formal wayleave agreement would need to be put in place. Any building developments would also need to be the required distance from the main as per Irish Standard IS 329.   

Alternatively it might be possible to move the main but this would be subject to a suitable alternative route being available, this is a chargeable activity.” 

Eircom & NTL has no objections to the proposal.

ESB has no objection but wish to be contacted before any works commence.

In the meantime the owner has rebuilt the boundary wall to the side of his property.  Accordingly it is recommended that the public right of way at this location not be extinguished.
The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.”

REQUEST FOR ON SITE MEETING TO INVESTIGATE LOCAL RESIDENTS CONCERNS REGARDING THE FOOTPATHS IN ALDERWOOD PARK.

“That this Council Committee in view of the stated Roads Department response that no serious trip hazards were found in a recent inspection of Alderwood Park, agrees to have an on site meeting to investigate local residents concerns regarding the footpaths in this specific area.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“A full inspection of Alderwood Park was previously carried out and a number of locations requiring attention have been identified. The locations have been included on the priority list for repair, which has been the subject of previous reports to this Area Committee.

It should be noted that some of these locations were the subject of remedial actions previously in that the Roads Department replaced sections of the concrete footpath. In the interests of demonstrating the greatest value for money possible and to ensure that scarce resources are allocated to the maximum benefit, it is necessary to ensure that the underlying cause of the difficulties is addressed prior to any further remedial work to the footpaths being carried out.

It is understood that the concerns expressed in the motion may relate to a small number of locations, which might have arisen where pavement slabs have lifted / settled relative to adjoining slabs as a result of growth in the root system of the street tree in the adjacent grass verge. The Roads Department are in active consultation with the Parks Department to agree a co-ordinated phased programme which will result in the removal of a limited number of trees at selected locations and the repair and / or replacement of the sections of footpaths in question. This programme will be implemented on a phased basis as soon as the agreed co-ordination arrangements are finalised.

Having regard to the foregoing it is not considered necessary to arrange for an on site meeting to be held at this location.”

The Council commenced the current Allotment Scheme in 2006 and has  expanded and improved the facilities since that time by the provision of a water supply and parking areas.

THE DERELICT SITE OF THE FORMER GREENHILLS SHOPPING ARCADE
QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney

"To ask the Manager to outline the options available to the Council or other state body to purchase and develop the derelict site of the former Greenhills Shopping Arcade - known locally as "McHugh's" - on St James' Road, Greenhills, including the estimated cost of a Compulsory Purchase Order based on the Section 22 Notice of Determination of Market Value issued to the owner following the recent inclusion of the site on the Derelict Sites Register?"

REPLY:
The site at St James Road, Walkinstown (formerly Greenhills Shopping Arcade), Dublin 12 was entered onto the Derelict Sites Register on 19th December, 2009.  A Section 22 Notice of Determination of Market Value was then issued to the registered owner. The registered owner was informed of their right of appeal of the valuation to the Valuation Tribunal, however, as no appeal received by the Valuation Tribunal, a Section 23 Notice of Levy Demand was issued on 3rd March, 2009 demanding an annual levy of €60,000.  This levy was not paid within the two months allowed and legal proceedings have now been initiated to recover this outstanding debt.

South Dublin County Council has no plans to acquire this site by way of a Compulsory Purchase Order.

THE ENHANCEMENT OF THE CHERRYFIELD/ BEECHFIELD PARK

QUESTION: Councillor E. Walsh 
"To ask the County Manager what plans the Council has in place for the enhancement of the Cherryfield/ Beechfield Park and would he comment  in particular upon  the following matters:

1. the now 35 year vacant playground which has been a wasteground .

2. the Basketball Court which is unused and neglected and poorly delineated .

3. the Changing Rooms pavillion which has been constantly vandalised with graffiti.

Would the Manager consider the installment of palisade fencing to secure all of these facilities  (similar to the Walkinstown Resident Association site at Bunting Road nearby) with the provision of some form of  Landscaping around it.

4. Would the Manager consider the provision of an additional park bench.

5. Would the Manager instruct Council staff to inform all teams that use the facilities of the park to voluntarily remove all plastic/drink containers and cans and other litter from the park after their use of same."

REPLY:
The Parks Department has no plans at the present time to undertake major works in Beechfield Park.  Part of  the former playground site at Beechfield Park is incorporated into the basketball court and while it is acknowledged that this facility is not in active use, the Parks Department will consult with the Councils' Sports Officer to establish if there is a demand for basketball facilities in the area.  If a user group can be identified, consideration will be given to upgrading of the basketball court subject to identification of the necessary funding to undertake the works.  With regard to the changing room facilities, the Parks Department has previously arranged for the removal of graffiti as necessary and will again seek the assistance of the Council's Environmental Services Department in this matter.

It is the experience of the Parks Department that the enclosure of a public park with palisade fencing is ineffective as those intent on anti-social behaviour and acts of vandalism will force access.  Beechfield Park is currently enclosed by a surrounding boundary hedge with pedestrian access gates and it is not proposed to install palisade fencing.

The provision of an additional park bench can be considered. However, it should be noted that unfortunately, where park benches have been provided, they often become focal points for loitering by gangs of youths and locations of anti-social behaviour. 

With regard to litter control by sports clubs using the facilities at Beechfield Park, the Council's Conditions of Pitch Allocation state that 'Clubs must collect all litter from the pitch, pitch surrounds and the vicinity of the dressing rooms before and after each match/training session and dispose of the litter in a proper manner'.  A copy of these conditions is issued to each sports club with confirmation of their pitch allocation at the start of each playing season.  The clubs in question will be written to by the Parks Department to draw their attention to this specific condition

EFFECT OF NEW HEALTH AND SAFETY REGULATIONS ON THE ROLL OUT OF SERVICES
It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe, seconded by Councillor C. King;
 “That this Council Committee calls on the Parks Manager to give a detailed report regarding how new health and safety regulations interpretations are affecting the roll out of services in the area.”
The following Report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The provisions of the Health and Safety Act 2005 and the various Safety Regulations currently in force have had a profound impact in recent years on the roll out of services by the Parks Department in South Dublin. By law the County Council is required to provide a safe place of work for all it's employees and to ensure this is achieved, regular Health and Safety meetings are held with staff at Depot Level. Furthermore, detailed risk assessments and hazard control measures are carried out for each area of work and staff are required to confirm their awareness of any safety measures in place,  prior to commencing any  particular work activity.

With regard to grass cutting and tree works on public roads this is now subject to very strict Health & Safety requirements which previously did not apply. For minor roads the Health & Safety requirements have necessitated the training of Council staff in Signing Lighting and Guarding of the work area, to ensure the staff are protected within the cordoned-off area while maintenance work is taking place.  Extensive new signage for traffic control and additional staffing is required to effect these new measures.  

In the case of grass cutting and hedge maintenance on dual carriageways and major roads, additional specialized traffic management is required involving the use of crash cushion vehicles and static lane closures to protect staff working along the median strip within the area cordoned off.  To minimise traffic disruption this work can generally only be carried out early in the morning at weekends .  Due to the significant health and safety measures required to be put in place in advance of any works being carried out, the extra cost involved, the labour intensive nature of the works and the need to maintain traffic flows, the maintenance of dual carriageways and major roads can  now only be carried out on an infrequent basis.”  
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Following a discussion to which Councillors S. Crowe, C. Brophy, J. Hannon. C. King and E. Maloney contributed, Mr. B. Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised.  
The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a report would issue to a future meeting of South Dublin County Council.

LACK OF CONSISTENCY IN THE QUALITY OF GRASS CUTTING/MAINTENANCE SERVICE 
It was proposed by Councillor J. Hannon, seconded by Councillor King:
“That the lack of consistency in the quality of grass cutting/maintenance service in different parts of the Committee's area be addressed and rectified.”

The following Report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:

“The parks and open spaces in the Committee’s area are maintained from a number of work locations. While difficulties with grass cutting/maintenance service were generally experienced across the Committee's area this summer, it was also apparent that variations in service levels across different locations within the area were arising. It should be noted that similar difficulties also arose in other Committee areas with localised variations in service levels noted across the county. As a result of the observed variation in service levels as well as representations received from Elected members and also through the customer care system, a general review of the grass cutting operation across the county was undertaken. 

This initial review has not identified a significant single factor which might account for the variability in service levels that has occurred this summer. What has emerged is that a number of factors have combined at certain times and at different locations to reduce the normal frequency of grass cutting. The factors identified include an exceptionally wet summer, with rainfall 42% above normal, combined with above average temperatures resulting in heavy grass growth and soft ground, machinery resources under additional pressure because of the requirement to cut long wet grass, often in heavy rain and pressures on staff resources beyond our immediate control. 

A more extensive review of the grass cutting programme for 2009 and the resources available to carry out the grass cutting operation across the county is now underway. The purpose of the exercise is to map the resources available across the entire county, identify areas where service levels have not been achieved in 2009, identify the factors which have contributed to the lower service level and identify steps that can be taken to improve the situation for the 2010 grass cutting season. “
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Following a discussion to which Councillors J. Hannon, C. Brophy, C. King, P. Kearns and  E. Maloney contributed, Mr. Brian Sheehan, Senior Parks Superintendent, responded to queries raised. 
The report was NOTED.

REMOVAL OF THE BARRIER AT THE JUNCTION OF BAWNLEA AVENUE AND FORTUNESTOWN ROAD
It was proposed by Councillor C. King, seconded by Councillor S. Crowe:

This option is currently being examined with the Roads Department, with a view to having the works carried out as soon as possible.”

OUTLINE THE LANDSCAPING WORK TO BE CARRIED OUT ON THE ORWELL ROUNDABOUT

“As part of the 2008 Parks Works Programme, a sum of €15,000 was allocated for landscape improvement works to the Wellington/Orwell Roundabout.  These works commenced during the latter part of 2008 and were suspended due to unfavourable weather conditions and staffing constraints.  The Parks Department reviewed the design details for the scheme and the necessary materials were ordered and delivered during early 2009.  However, due to ongoing staffing constraints and the consequent demands particularly of the seasonal grass cutting programme it has not been possible to advance the works as planned over the summer period.  Arrangements are now being made to complete the proposed works on the roundabout and it is envisaged that these works will be completed by the end of October.  Approximately €10,000 has been spent in recent months on the purchase of major items of materials to complete the works including stone and plants and the balance of funding is committed for the necessary machine hire and remaining materials to be sourced once work is underway.”
