REMOVAL OF THE ILLEGAL MAST AT COOKSTOWN ROAD
It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe, seconded by Councillor M. Corr :
“This Committee concerned at the long delay in relation to the removal of the illegal mast located at Cookstown Road, Tallaght and opposite St Marks Community School calls on the Manager to give a comprehensive report outlining if the mast is still in situ, the reasons behind the long delays in this case, and the next  steps, if any, this Council proposes to take in view of the court decision on this matter.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Enforcement File No. S4610 refers.   Complaints were received in relation to the erection of a mobile telecom mast at the above lands. The matter was investigated and an Enforcement Notice was served on 21st February 2008 requiring the removal of the telecommunications support mast and all associated equipment/cabinet in its entirety. As the Enforcement Notice was not complied with Legal Proceedings were initiated.  Following a further inspection on 8th October 2009 the Planning Inspector reported that the telecommunication support mast and antenna had been removed together with associated equipment and cabinets.   Accordingly as the Enforcement Notice had been complied with the Court case listed for the 13th October 2009 was struck out.

However, the Inspector also noted that a new mast has been erected for use in connection with a taxi service at this location. Notwithstanding the grant of permission in 2003 for "..... the retention of radio mast and of existing cabin as taxi control office" at this location under Register Reference SD03A/0317 it is the Council's view that the mast now erected is unauthorised development. A Warning Letter in this regard was issued on 15th October last. A Warning Letter has also issued regarding the use of a workshop for commercial motor repairs or other commercial business.”

There is an overall waiting list of approximately 430 at present for allotments.

The Council has examined the potential to extend the current Allotment Scheme throughout the County, and it has been agreed to extend the allotment facility at Friarstown, Bohernahreena.  This extension of Friarstown is currently being examined and it is expected works will proceed in the near future.

THE DERELICT SITE BESIDE THE TRADERS PUB, LIMEKILN
QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe

"To ask the Manager will he give a report outlining the fines imposed on the owners of the derelict site located beside the Traders Pub, Limekiln, for non compliance and will he make a statement on the matter regarding what measures he has taken to recover these demands and bring about improvements to the site?"

REPLY:
The site at St James Road, Walkinstown (formerly Greenhills Shopping Arcade), Dublin 12, was entered onto the Derelict Sites Register on 19th December, 2009.  A Section 22 Notice of Determination of Market Value was then issued to the registered owners.  The registered owner was informed of their right of appeal of the valuation to the Valuation Tribunal, however, as no appeal was received by the Valuation Tribunal, a Section 23 Notice of Levy Demand was issued on 3rd March, 2009, demanding an annual levy of  €60,000.  This levy was not paid within the two months allowed, therefore, legal proceedings have now been initiated to recover this outstanding debt.

CATHAOIRLEACHS BUSINESS
INCURSIONS BY BIKES AND QUADS  AROUND ST MARK’S GAA CLUB 
It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe, seconded by Councillor J. Hannon:
“This Committee calls on the Manager in view of ongoing complaints regarding incursions by bikes and quads on football pitches in and around St Marks GAA club and bearing in mind the added time and financial costs involved in repairing the damage caused by these illegal incursions, can he agree to look at new measures, and liaise with the Garda Authorities and discuss ways of tackling and eliminating this and other similar problems in the area.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The illegal use of  motorbikes and quads is a problem throughout many of the parks in South Dublin.  The best way to control anti social behaviour such as this is the presence of full time local staff who have responsibility for the maintenance of the park in question.  Other than the parks where staff report for duty, our staff only visit parks when carrying out routine maintenance or development works. The Park Rangers also patrol our parks and do provide a form of deterrent for this type of behaviour, in particular during the summer months when they are on duty up to 9.00pm and at the weekends. 

In previous meetings with officials of St. Mark's G.A.A. Club the issue of quads and motorbikes abusing the pitches in Butler McGee Park was raised and the Parks Department has now installed an anti-motorcycle gate at the main access to the Park, adjacent to their clubhouse. The Parks Department has also recently been in contact with An Garda Siochána and has requested the deployment of the new Garda Scrambler Unit throughout the parks in West Tallaght, in an effort to deal effectively with this problem and to enforce the Park Bye Laws. It is hoped that An Garda  Siochána will have this dedicated Unit in place in the near future, when the necessary Garda training has been completed. In the meantime, staff in the Parks Department will endeavour to identify any new measures or actions that can be taken to deter this form of anti-social behaviour.”
Following a discussion, to which Councillor S. Crowe and Councillor J. Hannon contributed, Mr. J. Kilgarriff, Administrative Officer, replied to queries raised.

WATER-FOUNTAIN AT WATERGATE PARK

"That this Committee mindful of the energy costs of keeping the water-fountain at Watergate Park , operational on a 24 hour basis, requests the Manager to explore alternative methods of having this fountain operational, during the hours of daylight, in this the premier park in Tallaght.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The operating hours of the fountain in Sean Walsh Park, which is an important feature in the Tallaght area, have unfortunately had to be restricted this year in an effort to reduce ongoing energy costs to the County Council. In addition to the cost of operation, there are also issues relating to spillage of water from the fountain onto nearby footpaths in the park during windy weather, which would require further works to resolve.  

The fountain currently operates in the middle of the day, seven days a week from 12.00 noon until 3.00 p.m. in the afternoon.  Up to this year, the monthly E.S.B. bill for operating the fountain for the period 7.00 a.m. to 9.00 p.m. was approx. €2,300 per month. The cost of operating the fountain on the restricted hours based on the estimated bills currently to hand, is now approx €850 per month.

Staff are considering the operation of the fountain for shorter intervals interspersed throughout the day, rather than running it continuously from 12.00 noon to 3.00pm each day.” 
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Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Maloney, D. Looney, C. King, C. Brophy and J. Hannon contributed, Mr. J. Kilgarriff, Administrative Officer, replied to queries raised. The report was NOTED.

FORMER PLAYGROUND SITE AT BEECHFIELD PARK

It was proposed by Councillor E. Walsh, seconded by Councillor C. Brophy:
" 1. Ask the Council that it would consider securing the close environs of the changing rooms with a fence similar to the nearby premises on Bunting Road in order to prevent vandalism and graffiti.

2. Would the Council make a decision as to the future of the defunct 35 year idle playground and would it install paybars or exercise bars for children/adults on the site . Alternatively to cover it in and make a flowerbed of same.

3. Research the need for a basketball court where according to residents no team has ever played the game since its inception.

4. In the interim to remove the graffiti (some of it of an obscene nature) from the pavillion.”

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“It is the experience of the Parks Department that the enclosure of a building within a public park with palisade fencing is ineffective as those intent on anti-social behaviour and acts of vandalism will force access.  Beechfield Park is currently enclosed by a surrounding boundary hedge with pedestrian access gates and it is not proposed to install palisade fencing.

Part of  the former playground site at Beechfield Park is incorporated into the basketball court and while it is acknowledged that this facility is not in active use, the Parks Department will consult with the Councils' Sports Officer to establish if there is a demand for basketball facilities in the area.  If a user group can be identified, consideration will be given to upgrading of the basketball court subject to identification of the necessary funding to undertake the works.  If there is no identifiable local interest in basketball, consideration can be given to the removal of the hard surface and its replacement with soft landscaping treatment subject to the identification of the necessary funding.   

With regard to the changing room facilities, the Parks Department has previously arranged for the removal of graffitti. The financial provision in the Parks Budget in 2009 for the removal of grafitti is exhausted. The removal of graffiti will be listed for attention in the context of the 2010 provision.” 
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Following a discussion to which Councillors E. Walsh, D. Looney, C. King, C. Brophy and S. Crowe contributed, Ms. M. Keenan, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, responded. The report was NOTED.

Report:-
The following report was submitted to the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting (2) on Monday 27th April, 2009.

“An application has been received from a resident of Raheen Drive to formally extinguish the public right-of-way over the existing pathway along side of 1, Raheen Drive, Tallaght, Dublin 24 due to anti-social behaviour.”

Following consideration of the report, it was agreed to initiate the procedure.

The proposal to extinguish the public right-of-way was advertised in the Echo on Wednesday 6th May, 2009 and signs were erected on site in accordance with Section 73 of the Roads Act, 1993.  The latest date for receipt of objections, representations and requests for an oral hearing was Friday 19th June, 2009.

4 objections were received from residents of 3, 4, 11 and 13 Raheen Court. A file containing the objections is available at the meeting.

Bord Gais, Eircom  and NTL have stated that they have no objections to the proposed extinguishment.

ESB have no objection but wish to be contacted before any works commence. 

Water and Drainage Sections have no objections. 

Public Lighting have no objection but draw attention to public lighting cables running in the footpath along Raheen Court and due care must be considered when excavating. 
The Roads Department would require that the applicant would construct a new footpath should the existing public right-of-way be extinguished.
The decision regarding the extinguishment of a public right-of-way and the granting of an oral hearing is a reserved function of the Council. 

Any recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the attention of the Council.”

REPORT ON OLD BAWN ROAD QUALITY BUS CORRIDOR.
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Old Bawn Road QBC forms part of the QBC Network linking The Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC to the proposed Tallaght QBC Enhancements (The N81). The scheme consists of 695m of QBC in the southbound direction and 315m in the northbound direction. The sections of bus lanes proposed are as follows: 

 Southbound (695 m of bus lane)

1.       235 m of bus lane from a point 120 m south of Mountain Park to Seskin View Road.

2.       460 m of bus lane from Parkwood Park to Firhouse Road.

Northbound (315 m of bus lane)
1.       85 m of bus lane from Parkwood Park to Seskin View Road.

2.       230 m of bus lane from a point 80 m south of Mountain Park to the N81.

The Scheme has the potential to provide considerable benefits for public transport users on the route as follows: 

· There will be significant time savings for a large number of bus passengers.  

· As the number of general traffic lanes remains unchanged, there is no significant impact on journey times for general traffic.  

· Improvements to pedestrian and cycle facilities including cycle tracks and /or bus and cycle lanes, the full length of the scheme on both sides. 

· It will link to the proposed Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC of which Phase I (between Old Bawn Rd and Ballycullen Road) has been constructed while Phase II (From Woodstown to N81) has just commenced construction.   

· It will also link to the Tallaght QBC Enhancement (The N81) which is currently at preliminary design stage and which it is envisaged that it will commence Part 8 public consultation in November 2009.  

Subject to the agreement of the Area Committee. it is proposed to initiate a Part 8 public consultation process under the Planning & Development Regulations in the immediate future. The cost of the scheme will be funded from the DTO’s Annual Traffic Management Grant programme.”
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Mr. T. Curtin, Administrative Officer, summarised the REPORT.

contributed, Mr T. Curtin, Administrative Officer, and Mr A. Gallagher, Project Engineer, QBN , replied to queries raised.

TRAFFIC VOLUMES IN THE SILKEN PARK KINGSWOOD CROSS AREA

“The Council has received representations on behalf of residents of Silken Park, Brownsbarn Wood and Brownbarn Court areas in relation to the speed of construction vehicles on the Old Naas Road.  This representation also requested the provision of a Stop Sign at the exit from Silken Park onto the Old Naas Road.

As Silken Park is not in the maintenance or charge of the Council, the Council are unable to install the requested Stop Sign.  This matter can be taken up with the Developer of the estate. 

A number of Speed Limit Repeater Signs (60kmph) were recently installed on the Old Naas Road. 

It is proposed to install Double Yellow Lines on the west side of the Old Naas Road opposite the entrance to Brownsbarn Gardens to improve visibility and safety at this location.  This work has been allocated to the Contractor and it is anticipated that the lines should be installed shortly. 

The issue of speeding on this road and parking on existing double yellow lines has also been referred to the local Gardai for their attention.”
