PARKING ARRANGEMENTS AT THE SQUARE AND TALLAGHT STADIUM

FETTTERCAIRN COMMUNITY CENTRE
It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe and seconded by Councillor D. Looney: 
“This Council Committee in view of the obvious concerns in relation to quality and value for money calls on the Manager to give an updated report in relation the leaking roof in the newly refurbished Fettercairn Community Centre.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Manager of Fettercairn Community Centre made direct contact with the main contactor who carried out the refurbishment of the Centre to report the problem with the leaking roof.

The Consultant Architect for the project has spoken to Ms Mary Keegan of the Fettercairn Community Centre and has submitted the following report to the Council. 

“There are two separate leaks in the Community Centre.

Leak 1

This is occurring in the old section of roof. This was constructed around 10 years ago and has always been troublesome. The original contractor for this went bankrupt during the works, which were never properly completed. Stop-gap repairs have been carried out from time to time. Management of the Community Centre have secured funds to carry out comprehensive repairs and these are to commence shortly.
Leak 2
This is occurring in the recently constructed sports hall. The contractor concerned has been contacted and has arranged for a roofing expert to inspect the roof. To carry this inspection out safely, specialist gear is needed and this will be available within the next 7-15 working days. In advance of this inspection, the most likely causes of the leaks and possible remedies are as set out in the table below.

	Repairs or modifications depending on the nature of the problem. The cost of this will be dependent on the nature and cause of the leak


The first two causes will be relatively straightforward and will require no input from the Community Centre or SDCC. Defects of this nature are covered by the form of contract used in this project and it is the management and application of this contract that ensures quality control. If in rare occurrences a defect due to non-adherence to the terms and conditions of the contract appears the contractor is liable to remedy this defect.

If, however, vandalism is the cause the cost will fall on the community centre or its insurers. Steps will have to be taken to ensure that vandals can’t access the roof, which is very high and not easily accessible. Cause 4 is the least likely, but should this turn out to be the cause of the leak, it will be assessed when we have the specialist report to hand.

To sum up, the leaks to the older section are not new, but money is available to remedy this. The cause of the leaks in the new sports hall is not known yet, an inspection is in hand, as soon as the results of this is known, the Council will be informed.”

GENERAL MAINTENANCE IN CEMETERIES IN THE TALLAGHT CENTRAL WARD IN 2009
QUESTION: Councillor C. Brophy

"To ask the Manager to supply details on the exact costs of grass cutting and other general maintenance in cemeteries in the Tallaght central ward in 2009. Can the Manager also indicate if this work was carried out by Contractors or Council staff and if so did it involve overtime payments?"

REPLY:
The costs incurred to date in 2009 by the Council for the maintenance of Bohernabreena Cemetary are estimated to be in the region of €291,332. This cost includes staff, materials, equipment and waste disposal. The Council hires a JCB for removal of waste from bunkers and other necessary maintenance tasks and this cost is in the region of €18,900 for Bohernabreena Cemetery.

The costs incurred to date in 2009 by the Council for the maintenance of Templeogue Cemetery are estimated to be in the region of €46,243. This cost includes staff, materials, equipment and waste disposal. The Council hires a JCB for removal of waste from bunkers and other necessary maintenance tasks and this cost is in the region of €3,000 for Templeogue Cemetary.

In the weeks prior to each of the annual masses some of the grass cutting and general maintenance was carried out on Saturdays which involved maintenance staff working overtime.

QUESTION: Councillor D. Looney

"To ask the Manager to report on inspection, cleansing, litter removal and other environmental services action taken on Keadeen Walkway, Greenpark, Dublin 12, and to make a statement on the matter?"

In general, walkways such as the one in Keadeen, Greenhills will be inspected by the local Anti-Litter Warden and any litter or other material found will be inspected for evidence to support a fine or prosecution under the Litter Pollution Act, 1997, as amended, and the area will then be listed by the Warden for clean-up by the Cleansing Section.  The Warden covers a wide area but tries to ensure that any areas that are regularly littered are inspected routinely on patrol.  However, if complaints are received from customers regarding any dumping or excessive litter, the Warden will respond accordingly and arrange an inspection forthwith. 

The most recent litter pick and general clean-up at this location was carried out in July.  In addition, on foot of receipt of this Motion, the Warden has inspected the area and reports that it is slightly littered and there is also a tyre dumped there so he has requested that Cleansing attend and remove same

·        Dwelling inspected and found to be in satisfactory condition 
Applications will be accepted for inclusion on the Transfer list on the basis of the following criteria only and considered on the basis of date of application:
 (a)    Exceptional medical/compassionate grounds (Regard to be had for report from Council’s Medical Advisors/Housing Welfare Officers as appropriate)
(b)   On grounds of anti-social behaviour where a Garda Superintendent has stated that there is a risk to personal safety
(c)    Older Persons (aged 55 or over) downsizing accommodation
(d)   Transfer applicants downsizing to the specific unit size of accommodation that matches their need according to section 8 of Part 2 of this Scheme.
(e)    Overcrowding
(f)     Tenants other than those in categories (c) and (d) above downsizing accommodation to make better use of housing stock

CATHAOIRLEACH’S BUSINESS
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE HOMELESS STRATEGY
It was proposed by Councillor S. Crowe and seconded by Councillor C. King:              
“This Council Committee agrees to set aside a suitable time, venue and space to discuss in depth, the new implications involved around the full implementation of the present Government's Homeless Strategy and how it will impact on this Local Authorities Housing Allocations  policies and the Housing Allocations List for Tallaght South and Central.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The vision contained in the Homeless Agency's Action Plan 2007-2010 is the ending of long term homelessness and the need to sleep rough in Dublin by the end of 2010.This vision is underpinned by three strategic aims:

-The prevention of homelessness.

-The provision of effective services in each of the four Dublin local authority areas.

-The provision of sufficient long term housing with appropriate supports as required.

In conjunction with the implementation of the Homeless Strategy, Pathway to Home, from the 1st January 2010 the Homeless Persons Unit, which is located in the City Centre and provides an assessment and placement service to the 4 Dublin Authorities on an agency basis, will be disbanded.  From that date on all who are presenting as homeless will have to call to the relevant Council and will be assessed and placed by that Council.    South Dublin County Council has begun the process of establishing a unit to specifically address the needs of homeless persons who present from that date.

While it is the intention that all emergency accommodation for homeless persons should be in their own County it is recognised that this is not possible in the short term and the existing emergency accommodation in use will continue for some time to allow an orderly withdrawal from it and its replacement in the other Counties. 

It is also the aim to ensure that emergency accommodation is returned to its original intention of being short term support for homeless and to this end to move all persons accommodated in such accommodation into mainstream housing within 6 months.  To enable this, the DOEHLG have provided 2 targeted schemes to address the long term housing needs of people progressing from emergency to independent living.  These schemes are known as Support to live independently (SLI) and Homeless RAS initiative.

Both of these schemes envisage the procurement of accommodation largely in the private sector on a long term basis.  In the case of SLI accommodation with low to medium supports will be provided on a reducing basis for a period through a general support service which the DOEHLG and Homeless Agency are in the process of procuring.  RAS option will accommodate those who have little or no support requirements.   Tenants allocated housing under the schemes will be required to pay a rent based on the Differential Rent Scheme.

The DOEHLG have indicated that the funding of the strategy will come from the proceeds of savings on emergency accommodation which is currently being used as mainstream housing. 

The Council's Scheme of Letting Priorities sets out the criterion for eligibility for housing based on homeless priority. It is not envisaged that these criterions will need to be amended at this time.  The receipt of applications for housing accommodation has significantly increased in 2009 and in line with current practice those applying for housing on the grounds of homelessness are placed on the Homeless Register for priority housing and are not included on the Housing List. 
The Council is fully committed to implementation of the Homeless Strategy and will continue to develop the provision of local responses to meet the needs of homeless applicants within the Council's administrative area.” Bottom of Form
