Section 19 of the Local Government Act 2001 provides that a casual vacancy 
shall be filled by the co-option by the local authority of a person to fill the 
vacancy, subject to such person being nominated by the same registered political 
party who nominated for election or co-option the member who caused the casual 
vacancy, and that such co-option shall be made at the next meeting of the local 
authority after the expiration of 14 days from the occurrence of the vacancy or as soon 
after the expiration of the 14 days as circumstances permit.


By email dated 2nd October 2007 Mr. Patrick Cosgrave has been duly nominated by 
the Labour Party, being the registered political party who nominated Cllr. White 
for 
election.


In accordance with Section 19(5) Mr. Cosgrave’s written consent to his proposed 
co-option has been received.


It is now a matter for the Council to co-opt the new Member in accordance with the 
procedure set out in Section 19(3) of the Local Government Act, 2001.”

c) Audit Committee Membership and Draft Charter

“The following report was presented to the Members at the Organisation, 
Procedure and Finance Committee Meeting held on 20th September 2007:


 “Circular F11/07 (23rd May 2007) relating to the Audit Function in Local 
Authorities, provides for an enhanced role for audit committees in accordance with the Local Government (Business Improvement Districts) Act 2006. 


These new provisions reflect best practice and developments in corporate 
governance in both the public and private sectors, and also flow from 
recommendations in Report No. 23 by the Value for Money Unit of the Local 
Government Audit Service on the Development of Internal Audit in Local 
Authorities. 


The functions of an audit committee under the new provisions are to:


§ review financial and budgetary reporting practices and procedures 


§ foster the development of best practice in the internal audit function


§ review auditors’ reports and special reports and assess follow-up action by 
management


§ assess and promote efficiency and value for money


§ review risk management systems


§ make such recommendations to the authority as the committee considers 
appropriate in relation to the foregoing


The new provisions provide for the making of regulations by the Minister in relation to the membership of audit committees, the holding of meetings, reporting, performance of the functions of an audit committee, etc. Pending the making of regulations, each city and county council is now requested to 
put in place arrangements for the setting up of an audit committee as early as 
possible and not later than end October 2007.


Membership of the South Dublin County audit committee shall be 7 members, 
including at least 4 external members, and not more than 3 serving or retired 
Councillors. The committee shall be:

· established by resolution of the Council with the external members being approved by the Council on the nomination of the Manager following 
consultation with the Mayor


at least two of the external members should have financial management/audit 
expertise


The chair of a committee will be selected by its members and, in line with best practice, will be one of the external members

· Council officials cannot be committee members

· Appointments to a committee will be for the duration of the elected council

· should be at least four meetings per year

· The quorum will be four members”


It is now necessary to:

· agree on the appointment of the three councillor / former councillor members of the committee and 

· agree on the attached draft charter under which the audit committee will operate. 

A report will be submitted to the October Council meeting to approve the membership and charter for the audit committee.

Audit Committee Charter


Role of the Committee


The Audit Committee will have an independent role in advising the Council on financial reporting processes, internal control, risk management and audit matters, as part of the systematic review of the control environment and governance procedures of the Council.


The Committee will have a role in promoting good accounting practices, ensuring better and more informed decision-making, and improving the focus on value for money throughout the organisation. It will also support the work of the Internal Audit Unit and advise the Manager in relation to the operation and development of the Unit.


The Committee’s role is advisory. 


Functions


The functions of the Committee shall be to:

· Review the Council’s financial and budgetary reporting practices and procedures,

· Generally foster the development of best practice in the internal audit function and, as part of this:


o Review the internal audit charter and bring any recommendations to the attention of the Manager,


o Review and assess the draft annual internal audit plan, 


o Monitor implementation of the internal audit plan on a quarterly basis and the extent to which audit objectives are being achieved, 


o Assess the outcome of the internal audit process, having regard to any findings and recommendations of the internal audit unit and management responses thereto, 


o Assess the implementation of agreed corrective actions by management having regard to follow-up audits, 


o Review the report of audit activities by the Internal Audit Unit, within three months of the year end, 

· Request special reports from Internal Audit as considered appropriate,

· Review Local Government Auditors’ reports, and assess management response and follow-up actions,

· Assess and promote value for money/efficiency, including collection performance across income streams, 

· · Consider whether processes are in place to manage risks effectively, in accordance with organisational guidelines and business plans, 

· · Report to the Council at least annually, and in any event within three months of the end of each calendar year, providing such advice and making such recommendations, if any, to the Council as the committee considers appropriate. 


Membership


The audit committee shall have seven members including at least four external 
members and not more than three serving or retired Councillors.


The Committee will be established by resolution of the Council and the external members will be approved by the Council on the nomination of the Manager following consultation with the Mayor. Appointments to the Committee shall be for the duration of the elected Council, with subsequent committees to be established within three months of the first meeting of each council.


The Chair of the Committee shall be selected by its members, and shall be one 
of the external members.


At least two of the external members should have financial management/audit expertise. Training and support should be provided to assist members in discharging their functions. 


Meetings


The Committee shall meet at least four times a year. The quorum necessary for the transaction of business shall be four members. In the absence of the chairperson, those present shall select a chairperson for the meeting. A copy of the minutes of meetings shall be forwarded to the Manager.


The Manager, Directors of Service (including the Head of Finance) and the Head of the Internal Audit Unit should attend meetings, when requested to do so by the committee. 


The Manager will facilitate the Committee in relation to briefings required by them from him/her and/or other council officials. 


Independence


The committee shall be independent in the performance of its functions and 
responsibilities and shall not be subject to direction or control from any other party. 


Working Procedures


The Committee will adopt its own working procedures, which may include as necessary the commissioning of independent professional advice following due notice to the Council and the Manager.


Access

The Chairperson of the Committee, or any other member of the committee acting with the specific authority of the Chairperson, will have the right of access to the Manager and to the Mayor of the Council.


The Chairperson of the Committee will invite the relevant Local Government Auditor to meet the Committee at least once a year to discuss matters of mutual interest.


The Local Government Auditor or the Head of the Internal Audit Unit may, with the agreement of the chairperson of the committee, request a meeting to discuss a matter of exceptional importance. 


The Local Government Auditor and the Head of Internal Audit may communicate with the Committee as they consider necessary.


Reporting


In presenting a report to the Council, the committee shall simultaneously forward a copy


of the report to the Manager.


Following presentation of an annual or other report by the committee, the Council will be entitled to discuss the findings with the Manager.


Amendment of Charter


This Charter may be amended or updated by resolution of the Council.

Report on Strategic Environment Assessment (SEA) 
of the Greater Dublin Strategic Drainage Study (GDSDS) 


The following report was circulated in advance of the meeting.

“1.0 Background

In June 2001, the seven local authorities in the Greater Dublin Area commenced the 
Greater Dublin Strategic Drainage Study (hereafter referred to as GDSDS). The study 
was completed in April 2005, and presented to the SDCC Environment SPC at its 
meeting 
on 7th September 2005. 


The purpose of the GDSDS was to carry out a strategic analysis of the existing foul 
and surface water systems in the local authority areas of Dublin City, Fingal, South 
Dublin, 
Dun-Laoghaire-Rathdown and the adjacent catchments of Counties Meath, 
Kildare and Wicklow, and to set out the requirements for long-term future drainage 
requirements in the Greater Dublin Area up to 2031.


Following completion of the study, certain of its recommendations have been 
advanced such as policies for practices in key areas such as: new developments, 
environmental management, inflow/infiltration etc.


The GDSDS also recommended a strategy for future wastewater treatment 
infrastructure. In November 2006, it was decided to undertake a strategic 
environmental assessment (SEA) of this strategy and this report sets out the purpose 
and procedures of an SEA.


2.0 What is SEA?


SEA is a formal, systematic evaluation of the likely significant environmental effects 
of implementing a plan or programme before a decision is made to proceed.  SEA in 
Ireland is based on the SEA Directive and this EU Directive 2001/41/EC (relating to 
assessment of the effects of certain plans and programmes on the environment 
known 
as the “SEA Directive”) came into force in Ireland in July 2004. 


The main objective of the SEA Directive is to “provide for a high level of protection 
for the environment and to contribute to the integration of environmental 
considerations into the preparation and adoption of plans and programmes with a 
view to 
promoting sustainable development.”


3.0 Why is SEA being undertaken in relation to the GDSDS?


The statutory requirement to carry out an SEA was introduced into Irish law after the 
GDSDS process was well underway, and therefore it was not required to carry out an 
SEA regarding the GDSDS. However, the local authorities view SEA as an important 
exercise in meeting best practice standards and therefore have decided that the 
Strategy regarding future infrastructure will be subject to an SEA to ensure that 
environmental issues have been taken into consideration. 


The local authorities have appointed external consultants to carry out the SEA. The 
consultants are Mott MacDonald Pettit Limited and ERM Environmental Resources 
Management Ireland Limited (ERM Ireland). 


4.0 What are the requirements of the SEA process?


There are four main requirements of the SEA process:

· The preparation of a Environmental Report, where the likely significant 
environmental effects are identified and evaluated. The Draft Environmental 
Report will summarise the likely significant environmental effects and 
mitigation measures to minimise such adverse impacts.

· Consultation with the public, environmental authorities, and any EU Member 
State affected, on the draft Environmental Report and draft plan or 
programme.

· Consideration of the findings in the Draft Environmental Report and the 
outcome of the consultations, to form part of decision whether to adopt or 
modify the draft plan or programme.

· 
Publicising the decision on adoption of the plan or programme and 
how the SEA influenced the outcome. 


5.0 Proposed steps in the GDSDS SEA process


In meeting these four requirements, the following steps will be followed regarding 
the SEA of the GDSDS Strategy:

	SEA stage
	Description

	1. Review of GDSDS documentation
	All existing GDSDS documentation information to be reviewed. This stage was completed by the consultants in December 2006.

	2. SEA Scoping Report
	A draft SEA Scoping Report will be prepared by the consultants which will outline the scope or range of issues which will be examined in the Environmental Report.

	3. Preparation of draft Environmental Report
	The draft Environmental Report will report on an environmental appraisal of the alternative strategies and options and report on the preferred option(s), and the reason for choosing these option(s).

The draft Report will then summarise all likely significant environmental effects which may arise as a result of the chosen option GDSDS. The draft Report will recommend mitigation measures to address any potential adverse significant environmental effects. 

	4. Public consultation
	An extensive public consultation strategy will be undertaken on the draft Environmental Report. Consultation events will take place in all seven Local Authority areas and this will be supplemented by media and web-based information briefing sessions. This public consultation exercise will be a minimum of four weeks duration and is likely to take place in June/July 2007.

	5. Finalisation of Environmental Report
	All submissions received during the public consultation event will be reviewed and considered in the final Environmental Report. The consideration of such submissions is a central requirement in the SEA process. Monitoring measures will also be proposed to monitor the potential significant environmental effects. 

	6. Preparation of SEA Statement
	The final stage in the SEA process is the preparation of an SEA Statement, which summarises how the SEA process influenced the GDSDS Strategy.  The GDSDS Strategy, finalised in April 2005, may be amended in light of the findings and conclusions in the final Environmental Report. It is proposed to conclude the GDSDS SEA process by September 2007.”

Report on Waste Mangement (End of Life Vehicles) Regulations 2006 


The following report was circulated in advance of the meeting.

Overview of the Regulations


Background/Targets Required


“The Waste Management (End of Life Vehicles) Regulations 2006 place obligations 
on producers – vehicle manufacturers and importers – to establish national collection 
systems for the appropriate treatment and recovery of end-of-life vehicles.  Typically, 
an end-of-life vehicle will be a passenger car or a light commercial van that the 
registered owner wishes to dispose of as waste.  From 1st January 2007 owners of 
intact end-of-life cars and vans must deposit them free-of-charge at authorised 
treatment facilities.


Under the regulations, each vehicle producer’s national collection system is required 
to have at least one authorised treatment facility (ATF) in every City and County 
Council 
area that will provide free take-back for vehicles of that producer’s brand or 
for 
which that producer has responsibility.  Producers are required to have 
additional 
authorised treatment facilities in place in those counties and cities with a 

larger population base (i.e one additional facility for each additional 150,000 
persons 
in the relevant county or city).


The regulations also introduce new environmental standards to ensure that when a 
car is scrapped, as much material as possible is recovered and recycled and that it 
takes place in a way that does not harm the environment.  Under the regulations, 
producers and authorised treatment facilities are required to meet new recovery and 
recycling targets for end-of-life vehicles of –

· 85% reuse/recovery by average weight per vehicle deposited for appropriate 
treatment by 1st January 2006 (to include 80% materials recycling); and 

· 95% reuse/recovery by 1st January 2015 (to include 85% materials 
recycling).


Authorised Treatment Facilities (ATF’s)


An authorised treatment facility is a facility where the collection and storage and 
treatment of end-of-life vehicles may take place.  Authorised treatment facilities must 
operate under a waste licence or waste permit, as appropriate, in accordance with 
Section 39 of the Waste Management Acts and any Regulations made therunder.  A 
facility should meet the standards set out in the Second Schedule of the Regulations, 
which are in accordance with the provisions of Annex 1 of Directive 2000/53/EC, in 
order to be granted a permit or license to operate as an authorised treatment facility.  
An authorised treatment facility may participate in a producer’s national collection or 
may operate independent of any producer’s system.  


Producers Responsibility


This is a producer responsibility initiative based on the Polluter Pays Principle.  Under 
the Regulations and in broad terms, obligations are imposed inter alia on producers 
to establish national collection systems – comprising of authorised treatment facilities 
– for the appropriate treatment and recovery of end-of-life vehicles, register with 
each local authority and submit an Implementation Plan/Annual Report/ Registration 
Fee, keep records, restrict the use of specified hazardous substances in the 
manufacture of vehicles, use component and material coding standards, provide 
technical documentation on request and make available dismantling information for 
new vehicles within six months of their being placed on the market.


While the Directive allows for either a collective scheme or an “own marque” self-
compliance approach, collective schemes by their very nature are voluntary and in 
the case of Ireland the necessary consensus between the relevant stakeholders did 
not emerge notwithstanding the lengthy and protracted negotiations held since the 
formal adoption of the Directive.  Consequently, the Regulations provide solely for an 
“own marque” system of self-compliance.


Public Responsibility


Under article 35 of the Regulations, where the register4ed owner of a specified vehicle 
intends to discard that vehicle as waste, he or she is required to deposit that vehicle 
at an authorised treatment facility for appropriate treatment and recovery.


Certificates of Destruction


From the 1st January 2007 onwards, on the deposit of an end-of-life vehicle at an 
authorised treatment facility for appropriate treatment and recovery, the owner or 
operator of that facility shall issue a certificate of destruction to the registered owner, 
an authorised person of a local authority or a member of An Garda Siochana and all 
relevant information relating to that certificate of destruction shall be noted on the 
National Vehicle File.


Current Situation in South Dublin County


While a number of Implementation Plans were submitted, for approval to the Council 
(as required) by producers, no plans have been yet approved.  No Authorised 
Treatment Facility (ATF) has been established in South Dublin County Council to 
date.  
The Council is in regular contact with the Department of the Environment 
Heritage and Local Government in this regard, and in correspondence with the 
producers.


Prior to the introduction of the End of Life Vehicle Regulations, the Council has been 
providing a service of removal and disposal of vehicles.


The Council provides a service whereby householders may, on payment of a charge 
to cover the Councils costs, have their car removed and disposed of.  However, when 
the End of Life Vehicles Regulations become fully operative, the registered owner of 
a vehicle who decides to discard that vehicle as waste will be required by law to 
deposit 
that vehicle at an Authorised Treatment Facility (ATF) for safe and environmentally 
sound 
disposal, free of charge.


Apart from the collection of vehicles from those who wish to dispose of them, the 
Council also currently arranges for the collection of abandoned and burnt out cars 
and for their safe disposal.  


The above arrangements will continue in place and will be reviewed on an ongoing 
basis having regard to the progression of the End of Life Vehicle Regulations in the 
county.  


Prior to these Regulations coming into force, those companies involved in car 

dismantling required permits under the Waste Management Act 1996.   These 
regulations applied to those who were at the level of an ATF but not all car 
dismantlers will be or choose to be an ATF.  Their regulatory regime will continue to 
be the Waste Management Permit Regulations.


M. Coleman, Senior Executive Officer, SDCC gave a Powerpoint Presentation to the 
committee.  Following contributions from Cllr K. Warren, Cllr M. Corr, Cllr T. 
McDermott and Cllr G. O’Connell, M. Coleman, M. Pyne and D. Finch responded to 
any matters raised and the report was NOTED.

Report on Sustainability 

The following report was circulated at the meeting & presented by Ms. M. Ni 
Dhomhnaill.


“At the meeting of the Committee held on the 8th November 2006 it was agreed that 
the Action on Sustainability contained in the County Strategy should be advanced.”


County Development Board Sustainability Action:


Progress report on the Sustainability Action outlined in the County Strategy 
Implementation Report (Priority Action 22) –


 “To develop understanding and promote the organisational role in relation to 
environmental sustainability through the establishment of effective structures for 
collaboration across and between organisations, businesses, local communities and 
young people”.


Requests have been issued to organisations on the County Development Board to 
nominate a representative to a sustainable environment group to promote 
sustainable issues within the County. Once nominations have been received, a 
workshop will be arranged to establish guidelines for the group and prepare a work 
plan.


Sustainable Fuel Project:


The Council’s Mechanical Section (within Environmental Services Department) is 
pursuing a number of proposals in relation to sustainable energy use and is liaising 
with a number of other Local Authorities regarding the use of renewable energy 
sources 
for the Council fleet.  Initiatives being examined and progressed are:

· A Parks Department vehicle being converted to run on rapeseed oil and the 
performance of this vehicle will be closely monitored.  

· The possibility of purchasing bio-diesel diesel which will be used to run 
approximately 20 vehicles from the Council’s fleet.

· The Council also proposes to purchase a vehicle for use on the 
Council’s 
Golf Course which will run on bio-ethanol.  

· The technology in the use of renewable fuel in this regard is still developing 
and is being constantly monitored.


Fuel and emission tests will be carried out on all vehicles taking part in the trial and 
the results will be compared with standard DERV engines. 


In addition to initiatives in fleet management, the Council is arranging for an 
examination of its energy use, with a view to assessing the “energy footprint” of all 
Council activities.  In this regard contact has been made with Airtricity to examine 
the possibility of switching to electricity from a renewable source.  

“Green” Cement


The Council’s Roads and Traffic Department is currently researching different types 
of “green” cements and is arranging for a demonstration to be carried out to staff. 
This is to ensure the a technical validation of the cement prior to use in road 
construction.

Following contributions from Cllr T. McDermott, Cllr E. Walsh and Ms. C. Kiernan it 
was PROPOSED and AGREED by the Committee that the Director of Roads & 
Transportation be requested to consider the use of sustainable materials in footpath 
programme currently in preparation.  It was suggested that the use of such materials 
could be piloted in one area of the programme. 


It was also PROPOSED that the committee be notified regarding what 
Planning 
Guidelines are in place regarding locating a Wind turbine in garden of private house.

RE-ALLOCATION OF VACANT/BOARDED UP HOUSES 
 
QUESTION: Councillor C. King 


To ask the Manager to provide details of the average time taken to re-allocate 
a vacant/boarded-up house in 2007 in comparison to the period of time it took 
in 2005 and 2006 and can the Manager specify the current number of 
vacant/boarded up houses there are now (Oct 07) in comparison to the same 
month in 2005 and2006?



REPLY:

It should be noted that houses become vacant for a wide variety of reasons including 
the surrender or abandonment of a house by the tenant, fire damage, vandalism by 
anti-social elements within the community, wilful damage caused by tenant or 
member of his /her household and to facilitate transfer requests. Houses are being 
handed over to Housing Department for pre-let reparis at a rate of two to three per 
week.The time it takes to allocate houses can vary significantly, depending on the 
works that have to be carried out to restore the dwelling to an acceptable standard 
for re-letting, some house have to be refurbished completely, while with others only 
minor repairs and decoration are needed. 


The average time to allocate houses during 2007 is 3 to 4 weeks, in 2006 the average 
time was 4 to 6 weeks compared to an average of 8 weeks in 2005. 


The time involved in sourcing suitable tenants can vary greatly, in some cases houses are allocated on the same day, while in others several prospective tenants have refused offers of accommodation, recently as many as six offers were made before a tenant accepted.


The number of vacant houses at end of August 2007 was 73, which included 2 

houses that were being refurbished. For the same period in 2006, the numbers of 
vacant houses were 79, which included 4 houses which were being refurbished 
and 
in 2005, the number of vacant units was 60, which included 12 
houses, which were 
retained for refurbishment. The comparable figure for October 2007 is not available

WASTE COLLECTION


QUESTION: Councillor C. King  


To ask the Manager, what the Council's position is in relation to the publicised 
proposals by Dublin City Council to allow companies to tender for waste 
collection contracts throughout the Dublin region thus privatising the 
service 
which would have obvious negative repercussions as a result and can the 
Manager provide his/her interpretation of the relevant European legislation 
in terms of tendering being optional or mandatory?

REPLY

The Waste Management Act 1996 as amended requires local authorities to develop Waste Management Plans. It also includes provision for Local Authorities to act collectively and to develop those plans on a regional basis. The four local authorities in Dublin form one of these regions. The current Waste Management Plan covers the period 2005 to 2010 . The Waste Management Act requires Local Authorities to collect orarrange for the collection of waste in their administrative area (S. 33 1A). The recent proposals are in relation to this provision in that the purpose is to bring the Dublin Waste Management Plan into line with the provision within the Waste Management Act.The proposed variation relate to the four Dublin authorities.


The proposed variation which went on display on 19th September puts will, if inserted Into the plan, put the onus on the local authority for the collection of all 
waste within its administrative area. This will mean that the conditions under which waste is collected by the private sector will be overseen by the Council. Therefore if the waste is not collected directly by the Council it will invite tenders from the private sector for the collection and this collection will remain the responsibility of the Council. The variations' primary concern is the organisation of waste collection rather than privatisation.


At this time there are no proposals to privatise the bin service within the county


The service that is provided by the Council is a universal collection delivered to the 
occupier regardless of their economic status or their location. In relation to the green 
bin his service has been expanded in recent times to provide an additional collection 
each month and also now accepts plastic bottles.

To ask the Manager, to provide details of the percentage of income each 
voluntary  housing association operating in South Dublin requires their 
tenants 
to pay and for this list to include any organisation whose properties are 
currently under construction?



REPLY: 

The majority of Voluntary Housing Association Schemes funded through South Dublin 
County Council are provided under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme and the 
rent amounts to be paid by qualifying tenants are determined by the following 
formula 
laid down by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local 
Government 
under the terms of the Scheme:


- the rent is calculated annually by reference to the tenant's household income for 
the income tax year ending prior to the start of the loan subsidy year (1st July);


- the rent amount shall be not less than €6.35 per week for the first €102 or less of 
household income per week, plus €0.23 per week for each additional €1.27 of income 
over €102, with an abatement of €1.27 per week for each dependent child residing 
in the house subject to the rent not being less than €6.35 per week;


- household income for the purpose of determining rents shall be the total income of 
the tenant and his/her spouse or of joint tenants as the case may be and, in 
addition, in the case of other persons residing in the house whose income is not 
included in household income the weekly rent shall be increased by €0.23 for each 
€1.27 of such income in excess of €102, subject to the rent payable in respect of 
such person(s) being not more than €25.39 per week;


- a "dependent child" for the purposes of rent assessment means a person aged 18 
years or under not in receipt of an income or a person under 23 who is attending a 
full-time course of education;


- the application of the rent formula may be modified, at the discretion of the 
approved housing body in particular respects where they consider it appropriate, 
subject 
to the overall rent yield being not less than what would be payable under the existing 
rent scheme.


There is no specific rent formula for projects funded by way of grant under the Capital 
Assistance Scheme. The Scheme provides that approved housing bodies 
should fix rents 
at levels which are reasonable having regard to tenants' incomes and the outlay of 
the approved housing body on the accommodation including the 
ongoing costs of 
management. The Scheme provides that housing authorities have clear rights of 
consultation in relation to the fixing of rents generally.

FLOOD PLAINS


   
QUESTION: Councillor J. Lahart  


To ask the Manager to define flood plains in the context of our County and to 
categorise the flood plain areas of the county and outline which flood plains, if 
any, have been - built on; have been zoned but have not been built on; are in 
the process of being built on?

REPLY:

A flood plain is defined as a low lying area near a river or stream that is subject to 
periodic flooding. The Office of Public Works (OPW) developed a web site 
www.floodmaps.ie and www.flooding.ie which show areas which are at risk of 
flooding and other relevant information relating to flooding. Parts of Lucan and 
Clondalkin have been subjected to periodic flooding. The Council carried out major 
flood alleviation works on the Griffeen and Camac Rivers and these have mitigated 
the risk of flooding in these areas.


Low lying areas within the River Dodder catchment are also subject to recurring flooding and a major study is underway to identify flood risk areas and to recommend flood alleviation measures.


Part of Robinhood Industrial Estate and Whitehall Road area are also prone to 
flooding. The Council has just completed a topographic survey of these areas and 
it is planned to implement flood alleviation works in the near future

FLOOD PATTERNS


QUESTION: Councillor J. Lahart  


To ask the Manager to outline whether there is a recognised pattern of 
flooding in the county or whether or not such a pattern is being monitored by 
the Council or any other body?

REPLY:

The most obvious pattern of flooding relates to low lying areas near rivers and 
streams. The river response to a particular rainfall event depends on the size, 
impermeability and slope of the catchment.


Some rivers such as Liffey are responsive to long duration rainfall while others such 
as the Dodder are responsive to short intense rainfall events.

The Council records flood levels where possible.

Following a tender process, a new service provider was appointed with effect from 
January 2007. Due to improved environmental standards of operation, the cost to 
the Council of this service has increased and this was reflected in a new charge of 
€150, with effect from January 2007, for the removal and treatment of each vehicle.


Since the increase in the removal charge there has been a decrease in the number of 
persons availing of the Council’s service but as the figures show this has not led to a 
subsequent increase in the number of burnt out and abandoned cars. This is due to t
he coming into operation of The Waste Management (End Of Life Vehicles) 
Regulations 2006.

The Regulations require that from the 1st November 2006 producers (i.e. importers 
and manufacturers of vehicles) nominate, free take-back centres to be known as 
Authorised Treatment Facilities (ATF) where the public can bring any end-of-life 
vehicle 
or final treatment.  The public, (with effect from January 2007) are obliged 
to use 
these 
entres to dispose of the vehicles.  The vehicles are dismantled to environmental 
tandards, and the steel, plastic, glass, tyres etc. are recovered for recycling.


The Regulations required producers of vehicles to register with their Local Authority 
before 21 September 2006. The Council received 24 applications for registration. The 
Regulations require that producers submit three year 


Implementation Plans for approval by the Council, to include the name of their 
nominated ATF . These applications have been examined by the Council and in cases 
where the plans are deficient; the producers have been requested to submit 
additional information.


Operators/ Owners of Authorised Treatment Facilities (ATF) are required to obtain 
from the Local Authority a Licence/ Permit for the operation of the facility.  The 
facility 
must meet certain standards as set out in the Regulations before such a 
Licence/ Permit 
can be granted by the local authority.


To date, one Authorised Treatment Facility has been identified by producers in this 
Council’s administrative area. This facility is operated by Duffy Brothers at Longmile 
Road, Dublin 12.  The Council is currently liaising with the Department of the 
Environment, Heritage and Local Government and with other local authorities in the 
matter generally. 


It should be noted that there was a dramatic increase in the number of abandoned 
vehicles which the Council was required to deal with following the introduction of 
National Car Testing in January 2000, in that year 2,963 were removed.

MOTION: Councillor G. Cullen

That this Committee recommends that South Dublin County Council initiates a variation to South Dublin County Development Plan 2004 - 2010 in respect of land at Newcastle, Co. Dublin outlined in red on the attached map. It is proposed to vary the plan in the following manner to allow for an increase in housing output in the County, to provide a more sustainable mix in the housing provision in the County, to provide for the long term planning of the Newcastle area, to secure the “housing for locals” plan for the area, to provide a southern relief road for the village of Newcastle and to provide a public park along the Griffeen river within the subject lands. 


It is therefore proposed to change the zoning of the land outlined in red on the 
attachedmap from objective B, (to protect and improve Rural Amenity and to provide 
for the development of Agriculture), and partly objective GB (Green Belt) to objective 
A1, (to provide for new Residential Communities in accordance with Approved Area 
Plans). 


A Specific Local Objective as follows must be included in the zoning:- 


Specific Local Objective.

A detailed local area plan is to be prepared for the development of these lands and 
must be approved by the elected members of this Council. This Local Area Plan will 
comply with the Regional Planning Guidelines for the Greater Dublin Area, as well as 
all other relevant regional and national planning guidelines. The local area plan must 
contain the following commitments. 


(i)300 houses known locally as “houses for locals initiative” must be built and 
allocated before any other houses in the development can be sold. These are to be 
provided at a density of not more than 15 houses per acre. It is acknowledged that a 
planning application for these houses can be made and considered during 
preparation of the LAP for the newly zoned lands. These homes must not be less 
than 93m2 in floor area. 


(ii)Subject to the agreement of South Dublin County Council the Developers of the 
zoned land will meet their commitments under Part V of the Planning Acts for all of 
the land zoned for housing in this proposal in the following manner. 


A planning application for 600 units will be prepared and lodged within six months of 
the adoption of the Local Area Plan. The mix of houses in this element will be agreed 
with South Dublin County Council. These houses will be made available to people on 
the South Dublin affordable housing list on terms which will be agreed with South 
Dublin County Council in accordance with the provisions of Part V of the Planning 
Acts. These houses could all be completed and allocated within two years of planning 
being granted. 


(iii)A relief road to the south of the village must be provided linking College Lan with 
the Athgoe Road before any houses in the new development are occupied. The 
boundary treatments on this road must be of a high quality. An indicative route for 
this road is shown on the map. Before any houses in the new development are 
occupied. The 
boundary treatments on this road must be of a high quality.An 
indicative route for this 
road is shown on the map. 


(iv)The local area plan must be clear on the phasing of the development over a 
10/15 
year period. However no houses in the proposed development can be sold, with the 
exception of the “houses for locals”, until after 2010. 


(v)The new plan must take account of the existing LAP for Newcastle to ensure 
proper 
continuity and integration of the existing and the expanded town. 


(vi)The local area plan must provide a map which will clearly show the maximum 
density per acre allowed on different areas of the zoned land. Theses densities must 
comply with the relative planning guidelines. Overall density should be 14 houses per 
acre. 


(vii)A site of approximately 15 acres must be made available which may be used for 
the provision of a secondary school and or an additional primary school if and when 
the need arises. In the interim, this site will be landscaped and set out as additional 
parklands/playing fields for the use and enjoyment of the community. The site must 
be handed over to the Community before any development takes place on the newly 
zoned land. 


(viii)The local area plan will have to be clear on the need for further schools and 
must be 
definite about when the sites for these schools are to be made available. 


(ix)A wetlands park and a linear park of at least 60 acres along the section of Griffeen river within the zoned lands must be completed before any houses on the zoned 
lands are sold, with the exception of the “houses for locals”. 


(x)It must be clear in the local area plan that any development on the newly zoned 
lands will have to incorporate the most up to date energy efficient building methods 
and where practical the most appropriate forms of renewable energy sources. 


(xi)The local area plan must include a commitment that all development will be 
capable 
of being connected to the most up to date communication technology. 


(xii)Any new retail facilities in the vicinity of the planned Lamberton hotel should not 
detract from the planned commercial area of the town in the existing LAP. 


(xiii)An area of at least two acres must be provided in a central location which could 
accommodate a community building/heritage centre, children’s playground, a basket 
ball court, library, a tennis court and/or other community/ youth facilities. 


(xiv)Wherever possible, landscaped walkways/pedestrian/cycle ways will be installed 
throughout the development, linking up with, and providing easier local access to 
shopping and other facilities, and the existing Village. 


(xv)Landscaping and planting of trees must be completed with the relief road and 
with each phase of the development, as it progresses


REPORT

Introduction

The proposed variation provides for the rezoning of 425 acres of greenfield 
agricultural land between the Villages of Newcastle and Rathcoole. The lands are 
currently zoned mainly ‘Objective B’, ‘To protect and improve rural amenity and to 
provide for the development of agriculture’. A part of the lands located between 
Newcastle and Greenogue Industrial Estate is currently zoned ‘Objective GB’, ‘To 
preserve a green belt between development areas’. 


It is proposed to re-zone the entire lands to ‘Objective A1’, ‘To provide for new 
residential communities in accordance with approved area plans.’ 


Having reviewed the proposal it is considered that - 

· it would be contrary to the Regional Planning Guidelines for the Greater 

Dublin Area (RPG-GDA), 

· it would have strategic implications for the future development of the South 
Dublin County that should not be considered outside the Development Plan 
review process, 

· it would be contrary to the tests for zoning/re-zoning agreed by Council in the preparation of the Development Plan 2004-2010. These tests were largely re-stated in Guidelines for Planning Authorities on Development Plans issued by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government recently. 

· it would radically alter the nature and extent of the village of Newcastle and 
increase its population to town size, 

· it would not represent the only mechanism for delivering affordable housing 
in the area and, critically 

· it would not deliver sustainable development.


Regional Planning Guidelines – Greater Dublin Area 2004-2016

The lands are located within the Metropolitan Area as designated in the Regional Planning Guidelines – Greater Dublin Area 2004-2016 (RPG-GDA). The Planning and Development Act 2000 requires planning authorities “to have regard to any regional planning guidelines in force for its area”. The Act also empowers the Minister to “by order, determine that planning authorities shall comply with any regional planning guidelines in force for their area”. The zoning provisions in the County Development Plan were framed in terms not only of the RPG-GDA but also in terms of the Planning Act. The statement in the Motion that “this Local Area Plan will comply with the Regional Planning Guidelines for the Greater Dublin Area as well with all other relevant regional and national planning guidelines” is incorrect. The re-zoning of the 425 acres (which would predate the Local Area Plan proposed in the motion) would be contrary to the 
RPG-GDA.


The following provisions of the RPG-GDA are considered to be most relevant to 
consideration of the proposed variation.


Key Objectives of RPG–GDA:

The consolidation of the urban centres located within the Metropolitan Area, and the 
definition of clear boundaries of urban centres to ensure a clear division between 
rural and urban areas are key objectives of the RPG-GDA. In this regard the RPG-
GDA identifies Lucan, Clondalkin and Tallaght as urban centres at the level of 
Metropolitan Consolidation Towns, and as the only urban centres in South Dublin 
County. 


Strategic Policies of the RPG–GDA

The following Strategic Policies of the RPG–GDA are to be applied by all planning 
authorities in the Metropolitan Area:

· Seek consolidation by infilling and renewal, and not by expansion beyond 
their current envelope. In this regard it is taken that the current 
development envelope is as defined by the boundary of the lands zoned for 
development under the South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2016; 

· Ensure that green belt areas are kept free from encroaching development 
that could be more appropriately facilitated in towns and villages. In this 
regard the RPG states that the agricultural lands within the Metropolitan Area 
simultaneously function as localised green belts. (para 7.4.1 page 128)


Some Relevant Recommendations of the RPG – GDA:

Recommendation 7.7 Development Plans in the GDA should include consideration of 
policies to delineate the city, towns, and villages from the adjoining rural areas by 
the designation of development envelopes, stop lines, and contour thresholds as 
appropriate.


Recommendation 7.8 Development Plans in the GDA should, where appropriate, 
identify and designate urban fringe areas (e.g. between the urban areas and the 
Strategic Green Belt areas) and include policies on appropriate land uses in those areas. The need to achieve a clear demarcation between urban and rural areas is an important element of the strategy, derived from the principles of sustainable development.


Recommendation 7.10 In zoning additional lands for residential use, planning 
authorities should select only land on the basis of meeting all three of the following 
criteria: – 

· Location within areas identified for development in the strategy; 

· Identified potential to be served by adequate public transport; 

· Identified potential for servicing by water supply, drainage etc.


Except for limited provision for local needs, lands that do not conform to these 
criteria 
should not be zoned.


It is considered that the proposed re-zoning of the lands at the edge of Newcastle is 
not consistent with the above objectives, policies and recommendations of the RPG-
GDA on the following basis:

· The lands are located within the urban fringe but are outside the 
development envelope of the designated Metropolitan Consolidation Towns of 
Tallaght, Clondalkin and Lucan. This area is an effective greenbelt in relation to 
which it is a strategic policy to ensure that such areas are kept free from 
encroaching development that could be more appropriately facilitated in 
towns 
and villages. 

· The lands in question are remote from adequate existing or proposed public 
transport links, and development of the lands at the density proposed would 
not sustain viable public transport services. 

· The lands are not located within an area identified for development in the 
RPG-GDA and zoning of the lands for residential development would not 
conform to the criteria set out in Recommendation 7.10 above. 


South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010

The County Development Plan contains an overall strategy for the future 
development of 
the county. The Plan has a series of aims, policies and objectives and it identifies a 
number of key opportunities which are critical to the long term strategic development of 
the County. 


Strategic infrastructural projects that have been or are being provided in the County 
are focused on the integration of land use and transportation in accordance with the 
strategic objectives of the Council and with those of other bodies e.g. RPG-GDA and 
DTO. These projects include the Kildare Route project, LUAS and its extensions to 
 
the subject of the proposed re-zoning are located outside the primary development 
areas of the County and the development of the lands as proposed will not be integrated 
with existing and planned infrastructure provision. 


Three elements of the Council’s overall strategy are of particular relevance in the 
consideration of the proposed variation. 

· Promote the achievement of sustainable development and Local Agenda 21 
and the conservation of finite resources by minimizing the consumption of 
natural 
non-renewable resources, including land; 

· Ensure an adequate supply of serviced land to meet anticipated needs and 
develop in a planned way to avoid uncoordinated sprawl; 

· Co-operate with the Dublin Regional Authority and other agencies in 
meeting 
the needs and development requirements of the Dublin Region in 
accordance with the RPG-GDA.


Strategic Opportunities

The proposal will conflict with a number of strategic opportunities identified in the 
Development Plan, including, 

· the Technology Crescent (para. 1.6.1 of the Development Plan), 

· the proposal to investigate the strategic land bank (para. 1.6.6), 

· the development of sustainable communities (para. 1.6.7) etc. 

Aims

In addition the proposal is also in conflict with a number of aims set out in the Plan 
including:

· Urban Design: To facilitate the development of sustainable communities together with high quality built environment through good placemaking, by reducing as far as possible the need to travel, particularly by private car, by promoting mixed-use development and the efficient use of land and public  public transport; 

· Housing: To facilitate the enhancement of housing areas; to ensure the 
provision of high quality new residential environments with good layout and 
design, with adequate public transport links and within walking distance of 
community facilities; to provide an appropriate mix of house sizes, type and 
tenures in order to meet different household needs; and to promote 
balanced communities. 

· Infrastructure: To promote ease of movement within and access to South 
Dublin by integrating land use planning with a high quality, sustainable and 
integrated transport system for people and goods within the County.


The above strategic aims are expressed in greater detail in a number of Key 
Development Plan policies, in particular Policy H1 and Policy H9.


Policy H1 Sustainable Placemaking Model states:

It is the policy of the Council that all new developments in the County shall be 
carried 
out in accordance with the ‘Sustainable Placemaking Model’ as set out in 
Chapter 11.

The detailed rationale for the ‘Sustainable Placemaking Model’ is set out in the 
preamble to Chapter 11 – Urban Design. The model reflects closely the general 
objective set out in the Residential Density Guidelines, the RPG-GDA, and the DTO 
Strategy–A Platform for Change, to arrest the pattern of low-intensity, segregated-
use suburbanization that has resulted in unsustainable urban sprawl throughout the 
Dublin 
Metropolitan Area.


Policy H9 Adamstown Strategic Development Zone states:

It is the policy of the council to secure the implementation of the Adamstown 
Strategic Planning Scheme.

The SDZ lands at Adamstown which comprise of 533 acres are planned to provide a 
maximum of 10,150 housing units at a maximum overall density of 19 units per acre. 
The Adamstown Strategic Planning Scheme provides for residential development at a 
range of densities, including substantial areas of housing at densities of 14–20 
houses 
per acre. 


A similar planning scheme is currently being prepared for the newly designated SDZ 
lands at Balgaddy/Clonburris which comprise of 650 acres and which is expected to 
yield in excess of 11,000 housing units. Local Area Plans for Tallaght and Liffey 
Valley 
Town Centres also provide for substantial residential development. 


This Council has invested substantial resources in planning and promoting the 
implementation of the above schemes and through these initiatives has been widely 
recognized as a leading national innovator in the planning of sustainable urban 
development. 


The proposed variation bears little or no relationship to these provisions of the 
statutory County Development Plan or to other plans of the County Council including 
the Newcastle Local Area Plan. 


Supply of Serviced Land

Currently there are 741 hectares (1,831 acreas) of undeveloped land zoned or identified for residential development in the county without any planning permissions. Of this 741 hectares, 159 hectares are zoned A, 510 hectares are zoned A1, and the balance of 70 hectares is other zoned land which could accommodate 
residential development (Town Centre etc.). These lands would have a capacity of 31,410 housing units based on the current pattern of permitted densities. This is sufficient to provide for the anticipated housing needs of the County for the next 10 years at current take up rates.


As of December 2006 there were 5,733 residential units under construction in the 
County including 1,678 houses. In addition there were outstanding permissions where 
construction had not yet commenced for 3,562 residential units including 1,118 houses.


There is therefore more than sufficient zoned lands to ensure an adequate supply of 
serviced land to meet anticipated needs and to ensure that development in the County 
takes place in a planned way to avoid uncoordinated sprawl. The focus of the Council is 
to ensure that area plans are brought forward and approved to facilitate 
the provision of 
housing on zoned land. 


It is noted that the proposed variation is being promoted by the landowners 
concerned on the basis that there is a deficiency in the supply and mix of housing 
being provided in the County, and that the proposed variation will help to remedy 
this perceived deficiency. It is contended by the proposers that many prospective 
house purchasers are buying houses in outlying counties due partly to price but also 
because, in South Dublin in particular, they cannot get the product they want. 


It is evident that there is no shortage of zoned, serviced land in this county as detailed above. It is also evident that the type of housing being developed in the county is largely determined by market considerations. It appears therefore that any perceived deficiency in the range of house types available relates to the prices at which developers are prepared to supply any particular type of housing unit. It is evident that substantial areas of existing zoned and serviced lands could be developed, at the county baseline density of 14-20 units per acre, but these lands are not being brought forward due to market considerations. It does not follow therefore that this affordability gap will be bridged by increasing the supply of land when there is already more than sufficient zoned and serviced land available. 


Zoning Criteria

It is noted that the proposed re-zoning relates to lands that were the subject of 
proposals for rezoning of agricultural lands at Newcastle made in respect of the Draft 
South Dublin County Development Plan 2004-2010, which were not accepted by the 
Council in the making of the new Development Plan. 


In deciding which areas of land were appropriate for re-zoning the following criteria 
or tests were applied to all requests for re-zoning in the County Development Plan. 
These criteria were –


a) Need

The amount of land to be zoned for any particular land-use had to be clearly based 
on, and justified by a realistic assessment of need. 


This realistic assessment of need does not apply to the current proposal to rezone 
425 acres south of Newcastle village.


It is noted that the current Development Plan re-zoned an additional 356 acres of 
land for housing in ALL of South Dublin County – the current proposal suggests the 
re-zoning of 425 acres on one side of one village.


b) Policy Context 

Both the amount of land to be zoned for development and the proposed location of 
that land should be influenced by other plans and strategies, from national to local 
level. The National Spatial Strategy, Regional Planning Guidelines and the 
infrastructure plans and programmes of State and semi-state bodies will be of 
importance and particular regard must be had to these. In addition, re-zoning 
proposals must have regard to any other relevant guidelines and directives. 


There is little evidence that the current proposal complies with these requirements 
and is in fact directly contrary to the statutory plan in place for the county – the County 
Development Plan 2004-2010.


c) Water, Drainage and Roads Infrastructure 

Re-zoning proposals must also have regard to the existing and future availability of 
infrastructure when making decisions to zone land. 


The current proposals do not indicate that the strategic issues of water supply and 
surface water and waste disposal have been addressed. 


There are current constraints on the future availability of water supply and waste 
treatment facilities for the Metropolitan Area. In these circumstances it is considered 
prudent that existing capacity should be allocated on the basis of current zoned lands 
with particular regard to the requirements arising in the major development centres 
of the County.


The road infrastructure in the immediate vicinity is entirely inadequate for this proposal and there is no public transportation (in place or planned) to service the 
development arising from the proposed variation. Accordingly, such development would result in the generation of vehicular traffic towards Lucan and Clondalkin and to the Naas Road as a corridor to the City Centre.


d) Supporting Infrastructure 

Consideration must be given to the future availability of supporting infrastructure, 
such as community facilities, health-care, education, public open space, retail and 
commercial provision and public transport when allocating land for development. 


e) Physical Suitability 

Land in greenfield locations should be capable of being developed without the necessity for excessive investment in infrastructure provision likely to result in long term public costs. 


The proposed variation makes provision for a new unplanned southern by-pass of 
Newcastle which is premature pending the completion of a comprehensive review of 
the future road infrastructure to serve the western part of the County having regard 
 
SLO 43 in the current County Development Plan.


f) Sequential Approach 

In order to maximise the utility of existing and future infrastructure provision and promote the achievement of sustainability, a logical sequential approach was taken to the zoning of land for development. Accordingly, zoning should extend outwards 
from the core of an urban area, with undeveloped lands closest to the core and public transport routes being given preference (i.e. there should be no ‘leapfrogging’ to more remote 
areas); and areas to be zoned should be contiguous to existing zoned development lands. 


The proposed variation provides for re-zoning of lands extending outwards for a 
considerable distance from the southern boundary of the Newcastle Local Plan Area. 
Meanwhile lands to the north of and in close proximity to the village centre would 
remain according to the proposed variation in agricultural zoning. The “logical 
sequential approach” is clearly absent from the proposal.


As noted above the Council’s criteria/tests for zoning/re-zoning were largely re-stated 
in Guidelines for Planning Authorities on Development Plans issued by the 
Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government (DEHLG) recently. The 
DEHLG’s criteria are – 

· Need 

· Policy Context 

· Capacity of Water, Drainage and Roads Infrastructure 

· Supporting Infrastructure and Facilities 

· Physical Suitability 

· Sequential Approach 

· Environmental and Heritage policy, including conservation of habitats and 
other sensitive areas.


The Development Plans Guidelines (2007) were issued to all planning authorities 
under 
Section 28(1) of the Planning and Development Act. 


Planning authorities must have regard to such guidelines in the carrying out of their 
functions”


Agricultural Land

The proposed variation provides for over 400 acres of agricultural land to be rezoned for urban development. Having regard to the extent of existing zoned residential lands it is evident that the proposed variation is not consistent with the policy of the Council in its Development Plan (Policy EE15: Agriculture) to protect valuable agricultural land 
from pressures for development not associated with the agricultural and horticultural industries, through the zoning and development control objectives of the Development Plan. In this regard it is noted that a current EU Thematic Strategy on the protection of soil includes a proposal for a Soil Framework Directive which seeks to limit the depletion of greenfield lands. 


Newcastle Local Area Plan

The Newcastle Local Area Plan comprises of 103 acres and is planned to provide a maximum of 1,330 housing units at an overall density of 13 units per acre. There are already zoned development lands in Newcastle that will generate close to 2,000 additional residential units. A Local Area Plan was adopted for Newcastle in 2003, further to an extensive public consultation process. The Plan provides a development envelope for the village which will facilitate balanced development that integrates with the existing settlement and provides for the services, infrastructure and amenities required to serve the expanded village. 


At the end of 2006 there were 344 homes under construction in Newcastle Village, 
including 225 houses. In addition existing planning permissions for development not 
yet commenced provide for a further 642 units, and there is capacity in the remaining 
zoned lands at Newcastle to accommodate a further 936 homes.


In 2002 the population of Newcastle was approximately 1,100. Current permissible 
development will equate to 5,000-6,000 additional residents in Newcastle over the 
next few years. This is planned and phased development, with requirements for 
schools, 
parks, shopping etc. 


The lands the subject of the proposed variation would yield in the region of 5,000 
further houses, at the proposed overall density of 14 houses/acre. The combined 
total would therefore result in up to 7,000 dwellings or approximately 21,000 
additional residents in the vicinity of Newcastle Village. This represents a threefold 
increase in the 
planned population as provided for in the Newcastle Local Area Plan. 
The development could involve an increase in population by a factor of almost 20 
over and above what the population of the village had been in 2002.


The existing LAP provides for relatively low density housing. It also seeks to make provision for very low-density housing at densities of only 4-8 dwellings per acre 
located on the periphery of Newcastle, which will generate in the region of 150 houses on larger sites in proximity to the Village centre. Specific provision was made in the Plan to allow for a greater variety in housing density and for individual dwellings on large plots at the settlement edge by the re-zoning of 32 acres additional to the lands zoned under the 1998 County Development Plan. 


The footprint of the proposed re-zoning is approximately twice that of the existing 
zoned area of the village. It would result in a development pattern similar to existing 
development in the Griffeen Action Plan area. This level of development would 
radically alter the whole character of Newcastle village and the area in general. There 
is little 
difference between the average density proposed on the existing LAP lands 
(c13 
dwellings per acre) and the density of the proposed rezoning (14 dwellings per 
acre). 


It is evident from past experience that the scale of development proposed cannot 
support viable public transport services. It would therefore result in traffic 
congestion, with car-borne residents having great difficulty in exiting their estates at 
peak times.


The density proposed makes it almost impossible to provide a coherent urban structure or hierarchy to accommodate shopping, employment and community facilities etc. Most journeys must be made by car and to be viable, shops must agglomerate in ‘strip malls’ i.e. supermarket developments with some unit shopping 
and large surface car parks. This is acknowledged to be an unsustainable form of development.


The southern boundary of the proposal is some 1.3 kilometres from Main Street, Newcastle. Yet to the north of the Main Street and within 200 metres of the Main Street / Peamount Road junction are lands zoned ‘B’ (Agriculture). The proposal identifies a large tranche of land to the south of the village for development and much of it is remote for anyone without a car. Yet for lands within a stone’s throw of the village centre on its north side the proposal is silent. There is a complete imbalance with regard to location in the proposal. 


It is completely unclear, not only how the scale of development proposed is justified but also, how the location is justified with regard to the sustainable expansion of Newcastle village. Part of the proposal at its eastern end (i.e. towards Rathcoole) is 
some 2 kilometres from the village centre, and is in fact closer to Main Street, Rathcoole than it is to Main Street, Newcastle. This form of development sprawl is 
actively discouraged by current 
National and Regional planning and environmental policy guidance. 


Affordable Housing

Current development commitments in Newcastle have generated approximately 150 
social / affordable housing units to date. A further 150 homes are expected to be 
generated on the balance of the existing zoned lands. 


Low-Density Housing in South Dublin County

A number of sites in South Dublin County have been developed or have the potential 
for high quality low-density housing (4-8 houses per acre). These include the 
following:

· Land zoned for low-density houses comprising 84 acres adjoining a golf 
course at Edmonstown, Rathfarnham could accommodate circa 336 houses. 

· There is provision in the Newcastle LAP for a total of 150 low-density houses 
within the LAP settlement edge area. 

· There is provision in the Grange Castle / Corkagh Masterplan and Framework 
Study for the development of approximately 300 high quality homes 
adjoining Grange Castle golf course, in accordance with Local Zoning 
Objective (LZO) 7 in the Development Plan. 

· There is scope under LZO 6 to facilitate low-density executive housing within 
a Residential Marina Village at Hazelhatch. 


It is evident that demand for such low-density housing represents a relatively narrow sector of the housing market, and does not warrant large-scale provision of such 
houses in one part of the County. Current Development Plan provision for low-density housing, as detailed above, adequately provides for choice of location within the County. This is more likely to satisfy the particular needs of those who wish to curtail their daily commuting journeys. It is also apparent that developers have been and are prepared to undertake developments designed to cater for the demands of this market sector, having regard to the relative attractions of particular locations and to the economic feasibility of such development.


It should be noted that the development of houses at such low densities on the proposed variation lands would necessarily result in a commensurate increase in the average density of development on the remainder of the lands, with the possibility that parts of the overall development could significantly exceed the proposed average density of 14 units per acre. 


Conclusion
· There is currently more than sufficient zoned serviced lands in the County 
with the potential for residential development. These lands could meet current 
residential development demand well beyond the timeframe of the current 
County 
Development Plan. There is no need therefore for the additional zoning 
of such a substantial tranche of land as is being proposed. 

· Strategic infrastructural projects that have been or are being provided in the 
County are focused on the integration of land use and transportation in 
accordance with the strategic objectives of the Council and with those of 
other 
bodies e.g. RPG-GDA and DTO. The lands the subject of the proposed re-zoning 
are located outside the primary development areas of the County and the 
development of the lands as proposed will not be integrated with existing 
and planned infrastructure provision. 

· The Newcastle Local Area Plan adequately provides for the sustainable development of Newcastle Village, including the provision of appropriate community and recreational facilities to serve the needs of the expanded village. The proposal will undermine the objectives in the LAP to provide for low-density housing within the approved LAP boundary. The proposal by reason of its scale and location would significantly alter the current and planned form of Newcastle by significantly increasing the footprint and size of the village, and locating its built edge close to Rathcoole.

· Current development commitments in Newcastle have generated 
approximately 150 social / affordable housing units to date. A further 150 
homes are expected to be generated on the balance of the existing zoned 
lands. 

· The proposal is contrary to the Regional Planning Guidelines for the Greater 
Dublin Area, and would pre-empt the future sustainable development of the 
Metropolitan Area.

· The scale and location of the proposal are excessive and entirely I
nappropriate having regard to the RPG-GDA, the recently adopted County 
Development Plan and Newcastle Local Area Plan, and critically to the 
principles of sustainable development.

· The proposal does not comply with the criteria for zoning / re-zoning (already applied by the Council in the making of its current Development 
Plan) and with those of the DEHLG set out in guidelines issued to all planning authorities recently. 

· The proposal, if accepted, would establish the principle that the lands are 
suitable for residential development. Having regard to the extent of the lands 
in question, and to the likelihood of similar re-zoning proposals in the vicinity 
of Newcastle, the proposal could ultimately result in the replication of the 
unsustainable suburban development pattern prevailing prior to the 
introduction of the Residential Density Guidelines for Planning Authorities 
particularly in the light of expected continuing population growth and 
consequent economic and social change. 

· There is adequate provision in the County Development Plan and the Newcastle Local Area Plan, to cater for the likely demand for low density housing in the County

· Any proposal to facilitate a Bypass to the south of Newcastle Village is 
premature pending the completion of a comprehensive review of the future 
road infrastructure to serve the western part of the County having regard to 
SLO 43 in the current County Development Plan. 

· The road infrastructure in the immediate vicinity is entirely inadequate for 
this proposal and there is no public transportation (in place or planned) to 
service the development arising from the proposed variation. 

· Similar, but much smaller, proposals to the one now being proposed were 
put forward just over 2 years ago in the drawing up of the new County 
Development 
Plan. These proposals were not accepted. The most 
appropriate process for consideration of this new and much more substantial 
rezoning, with strategic implications for the county, is the review of the 
existing 
County Development Plan in the period 2008-2010. 


RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Motion not be adopted.


Supplementary Report to Motion relating to proposed variation of County 
Development Plan at Newcastle (submitted also to the September meeting 
of Lucan/Clondalkin Committee) 

Contact was made with the proposer of the development seeking a variation to the 
County Development Plan as a consequence of the deferral of the motion at the June 
Lucan/Clondalkin meeting to this meeting. In the absence of the Council being able 
to depart from the position detailed heretofore in correspondence with the proposer, 
and in the report to the June Committee meeting, it was mutually agreed that there 
was no point in the Manager and the Developer having a meeting on the issue.


In relation to the Renewable Energy aspect in the proposal the County Development 
Plan provides as follows:-


7.24.4 Policy EC 4 Renewable Energy 


7.24.4.i It is the policy of the Council to support national and international initiatives 
for limiting emissions of greenhouse gases and to seek to provide positively for the 
development of appropriate renewable energy sources.


7.24.4.ii Renewable energy comes from natural, inexhaustible sources such as the sun, winds, falling water, oceans, plants and the earth. Renewable energy can also be derived from a range of waste products such as sewage, refuse and agricultural waste.


7.24.4.iii In conjunction with the appropriate agencies, the Council shall carry out a 
study to identify areas suitable for renewable energy development (including hydro 
electricity and wind generation) and to examine the renewable energy technologies 
best suited to the County that make use of the natural resources in a sustainable 
manner, having regard to the renewable energy resources of the County and to any 
constraints there might be on their development, and shall insert a list of suitable 
locations in the Development Plan by way of variation. In the preparation of the 
Study, 
the Council shall also have regard to the ‘Draft Planning Guidelines’ on Wind Energy 
Development’, August 2004, published by the Department of the Environment, 
Heritage and Local Government, or as may be amended from time to time and, any other 
relevant guidelines such as may be published from time to time by Government 
departments or agencies, or appropriate professional bodies. The Council will 
encourage best practice development to ensure the long term success of these 
endeavours. The use of alternative forms of energy supply in rural dwellings red on 
merit by the Council. 


12.10.2.i The Council will respond to planning applications for renewable energy developments on a case by case basis. They will be considered in the context of the Government’s strategy taking into account other Council policies on land usage relating to sectors such as agriculture, tourism and outdoor recreational activities, the protection of the scenic area of the County, and sensitive ecological sites, and any relevant guidelines issued from time to time by the Department of the Environment, Heritage & Local Government or other Government department or agency. As noted in Chapter 7, the Council will prepare a spatial study in conjunction with other relevant agencies and groups to identify suitable sites for renewable energy developments. 


The study to identify suitable sites for renewable energy development has not been 
undertaken by the Council in conjunction with the appropriate agencies at this stage 
and accordingly the initiation of a variation using renewable energy as a basis would 
be entireable inappropriate having regard to the other planning and sustainable 
development considerations give in the report to the Committee Meeting of 19th June 
in relation to the project and would be premature.” 

Report of Lucan/Clondalkin Committee held on 19th September, 2007

Provision of Access Road and Services to Council owned lands at 
Clutterland off the Lucan – Newcastle Road (R120) to the West of Grange 
Castle Business Park. 

The following Report was considered at the Lucan/Clondalkin area Committee Meeting 
(1) on Tuesday 18th September, 2007. 


“REPORT ON PUBLIC CONSULTATION PROCEDURE UNDER PART 8 OF THE 
PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT ACT, 2000 AND THE PLANNING & 
DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 2001 & 2007 FOR THE PROVISION OF AN 
ACCESS ROAD AND 
SERVICES TO COUNCIL OWNED LANDS AT 
CLUTTERLAND OFF THE LUCAN-NEWCASTLE ROAD (R120) TO THE WEST 
OF GRANGE CASTLE BUSINESS PARK.

Part 8 of the Local Government Planning and Development Regulations, 2001-2007 
prescribes the requirements in respect of certain classes of Local Authority 
Developments. These Regulations apply to the provision of an access road and services 
to Council owned lands at Clutterland off the Lucan-Newcastle Road (R120) to the 
west of 
Grange Castle Business Park. The nature and extent of the proposed 
development is as follows:-
· The construction of 740m of 9m wide road carriageway with 3m wide grass 
verge, pedestrian and cycleway access from the existing Lucan-Newcastle 
Road (R120). 
· The proposed new pedestrian footpath will be 2m wide and will run parallel 
and adjacent to a 3m cycleway. 
· The provision of surface water, foul water, watermain, E.S.B, telecommunications, public lighting and security services to the Council owned lands. 
· Designation of 430m x 10m wide wayleave for all the above services. 
· The provision of pedestrian and cycle crossing on the road network. 
· The provision of appropriate directional signage and markings. 

Public Consultation Process. 

The proposal was advertised in the Irish Independent on 17th May, 2007 and 10th 
July, 2007 (revisions to drawings) in accordance with Part 8 of the Planning and 
Development Regulations, 2001-2007 and was on public display at South Dublin C
ounty Council offices:- 

County Hall, Town Centre, Tallaght, Dublin 24. 

Civic Offices, Clondalkin, Dublin 22. 

From Tuesday, 10th July, 2007 to Tuesday 21st August, 2007. 
Any person wishing to make a submission or observation with respect to the proposed development dealing with the proper planning and sustainable 
development of the area in which the development is situated was invited to do so. The latest date for receipt of submissions was up to and including 5.00 p.m. on Tuesday 4th September, 2007. 

List of Persons or bodies who made submissions or observations with respect to the 
proposed development:

Summary of main issues raised. 

Submission on behalf of the Mongan Family C/O Brophy Solicitors. 

Observation 1 & 2. 

That access to the residential site will be impossible after completion of the road 
works. 

Council Response. 

The detailed design makes provision for an entrance off the proposed road. This 
allows for safe and easy access and egress at all times during and after the construction process. The proposed scheme provides visibility and site lines, road markings, kerbing, footpaths, cycle ways, public lighting and an upgraded road carriageway. 

The proposed access is to be a 9m carriageway that is standard to any housing 
development. The road will provide safe pedestrian and cycle access to all of the 
lands 
involved, it will be fully furnished with street lighting and appropriate road 
markings and signage. 

Observation 3. 

That the proposed road runs directly to the front of the residential site’s gate and the 
roundabout is to be placed approximately 10 metres from the front boundary. 

Council’s Response. 

A temporary secondary access road has been incorporated into the design, which will 
provide the Mongan family with access and will also move their existing temporary 
entrance off the R120 main road, thus providing a safe access and egress route from 
the residential site. 

In addition, landscaping, pedestrian and cycle access routes are proposed for the 
temporary access, which will add further safety, privacy and comfort for the site. 

The proposed roundabout is to be positioned approximately 170m from the access 
point of the residential site. A 10m strip of land is to surround the residential site, a 
boundary wall will be provided here with appropriate landscaping. 

Observation 4 & 5 

That the planning process for a bungalow, pillars, gates, six day houses and 
enterprise centre would proceed with three months of agreement made on 25th April, 


Council’s Response. 

The proposed Traveller Accommodation is a matter for the Housing Department and 
is being addressed in accordance with the Part 8 Procedure. 

The proposed access road and services per this public procedure will enhance the 
serviceability and safe access/egress to the existing accommodation and any such 
future developments within the site will be subject to public consultation in 
accordance with the Part 8 Procedure and where appropriate the planning process. 

Observation 6. 

Location of a bus depot and recycling facility being placed in the vicinity of a 
residential site. 

Council’s Response. 

The development of a bus depot by Dublin Bus is proposed to service their fleet to the west and south of the Dublin Region, thus eliminating considerable journey times from existing depots to various termini in the South Dublin County area. The Council at its meeting held on the 11th June, 2007 noted the report in relation to the disposal of a 10 acres site to C.I.E/Dublin Bus Min No. C/0237/07 refers. Minute No C023707 - 11-06-07.shs The issues raised will be subject to consideration as part of the planning application by Dublin Bus for the site. 

The Environmental Services Department are presently progressing plans for a civic 
amenity site on these zoned lands. Any such proposal will be subject to a separate 
Part 8 public consultation process. 

The proposed access road development provides for servicing and access to the 
zoned 
lands west of the R120. 
· 
Submission by Mr. & Mrs. Leslie Beattie. 

Observation 1. 

Clarity of definition of private residential property. 

Council Response. 

The private residential property is separately outlined in red on the appended 
Drawing No. 02_028F_014. While the proposed scheme does not abut the private 
residence, landscaping and planting is included in the proposed scheme around the 
existing boundaries as shown shaded blue on Drawing No. 02_028F_014. 

Observation 2. 

Request that the property would be safe and secure with steel knife edge fencing, 
landscaping and screening. 

Council’s response. 

The proposed scheme does not abut the private residence. However, landscaping 
and planting is included in the proposed scheme around the existing boundaries as 
shown shaded blue on Drawing No. 02_028F_014. 

Observation 3. 

Querying the nature of the development to the north and south of the existing 
residential property on the subject lands. 

Council’s Response. 

These lands are part of the 30 acre land holding owned by the Council. The subject 
lands are zoned objective E, “Enterprise, Employment and Related Uses” in the 
current 
Development Plan 2004-2010 and will be developed in accordance with the 
objectives of the Development Plan. 

Observation 4. 

Concerns raised in relation to the proposed bus depot. 

Council’s Response. 

The development of a bus depot by Dublin Bus is proposed to service their fleet to 
the west and south of the Dublin Region, thus eliminating considerable journey times 
meeting held on the 11th June, 2007 noted the report in relation to the disposal of a 
10 acres site to C.I.E/Dublin Bus Min No. C/0237/07 refers. Minute No C023707 - 
11-06-07.shs The issues raised will be subject to consideration as part of the 
planning application by Dublin Bus for the site. 

Observation 5. 

Proposals for the site to the rear of the residential property. 

Council’s Response. 

The Environmental Services Department are presently progressing plans for a civic 
amenity site on these zoned lands. Any such proposal will be subject to a separate 
Part 8 public consultation process. 

Observation 6. 

What is the extent of the temporary access road. 

Council’s Response. 

The Council’s Roads Department are presently reviewing preliminary proposals for extending the existing Nangor Road westwards from the revised junction with the R120. This indicative proposed future road is indicated on the Part 8 appended 
drawings. When this future road is constructed, the existing proposed road from the R120 to the traveller accommodation site will be replaced with a road connection direct on to the 
new road to the west of the R120. 
Recommendation.

These lands comprise a 30 acre landholding in the ownership of the Council. The proposed works are consistent with the proper planning and sustainable 
development of the area having regard to the zoning objective E “Enterprise and 
Employment and Related Uses” and the specific local objectives of the Development Plan, 2004-2010. It is recommended that the development works as proposed be proceeded with subject to the following 5 modifications:- 
Modifications.

The provision of a 3.5m wide temporary access off the proposed new road 
infrastructure for safe access and egress to the accommodation site. The final access 
to be completed as part of the proposed Western Road from the R120. 

The provision of landscaped acres along the boundary of the accommodation and 
residential sites. 

The provision of a pedestrian access to the accommodation site. 

The provision of a pedestrian crossing on the internal main carriageway to 
accommodate pedestrian and cycle access and egress for the accommodation site. 

The recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the County Council 
Meeting 
for decision.” 

Following consideration of the Report it was recommended by the Committee that 
the development as advertised should be proceeded with. 


The proposed works are consistent with the proper planning and sustainable 
development of the area having regard to the Development Plan 2004-2010. 
Accordingly, it is now proposed to proceed with the development works as proposed.”
A discussion followed with a contribution from Councillor T. Ridge.

Mr. J. Walsh responded to the Member’s query.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was 
CONSIDERED:
“It is proposed that new Bye-Laws for the Storage, Separation and Collection of Household Waste be approved (Local Government Act 2001 - Part 19, Waste Management Act 1996 (S.35(1). The existing bye-laws date from February 2003 and a number of changes are now proposed. The new Bye-Laws were circulated and listed for discussion at the May Environment SPC and were noted at the Tallaght, Lucan/Clondalkin and Terenure / Rathfarnham Area Committee Meetings in May 2007.

An advertisement giving notice of the proposal to make the bye-laws was placed in the public press on 15th May 2007. Copies of the draft Bye-Laws were available from the Council's website, Council offices and libraries for the period until 15th June. One submission was received. The contents of the submission were considered and have, where appropriate, been incorporated into the proposed new bye-laws. In addition a facilitated discussion with the refuse collectors provided a useful perspective which has also been incorporated.

The key differences in the new bye-laws are:-

1.The Bye-Laws now apply to Commercial Waste

2.Bye-Laws will now prohibit burning of household waste

3.Restriction on storing bins in front of houses

4.Weight restrictions for bins and containers to enable lifting

5.Authorised waste collectors cannot collect overloaded bins and containers 

6.Bins will have to be returned to boundary of collection point or designated collection point once emptied

7.Management Companies in apartment complexes will have to ensure proper numbers and types of containers

8.Offence to interfere with another persons waste

9.Offence to interfere with labels, tags or microchips

10.Offence to throw waste into back of freighter

11.Fixed payment fine for breach going up from €25 to €75.

12.Waste not to be presented before 6.00 a.m.

As the making of Bye-Laws is a reserved function of the Council it is recommended that the following resolution be passed by the Council to make the Bye-Laws.

"It is hereby resolved that South Dublin County Council makes Bye-Laws under Section 35 of the Waste Management Act 1996 for the storage, presentation and collection of waste."

1.
   TITLE


These Bye-Laws may be cited as the South Dublin County Council 
(Storage, Presentation and Collection of household Waste) Bye-Laws 2007.


2.
INTERPRETATION


Throughout the Bye-Laws, unless the context otherwise requires, the 
following words and expressions have the meaning hereafter respectively 
assigned to them, that is to say:-


(a)
‘Approved bring centre’ is a location provided by or authorized by 
the Council for the reception of specified recyclable materials


(b)
‘Apartment’ means a self contained dwelling unit in a building or 
campus that comprises a number of such units

(c) ‘Appropriate waste container’ means a waste container provided by 
or authorised by the Council for the collection of the appropriate 
fraction of waste i.e. either dry recyclable waste, bio-waste or 
residual waste.


(d)
‘Approved waste disposal facility’ means a facility/landfill site which 
is licensed by the Environmental Protection Agency.
(e) ‘Approved waste treatment facility’ means a materials recovery 
facility, biological treatment plant or waste to energy plant which is 
licensed by the Environmental Protection Agency or has been 
authorized by 
permit by a Local Authority.

(f) ‘Authorisation Label’ means a label supplied by the Council or by an 
authorized waste collector from time to time for attachment to a waste 
container.

(g) 'Authorised person' means a person who is authorised in writing by South 
Dublin County Council for the purpose of Section 204 of the Local Government Act, 2001 or a member of An Garda 
Siochana.

(h) ‘Authorised waste collector’ means South Dublin County Council 
or a waste collector who is the current holder of a permit under the Waste Management (Collection Permit) Regulations 2001 as amended, which permits the said collector to collect household waste.

(i) ‘Biowaste’ means source segregated (household) waste of an organic or putrescible character such as kitchen waste (for example food, vegetable and 
fruit waste) and light garden waste 
(for example grass, leaves and hedge clippings). 

(j) ‘Bin Tag’ means a tag purchased by a holder from an agent 
appointed by South Dublin County Council or supplied to a holder 
for attachment to a waste container for the purpose of collection of 
waste by the Council or by an authorised waste collector

(k)
‘Bulky waste’ includes heavy waste materials such as furniture, 
carpets and rubble. 

(l)        ‘Council’ means South Dublin County Council.

(m)
‘Designated collection day’ means such day or days of the week as 
may be fixed from time to time by an authorised waste collector for the 
collection of waste from household premises. 

(n)   
‘Designated collection time’ means such hours of the day on 
designated collection days as may be fixed from time to time by an 
authorised waste collector for the collection of waste from 
household 
premises in accordance with the provisions of Part II of these Bye-Laws. 

(o)
‘Door to door collection service’ means a separated at source 



household waste collection service  which is provided or required 



to be provided by an authorised waste collector. It includes a 



service to households where waste containers are provided on a 



communal or group basis.

(p)    ‘Dry recyclable waste’ means non-biowaste notified by South Dublin 


County Council as suitable  for collection for recycling and 



recovery operations. (First Schedule)

(q) 'Fixed Payment Notice' is the Notice provided for in Part III of 
these 
Bye-Law for the purposes of section 206 of the Local 
Government 
Act 2001.

(r) ‘Footpath' means a road over which there is a public right of way 
for 
pedestrians only, not  being a footway. 


(s)
‘Functional Area’ means the administrative area of South Dublin 



County Council.

 (t) 
‘Footway’ means that portion of any road associated with a 



roadway which is provided primarily for use by pedestrians. 

(u)         ‘Garden waste’ includes such waste as grass clippings, flowers,  



leave,s 
twigs and other waste arising in a garden.

         (v)
 ‘Glass packaging’ means empty glass containers (bottles and jars)    
which are discarded after their contents have been used / 
consumed. 
         (w)
‘Hazardous waste’ means hazardous waste for the time being 

mentioned in the list prepared pursuant to Article 1 (4) of Council 
Directive  91/689/EEC of 12 December, 1991, being either—

(i)
Category I waste that has any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, or

(ii)
Category II waste that—

(A) contains any of the constituents specified in Part II of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, and

(B) has any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996,

(iii)
such other waste, having any of the properties specified in Part III of the Second Schedule to the Waste Management Act, 1996, as may be prescribed for the purposes of the statutory definition.

(A copy of the European Waste Catalogue and Hazardous Waste List may be obtained from the Environmental Protection Agency) 

‘Hazardous waste’ includes batteries, oils, anti freeze, adhesives, medicines, aerosol cans, bleaches, paints, weedkiller and fluorescent tubes.

(x)
‘Holder’ means in relation to a household, the owner, the occupier, 
responsible person or any other person having, for the time being, 
possession or control of the household waste

(y)
'Household' means any dwelling/ house, flat, apartment, building 
or part of a building used for occupation as a residence but does 
not 
include a hotel or a hostel and ‘household premises’ shall be 
construed accordingly

(z)
‘Household waste’ means waste produced from within the curtilage of a building or self-contained part of a building used for the purposes of living accommodation and includes dry recyclable waste, bio-waste and residual waste generated by a household but excludes hazardous waste, bulky waste, fats, oils, grease, electrical waste, electronic waste and glass. 


(aa)
‘Kitchen Waste’ includes fruit, vegetable waste, tea bags and coffee 
filters and such like.


(bb)   ‘Management Company’ means a company established for the 

management of an apartment complex or other groups of 
dwellings, 
houses or flats


(cc) 
 Microchip’ includes any electronic device capable of being 



implanted In or attached in any way to a waste container and 



which is used for the purposes of recording, sorting, calculating, 



migrating, and/or using data of a business or technical nature 



concerning use of the waste container in which it is implanted or 



to which it is attached.


(dd) 
‘Notification’ for the purpose of these Bye-laws means any 




document, poster, notice, bill, sticker, device or representation 



printed, published or displayed by an authorised waste collector 



for the purpose of advertising or announcing days and times for 



the collection of waste from household premises



(ee)
‘Organic waste' means any waste that is capable of undergoing 



anaerobic or aerobic decomposition through a biological treatment 


process. 

(ff)
‘Premises’ includes all premises situate in the County of South Dublin and also a part of any premises let or occupied as separate 
premises whether or not the person to whom it is let or the person who occupies it share with any other person any accommodation, amenity or facility in connection therewith or any other portion of the premises.


(gg) 
‘Person‘ shall, unless the contrary intention appears, be construed 
as 
importing a body corporate (whether a corporation aggregate or a 
corporation sole) and an unincorporated body of persons as well as 
an individual.

(hh)
‘Prescribed place’ in relation to any premises means

(a) A convenient place immediately outside the entrance to a household or as close as practicable thereto but not such as to cause an obstruction to users of the roadway, footpath or footway.

(b) A particular location, close to or on a particular premises, as agreed with or approved by an authorised waste collector.


(ii)
Public Place’ is any place to which the public has access whether as a right or by permission and subject to a fee or free of charge.


(jj)
‘Responsible Person’ shall mean

(a) in the case of private rented dwellings, the occupying tenants 
including the landlord(s)/ owner(s)

(b) In the case of accommodation used for residential (guesthouses, 
hospitals, hostels, hotels or office), retail, assembly and recreation, 
industrial or storage purposes, the occupier

(c) In the case of apartment blocks or complexes, the 
management 
company or the owner of the property,

(d) In all other cases, the owner/ householder

(kk)
‘Residual waste' means that fraction of household waste remaining after the dry recyclable waste fraction has been removed and, In respect of household premises provided with a door-to-door collection service  fraction and the biowaste fraction have been removed. ‘Residual 
waste’ 

does not include hazardous waste, bulky waste, fats, oils, grease, electrical waste, electronic waste and glass.

(al) 'Roadway' means that portion of road which is provided primarily for the 
use of vehicles.

(am) 'Separation at source' means the sorting of waste at 
household premises into a dry recyclable fraction and a residual fraction. In respect of household premises provided with a collection service for bio-waste, ‘separation at source’ means the sorting of waste into a dry recyclable fraction, a bio-waste fraction and a residual 
fraction and the expression ‘separate at source’ shall be construed accordingly.

(an) ‘Waste’ shall have the meaning as defined by the Waste Management 
Act 1996 as amended.


(oo)
‘Waste container’ means a waste container provided by or 
authorised by 
the Council for the collection of the appropriate fraction of waste i.e. 
either dry recyclable waste, bio-waste or residual waste.

3.
AREA OF APPLICATION

These Bye-Laws apply to the functional area of South Dublin County 


Council.


PART II


4.
STORAGE OF WASTE


(a)
A holder shall not place or put in a waste container any liquid matter, 
hot ashes or other waste matter likely to damage the container or 
cause 
injury to any person.


(b) 
A holder of household waste shall be responsible for proper care of the waste container and in default may be requested to pay a charge for a replacement container if it is damaged due to fire, 
abuse or is lost or stolen.

(c)
A holder shall maintain all waste containers in such condition and state of repair so that the waste placed therein shall not be a conveniently collected. Lids of waste containers shall be 
securely closed.  

(d)
Where a waste container provided by an authorised waste 
collector is lost, stolen, destroyed or damaged, the holder shallforthwith arrange with the said collector to have the waste container replaced/repaired. 


(e)
Where practicable waste containers shall not be stored at the front of a house or other premises.


(f)        Waste containers must not be stored on a public footpath or in any 

other public place.


5. 
TYPES OF WASTE WHICH MAY BE COLLECTED 

(a)
Household waste only may be collected from a household.


(b)
Bulky waste shall not be collected in the ordinary household 
waste collection

(c) Glass or other types/categories of waste as designated in First Schedule hereto must be disposed of at an approved bring 
centre/waste facility and shall not be presented for collection in a manner specified in Bye-Law No. 6; unless specifically provided 
for in a waste collection system, or other receptacles, provided by or approved by the Council for 
use in a separate door to door collection system.



6
   SEPARATION OF WASTE AT SOURCE



(a) 
A holder shall separate at source such dry-recyclable waste as 



defined in the Second Schedule hereto. Where such a collection 



service is provided, the dry recyclable fraction shall be stored 



separately by the holder in an appropriate waste container. 

(b)
A holder shall separate at source such bio-waste as defined in the 



Third Schedule hereto if a door-to-door collection service of such 



waste is available. Where such a collection service is provided, the 


bio-waste fraction shall be stored separately in an appropriate 



waste container.

(c)
Any authorised waste collector providing a household with a 




door-to-door collection service for waste shall make available to 




that household such separate door-to-door collection services as 




are defined in the Fourth Schedule hereto.

(d)
After the separation at source takes place in accordance with Bye-



Law 6(a) and/or Bye-Law 6(b), a holder shall ensure that residual 



waste, except waste as defined in the Fifth Schedule hereto, is 



stored separately in an appropriate waste container.


7.
PRESENTATION OF WASTE FOR COLLECTION

a) Waste must not be presented for collection before 6.00 am on the 
designated collection day.

b) A holder shall present waste for collection by an authorised waste 
collector 
only.

c) A holder shall present waste for collection in an appropriate waste 
container only and shall deposit no other waste for collection in a 
waste 
container other than that fraction of waste applicable to that 
container. 

d) A waste container presented for collection shall not be overloaded and the lid shall be securely closed.  Waste presented at the side or on top of the waste container will not be collected and the presentation of such waste in this manner shall be deemed to be a breach of these Bye-
Laws by the holder

e) 
A holder shall not cause or permit waste to be presented for 
collection in a manner that would endanger health, create a risk to 
traffic, harm the environment or create a nuisance.  
f) A holder shall present all residual waste, dry recyclable waste and 
bio-waste for collection in a prescribed place in appropriate waste 
containers or in another manner approved by the Council. 
g) The Council may designate a specific collection point, other than a 
prescribed place, for the presentation of waste by the holder and where 
such designation is given, the holder shall only present waste for 
collection at the designated collection point.

h) Waste presented by the holder for collection shall not exceed the 
following weight limits in respect of the stated waste containers: 


140 litre wheeled bin:   
25 kilogrammes  


240 litre wheeled bin:  
40 kilogrammes


1100 litre Eurobins:      
200 kilogrammes

i) Compaction of waste in a waste container that prevents the 
efficient 
emptying of the container is strictly prohibited.

j) Household waste may only be presented for collection in a 
prescribed place/designated specific collection point at 
designated 
collection times.

k) A holder presenting waste for collection is obliged to allow the 
approved waste collector to fit or replace a microchip on a waste 
container. A fee may be charged for replacing a microchip.

l) When the waste container is presented for collection the authorised 
waste collector has the authority to download information from the 
microchip inserted in the container

m) A holder shall be responsible for the security of a waste container 
at all 
times including any authorisation label bin tag or microchip affixed 
thereto.

n) An approved waste container shall be removed by the holder from the prescribed place within 12hrs of the designated collection 
time 

o) The storing of approved waste containers on a footpath, footway, 
public 
road, roadway or other public place is prohibited
p) Any uncollected waste shall be removed by the holder from a public 
place within 12 hours after the approved designated collection time.

8.
COLLECTION OF WASTE
(a) The existing designated collection days for the collection of waste 
which 
are in operation at the ‘commencement’ date of the Bye Laws shall 
continue until a revised schedule comes into force.

(b) An authorized waste collector shall not collect overloaded 
waste 
containers.

(c) An authorized waste collector shall return an emptied waste 
container to the boundary of the premises or to the designated 
collection point from which it was collected.

(d) Management companies of apartment complexes or other 
dwellings shall ensure that adequate numbers of waste containers are available for use by holders of waste in the complex or other dwellings, for residual, recyclable and for bio waste where such a collection service is provided.

(e) Management companies of apartment complexes or other 
dwellings shall ensure that adequate access and egress is available for refuse freighters servicing the complex or other dwellings.


9.
GENERAL


(a)
The Council may require a management company or an authorized 
waste collector to supply information in writing to the Council in a 
format required by the Council regarding measures taken to collect 
dry recyclable waste and/ or bio-waste as the case may be.  Failure to 
provide the information requested shall be an offence.


(b)
Any waste disposal measures undertaken by the holder of 
household 
waste must



(i)
ensure that the dry recyclable portion is taken to an 



approved recycling collection or treatment facility



(ii) 
ensure that the garden waste is composted within the



 curtilage of the household or taken to an approved 



recycling collection or treatment facility.
   
 (iii)        provide for the disposal of residual waste to an approved 
   


waste treatment or disposal facility.


(c)
It shall be an offence for a person to interfere with waste presented by 
another person, for collection by the approved waste collector.

(d)
It shall be an offence for a person, other than an authorised waste collector, to remove or interfere with an authorization label, bin tag or microchip attached to a waste container of a third party


(e)
It shall be an offence for any person, other than staff of an authorised 
waste collector to dispose of household waste in a refusecollection 
vehicle.


(f)
It shall be an offence for any person to obstruct, disturb, interrupt 
or 
prevent the collection of household waste by the approved waste 



collector.


(g)        Unauthorised burning of waste is strictly prohibited.


(h)
These Bye-Laws repeal the South Dublin County Council (Storage, 
Presentation and Collection of Waste) Bye-Laws 2004.


PART III


10.
ENFORCEMENT

(a)A person who contravenes any provision of these Bye-Laws shall be guilty of an offence under section 205 of the Local Government Act 2001 and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,904.60

(b)
Where a contravention of a provision of these Bye-Laws is 
continued after conviction, the person causing the contravention shall be guilty of a further offence and shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €126.97 per day under section 205(2) of the Local Government Act 2001.
(c)
If any person contravenes any provision of these Bye-laws, the Council may, pursuant to Section 206(1) of the Local Government 
Act 2001, serve on such person a Fixed Payment Notice (see Fourth Schedule hereto), specifying a fixed payment, as an alternative to a prosecution for such contravention. The amount of the fixed payment shall be €75 and the said fixed payment must be paid within 21 days of the date of service of such Fixed Payment Notice for such person to avoid a prosecution.  

(d)
Notice of the Fixed Payment (as described in subsection C) shall be in the general form of the notice set out in the Fourth Schedule of these Bye-Laws


(e)
Any person served with a Fixed Payment Notice is entitled to 
disregard such Notice and defend a prosecution of the alleged 
contravention in court.

(f)
An authorised person may request any person who appears to be contravening or to have contravened a provision of these Bye-Laws to refrain from such contravention.

(g)
Where an authorised person is of the opinion that a person is committing or has committed an offence to which this section relates, the authorised person may demand the name and address 
of such person and if that demand is refused or the person gives a name or address which is false or misleading, that person shall be guilty of an offence under section 204(3)(b) of the said 2001 Act.

(h)
A person who obstructs or impedes or refuses to comply with a request of an authorised person acting in the exercise of the functions conferred on an authorised person by Part 19 of the Local Government Act 2001 shall be guilty of an offence under 
section 204(3)(a) of the said 2001 Act.
 (i)
A person who is convicted of an offence under section 204(3) of the said 2001 Act shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding €1,904.60
