DESIGN PROPOSALS FOR  PLAYGROUND AT THE GREENHILLS END OF TYMON PARK AND INSTALLATION OF A NEW PLAYGROUND

QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe
"To ask the Manager will he give a report outlining the plans and progress on the design proposals for the refurbishment of the playground at the Greenhills end of Tymon Park and if plans are still on course for the installation of a new playground near the main entrance to Tymon Road?"

REPLY:
There are two children’s playgrounds located within Tymon Park. The original playground is located near to the Tymon North entrance and has been in place since the park was opened in the early 1980’s with the equipment periodically replaced and updated in the intervening years. In 2004, a second playground and woodland adventure trail was constructed near to the Wellington Lane entrance to the Park.

As part of the five year playground construction programme 2007 – 2012, adopted by the Council in December 2006, it was proposed to provide a new playground near the main entrance to Tymon Park off Tymon North Road to replace the original playground located at the Greenhills end of the park. This project has been included in the Council’s Capital Programme for funding as it was intended to advance the project in 2009. While work will be taking place over the coming months to advance design proposals for the new playground, due to the current economic situation, the project has been re-scheduled to 2010 when the matter will be reviewed in terms of available finance and resources to undertake the proposal.

In the meantime, the existing playground near to the Wellington Lane entrance to the Park remains available for use.

2009 / 2010 PROPOSED PROGRAMME OF ARBORICULTURAL WORKS FOR TALLAGHT CENTRAL AND TALLAGHT SOUTH ELECTORAL AREAS
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Proposed Programme of Arbori-cultural Works for Tallaght Central and Tallaght South Electoral Areas – 2009 / 2010
The Arboricultural Programme for 2009/2010 will be implemented between November 2009 and mid-March 2010.  

Due to the extent of the established and maturing tree population across the South Dublin administrative area and the significantly large volume of requests for tree pruning and removals, the Parks Department is giving priority under the forthcoming Arboricultural Programme specifically to the maintenance and pruning of existing trees and to the thinning and/or removal of shrubberies on open spaces which are locations of anti-social activities and cause of anxiety and nuisance for the general public.  It is intended to concentrate on the entire street tree population in complete estates rather than on individual trees on individual streets. This approach has been the general practice in recent years and has the benefit of optimising the use of existing staff and equipment resources. 

It should therefore be noted that in some cases, requests for pruning of  individual trees in estates that are not included in this programme will be deferred to the next programme other than where works are required as a matter of urgency in the interests of public safety. The programme below does contain individual tree locations which are the subject of committments given to Elected Members as well as members of the public during the course of this year. 

Street Tree Planting
In the context of the above, a very minimal amount to tree planting will be undertaken next spring and it is intended to bring a proposed programme of tree planting to the meeting of the Area Committee in January 2010. 

 Street Tree Pruning and Removals
 Trees are pruned under the street tree pruning programme on a 'need to prune' system based on the following criteria:

·  Pruning of lower branches from trees which have the potential to come into contact with pedestrians. 

·  Pruning of damaged, diseased or dead branches in keeping with good arbori-cultural practice.  

·  Pruning of trees in proximity to street lighting, specifically trees that have been brought to our attention by the public and the Public Lighting Section.  

· Planned removal of street trees in association with the footpath maintenance programme where damage to pavements is arising. This is a significant problem in some areas and can be a contentious issue where some residents are opposed to the removal of trees.   

· Removal of dead, diseased or vandalised trees

Trees which have to be felled will in the first instance have their branches removed and the main trunk reduced to approx. one metre above ground level.  The remaining section of trunk reduces the risk of a trip hazard until such time as the removal is completed.  The removal of the remaining trunk involves the use of specialised stump grinding equipment and in most cases, the re-instatement of the grass verge.  In order to maintain progress with the pruning programme which is done during the dormant season, a portion of trunk will remain in place for a period after the works have been completed. A follow on programme of stump removals will take place commencing in early spring 2010.

Replacement trees will be planted where appropriate and subject to the availability of resources in the following planting season

In addition to the above the Council crews removed considerable volumes of material in the weeks leading up to Halloween in an effort to reduce available material and limit the damage to the public spaces.

The debris from the official bonfire sites at Fettercairn West Tallaght and Neilstown, North Clondalkin, was removed immediately.

In the aftermath of Halloween each unofficial bonfire has been logged, photographed and an estimate of the debris remaining calculated to facilitate a programmed removal of the material.

There are now 412 bonfire sites across the County which must be attended to and the offending debris removed. A schedule of post-halloween clean-ups countywide is now being prioritised.   The clean-up programme will be managed on a co-ordinated basis across various Departments of the Council.  Details of the schedule will be posted to the Council’s website and a link will be provided to the Members as soon as it is available.  By visiting the Council's website, members of the public will be in a position to identify the site of the bonfire of interest to them on a map which will show the date of the proposed clean up for that site. It is intended to commence the cleanup operation on Monday 23rd November. However, due to the volume of rainfall in recent weeks and the now very poor ground conditions across the county, it will not be possible to commence bonfire cleanups in many locations without causing significant further damage to the public open spaces. Efforts will be made to remove material from open spaces where access can be gained without causing further damage. As a result, the proposed cleanup dates in the schedule will vary and will be updated on an ongoing basis to ensure that the information is current.

The cost of the clean-up is estimated to cost €400,000 to €500,000 and when public services have to be scaled back it is most unfortunate that such an unnecessary expense has been incurred in the county.

Link to Clean-up Schedule  “
Mr. Bill Kearney, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, and Ms. Mary Keenan, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the report.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
In the run up to the 2009 Halloween period a concerted effort was made by a number of Departments requesting local communities, community and youth groups, schools and the general public to attend the two official bonfires, organised by South Dublin County Council, at Fettercairn, Tallaght and Neillstown, Clondalkin rather than construct their own. While the two official bonfires were attended by several hundred people, it is clear that many more people chose to light their own bonfires. The debris from the official bonfire sites at Fettercairn and Neilstown, has been removed and the areas will be re-instated when weather and ground conditions permit.

In addition to the above the Council crews removed considerable volumes of material from open spaces and housing estates in the weeks leading up to Halloween in an effort to reduce the amount of available material for bonfires and thereby limit the damage that might be caused.

In the aftermath of Halloween, a full survey of the county was undertaken in order to map the location and extent of the unofficial bonfires. Four hundred and twenty three (423) bonfires have been logged, photographed and an estimate of the debris remaining calculated to facilitate a programmed removal of the material. 
It was AGREED to take Councillor D. Looney’s Motion No. 3 in conjunction with the above report:
It was proposed by Councillor D. Looney, seconded by Councillor S. Crowe:

"That this Committee thanks the staff of SDCC for their efforts over the Hallowe'en period in containing bonfires and providing extra services, and that the Manager provides a detailed report on the cleanup of Hallowe'en bonfires and other activities this year, with the inclusion of all significant locations of bonfire debris within the remit of the Tallaght Area Committee, an estimate of the costs involved, and a comparison of this work with previous years.”

“Tallaght Enhancements QBC – The N81

 
The Tallaght Enhancements QBC (The N81) forms part of the QBC Network, linking the existing Tallaght QBC, the Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC, the Green Route QBC and the Outer Ring Road QBC (Cookstown Road) Quality Bus Corridors. The scheme consists of 3052m of QBC in the inbound direction (to Dublin City) and 4175m in the outbound direction (towards Tallaght). The sections of bus lanes proposed are as follows: 

Inbound (3052 m of bus lane)

1.       72 m of bus lane between Cookstown Road and Firhouse Road West.

2.       660 m of bus lane between Firhouse Road West and Whitestown Way. 

3.       2320 m of bus lane between Whitestown Way and Tallaght Road roundabout.

Outbound (4175 m of bus lane)

1.       680 m of bus lane from Old Bridge Road to the existing bus lane after the Spawell Road roundabout. 

2.       455 m of bus lane between the M50 and the Tallaght Road roundabout.

3.       2190 m of bus lane between the Tallaght Road roundabout and Whitestown Way.

4.       660 m of bus lane between Whitestown Way and Firhouse Road West. 

5.       190 m of bus lane between Cookstown Road and Killinarden Heights.

The Scheme has the potential to provide considerable benefits for public transport users on the route as follows: 

· Provide a direct route from Tallaght to Dublin City centre with high levels of priority. 

· Allow a quick and reliable bus services capable of providing consistent reliable journey times and headways. 

· Integrate and link with the existing Tallaght QBC, the Firhouse/Ballycullen QBC, the Green Route QBC and the Outer Ring Road QBC (Cookstown Road).

· As the number of general traffic lanes remains unchanged, there is no significant impact on journey times for general traffic.  

· Improved facilities for cyclists and pedestrians, including pedestrian crossings and cycle tracks. 

It is proposed to initiate a Part 8 public consultation process under the Local Government Planning & Development Regulations in the immediate future. The cost of the scheme will be funded from the DTO’s Annual Traffic Management Grant programme”.
