"To ask the Manager to outline how, going forward, SDCC is going to deal with the rise in Anti-social behaviour, due to the perceived increase in drug-dealing in many Council owned estates in Tallaght - to indicate where this Council's responsibility ends and the Gardai's begins and how the Council Housing staff are finding the Garda response to the many problems that are currently being highlighted?"

REPLY:
South Dublin County Council has a dedicated team of Allocation Support officers.  The Anti Social Policy Document, which outlines the Council’s policy in responding to complaints of anti social behaviour by Council tenants, was adopted by Elected Members in 2005. The Council investigates every complaint in a fair, impartial and objective way.

The aim of the policy document is to create and sustain a safe and peaceful living environment for the tenants of South Dublin County Council by actively tackling anti social behaviour through prevention, enforcement, support and rehabilitation.  The categorization of incidents of anti-social behaviour provides a mechanism for prioritizing investigation of anti-social complaints having regard to the gravity and impact of the incident. 

A total of 6050 actions were taken by SDCC in relation to the reported 1061 anti-social incidents in 2009 (Jan - Oct). These actions ranged from house calls by the Council’s Housing Estate Management Team, formal interview of tenants, referral to mediation, issue of formal warnings and ultimately Notice to Quit in some instances.  

The Legal powers available to South Dublin County Council for dealing with anti social behaviour include:

1.      Excluding Order -  Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions Act 1997), Section 3 subsection 2

         “a Housing authority may, in respect of a house provided by the authority under the Housing Acts, 1966 to 1997, apply to the District Court for an excluding order against a respondent whom the authority believes to be engaging in anti social behaviour where the authority
(a)    having consulted the tenant and the health board in whose functional area the house is situate, believe that a tenant may be deterred or prevented by violence, threat or fear from pursuing an application for an excluding order, and
(b)   consider that, in the interest of good estate management, it is appropriate, in all circumstances, to apply for the excluding order.”

VACANT HOUSES IN THE TALLAGHT AREA
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
"To ask the Manager to provide a comprehensive list giving numbers and location and date of surrender of all vacant houses in the Tallaght area along with a reason for each vacancy and the expected turnaround/reletting date?"

REPLY: 
On 27/11/09 the current vacant dwellings in the Tallaght area is as follows: There are 103 vacant dwellings, 15 have been surrendered in the month of November. There are 39 vacant dwellings as a result of transfer of tenants, full list of vacant dwellings attached. 

Of these work is ongoing on 41, 39 of which will be ready for allocation on or before 11/12/2009. 19 dwellings are included in the Energy Programme. 17 tenants have been sourced to date and 16 refusals of offer have been received.  The remaining 62 will be commenced as the above number is completed.  We have relet 146 houses countywide up to end of October. 

A new relet process whereby we are prioritising the sourcing of new tenants has been put in place to ensure work is not being redone as a result of vandalism. Reasons for vacancies are as follows:

HANDING OVER OF THE LEGAL TITLE TO RESIDENTIAL UNITS TO THE OAKLEE HOUSING ASSOCIATION IN THE McULLIAM ESTATE

It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr and seconded by Councillor C. King:

“That the Manager outline what precisely is causing the delay in the handing over of the legal title to residential units to the Oaklee Housing Association in the McUlliam Estate - that he notes that Oaklee are not currently in a position to require tenancy agreements for their tenants and this may cause significant legal issues going forward, that he gives a commitment to resolve this situation before Christmas.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:Bottom of Form

“An application for funding under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme was submitted to the Department of Environment Heritage and Local Government in August 2006 for 51 units at Fortunestown. Approval was received from the DOELG in the amount of €9,312,590 in July 2007 under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme.  At the Council meeting of 9th July 2007 a loan in the sum of €9,312,590 was approved to Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd. The Council meeting of 10th September 2007 approved the disposal of the 51 units to Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd.

In August 2007 the units were completed and ready for occupation and were handed over to the Council by the Contractor.  It was necessary for security to be put in place immediately by the Council. In the meantime, the necessary legal work involved in the disposal of the units to Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd., and the putting in place of the mortgage under the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme had commenced.  These legal issues were protracted and further complicated by the fact that 42 units were in one block and the remaining 9 units were located separately, over the communal facility, which was not being disposed of to Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd. As the members are aware these legal issues continued on well into 2008, which resulted in considerable security costs to the Council and also delays for housing applicants who were to be accommodated in the units.  In order to alleviate this situation it was agreed that Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd. would take over the units in question by way of Licence in July 2008, pending the completion of the necessary legal work to put in place the required mortgage.

During this time payment commitments to the Contractor had to be fulfilled and this was done from the Councils Social Housing Investment Programme, the intention being that this funding would be recouped from the Capital Loan and Subsidy Scheme on completion of the mortgage. The Council had been in discussions with the DoEHLG on this matter and it was our understanding that this transfer would be acceptable to them. However, the DoEHLG would not agree to the arrangement and the matter has been subject of considerable negotiations over the past year. Confirmation has recently been received from the DoEHLG advising that the Capital Loan and Subsidy approval of July 2007 has been withdrawn and the units are now being treated as social housing funded from the Council's Social Housing Investment Programme allocation for 2008.

The Council is aware of the predicament in which this leaves Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd. and their tenants, and indeed the implications of this with regard to the issuing of tenancy agreements and good estate management. We have been in touch with Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd. and informed them of this situation. We have also requested a further meeting with the DoEHLG in an effort to see if there is any possibility of them reviewing their decision in this case. Depending on the outcome of this meeting the matter will be further discussed with Oaklee Housing Trust Ltd. Every effort will be made to resolve the situation as quickly as possible and the members of the Tallaght Area Committee will be kept informed of developments.”

Should other houses fall into this category they will be treated in a similar manner.”

THE JOBSTOWN ALL-WEATHER PITCH
It was proposed by Councillor M. Corr and seconded by Councillor C. King:
“To ask the Manager to detail the progress of the Jobstown All-weather pitch in terms of footfall, range of activities etc. to give an indication of past and present usage and to outline what changes have been implemented or may be necessary to keep the facility sustainable.”
The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“Initial Report on Upgrading of Facility Using the Grant Aid from Young Peoples Youth and Services Fund and Community Linkage Funds.
With the upgrade now more or less complete, there is a tremendous response and this is reflected in an increase in the enquiries into using the facility.

Security measures were addressed firstly:  a new perimeter wall was constructed, CCTV has been installed, fencing has been repaired and high netting erected around the All Weather Pitch. A new entrance which allows only permitted personnel onto the pitch stops undesirables from wandering in unannounced which previously caused a lot of friction and has reduced anti-social behaviour. The car park has been extended and this means that all users can now be accommodated, and road-side parking can be avoided. The secure facilities mean that clubs are happier to play there, and this has led to an increased usage.

New equipment has been purchased, and is being utilised fully. This allows the All Weather Pitch Facility to open at weekends and host matches, which wasn’t previously possible.

Outreach
1.  The kid’s tournament is ongoing and happens every Tuesday-Thursday (postponed during bad weather), average attendance is 20-30 children with a decent mix of boys and girls. We also have a footfall of between 20-30 young teenagers and young un-employed adults from the locality who play daily free of charge during the hours of 4-6pm

2. Jim Crawford (FAI Development Officer) is currently holding a Futsal camp here, with approximately 35-40 kids participating.

3. The JAY Project (based in Kiltalown N/C) holds several sessions per week for young teenagers.

4. Ultimate Frisbee is a new sport which we are encouraging here. A ladies group train and practice here every week and they are willing to promote the sport which is a new up and coming sport within the community.

Ongoing work projects
Painting the Facility – we are going to paint the inside and outside area’s of the facility. We are currently negotiating on the price of the paint (probation services) and plan to carry out these works immediately.

South Dublin County Council (Parks Department) in conjunction with the local school (St. Thomas) and Parish are to work on landscaping the perimeter.

Overall Report.

A full-time manager has been employed to drive the project. There is a good mix of affordable slots for local young people, as well as revenue slots for non-local users. 

The main local soccer team, Jobstown Celtic, not previously a user, is now one of the main clients. This was a priority objective at the outset of the strategy to reinvigorate the facility.

The local Community now view the All Weather Pitch as a community facility that facilitates their needs, and as such are encouraged to participate as much as possible. The All Weather Pitch has joined up with the SDCSP (Sports Partnership) Link 2 be active campaign.

The facility is running well and the staff are well trained and motivated.  There are 2 J.I. workers and 3 C.E. Participants. The only major headache at present is the pitch, it is a sand based pitch and the water does not drain away quickly enough during heavy rain – it was a problem with the old style sand - based pitch as the sand clogs up the tiny drainage holes on the pitch mat right across the pitch. This problem needs to be addressed, although the solution is likely to be very costly.

THE NEW BIN COLLECTION WAIVER SCHEME
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
"To ask the Manager to outline in practice how the new bin collection waiver scheme will operate for recipients as there is a lot of confusion amongst members of the public about how this scheme will be rolled out and the practicalities for the service users?"

REPLY:
Each customer approved for a waste collection charges waiver has already been supplied with bin tags to cover the period up to 31st January, 2010 and these tags can continue to be used up to that date as a cross-over period is in place to facilitate customers using either bin lift credit or bin tags. Waiver customers requiring additional bin lifts up to the end of January, 2010 can purchase bin lift credit online, over the phone (available soon) or at retail outlets or purchase bin tags.

After the expiry of this period, i.e. from 1st February, 2010 on, customers will only be able to use the advance credit system and waiver customers will have a set number of bin lift credits per quarter applied to their account. Customers requiring additional lifts will have to purchase bin lift credit online, over the phone or from designated retail outlets.

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was READ:
“The Council commenced discussions on this initiative in February of this year and looked at a wide variety of possibilities in other countries as well as looking at the possibility of it forming part of a European project through the Regional Authority.  The EU dimension remains a possibility however the Council has now decided to proceed with the initiative.

The Social Credits initiative will enable community organisations, schools and businesses to avail of opportunities to earn credits for environmental and civic participation efforts which they can redeem against the use of facilities and services of the Council.  

Many schools, community groups, households, businesses and individuals continuously strive to improve their environment by cleaning up, planting and maintaining places all around the County. The new Social Credit System will acknowledge and reward such groups and motivate others to get involved and take ownership of the County.   “Green Credits” will be awarded for environmentally sustainable actions carried out. Credits will be accumulated and then exchanged for a variety of rewards. Actions and points required for a variety of rewards will be listed in the Social Credit Catalogue. Some examples of actions will include a community group keeping their area graffiti free, a business siting a bring bank on their premises, a school keeping their grounds litter free or household reducing their waste going to landfill. Rewards from the Council will include free swims; a free round of golf, use of a sound studio, a free WEEE collection for your area, your street could be awarded a litter free status or have trees planted in your area. 

The work is in the preparatory stage however it is intended to consult further in advance of the initiative being finalised to ensure that the initiative will provide a response to some of the civic needs of the County.
There is a consultation proposed for the Elected Members on 13th January (as part of the Corporate Plan consultation) and it is hoped to follow this with consultations with the business community as well as the community sector and the schools.  It is hoped to launch the initiative in the first quarter of 2010.” 
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Following a discussion to which Councillors M. Corr, C. King and C. Brophy contributed, Mr. J. Quinlivan, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised.

The report was NOTED.
