REPLY:
As community gardens are of relatively recent provenance in an Irish context, the Council is currently exploring the possible structures, legal issues and practicalities under which the concept can be advanced in general in the South Dublin administrative area. A community garden is typically run by formal agreement with the landowner by people from the local community.  It is managed and maintained with the active participation of the local community who assume direct responsibility for its planting, landscaping and upkeep themselves.  For such an initiative to develop and operate successfully at Willbrook Park, it will require the full, firm and long term commitment of the residents in the immediate area.  In this context, the residents would need to give consideration to the formal organisation of a group who would assume responsibility for the development, regulation, funding, management and maintenance of the community garden.  In order to establish the level of interest and commitment to the concept of a community garden in the area, the Council will arrange to meet early in the new year with the residents of Willbrook Park to discuss the proposal.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“On 13 November, 2007, a resolution was agreed at the Terenure Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting whereby hoardings erected would be removed in order to facilitate access to the open space area for public use.  The agreement specifically required the occupiers of Nos. 29 and 30 Willbrook Lawn to arrange for the reconstruction of their boundary walls.  To minimise any potential for anti social activity in the area, the Council agreed to erect gated railings at two agreed locations.  It was intended that the gates would be opened during normal park hours and closed at darkness thereby giving access for play to the entire open space during daylight hours whilst minimising night-time security risk to Nos. 29 and 30 and the potential for anti-social behaviour.  It is intended that the Willbrook Lawn Residents Association would be responsible for the opening and closing of the gates. The resolution is almost fully implemented with respect to the open space abutting No. 29 Willbrook Lawn.

An exchange of correspondence has been ongoing between the Council and the solicitors representing the owner of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn since March 2008.  The owner is insistent that the open space abutting the premises be ceded to her and that she would be responsible for the construction of a new boundary wall along the line of the proposed gated railing with no access to the land and contrary to the resolution made on 13th November, 2007.

On 10th March 2009 the Law Agent wrote to the Solicitors for the owner of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn setting out the proposals.  No response was received.

By letter dated 1st September 2009, the Council again wrote to the Solicitors for the owner of the property at 30 Willbrook Lawn stating that after the passage of 30 days from the date of the letter the Council would remove the existing hoarding adjacent to 30 Willbrook Lawn in order to restore fully the open space area and that it would erect a new hoarding along the property line of 30 Willbrook Lawn in the event of the owner not taking action to secure the property boundary. 

By letter dated 7th September, 2009, the Solicitor for the owner of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn responded to the Council requesting a copy of letter dated 10th March 2009 and same was furnished by letter dated 17th September 2009.

By letter dated 29th September, 2009, the Solicitors for the property owner replied as follows:

“……any attempt by any party to interfere with our client’s property to include her boundary fence, will result in our client taking such legal action as she may be advised with a view to defending and vindicating her rights in the matter.”

In response to this letter the Council has issued a letter in the following terms:

That 

·         the existing fence would be removed by Parks Department

·         the rear garden boundary of No. 30 Willbrook Lawn would be secured by means of a timber fence pending the reconstruction of the boundary wall  by the owner

·         that a railing and double leaf gates would be erected on the open space and that

·         landscaping of the open space would be consistent with the landscaping of the open space adjacent to No. 29 Willbrook Lawn.

 It was further stated that the Council’s Parks Department intended to carry out the works as indicated in January 2010 and will advise the owners Solicitor of the specific commencement date as soon as possible.

The Law Agent has concurred with the actions proposed in the foregoing report.”

Mr. C. Ryan, Senior Planner, presented the following report:-
“Further Report on Bolton Hall
A Section 59 Notice was issued on Friday 6th November 2009 detailing the specific works required by the owner of Bolton Hall under the Notice.  

Under the provisions of the Planning and Development Act the owner may within a 4 week period from the date of the notice make a written representation to the 

Planning Authority concerning:

a)    The terms of the Notice
b)    The provision of assistance under Section 59 (2) of the Planning & Development Act 2000 (as amended)
c)     Any other material considerations
The owners are then required to carry out the remedial works necessary to prevent Bolton Hall from becoming or continuing to be endangered to be carried out within a specified period of not less than 8 weeks from the date of the notice.

The Council’s Conservation Officer has been in contact with a representative of the owners to ensure that the owners understand the provisions of the Planning and Development Act 2000 and to provide the necessary advice in relation to the required works as specified in the Section 59 Notice.  After discussions in relation to the details of the Endangerment Notice the Conservation Officer was contacted by a representative of the owners to inform her that they propose that instead of carrying out temporary works i.e. Temporary roof cover it is their intention to reinstate the roof and to restore the building.  They are contacting a suitably qualified Conservation Architect to deal with these requirements to ensure all works are carried out to conservation standard.  According to the representative of the owners it is felt that they could carry out the temporary works but the problem of security on site etc will continue therefore they want to do the necessary works to the house to allow it to be lived in once again.

The Conservation Officer has provided the owners with details of the Conservation Grant Scheme for Protected Structures and has informed the representative of the owners that they must submit a formal response to the Section 59 Endangerment Notice informing the Local Authority of their intentions.  Based on this decision they must provide a Method Statement, Schedule of Works and time frame for the works to be completed.  Once the Local Authority have received the formal response to the S59 Notice the Council’s Conservation Officer can then agree details and an appropriate time frame ensuring that a written agreement is provided.”

….. on/ before 19th November 2009 that the works proposed in the submission to the Planning Authority dated 16th October 2009 and as amended by the Council’s Senior Engineer in his report dated 27th October 2009 (copy attached) commence.
 AND within the specified period commencing 19th November 2009 and ending 26th January 2010 that the works proposed in the submission to the Planning Authority dated 16th October 2009 and as modified by the Council’s Senior Engineer in his report dated 27th October 2009 (copy attached) be carried out and completed
One of these companies, Riversmith Ltd., is now in receivership, and the receiver William G. O’Riordan, of Price, Waterhouse, Coopers, has advised that the company no longer has an interest in any property at Loreto Abbey.

An inspection carried out on 20th November last ascertained that works to comply with the Enforcement Notice had not commenced, and the matter has now been referred to the Council’s solicitor for proceedings through the courts.

Bond – Condition 26
In addition, on 27th November last a letter issued to De Montford Insurance Company PLC advising that the Council wished to make a claim on the bond of €465,964, lodged under Condition 26 “….. to secure the provision and satisfactory completion of roads, sewers, watermains, drains, car parks, open spaces, tree protection and other services required in connection with the development, ….”
It is the Council’s intention to include in this claim all outstanding planning matters covered in the condition of the permission.

Building Regulations
A further issue has arisen at Loreto Abbey in relation to compliance with Building Regulations. This matter is being examined by the Building Control Section, to establish if there are clear breaches of the Building Regulations, and to consider what enforcement action the Council may take if there are.”

(a)  The latest timeframe recieved from the consultant architect assigned to the project states that the centre will be completed and handed over to the local management committee in an agreed three phase approach, Phase 1 (Hall, Toilets, Office and Open-plan area) will be handed over on the 29th of January, 

Phase 2 (all the rest of the building with exception of the kitchen and enclosed play area) will be handed over on the 12th of February and 

Phase 3 the remaining elements of the building on the 3rd of March 

(b) The community centre will be managed by a local management committee established as a company limited by guarantee. South Dublin County Council has representation on this management committee which was requested by the local community and as stipulated in the management licence issued to the committee. The management of the pastoral centre is a matter for the local parish and as such SDCC will have no direct involvement in this. The management committee also intended to recruit a full-time centre manager and have applied to the Council under the Community Grants scheme for a grant of €30,000 (maximum amount of grant available within this category). A report recommending this grant aid has been submitted by the Area Community Officer and is presented to the December Rathfarnham Area Committee Meeting for approval.

(c) This is a matter for the local management committee, but it is believed that the committee are currently in the process of writing out to all the previous users of the centre up to the closure in January 2009, inviting them to contact the committee with their booking requirements, with the intention to re-open to all groups in early March.

"To ask the Manager for an update on the Flood protection measures that are in place for all rivers in the Rathfarnham area and  what liason takes place with surrounding councils that said rivers are sourced from before reaching the Rathfarnham area?"
REPLY:
In late 2005/early 2006 the three local authorities in whose functional areas the river Dodder flows i.e. South Dublin County Council (SDCC), Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council(DLRCC) and Dublin City Council(DCC) agreed that a study of the river would be commissioned in order to provide a comprehensive report on the Flood Risk Assessment and Management of the river. The Office of Public Works (OPW) is funding the study as it forms part of the national Catchment Flood Risk Assessment and Management Studies (CFRAMS). Dublin City Council is the Contracting Authority on behalf of the three local authorities.  Following the public tendering procedure in early 2006 Dublin City Council appointed consultants/service providers, R.P.S., to carry out the Risk Assessment and Management Report. The major stakeholders, DCC, OPW, SDCC, DLRCC and RPS meet at Steering Group level every three months to review the progress of the contract.  The final plan will require the agreement of all three Councils and the OPW.

The core purpose of this study was to assess the spatial extent and degree of flood hazard and risk within the Dodder catchment, to examine future pressures that could impact on that risk, and to develop a long-term strategy for managing the risk that is economically, socially and environmentally sustainable.

The Report will include measures for the development of a robust model representing the hydrological and hydraulic characteristics of the River Dodder catchment, such a model will provide for the mapping of the flood risk.  Using model output the technical and economic merit of various options for flood management, taking account of current and future land developments, will be presented within the report.

To achieve this aim the following study objectives have been identified:

· Review of land usage and planning requirements 

· Capture and analysis of all data including existing models 

· Surveying the catchment and river estuary 

· Hydrological analysis 

· Hydraulic analysis including development of a hydraulic model 

· Environmental assessment 

· Risk assessment 

· Development of flood risk management options 

· Preparation of a catchment flood risk management plan including a river maintenance programme 

· Provide deliverables which meet the above aims and goals 

· Effective management of the study 

The main tributaries of the Dodder River are included in the above Risk Assessment and Management Report viz. the Whitechurch, Owendoher and the Tallaght streams.

In June 2008, the consultants issued a Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) scoping report on the River Dodder Catchment Flood Risk Management Plan.  This Report is available to download on the Dublin City Council website: www.dublincity.ie/waterwasteenvironment/pages/riverdoddercatchmentfloodriskassessmentmanagementstudy.aspx  Comments can be sent to the above website or doddersea@rpsgroup.com
The final SEA statement will:

· Outline the option or combination of options selected for taking into the statutory planning process; 

· Outline the reasons for selection; 

· Outline how environmental considerations have been taken into account in the selection process; and 

· Outline monitoring measures to be implemented 

Further plans for the Dodder River Risk Assessment and Management Strategy include a public information days on the flood risk management, a draft CFRAMS and Environmental Report consultation and a final Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) statement.

R.P.S., were also asked to produce an interim modelling report on the Whitechurch River, a tributary of the Dodder, as a result of serious flooding experienced  in the catchment on 22 June 2007. The  Whitechurch River Interim Modelling Report issued from R.P.S. in July, 2008 with recommendations on reducing the flood risks along the Whitechurch River. Following the publication of the report, South Dublin County Council in conjunction with Whitechurch National School completed an emergency culvert upgrade on the Whitechurch Stream at the entrance to the school to prevent further flooding and property damage in the area. The cost of these works was approx. €150,000.

Minor ongoing flood relief maintenance work is funded through the Drainage Maintenance Budget. The drainage maintenance section has carried out significant surfacewater drainage system maintenance work and recent works include clearing of the piped Ballycullen Stream through Castlefield and Glenvara, provision of flood alleviation works on the Poddle at Tymon and at Cappagh, and provision of an overflow pipe on the Robinhood Stream.

The Whitehall Road works were completed in early 2009 and funded jointly between the Roads Department and the Drainage Department through levies.

The following report by the Manager was READ:
“The Boherboy Water Supply Scheme involves a major upgrading and expansion of the water supply network and storage infrastructure in the areas of Saggart, Rathcoole, Newcastle, Brownsbarn, Citywest, the southern parts of Tallaght and areas of Ballycragh, Oldbawn, Knocklyon, Ballyboden and Ballycullen. The area which the new scheme will serve currently has no storage reservoirs and suffers from inadequate water pressure. This scheme provides for the construction of 41km of water main, new reservoirs at Saggart and Kiltalown and a pumping station in Saggart.

With such a large scheme, a certain impact on roads, public and private property is unavoidable and re-instatement programmes are a critical part of the completion of the contracts. In addition, the scale and type of contruction - being the laying of Watermains - requires that the approach to re-instatement is staged with a temporary re-instatement stage (with settlement periods) followed ultimately by a final re-instatement stage.

Regrettably, this staged re-instatement approach, with the crucial settlement period, can lead to an impression that re-instatements have not been completed to proper standards and that value for money has not been acheived. It is absolutely necessasry that the re-instatement is approached in this way.

Of course there will be occasions where final re-instatement works do not work out as planned however, in all of these cases the matter is revisited with contractors to ensure that the required standards are met, re-instatements are redone and all such works are monitored during and after completion of the contract to ensure that any issues that arise can be addressed.

At this point, approximately 50% of the project has received a final re-instatement with a further 20% under temporary re-instatement at the moment. Works are ongoing on the remaining sections. As is normal, issues have arisen throughout the process and areas have been revisited while other areas will more than likely require revisiting before the project is ultimately finished. This is provided for both in terms of the assignment of responsibility and provision of finance under the contract.

In general, the Council is satisfied with the standards being acheived and will continue to work closely with the contractor in ensuring that standards are kept to a high level.”

Rathfarnham falls between the two LUAS lines and one would assume that a feeder service would be in place to bring passengers to the LUAS. However Dublin Bus appear to see the Luas as competition and no support is provided. The existing very limited local 161 bus route from Rockbrook to Nutgrove Shopping Centre has not been extended the short distance to Dundrum or Windy Arbour Luas stops. Rathfarnham residents are left with the resigned acceptance of up to one hours journey to or from O'Connell Street (less than five miles) on the 16 route or, if travelling on the 15 bus a circuitous tour of the villages of Templeogue, Terenure, Rathgar, Rathmines before deciding to head for the city centre (duration also up to one hour). If we want people to leave their cars at home, which is what most of us want to do, then a little innovation is required viz. some certainty, feeder services and some alternative to buses crawling through the city centre."?
