“BOLTON HALL
A formal response to the Section 59 Endangerment Notice has now been received from the owners of Bolton Hall.  The response provides details on how the Protected Structure has/will be safeguarded and the security measures that have been put in place.  After further discussions with the owner’s representative it was agreed that a temporary roof structure could be put in place and that these roof timbers could be left in place to form part of the permanent roof structure this would ensure that the internal structure is protected from the elements.  It has been confirmed that a temporary roof cover has now been erected.  A number of other works have been carried out in association with the proposed restoration and conservation works to the house.

Tenders are being sought in relation to the reinstatement of the permanent roof structure.  The construction of the permanent roof and the erection of scaffolding to surround the main house and the chimney stacks and the necessary safety works will be commenced in January 2010 once a suitable contractor has been engaged.  Meetings have taken place on site between the Structural Engineer, Conservation Architect and a representative of the owners to ensure at all times the temporary or permanent works are undertaken in accordance with best conservation practice and prevent any further permanent harm to the original fabric of the building.                                      

Further to the above a representative of the owners has been in contact with the Council’s Conservation Officer and a site meeting is being arranged.”

“LORETO ABBEY
Flooding in Carpark – Condition 11
On 4th November last an Enforcement notice issued to Riversmith Ltd., and Lozeto Ltd. requiring the following:

….. on/ before 19th November 2009 that the works proposed in the submission to the Planning Authority dated 16th October 2009 and as amended by the Council’s Senior Engineer in his report dated 27th October 2009 (copy attached) commence.
 AND within the specified period commencing 19th November 2009 and ending 26th January 2010 that the works proposed in the submission to the Planning Authority dated 16th October 2009 and as modified by the Council’s Senior Engineer in his report dated 27th October 2009 (copy attached) be carried out and completed
One of these companies, Riversmith Ltd., is now in receivership, and the receiver William G. O’Riordan, of Price, Waterhouse, Coopers, has advised that the company no longer has an interest in any property at Loreto Abbey.

An inspection carried out on 20th November last ascertained that works to comply with the Enforcement Notice had not commenced, and the matter has now been referred to the Council’s solicitor for proceedings through the courts.

Following a briefing, the Council’s solicitor has indicated that there may be a weakness in the Enforcement Notice as served, and recommended the service of a new one. This was done on 17th December last, specifying that remedial works commence on 7th January 2010, and be completed by 7th April 2010. 

The solicitor is still under instruction to seek an early court date in the event of non-compliance with the Enforcement Notice. 

Bond – Condition 26
On 27th November last a letter issued to De Montford Insurance Company PLC advising that the Council wished to make a claim on the bond of €465,964, lodged under Condition 26 “….. to secure the provision and satisfactory completion of roads, sewers, watermains, drains, car parks, open spaces, tree protection and other services required in connection with the development, ….”
Discussions have been held with a representative of the Insurance Company, and he has been informed that the substance of the claim relates to remedial works for the flooded carpark, and works for the removal/pruning of trees.

He has stated that he will arrange a site inspection as early as possible in the New Year. 

 
Building Regulations
The matter of non-compliance with the Building Regulations has been examined by the Building Control Section, and a number of breaches have been identified. 

The necessary documents are being prepared to enable the taking of enforcement proceedings under the Building Control Act in relation to these breaches.”

“UNAUTHORISED DEVELOPMENT - LANDYS INDUSTRIAL ESTATE
Roller Disco
On Friday 18th December, an Enforcement notice under S155 of the Planning and Development Act was served by hand to the residence of Noel Reynolds, owner of the premises at Landy’s Industrial Estate which was being converted to roller disco/rink. The notice required the immediate cessation of all works.

On the same day the possibility of obtaining an ex parte injunction to prevent the opening of a roller disco was discussed with the Law Department’s Senior Solicitor. Her advice was that such an application was unlikely to be successful, but that we could proceed with injunction proceedings in the normal manner. She has been instructed to do this.

That afternoon a man claiming to be the operator of the roller disco called to the Planning Counter to lodge a Fire Safety Certificate application. He stated that it was his intention to open that night (Friday) and that the Fire Department had been on to him, and had told him he needed the Certificate. 

He was advised of the Council’s concern about this operation, and that injunction proceedings were commencing against the owner, and that as operator he would probably be joined in these proceedings.

He stated that in light of this, he would not open until matters were sorted out.

Later that afternoon, Noel Reynolds, owner of the property, verbally gave an undertaking (by phone) that he would not proceed with the roller disco, but would lodge a planning application.

An inspection on Monday 21st December found 

“The gates to the lands at the end of the entrance avenue were closed and there was no evidence of activity ongoing.”

A further inspection on 4th January confirmed that no activity was taking place.

Car Repair business
Following receipt of complaints, on 10th December last a Warning Letter under S152 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000 issued regarding allegations of

 " ..... the change of use of the above premises to use as a motor vehicle repair/service business without the benefit of planning permission."

The person to whom the letter was issued has until 11th January 2010 to make a submission in response.

After that date, having made all necessary investigations, and taking into account all relevant information, a decision will be made on whether or not to issue an Enforcement Notice under S154 of the Planning and Development Act, 2000.

The matter has also been referred to the HSE’s Environmental Health Office for investigation regarding excessive noise.”

PROTECTED STRUCTURES 2010

Applications are invited for consideration under the Scheme of Grants for Conservation Works on Protected Structures 2010 to assist owners and occupiers to carry out conservation works on protected structures.  The scheme is part of a package of measures introduced by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government to strengthen the protection of the architectural heritage.

Under the scheme, a wide range of conservation works will qualify for grants, generally amounting to 50% of the cost of works up to maximum of €13,000, or an amount of €25,000 in exceptional circumstances.  The scheme is not intended to assist in carrying out routine maintenance, alterations or improvements and does not apply to works begun before commencement of this scheme.

REPLY:
Clean-ups took place in Cherryfield RCP and the surrounding area in April and August 2009.  However, dumping continues to be a problem in this area and a meeting was arranged in the Community Centre with the residents of the RCP to discuss the ongoing problem of dumping in this area.   Tallaght Traveller Development Group also attended this meeting.  At the meeting the residents stated that it was non-residents of the RCP who were coming into the RCP and dumping over the wall into the park, however, they were not prepared to name the offenders for fear of reprisal.  At the meeting the residents agreed to have additional CCTV installed and funding approval in this regard has been received from the DOEHLG. The additional CCTV will be installed on completion of the tendering process for CCTV, which is expected to be completed later this month. The CCTV specification will allow for the identification of registration plates on vehicles.

The aim of the policy document is to create and sustain a safe and peaceful living environment for the tenants of South Dublin County Council by actively tackling anti social behaviour through prevention, enforcement, support and rehabilitation.  The categorization of incidents of anti-social behaviour provides a mechanism for prioritizing investigation of anti-social complaints  having regard to the gravity and impact of the incident. 

 A total of 6,688 actions Countywide were taken by SDCC in relation to the reported 1,142 anti-social incidents in 2009. Of these 177 actions were taken in response to 73 incidents of anti social behaviour in the Rathfarnham area in 2009.

REPLY:
In response to a considerable number of requests for tree works in Hermitage, the Parks Department met with residents of Hermitage estate during 2009 to discuss proposals for tree pruning and removals.  Arising from these discussions, staff of the Parks Department carried out a detailed assessment of the trees in the estate and compiled a proposed list of trees for pruning and removal.  This list was subsequently circulated to the residents for agreement.  A commitment was given that the proposed tree works would be completed prior to Christmas and a contractor was appointed to undertake the works in accordance with this committment.  

However, the completion of the works has been delayed following receipt of correspondence from the residents of Hermitage in response to the proposed list of works as circulated.  The residents requested the inclusion of additional trees and the exclusion of some trees on the proposed list of works.  As a consequence, the Parks Department are arranging to complete a further assessment of the residents requests.  Because the removal of trees can be a contentious issue with some residents opposed to their removal, the Parks Department are endeavouring to achieve the consensus and agreement of the residents with regard to the list of trees to be pruned or removed in advance of commencing works.  The Parks Department will however give priority to trees considered in need of attention in the interest of public safety.

Following further assessment, a final list of works to be carried out on the trees in the estate will be presented as soon as possible to the residents for their agreement. The Parks Department remains committed to completing tree works in Hermitage Estate as part of the current Arboricultural Programme which will be ongoing until March.

"To ask the Manager for a detailed breakdown of costs of bonfire clean-up and reinstatement for 2009 and 2008?"
REPLY:
In 2008, a total of 760 illegal bonfire sites were recorded across the South Dublin administrative area.  The total cost of the cleanup operation was €195,000.  Of this, approximately €139,000 was spent on the disposal of waste and debris collected by the Council from the bonfire sites.  The direct labour cost was €30,000 and the cost of machinery involved in lifting and transporting the debris was €26,000.  

The total area of open space damaged as a result of bonfires was in excess of 27,000 square metres.  The estimated cost of reinstating the 27,000 square metres of damaged open space was €418,000. However, as the ground conditions post Halloween 2008 were generally unsuitable for re-instatement works, very little re-instatement was actually carried out. 

Approximately 28% of the total costs involved for 2008 related to bonfires in the Terenure / Rathfarnham / Templeogue / Knocklyon / Ballyboden and Whitechurch areas.

In the run up to the 2009 Halloween period a concerted effort was made by a number of Council Departments requesting local communities, community and youth groups, schools and the general public to attend the official bonfires in the Tallaght and Clondalkin areas rather than construct their own.  This request, in the main, was ignored in many areas and c. 16,000 square metres of open space was damaged as a result of the fires that took place. In addition to the above, Council crews removed considerable volumes of bonfire material in the weeks leading up to Halloween in an effort to reduce the amount of  material available to burn and limit the damage to the public spaces.  

In the aftermath of Halloween 2009, each unofficial bonfire was logged, photographed and an estimate of the debris remaining calculated to facilitate a programmed removal of the material.  A total of 412 bonfire sites have been recorded across the County.  The clean up programme to remove the offending debris was commenced in early December.  Progress with the clean-up operation was however severly hampered by the very poor ground conditions arising from the unprecedented volume of rainfall during November and December.  As a result, it was not possible to complete bonfire cleanups in many locations until the latter part of December without causing significant further damage to the public open spaces.  Parks Department staff have resumed the process of cleaning up remaining bonfires, where possible, from parks and open space areas across the County.  Complete information relating to the overall cost of the clean up operation for 2009 is still being compiled as the cleanup progresses. Final figures for the cost of the cleanup in 2009 should be available by the end of January. The details will be forwarded when available to the Members.
