TRAFFIC CAMERAS ON THE ORR IN THE TALLAGHT AREA
QUESTION: Councillor M. Corr
"To ask the Manager to state when Traffic cameras on the ORR in the Tallaght area will be operational as they are currently not operating in terms of public access by the Council's website?"

REPLY:
South Dublin County Council Traffic and Travel website includes images of traffic conditions across the county area.  As newer cameras are installed for the Traffic Management Centre images from the new cameras are also relayed to the Councils Traffic website. 

Four cameras are being provided along the southern phase of the Outer Ring Road (N81 to N7 section).  They are located at Kingswood, Luas crossing, Fettercairn and the N81.

The Fettercairn camera is operational and is configured to send images to the Council traffic website.  Images will be available shortly.

The Kingswood camera is currently under installation it is expected that it will be operational next month.

The N81 camera cannot be installed at this time as snag works at this location are incomplete. The camera will be installed as soon as the snags are resolved.

The camera at the Luas crossing will be installed on activation of that scheme in 2011.

The car park at the Fortfield Park shopping area is under the control and management of the Council and is maintained by the Council.  Should the active management of the parking at this location be recommended then consideration will be given to the inclusion of this location in the report of the revision of the Control of Parking Bye Laws which is at present in the course of preparation”.
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Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, summarized the report.
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Following a discussion to which Councillors C. Brophy, E. Walsh and P. Kearns contributed, Mr. P. Murphy, Senior Executive Officer, responded to queries raised. Applications are invited for consideration under the Scheme of Grants for Conservation Works on Protected Structures 2010 to assist owners and occupiers to carry out conservation works on protected structures.  The scheme is part of a package of measures introduced by the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government to strengthen the protection of the architectural heritage.

QUESTION: Councillor C. Brophy
"To ask the Manager to provide details on the work carried out to date on the Willington/Orwell Roundabout, the reason for the delay ,and if the passing of this years Council budget will have any affect on the budget for this work. Can she now supply a revised completion date for the work which is now well overdue?"

REPLY:
During early 2009, the Parks Department reviewed the design details for the planned landscape improvement works to the Willington roundabout and the majority of the necessary materials were ordered and delivered at that time.  Some work was started on the hard landscaping detail.  However, due to the prevailing staffing constraints and the consequent demands particularly of the grass cutting programme, it was not possible to allocate sufficient staff resources to advance the project over the summer period as had been planned.  Attempts to advance the works during the latter part of last year were further curtailed by the lengthy period of unprecedented wet weather from both the perspective of road safety of the adjoining busy roads with regard to mud and debris that would inevitably arise from the works as well as the nature and practicalities of the hard landscaping to be completed.  As the majority of the materials have already been purchased, the financial resources required to complete the project are relatively minimal and can be accommodated within the Parks Department operational budget for the current year.  The Parks Department remains firmly committed to bringing this project to the earliest possible conclusion and the allocation of staff resources is being prioritised towards advancing and completing both the hard landscaping detail and the planting during the forthcoming spring months.

IMPACT THE RECENT COLD WEATHER HAS HAD ON THE TREE PLANTING AND PRUNING PROGRAMME
QUESTION: Councillor S. Crowe
"To ask the Manager will he give report outlining the possible impact the recent cold and wet weather has had on the tree planting and pruning programme in this Committee area?"

REPLY:
The tree pruning programme as presented at the meeting of the Tallaght Area Committee in November is well in progress and will remain ongoing until March.  Staff from the Parks Department were temporarily redeployed as necessary over a two week period to assist with clearing snow from footpaths, gritting of same and clean-up operations following heavy snow fall and cold weather at the beginning of the month.  However, every effort will be made to complete the programme of tree pruning works as planned.  From the outset, priority under the current programme of tree works is being given to the maintenance and pruning of existing trees and shrubberies.  This is in response to the significantly large volume of requests received for tree pruning and removals, primarily due to the extent of the established and maturing tree population across the South Dublin administrative area. In this context, a limited amount of tree planting is being undertaken this spring and a proposed planting programme is being prepared for circulation to the Elected Members.

REPORT ON PUBLIC NOTIFICATION PROCEDURE UNDER PART 8 OF THE PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS 2001 – 2003 FOR THE PROPOSED ALTERATIONS AND EXTENSION TO 1 & 2 MAIN STREET, TALLAGHT FOR TRUSTUS WE CARE LIMITED (FORMERLY TALLAGHT WELFARE SOCIETY)

The following report by the Manager which had been circulated was CONSIDERED:
Introduction:

A preliminary report noting the proposal to go to Part 8 with this proposal was noted at Tallaght Area Committee meeting held on 18th May, 2009 – ref: T/331/09:

“Description of the proposed works:

Tallaght Welfare Society occupies two houses, which are owned by South Dublin County Council, beside Molloys Pub in the Main Street of Tallaght Village. The houses date back to the 19th century and are listed as protected structures. The accommodation, which is very cramped, is in a bad state of repair and not adequate to cater for all the occupants. The heating and lighting systems require a complete overhaul. There are not enough toilets to cater for the staff and accessibility is a serious issue. At present a portokabin in the back garden is being used as overflow office accommodation.

The proposal, which has been prepared by South Dublin County Council’s Architectural Services Department, is to knock an existing small substandard extension and build a new two storey extension to tie into an existing extension at the rear of the properties and reorganise the internal layout to provide much needed additional office space, consulting rooms and staff facilities. As part of this work, the main entrance and reception area will be reorganised to be fully accessible. The proposal includes a small porch to the main entrance at the front of the property. The area of the extension will be in the region of 60sqM.

These houses are part of Tallaght’s built heritage and it is proposed that they be sensitively restored to provide a suitable facility for a long established voluntary group who provides much needed support to the local community.” 

Public Notification:

A notice in accordance with Article 81 of the Planning and Development Regulations 2001-2003 was published in the national press on 26th August, 2009, for “Material Alteration and extension of no’s 1 & 2 Main Street, Tallaght, office of Tallaght Welfare Society, including moving main entrance/reception from no. 1 to no. 2, the permanent combination of no’s 1 & 2 by removal of individual stairs, demolition of 8sqm kitchen extension and addition of a 67sqm two storey extension, addition of 2 no. windows to existing extension, and the provision of a ramp to front of no 2 for equal access”

The benefits to making the alterations and extending the property are to provide:

1. A more efficient floor plan to accommodate current use of property

2. Additional floor area to accommodate the trust’s staff, currently in temporary accommodation to the rear of the property

3. Greatly improved access for wheelchair users, buggies, etc.

4. Safer access to first floor level including ambulant disabled

5. Better facilities for clients, including accessible w.c.

Plans and particulars of the development were placed on display at County Hall, and at the Tallaght Welfare Society / Trustus HQ at 1/2 Main Street, Tallaght, until Friday, 9th October. A further period of two weeks (was allowed for receipt of written submissions or observations with respect to this matter dealing with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area in which the development would be situated.

The closing date for submissions was Thursday, 22nd October 2009.  
Submission received:

One written submission was received within this period from Mr. Ramon Massey, 3 Main Street, Tallaght Village, Dublin 24.  Mr. Massey queried a lack of consistency in the planning authority’s requirements for additional car parking as this proposal did not include additional car-parking.

Response to submission:

The alterations and extension are proposed to accommodate the existing staffing level and functions of the trust and should not result in additional vehicles. A trustee of Trustus (formerly Tallaght Welfare Society) owns the car-park behind the property and there is an agreement between the trustee and the trust in relation to parking.

Reports from other Council Department / outside agencies

(a) In the design process, there was consultation with the Planning Department. Issues relating to conservation and the overall approach to Tallaght Village set out in the Tallaght Local Area Plan were agreed and incorporated into the design

(b) The South Western Area, Tallaght Environmental Health Officer’s Department of the Health Service Executive reported on 5th October 2009 that the proposal is acceptable subject to six conditions relating to:

1. Steps to be taken to contain dust arising from the demolition 

2. Means to be employed to minimise air blown dust being emitted from the site. 

3. Operating times for construction equipment and machinery 

4. Storage of refuse 

5. Design of the lighting system is to minimise potential pollution from glare and spillage. 

6. All rooms, passageways, sanitary accommodation, lobbies and the existing refuse store provided for the existing self-contained flat shall be ventilated to the external air.

Response to Reports

(a) The pre-design requirements of the Planning Department were agreed and incorporated into the design which went on display.
(b) The conditions at 1-5 above, required by the Environmental Health Officer, are similar to standard contract requirements for SDCC construction projects which will be included in tender and contract documentation. It was agreed with the author of the report that condition no. 6 was not relevant to this development and could be ignored.
Recommendation:

As the proposed development is in accordance with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area it is proposed to proceed with the development in accordance with the drawings placed on public display.
The recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the February County Council meeting for decision.
