“The following motion was PASSED at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area Committee Meeting 
on 1st December, 2009.

 “It was proposed by Councillor R. Dowds and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:


 “That the Manager presents a report on St. Cuthbert's Park, Clondalkin and, in the 
report especially addresses these issues:


 (a) The provision of public lighting on the footpath between Melrose and Lindisfarne 
estates through the park.

 
(b) Preventing incursions from motorised vehicles into the park”


The following report by the Manager was READ:


“Design proposals for a scheme of lighting have been prepared by engineers in the 
Public Lighting Section.  The scheme originally provided for the installation of 23 
lighting columns along footpaths in the park leading from Lindisfarne estate to 
Deansrath estate.  However following a subsequent review of the design proposal, 
having regard to issues of public safety and security, the necessity of providing all of 
the lighting in the park was raised when it is in fact possible for residents to walk 
along Deansrath Park and Melrose Park and on into Lindisfarne Estate making use of 
existing street lighting on public roads.  By using the existing street lighting scheme, 
the only section of the route that would require lighting is a short section across the 
open space between Deansrath Green and Melrose Green.  This proposal would 
provide for the safest route while making use of the existing public lighting 
network in the area.


In the past there was a footpath link between Melrose Park and Lindisfarne Grove 
adjacent 78 Lindisfarne Grove.  This direct link was removed however the footpath is 
still evident adjacent to the house.  Following a recent site inspection it was noted 
that it is possible to walk on the existing lit footpaths in Melrose Park and Lindisfarne 
Grove to travel between the estates.  The total journey time is approximately 2 
minutes.  The cost of reinstating the footpath link adjacent to No 78, lighting this 
route and providing kissing gates would be in the region of €11,000.  It would not be 
desirable to reinstate this link given the proximity to the adjacent house and the 
potential to create a gathering point for anti-social activities.  In addition the 2 
minute walk on existing lit footpaths is not considered to be a significant 
inconvenience.  A meeting was held with representatives of the St Cuthbert's Park 
Lighting sub group of the South West Clondalkin Safety Forum on November 19th 
2009 and it was agreed that it was not desirable to reopen this footpath link for the 
reasons outlined above.


To ensure the survival of the lighting columns additional boundary work is required in 
the vicinity of Lealand Road and Lindisfarne Grove to prevent unauthorised vehicles 
accessing the park and damaging the lighting columns.  The nature of the work 
would involve increasing the height of the wall.  This will necessitate the removal or 
modification of the existing wall and replacing it with a taller structure.  The total 
length of wall that needs to be modified is approximately 300 meters.”


Following contributions from Councillors R. Dowds, T. Gilligan, T. Ridge and W. 
Lavelle, Mr. D. Fennell, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent responded to the 
queries raised and the report was NOTED.  It was AGREED that the above motion 
would be referred to the Council Meeting.

 

Managers Report:

The Manager recommends that the report as noted at the Lucan/Clondalkin Area 
Committee Meeting on 1st December 2009 should be implemented.  The main items 
of the report are as follows:


1.    Provide public lighting on the section of path between Deansrath Green and 
Melrose Green.


2.    In the interest of safety and the prevention of the reoccurrence of anti social 
behaviour it is recommended that the footpath link adjacent to No 78 Lindisfarne 
Grove not be re-instated.


3.    Modify the existing wall at Lealand Road/Lindisfarne Grove to prevent 
unauthorised vehicles accessing the park.

Mr. J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks and Roads gave a brief synopsis of the issues in question regarding St. Cuthbert’s Park.

Councillor R. Dowds stated that in February 2009 a positive reply was received from the Council in relation to the works which needed to be carried out and that residents of Lindisfarne and Melrose were of the opinion that lighting was being provided within the area under discussion and that he did not agree with the recent report given to the Members.
Councillors Ridge and Gilligan also supported the Motion and whereas they appreciated the Parks Department’s problems in relation to this section of the Park they also did not accept the report.
Mr. J. Walsh responded to the Members, setting out the reasons the Parks Department had taken the recent decision in relation to the footpath and lighting.  He also stated that the residents of number 78, Lindisfarne Grove, who were most affected by the footpath did not want it re-instated and the matter needed to be referred back to the Area Meeting and the South West Clondalkin Safety Forum needed to be involved to get agreement on the matter.  It was agreed that a meeting of Parks Department, the local Councillors and the South West Clondalkin Safety Forum would be arranged within the next two weeks.

1. Meeting Report of September 11 


The Committee adopted the report of the meeting of 11th September 2009.


There were no matters arising from this report.  


2. Matters Arising


Consultation on Crime Prevention and Safety


S. O’Gorman reported that a sub-group met on October 7 and looked at different 
issues throughout the county.  Following this meeting a draft document (attached) 
was  circulated to members inviting feedback.  In addition to those mentioned in the 
submission the following were also discussed:


Turn around time on empty Council Houses


C.C.T.V.


Numbers of those refusing houses who are also on rent supplement allowances


Anti-social behaviour – definition


Restorative Practices and Crime/case management


Warning systems and whole family approach to behaviour difficulties


Evictions and appeal systems and housing legislations


Inter-agency approach to problems


These issues were discussed and members were invited to contribute once more 
prior 
to the final submission date at the end of November.   


Local Policing Fora


A.Byrne reported that a subgroup of the JPC met on October 7 to discuss the 
establishment of thelocal olicing ora in South Dublin County.  Following discussion 
and consideration of the guidelines as issued from the Department the following was 
proposed:


The setting up of two local policing fora in two pilot areas:

· Tallaght West Covering Brookfield, Fettercarin, Kilmartin, Rossfield and 
Drumcairn

· North Clondalkin covering the North Clondalkin RAPID area.


The guidelines allow for the appointment of a co-ordinator however no additional 
resources are available.  B. Coman proposed that in order to allow the fora be 
established Andy Lane and Sarah O’Gorman will act as interim co-ordinators.  It was 
agreed at the sub-group to write to the Tallaght and Clondalkin Local Drug Task 
Forces for nominations to a management/steering group.    


A discussion followed where the possibility of the establishment of a fora in South 
West Clondalkin was considered.  A letter (attached) has also been received from the  
Clondalkin Drugs Task Force where they recommend that the North Clondalkin and 
South West Clondalkin Community Safety Forums are officially recognised as the 
Policing For a for the Clondalkin areas under the structures of the South Dublin 
County Joint Policing Committee.


It was decided to refer this matter back to the sub-committee for consideration and 
report back to the next JPC meeting.


County Managers Report


Annual Workplan


Priority Area 1 


South Dublin County Council IT Department are setting up a data base which will 
allow members of JPC input information on projects and organisations which have a 
community safety focus.  A small working group of the JPC will be set up once this 
data base is ready.  The working group will look at what can be included on the 
website and levels of information that can be available.


South Dublin County Council have agreed to geographically map this using this data 
base when available.   It is likely at this stage that this will not be complete in 2009.


Priority Action 2


A page has been set up on the JPC section of the CDB Website.  Following the 
November Meeting members can forward on any information they wish to be 
included.  Work is ongoing to improve the design.  


Priority Area 3 


It was agreed that the two parks that would be focused on would be St. Cuthbert’s Park in the Deansrath area of Clondalkin and Killinardan Park in Tallaght.  These 
parks would be used to identify issues that are common to most areas, to learn lessons and to formulate policies that could be applied to similar problems in other parks and open spaces.  


A short brainstorming session was conducted to tease out the issues that members of 
the group were familiar with.  Following this it was agreed that the group should visit 
both parks and engage with local community representatives, Parks staff and local 
Gardaí to gain a greater understanding from a local viewpoint of the issues.  


The first site visit and next meeting is scheduled to take place on the 2nd December 
2009.  Further progress reports will issue to the JPC.


Inspector Mel Smyth from Clondalkin is to join this group.


Priority Area 4


These schemes are now operational and have the support of the Community 
Organisations, Gardai and South Dublin County Council.  


Priority Area 5


South Dublin County has a history of organisations and agencies working 
collaboratively.  The JPC wishes to develop a close liaison with the many inter-agency 
projects operating such as the CDB, Children’s Services Committee, Drugs Task 
Forces etc.  Presentations have been made on projects such as Mediation, Tallaght 
West Childhood Development Initiative and the Drugs Task Forces.  


Priority Area 6


A presentation was made by B. Coman under this heading.


Priority Area 7


A meeting has taken place with Tallaght Stadium Personnel and they have outlined 
the procedure that is in place for events there.  It is envisaged that 2010 may see a 
number of events as well as the sporting events being held at this venue.  However 
much of the ground work has been done this year to ensure the smooth running of 
events. This has been as a result of very strong relations and support from South 
Dublin County Council and the Gardai. 

 
The Council through its various departments has also hosted a number of large 
events in conjunction with the local community and much has been learnt over the 
years.  Organisations within the county have also held large scale outdoor and indoor 
events such as Prades, Community fun days etc. and these all have been well 
planned in advance. The availability of the LUAS has contributed to attractiveness of 
the County for events so the number of events will probably grow over the next 
number of years.    


Legislation and bye-laws are in place which all organisations must adhere to when 
organising events.  


How can this JPC can contribute to events to ensure that they are a safe and 
enjoyable experience for all.  


One suggestion was to compile a list of the relevant organisations and contact 
persons that can be updated regularly and available to those contemplating an event 
e.g. Gardai, South Dublin County Council, LUAS, Dublin Bus,  Dublin Fire Brigade, 
Hospitals, Traffic Management, Civil Defence/First Aid, Media, Chamber of 
Commerce, Car Parking, etc.  Information could also be available on protocol 
regarding Flags, Dignitaries, and Announcements etc.  Availability of legislation, 
byelaws, restrictions, require ments can also be compiled and available from the JPC 
website.


The inclusion, participation and agreement of the local community in the planning of 
events is crucial.


Cllr. Coburn commended the Gardai on the ‘way’ of dealing with the many young 
people attending matches in the Tallaght Stadium


Balgaddy and McUilliam Estates


B. Coman gave a comprehensive report on the current situation in both of the above 
estates


Balgaddy


B. Coman provided  details on the accommodation available to the Ronanstown 
Youth Service to provide a drop-in type centre and the future use of the ‘creche’ 
building.  Clearance works are underway on the former builders compound at 
Balgaddy which consists of a 6.25 acre site a small portion of which it is proposed to 
use as a sports / play area.  A plan for this area will be formulated in conjunction 
with the Council’s Parks department. Certain traffic calming measures have been 
undertaken at Balgaddy and further such measures will be considered in consultation 
with the Council’s Roads and Traffic Department. 


Details were provided on the number of housecalls, verbal, written and final warnings 
issued and also the number of notices to quit served.  


The Anti Social team meets regularly with an Garda Síochana and since January 2009 
there have been many meetings with the Gardaí in relation to various issues 
regarding the Blagaddy area.


In order to address the difficulties the following approach will be needed:

· Support for the Liaison Committee using an Interagency approach

· Environmental Enhancement Programme 

· Working with the Community using Community Development 
Principles

· Co-Operation between the local community and the agencies

McUilliam


B. Coman informed the meeting that the remaining 110 units have been allocated at 
Mac Uilliam and Pre- tenancy meetings were organized for new tenants.   The 
reconvened Mac Uilliam Residents Association with a new Chairperson and Secretary 
are now meeting monthly with Council, Gardai and CDI reps.  The repair of the 
playground at 
Mac Uilliam Parade is underway and a  new surface is being laid with 
thermoplastic linemarkings.   Railing repairs at Development land and railings are 
being put in place at part of Mac Uilliam Close to counteract ASB from individuals 
climbing into Mac Uilliam Estate from the Sundale area and permanent arrangements 
are being  put in place with Parks Dept for grass cutting on open spaces.


A survey is taking place at Mac Uilliam co-ordinated by CDI with help from Estate 
Management, Gardai and the HSE to ascertain services being used and services 
required at the estate.  


Work is also continuing with Tallaght West CDI Community Safety Initiative to ensure 
that it is a safe and healthy place to live.


B. Coman stressed the need for an inter-agency approach to problems in these areas 
and to date all agencies have been supportive in new initiatives and developments.  
South Dublin County Council at a Council meeting prioritised dealing with difficulties 
in these areas for the coming years.


A discussion followed regarding the two areas and concern was expressed that these 
are new areas and should not be experiencing the scale of problems existing.  The 
quality and design of the developments were discussed and it was felt that there are 
serious flaws with the Balgaddy development.  The numbers unemployed in the area 
was also discussed as it was feared that if this increases due to the current down 
turn this could exacerbate  existing problems even more. The numbers wishing to 
leave the estates was also discussed.  


J. Horan explained the funding needed to clear up the Bonfire sites in the county 
could be channeled into areas such as these if the number of illegal fires could be 
reduced.

The detection rate for overall crime in Terenure Sub-District is 47%


Property Related Crime is up on the same period last year (5%) but this total has 
been trending upwards in recent months, it is driven by a notable increase in 
Property Related Crimes in the Terenure District (24%).  Theft incidents in recent 
months show an increase (8%) on the same period last year.  This can be mainly 
attributed to Theft from Vehicle (10%) and Theft from Person (35%).  Theft Other is 
up 2% on the same period last year showing a slight decrease on previous months.  
Robbery Incidents are up (26%) on same period last year.  Robbery of Establishment 
is up (6%) – (Data 85 incidents in 2009 in comparison with 80 incidents in 2008).  
Robbery from the person is up 47% on same period last year with the three Districts 
Crumlin, Tallaght and Terenure showing significant increases on the same period last 
year.

We are continuing to experience an increase in burglaries in the Division and are up 
16% on the same period last year but the trend has changed and every effort is 
being made to maintain a downward trend.  Incidents of burglary are up in all 
Districts – Crumlin (12%), Terenure (31%) and Tallaght (13%).  Operations are 
implemented in each District in an effort to tackle and reduce the incidents of 
burglary occurring in the Division.  In response to the significant increase in the 
Terenure District, a renewed focus on high profile patrolling has been emphasised 
with all personnel and those known to be involved in these crimes are targeted.  
Within the Division, areas susceptible to high incidents of burglary are identified by 
crime analysis and are targeted with constant patrols which concentrate on the areas 
affected.  Campaigns throughout the Division are aimed at enlightening the public on 
ways to prevent Burglaries, Thefts and Unauthorised Takings.  Extra anti-burglary 
patrols have been introduced in areas that have been identified as black-spots for 
high volume crime.


There were 226 detections of drugs for sale and supply in the Division in 2009, a 
decrease of 3% on 2008.  The total numbers of incidents of simple possession at 
1,370 represent an 8% reduction on the 2008 figure of 1,493.  An operation is 
currently in place under Operation Cleanstreets involving the Tallaght District Drugs 
Unit, Local Gardai and the Garda National Drugs Unit targeting individuals selling 
drugs in the Tallaght area.


There were 531 drink driving / in charge of vehicle detections for 2009 as opposed to 
665 for 2008 – a reduction of 20%.  The figures indicate that an increased number of 
people are being more responsible on the road.  There were 38 drug driving 
detections as opposed to 29 in 2008 – a 31% increase.  A total of 701 mandatory 
alcohol checkpoints have been carried out in 2009 as opposed to 705 last year.


Five fatal road traffic accidents occurred in the Division in 2009, the same figure as 
2008.  Intercept Speed Detections by Speed Limit Zone at end September were 
almost identical to last year at 1,593 as opposed to 1,601 in 2008.


1,351 incidents of public disorder have been recorded in 2009 as opposed to 1,332 in 
2008 – an increase of 1%.  Criminal damage incidents are almost identical to last 
year at 2,345 – as opposed to 2,349 in 2008.  The number of incidents of assault has 
increased by 11% in 2009 at 603 incidents – 544 in 2008.


CCTV footage has been installed and is in operation in the Tallaght Sub-District.  The 
Control Room is fully furnished with 34 cameras fully operational.  Work is ongoing 
on the remaining camera and members have been trained in respect of the 
operations of the system.


There have been four incidents of homicide in the Division in 2009.  One male and 
one female has been arrested and charged for their respective roles in two of the 
murders.  The other two incidents are being actively investigated.

The Gardai at Tallaght are very proactive in measures to prevent and detect crime and 
vandalism at the Bridge across the Tallaght By-Pass at the Square Shopping Centre.  Patrols 
are carried out by uniform Gardai on foot and mountain bike and they liaise with the local park 
rangers to establish identity of suspects.  This together with Tallaght Town Centre CCTV has 
resulted in a reduction in the number of incidents reported.  


Question:


To ask for a report on the success of the recent Halloween Bonfire at Fettercairn and to further 
as if efforts will be made in future years to hold such an event elsewhere


Reply:


The original purpose of the “Community Bonfire” in Fettercairn was to reduce the number of 
small illegal bonfires in the area .An analysis of previous years had indicated that 
approximately 15 bonfires take place in the Fettercairn area every year despite the efforts of 
the Parks and Environmental Services Department staff in collecting material from sites for 
several weeks before Halloween. With the increased control of dumping and since the 
introduction of charges for waste management, bonfires were seen as opportunities for people 
to conveniently dispose of material free of charge. There were increasing costs associated with 
the bonfires in terms of labour and plant hire and in addition there are costs associated with 
the involvement of the Gardai and the emergency services. The “Community Bonfire” was seen 
as an opportunity to reduce costs and also to reduce atmospheric pollution and damage to 
open spaces, as Council Staff are on hand to monitor what goes onto the bonfire and to 
protect the open spaces.  


The Fettercairn Community bonfire, as it is known now, has taken place for the last 4 years at 
Drumcairn avenue and is organised by Parks, Estate Management, Environment and 
Community Departments of the Council as well as Fettercairn Estate management Committee, 
Tallaght Gardai, Civil Defence and local residents. The approach taken has reduced the number 
of bonfires on the open space at Drumcairn Avenue in favor of one larger bonfire that is now 
supervised and managed to ensure that unsuitable material is excluded and that health and 
safety measures are in place to ensure public safety.  The Bonfire has now become a 
Community event which is well attended by local residents especially families and children.


This year’s bonfire started on a damp note with heavy downfalls of rain, but thankfully the rain 
was short lived and the fire was successfully lit at 5.30 pm by local man Richie Kavanagh. 
Thanks to donations from local residents throughout the day there was plenty of wood for the 
fire! The area, as always, was cordoned off with barriers, and  Environmental Services 
Department staff were on hand to make sure that wood only and nothing toxic was put on the 
fire.


The night also involved Community activities such as competitions, fancy dress, minerals and 
sweets given out to children etc. Local drummers kept the atmosphere brewing .The fire was 
put out at approx 9.00 pm by the Civil Defence and Parks Staff. Overall it was a fun and 
peaceful event and an opportunity for locals to interact and partake in the Halloween festivities 
in their own neighbourhood.

To ask for a report on the success of the operation mounted to protect the bus service over

Garda DMRS Reply:


There was continuous liaison between the Dublin Bus Forum and the Gardai at Tallaght, where 
matters of concern were immediately identified, policing operations were put in place to diffuse 
any potential threats, which resulted in the smooth passage of Dublin Bus services in the 
Tallaght area at this time.  Through this liaison a successful policing operation was mounted.  
Covert and overt patrols were carried out by members of Tallaght Community Gardai and 
Tallaght Drugs Units who liaised with Dublin Bus Inspectors to identify any trouble. 
Superintendent Dolan had close liaison with Dublin Bus Management.  


Garda DMRW Reply:


No incidents report regarding issues with any bus services over the Halloween period. 
Particular attention was paid to all bus services within the Sub Districts  to ensure smooth 
running’s of all bus services.

Garda DMRS Reply: 


In respect to the above the Tallaght Drugs Unit has been pro-active in engaging in both covert 
and overt surveillance operations and combined with regular and extensive patrolling of the 
area which has lead to many seizures of illegal substances. Information is cultivated from a 
number of sources in the Tallaght Area.  The drug problem is being fought not only by the 
Tallaght Drugs Unit but also by the District Detective Unit, Operation Anvil Unit, Community 
Policing, Tallaght Regular Units and Divisional Task Force. Numerous on street searches as well 
as premises are conducted on a daily basis to combat the drugs problem.  


Continued liaisons are conducted with National Drugs Unit and with Customs and Excise 
through Inspector Maura Walsh, The Garda Customs Liaison Inspector, to help combat drugs. 
Operation Clean Street is utilised on a regular basis to prevent street dealing in the area.

The main numbers of issues raised in Kingswood are Public Order around the shops, Church 
back and roof, anti-social behaviour at Kingswood Castle entrance and illegal parking at Tynan 
Hall Avenue.

Kingswood Shops and Church:


The Church in Kingswood is situated beside the Kingswood Shops.  I perform regular patrols of 
the area.  The main issue is youths hanging around the Church and the shops.  When directed 
to move on under Section 8 of the Public Order Act they do so.  A number of J.L.O’s have been 
issued 
for this offence. I am also investigating of criminal damage at the church whereby 
rubbish was set alight at the rear Church door. Pulse incident 6219535. In the last few weeks 
this problem has eased considerably due to regular patrols of the area.


2
Anti-social behaviour at the Kingswood Castle Entrance:


This area is also patrolled regularly by Community Policing.  Youths and children are moved on 
on a regular basis from the entrance to the Park and the Ballymount ruins.  There have been 
no reports in relation to the Luas in the last few months.


3
Illegal Parking at Tynam Hall Avenue, Kingswood:


Over the last 2 months I have been monitoring the parking.  The problem of parking was 
mainly from 7 – 9 pm in the evening when Newlands Cemetery was closed.  Approximately 40 
fixed charge penalty notices were issued by myself. This seems to have eased the problem.


Kingswood Residents Meeting:


A monthly meeting is held by Kingswood Residents Association. I meet a sub group of 2 or 3 
residents and problems voiced at meetings are brought to the attention of the Gardaí.  As 
Kingswood is divided between the ‘L’ and ‘M’ Districts, a Representative from Tallaght also 
attends.  Garda Sarah Bolger is currently the Community Garda on the Tallaght side. I regularly 
up-date Jackie White on incidents and happenings in the area.  The last meeting was on the 
5th November 2009.  Garda Bolger and I also wrote an article on security to be placed in the 
Kingswood Newsletter as requested by the Residents Association.

FIRE SERVICE CUTS

QUESTION:  Councillor S. Crowe

To ask the Manager in view of the significant cuts in Public Service workers and Emergency Service workers, the Government also announced in the recent budget a 10% cut in local authority funding for fire and emergency services, can the Manager in conjunction with the Fire Service, give a report on when this cut will be introduced and how this particular cut combined with the jobs replacement moratorium is and will effect the roll out of emergency services for residents living in this Local Authority area?


REPLY:

The 10% cut in Local Authority funding for Fire and Emergency Services,  relates to 
Capital Funding, e.g. purchase of appliances, building programmes etc.  While the 
Minister has not as yet announced the 2010 allocation of capital monies to each Fire 
Authority, the indications are that sufficient funding will be available to meet the 
capital requirements of Dublin Fire Brigade.  


In relation to numbers employed, Dublin Fire Brigade, in common with all Local 
Authority Services, are operating under severe financial constraints.  To date the level 
of service has been maintained, through a combination of limited recruitment and 
improved efficiency measures agreed with staff and Trade Unions. 


The process of identifying efficiencies conitinues with the Dublin Authorities 
having recently engaged the services of Sir Ken Knight, Chief Fire and Rescue Advisor 
to the U.K. Government, to carry out a high level review of the Dublin Fire Services 
and to advise on best practices internationally.  


 It is hoped that with the continued co-operation of all staff, the implementation of 
measures contained in the review will sustain and improve the high level of service 
currently provided.

NIGHT TIME MONITORING OF WATER USAGE
QUESTION:  Councillor S. Crowe

To ask the Manager will he give a report confirming outlining that night time monitoring of water usage is being carried out in the County, if the monitoring has identified any specific area or estate where residents were clearly involved in water wastage during the recent crisis and the new measures he proposes to introduce to eliminate this wastage?

REPLY:

In the period from 1998 to date, South Dublin County Council has 
reduced unaccounted for water levels from 28.6% to 19.24%. The Council's Water 
Management Section is working towards target levels, as set by the DoEHLG, of 20% 
by 2007 and 16% by 2016. 


A District Metering System is used to quantify and monitor distribution losses. This 
system divides the water network into approx. 100 district metered areas (DMAs) and 
18 Water Supply Areas (WSAs). Water Flow levels in each DMA/WSA is recorded 
every 
15-minutes using electromagnetic flow meters, which relay data via telemetry 
to 
computers in Deansrath Depot/County Hall. Night flows are monitored weekly to 
assess which DMAs have high unaccounted-for-water. These areas are included in 
our weekly programme of leak detection work.



A Pressure Management System reduces excessive mains pressure and thereby 
reduce water wastage/losses. Pressure control is currently being implemented in 27 
DMAs in the SDCC area. These DMAs have been fitted with pressure control valves 
that reduce excessive water pressure while maintaining a minimum service pressure 
of 15m head of water.


During the recent water shortage the normal night time monitoring of water usage in 
specific areas of the county had to be re-arranged to allow for water flows to be 
redirected in certain areas of the county. This involved opening and closing valves 
and by- passing pressure reducing valves (PRVs) to get water back to these houses 
quicker.


The overall demand figures for the region and South Dublin County Council demand 
figures which followed a similar pattern clearly showed that as well as burst water 
mains and leaking services people were running taps in the belief that their services 
would not freeze.


Ways of reducing water consumption in homes, schools and businesses have been on 
the Council's website under www.taptips.ie for a long time and the Council has 
been targeting schools to get our water conservation message across for some time 
with all students  receiving water conservation packs to bring home.

QUESTION:  Councillor R. Dowds
In cases of emergency (e.g. recent snow)

(a) Can Council Staff be moved from their areas of responsibility to    emergency work?

(b) Was this done during the recent snows?

(c) Could some example be given?

REPLY:
During the recent adverse weather conditions the number of additional man hours deployed to gritting the County’s roads and clearing of footpaths was in excess of 7,500 man hours. Over 13,000 linear kilometers of road have been gritted in the County since the start of the cold spell, utilising all 8 of the Council’s Gritting Trucks and deploying over thirty staff to the gritting and salting of the National Primary,  National Secondary, Regional and main Local routes in the County. This effort has been supplemented by the deployment of over 250 additional staff as well as plant and machinery from all other departments within the Council to clear snow and ice from footpaths in the main commercial and shopping areas in our towns and villages. The Council acknowledges the contribution and flexibility demonstrated by staff in response to the adverse weather conditions.

PERSONAL ALARMS FOR THE ELDERLY
QUESTION:  Councillor C. Keane
To ask the Manager for a report on the provision/availability of personal alarms for the elderly?
REPLY:

The Council has three types of alarms in our housing units.  The basic type is the 
community care alarm, which comes in two forms i.e. a ceiling pull cord with and 
without a remote panic button.  The remote panic button is a personal pendant, 
which should be carried by the person at all times when they are in the house.   The 
advantage of this personal pendant is that the person can press the button if they fall 
and alert help


These alarms have an over door indicator light and an external siren, which alerts 
local neighbours.  This particular type is fitted in most of the one bed units and in 
particular where this unit is occupied by a senior citizen.  


The third type is the monitored alarms system.  Currently 4 complexes are 
monitored.  All of these are designated senior citizens' units.  In this case the call 
goes to a monitored station where the tenant describes their problem.  The monitor 
station has a store of three names per tenant.  The station refers the call on to the 
first name on the list and if there is no reply to any of the three on the list, they alert 
the emergency services.  They also go directly to the emergency services if the call in 
the first instance is not coherent.  There is a yearly cost for monitoring this service.  


In the case of extensions or new builds for special needs, the pull cord system with 
pendant is fitted for alerting local neighbours in the event of an accident.

VACANT UNITS
QUESTION:  Councillor D. Looney
To ask the Manager to prepare and provide a report on the number of vacant housing units in the area of South Dublin County Council, broken down by accommodation type, size of development and Local Electoral Area?

REPLY:

With respect to residential vacancy rates,  the most recent data for the County 
broken down by electoral area is contained within the Census 2006. The results of 
which are set out in the table below. Accomadation type or size of development is not 
collated with respect to dwelling occupancy. The Council does collate infromation on 
new residential development in the County which does include dwelling type. Given 
the comprehensive nature of the data collection for the census it is considered that 
this gives the most detailed and realiable data on residential vacancy rates at a sub 
county level.  In overall County terms the 2006 vacancy rate of 7.8% is lower than 
the average Greater Dublin vacancy rate of 9.9% which in turn was lower than the 
overall national average. When considering residential vacancy it must be bourne in  
mind that a percentage of the dwelling stock will be vacant at any one time 
regardless of the prevailing market conditions.

Recent work carried out for the review of the Regional Planning Guidelines has 
calculated that an appropriate level of vacancy within the housing stock is 6.5%. This 
vacancy level reflects the need for the market to operate efficently and reflects a 
normal turnover of dwellings. This figure has been chosen on the basis of research 
drawing on experiences within the EU and USA. The vacancy rate  of 6.5% includes 
an obselence factor of 0.5% per annum, which could be considered as in the lower 
part of the range but reflects the fact that almost 40% of the housing stock in the 
State is under 10 years old. South Dublin is considered to be in line with this 
oblselence factor given that the bulk of the housing stock is under 40 years old. 

In considering sub county statisics caution should be excercised with the 
percentage 
figures. These can vary widely depending on the total number 
of units in each 
electoral district. Furthermore while vacancy levels do vary over the County some 
of this variation may be as a result of census itself. This is carried out on 
single night in the case of the 2006 census, a Sunday night, which may have 
resulted in people who return to places outside Dublin during the weekend but 
reside in South Dublin during the week not being counted in the South Dublin 
totals. 

Annual house counts are carried out by the Planning Department in respect of new 
residential build in the County but occupancy is not reflected in these counts as it 
would not be possible to carry out the level of comprehensive data collection 
detailed above carried out by the Census.

RADON GAS LEVELS
QUESTION:  Councillor E. Tuffy
To ask the Manager if the Council has a role in advising householders in the County on whether their houses/residences are locations in the County where Radon gas levels are known to be high enough to warrant householders having the level of Radon gas in their homes tested, if the Council is in a position to deal with queries from householders and if he will make a statement on the Report published by the Radiological Protection Institute of Ireland in so far as it applies to South Dublin County?

REPLY:

Radon is a radioactive gas which is naturally produced in the ground from the 
uranium present in small quantities in all rocks and soils.  You cannot smell, see or 
taste it but it can nonetheless be measured.  A radon measurement is usually carried 
out by placing two small detectors, about the size of an air freshener,  in your home 
for three months


The Radiological Protection Insitute of Ireland  (RPII) provide Radon measurement 
& maps which is accessible by the public to find out if they live in a High Radon 
Area.    
The RPII has advised Local Authorities to carry out a radon measurement 
programme in their social housing, starting with thoses homes located in High Radon 
Areas and has written Guidance Notes to assist housing authorities in carrying out 
a radon measurement programme in their social housing.  This includes background 
information on radon, guidance on developing a radon measurement programme, 
making radon measurements, carrying out remediation and communicating the 
results of the programme.


County specific and regional radon maps are available to aid with planning radon 
measurement programmes and South Dublin County Council's Draft County 
Development Plan contains a general policy on Radon

WATER SHORTAGES & CAPITAL FUNDING FOR NEW PROJECTS
QUESTION:  Councillor E. Tuffy

To compliment the Manager and his colleagues on the manner in which they have dealt with water shortages arising from the recent cold weather, particularly in their use of the website and other forms of communication, and to ask if he will make a statement on the performance of the Council's water supply network, including a statement on the adequacy of the capital funding available to the Council in 2010 to continue projects to improve the County's water supply and distribution network?
REPLY:


The Manager and his staff appreciate the compliments from the Councillor on our 
management of the recent drinking water demand crisis.  


The report presented to the January meeting of the Environment SPC describes the 
course of the problem over the period. The excessive demand problem arose 
principally due to burst water mains, leaking services and households running taps in 
the belief that this would stop their services freezing. 


With unaccounted for water rates in the county at 20% because of the high quality of 
the Council's water network, bursts arising in the county were low with South Dublin 
County Council’s water maintenance crews dealing with an average of two burst 
water mains per day. The integrity and performance of the county's network allowed 
effective management of the demand in the county which can be clearly seen from 
the demand graph showing the levels of water usage over the period.


The Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government is currently 
providing funding for the Boherboy Water Scheme.


Future Planned works have been submitted to the Department of the Environment, 
Heritage and Local Government as part of the Council's Needs Assessment 2010 
- 2012. Funding confirmation for these projects is being considered at present.

“Council was approached by the CPLN Partnership and Bawnogue Youth and Family 
Support Group to identify a site in the Clondalkin area to accommodate roancabin 
buildings which had been donated to Oakfield Trust by the Wyeth Company at 
Grange Castle Business Park. Oakfield Trust, The Community Property Development 
Co. Ltd is the property arm of the CPLN Partnership and has been requested by the 
above Group to assist them in securing a site for additional accommodation.   The 
Bawnogue Youth and Family Support Group provides services to families of 
recovering drug users and is presently operating from two units at Units 11 & 13 
Bawnogue Shopping Centre and Unit C2 Station Road Business Park, Clondalkin. The 
Group indicated that it has recently been allocated additional staffing resources and 
require larger premises to expand its services.


A total of 12 sites in Council ownership in the vicinity of their existing facility have 
been examined and following briefings with Area Members, a site at Nangor Road, 
Clondalkin has been identified as the most suitable location to accommodate the 
Group. The Council propose to grant a short term lease of a site comprising 1,713 
square metres or thereabouts at Nangor Road, Clondalkin as shown outlined in red 
and shaded grey on attached Indicative Drawing No. RE 0102 to Oakfield Trust to 
facilitate the erection of a roancabin prefabricated building thereon to accommodate 
the Bawnogue Youth and Family Support Group. 


I accordingly recommend that subject to the provisions of Section 183 of the Local

to terms and conditions as set out at Column A in the schedule hereunder.


The applicants considered the lands to be suitable to their needs and the 
consideration of IR £200,000 was paid in full by the Dublin County Board. However, 
the transaction was not finalised and the site remains undeveloped as the Council has 
been unable to provide the right of way through it’s own lands at the location as 
provided for in Condition 5 of the agreed disposal terms as shown in Column A in the 
Schedule hereunder. 


To resolve the issue, on 14th March, 2007 the Council made a Compulsory Purchase 
Order for the purposes of providing a new road from Stoney Lane to serve the lands 
in question and submitted it to An Bord Pleanála for confirmation. The Council, on the 
6th September, 2007 made a Confirmation Order and Notice of Confirmation and 
Notice to Treat has now been served on all parties affected by the Compulsory 
Purchase Order. This new road will also be capable of servicing the adjoining Council 
residential lands.


The Dublin County Board has in the meantime obtained planning permission for the 
development of the lands as a Centre of Excellence, including a number of pitches, a 
Clubhouse, Training Facilities Gym etc Planning  Reg. Ref. SD08A/0153 refers.


At this stage and due to the passage of time since the disposal was first approved, it 
is proposed to update and amend the terms to reflect the accurate boundaries, 
revised access and other requirements which have been necessary in the meantime.

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The following report was noted at the Tallaght Area Committee Meeting (2) on 
Monday 25th January, 2010: 

“Introduction:

A preliminary report noting the proposal to go to Part 8 with this proposal was noted at Tallaght Area Committee meeting held on 18th May, 2009 – ref: T/331/09:

“Description of the proposed works:

Tallaght Welfare Society occupies two houses, which are owned by South Dublin County Council, beside Mollloys Pub in the Main Street of Tallaght Village. The houses date back to the 19th century and are listed as protected structures. The accommodation, which is very cramped, is in a bad state of repair and not adequate to cater for all the occupants. The heating and lighting systems require a complete overhaul. There are not enough toilets to cater for the staff and accessibility is a serious issue. At present a portokabin in the back garden is being used as overflow office accommodation.

The proposal, which has been prepared by South Dublin County Council’s Architectural Services Department, is to knock an existing small substandard extension and build a new two storey extension to tie into an existing extension at the rear of the properties and reorganise the internal layout to provide much needed additional office space, consulting rooms and staff facilities. As part of this work, the main entrance and reception area will be reorganised to be fully accessible. The proposal includes a small porch to the main entrance at the front of the property. The area of the extension will be in the region of 60sqM.

These houses are part of Tallaght’s built heritage and it is proposed that they be sensitively restored to provide a suitable facility for a long established voluntary group who provides much needed support to the local community.” 

Public Notification:


A notice in accordance with Article 81 of the Planning and Development 
Regulations 2001-2003 was published in the national press on 26th August, 
2009, for “Material Alteration and extension of no’s 1 & 2 Main Street, 
Tallaght, office of Tallaght Welfare Society, including moving main 
entrance/reception from no. 1 to no. 2, the permanent combination of no’s 1 
& 2 by removal of individual stairs, demolition of 8sqm kitchen extension and 
addition of a 67sqm two storey extension, addition of 2 no. windows to 
existing extension, and the provision of a ramp to front of no 2 for equal 
access”


The benefits to making the alterations and extending the property are to 
provide:

1. A more efficient floor plan to accommodate current use of property

2. Additional floor area to accommodate the trust’s staff, currently in 
temporary accommodation to the rear of the property

3. Greatly improved access for wheelchair users, buggies, etc.

4. Safer access to first floor level including ambulant disabled

5. Better facilities for clients, including accessible w.c.


Plans and particulars of the development were placed on display at County 
Hall, and at the Tallaght Welfare Society / Trustus we care Ltd. HQ at 1/2 
Main Street, Tallaght, until Friday, 9th October. A further period of two 
weeks (was allowed for receipt of written submissions or observations with 
respect to this matter dealing with the proper planning and sustainable 

development of the area in which the development would be situated.


The closing date for submissions was Thursday, 22nd October 2009.  

Submission received:


One written submission was received within this period from Mr. Ramon 
Massey, 3 Main Street, Tallaght Village, Dublin 24.  Mr. Massey queried a lack 
of consistency in the planning authority’s requirements for additional car 
parking as this proposal did not include additional car-parking.


Response to submission:


The alterations and extension are proposed to accommodate the existing 
staffing level and functions of the trust and should not result in additional 
vehicles. A trustee of Trustus we care Ltd. (formerly Tallaght Welfare 
Society) owns the car-park behind the property and there is an agreement 
between the trustee and the trust in relation to parking.


Reports from other Council Department / outside agencies

(a) In the design process, there was consultation with the Planning Department. Issues relating to conservation and the overall approach to Tallaght Village set out in the Tallaght Local Area Plan were agreed and incorporated into the design

(b) The South Western Area, Tallaght Environmental Health Officer’s Department of the Health Service Executive reported on 5th October 2009 that the proposal is acceptable subject to six conditions relating to:

1. Steps to be taken to contain dust arising from the demolition 

2. Means to be employed to minimise air blown dust being emitted from the site. 

3. Operating times for construction equipment and machinery 

4. Storage of refuse 

5. Design of the lighting system is to minimise potential pollution from glare and spillage. 

6. All rooms, passageways, sanitary accommodation, lobbies and the existing refuse store provided for the existing self-contained flat shall be ventilated to the external air.


Response to Reports

(a) The pre-design requirements of the Planning Department were agreed and incorporated into the design which went on display.
(b) The conditions at 1-5 above, required by the Environmental Health Officer, are similar to standard contract requirements for SDCC construction projects which will be included in tender and contract documentation. It was agreed with the author of the report that condition no. 6 was not relevant to this development and could be ignored.

Recommendation:


As the proposed development is in accordance with the proper planning and 
sustainable development of the area it is proposed to proceed with the 
development in accordance with the drawings placed on public display.


The recommendation of the Committee will be brought to the February 
County Council meeting for decision.”

DUBLIN  MOUNTAINS  PARTNERSHIP ANNUAL REPORT
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Dublin Mountains Partnership (DMP) 

· brings together all the stakeholders of the publicly owned lands used for `
recreation in the Dublin Mountains area, 

· is developing both a strategic vision and an action plan for managing 
recreation on publicly owned land only in the Dublin Mountains, 

· secures resources to deliver the plan, and is implementing its action plan 
over ten years. 


The DMP Action Plan was presented to the Tallaght Area Committee on 26May 2008


The Dublin Mountains Partnership was developed for a number of reasons: 

· To provide an integrated management of the valuable resource that 
the forest and other public lands represent as a significant recreation 
resource close to the capital; 

· To manage greater  access to the countryside as a result from increasing 
urbanisation; 

· To manage the changes in the usage levels and patterns of use 
(increasing demands on the resource from traditional users for better trails, 
signage, car parks; and facilities for the new users such as mountain biking, 
mountain running, horse riding, orienteering scramblers etc.); 

· To manage the increasing pressure on the resource (the need to 
manage the anti-social behaviour, to minimise environmental damage in the 
mountains and protection of archaeological and cultural heritage). 


Action Plan for 2009 

The partnership agreed a number of key targets for 2009 based on the 10 year 
strategic plan and vision.   The work of the partnership for 2009 can be divided into a 
number of key areas.


1.            Improve Recreation Information and the development and maintenance of 
a Website 


 The DMP website www.dublinmountains.ie was officially launched by Mayor South 
Dublin County Council, Councillor Marie Corr, in the Big Picture, Tallaght on the 21st 
January 2009. The Deputy Lord Mayor of Dublin City Council Emer Costello also 
attended. 


The website has received over 25,000 hits to the end of the year and is proving 
very popular as a source of information, news and maps.  It is regularly updated with 
news and upcoming events, suggested walks and provides visitors with maps and 
information about the recreation sites. 

 
The DMP newsletter, "Trailhead" was also launched at the above event and 5,000 
copies distributed to local authorities, libraries, sports facilities, the local community. 
 A second summer newsletter was published and similarly distributed. 


 2.            Trail Maintenance and Improvement 


Improving the recreation infrastructure is essential to providing a better recreation 
experience and to both attracting and managing new users to amenity lands in the 
mountains.   An ongoing programme of trail improvement is in place and a number of 
sections of trail have been newly built, upgraded and waymarked in 2009(see table 
below) .   An inventory of the trail network was undertaken and works required on 
different sections of trail have been prioritised for the future work schedule.

3.            The Dublin Mountains Way is a planned new long distance waymarker 
walk route linking Shankill in the east to Tallaght in the west, over 38km of trail. 


This has long being an objective in the County Development Plans of the Local 
Authorities in the area, and the DMP is now delivering on this.  The first section from 
Tibradden to Cruagh has been created, way marked and was officially opened by 
Minister Ó Cuív 19th June 2009.  By November it had been extended to Hell Fire 
Wood.


Most of the route has been identified and work will continue as resources permit to 
open sections as they are completed.


4.            Signage and infrastructure improvement 


The DMP has rolled out new signage across nine forest recreation sites in the Dublin 
Mountains and installed picnic tables at a number of sites. The new signage improves 
awareness of the Dublin Mountains as a recreation area and also provides valuable 
on site information for visitors on trails, points of information and promotes the Leave 
No Trace message.


5.            Improved visitor car parking


Due to considerable anti-social behaviour at a number of car parks in the mountains 
some car parks had to be closed for use. With the introduction of the Volunteer 
Ranger Service, car parks at Hellfire and Tibradden have been reopened at weekends 
to meet visitor requirements. The car parks at Hell Fire and Tibradden have been 
reopened since 1st June, on weekends and Bank Holidays from 11am – 5pm. This is 
working well, and in time it is hoped to extend the opening times further. Cruagh, 
Tiknock, Kilmashogue and Carrickgollogan car parks are open daily. Coillte has also I
nstigated bye laws to control anti-social behaviour on its estate and these are being 
piloted first in the Dublin Mountains area with the co-operation of the Gardaí.


6.            Volunteer Ranger Service and Community Involvement 


As part of its programme to provide an enhanced recreation experience for the users 
of the Dublin Mountains, the DMP developed a Volunteer Ranger Service. Volunteer 
Rangers play an important role in management of outdoor recreation in many other 
countries including the U.K. and the U.S. The duties undertaken by volunteer rangers 
include assisting visitors to the DMP area, leading and helping with DMP organised 
events, promoting responsible use through the Leave No Trace programme, litter 
picking, trail maintenance, conducting visitor surveys. 


Twelve volunteer rangers were recruited from the outdoor and local communities at 
the end of May 2009. They commit at least two days a month. An induction training 
weekend was completed, including a Leave No Trace Awareness day, and first aid 
training was scheduled for August 15th. The volunteer rangers have been in 
operation since the 1st June and they have been receiving a very good response from 
the public. The volunteer ranger service was officially launched by Minister Ó Cuív on 
the 19th June.


7.            Development of sustainable public transport – a Rambler Bus


A key objective in the strategic plan was the development of a public ‘Rambler’ bus 
service linking the city with the Dublin Mountains.   A pilot bus service, the Dublin 
Mountaineer, was officially launched by Tony Killeen T.D., Minister of State at the 
Department of Agriculture, Fisheries & Food (with special responsibility for Fisheries 
and Forestry) on Wednesday 22nd July 2009. 


The service operated on weekends and bank holidays from 25th July until the end of 
September. There were five services a day departing the Sandyford Luas at 10am, 
11.30am, 1pm, 3.15pm and 5pm. There were nine stops along the route (Sandyford 
Luas, Enniskerry Road, Ballyedmonduff Road, Glencullen, Wicklow Way (bus 
terminus), Tibradden, Cruagh/Killakee, Hell Fire, Marlay Park).   This initiative was a 
pilot project and the service was reviewed at the end of the season, with the aim of 
extending the route in 2010 to Tallaght and other areas with the support of local 
businesses in the area.


8.            Education Initiatives 


A permanent orienteering course (POC) has been established at Hell Fire Club (in 
South County Dublin) with 52 control points and an education facility.   This project 
was completed in partnership with Coillte Recreation team, Setanta Orienteering Club 
and South Dublin County Sports Partnership. 


There are three courses of varying lengths for the public, and two courses suitable 
for primary school and secondary school children (orienteering is part of the school 
curriculum).   The orienteering maps, instructions and school workbooks are available 
to download on the website www.dublinmountains.ie.


This project differs from other orienteering courses in that it also has an education 
programme which stimulates engagement with the natural environment.   The 
education workbook has questions about the natural environment at each control 
point and a mathematical question.


9.            Developing and providing Recreation Events 


A number of different recreation events have been hosted over the last year. 

· National Trail Day events – September 2008. Two hikes/ walks were 
organised as part of the inaugural national trails day - over 110 participants. 

· National Tree Week – Native Tree Planting Ceremony – along new section of 
trail in Tiknock, 8th March 2009. 

· Family Treasure Hunt – Massy’s estate – Easter Monday – over 75 
participants, testing their orienteering skills and local and natural history, a 
great success, 13th April 2009. 

· Forest Clean Up Day – Massy’s Estate – 19th July 2009. 

· 
Fit and Green – guided forest walk and talk about Barnaslingan 
Wood, 28th July 2009. 

· Two guided walks/hikes were held, in August and December. 

· Hallofest - Treasure Hunt & Spooky Walk to the Hell Fire Club


 10.        Preparation of a Public Lands Access Map 


Work is underway with East West Mapping Ltd. to develop a large scale map of the 
Dublin Mountains. It will clearly identify public lands suitable for access, the large and 
varied trail network and recreation facilities available across the mountains, 
archaeological and cultural heritage features, parking facilities, etc.


11.        Development of a mountain bike facility


Mountain biking is very popular in the Dublin Mountains and encourages many new 
and younger visitors to the forests and mountains.   Coillte have developed five 
designated mountain bike areas across the country, which have proved very 
successful.   A similar facility in the Dublin Mountains is highly sought after, and the 
DMP are preparing proposals on this.   Initial scope work for new mountain bike 
facility at Ballyedmonduff/ Three Rock has been completed and the design plans are 
underway.


12.        Achievement of good public relations coverage of the work of the DMP 


The work of the DMP has received excellent coverage in both national and local 
media sources including the Irish Times, The Echo, RTE 6 o’clock news, Radio One, 
City Channel and more.


Guided tour of Dublin Mountains Partnership area

Members of the Council are invited to take part in a guided tour to inspect the work 
of the Dublin Mountains Partnership and to visit areas to be progressed for further 
action in 2010.  This tour is being planned for late March / early April.  Expressions of 
interest can be forwarded to nobyrne@sdublincoco.ie”
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Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic and Transport Planning requested expressions of interest from Members for a site visit to this location. This would probably require a half day due to the location and length of the area to be covered.

Members complimented staff on the amount of work done on this project and welcomed the report.  They also expressed the need for local residents to be consulted on any issues that arise.

Date for visit to be announced at the next O. P. & F. Meeting.

REVIEW OF MANAGEMENT AND MAINTENANCE CONTRACT BETWEEN SDCC AND THE NORTH & EAST VOLUNTARY HOUSING BODY IN RESPECT OF 100 HOMES OWNED BY SDCC
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Council at its meeting of 10th November 2008 approved the engagement of The 
North and East Housing Association to act as the Council’s Landlord Agent in the 
management and maintenance of 100 RAS homes for a trial period of one year as 
detailed in the report set out below which was presented to that meeting:

“REPORT IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 6(8) 0F THE HOUSING (MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS) ACT, 1992

Proposed Agreement between South Dublin County Council and the North 
& East  Housing Association Ltd for the Management & Maintenance of 100 Council owned Properties which have been assigned to RAS

The Council purchased 100 homes and, with the agreement of the Department of the 
Environment, Heritage and Local Government designated them as RAS homes i.e. to 
be used exclusively for the purposes of the Rental Accommodation Scheme.

They were allocated to 100 housing applicants in order of their position on the 
Council’s Housing List who were in receipt of Rent Supplement and were eligible for 
RAS.

An agreement has been negotiated with the North & East Housing Association 
whereby they will act as agents for the Council and will maintain the homes and 
manage the tenancies.

Under the terms of the agreement and in accordance with section 6(2)(b) of the 
Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act, 1992, North & East will be paid €690.00 per 
unit per annum by the Council and will collect and retain the differential rent payable 
by the tenants. The amount of €690 may be varied from time to time to equate to 
the amount set as being payable to Voluntary Housing Bodies by Government 
regulation. The Council will be responsible for property insurances on the 100 
properties and will pay the annual service charge in the case of apartments. The 
agreement will run for an initial period of 2 years.

The contracting out of the management and maintenance to North & East has been 
agreed through the Partnership Committee with the Trade Union Group.

North & East will maintain the properties in strict accordance with the Council’s 
maintenance policy and standards and will charge rents the same as those that would 
be payable by the tenants under the Council’s Differential Scheme. They will be 
responsible for pursuing cases of arrears of rent and anti-social behaviour up to and 
including proceedings for repossession in strict accordance with the Council’s Rent 
Arrears and Anti Social Behaviour policies.

The North and East Housing Association have approved status under Section 5 of the 
Housing Act 1988 for the purposes of Section 6 of the Housing (Miscellaneous 
Provisions) Act, 1992 i.e. to provide and manage voluntary and social housing.

The agreement of the terms and conditions for the engagement of a Voluntary 
Housing Body to manage and maintain Council owned housing stock is a reserved 
function as set out in Section 6(8) of the Housing (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 
1992.

Accordingly it is hereby recommended that the Council agree to the engagement of 
The North and East Housing Association for the purpose and on the terms and 
conditions set out in the foregoing report.  “

During the trial period the Council has carefully monitored the performance of the 
North and East Housing Association in carrying out the management and 
maintenance function and found that performance to be very satisfactory and no 
difficulties have arisen. There is a very professional and cooperative working 
relationship between the management and staff of the Council’s RAS unit and the 
management and staff of North and East which has developed over the term of the 
contract to date.


In accordance with the terms of the Service Level Agreement made between the 
Council and North and East a client satisfaction survey was carried out on the tenants 
of the 100 properties which they manage and maintain. 


Of the 100 tenants 59 responded and the results are overwhelmingly positive with 
96.6% of tenants expressing satisfaction with North and East since they became their 
landlord’s agent. The results of the survey are appended to this report.


The homes involved are spread randomly across the county and are located in 
Rathfarnham, Ballycullen, Firhouse, Tallaght, Saggart, Rathcoole, Newcastle, Lucan 
and Clondalkin.


There has been one incident of ASB since the current management regime has been 
in place which has been dealt with by North and East on the advice of the Council.


Unfortunately, despite the best efforts of both parties, the behaviour of the tenant 
involved has not improved and North and East are currently moving on behalf of the 
Council to evict this tenant by way of legal proceedings for breach of tenancy 
agreement. In all their dealings with this case North and East have been most 
professional.


As it is considered that North and East have proven to be competent and professional 
Landlord’s Agent in their dealings with our tenants as evidenced also by the survey 
findings,  I hereby recommend that the contract with North and East be extended for 
a further 5 years.”   
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Mr. B. Coman, Director of Housing, Social and Community Development, recommended the renewal of the contract between North and East and South Dublin County Council, as they were a very professional company and had performed well. 
It was proposed by Councillor M. Duff, seconded by Councillor P. Cosgrave and AGREED:
“That the contract with North and East be extended for a further 5 years.”

LOCAL TRAVELLER ACCOMMODATION CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE NOMINATION OF NON-COUNCIL MEMBER

The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“The Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee was established by the 
Council in 1999 in accordance with the requirements of the Housing (Traveller 
Accommodation) Act, 1998 and comprises members of the council, local Travellers, 
representatives of Traveller bodies and council officials. 


Following the Local Elections which were held on the 5th June 2009, the Minister of 
Housing and Social Services directed that each local authority establish a new LTACC. 
In accordance with this ruling, South Dublin County Council Traveller Accommodation 
Unit sought nominations from Local Travellers and Traveller representative bodies to 
nominate members to the Committee. 


Following the resignation of Bob Conroy as Representative of the Tallaght Traveller 
Community  Development Project, Christopher McDonagh, another member of the 
Board of Management of the TTCDP was proposed to replace him.


As the making of appointments to the Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative 
Committee is a reserved function of the Council, the following resolution is required:


“That South Dublin County Council hereby resolves that Christopher McDonagh, 6 
Belgard Road, Tallaght  and Tallaght Travellers Community Development Project be 
appointed to the Traveller Bodies strand of the new Local Traveller Accommodation 
Consultative Committee in accordance with Section 22(3) of the Housing (Traveller 
Accommodation Act, 1998”
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It was proposed by Councillor M. Duff, seconded by Councillor G. O’Connell and AGREED:

“That South Dublin County Council hereby resolves that Christopher McDonagh, 6 Belgard Road, Tallaght  and Tallaght Travellers Community Development Project be appointed to the Traveller Bodies strand of the new Local Traveller Accommodation Consultative Committee in accordance with Section 22(3) of the Housing (Traveller Accommodation) Act, 1998.”
Councillor O’Connell stated that attendance at meetings of this Committee was very important and urged all those concerned to make every effort to attend meeting regularly.

B10 Support to Roads Capital Programme 


Due to the fall off in activity on the Roads Capital Programme, it was necessary to 
charge a greater proportion of technical salaries and expenses to the Revenue 
Account.


C06 Support to Support to Water Capital Programme


Due to the fall off in activity on the Water Capital Programme, it was necessary to 
charge a greater proportion of technical salaries and expenses to the Revenue 
Account.


D05 Tourism Development and Promotion 


It was agreed during the year by the 4 Dublin Managers to make a contribution of 
€50,000 to Dublin Tourism for special tourism marketing in the Dublin region.


D10 Property Management 


Gamma Ltd, were engaged to produce a ‘Profile of South Dublin County’.  A 
significant focus of the work is on the economic perspective of the county and will 
inform activity into the future. 

Property Management – additional expenditure was required to deal with extra 
workload resulting from settlement of CPO’s cases, including Arbitrations. 


Shops – 3 Residential Shops which were referred to the Law Department for recovery 
of outstanding arrears.  A Barrister has been engaged to recover these arrears. 


Increased security costs on Council properties acquired and damaged.  Properties 
damaged/secured at Clutterland/Palmerstown/Clondalkin/Tallaght.

Rent payable following delay in finalising and negotiating lease as result of economic 
climate, this rent is fully recoupable.


E01 Landfill Operation & Aftercare


Increased costs relate to waste bailing charges (Dublin City Council) and loan charges 
(Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council) 


E02 Recovery and Recycling Facilities Operations


Rent on the Clondalkin Community Recycling Initiative


E10 Safety of Structures and Places


Increased works on Dangerous buildings and structures.


E11 Operation of Fire Service


Increased Fire Service Charge from Dublin City Council, mainly due to increased 
gratuity and pension costs.


Division G


Over-expenditure in Service G04 relates to increased payroll, legal and support 
costs for the Control of Horses and Control of Dogs.


Increased Expenditure in Service G05 relates to Higher Education Grant and Fee 
Payments (applications increased by approx 20%) and fee payments to colleges were 
processed earlier in 2009. (These increased costs, which are fully recoupable, were 
not considered as part of the budget 2010 process)


Division H


Over-expenditure in Division H is principally in the area of Administration of Rates.  
An additional €1,870,000 was spent on refunds of rates, €620,000 of which was in 
respect of overpayment of rates which has a matching income.  An additional 
€460,000 was spent to provide for bad debts write offs and provision for doubtful 
debts.


Overall this over-expenditure is offset by a combination of increased incomes and 
expenditure savings in other areas.”

UPDATE ON ADVERSE WEATHER CONDITIONS
The following report by the Manager, which had been circulated, was CONSIDERED:

“A detailed report was presented to the January meeting of the Council on the 
Council’s response to the exceptional adverse weather conditions from 16th December 
to the date of the meeting (See minutes of Council Meeting 11th January 2010).  
Following discussion it was agreed that a further update would be presented to 
today’s meeting of the Council:


The adverse weather continued until 13th January 2010 and the Council continued its 
response on the ground and its awareness/information campaign as set out in the 
 were needed to address burst mains and pipes, water shortage, home heating and 
damaged road surfaces. 

A review of the gritting programme for the period 16th December 2009 to 13th 
January 2010 compared to a similar period in previous years show the following:

· Over 2,000 tons of salt and 700 tons of paving sand was spread over 8 
gritting routes totaling 343 km (excluding priority gritting carried out during 
normal working hours).

· The average cost of call outs for this period in the last 3 years has been 
estimated at €143,480 per annum

· The cost of the call outs for the current period since the onset of the adverse 
weather events is €454,491
· This represents an increase of €311,011 or an increase of 217%

· The additional cost relates not just to the frequency of the call outs but also 
to the additional costs of gritting materials, plant hire etc.


The Council is in the process of replenishing its gritting material and while the barn is 
currently approx 50% full we are continuing to build to our pre season stockpile 
quantity.


An initial assessment of the National Roads has indicated that some €98,500 as a 
minimum will be required to restore the roads to the condition that existed before the 
onset of the adverse weather.  Work is required to N7, N4 and N81.


The position on Non National roads is more severe with the following roads requiring 
repair and / or remedial attention:

It has been estimated that the cost of work to these roads will be some €988,245. 
Submissions seeking the allocation of additional funding in regard to each of the 
foregoing matters have been made to the relevant Government Department / Agency 
and a response is awaited.


Housing Update


In relation to the Councils Housing stock the main areas for maintenance requests 
have been to heating/boiler problems and leaks and airlocks.


During the first two weeks of this year approx 260 calls have been received in respect 
of leaks at an estimated cost of €43,000 and have been dealt with as quickly as 
possible. Requests of this nature are ongoing. Since mid December 2009 we have 
had an increased number of calls in relation to heating/boiler problems which were 
dealt with by the Heating Contractors with approx 170 over the Christmas and New 
Year periods at an estimated cost of €34,000.


Water Issues


The Water Management strategy continued as previously reported in order to 
maintain water supplies in the county and the region.
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Demand/Supply Management


A sustained period of water restrictions throughout January restored the Belgard 
reservoir to approaching normal water levels. This situation was mirrored across the 
region with supply levels increasing to the point where restrictions could be 
discontinued.

Over the weekend of 29th/31st January, with restrictions discontinued, a surge in demand took place that impacted significantly again on the level at Belgard reservoir. On this occasion, bursts to water mains are not a significant factor so it is clear that water usage has produced the surge.


Regrettably, it is again necessary to curtail demand by imposing restrictions on the 
public water supply and continue to promote awareness of the need for conservation 
and minimisation of waste with the public. 


This campaign is being promoted through media outlets and particularly through 
information issued through the Council’s website. The Council’s campaign is focusing 
on personal usage emphasizing the potentially major contribution of each individual 
reducing their consumption by a mere 10%. 


Nightly restrictions will be imposed across the county, through a combination of 
pressure reductions and shut offs. Restrictions will be rotated across different areas 
each evening. Notice of the programme of restrictions is posted on the Council’s 
website. It is expected that the restrictions will continue until supply has stabilised at 
normal levels.

Communications Update 


Updates regarding adverse weather conditions, South Dublin County Council’s 
response and information on water supply restrictions were placed on the front page 
of the website www.sdcc.ie on an ongoing basis throughout January.

The figures show a large increase in customer contact activity both on phones and 
through the web. In order to deal with the number of queries, extra staff were 
deployed and the Council’s landline 01-4149000 was answered on a 24 hour basis 
freeing up the Council’s emergency number 01-4574907 for emergencies and 
reporting water bursts and leaks for 5 days from 12th – 16th January.   

Media queries


Press releases  and updates to website were circulated to the media on a daily basis. 


Over 100 queries and interviews were dealt with regarding the Council’s response to 
weather conditions and water supply information.”
The report was NOTED.

A discussion on this report followed in which the following aspects were highlighted:

· The cost of gritting which on average costs €143,500 for winter had already cost €450,000

· Problems with boilers, leaks, airlocks etc., are being attended to as quickly as possible by the Housing Department

· Need for our storage capacity of water to meet demand and the need for residents to reduce their usage by 10%, as the shortage of treated water had meant throttling at night was essential

· Use of the website for information purposes had increased threefold and every effort is being made to keep residents informed through use of Residents Association contacts etc.

The Manager, Mr. J. Horan told the Members that he was confident of resolving the issue of over expenditure and that the Council was committed to developing a strategy to deal with the problems which have been encountered recently in order to be fully prepared for any future similar events due to adverse weather conditions.

Members congratulated the staff for the hard work which had been done during a very difficult period.  Councillor P. Cosgrave stated that it was alarming the amount of money which it had cost and requested an estimate of how much the repair of potholes had cost to date.
Councillors O’Connell, Looney and Ridge acknowledged the work of staff and complimented their courteous and helpful manner whenever they were contacted with queries.

Councillor Looney requested that details of the 50 roads mentioned in the report be brought to the Area Committee Meetings.

Mr. J. Walsh requested that Members inform him of any potholes that they were aware of which the Council may not have on their list for repairs. 

Mr. J. Horan spoke on the difficulty in keeping footpaths cleared during heavy snowfalls and the fact that residents are unsure as to their legal position when clearing footpaths and this is something we need to get clarification on.

In response to a suggestion by Councillor Ridge that clearing of car parks by large shopping centres, such as Liffey Valley, could form part of the Planning Conditions, Mr. Horan responded that he was not sure if this could become part of the Planning process.
It was proposed by Councillor M. Duff and seconded by Councillor M. Corr that the Motion by Councillor E. Tuffy (M18) be dealt with in conjunction with the above update report on adverse weather conditions:

“That this Council call upon the Minister for Education and Science, Mr. Batt O'Keeffe TD, to review the decision regarding the threatened staff cuts at St. Joseph's Special School, Balrothery, Dublin 24, and to make no final decision without consultation with the Principal and the Board of Management of St Josephs regarding the impact on the pupils, staff, parents and the service it provides to the community on a Countywide basis.”

REPORT:


“If the motion is passed the Council will convey the terms of the motion to the Minister 
for Education and Science, Mr. Batt O'Keeffe TD, and a copy of his reply will, when 
received, be circulated to the Council.”
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The Mayor outlined the position in relation to the school, its vital role in the community and that reduction of staff from 33 to 11 would cause unnecessary stress to parents and children alike.
Councillors Cosgrave, Looney, Walsh, O’Connell, Brophy, Ridge, Keane, Kenny, Kearns and Dowds all strongly supported the Motion and made the following points:

· This issue, although the school is located in Tallaght, is not just an issue for the Tallaght area but one of national importance
· The failure of the Government to give children the necessary resources in education
· Targeting of most vulnerable members of society
· Stripping schools of special needs resources

CLIMATE CHANGE STRATEGY


It was proposed by Councillor E. Tuffy and seconded by Councillor M. Duff:

“That this Council notes the paragraph on page 45 of the National Climate Change Strategy 2007-2012 : " As part of a comprehensive policy position on climate change, the Government is committed to developing a national adaptation strategy over the next two years. This strategy will provide a framework for the integration of adaptation issues into decision making at national and local levels." The Council requests the Manager to write to the Minister for Environment, Heritage and Local Government urging the early publication of the "national adaptation strategy", so that individual Councils can develop locally relevant adaptation strategies and implementation plans, and in particular so that SDCC can, as the National Climate Change Strategy states " provide in the County Development Plan "that areas at risk of flooding may be regulated, restricted and controlled."”

REPORT:

“South Dublin County Council is currently awaiting the publication of the national policy on adaptation measures to ensure that any potential future adaptation measures taken by the Council will be consistent with national policy.  It should be noted however that this Council has produced it’s climate change strategy to prevent the need for adaptation, through the taking of mitigation and prevention measures. While the strategy concentrates on mitigation and prevention it must be recognised that adaptation measures may still be required, and it is proposed that such issues will be considered further on receipt of the national policy on the matter.


The National Climate Change Strategy 2007 – 2012 states that ‘as part of a 
comprehensive policy position on climate change, the Government is committed to 
developing a national adaptation strategy over the next two years. This strategy will 
provide a framework for the integration of adaptation issues into decision-making at 
national and local level.’   By circular dated 17th December 2009 notification was 
received from the Department of Environment that a Framework for Climate Change 
Bill 2010 had been produced.  The framework document proposes provisions both in 
terms of mitigation and adaptation which will have significant implications for local 
authorities and it is proposed to finalised the heads of the proposed legislation before 
the end of Quarter 1 2010.  It also states that it is intended to hold a formal public 
consultation process when the detailed Heads are published and a Regulatory Impact 
Assessment will also be carried out.


If this motion is passed the Council will write to the Minister in accordance with the 
content of the motion.”

METERED WATER CHARGES

It was proposed by  Councillor  D. Looney, seconded by Cllr Duff  and  MOVED WITHOUT DEBATE:

“That this Council, noting that due to recent budget cutbacks, schools across South Dublin are now increasingly underfunded and unable to make ends meet, notes the Fianna Fáil-Green Party Government decision to introduce metered water charges for all schools from January 1st 2010. The Council therefore asks the Manager to write to all school principals in the County informing them of the new metered water charges, and asks the Manager to inform all schools that they can apply to the Department of Education and Science’s Summer Works Scheme for funding to install water conservation measures in schools.”

REPORT:

“The Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government Circular Letter 
WSP1/08 notified Local Authorities of transitional arrangements for the implementation 
of the Water Services Pricing Policy in relation to schools. The Circular advised of 
arrangements to be applied pending the implementation of full cost recovery and 
volumetric charging for schools as and from 1 January 2010.


South Dublin County Council, by letter dated 3 March 2008, notified every school 
Chairperson and Principal of the transitional arrangements and how they would be 
applied. The schools were also offered the services of the Council's Water Services 
Engineers and Inspectors as well as the Council's Environmental Awareness Service in 
assiting/advising them on Water Conservation matters that would assist them to 
minimise their potential bill.


Since 2008, the Council has issued Quarterly indicative bills to schools  advising them 
of the volume of water being consumed within the period and the charge that would 
have been applied had volumetric charging been applicable. Schools have been 
reminded that the services of the Council were available to them should they wish to 
discuss any specific concerns they may have had in relation to their Water Supply. 
Information leaflets have also been circulated advising on how the water meter works.


Following on from Government Policy and the adoption of this Council's Budget 2010 
schools will now be billed on a volumetric basis.


Notification will shortly issue to schools reminding them that their first bills will issue at 
the end of the first quarter 2010 and again advising.”

WATER LEISURE STRATEGY
The following motion in the name of Councillor D. Keating was MOVED and RE-ENTERED:

“That the Manager would present a detailed report for discussion on the Council's Water Leisure Strategy, including a detailed report on the remaining elements of the Water Leisure Strategy, and in the current uncertain economic climate, within what planned time-frame does the Manager envisage the remaining projects will be rolled out?”

REPORT:


“The Council’s original Water Leisure Strategy was adopted by the Council in March 
2000. This Strategy was based on a Consultancy report carried out by Price 
Waterhouse Coopers who were engaged by the Council for the purpose. 


At the meeting of the Strategic Policy Committee on Sport, Recreation Community and 
Parks held on the 16th November 2005 it was agreed to recommend to the Council 
that the Water Leisure Strategy be reviewed. This recommendation was approved by 
the Council at its December Meeting. 


The review was carried out in – house and the main approach adapted was to assess 
progress to date on the implementation of the key recommendations  for the provision 
of swimming pools  as contained in the original strategy and to consider ways to 
advance / re-assess remaining key recommendations.


The completed review was presented to the members of the Strategic Policy 
Committee on Sport, Recreation, Community and Parks at its Meeting held on the 24th 
May 2006. One of the recommendations of the Review is the proposal to provide a 
Public Swimming Pool facility in Lucan on the site identified in the Council’s 
Development Plan.  


The SPC recommended that the Review, which had been circulated to all Council 
Members be presented to the next meeting of the Council for adoption. The review 
was presented to the Council on the 12th June 2006 and was adopted. 


The remaining elements of the Water Leisure Strategy review are the completion of 
swimming pool facilities in Lucan  and investigation of a joint venture / partnership for 
Terenure/Rathfarnham area.


The Lucan Sports and Leisure Centre is included in the Council’s 3 year Rolling Capital 
Programme under the category “projects planned” 


The Department of Arts, Sports and Tourism has not yet formally indicated to the 
Council when it expects to re-open its swimming pool programme. Grant assistance 
has been an integral part of the financing of the completed elements of the Water 
Leisure Strategy


The Council is committed to providing this facility for the people of Lucan and 
surrounding areas and will do so in conjunction with receiving the necessary support 
from the Department of Arts, Sports and Tourism and sourcing the necessary capital 
funding.


Following any announcement of the reopening of the Swimming Pool Programme the 
Community Department will review likely costs and sources of funding with regard to 
these projects.


In addition, due to the economic downturn there will be further financial challenges 
with regard to funding (Revenue and Capital) going forward which may negatively 
impact on the Council’s infrastructural programmes.


It will be necessary to await developments and clarifications regarding these 
challenges before fully assessing these projects further.


The provision of a swimming pool facility in the Terenure/Rathfarnham area was 
added to the Water Leisure Strategy following its review to be advanced as a joint 
venture.


In the absence of committed sources of funding  for these projects and the continued 
uncertainty  it is not possible to give a timeframe for their completion.


The members will be kept informed of developments.”

DUBLIN BIKE SCHEME

It was proposed by Councillor E. Walsh and seconded by Councillor M. Duff:

“That this Council notes the extraordinary success to date of the Dublin bike scheme in the Dublin City Council area to date and undertakes to conduct a feasability study as to a similar application in the County.”
REPORT:

“The Council is aware of the success to date of the Dublin Bike scheme and would 
welcome the provision of such a scheme in South Dublin County. To this end a 
funding application was lodged under the Department of Transport "Smarter Travel 
Project Fund" for such a scheme focused on the Tallaght area based on existing public 
infrastructure and incorporating a recycling element for bicycles and community 
involvement in provision and management. 


The objectives of the project were :

	Tallaght Community Pool Bicycle Scheme (a) Provide a localised pool bicycle fleet at Bus/LUAS stops and key destinations in Tallaght for use by employees and students of partner organisations. “Smart Card” technology will be used to access bicycles and supporting services and to monitor usage; supported by community showers and Intellectual Enterprise Zone e-work spaces. (b) Establish bicycle salvage and refurbish programme in partnership with community group(s). Provide community bicycle fleet on “library” style loan to the wider community, via active community groups, schools and to wider community at street level. Overarching initiatives:   Programme of education, awareness and promotion; public realm audit and cycle friendly improvements to cycle network and traffic management; extension of cycle parking network;



Unfortunately. the SDCC application was unsuccessful but other means of funding and 
implementing a bicycle scheme in some form will be examined and a report brought to 
the Transport SPC for consideration.”
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Councillor Walsh thanked the Manager for the report and highlighted the interest the Dublin City Council Scheme has generated in cycling and the need for South Dublin County Council to integrate any scheme it may introduce with that of Dublin City Council.

A discussion on the benefits of the scheme followed and the following issues were highlighted.

· The success of the scheme in Dublin City

· The difference in the terrain of South Dublin as opposed to the city

· Possibility of private or commercial sponsorship for scheme

· Details of the funding application

Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic & Transport Planning, answered the Members queries and stated that the resources application indicated that the cost over a two year period to get the scheme up and running would be €1.4m.

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart and seconded by Councillor T. Ridge:

“That this Council calls on the NRA and M50 Concessions to rationalise, clarify and explain apparent material changes to landscaping, boundary and roadlines, among other matters, on the M50 as it relates to Orlagh Grove Estate, Beverly Court and Orlagh Park and the Scholarstown Interchange.”
REPORT:

“Phase 2 of the M50 Upgrade Scheme is a PPP Project which is essentially a Design & 
Build Contract with private financing and is being implemented directly by the PPP Unit 
of the National Roads Authority.


The Design & Build Contracting Consortium (M50CL) is thus required to take the 
Preliminary Design contained in the M50 Upgrade Scheme Environmental Impact 
Statement as approved (with minor modifications) by An Bord Pleanala in April 2005 
and develop this into a full Detailed Design which conforms to the National Standards 
(such as the NRA’s Design Manual for Roads & Bridges) as indicated in the Employer’s 
Requirements. The Employer’s Requirements also require the Design & Build 
Contractor to construct the Scheme within the CPO Lands as approved by An Bord 
Pleanala and further that the Landscape Requirements as set out in the EIS are also 
implemented in full.


South Dublin County Council who is liaising with the NRA’s Team and the Design & 
Build Contractor is satisfied that the Scheme is being constructed within the CPO 
Lands as approved by An Bord Pleanala. Additionally South Dublin County Council is 
confident that the Landscaping Requirements as set out in the Contract Documents 
which are essentially a reiteration of the EIS Landscaping Requirements will also be 
implemented in full when the main construction works for the widened carriageways 
and structures have been completed.  


The Council is aware of complaints from some residents to the effect that trees were 
apparently unnecessarily removed during the course of the construction works for the 
environmental barriers. The contractual requirement on the Contractor in this instance 
is that existing planting be maintained where this is feasible. Should it be discovered 
post construction that trees which were removed could have been maintained during 
the course of the construction then the Contractor will be obliged to replace these 
trees.


If the motion is passed the Council will convey the terms of the motion to the 
Consortium and to the NRA.”
It was AGREED to take Motion No. 12 in conjunction with this motion.

M50 NOISE

It was proposed by Councillor J. Lahart and seconded by Councillor M. Duff:

“That this Council requests the NRA and M50 Concessions, the agents responsible for the M50 upgrade, to give a full explanation as to how protocols and procedures relating to noise and night time work have been flagrantly and regularly contravened, without recourse to this local authority or local residents and to outline what guarantees they can give to this Council that they either entities are capable of securing the support of local people given their record in this regard.”

REPORT:

“The Phase 2 M50 Upgrade Scheme is a PPP (similar to Design & Build)  Scheme which is being implemented by the National Roads Authority (NRA). To ensure that these major works are undertaken in a proper and orderly manner the National Roads Authority has engaged the services of Roughan O’Donovan Consulting Engineers (RO’D) for the purpose of monitoring / supervising the activities of Contractor M50 Concessions Ltd.


The Upgrade Works in the vicinity of Scholarstown Junction consists of the design and 
construction of additional (third) traffic lane on both northbound and southbound 
carriageways as well as major reconstruction of the Scholarstown Junction whereby 
new Bridges will be constructed to provide six traffic lanes and footpaths over the 
Motorway in place of the existing two-lane arrangements.


In undertaking the above major works it is inevitable that there will be some level of 
inconvenience to both users of the M50 and Residents living in the vicinity of the M50 
Junction. The need to keep traffic flowing during business hours at this busy Junction 
has be balanced against the inconvenience of night works to local residents.


Bearing these factors in mind M50CL in conjunction with the Council’s M50 Liaison 
Engineer and RO’D Rep has held various meetings with local Residents to deal with a 
variety of issues raised by Residents including noise arising from night works. In this 
connection M50CL has explained that it is contractually obliged to keep two lanes open 
on both northbound and southbound carriageways as well as entry / exit ramps 
between 6 am and 10 pm every day and this constrains it’s ability to work in these 
areas until night time hours. As a consequence of these discussions the Council’s 
Liaison Engineer has secured agreement from the NRA that in order to reduce the 
amount of night works to a minimum the entry / exit ramps can be closed at 8 pm 
such that noisy works such as excavation/planing can be done by 11 pm and also that 
traffic diversions can be put in place at weekends to access areas not normally 
available during weekdays. These arrangements which have been discussed and 
agreed with local residents seem in general terms to be working reasonably well and it 
is also the case that RO’D’s Rep has refused the Contractor permission to work at 
night in situations where the work can be done during the day or weekend.

 
The Contractor has indicated that he expects all major works on the M50 and 
Scholarstown Junction to be completed by end Feb 2010.”
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Discussion followed on the Motion, with contributions from Councillors O’Connell, Keane, Cosgrave, Coburn and Lahart.


Members agreed that the NRA’s attitude to both the Council and local residents was very poor.  Promises which were made to local residents in relation to reducing noise levels at night etc. were repeatedly broken.

Mr. J. Walsh, Director of Development, Parks & Roads, replied to Members stating that the Council had no control over this particular contract but that we would be taking a hard line with the NRA and will write to them and would expect to get a positive response.  

Councillor Lahart was particularly concerned with the Contractors lack of interest in the noise levels being endured by residents.

possibly as part of our new County Development Plan, to restrict the opening and/or operation of new 'head-shops' in our county.”

REPORT:

“From the perspective of the Planning and Development Regulations ‘Head Shops’ are 
classed as Shops.


The Planning and Development Regulations define a shop as:


‘‘shop’ means a structure used for any or all of the following purposes, where the sale, 
display or service is principally to visiting members of the public -

Councillor Lavelle also supported the Motion and asked if anything could be done in relation to these shops as part of the County Development Plan. 


Members agreed that the sentiments of the Motion should be conveyed to John Curran T.D., Minister for Drugs and Community Affairs, Mary Harney T.D., Minister for Health and Children and John Gormley T.D., Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local Government.
Councillor Looney stated that he would not be supporting the Motion as banning of these shops would serve no purpose, that there was a media hysteria surrounding these shops and the wider issue of use of drugs in society is what needs to be addressed.
Mr. F. Nevin, Director of Land Use, Economic & Transport Planning, pointed out the description of a shop under the Planning laws was clearly set out the in the attached report.

EMERGENCY FUNDING FOR ROAD REPAIR
