The following report by the Manager was READ:-

“REFURBISHING OF FLATS AT PEARSE BROTHERS PARK
The Council’s housing stock contains 18 ‘maisonette’-type units at Pearse Brothers Park and a further 4 units at Palmer Park which adjoin the 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park. The 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park are over 50 years old and the 4 units at Palmer Park are over 40 years old. Therefore, these dwellings are some of the oldest in the Council’s social housing portfolio. 

The four units at Palmer Park are contained within one stand-alone building. The 18 units at Pearse Brothers Park are dispersed throughout 3 ‘L-Shaped’ buildings which also include houses that are privately owned. The impact on these houses as a result of any refurbishment works would have to be considered carefully during the design phase.

Following a recommendation from the Council’s Architectural Services Department that the Pearse Brothers Park and Palmer Park estates be included in a refurbishment programme, the residents were consulted, by way of survey carried out in 2006, in order to ascertain their views on how any refurbishment programme would proceed. The residents indicated that their preference would be to be re-housed locally while the existing units were being refurbished and accommodation within the proposed Council developments at Glendoher and Kingston was identified for this purpose. However, due to the unavailability of capital funding, the works at Glendoher and Kingston have not progressed to tender stage. No approval was received from the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government for new housing starts for social housing schemes within the county in 2009. 

The Council’s Architectural Services Department have indicated that the decanting of the tenants on a temporary basis while refurbishment works are on-going is a necessity. It is important to note the relative low-level casual vacancy rate of social housing in the Rathfarnham area (10 casual vacancies in 2009). Tenants may have to relocate temporarily to vacant housing stock in Tallaght or Clondalkin during the course of any works. Also the Council's Architectural Services Department note that the units may not meet current guidelines in respect of size and that the units may require modification either by extension or amalgamation. If the units are modified by amalgamation, the end result will be a reduced number of dwellings. Consequently, some of the existing tenants may need to be rehoused elsewhere on a permanent basis. 

Currently, no authorisation has been granted by the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government to proceed with any refurbishment works at Pearse Brothers Park and no funding has been allocated by the Department for this purpose. The Council is still committed to refurbishing these flats subject to a funding source being identified. However, in light of the current financial circumstances facing the Council, it is not possible to source funding from the Council’s own resources for such a refurbishment programme at this current time. The Council did discuss the need for funding for the refurbishment of these dwellings with the Department of the Environment, Heritage and Local Government last year but no funding has been made available to date. The Council will continue to pursue the matter with the Department. 

It is not envisaged that the Council will be in a position to progress this matter until funding for the project is confirmed and an agreement is reached with the tenants in respect of the taking up of temporary accomodation elsewhere during the duration of any refurbishment works.

Another option open to the Council is the transferring of the tenants on a permanent basis to dwellings that will becoming available to the Council shortly in College Green in Terenure as a result of Part V. A consultation process with the tenants will be held to ascertain if the tenants are favourable towards this option. If all tenants are transferred from the maisonettes in Pearse Brothers/Palmer Park, the Council will then carry out an extensive feasability exercise to examine future uses for these buildings.

The Council will also continue to examine, whilst being cogniscant of the funding difficulties facing the Council, the possibility of carrying out works, that while falling short of a full refurbishment programme, would be designed to improve energy efficiency in the dwellings with the aim of achieving a C1 Building Energy Rating.”

Another option open to the Council is the transferring of the tenants on a permanent basis to dwellings that will becoming available to the Council shortly in College Green in Terenure as a result of Part V. A consultation process with the tenants will be held to ascertain if the tenants are favourable towards this option. If all tenants are transferred from the maisonettes in Pearse Brothers/Palmer Park, the Council will then carry out an extensive feasability exercise to examine future uses for these buildings.

"That the Manager discuss with this Committee the severe damp problems in the one-year-old council house at 21 Whitechurch Heights and as to how the problem can be remedied?"
The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“There have been ongoing reports of severe moisture and condensation at this Council rented dwelling.

The Council’s Clerk of Works has been investigating these complaints and in an effort to identify the source of the problem carried out a detailed survey of the dwelling on 21st January last.  

Two sets of temperature and humidity readings were recorded.  The first set was of the existing condition of the dwelling which recorded an average room humidity of 66% at a room temperature average of 21 degrees centrigrade. The second set was recorded after opening all windows and doors for 30 minutes and this recorded an average humidity of 57% at an average room temperature of 18 degrees centrigrade. The initial readings are regarded as high. However following the ventilation of the house, these reduced to a more normal, acceptable range. Better ongoing ventilation practices would result in more normal air moisture levels in the house.

For comparison purposes the existing temperature and humidity levels were recorded in each room of an identical nearby house in the scheme.  No dampness or condensation problems were noted in this dwelling which recorded an average humidity of 43% at an average temperature level of 19 degrees centrigrade which is well within the normal, acceptable range. It was noted that this dwelling was being properly ventilated by the occupants.

Accordingly, the survey concluded that there is no problem with the structure and fabric of 21 Whitechurch Heights.  Both units which the Council surveyed for comparison purposes were built of the same concrete slab and constructed together. It must be concluded therefore that the problems in this instance are caused by poor ventilation practices.

The tenants have been written to advising of this conclusion and making recommendations on improving ventilation practices to deal effectively with the problems they have experienced.

To give you some idea as to how much extra water four adults in a house can generate in a day, here are a few illustrations:- 

	Four adults at home can produce
	6 pints of moisture per day

	A bath or shower
	2 pints 

	Drying clothes indoors
	9 pints 

	Cooking and use of kettle
	6 pints 

	Washing dishes
	2 pints 

	Bottled gas heater (8 hour use)
	4 pints 

	Total moisture added in one day to a house
	26 pints or 14.8 litres


All of these normal household operations produce moisture and adequate ventilation practices need to be in place to deal with the moist air. Otherwise, excessive condensation levels will be experienced. 

It was also noted by the Clerk of Works during the survey that dampness was recorded on the stud partition between bedroom no. 2 (second largest) and the bathroom. The likely cause of this is that the shower tray has been replaced by the tenant and it has been incorrectly sealed with clear silicone and not a propriety shower tray sealer in accordance with best practice.”

The Meals on Wheels service has been one of the major services operating out of the old Ballyroan Community Centre for a large number of years and it is very much hoped that this essential service will go from strength to strength and operate for many years into the future, with state of the art large modern kitchen facility going into the newly refurbished Ballyroan Community and Youth Centre.

In recent months a Community Centre Network had been established across the County for all Community Centres in our County. Community Centre's in the Rathfarnham area have the opportunity and for the most part are currently actively involved within this network.”

In this document a crisis is defined as:

A crisis is any unplanned event that can cause deaths or significant injuries to

Employees/ members of the public etc or 

a) can shut down or disrupt SDCC’s operations,

b) cause physical or environmental damage, 

c) or threaten the organization’s financial standing or public image (IAEE).

A crisis is defined as a significant business disruption which stimulates extensive news media coverage. The resulting public scrutiny will affect the organization’s normal operations and also could have a political, legal, and financial impact on its business (Institute for Crisis Management).

As seen from the above all these plans cover the whole administrative area of South Dublin County Council. We do not have specific plans for different areas of the county such as the Rathfarnham Area. REPLY:
Since 16th December 2009, the Council has carried out - twice daily, morning and evening gritting runs on the 350 km of the roads that are included in our gritting routes, with particular emphasis on the main commuting routes. This constitutes over 40% of the total roads in South Dublin County Council’s area. The gritting generally takes place at 7.00pm and 5.00am. Since the New Year additional spot gritting has taken place during the day throughout the County.
Based on advance forecasts provided by Met Eireann, the Council had anticipated the onset of adverse weather conditions and had stock piled the maximum storage capacity of 750 tonnes of red rock salt in its facilities. This quantity of gritting material is normally sufficient to provide for 25 gritting days under normal predicted conditions / average winter weather conditions and the normal winter gritting season lasts from November to March. Due to the prolonged period of cold weather and the continuous gritting of the roads, it was necessary for the Council to source additional gritting supplies and additional gritting materials were successfully procured all through the festive holiday period and into the New Year. 

It is important to acknowledge the contribution and sacrifices made by the Council’s gritting crews and other Council staff who have worked tirelessly over the entire Christmas and New Year holiday period to keep the roads in South Dublin open to traffic and other core services available. Staff, many of whom have small children at home, worked on Christmas Eve, Christmas Day, New Years Eve and New Years Day unselfishly and their dedication and diligence was paramount in leading the Council’s efforts and responses to the emergency situation.

To date the number of additional man hours deployed to gritting the County’s roads and clearing of footpaths since the start of the recent prolonged spell of inclement weather is now in excess of 7,500 man hours. Over 13,000 linear kilometers of road have been gritted in the County since the start of the cold spell, utilising all 8 of the Council’s Gritting Trucks and deploying over thirty staff to the gritting and salting of the National Primary,  National Secondary, Regional and main Local routes in the County. This effort was supplemented by the deployment of over 250 additional staff as well as plant and machinery from all other departments within the Council to clear snow and ice from footpaths in the main commercial and shopping areas in our towns and villages. Attention was directed towards important facilities in the county including hospitals and health care units, libraries and other community facilities etc. Plans were also put in place to manage the effects of the thaw including continued redeployment of staff and machinery in order to reduce the risk of flooding.  The Council endorsed recent calls to individuals and businesses to assist local authorities by clearing the area outside their house or premises.  The Council acknowledges major community efforts in this regard. 

The Council was in daily contact with the Gardaí, HSE, Dublin Bus, Civil Defense and our neighbouring authorities to maximize our response and to keep the public informed of the unfolding situation.  All schools in our County were advised to keep in touch with the Council’s website and press releases for weather forecasts and the Council’s ongoing response.

“REPORT ON TRAFFIC SIGNAL WARRANTS
The attached report deals with the method of assessment that this local authority utilises when considering requests for the installation of signal controlled pedestrian crossings and signal controlled junctions on the existing road network. The framework for this assessment follows the National Roads Authority publications:

· RT 181, geometric design guidelines (intersections at grade) 

· RT 206, Warrants for pedestrian crossing facilities

Of special interest is the provision of pedestrian crossings. 

Frequently requests for the installation of pedestrian crossings are received. Careful consideration is then given to the benefits associated with the provision of the crossing and associated hazards. In all cases the convenience of drivers and pedestrians is always secondary to their safety. Over provision of signal control equipment especially in the case of pedestrian crossings will lead to a diminution of their effectiveness and fail to provide a safer crossing.

For the provision of a pedestrian crossing a study into the conflict between the vehicle and pedestrian movements is carried out. This indicates the scarcity of suitable gaps in traffic available to pedestrians to cross and if a suitable demand for a crossing exists. Wider or faster roads will require larger gaps in traffic for pedestrians to cross.

Locations with reoccurring and similar accidents will also indicate the need for reviewing a location for the provision of a pedestrian crossing or junctions signals.

It is also noted what type of pedestrians (school going / under 16 in appearance or adult) in order to assess if the requirements can be better dealt with by the use of a school warden. However this is usually apparent in the first instant.

WARRANTS FOR PEDESTRIAN CROSSING FACILITIES

Introduction

1.1 The Traffic Study Group has recommended that a number of locations be counted to determine whether there is a warrant for pedestrian crossing facilities at these locations.

1.2 The list of locations are given in Table 1 below.

1.3 This report has been produced by the Traffic Section of South Dublin County Council with the assistance of O’Connor Sutton Cronin & Associates.  The report sets out the main selection criteria to be used in a warrant assessment for the provision of Pedestrian Crossing Signals.

1.4 The report is based on the relevant provision of the National Roads Authority’s publication in respect of warrants - RT 206 Warrants for Pedestrian Crossing Facilities

Background and Methodology

2.1 As mentioned, the provision of Pedestrian Crossing Signals is dealt with in RT 206 Warrants for Pedestrian Crossing Facilities.  The aim of warrants is to ensure that diverse situations, be they junctions, crossing points etc., be treated objectively and on an equal footing and to ensure an adequate but not excessive use is made of Traffic Control Devices.

2.2 There a number of types of pedestrian facilities in use:

· a Zebra crossing is one at which the pedestrian needs to establish right-of-way by placing a foot on the carriageway;

· a Conventional crossing is equipped with signal heads and drivers stop for red and proceed on green; and

· a Pelican crossing allows drivers to proceed on a flashing amber signal if no pedestrians are on the carriageway. This facility reduces the delay to traffic and have been in use from 1976 onwards.

2.3 A Zebra or Pelican crossing should only be installed when either a conflict warrant and/or accident warrant is met.  The suitability of the location of the proposed crossing facility should also be examined.

2.4 While a warrant may be met, less restrictive measures should if possible be tried.  One of the major difficulties presented to pedestrians is the width of the carriageway to be crossed.  If the width can be reduced by building out a footpath locally or by providing a central refuge island then consideration should first be given to such measures.

2.5 As a general principle, it is recommended that zebra crossings be restricted to locations where the traffic speeds are low i.e. < 50 km/hr (<30 m.p.h.) and where the effective road width to be crossed is less than 11 metres.

Conflict Warrant

2.6 The conflict warrant is a measure of pedestrian and vehicle conflict. The particular facility i.e. no treatment, zebra crossing or pelican crossing which is appropriate for a location is obtained by considering a number of selection charts which plot the number of pedestrian per hour against the number vehicles/hour for a given road width and traffic speed.
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2.7 The above sample chart is drawn for an effective road width of 6 metres and a traffic speed of less than 50 km/hr (30 m.p.h. approximately).  A design formula is used in the development of these charts.  The example shown is that a Pelican Crossing facility is required in a situation where a pedestrian volume of 925 pedestrians/hour has been recorded against a vehicular volume of 1175 vehicles/hour where the effective road width is 6 metres and the traffic speed is < 50km/hr.

2.8 Separate charts are drawn for the following situations:

· traffic speed < or > 50 km/hr

· effective road width 6m, 7m, 8m, 9m, 11m or 13m

· traffic direction 1-way or 2-way

2.9 The data required to make an assessment is as follows:

Road Width and Traffic Direction

· the appropriate road width is the distance pedestrians have to cross between footpath kerbs where no refuge islands exist.  Where there is a refuge, the crossing on each side of the island is examined separately and one-way charts are used.  Whichever side requires the higher degree of control is taken as the deciding warrant.

Traffic Speed

· this is the free-flowing speed of non-congested traffic. If this speed is not self-evident then spot speeds should be recorded and the 85th percentile value taken.

Pedestrian and Vehicle Volumes

· pedestrian and vehicle volumes to be used in the relevant charts shall be the average of two peak hours and must relate top the same period in each case.

2.10 In calculating pedestrian volumes the following procedure should be followed:

· pedestrians should be recorded over a 50 metre length of road either side of a crossing point

· where a location is within 50 metres of a junction then the count should be to the nearest kerb line

· children of 12 years and less should be recorded separately from older persons where they cross to or from school.  The philosophy here is that high numbers of school children crossing can be accommodated by a school warden as opposed to a pedestrian crossing

· the conflict warrant is not to be applied within 300 metres of an existing pedestrian crossing or signalised intersection.  The philosophy here is that more breaks occur in traffic close to signals and this allows pedestrians to cross more easily.  In these cases a higher vehicle/pedestrian conflict is required to justify a crossing facility.

2.11 In practice slightly lower volumes than those in the conflict warrant may be acceptable to justify a facility in the following special circumstances:

· where there is a high percentage of shoppers with prams and young children

· where there is a high percentage of elderly or infirm persons

2.12 Also in practice, at seasonal locations such as resorts, crossing facilities may be justified where warrant volumes are met for at least three months in the holiday season even though they may not be met for the rest of the year.

Accident Warrant

2.13 An accident warrant for the provision of a crossing facility is met when each of the following criteria is met:

· an adequate trial of less restrictive remedies has failed to reduce the accident frequency, and

· three or more personal injury accidents
, of a type susceptible to correction by the provision of a pedestrian facility, have occurred in a five period, and

· pedestrian and vehicle volumes are not less than 75% of the volumes required to justify the provision of a facility under the conflict warrant.”
Mr. A. O’Mullane, Senior Executive Engineer, presented the report.  Following a contribution from Councillors P. Cosgrave, E. Coburn, and C. Keane, Mr. O’Mullane responded to queries raised.  The report was NOTED and it was AGREED that a list of locations where warrants had not been reached would be circulated to the Members.

However it should be noted that there is a considerable foundation involved in the construction and erection of these gantries.

b. A Preliminary Landscaping Design (based on the M50 Upgrade Scheme EIS) was included in M50 Contract Documentation such that this must be developed into a fully Detailed Design by the M50 Contractor. This Design must be submitted to and approved by the NRA’s Supervising Consulting Engineers (Roughan & O’Donovan). The Council has requested RO’D to ensure that the concern expressed in the question is addressed prior to giving approval to the Contractor’s Detailed Design for Landscaping.

c. The Contractor has included the provision of a safety barrier at this location in his works and has indicated that the barrier is expected to be installed within the next 10 days. A temporary barrier has been installed meanwhile.

d. The Contractor has been informed that any existing wooden barriers in poor condition must be either replaced or reconditioned to a standard acceptable to the NRA. 

e. The Noise Barrier at this location has been installed by the M50 Upgrade Contractor in accordance with the M50 Upgrade Scheme EIS as approved by An Bord Pleanala. Relocating the Barrier down the batter towards the carriageway would reduce the effective height of same and thereby reduce the effective protection against noise which An Bord Pleanala has ruled must be put in place.

“A review of the gritting programme for the period 16th December 2009 to 13th January 2010 compared to a similar period in previous years show the following:

Over 2,000 tons of salt and 700 tons of paving sand was spread over 8 gritting routes totaling 343 km (excluding priority gritting carried out during normal working hours).

· The average cost of call outs for this period in the last 3 years has been estimated at €143,480 per annum

· The cost of the call outs for the current period since the onset of the adverse weather events is €454,491

· This represents an increase of €311,011 or an increase of 217%

· The additional cost relates not just to the frequency of the call outs but also to the additional costs of gritting materials, plant hire etc.

The Council is in the process of replenishing its gritting material and while the barn is currently approx 50% full we are continuing to build to our pre season stockpile quantity.

An initial assessment of the National Roads has indicated that some €98,500 as a minimum will be required to restore the roads to the condition that existed before the onset of the adverse weather.  Work is required to N7, N4 and N81.

REPLY:
In the run up to the 2009 Halloween period a concerted effort was made by a number of Council Departments urging local communities, community and youth groups, schools and the general public to attend the official bonfires in the Tallaght and Clondalkin areas rather than construct their own.  This request, in the main, was ignored in many areas and c. 16,000 square metres of open space was damaged as a result of the fires that took place. In addition to the above, Council crews removed considerable volumes of bonfire material in the weeks leading up to Halloween in an effort to reduce the amount of  material available to burn and limit the damage to the public spaces.  

In the aftermath of Halloween 2009, each unofficial bonfire was logged, photographed and an estimate of the debris remaining calculated to facilitate a programmed removal of the material.  A total of 412 bonfire sites have been recorded across the County.  The clean-up programme to remove the offending debris was commenced in early December.  Progress with the clean-up operation was however severly hampered by the very poor ground conditions arising from the exceptional volume of rainfall during November and December and it was necessary to delay clean-ups in many areas to avoid causing significant further damage to the public open spaces.  In addition, Parks Department staff were redeployed during early January to assist with the gritting and clean-up operations arising from the lengthy period of ice and snow.  As a result, it was not possible to complete bonfire clean-ups in many locations until relatively recently.  Consequently the information relating to the overall cost of the clean-up operation for 2009 is still being compiled.  Final figures for the cost of the cleanup for Halloween 2009 in the Rathfarnham area, and for South Dublin county as a whole, will be presented to the March meeting of the Rathfarnham Area Committee.

The following report by the Manager was READ:-
“From the outset of the current programme of tree works when it commenced last November, the Parks Department has clearly expressed that priority is being given to the maintenance and pruning of existing trees and shrubberies.  This is in response to the large volume of requests received for tree pruning and removals, primarily due to the extent of the established and maturing tree population across the South Dublin County Council administrative area.  In this context, a limited amount of tree planting is being undertaken this spring which is a reflection of the focus on maintenance of existing trees and not budgetary constraints.  The proposed planting programme is being presented as a Headed Item to this meeting of the Rathfarnham Area Committee.” 

Ms. M. Keenan, Senior Executive Parks Superintendent, presented the report.  Following contributions from Councillor E. Coburn, Ms. Keenan responded to queries raised and the report was NOTED.
